The Rev. H. C. Rice presented the re­
port of the nominating committee.

The Rev. C. E. Manning, associate sec­
retary of the missionary society appeared 
in the conference rpom and was at once 
welcomed to the platform.

The Rev. gentleman is a good speaker 
and interested the conference in various 
phases of missionary work. He referred 
to the fact that the missionary society 
had this year asked for a large increase in 
the income of the society. Last year the 
amount raised was $440,000, forty per cent, 
increase was required wjiich would bring 
the total to $600,000. While these ex­
pectations would not be realized yet the 
income would advance $60,000 or $70,000. 
There was a strong missionary movement 
in Canada at the present time. The in­
fluences thàt brought, it about clustered 
around the laymen missionary movement 
which he characterized as interdenomina­
tional within denominational lines.

He gave an interesting account of the 
laymen’s missionary meeting £eld in To­
ronto last fall and stated that the 
churches in Toronto which last year gave 
$140,000 would this year attempt to raise 
$500,000. The Presbyterians were aiming 
at $125,000, so were the Anglicans and he 
might say that these churches would likely 
succeed. Among the individual churches 
in that city efforts had been made. In 
some instances $12,000 had been raised. 
The Methodists would possibly augment 
its fund to the required amount during the 
next year.

The speaker also referred to the need of 
taking care of the immigrants, who were 
flocking into the country.

A complimentary resolution thanking 
the Rev. gentleman for his address was 
moved by the Rev. George Steel and sec­
onded by J. J. Weddall.

The Rev. H. E. Thomas presented the 
report of the ministerial session up to the 
completion of the second session.

The conference then adjourned to. meet 
again tomorrow morning.

Immediately after adjournment the min­
isterial session met and disposed of busi­
ness of a purely ministerial character.

In addition to his ordinary duties, he 
will have charge of the maps and plans 
of the province. Mr. McMullen has been 
employed as a draftsman with the C.P.R.

SENATOR DOMVILLE 
WANTS STATEMENT 

OF TRADE RETURNS

t

Me Asks for information as to 
Imports, Exports and Tonnage 
of St. John and Halifax.

Ottawa, June 18.—Senator Domvillo 
moved in the senate for a statement of 
imports, exports and tonnage at St. John 
and at Halifax in 1905-06 and ’07.

He said there was a rumor that Halifax 
was pushing to take the trade away from 
St. John and the C. P. R. was to be 
given running rights to Halifax over the 
Intercolonial for this purpose. He de­
clared that St. John wae the more pro­
gressive, though Halilax might be the 
more tony place, having enjoyed material 
and social benefits from the presence of 
the British army and navy for many 
years. Those benefits had been recently 
withdrawn from Halifax and that city 
wanted some compensation. He had no 
objection to Halifax obtaining compensa­
tion but not at the expense of St. John. 
He thought the returns would show there 
was no good reason for interfering in any 
way with the trade of the two ports.

SOLDIER TRIED FOR MURDER.

Havana,, June 18.—At the trial of Pri­
vate Gwinnell, of the 11th Cavalry, on 
the charge of murder before the special 
military court at Camp Columbia yester­
day, Lieut. Davis, counsel for the defense 
placed in evidence a cablegram from Sir 
Edward Grey, the British secretary for 
foreign affairs, which stated that Harry 
Feamley had enlisted in the West York­
shire regiment but was immediately dis­
charged as incorrigible and worthless. 
Feamley, who was with Gwinnell and 
Corporal Cooper at the time the murder 
is alleged to have been committed, turned 
states evidence in the case, and among 
other things, swore that he had served 

j in the British army in India and had 
been honorably discharged.

The prosecution in the present 
relied mainly on his evidence to secure a 
conviction against Cooper and Gwinnell. 
After the summing up of counsel for the 
defense and Judge Advocate Malone, the 
trial was closed. The court will report 
its findings to Governor Magoon.

BANKERS INDICTED.

New York, June 17,—The federal grand 
jury today returned the third indictment 
against Alfred H. Curtis, president, and 
Charles W. Morse, vice-president of the 
National Bank of North America, charg­
ing the making false entries in reports 
to the comptroller of the currency and 
the misapplication of funds for speculative 
purposes amounting to about $1,250,000. 
Morse and Curtis appeared before Judge 
Hough in the U. S. Circuit court, and 
entered tentative pleas of not guilty.

: According to statistics compiled by the 
Relief Department of the Association for 
Improving the Conditions of the Poor, 
the number of families in • need of cbari- ! 
table aid now is three times grater than 
it was at this time last year. The books 
of the department show that, whereas 
only 1,848 families needed and were giv­
en aid on June 15 last year 4,295 families 
were receiving assistance from .the asso­
ciation on June 1 this year.

To carry on this increased relief work, 
which has been steadily mounting up 
since last October, the association has 
already been compelled to withdraw $25,- 
000 from its reserve fund. But even this 
appropriation in addition to current con­
tributions, aggregating $70,944, has been 
found to be insufficient to continue the 
work throughout the summer because of 
the many special calls for heavy summer 
relief.

As a result when the board of di­
rectors of the association meets tomor­
row it will be requested to approve an 
additional withdrawal of $30,000 from the 
reserve fund', so that the work of the 
relief department may not be impeded 
during the hot months.

Robert W. Bruere, general agent of 
the Association for Improving the Condi­
tion of the Poor, said last night that 
dearth of employment was largely res­
ponsible for the extra burdens which 
the charitable associations will have to 
bear this summer. Continuing, he said 
“When men are out of work it means 
that we have to feed their families, clothe 
them, and pay their rent, furnish medi­
cal attendance and do virtually everything 
else which the worker or workers in a 
family usually attend to.

“Our totaj cash disbursments since 
Oct. 1, 1907i have amounted to $64,855, 
an increase of $26,678 over the same per­
iod last year.

“We estimate that it will cost about 
$45,000 to carry on our relief work dur­
ing the months of July, August and Sep­
tember this year. For the same period 
last year we were able to give relief to 
all who applied on an appropriation of 
$11,582.

“Any outside contributions which we 
may receive this summer will be wel­
comed, for unless conditions improve we 
shall have to depend largely upon our 
reserve fund to carry on our work.”
