JUNE.—Those who make butter for home use or for the market onght not need
to be told that milk and cream readily absorb odors and retain them. Ifthe
stable is unclean and foul, milk which is drawn in such an atmosphere is pretty
Sure to taste of those unpleasant odors, and the same may be detected in the butter
a1d cheese made from such milk. Nothing could be more destructive of purity
of air than tobacco smoke, and only the most careless ever indalge in the use of
the pipe in the immed;ate vicinity of the milk. There are two or three other
strong smelling articles that ao far more injury than is by some supposed, and
they are onions aud cabbage. These are strong smelling foods and will cling to
the breath and clothes of the dairyman a very long time—longer than is suspected

Rve Cakes.—To one tea cup of white sugar add two well-beaten eggs, a piece
of butter the size of an egg, one quart of milk. Mix thoroughly with a uart of
rye-meal two teaspoonfuls cream tartar, and one of soda ; stir this into the milk

aud eg 8, and add enough more to make a thick batter, Drop on a well-greased
pan, and bake half an hoar,

Areie Tripue.~Peel, core, and boil till tender a dozen tart apples, with the
rind of a lemon grated ; strain through a sieve, add sugar to taste and put into
A deep froit-dish. Make acustard of a pint of cream and the yolk of two eggs
with sngar to taste.  When cold lay it over the apples with & spoon, and over the
whole place whipped cream.

Morassks Cake.—Dissolve one teaspoonful of soda® in two tablespoonfuls of
boiling water, and add it to a half cup of New Orleans molasses, Beat one °gg
and a half ‘cup of brown sugar together until light, add two ounces of butter
melted; add the molasses, a half cup of buttermilk or sour milk, two cups of flour
and beat until smooth, and, if you like, a tablespoonful of ginger oz teaspooufuf
of cinnamon. Pour into a greased shallow pan and bake in a moderate oven
about thirty minutes.

AUGUST.—We were a little amused the other day on reading an article from
the “Ploughman’ on the subject of water for crops. The philosophy of the article
is all right. The importance of water is shown by the fact that plants contain
from seventy-eight to eighty-five, and, in some instances, as high as ninety-five per
cent. of water, showing that water is by far the most important constituent of
growth, The quantity of water required by a growing crop is simply enormous.
It water fails the growth is checked. A dry season i3 therefore to be dreaded,
but the philosopher does not suggest the profit of the dews. He recommends the
turning aside or brooks and streams, and where there are none of these then dig
a well~ fix a wind mill and pump with which six or eightacres could be irrigated.
Just think of it!

OrurLers.—Beat two eggs without separating, add to them one cup of brown
sugar, a half nutmeg grated, beat and add one cup of buttermilk. Dissolve a half
teaspoonful of sodain a tablespoonful of boiling water, add it and three cups of
flour. Beat well. Roll out on a board, using as little flour as possible, cut with
a round cutter, take out the centres with a smaller one, and drop the cruller
wick]y into smoking-hot fat. Brown on one side, turn and brown on the other.

hen doue, drain and dust with powdered sugar. These, to be good, should be
used when fresh. As they contain no shortening, the dough must be as soft as
cac be handled.

Scoror Sconrs.—Put three cups of sifted flonr into a bowl, add a teaspoonful
of salt, and mix. See that the oven is hot, grease yonr gem pans and put them
to heat. Dissolve three-quarters of a teaspoonful of soda in two tablespoonfuls of
boiling water, add it quickly toa pint of sour milk or buttermilk, stir this into
the flour, at the same time adding four tablespoonfuls of melted butter ; beat until
smooth. Fill the hot gem pans two-thirds tull, and bake in a hot oven about
twenty minutes.

RATES OF POSTAGES,
LETTERS ADDRESSED FROM OR TO PLACES IN CANADA AND
UNITED STATES.—3 cents per ounce.

On all letters transmitted by post for any distance within Canada, except in
cases herein otherwise specially provided for, there shall be charged and paid one
uniform rate of three cents per ounce weight, any fraction of an ounce being
chargeable as an ounce ; and such postage rate of thrée cents shall be prepaid by
postage stamp or stamps at the time of posting the letter, otherwise such letter
shall not be forwardéd by post, - but letters addressed to any place in Canada
and on which any postage has been prepaid by stamp, shall be forwarded to their
destination charged with double the amount of the postage thereon not so pre-
paid, which amount shall be collected on delivery.

CITY OR DROP LETTERS FOR THE CITY DELIVERY.

On letters not transmitted through the mails, but posted and delivered at the
same post office, commonly known as local or drop letters, the rate shall be one
cent per ounce weight, which shall, in all cases, be prepaid by postage stamps
affixed to such letters ; except that in cuses where there is a delivery by letter
carriers the rate shall be two cemts per ounce, which shall be also prepaid, by

postage s'amps.
" . POST CARDS.

Post Cards are issued at one cent each, and may be sent to any address in Can-
ada, Newfoundland, or United States. Post bands ¢an be obtained at the rate of
$1.25 per hundred. Post Cards are also issued at two cents each for transmission
to the United Kingdom and European countries.

MATTERS WHICH CANNOT BE FORWARDED THROUGH THE POST.

Any explosive substance, glass, with the exception of spectacles or eye-glasses,
liquid or other matter, likely to entail risk or injury to the ordinary contents of
the Mail, will be sent to the Dead Letter Office, Ottawa.

Letters containing gold or silver money, jewels or precious articles, oranything

liable to Customs duties, cannot be forwarded by Post to any of the Postal Union
countries, except such as may be addressed to the United States,

laudable spirit of rivalry, aud ought never toassume in the least degree a feeling
of jealousy. Objectionable features should never be introduced, ang mere catch-
penny methods of sbow and trickery should never be allowed. The direciors
should always remember that all amusements ought to have a rational basis and
a ugeful object.

A Nice Froir Caxe.—One pound of butter; one pound of flour; one pound of
sugar; two pounds of raisins seeded ; one pound of citron ; one pound of almonds ;
one pound of currants washed ; twelve eggs; one-half pint of milk.. The great
art of making cake is first to. prepa:e every separate ingredient nicely, and then
when they are mixed smoothly together, there is no possibility of failing if the
oven is kept at A moderate heat and not allowed 10 alter until the cake is done.
The modern stove cooks more rapidly than the old Dutch oven, but gtill at least
three hours ought to be allowed for the baking of a fruit cake. The almonds
must be blanched and pounded, the currants washed, picked clean, and dried,
the raisins stoned, and the citron sliced fine or chopped. More than half the
flour is usad in ﬂ-)urinf the fruit. Then the butter must be creamed, the eggs
whipped until perfectly light, and if attention is given to all these details you
cannot possibly have a railure.—HARPER'S BaZAAR,
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REGISTERED LETTERS.

On letters intended to be re istered, and other matter Pnsainz by mail, as wel
between places in Canada asgbetween Canada and the United Kingdom, or any
British Possession, or any foreign country, the charge to be made for the same,
not exceeding five cents per each letter or article.

All classes of permissible matter can be registered to the United States.

All lettars for Registration should be posted 15 minutes before the hour of oloe-
ing ordinary Mails, and 30 minutes before closing of English Mails.

Registered letter stamps have been issued to the denominations of 2,5and 8
cents, which may be obtained at the usual places,

It is to be clearly understood that Registration does a0t make the Postmaster
General responsible for the contents of a letter if lost or stolen.

NEWSPAPERS AND PERIODICALS ADDRESSED TO PLACES IN
CANAT ., NEWFOUNDLAND AND UNITED STATES.

The rate of postage on newspapers and periodical publications printed and pub-
lished in Canada, and issued less frequently than at intervals of-one month, from
a known effice of publication or news agency, and addressed and posted by and
from the same to regular subscribers or news agents, and on all specimen news-
papers, shall be one cent for each pound weight, or any fraction of a pound
weight, which shall be prepaid by postage stamps or otherwise as the Postmaster
General, from time 1o time, directs; and such newspapers and periodicals shall
be put up into packages and delivered into the post office, and the postage rate
thereon plepaiJ by the sender thereof, under such regulations as the Postmaster
General, from time to time, makes in that behalf.

Such newspaper or périodical is known and recognized as a newspaper or
periodical in the generally received sense of the word, tnd consists wholly or in
great part of political or other news, or of articles relating thereto, or to other
current topics, and is published regularly at intervals of not more than one month.

On all newspapers and periodicals posted in Canada, except in the cases herein
expressly provided for, and on books, pamphlets, occasional publications, printed
circulars, prices current, hand bills, and other matter wholly in print, and on
packages of seeds, cutiings, bulbs, roots, scions or grafts, patterns or samples of
€00ds or merchandise, the rate of postage shall be one cent for each four ounces
or fraction of four ounces; and on all book and newspaper manuscripts, priuters’
proof sheets, whether corrected or not, maps, prints, drawings, engravings, litho-
graphs, photographs when not on glass or 1n cases containing glass, sheet music,
whether printed or written, docnments partly printed or written, not being letters
or intended to serve the purpose of letters—such as deeds, insurance policies,
militia and school returns, or other documents of like nature,—and on all other
miscellaneous matter transmissible hy post, and not otherwise herein expressly
provided for, the rate of postage shall be one cent for each two ounces or fraction
ol two ouiees; and the postage rate shall in every such case be prepaid by
postage stamp or stamped post bands or wrappers, wheneverany such articles as
are mentioned in this section are posted in Canada.

Newspapers and periodicals weighing lésg than one ounce may be posted singly ;
if prepaid by postage stamp, one half cent each.

ewapapers from office of publication posted for City Delivery are not delivered
by Letter Carrier, unless prepaid by stamp of one 4 cent each,

Newspapers and periodicals published in the United Kingdom, and reposted by
news ageats to regular subscribers, are not liable to any additional postage.
