MAKE BIG WAR GIFIS

| Viceroy is Daily in Receipt of

Valuable Offers of Assistance
From Oriental Potentates

London, April 14—A special dispatch
from Simla says:—

“The remarkable flow of gifts and as-
sistance by Indian noblemen towards
the war continues without ceasing, and
the Viceroy almost daily receives valu-
able offers from some pari of India.
Among recent notable gifts are those of
the Maharaja of Patiala, who raised two
corps of mule drivers and a complete
camel corps, and will, defray their entire
expenses during the continuance of the
war. The Khan of Kalat, in Baluchist-
an, has given a hundred camels. The
Rajah of Manipur has raised a double
company of infantry, costing 10,000
rupeces ($3,400), and will partly defray
its cost in the field and train reserves
of 100 men, costing 22,000 rupees ($7,-
400) yearly.

“The chiefs of Jind, Malerkatla and
Faridkot and a number of feudatory
states of Bibar and Orissa gave 54,000
rupees ($18,360) for two aeroplanes.

MURDERERS SINK
HOSPITAL SHIP

London, April 14—There were 450
wounded, including a few German pris-
‘oners, on board the hospital ship Glou-
cester Castle which was torpedoed with-
out warning in the English Channel on
March 30. All these were saved by ves-
sels which hastened to the aid of the
sinking hospital ship. None of the hos-
pital staff were injured but an engineer
and fireman were killed by the explosion
of the torpedo and several members of
the engineroom staff were wounded.

Moonlight and a smooth sea greatly
helped in the work of rescue, which was
carried on with remarkable speed. The
worst cases among the wounded were
hoisted in cots either over the side or
through the side port holes, to the decks
of the rescuing ships.

The latter started at full speed for
harbor so soon as they were loaded, and
all the wounded were safely rémoved to
hospitals ashore.

BILL 1.’ AGAIN
BEFORE CONGRESS

Provides for Advance of One Heut in
Sund)rd Time On The Last Sunday
of April

Washington, D. C., April 14—Repre-
sentative Borland of Missouri has intro-
duced into the National Congress a bill
to save daylight and to provide stand-
ard time for the United States. In it
he' asks that, between the last Sunday
in April and the last Saturday in Sep-
tember, clocks everywhere in the United
States be advanced one hour.

'The bill, which has been presented
in similar forms to former congresses,
comes this year with the indorsement
of many associations of commerce and
industrial organizations in the United
States. It provides that the territ(;ty
of the United States shall be divid&d
into five zones, clearly defined, and that
at two o’clock a. m. of the last Sunday
in April of each year, the standard time
of each zone shall be advanced one hour.
At two o’clock a. m., on the last Sunday

in September, the time shall be returned
to the normal.

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THE WESTERN FRONT.

There is now semi-open fighting on
the British front, and the British troops
have demonstrated their superiority over
the Germans in this as in trench war-
fare. The advance of our troops con-
tinues, and it is still too soon to meas-
ure the significance of the gains made
since the Canadians swarmed over Vimy
Ridge, and the English and Scotch bat-
talions swept forward on either side.

The Germans are expected to put up a
very stiff resistance on a new line of |

defence, but the speed of the British ad-
vance has disconcerted their plans, and
our troops are still pressing on with a
spirit of confidence that will not be de-
nied the accomplishment of its purpose.
The word from the Canadian head-
guarters last night was that “the Hun is
at last headed for home,” and the Can-
adians were hard on his heels. There is
still a long and hard road to travel, but
great events may be impending as a re-
sult of the splendid work of the last

week along the whole western front.
The British have accomplished even
more than they had planned in this

drive. The evacuation of Lens by the
Germans is hourly expected, and vil-
lage after village has been taken by the
British, while near St. Quentin the
French have also made important gains.
The whole aspect of the fighting has
changed within a week, and the outlook
grows steadily more favorable for the
Allies.

THE MILITARY Y. M. C, A.

The challenge of the men at the front
%o the men at home was presented in a
very striking way by Major Birks and
Capt. Cameron at the Union Club last
evening. Tt was but another evidence of
Senator Thorne’s tactful public spirit
that he made it possible for so many
business men to meet in an informal
way, under such pleasant conditions, the
officers who have come back to Canada
with the message of the military Y. M.
C. A. The report by Major Birks of
what has been done in the past year
and what is to be done this year, in-
volving much more work of the most
valuable kind and of necessity involving
a larger expenditure,  was admirably
supplemented by the brilliant address of
. Capt. Cameron, with its glowing tributes
10 Canada’s fighting men, and its clear
explanation of the contribution of the
Y. M. C. A. to the physical comfort,
mental relaxation, recreations needs, and
keeping up the nerve and spirits of the
men under the most trying conditions
of this most awful war. Capt. Cameron
points out that the challenge for support
comes to us out of the past, the present
and the future. For the sake of the men
who have died, and the men who are
row facing or preparing to face death,
we must do our part; but there is also
the. testing time immediately after peace
comes, when the tension will be over,
and in the great relaxation men will
be tempted to indulge in dissipation.
Then the Y. M. C. A. will be tested to
the limit, and.its whole energy called
into action, in order that those under its
influence may not in the great reaction
Jose sight of their ideals and the high
motives which prompted them to offer
their lives in this great cause. It was
fmpossible to listen to Major Birks and
Capt. .Cameron without realizing how
much the Y.M.C.A. means to the men
in camps, in the trenches, or in the field.
1t does not go to preach to them, but
minister unto them; and to put into
their lives something of the spirit which
sustains them and makes them capable
of greater effort in the face of every
handicap and every danger. It fathers

and (mothers the lads who are under
‘\i_?'gconstant and terrific strain, and the
imony of Sir Douglas Haig, Gen.

Turner, and a host of other competent
witnesses is that the work done is in-
valuable, contributing in the truest sense
to the welfare and high morale of the
fighting men. The world has a new re-
spect for the Y. M. C. A, born of its
deeds in this war. The appeal now
made to the Canadian people will not
be made in vain.

Home or otherwise provide for their |
care, are worthy of the serious consider-
ation of the citizens. In the first place,
the tenement from which they were |
taken is in very bad condition, calling
for the intervention of the health au-
thorities. 'This suggests a housing prob-
lem. How is the city to be rid of tene-
ments of this sort?

But there is another question. This
was a disorderly house, although the |
husband and father works daily and does |
not drink. The house was disorderly,
and there was no food in it. There
were only two beds for the family, and
very little other furniture. Even if such
a family were placed in a good tene-
ment, to what condition would they re-
duce it in a short time? While we try
to get better houses can we also do
semething to encourage tenants to make
the best and not the worst of their op-
portunities to make the house a home?;

But of these five children three are of
school age. Only one of them has ever!
been at school, and that one, though
eleven years of age, is only in the sec-.
ond grade. Does not this fact suggest
the need of an annual school census and
a rigid enforcement of the compulsory
attendance act? Whatever we may |
think of the parents, we cannot evadei
our responsibility to the children. Theyf
did not ask to be born, but being born
they have a right not only to ask \mH
demand a fair start in life. i

But we must go a step farther. These |
five children are suffering from a skin
disease that is both contagious and in-|
fectipus. In the house where they lived|
were seven other tcnants, the families |
including over thirty children. In al
house so congested would not the disease |
have a tendency to spread to other ten-;
ants and also to thes children in the|
street? Does not this suggest the need
of medical inspection in the schools,
which would discover the disease in the
boy at school, follow him to his home,:
and protect the community from the'
careless spread of the contagion?

Is it not clear that this police raid
provides a text for several sermons on
different phases of social welfare work.
This is not an.isolated case. There are
many houses in St. John which are not
healthy tenements. There are many
families in St. John who certainly do rot
improve a tenement while they live in
it. There are many children of school
age who are not in school. There are
too many tenements where children do
not get a fair start in regard to their
moral as well as their physical health.

The city of St. John offers a very in-

viting field for community welfare
work. The members of the Children’s
Aid Society, the lady visitors of the

Patriotic Fund, and many other persons
could easily supply all the evidence
needed to show that St. John people do
not need to go to New York or Chic-
ago or London to find slums and the
slum spirit. St. John should be clean-,
ed up. It can only be done by organ-!
ised effort on the broadest lines, withi
the practical sympathy and support of |
the citizenship at large.

disastrous, not only to the producers
but to the consumers. Everywhere gov-
ernmenial and private agencies «re
preaching campaigns for the utilization
of idle lands and for the planting of
larger crops, but this New Jersey pro-
Jject of furnishing workers to till the soil
is one of the first to offer a practical
solution of the situation. If the boys of
New Jersey are to sacrifice their play
days in an effort to solve the high cost
of living problem, it is not illogical to
ask adults of that and other states to
abandon for a few months their play
days or play hours. A cynical foreigner
tauntingly remarked a year ago that
“Americans would have become more
excited over the Lusitania sinking if it
had not happened in the middle of the
baseball season.” A\ campaign to trans-
fer some of the muscular excitement from
the baseball fields and golf links to the
potato patches might subtract from the
dividends paid to the ‘“‘magnates of the
diamond,” but it would add health to
“fans,” wealth to everybody and assist|
in solving one of the greatest problems
confronting the nation,

JEWS T0 CONFER ON WAR

200 Leaders Will Discuss Best
Way to Aid United States

New ‘York, April 12—Two hundred
leaders of Jewish thought in the United
States will hold a conference in this city
on April 15 to choose the most effective
means of putting Jewish loyalty at the
service of America. Among those sign-
ing the call are Jacob H. Schiff, Felix
Warburg, Louis Marshall," Julius Rosen-
wald, Dr. J. L. Magnes, Oscar Straus,
and the Rev. Dr. Stephen S. Wise. A
principal feature of the discussion will
be the campaign to raise $10,000,000 for
the relief of three million starving Jews
in the eastern war sone. Regarding the
purposes of the conference Henry Mor-
genthau said:

“Russia is the weak link in the inter-
national chain of which the United
States is now a part. The new govern-
ment must not be permitted to crumble
vor fall, and America has no more im-
portant work to do than the establish-
ment of rock foundations under the re-
volution. I favor the sending of Am-
erica’s railroad and industrial experts to
Russia for the instant upbuilding of her
transportation and manufacturers, to-
gether with the necessary momey and
supplies.

’ “Another great task is feeding and
clothing - the helpless Russian millions
now dying of cold and hunger. Ameri-
can Jewry, in doing this work, will be
serving the United States as well as
saving their own people. As President
Wilson said in his telegram thanking
Julius Rosenwald for his million-dollar
gift to Jewish war relief, ‘Every -cent
serves democracy as well as humanity.”

Says Kaiser
In Holland

London, April 14—According to an
unconfirmed report received at The
Hague, Emperor William either has ar-
rived at or is expected at the Castle of
Middachten, near Arnhem, Holland, says
a despatch to the Times from the Dutch
capital. The Castle of Hiddachten be-
longs to the Bentwick family and the
German Emperor visited there some
years before the war.

Arnhem, near where is situated the
Castle of Middachten, is the capital of
the province of Gelderland, and is on

of Amsterdam. Arnhem is fifteen miles
north of Cleves, the nearest German city,
with which it is connected by a railroad.

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Germans Spread
Whit_n_lflagua?

Infected [rench Civilians With
Dread Disecase Before Retiring,
is Charge Made

New York, April 18—That the Ger-
mans made a deliberate attempt to
spread the white plague through France
is the opinion of Dr. Theodore C. Beebe,
. distinguished Boston pathologist, who
has charge of the laboratory of the Am-
erican Ambulance Hospital at Neuilly,
France. :

The staff correspondent of the New
York World in Paris, summarizes re-
suls of investigations made by Dr.
Beebe, all tending to add this horrible
¢rime of deliberately spreading tubercu-
loisis to the long list of atrocities which
already blacken Germany’s war his-
- lory.

German doctors told the French peo-
ple that smallpox was epidemic and it
was necessary to vaccinate everybody.

“It is a highly significant fact that
only those who have been vaccinated
have developed tuberculosis,” said Dr.
‘Beebe, “whereas unvaccinated children
are suffering from pneumonia and oth-
er diseases, and unvaccinated older peo-
ple, widile extremely ill, show no signs
of tuberculosis. ' This state of. affairs
must naturally point grave suspicion to-
ward the German practices.”

Both Drs. Cailleux and Caquille
agreed with Dr. Beebe that it would be
impossible to know positively if the
German doctors injected germ cultures
of tuberculosis or merely tuberculin as a
preventive against consumption, or real
vaccine. as a safeguard against  fancied
smallpox, without being present at the
time of injection and examining the
serum used, as thLe result of these in-
jections would be roughly the same—
an eruption on the patient’s arm, and so
forth.

“No hell is too deep -for pcople who
would commit such a crime,” said Dr.
Beebe, to Elliott Fitch Shepard, who is
still caring for nineteen refugees in his
home, three having died.

“Although the injection might have
been ‘either vaccine or tuberculin, from
what we know of the Germans, espec-
ially soldiers in the field, we do not look
for .any humane acts from them, like
vaccinating people to safeguard their
health,” said Dr. Beebe., “If these vac-
cinations took place when the Germans
first invaded France one might think it
was to keep the people healthy so the
soldiers would not catch any diseases.

“But all these refugees agree that in
no cases were vaccinations made prior to
a month or six weeks before the evacua-
tion; in other words, when it became
apparent to the Germans that they must
retreat. :

“Too bad, Dr. Beebe,” added Dr. Ca-
quille, “that you did not get here soon-
¢r, as nearly all the tuberculosis cases
turned into quick consumption, and the
victims died off like flies.”

Land Grants
for §uldiars

Hon. Robert Rogers Outlines
Scheme for Gift of 160 Acres
And L oan of $1,500 With

Course of Training

London, April 14—The Canadian As-
sociated Press is informed that the me-
morandum submitted by the Hon. Rob-
ert Rogers and Bruce Walker to the
Empire Land Settlement committee, em-
bodying the dominion proposals for the
settlement of ex-soldiers in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta," contains the
following proposals:

The Canadian minister of the interior

would reserve large areas of suitable
lands in the prairie provinces for settle-
ment by ex-service men, the adminis-
tration of which is to be'in the hands of
a settlement board. It is proposed to
‘grant approved ex-service men 160 acres
each of crown lands, and the following
persons are entitled to participate in
the free gift of land: Honorably dis-
charged soldiers, sailors: who enlisted
for active service in the naval forces of
Canada during the present war, soldiers
and sailors domiciled in, Canada at the
outbreak of the war and afterwards en-
gaged in active service, and = widows
whose husbands died during active ser-
vice.
' In addition to~the 160 acres of land,
the settlement board would be empow-
ered to grant a loan of $1,500 to each ap-
proved person to cover the cost of a
house, barn, implements, stock and pre-
paring the land for cultivation. The
Joan shall constitute a first charge on
the homestead, and be advanced at a low
rate of interest, repayment to be made
within fifteen years. All applicants shall
have sufficient farming experience or
training before being eligible.

Inexperienced agricultural workers are
to be trained on demonstration farms
of the various governments.

Mrs. J. W. Lawlor, president of the
Housewives League, said that the wo-
men today were chiefly responsible for
the high cost of living. She said the
people pay the high prices demanded
without even asking the reason for such
prices.

Mrs. E. B. Hooper, corresponding sec-
retary of the league, took up housekeep-
ing as a business and running the
household on a business basis. - She out-
lined many causes responsible for finan-
cial difficulties.

Miss Winter followed with the ad-
dress of the afternoon. She took as her
subject Women’s Responsibilities at the
Present Time, and pointed out how
thrift, production and  patriotism had
become so closely connected as to be
synonymous. She said that the man of
thrift earns largely, plans carefully, man-
ages economically, spends wisely and
saves consistently. She also outlined
ways to economize.

Miss Isobel Brown, Dominion secre-
tary of the League of Honor of To-
ronto, and who is connected with the
Ontario Thrift League, told how the
women of Toronto promote thirift and
economy.

Mrs. Lawlor then said that she hoped
many new members would join the

Housewives League. The mayor then
made a few remarks and' the meeting
was closed with the singing of the Na-
tional Anthem.
