the bride-to-be, came the startling 
news that the press of foreign lands 
was broadcasting the tale that Lady 
Louise had changed her mind about 
becoming a crown princess anyway, 
and was going to marry an obscure 
English painter of modest Income. But 
as the summer passed by these rumors 
were gradually discredited by the fact 
that Lady Louise and the Swedish 
Crown Prince were often seen together 
in England and France.

Lady Louise’s father was Prince 
I.ouis of Battenberg, later known as 
the Marquis of Milford-Haven. The 
Battenhurg family has sprung from 
Germany by way of Austria, where 
the title of prince was bestowed, and 
because of strained feeling in England 
during the war the name was angli­
cised tto Mountbatten. Lady Louise, 
who Is', about 86 years old, is a typical 
aristocratic Englishwoman, gracious, 
generous, alert, fond of dancing and 
outdoor sport, and gifted with genuine 
charm. She will captivate Swetjen as 
she did the officers and sailors of the 
Swedish squadron visiting British wat­
ers when she came aboard the flag­
ship escorted by the crown prince.

First Wife Is Dead
The Swedish Crown Prince, whose 

full name is Oscar Predrik Wilhelm 
Olaf Gustaf Adolf, has been married 
before, his first wife having died three 
years ago. Crown Princess Margaret, 
daughter of the Duke of Connaught 
hnd Princess of Great Britain and 
Ireland, had borne Gustaf five children, 
and her death was a great bereave­
ment to the Swedish people.

Gustaf Adolf is now 41 years of age, 
more than six feet tall, as are all the 
men of the Swedish royal family, and 
vigorous as an athlete. Indeed he Is the 
possessor of the “athletic medal” 
awarded only for high proficiency in 
at least five different branches of sport 
In Sweden. This is perhaps not strange, 
nor is it strange that he is a military 
leader, and that he should have com­
manded one of his country’s'armies in 
the field manoeuvers which ended only 
two weeks before the wedding. But it 
may surprise many to learn that the 
Swedish crown prince is also a serious 
archaeologist, with several expeditions 
to his credit. .

I-ext year he spent nearly two 
months personally directing the exca­
vation of. the buried Greek town' of 
Asine, and unearthed many precious 
relics that shed light on the civilization 
of 8,000 years ago. HeTs, moreover, a 
collector of paintings, especially of the 
work of modern artists, such as An­
ders Zorn and Carl Lârsson. Gustaf 
Adolf is very democratic and, conse­
quently, popular with the masses in 
Sweden. His political alms and princi­
ples, like those of his father, are sound 
and constructive. The wedding in Lon­
don was attended by both King George 
of England and King Gustaf of Swe­
den.

For four blocks in Greenpoint, Fed­
eral agents in one machine chased a car 
in which wAe the three brothers and 
another agent, the latter a prisoner 
who had been, according to his story, 
threatened with death.
One of the pursuers shot.at a tire. 

The bullet hit Its Inark, and the first 
car swerved. At that moment, while 
the three brothers were fighting 
gain control of their machine, the cap­
tive agent grasped the wheel and sent 
the automobile crashing Into a build­
ing.

Salvatore Paacetta, the captive agent, 
had for six weeks been buying drugs 
in small quantities from Joseph and 
Augustine Russo, he alleges.

Toronto Newspaper's Sum­
ming: Up of Trade Con­

ditions in Canada.

Commercially Canada approaches the 
close of the year 1923 in a secure con­
dition, says the Toronto Mail and 
Empire. Not since the slump and 
trade depression of 1921 have the dom­
inating factors that make for sotind 
business been so well defined. During 
the past year some lines of trade and 
industry have been active, but there 
was no overreaching In Canada, as was 
the case in the United States. Building 
has been the key to a good deal of the 
activity enjoyed in business, but this 
work was intensified, because for lèv­
erai years preceding little building had 
"been done. Steel and equipment com­
panies carried on more active opera­
tions, because the railways and build­
ers had put off rehabilitation, con­
struction and building until require­
ments became urgent. It may be said 
that activities so far have been a mkt- 
ter of making up for lost time, and as 
conditions stand at present demand for 
products of most kinds should develop 
at least on a normal scale.

The country has behind it a season 
of abnormally big crops, of excellent 
quality. While prices of farm products 
will not be high, the aggregate return 
will be large. The Improved financial 
position in which farmers find them­
selves Is already being reflected in their 

, ability to spend more money. The dis­
tribution of goods, which has been slow 
to develop in volume, Is showing vast 
improvement now. Wholesale dry- 
goods houses report that not only are 
current orders and collections augment­
ed, but the placing of orders for spring 
delivery is much better than it has 
been for several years. The industrial 
companies have been very cautious In 
operating plants, not to over-produce. 
The result is that no great surplus ex­
ists, and Industries can go ahead with 
operations as orders come in, without 
waiting to dispose of a carryover.

Railways have had as good a year or 
better as compared with 1922. Now 
that shipowners can file tariffs after 
their deal is made instead of in ad­
vance, United States ships can carry 
Canadian grain from the head of the, 
lakes, and this will stimulate the move­
ment of grain from the West and ex­
pand railway traffic. November and 
December railway traffic earnings 
should show a material increase.

One hears questions asked as to 
whether this will be a hard winter in 
Canada. Indications are that it will 
be less subject to hardships than usual. 
Very little unemployment exists. Har­
vesting operations In the West reduced 
the numbers of unemployed temporar­
ily, but there are pther occupations to 
which men can turn, provided they are 
willing. Never in the history of North­
ern Ontario were mining activities so 
widespread. There is work at the gold, 
silver and nickel mines and wages are 
favorable. Lumber yards in the coun­
try have been pretty well cleared of 
surplus stocks, and lumber activities 
In the bush will be on a liberal scale 
this winter, thus providing remunera­
tive work for men. Bush operations of 
pulp and paper companies are bound to 
Ne heavy, because of current and pros­
pective activity in the industry. Whole­
sale and retail business is picking up 
steadily, so that Industrious men 
should find occupation in the various 
trade branches. There is evidently 
plenty of money in the country, and 
investment opportunities promise to 
grow as business expands. As a num-

New York, Nov;. 3.—A new fight over 
the $80,000,000 estate of the late Jay 
Gould was begun yesterday when 
lawyers Tor his son, Frank J. Gould, 
filed objections to the accounting made 
several years ago by the late George 
J. Gould and other trustees. Objec­
tions by other heirs of Jay Gould will 
be filed today, and hearings on the 
objections are expected to begin within 
a week.

The hearings will result In a decis­
ion by former Justice Edward W. 
Hatch, appointed as referee by the 
Supreme Court, as to whether the 
estate of George J. Gould must pay his 
father’s estate more than $20,000,000, 
which the contesting heirs say is due 
because of alleged improper acts by 
George Gould as trustee.

Judge Hatch’s decision, which may 
be postponed for months or even years 
on account of the complexity of the 
case, not only will settle whether the 
heirs of Jay Gould shall receive the 
money which they say George Gould 
lost from his father’s estate, bût may 
also vitally influence the fight over 
George Gould’s estate between his sec­
ond wife and her children and the chil­
dren by his first wife.

Referee Hatch will also have to de­
cide whether the other trustees of Jay 
Gould’s estate are liable for "any part 
of the money alleged to have been lost 
through George Gould’s acts. The 
trustees during the period covered by 
the Edwin Gould and Mrs. Helen 
Gould-Shepard.

W. B. Walker, attorney of record for 
Frank J. Gould, who filed the objec­
tions to the accounting with Referee 
Hatch yesterday, declined to give any 
information as to the nature of the 
objections.

It was learned, however, that Coud- 
ert Brothers, attorneys for Anna Gould 
(the Duchess de Talleyrand), and 
Sullivan & Cromwell, for the children 
of the Dutchess de Tallyrand, intend 
to file objections today.

The objections to the accounting, it 
is understood, deal with acts for which 
George Gould was removed as chief 
executor and trustee of his father’s 
estate by Supreme Court Justice Whit­
aker in 1919.

H. S. Corcrane, convoying the 83 ships 
to Spit Head, and from there to Dun­
kirk in France. On the morning of the 
27th of November, 1917, auout 8 
o’clock my vessel was struck by a 17- 
inch shell on the forecastle head. I 
sustained a broken shoulder, and I am 
hot able to do anything. Then again 
on the 3rd day of February, I lost my 
eye by being struck by spliners from 
the iron deck during a bombing raid. 
I am at the present time in a starving 
condition. I cannot find any ship, and 
i am staying with a man getting no 
wages, and I am almost naked—noth­
ing to keep me warm when the cold 
weather comes but my overcoat.

widows and orphans of the men of the 
Merchant Service, who laid down their 
lives for Empire security, and when we 
realize that many of these men were 
not killed until the ships they were on 
were torpedoed several times, we can 
readily see that the money subscribed 
then was only a slight return for the 
services rendered and sacrifice made.

keeping and sent home, and his mail 
handled. In fact, nothing is omitted 
which experience peoves Is of perma­
nent benefit to the men, and these 
homes take the place of the former 
cheap boarding houses and dens, and 
positively run out of business the 
harpies and scoundrels who once played 
upon the sailor and brought ruin to sea­
men—spiritually, physically, mentallv 
and morally. All this is done by vol­
untary contributions received.

“Throughout the world, all Sailors’ 
Homes are provided for in the same 
voluntary manner, because It is felt 
by all that the sailor is a national as­
set. Admiral Earl Beatty declares: 
‘The life of the Empire is dependent 
on the sailor.’

New York, Nov. 3.—Material cuts 
in the 1924 budget were made when 
the members of the Board of Estimate 
met to put on the finishing touches. 
It appeared today that the proposed 
budget, originally figured at $377,000,- 
000, will be brought down to $375,000,- 
000. Most of the cuts were in provisions 
for materials and supplies.

One cut which will leave abolit 
$300,000 was in the Police Department. 
It has been figured the 434 additional 
policemen allowed Commissioner En­
right cannot possibly be in uniform 
before three months because of their 
training period, and the additions have 
been so apportioned as to be spread 
over the first four or five months of the 
year. Another cut is due to the fact 
that the supply of gasoline, was esti­
mated months ago and prices since 
have dropped materially, permitting 
saving of $100,000 on this item.

Acting Mayor Hulbert estimated the 
cuts thus far made at about $1,000,000 
and acknowledge the slashing was still 
going on. He declined to hazard a 
guess on the final result, but others 
were certain that the budget eventually 
will be kept down to the figure of 
$375,000,000. This will mean a jump 
of about $22,000,000, of which $16,- 
OfXj.OOO has been characterized as man­
datory.

The sessions of the board will 
tinue tomorrow when the budget will 
be sentxto the Board of Aldermen for 
adoption.

Bastrop, La., to Investigate the disap­
pearance of two men that "there was 
no use for him to go to Mer Rouge ;

had been tied or ‘spreadeagled’ on log­
ging cart wheels and rolled down the 
hill, and that that was what crushed 
the heads off the two bodies,1’ was in­
cluded In a deposition made by S. N. 
Littlejohn and read at the hearing in 
Fulton County Court in the suit of E. 
M. Rittenhouse and others for receiver­
ship for the Knights of the Ku Klux 
Klan.

Littlejohn said that he was employed 
at the time as an investigator for the 
Ku Klux Klan. He was sent to Bas­
trop about January 12 to make inves­
tigations. There he met Brasewall, to 
whom he said other investigators 
seemed to look for advice and instruc­
tions. It was at this time, he said, 
that Bracewell advised him to go to 
Mer Rouge. Littlejohn said that he 
operated at Bastrop under the name of 
George K. Lawrence.

sincere. “When I came back all the 
i*rh wgre sleeping. I then lay down 
iW the ditch, put my haversack under 
my head, and although it was the 28th 
of March I was soon sound asleep. In 
about two hours we were awakened” 
(p. 158). I have searched the entire 
hook in vain for any hint that the 
Padre was conscious of hardship or 
privation, or thought himself a hero. 
He agres with General Sherman, but 
only because of the wastage of life, and 
the cruelty of war, not because he ha# 
any complaints to make on his own 
account.

No, he is upborne by his seal for 
his appointed work. “Often, I had 
the great joy of seeing men, a long 
way from the sacraments, return to 
God” (p. 78). And again : “My 
Christmas dinner was a piece of dry 
roast beef, almost burnt, some potatoes, 
bread and margarine, with a little 
apricot jam and a cup of tea; that was 
all. Yet I think it was the happiest 
Christmas I ever spent, for, as I 
thought of the first wonderful meeting 
with those Canadian Catholic soldiers 
on the Western Front, I felt that in 
their midst those words, written so 
long ago, ‘There was no room in the 
Inn’, could not be said that Christmas 
Day” (p. 122).

P. M. Monahan,, the city agent for the 
Canada Life Assurance Company, re­
signed his position with the Canada 
Life here in July and left for St. Paul, 
Minnesota, with the intention to lo­
cate there permanently. He spent three 
months in St. Paul and the adjacent 
city, Minneapolis. “I can assure you,” 
he said, “that I was very glad to return 
east. Conditions here are much better 
than, they are throughout the western 
states.

In view of the admitted necessity 
for a grain conveyor at No. 16 berth 
and the suggestion of Hon. Dr. J. H. j 
King, Minister of Public Works, that i 
St. John should put its harbor under 
commission, the tripartite agreement 
has been referred to by several citi­
zens, some holding that this agreement 
binds the Government to erect grain 
conveyors when they ere proved neces­
sary, while others -are of the opinion 
that the agreement does not bind the 
Government in this regard.

eries and at the present time the three 

kept pretty busy collecting 
the eggs so that they may be hatched 
out for the spring and the supply of 
fry and flngerlings may be as large as 
possible. Last spring the hatcheries 
here distributed 1,900,000 young sal­
mon and 390,000 speckled trout.

The young fish are sent out in the 
spring to be distributed in all the lakes 
in St. John county and some go farther 
afield. In any lake where the general 
public is permitted to fish, the yoiaig 
fish are supplied from the hatcheries 
free of charge but for private lakes a 
charge is made.

It might be thought that in feeding 
so large a family Mr. Nichol and his 
assistants have a very large contract. 
It is fortunate that no variety of diet 
is required, even if meals must be serv­
ed with strict regularity. The fish get 
only ground beef liver but they get 
that three times a day and just about 
to the minute of time. Their chief di­
version is a salt bath. Upon occasion 
a dash of salt is put in the water but 
this is a haphazard affair. As meals 
must be served punctually so salt must 
be tdministered correctly and the per­
centage of solution is all accurately 
gauged.

When the young fry are sent out in 
the spring they are only six weeks old. 
Fingerlings are of varying ages. They 
are fry grown older. There are finger- 
lings of the first, second and third de­
gree and .the most elderly of them ail, 
the fingerlings of the third degree are 
just five months old. Unless they are 
being kept for breeding fish fingerlings 

not kept longer than five months 
at the hatcheries.

Mr. Nichol explained yesterday that 
the ponds in which the fish were kept 
had all a slight current of water flow­
ing through 4o that there wa sno fear 
of freezing over completely in the win­
ter and food could be introduced at 
the intake from which it would be car­
ried by the stream sp that every fish 
would have its chance to grab a square 
meal.

|k There is no unemployment, so far 
as seafaring men are concerned, ac­
cording to the recent experiences of B. 
S. Purdy, deputy shipping master here.
