FIRE; AR SCOUT DROVE
MACHINE INTO RANKS

Particulars of First Occurrence of
Its Kind in Warfare — Blew
Out His Brains

New York, Jan. 7—A cable from Paris
to the Tribune says:— :

The death of Lieutemant Topraktchieff,
an air scout of the Bulgarian army at
Adrianople, which was the first occur-
rence of ite kind in warfare, will oceupy
a place in history.

Eye witnesses say that he was ordered
to fly over the besieged city to ascertain
whether or not the Turks were preparing
for a sortie. A division of Turkish in-
fantry, supported by artillery and cavalry
was in readiness to march. The waiting
Turks voleanoed lead at him and the Bul-
gariane, watching the machine with their
glasses, saw a jet of flames and a cloud of
smoke enveloping the aviator. Turning
around he volplaned like lightning into the
middle of the Turkish cavalry, killing sev-
eral.

Knowing that he was doomed, he had
resolved to sell his life as dearly as pos-
sible. His body was recovered, with a
emoking revolver in his right hand. He
had blown out his brains a second before
the crash came.

The city of Winmpeg has af. Industrial
Bureau which loses no opportunity to get
the world at large to know of the progress
of the city, whose boast is that it is locat-
ed where Bast meets West. The Times has
just recewed from the press service de-
partment of this Industrial Bureau a long
story of the growth of Winnipeg during
the past year. A new court house and
agricultural college were built, and-plans
completed for the new provincial building
which will cost $2,500,000. Two technical
schools were completed ‘and the blans for
& new city hall. iThe city’s new power
plant was set in operation and the first
This
review also takes note of the fact that
mapy conventions were held in Winnipeg
Jast year. The most striking 'feature of
the year was the enormous expenditure
on buildings:

“Exactly $20,475,350 has been expended
in new buildings within the city Jimits in
Winnipeg during 1912. Over geventy apart-
ment houses have been erected during the
year, representing an expenditureof over
1$3,000,000. Three million dollars went in-
to the building of new banks and office
buildings in Winnipeg during the year and
well over $1,250,000 was expended in new
factories or in additions to old.  The
‘wholesale trade is represented by ware-
houses, costing $844,000 Theatres and
places of amusement have been erected in
almost every quarter of the city, $363,000
being expended in new moving picture
" houses alone. Costing each over $10,000,
* 125 new homes have been added to Winni-
peg’s best residential districts, twenty-six
now residences costing over $20,000 each,
lmo over $25,000 each, and ome $100,000.
To the sum of pver twenty million dollars
expended in Winnipeg proper this year,
may be added at least $8,000,000, a conser-

vative estimate of mew homes and public
buildings in the immediately outlying

AGAIN THE FARMER

A recent special report to the United

States congress deals with the question of

marketing farm products. It goes very

thoroughly into the whole question, ,deal-

ing especially with the intervention of

- middlemen, and malkes some suggestions

as follows:—

“It is proposed that a corps of travel-

ing field agents and a large corps of local
agents and correspondents be established
fqr the following items of service: To help
producers organize for associative market-
ing; to examine and remove local difficult-
ies in the way of auch marketing; to help
producers to find markete; to report the
current descriptive condition of cr{)ps, in
eddition to the work already done by the
department’s orop reporting service; to es-
timate the probable production of crops
& short time before harvest; to report the
beginning and endlng of the shipping sea-
son; to report the crop movement from
producing points through ‘gateways’ to
@rincipal markets.”
- The report further recommends investi-
gation as to the storage of farm products
either on the farm or elsewhere pending
gheir sale; the business of commission deal-
ers; the various costs of marketing, proper-
‘y itemized, and compared with prices of
products at the farm and with consumers’
Prices; a description of principal markets
and oi chnief producing regions; and a
study of problems of transportation.

Ab no previoug time. either in the Unit-

attention been devoted fg these questions,
affecting alike the interests of producers
and consumerd. Tbéo much expense is!
heaped upon an article after it leaves the
producer and before it reaches the ulti-
mate consumer, and in many cases the pro-
ducers, through ignorance or lack of co-
operative effort fail to receive as much
for - their produce as it really is worth.
The apple’ growers of Nova Scotia are
teaching the people of this country a les-
son in the matter both of selling and of
buying.

Sofia. Dec. 28-Like all national effer-
vescences, the Balkan war has influenced
literature. On the eve of the war appear-
od a new Servian poet, Stepan Semenio-
viteh, whom critics acclaxmed as a glory
to native literature. = Semeniovitch pub-
lished a long poem apotheosizing the Ser-
vian race, and adumbrating the’ union of
all the Serbs in Austria, Hungary, Bosnia,
Servia, Montenegro and l‘ulhey It was
called “The Slav Kingdom.” He also
printed a translation of Walt Whitman’s
“Leaves of Grass,” which was not a suc-
cess. Semeniovitch was last heard of as
a volunteer at Uskub, where he was guard
ing the railroad.

During the actual fighting the Bulgarians
produced a tremendous quantity of- war
poetry, much of it .of mediocre quality.
Most of it appeared in the newspapers, as
the book trade was brought to a stand-
still by the summoning of nearly all the
printers to the colors. The war poetry was
mediocre because - the most talented of the
younger Bulgarian w riters also were serv-
ing as soldiers. Stoilo Karavaloff, a high-
ly promising young writer, was killed in
the firet attack on Tchatalja. Another
Bulgarian poet is among the few pris-
oners taken by the Turks.

Trial of English Case Makes
Record in the Old
Country

COST WAS $45 A MINUTE

Ton of Documents and Four Day
Opening Speech Other Features
of Suit Arising Out of a Five
Million Dollar Contract

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
London, Dec. 26 — Forty-five dollars a
minute was the cost of an extraordinary
4rial which has just come to an end in the
British Chancery court, and has proved
‘the most expensive on record in this coun-
try. It lasted forty-two days, and the
documents on each side weighed half a

ton. ’

This legal battle, in which no less tha
five “K. C’s” and a whole galaxy of “jun,
jors” were engaged, arose out of a $5,000,-
000 contract nmade by John Aird & Co., a
famous English engineering firm, for the
building of a dock at Singapore for the
Tandjong Pagar Dock Board. Aird &
Company claimed $2,000,000 damages for
alleged misrepresentations regarding the
strata through which trenches had to be
sunk.

The opening statement of W. H. Up-
john, K.C., ook four days and he called
twenty-four witnesses.  Most of th¥-
testimony was technical, but some of it
was funny. Among other things, it was
affirmed that there is no mud in the world
to compare with Singapore mud, which is
“glithery, oily, watery and impossible to
handle.”

Those of Aird’s men who did not catch
fever got some form of ekin disease, the
frogs made a noise at night “like a motor-
bus in Fleet street,” the timber fell in
and if a man elipped into the mud he dis-
appeared unless somebody was near to pull
him out, and then he left his boots be-
hind.

W. H. Upjohn, K.C,, the “leader” for
Messre: Aird, received $12,500 on being
briefed, and the leader on the other gide,
10,000, each getting a “pafresher’” of $500
a day of the trial. In the fees paid, the
‘mass of documents and the time occupied,
this case beats the previous record-hold-
er, the famous “Wyler ve. Lewis,” action
in the King’s Bench Division, which last-
ed thirty-five days and was known as the

DESIRUUTIUN OF THE
CANADIAN TAMARACK

The almost total d‘estructxon of the tam
arack, or larch, which took place through-
out Iastern Canada almost thirty years
ago was caused by an insect, the larch
sawtly, 1t appeared again about eight
years ago and in its spread westward
it is repeating its former devastation on

the younger tamaracks.

To all who are interested in the forests
the appearance of a comprehensive ac-
count of this insect entltfed “The Large
Larch Sawfly, with an account of its Par-
asites, other Natural Enemies and Means
of Control,” by the dominion entomolo-
3.at Dr. C. Gordon Hewitt, will be wel-
come. This has been pubhshed by the
Dominion Department of Agriculture as
dintomologist Bulletin No. 5 and Bulletin
No. 10 of the second series of the experi-
mental farms bulletins, and may be had
{ree, on application to the Publication
Branch, Department of Agriculture, Ot-
tawa.

Dr. Hewitt has studied the life-history,
habits and means of control of this in-
jurious sawfly, both in England and North
America. In England, it was found that
the natural enemies, especially parasitic
insects, effectively gained control of out-
breaks of the insect. -Other natural ene-
mies were mice and birds and a system
of bird encouragement was started on a
large scale. The devastating spread of
the sawfly in North America was due to
the comparative absence of the natural
means of control. Several important spec-
ias of parasites new to science were dis-
covered and have been studied and de-
scribed.

To increase the number of matural ene-
mies of the sawfly, attempts are being
made to introduce and establish in Can-
ada, parasites which were discovered in
England, and which appeared to control
the pest there. An account of these in-
teresting experiments and of the methods
devised to encourdge the birds and other
means of control are described in this
bulletin, which consists of forty-two pages
and contains twenty-six figures, including
a colored plate. The publication of this
bulletin  is  indicative of the attention
whioh - the division of entomology is mnow
devoting to ‘the insect pests of the for-
ests ‘which are responsible -for incaleul-
able luss each year, }

New ' Yeork,

TOWN. PLANNING IN' CANADA

English M. P. Expresses Opinions After
a Tour of Dominion

{Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, Dec, 21—Arnold Rowntree, M.
P., who has just returned from Canada,
says that one of the most interesting fea-
tures he noted was the tremendous rapid
growth-of many of the new towns.

“When I waa in Winnipeg ten years
ago,” he said, “the population was 48,
000; today it is néarly 200,000. : Edmon-
tom, the capital of Alberta, had only 2,

000 or 3,000 inhabitants six years ago,
and now there are 20,000. Saskatoon had

only 113 jnhabitants in 1903, and now it,

has mnearly 30,000.”

On the laying out of towns, he believes,
that a good many mxstakes of the old
world are being repeated in the new.

““While you generally find that the roads
are broad in many of the cities,” he de-
clares, “the council does not look ahead
sufficiently, and the city is not planned
out from the first as it should be. How-
ever, this difficulty is being recognized,
and there is a keener spirit abroad to
plan wisely from the start. Again, ex-
perience shows these towns would have
been wise to have kept more of the land
in their own hands. Greatly increased
values of land have come far too largely
to individuals rather than to the com-
munity, and made civic improvements very
costly.

LAYING RAILS ON VALLEY ROAD.

(Fredericton Gleaner.)

The first eighty pound steel rails were
laid on the St. John Valley Railway oun
January lst, 1913, on the Scott & Kelly
contract below Woodstock. Thirty car-
loads of rails, enough steel for seven miles
of the road, have already arrived at Wood-
stock and are being unloaded at the siding
on Scott & Kelly’s work. A steam shovel
was installed on the work this week and
will be engaged on the heavy work on the
contract throughout the winter.

“Our light grading work is about all fin-
ished on the twelve miles of the line we
are building,” said Mr. Scott, “and we ex-
pect to have the line ballasted and steel
laid from Woodstock to Meductic by July
1st next. Under favorable conditions we
expect this will be possible.
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Motor Ice Boat on North Shore
(Chatham World).
Michael White, of the Millerton tannery,
who used to run Sinclair Bros.’ motor

boat, has built a motor ice-boat that prom-
ises to be a great success. There are two
forward runners, as in the sailing ice-
boat, and a wheel, with cogged tire, where
the steering skate of the ice-boat is plac-
ed. The engine is geared to this wheel.
The forward runners are on pivots, and
are controlled by the steersman or motor
man.

Mr. White found that it was not well
to have much weight on the wheel, so
he attached a frailing sleigh for the car-
rying of passengers. The cogs on the
wheel were found to be longer than neces-
sary for the smooth ice, and Mr. White
put a thick rubber band or tire on over
them. This can be removed when there
is snow on the ice and longer caulks are
required to keep the driving wheel from
slipping. The machine travels at the rate
of 20 to 25 miles an hour, but the speed
possibilities of such a craft are much great-
er. It could be provided with mast and
| sail for use in fair winds, and then one
could have the pleasure of ice-boating
without the risk of being becalmed.

SELLING OFF ESTATES

List of Names High in the Political
and Social Scale in Old Coun-
try Who Have Taken Financial

Interest in the Dominion

(Times Special Correspondence.)
London, Dec. 24—Lord Cottenham,
whose Cheshirc estate was sold this week,
is the latest peer who is #aid to have dis-
posed of an estate in this country with the
intention of investing in Canada.
Real estate is said to be very active in

Canada but the turn-over surely cannot
compare with the recent movement in this
country. During the last six or seven
months one firm alone has disposed of
landed estates to the value of $16,000,000,
principally the properties of peers and
country squires. At the end of the year
it _is timely to examine the extent of this
movement.

A casual inquiry reveals the fact that all
classes in British life are responding to
the appeal of the dominion. Each week
throughout the sailing season proper, the
steamers of the C. P. R. and other lines
sailing to Canadian ports have conveyed
members of both houses of parliament,
bankers, heads of investment houses, di-
rectors of industrial and insurance com-
panies to an extent that is surprising.

As illystrating the appeal vanada makes
to the society woman, the eases of Lady
Ileene Campbell, who is personally running
4 farm in Alberta, and Lady Evelyn \vard,
who is the proprietpr of ' millin}zrzs gshop
in Toronto, may be notedi ILords there
are in plenty who are owners of farms.
Lord Roberts has shown a keen interest
in Canadian investments.and few issues are
made in Londoh which do not have his con-
sideration. A recital’ of the location of
their interests would be tedious, but it may
be said that a big percentage of the peers
—probably 75 per cent—are interested in
the prairie provinces and British Columbia.
Comparatively few invest in Ontario lands
and in the maritime provinces, though
there is a growing interest in Nova Scotia.

COMMON COUNCIL

Laboreis’ Tax aud’ Assessment
Matters—Police Chief's Report

An amendment to the present assess-
ment act providing that these paying the
$5 laborers’ 'tax ‘will be allowed to vote,
and dnother giving the council power to
fix the number of assessors will be laid
before the legislaturé according to an

‘announcement made at the weekly meet-
ing of the common council yesterday after-

noon. In announcibg these plans Mayor
Frink: also said that a complete reorganiz-
ation of the staff in the assessors’ office
will be necessary. .

The annual report of the Chief of Pol-
ice was presented. The commissioner of
public eafety inquired as to whether the
report should not be presented to him first
but it was decided to accept it.

The office hours for the City Hall staff
were fixed at fram nine am. to five p.m.

1t was decided to sell the Mispec pulp
mill plant by private sale.

The commissioners’ reports as published
in the Times yesterday were adopted with-
out amendment.

Before the council came to order there
was some informal discussion of the advan-
tages of motor fire apparatus, but no ac-
tion iwas taken.

Chief of Police Clark yesterday pre-
sented his report for the year to the may-
or and commissioners. He reviewed the
work done by the force during the year
and again strongly urged the installation
of an up-to-date police signal system. He
suggested that the patrol wagon be stored
near the police station, and that in future
it be driven by a policeman. He also
strongly recommended that the commis-
sioners take up the matter of a pemsion
fund for the policemen, and also that each
policeman be fiirnished with a pocket man-
ual of law and regulations for the guid-
ance of the force. The chief also referred
briefly to the good order that had prevail-
ed during the visit of the royal party and
also during exhibition.

Of 1,617 offencescharged against prison-

1|ers, 1, 008 were drunkenness and the next

highest number was 78 for stealing. The
dverage age of 1,403 persons arrested was
thirty-four. Of the prisoners 1,338 were
male and sixty-seven female.

The men prisoners included 905 natives
of New Brunswick, 104 Englishmen and

103 Nova Scotians.

The highest number of arrests for one
month was 165 in December. There were
2,112 persons summoned to answer for min-
or' offences without arrest, and 2,386 re-
ports of services performed by the police
in the public interest were made. There
were fifty-four violations of the liquor
license act reported.

O PAG PLANS

A comprehensive programme for perma-
nent paving involving an outlay of about
$150,000 was laid before the other commis-
sioners yesterday by Commissioner Agar.
It is not intended to do all the work this
year, but as much as possible will be un-
dertaken. The programme includes the
paving of Charlotte street from the Duf-
ferin Hotel to Queen street; of Union
street from DBrussels to Chipman Hill;
of Germain street from Princess to Un-
jon; of the east side of Main street from
Foundry Lane to Acadia street; of the
north side of King Square from Charlotte
to Sydmey streets; and of Brittain street
from Charlotte street by Reed’s Point to
Water strect. ;

It is proposed to place a granite paving
in Main and Brittain etreets, and asphalt
or blithulitic —pavement in the other
streets.

To provide for at least part of the cost
of the new pavements the commissioners
propose to increase the assessment on the
properties in the streets improved.

Industrial Banner:—The commission ap-
pointed in 1904 in France to determine
how the compulsory education laws could
'best. be applied to abnormal children,
ireached some interesting conclusions.

“Special classes for packward children
are to be annexed to regular schools. Ad-
!mission is to be made after medical and
ipedagogical examination, and on recom-
imendation of a board, comprised of a phy-
sician, a primary school inspector, and a
|director of special schools. The classes
!may number fifteen pupils, but twelve is
lbctusr. Pupils may be admitted at the
lage of six, and remain until sixteen. In
'instruction, emphasis shall be placed upon
lconerete material, with stress on singing,
'dancing, manual work, school games and
|gymnastigs. Girls are to receive training
in sewing, knitting, weaving, basket work,
book-binding, simple house-keeping, etc.;
