HYDROPHOBIA GERM

HAS BEEN DISCOVERED

Remarkable Success of Treaﬁnent
of Rabies in Pasteur Institute

Paris, Sept. 12—The announcement of
Noguchi’s discovery of the germ - of
hydrophobia has aroused extraordinary
interest in France. The discovery ‘was
made in the Rockefeller Institute. It
is the one subject of discussion at the
Pasteur Institute in Paris, where Pro-
fessor Metchnikoff has given out the
statement that the discovery is another
mile stone in bacteriological history.

One result of Noguchi’s work, he
says, is that the treatment of hydro-
phobia, which now is long and painful,
will probably be shortened. Professor
‘Metchnikoff has given statistics hither-
to unpublished. showing that in 1812,
895 people were treated for rabies at
the Pasteur Institute in Paris. Not a
single death was reported. That is the
second time in twenty-seven years that
no -death has been reported after treat-
ment in the  Pasteur Institute. In 1910,
401 patients were inoculated and no
fatal results ensued. In 1911, however,
there was one death out of 841 cases
treated. i

WEST INDES SERVEE

Beaver Liner Engaged by Pickford
and Black

NOW AT HUDSON BAY

Practically Certain No Change in The
Service Thi¢ Year But an Additienal
Freighter May Be Put on in Busy
Season

(Maritime Merchant)

No further news from Ottawa with
regard to the new and improved steam-
ship service between Canada and
Demerara via Bermuda and Windward
Islands having come to hand, we inter-
viewed W. A. Black on the subject a
few days ago. It is now pragtically a cer-
tainty that there will be no change in
the service this year. In the meantime
Pickford & Black are chartering a Bea-
ver . liner the “Cerense” which is now
on her way to Hudson Bay and is ex-
expected to arrive back by the middle
of October.

This ship is about twice the size of
the “Ocamo” or “Oruro” of the P. & B

Line, and although not fast, somewhere

between eleven and twelve knots, she
has quite a good deal of passenger ac-
commodation and ought to be a service-
,able ship for the trade. She has ample
accommodation for about ’‘twenty-five
to thrity first class passengers, but will
carry more than this number if more
than two people occupy a cabin, of
which each has three berths. Mr. Black
told the Merchant that if the trade war-

ranted it they would put on an addi-|

tional ship during the busy season,
mainly for freight, of course, not pas-
sengers.

The export trade of the West Indies

.| bas been pretty heavy this year — the|p,tchboat daftér her own name, but that

heaviest yet, in fact. The outward car-
goes are practically all products of the
farms and fisheries. According to the
manifests of cargoes we do not seem to
be meking muth progress in the West
Indies with Canadian manufactured
goods. Mr. Black says it is not because
Canadian factories are so engaged with
domestic trade they have no time to
give to West India business.

But while we are making no progress
in our exports of general manufactured
goods, we are certainly going ahead
pretty fast in the manufactured pro-
ducts of the farm—or at least some of
them. Our flour sales, for example, are
increasing very steadily, and what is
equally satisfactory ‘the market is well
satisfied with our quality. “The -one
branch of the farming industry which
is not as large a factor in the West In-
dia trade as it used to be,” said Mr.
Black,’ “is the dairying industry. We
used to export a good deal of butter and
cheese,. but nowadays, we understand,
the domestic consumption of both these
articles is so large that in many cases
butter is being imported from foreign
countriés.” :

Speaking of conditions in the British
West Indies and of their exports to Can-
ada during the present season Mr. Black
said that they have been rather disap-

| pointing. In the first place, there was a'

shortage in the sugar crop and in the
second place their sales to Canada had
been interfered with by the exports to
this market from San Domingo. San
Domingo produces 100,000 tons of sugar
annually and Canada is her best market
on this side of the water. She can do
about eighteen cents a hundredweight
better here than in. 'New York, when
the United States present duty is taken
into consideration; consequently- she has
been cultivating the Canadian trade and
the ‘Canadian refiner has seen it to his
advantage to give her some business.. :
This may be rather hard for the sugar
growers of St. Kitts, Barbados and oth-
er British Islands, but the situation will
probably be improved when the United
States duty oh sugar is removed in 1916
Then San Domingo will naturally mar-
ket her sugar in New York and if our
tariff remains as it is the British West
Indies will have an advantage of fifteen
cents over all competitors for Canadian
trade. When this time arrives the ad-
vantage of the Canadian preference will
be more accentuated than it is today,

KEEPS DOOM FROM 35 ]
7ok HELPLESS WOMEN

Jury of Newly Enfranchised Voters
Find Three Unfbrtupates Are Not
Insane, :

(Women’s Journal.).
~Women as jurors in the Chicago In-
sane Court recently found themselves
in a position to help out unfortunate sis-
ters in three different ‘cases. In these
cases the jurywomen refused to sign the

|

verdicts which would have' meant com-

mitment,

Emma Witlieb, twenty-three years old,‘

was the defendant in the first case upon
which they returned their first verdict
of not guilty. ‘A hobby for surgical op-
erations was ‘the 'chief —argument as-
signed for her commitment, and the wo-
men decided it did not necessitate her
detention in an insane asylum.

In the second case the women jury of
which Miss Harriet Vittum was a mem-
ber, interceded in behalf of a seventy-
three year old woman who ‘was charged
with senile dementia or- derangement
from old age.” The jury took a determ-
ined stand against her commitment. Her
name was Ada Kell and she had been
living .at the Old People’s Home.

In the third case tbe women jurors
found what they considered to be a
wayward girl being sent to an insane
asylum when what she needed most was
motherly care. 1t was the case of Alice
Luther, nineteen yeears old, and the
jury insisted. that the charges be dis-
missed. They suggested that she be given
care in some home or institution.

“The women jurors in the Insanc
Court are becoming more effective with
each session,” was the comment made by
Judge John E. Owens, who presides in
the court. “They are giving attention
to women’s cases such as was never
thought of by men juries. ’

The women jury was the third of its
kind since the enfranchisement of Il-
linois women. . While they refused to
commit these three, twelve of the wo-
men defendants in the courts were sent
to instiutions for treatment.

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THE CONSUMER’S NEED

. A Woodstock despatch says that deal-
ers are offering 70 cents per barrel for
potatoes, while at Houlton, Maine, the
price is $1.10.

Under the revised American tariff the
farmers of New Brunswick will be able
fo get better prices for their potatoes,
but not so good as if reciprocity had
been dopted. There will still be a duty
of ten per cent on potatoes from this
province, because Canada imposes a duty
.on potatoes from the United States.

The utterly untruthful assertion is
‘made by tory newspapers that under
the revised American tariff Canada will
‘fecelve more bhenefit than under reciproc-
4ty. The duty on potatoes is one ans-
wer, in this year when this province will
have a very large surplus of potatoes to
‘iexport; but it is not merely the New
‘Brunswick exporter who will fail to de-
‘rive as much benefit from a lower Am-
erican tariff as from reeiprocity. The
‘New Brunswick farmer will profit some

by the revised tariff, but what about the |

.New Brunswick consumer? FEven at
times when there would be no competi-
tion with the New Brunswick farmer,
‘the consumer must still pay a duty on
‘American products. He gets no advant.
age whatever. If at any time the demand
from the American market should put
‘tip the home price on any article in New
‘Brunswick, there would be no compensa-
tion of any sort for the consumer. He
would still be compelled to bear the
‘burden of a high tarift.

The Canadian consumer will not long
‘be satisfied with a condition of affairs
which helps one section of the com-
munity, but 1s a disadvantage rather
than a benefit to all the rest. The me-

“ chanic in St. John will not relish higher
prices for products which he must buy,
without any opportunity, at any season
of the year, to get a compensating reduc-
‘tion in some direction. It will not in-
«crease his earnings or lessen his house-
hold expenses to know that the protect-
‘ed interests are able to pay large divi-
dends because of higher protection. He
will demand, af® he will have a right
to demand, that such changes be made
{n the tariff as will make the benefit
universal. To say that a reduction in
the United States tariff is as good as re-
ciprocity for the Canadians is’ to state
an obvious falsehood; and yet there are
tory papers which unblushingly continue
to make the assertion, because they re-
present ‘the ‘protected interests and not
the masses of the people in this coun-
try.

The insincerity of the torles in the fed-
eral election campaign is now apparent.
Then they asserted that reciprocity

« would divert Canada’s trade to channels
worth and south, and destroy her great
vailway systems. If they were sincere
then, they should now be devising some
scheme to prevent the export of Cana-
dian produce to the United States. But
they were not sincere. 'They merely
sought to befool the Canadian people.
Unfortunately for Canada they were suc-
cessful, but there can be no' reasonable
doubt in the minds of students of the
general economic situation that at the
| first opportunity the verdict of 1911 will
! be reversed. /

A STRONG MAN

The sudden death of Mayor William
J. Gaynor of New York will greatly
complicate the situation in the coming
municipal elections in that city. He had
,consented to run again for the mayor-
alty of Greater New York, but had
broken with Tammany Hall and the
Democratic machine, and would have
run on an independent ticket support-
ed by the Gaynor League, which was
organized to conduct the campaign. Mr.
Gaynor was elected on the Tammany
ticket in 1909, but alienated the support
of the gang politiclans by carrying out
reform measures.

A review of Mr. Gaynor’s career pub-
lished in American papers shows that
he became an active reformer many
years ago. In 1875, after being admit-
{ed to the bar, he went to live in Flat-
bush, which was then a separate com-
munity. There were fortg saloons in
the place, but only ome liquor license.
Mr. Gaynor began an agitation which
forced all of the saloon-keepers to take
out licenses. He was appointed police
commissioner by a reform ticket which
he was instrumental in having elected,
and as commissioner closed a number
of illegal road-houses, and accomplished
other reforms. Removing to Brooklyn,
he took an active interest in civic mat-
lers there, and unearthed a scheme to
sell to the city for $1,500,000 a property
which had been bought for $185,000.
Through his efforts the deal was pre-
vented and at least $1,000,000 saved to
the city. He next compelled the trac-
tion companies to pay about $1,000,000
in taxes into the Brooklyn treasury,
and completely defeated the Democratic
machine. His most sensational fight
was against Boss McKane, whom he
gsent to prison, along with a number of
his associates who padded voters’ lists
and won elections by the most corrupt
bethods. Mr. Gaynor could have had
the Democratic nomination for govern-
por in 1894, and that for mayor of
Brooklyn in 1895. In 1903 he tried for
the mayoralty nomination but was de-
feated by Tammany influence. A sim-
{er fate met him. in 1906, when he

sought the Democratic nomination for
governor. In 1909 he was elected mayor
on the Tammany ticket, and he has
since been at war with the worst ele-
ments in Greater New York. His death
is a severe blow to the forces which
had selected him as their leader against
both the Democratic and Republican
machines, and it closes a career which
was notable for an almost constant
struggle for cleaner politics and better
social conditions. That Mr. Gaynor
was not always right goes without say-
ing, but he was a strong man and ac-
complished a great deal of valuable and
much needed work.

The Standard in its criticism of the
Times for the alleged ungracious atti-
tude of this journal toward Mr. Hazen
should not forget that the Borden Club,
which is a Conservative organization, is
still awaiting the courtesy of a reply to
its memorial addressed to the minister
some months ago.

sent north. This order prohibits the car-
rying of firearms of any description by
persons employed in conection with the
“construction, improvement or mainten-
ance of any: railway or telegraph line or
public work.”

The order will be strictly enforced by
the game officials and provincial con-
stables.

Evening Session

At the evening meeting of the W. F.
and H. M. S, the home mission secre-
tary’s report was read by Mrs. Jarnie-
son, of St. John, who told a story of
progress. There were 201 auxiliaries,
an increase of fifteen; and seventy-eight
bands, an increase of twelve, apportion-
ed as follows: Pictou, forty-two auxiliar-
ies, sixteen bands; Miramichi, fifteen and
eight; Halifax, twenty-two and six;
Prince Edward Island, twenty-two and
nine; Inverness, ten and eight; Wal-
lace, twelve and six; Lunenburg and
Yarmouth, eight and three; Sydney,
nine and 0; St. John, thirty-six and
fourteen; Truro, twenty-five and eight.

There were some notable increases in
contributions, Prince Edward Island giv-
ing 70 per cent more. One hundred and
three bales of clothing were distributed
valued at $4,500, an increase of $1,200.

In reviewing the situation in western
Canada, where there has heen a steady
advance, she said the great event of the
year was the union of the foreign and
home branches of the soclety. In the
maritime synod there are seven ordain-
ed missionaries, 70 student missionaries,
five hospital chaplains, two immigration
chaplains, and three deaconesses. Rev.
T. Hunter Boyd is overseas agent in
Glasgow. There are four missionaries
among foreigners, Rev. M. C. Kinsale be-
ing most prominent. Mrs. Jamieson
testified to excellent work done by the
deaconesses at Amherst and St. John
and emphasized the great need of these
workers, for whom the demand greatly
exceeds the supfly. The greatest prob-
lem of the missionary Bociety is the ape
palling lack of men. She quoted Dr.
Stewart, of Pine Hill, as saying that it
would take all the graduates from the
Presbyterian Theological colleges in Can-
ada tq fill the vacancies in the Maritime
Synod alone., Immigrants are coming
into Canada at the rate of 40 per hour
and there are 22 more religions now
than in 1901. In one year the maritime
provinces received 1,600 foreigners, re-
presenting 24 different nationalities.
FEven with some catechists at work, who
are scarcely clear df high school, there
are four flelds btill vacant, She regret-
ted that a training school for mission-
aries and deacons at Toronto, which be-
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longs to the east as well as the west,'
received little money and few students
from the maritime provinces.

An Able Address

Rev, M. C. A. Kinsale, of Sydney,
spoke on the “Needs of Foreigners in
Sydney.” These needs are many and
multifarious. Their greatest need s
spiritual light, but they also need food
clothing, money, and schooling as well.
Work in Sydney resembles that in
Korea, where every convert becomes a
missionary. The foreigners in Syd-
ney are an extremely good class and
virtuous despite many temptations and
their poverty. There are 15,000 people
there all eagerly ' seeking the light.

Mr. Kinsale, in his unique manner,
gave an interesting review of his work,
which is hampered by great numbers,
the great distances to be travelled and
the many different languages spoken.
An assistant and nurse are greatly need-

He showed how people are first
reached by ministering to their bodily
needs, - donations of clothing being al-
ways weleome. The building o? his
institutional church and school com-
bined, which he hoped to open by
Christmas, will greatly assist him. It
will cost $0,000, half of which amount
is now in sight. His appeal on behalf
of the children was earnest and
pathetic.

After a brief discussion on the needs
of the lumber camps and isolated mis-
sion flelds, the president stated $800
more was needed for foreign missions
next year. The usual resolutions of
¢ourtesy were passed and, after a
gervice of prayer, the meeting closed, to
meet next year in Amherst.

There were 150 delegates enrolled at
the meeting this year.

MILLION DOLLAR CEMENT
PLANT FOR ST, JOHN
5 THE ANOUNCEMENT

Montreal, Sept. 11—A statement
that the Canada Cement Co., will estab-
lish at or near St. John, N. B, a million
dollar plant for. the manufacture of
cement, was authorized this afternoon
by H. L. Doble, controller of the com-
pany. F. P. Jones, geneéral manager is at
present in Venezuela.

“The plant we plan,” said Mr. Doble;
“will have a capacity of 1,000 barrels
per day at the start, and will employ
150 men. Its exact location I am not
at present at liberty to state, as the pur-
chase has not been finally closed. The
establishment of the plant, however, you
may announce as a certainty.

As indicated in the last annual report
of the board of directors of the Canada
Cement Company, submitted on Decem-
ber 81st, 1912, we have had some diffi-
culty in the location of a site on which
we could operate to pay. There {5 marl
in New Brunswick, but it is not of the
right quality. Limestone, too, is plenti-
ful about. St. John, but in this case
again the required quality, until re-
cently, has been hard to locate. Since
that, however, the board of direetors re-
port conditions have changed.

Ottawa, Sept. 11—To investigate the
facts in connection with the murder at
Bathurst Inlet by Eskimos of H. V.
Radford, explorer, and his companion,
Grorge Street, of Ottawa, a special pat-
rol under the direction of F. J. A. Dein-
ers, superintendent commanding the
Hudson Bay district, has been despaich-
ed to the scene of the tragedy under
the command qf Sergeant Edgerton. The
 patrol will make the journey via Ches-
terfleld Inlet, Bakér Lake; Schultz Lake,
Beverley lLake, and thence across coun-
try to Bathurst Inlet, “Kshmuch,” sn
Eskimo trader will go as guide.

A report received from H. H. Hall, in
charge of a Hudson Bay post 200 miles
north of Brochet, contains an account
of a fight amongst Eskimo tribes in
which twenty eight men were killed. The
fight was waged with their own wea-
pons, bows, arrows, and spears.

COMPEL RALWAYS IN
WEST 10 ACT PROMPTLY

Associated Boascs of Trade Taka
. _up the Matter of Charters

Winnipeg, Map., Sept 12—The great
railway companies came in for a gruel-
ling yesterday afternoon at the conven-
tion of the Associated Boards of Trade
of Western Canada, when resolutions
relating to the regulation of the grant-
ing and renewing of charters and also of
land purchased and held free of taxa-
tion were passed.

The first resolution urged that direct
representation be made to dominion and
provincial - governments that legislation
be passed without delay to govern the
granting and renewal of charters to rail-
ways and private corporations, so that
a guarantee shall be required that a
reasonable amount ‘of construction take
place within a certain period, and it
shall be made impossible for a company
to hold a charter for more than five
years without completing construction
thereon to the extent of operations.

Pickett of Moosejaw, spoke of places
without railways where charters' had
been held for ten or. fifteen years. Farm-

1. BAYARD CURRE
A ARTISTIC TREAT

A Very Able Exposition of The
Art — Vocal Numbers Charm-

g

There was a goodly sized audience

in Centenary church last evening to
hear the recital by J. Bayard Currie, of
Lowell, Mass., who has beecn supplying
during the last two months, and they
were certainly treated to an extremely
able exposition of the art of organ
playing. In the course of a varied pro-
gramme Mr. Currie showed himself the
possesor of a fluent technique which,
while at all times unobtrusive, was al-
ways fully equal to the technical de-
mands made upon it. This was indi-
cated to an especial degree perhaps in
the great G Minor Fugue of Bach. In
a somewhat unconventional treatment of
this great pelyphonic work and though
it was taken at a slower tempo, perhaps
than is usually the case, there was im-
parted to the phrasing pf the beautiful
thematic material - a significance which
would not have been attained perhaps
by other means, while the clarity of
the part playing was very grateful.

Another number in which Mr. Currie
showed to great advantage was in tihe
most suggestive religious melody and
variations from the Sonata by Whiting,
in which his sense of chaste and artistic
registration and tonal graduation was
apparent, as indeed, throughout the
other numbers, one of which—a cradje
song—by the recitalist—is very effect-
ive for the instrument.

Mr. Curries is as yet a promising
young musician on the threshold of his
career, and to his present technical
equipment and facility there will surely
be added an increase of emotional ex-
pression.

Mrs. Crocket’s rich voice was heard
to great advantage in “The Lord is My
Shepherd,” and - her voice blended well
with Mr. Smith’s fine tenor in .the
Nicolai duet.

St. John Teachers Had Delightful Visit
To Old Country

St. John teachers are home after
a delightful visit to the old country.
About two hundred teachers of the Can-
adian schools left Montreal on the
steamer Grampian, on July 5, on their
fourth annual excursion to the British
Isles. The trip was organized by Fred
Ney of the department of education,
Winnipeg, who went with the party to
point out the places of inferest. The
party this year was joined gt Edinburgh
by thirty Newfoundland teachers.

They landed at Greenock at the
mouth of the Clyde and proceeded by
rail to Edinburgh, where the New-
foundland teacheers joined them. On
the day of their arrival there a civic
reception was given them.

After spending geveral days in Edin-
burgh they visited Stirling, Dunferline
‘and Melrose in Scotland, and then pro-
ceeded to Carlisle and from there to
Warwick, Stratford-on-Avon, where they
visited the home of Shakespeare. They
also visited Bath and spent two weeks
in London and went from there to
Portsmouth and visited Guernsey and
Jersey of the Channel Islands.

Leaving the south of England they
returned by way of Weymouth, Taun-
ton, Gloucester, Chester and on to Liv-
erpool, spending several days in each
place. At Liverpool the party began
to break up, several went to tour the
continent and some of the party return-
ed to Canada, while most of them took
a trip to Ireland and visited Blarney
Castle and Killarney. They also visited
Dublin and Cork, returning to Liver-
pool about the end of August, and com-
ing back to Canada on the Virginian.

Among those from New Brunswick
were Miss McLeod and Miss Wilson of
Fairville, and Miss Kennedy and Miss
Holder of the city.
