Rosecrans on California Shore—

rocks only fifty feet from the Gaviota
shore, where the surf beats heavily, the
tank, steamer Rosecrans of the Associated
Qil-Company’s fleet is practically a total
wreck. Two of her crew were drowned
and the remaining - thirty-three and her
commander, Captain Johnson, are waits
ing here for orders.

The Rosecrans went on the rocks late on
Monday night, but it was not until early
yestcrday that the rolling and grinding
of the hull on the rock barrier caused her
to spring aleak.

The vessel was in danger of capsizing
and 'Captain Johnson ordered that the
valves be opened. An effort was made to
get a line ashore, but the small boat
was swamped and one sailor lost his life.
A moment later the carpenter, Landmark,
was swept from the deck and drowned.

The Rosecrans had come here to load
for Honolulu, but was still empty when
the vessel struck the rocks.

“The night before, my mothst and an

suggestion that 1 be taken to hear ‘the
novelist read. It was not thought of, but
after the older folks bad gone I lhpped out
of the house and found my way to the
theatre where he was to speak, and waich-
ed vainly for a glimpse of my hero’s face.
I-was doomed ‘to disgppointment and re-
turned home and went quietly to bed.

“But the next morning on the train to
Boston I became aware by the gathering
of the crowd that Dickens was to
aboard.

Italian Press Demands Inquiry

Into Sale to the French
Government

WORD'S FINEST BULONG ?

Michachagilo: 8 Othees  of
Note Had Share in Designing
And Constructing — Sale De-
clared Reward for French As-
sent to Annexation of Tripoli

(Times’ .Special  Correspondence)

Rome, - Feb. '29—-Influentisl pressure. is
being brought to bear on- the Chamber
of Deputies to go into the sale of the
Farnese “Palace to the French govern-
ment, to be used @8 an embassy. Al
though there is small possibility that such
a discussion Would4edd ‘toany action now
that the “deal Has been consummated, the
newspapers are insistént in their demand
for g full diséussion.

The offer to buy. this wonderful palace
was made for the first time by the French
govérnment twenty years ago, but the
Italian government asgerted a right of op-
tion and also a right of forbidding the
sale to a foreign sfate: - The relations be-
tween Italy and France were at that
time far from being friendly, and’ Crispi,
who was then . prime minister of Italy,
was a8 hostile as possible to the republic.

The offer was repeated a few years ago,
when a price was agreed on and thé mnec-
essary fund voted by the French cham-
bers. But the Italian ' government was
still opposed to the ‘Sale asking that the
italian parliament should be consulted
upon the remunciation of its right of op-
tion. -This second;refusal was received
with strong criticism in France, but the
whole questzon seemed to' be dropped -un-
til lately, when it ‘suddenly came out that
the Italian government had withdrawn its
previous refusal and that the French gov-
ernment had now come to a definite
agreement with the owhers.'

The Italian press has been extremely
sarcastic about this change of attitude on
the part of the Itallah government and
‘some papers have gone'Bs far as tocharge
that the sale of :the ‘historic building is
a reward to France for her tacit consent
to the annexation of Tripoli.

. The, Farnese Palwgg:g- which France
has < paid. about $666,000; is almost 600
years old, and has hitherto belonged to
the family of. the.late.Xing of Naples, of
the House of Bourbon, who inherited it
from Klisabeth Farnese, -the last of her
line, who was ‘margiednto Philip V. of
Spain, It was first leased to the French
at the time of Napolepn III. and since
has been the, gesidépf;‘qf, their -ambassa-
dor in Rome (firft' to the Pope and af-

terwards. to. the King ofi Ttaly}.

The buildifig i whiverbally condidered to
be ‘the' finest in Rome and perhaps the
finiest 'in’ thie world owing to its; unigue.ar-
chitecture and to thepriceless . ftestoes
which are to be found in the several
rooms., It was begum by order ‘of the
Pope. Pau] IIL, one .of the most dis-
tinguished tmemibers of ‘the celebiated Far-
nese family. 5 g S

1t was ‘almost: immediagtely after ‘his ¢l-
ection to-the Papacy thdt Alexander ¥ar-
nese, “then Paul TIT, gave orders for-the
beginning of what was called “the most
stupendous palace that ‘brain, study. end
oney could comstrut.’, T . .

He devoted a large sum, to the consiruc-
tion of the new palace. "~ . ~° .

The work was begun by Antonio da San-
gello and was afterwards completed by.the
greatest of Italian architects, Michael An-
gelo. It took more: thdn -fifty ‘years to
complete’ and it required an enormous
quantity of blocks of travertine (Roman
marble) derived-from the Coliseum to er-
ect it to the exceptional height of ninety-
five feet, the same levelias the “baldac-
chino,” at St. Peter's. ¢

The basement was laid down. by Vignola
according to the originaligv_ n of Sangallo,
and the first story by Vignola himself.
The upper parts of the building are by
Michael Angelo and the imposing cornice
bearing the dove and. the lilies, the arms
of the Farnese family, has no equal in
the world. The galleria, .or hall, on the
first floor contains wonderful frescoes of
mythological scenes by Annibale Caracci.
Kight small subjects over the niches and
the windows are by Domenichino and an-
other series by Vasari and o@%rs, repre-
senting the story, of the Farnese family,
are in several rooms of the palace.

The Farnese family, one of the .richest
of the Middle Ages, which has counted
several Popes among its members, became
extinet in the eighteenth ‘century and the
palace passed into the .-hands .of the
House of Bourbon. £

The blank space on’ German 100-mark
notes is being made use of for advertising
purposes by a German motor car company.
The concern ‘has printed the design of an
automobile on & number of them and an
announcement to the effect that “whoever
drives these cars .saves many of these
notes.” Many people regarded the notes
as spurious at first, and considerable ex-
citéement was caused in official circles, but
since there is no law that ‘forbids such a
limit of the nptes, mothing can be done
to restrain the company.

Hundreds of bushéls of clams were wash-
ed ashore at Horse Neck Beach, New Bed-
ford, during a recent gale. In some places
along the beach there were long windrows
of .clams as far as 150 feet from the water.

During the last two weeks a number of
the illustration orchards have been visit-
ed and prunéd by R. P, Gorham. Woark
was -bégun at Waweig, Charlotte county,
in' the orchatd of W. E. Armstrong. The
Hoyt Station, Golden Grove; 8 . Salis-
bury, Sackville, Baie Verte, Uppér Queens-
bury. and Stanley .orchards .were visited
suddessively. In general the trees appear-
ed to have pum}»throwh the winter re-

found broken by snow,”and ne evidence
of girdling by vermin noticed.

The character of the winter has heen
very uniform- over the whole southeru sec-
tion of the province where the orchards
mentiot are situated. The fall remain
ed open and mild go long that even where
the trees made a late growth the wood
had a chance to ripen up well before cold
weather came in. No storms of any con-
sequence occurred unmtil after the begin:
ning of the New Year, and up to the pres-
ent there has been no great depth of snow
in any of the 'orchards. Only ohe slcet
storm ‘occurred. during the winter; and it
was' so slight that no damage was done.
The temperature was very low in all par{s
of the province, but so far as can be de-
termined at present none of the trees bave
been seriously injured. 4 )

All the illustration orchards have heen
supplied with spraying outfits and matér-
ials .and will this year be in good sbape
to resist the attacks of the insects ‘and
fungi. The prospects for a good eeason
of growth and a fair crop of fruit on the
older orchards lopk partieularly bright at
present. :

The 1911 report on horticulture and the
proceedings of the Fruit Growers’ Associ-
ation will be ready for mailing in a few
days. A thirty-two page pamphlet on “Or-
chard ‘Opportunities in New Brunswick,”
has been prepared by A. G. Turney, pro-
wincial horticulturist’ and is now ueing
printed. Tt is splendidly illustrated and
107000 copies are to be -issued, many of
which . will be distributed in the British
Tsles., A small illustrated leaflet on “The
Forest-Tent cater-pillar,” will also be is-
sued soon and should prove timely and
useful, as this pest has become quite ser-
ious during the last few years, especially
in Charlotte county and portions of York,
Sunbury and Queens and gives cvery
promise of being exceptionally numerous
this seuson. Arrangements will be ‘nade
for spraying demonstrations in the dis-
tricts where thig pest promises to be very
destructive.

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UNION DUES AS TAXES

(From the New YorkCommercial)

Coal miners,  ilke other men, have the
right to demand any wages, conditions
and hours of labor they please, and no
law can compel them to work for.less,
But that is the limit. When they say
that every man who works in a mine
must belong and pay dues to a labor
union, and that the mine owner must de-
duct these dues from every miner’s wages
and turn the money over to the union’s
treasury, they ask something which is un-
lawful. ‘Such a demand must be resisted
at all hazards.

The : government alone has the power
to levy taxes. No.one else can take from
any man that which is his and which he
has not contracted to deliver and pay. An
employer could not defend in court the
deduction of a part of an employe’s pay
under such conditions. Such a demand is
blackmail. The government may license
certain trades and businesses, but no pri-
vate person or society has any right to
tax a man for the privilege of working.

Sooner or later the right of 'any man to
ehgage in any gainful employment must
be finally determined. Lawyers and doc-
tors cannot limit competition to their re-
spective professions, Labor would rebel,
and would go so rightfully, if the sons of
working men were excluded from the
learned professions, though they are sadly
overcrowded. The right to live and to
earn a living must. be maintained.
