Is Thore Any Warrant in the Bible for
Makiog One Day Holier Than
Amnother.

Mark IT: 21. “ The Sabbath was made for mar.
and not e for the Sabbath.

One of the small things, (so maﬂ in-
deed as almost to escape notice) that
indicates the modern departure from the
Christian idea of the first day of the
week is found in the common literature
of the time on the observance of the day.
The Bible nowhere capitalizes the word
—modern literature almost always does:
The word means—rest, and ought to hate
been so translated in the Bible.

The first reference to a day of rest for
man in the Bible is in Exodus XVI'in
connection with the giving of the manna
to the Jews. ' On the sixth day they were
to gather twice as much as on any other

Bishop Usher’s chronology as correct,
this ig'2,618 years after the completion of
the work of creation by God. That there
ever had been a special day of rest prior
tothis is something that we have mno
means of knowing. It is pure assump-
tion to state otherwise. They had mo
names for the days of the week, other
than the nnmber by which each day was
known gs first, second, ete. But, these
numbers being given, it is a fair question
to ask, when did they begin their count?
By turning back a little, in connection,
ith the establishment of the passover 1
find in Exodus XII 2, these words:
“This month shall be unto you the begin-
ning of months: it shall be the fist
month of the year to you.” This first of
months is evidently the peint of depar-
ture. The first day of this month was
the first day of ‘the week. From that
day to this the count has been continu-
ous—the seventh day of our week—or
Saturday, is the day of rest suggested by
the passage in Exodus XVI. 8o then it
the institution of the day of rest as sug-
gested in this passage, is the ground for
its observance of apy day of rest—there
is no possible escx:pe from the concluswn
that Satarday is the day.

Perhaps some one may be mady with
the hint that the reason for the obser-
vance of a day ot rest is based raiber on
one of the Ten Commanments. I have

It was the mandate of
Divine wisdom for the benefit of man.
Just as Christ says in the passage quoted |,
above from Mark that the “Sabbath was ||
made for man.” It was the absurd ad-
ditions made by irresponsible parties to
the Mosaic law, that led Christ to add
the words *“not man for the Sabbath.”
Those additions to the requiremeuts of
the day, if strictly carried out, would
have made the day a curse instead of &
blessing to man; and,in sofar as they were
executed, were a curse.. For proof of this
statement read the remainder of the
second chapter of Mark. Chrst disre-
garded these human additions in order
tobless a poor man. The absurd require- |
ments for the proper observance of the
day reached theirclimax with the Samar~
itans, in the demand of one sect among
them—which was that s« man should
remain throughout the whole twenty-
four hours 1n the same position in which
the first minute found him. This non-
sense is a mere illustration of the ten-
dency of human nature ever towards
extremes.

GREAT PROJECTS.

—

The ' programme of the St. John Trade
Promoting Company as ‘outlined in the
memorial adopted at the Company’s
meeting on Saturday last is an extensive
one. The company is not only favorable
to the union of St. John and Portland,
but they also desire to cement the two
cities together by bridging the river at
Navy Island and then to add still more
territory to 8t. John by bridging Court-
onay ‘Bay.' In addition to this it is part
of their plan to establish iron smelting
furnaces and locomotive car. building
works and docks in Courtenay Bay.

All this is possible, nay probable. But
a sacond reading of the memorial is nec-
essary to take in its full meaning. Such
works as it is proposed to start would
give emiployment to hundreds of people
as it is presumable the works would be
on alarge scale. Place the number at
1000 and such establishments as are out-
lined in the memorial could not be pro-
fitably run with fewer men. This means
an addition te our population of 2,600
souls or npwards.

That the common council will meet
the Trade Developnient Company in a
broad and liberal spirit goes without say-
ing. ~Apart from the fact that the coun-
cil are the conservators of the general
interests of the city they are as a corpor-
ation largely interested in the/building
up of Courtenay Bay flats, being the own
ers of the fee simple of the greater part
of them. All that it will be necessary
for the Trade Promoting Company to do
will be to convince the members of the
council that the proposed plan is feasi-
ble gnd all the assistance the city can
give will be freely given.

+ There are some people in St. John whi
think that newspapers do wrong when
they expose corruption, either moral or
political. . There are others who openly
'express their unbelief in newspaper
statements of corrupt practices. It is
[sensationalism they say and published
more to sell the paper than to correct the
evil. It is true that newspapers like
"other commodities are made to sell. It
is equally true that there are newspapers
which trade in filth.  Butthere is not the
slightest doubt that the newspaper is as
clean as the people among whom it cir-
culates, no matter how filthy it may be.
A newspaper is as good an index of the
community in which it is publiished, as
‘the face is an ifdex of the character of a
'man. Generally speaking the press of
St. John is clean and honest. They are
published to make money it is true, and
'while news items are frequently sup-
-pressed, they are generally held back
more out of friendly feeling for the par-
ties directly interested than for any other
reason.” And most always they are of
minor importance affecting only the in-
dividual or individnals who ask for the
suppression of the item. It would require
nore influence than any one we know of
has to cause ithe particulars of an im-
portant crime or any other event of
general interest to be held back by the
St. John newspapers.

For
this service they were allowed a penny a
letter, and after decimal currency was
adopted, two cents a letter.” The fee was
inconsiderable, but Mr. Leetch has told
me that, even with thip small fee, he lost
many hundred dollars by giving credit to
different people. Business men would

THE LIFE OF DARWIN..
An l-teresiing Sketch of thﬁ Remark-
_ able Man.

“The Life and Letters of Charles Dar-
win, including an autobiographical chap-
ter.” Edited by hisson, Francis Darwin.
This may fairly be called “The Book of
the season. :

The first of the three volumes opens
witha short and charming autobiography,
written - by Darwin himself. for  his
children.

The second is devoted to the history of
theMagnum Opus,“The Origin of Species,”
gnd the discussion it raised, as told by
the auhor’s correspondence with Sir C.
Lyell, 8ir Joseph Hooker, Mr. Asa Gray,
and others. - The third volume is chiefly
a miscellany of letters dealing with Dar-
win’s later works, but m'qre particularly
with the “Descent of man,” and the “Ex-
pression of the Emotions,” which latter
work was for many years lns especml
delight. -

Speaking of the short autobxography to
which we have alluded above, Darwin
says:

“I have attampted to write the follow=
ing account of mself, as if I were a dead
man in another world looking back at
my own hfe. Nor have I found this diffi-
cult, for life is nearly over with me. 1
have taken no pains about my style of
writing.”

Without further preface he commen-
ees the story of his life :

“My mother died in’ July, 1817, when
I was a little over eight years old, and it
is odd that I can remember hnrdly any-
thing about her except her deathbed, her
black velvet gown, and her curlouslv
constructed work-table. In the Spring of
this same year I was sentto a day-schoal,
in Shrewsbury, where I stayed a year.
1 have been told that I was much slower
in learning than my younger sister
Catherine,-and I believe that I wasin
many: ways & na.ughty bov g .
“Once a8 a \ery little boy,whxhna.nhe
day school, or before that time, I acted
cruelly for I beat a.puppy, i believe
sunplz from enjoying the sense of power,
but the ‘beating could not have been
severe, for the puppy did not howl, of
which I feel sure, as the spot was near
the house. This act lay heavily on my
conscxence, at is shown by my rememb-
ering the exact spot where the crime
was committed. - It probably lay all the
heavier from my love of dogs being then,
and for a long time afterwards, a passion.
Dogs seem to know this, for I was an
adept m robbing their love from their
masters.”

Between leaving school and going to
Cambridge, Darwin spent two years at
Bdinburgh, with the idea of becoming a
physician, But anatomy was not his
taste; so the idea was abandoned. His
course at Cambridge was intended ‘to
prepare him for ordination. “ His com-
ment is: “Considering how fiercely I have
been attcaked by the orthodox, it seems
ludicrous that that I once intended to be

a clergyman.”

materials for an essay on the * Origm of

Specles o

_In 1839 he married and went to.live in
Upper Gower Street, London. In 1842,
the interval having been spent in very
hard Scientific work—the family moved
to Down, in . Kent, where, with brief in-
tervals; the rest of Darwin’s ‘life, as he
tells ns, “like clockwork was spent.”

Of the famous work on the “Origin of
Species,” published in 1859, he says:

“It is, no doubt, the chief work of my

life. . It was from the first highly. suc-
cessful. The first small edition of 1,250
copies Was sold on the day of puhhcatxon,
and a second edition of 3,000 copies soon
afterwards. Sixteen thousand copies
have now (1876) been sold in England ;
and consmermg how stiff a beok it is,
this is a large sale. It has been trans-
lated into almost every Eurogean tongue,
even into such languages as Spanish, Bo-
hemian, Polish, and Russian. 1t has
also, according to Miss Bird, been trans-
lated into Japanese, and is "there much
stadied. [This was a mistake.] Even
an essay in Hebrew has ‘appeared on it,
showing that the theory is contained in
the Old Testament !”

The publication of the book raised a
gtorm ‘which is not yet forgotten. But
the new views found more acceptance
than might have been expected. Charles
Kingsiey wrote boldly, as was his wont.

“Dear Sir,—I have to thank you for the
nnexleqcted horour of your book. That
the Naturalist whom, of all naturalists
living, I most wish to know and to learn
from, should have sent a scientist like
me his book, encourages me at least to
obhserve sore carefully, and think more
slowly.

“T am so poorly (in brain), that I fear
I cannot read your book justnow as 1
ought. ' All I have seen of it awes me |
both with the heap of facts and the pres-
tige of your name, and also with the clear
intuition, that if you be right I must give
up much that "I have believed and

“In that I little cath. Lot God be true,
and every man a liar! Let us know what
is—follow up the villainous shifty fox of
an argument, into whatsoever unexpect-
ed and brakes he may lead us, if
we do but run into him at last.

“From two common sulperstltlons, at
least, I shall be free while judging of
your book :—

‘the crobsing of domesticated animals an
plants, fearnt to dxsb‘elxeve the dogma of
t.he Eermanenoe of species.

Bake twenty
minutes, and eat swhen it comes from
oven, for it will fall soon.

WOODFORD PUDDING.

Three eggs, one teacup sugar, one-half
teacup butter, one-half teacup flour, one
teacup jam or preserves, scant teaspoon
soda dissolved in three teaspoons sour
milk, mix well and bake slowly. Sauce:
One_egg, one large cup sugar, one small
cup butter, mix well, put on' stove and
stu' until melted, add tablespoon wine,
brandy or vnluskev and pour on imme-
diately.

OYBTER CROQUETTES.

Scald and chop fine the hard part of
the oysters (leaving the other part and
liquor for soup); add an equal weight of
mashed potatoes; to cne pound of this
add a lump of butter the size of anegg, a
teaspoon of salt, half teas ‘poon of pepper,
and quarter of a teacup of cream. Make
in small cakes, dip in egg and then in
bread crumbs, and fry like doughnuts.

FOR MUSICIANS.

0da Xtems in the Musical Line From
Different Parts of the Country.
Speaking of the scarcity of male voices
in our church choirs in  the 'ast GAZETTE
leads to tne reflection that for the last
fifty years church singing has been on
the wane—and why ? Well, we have all
heard of the gooud old singin. classes,
choral unions, ete.. in the days of our
fathers, when every boy and girls ambi-
tion was to be able to pick up the note-
book and sing a hymn or air from it
without first having it drilled over on the
organ until the beauty was all taken out
of the piece. And there was some good
singers then, too. In hardly any city
will we find these classes conducted now,
and the consequence is that the young
man or woman perhaps goes into the
choir, and if they are not partxcnlarly
sharp with the earthey cannot “get on”
to the pieces that are to be sung, and 80
very shortly give it up. The fault is that
they do not know one r}ote from-another,
and naturally cannot make any headway.
What we want is musical unions, in
which a competent teacher will be engag-
ed, and the members will be taught the
music; and once knowing this it is easy
to sing almost any piece at sight. Then
we would have more chorus singers, and
far better singing, too, than we J'ave at
present. Why can not some of our mu-
sicians take this matter up? There should
be a comfortable living for a good teach-
er to take this matter in hand and give
a regular course of musical instruction
at a moderate figure.
* » L
There is another thing that has been
suggested to me, and that is'in regard to
the singing in the public schools. We go
to a public school examination and we
hear the children—and many of them
with fine rich voices—sing a number of
pieces that have been drilled into them
for six months previous, but it is very
mechanical and has none of the soul in
it that there would be if the children
had been taught to sing by note, a pro-
cess that wonld not take long, nor yet be
véry hard. Why could not the Board of
«ducation make music a part of the
teaching in the public schools? I cer-
tainly see no reason why they could not
‘do this without much cost or detriment
fo the other studies. One way would be
to have the teachers learn music at the
Normal School and devote a certain time
to it each day during their teaching
hours. Another way would be to em-

ploy, for cities. and towns having more .

than one school, & competent teacher to
go among - the schools and give a certain
time to blackboard exércies and two or
three song practices each day. The boy
orgirl of to-day who leaves school and
mixes in society is nowhere unless he or
she can sing or play; and while fitting
them for the various business pursuits
of life the means of wholesome enjoy-
ment should not be forgotten. And then
the Sunday schools might with profit
take the matter up, and thus relieve the
exercises . of what—to the majority of

children—is dry and uninteresting. Be-|

sides a few exercises on the blackboard
