France’s A are Bankrup
Her—The Alsace-Lorraime Sore,
Roue, Aprrl 13.—Premier di*Rudini,in
an interview to-day in regard to the Drel-
bund, held that the renewal of the triple
alliance was of secondary importance as
compared with a constant agreement
with England. On many occasions, he
said the policy of the Dreibund
harmonize perfectly with British
ideas, yet Lord Salisbury for special rea-
son had never adhered to the Dreibund
treaty. 3
It was difficult to imagine that Eng-
land and Italy would remain passive
while war was being waged by Russia
and France against Germany and
Austria, even if the Dreibund did not
exist.
Italy might find it entirely to her in-
terest to rapge herself on ‘the side of
Great Britain, Should Russia refrain
from interfering in the affairs of the
other powers, thus securing the neutral-
ity of Great Britain, Italy would not act
except under contingencies provided for
in the Dreibund convention. If Austria
attacked Russia or Germany declared
war with France that action would not
imply that Italy was not to join in the
movenment. By the terms of the con-
tract she was entitled to act asa neutral
nation aud to remain so. The case was
different if any one of the contracting
powers was made the object of an attack.
Premier di Rudini declared he was
convinced that France, despite her ex-
cessive armaments, would never alone
wage a war of aggression while the
Dreibund continued to act as the safe-
guard of Eurape. In view of the prevail-
ing temper in France it was perfectly idle

of the Dreibund.  Neither Austria nor
Germany dreamed of making an attack.
Paris, April 13.—Apropos of the future
increase of the effective of the French
army and of the Minister of War's de-
mand on the Budget committee of the
Chamber of Deputies for further appro-
priations, Senator Barthemel St. Hilajre,
ex-minister of foreign affairs, said
to-day : “It becomes more aud more
evident that France is on the high road
to bankruptéy. France is one of the rich-
est countries in Europe. So, too, we
would call 2 man rich who had an in-
come of a million francs a'year. But
suppose he spent each year 1,500,000
francs, and kept on doing so year after
year ? What would his wealth amount to
under such circumstances? And
yet this is just what France has
been doing for a very long time.
“The upshot of the whole thing must
be that we shall have to repudiate our
debts, as we did in the first revolution,
and start afresh. Igreatly admire the
magnificent manner in which the Unit-
ed States has gone on paying off its
tremendous debt contracted during the
gigantic civil war. We ought to imitate
in a modest way the American example:
But several circumstances oppose this.
In the first place the wastefulness of our
great depratments of government is
somethimg frightful. While it can not
be said that there is any outright steal-
ing of the public funds,the extravagance
is tremendous and no government
dares incur the anger of the politicians
in cleaning out the Augean stable. Then,
again, our military system is very ex-
tensive and keeps on growing more so
every day, so that it seems an almost
hopeless task to try to stop this suicidal
financial policy.

‘We cannot reduce our army, for there
stands that Alsace-Lorraine difficulty
still undecided. What an donable
sin it was for Germany to] take those
provinces. We would willingly have
paid many more millions of francs could
we have preserved our territory intact.
But France will never abandon Alsace-
Lorraine without a struggle which,
when it comes, will be a deadly ome.
France must win or be effaced from the
map of Europe like Poland. She will
fight to the last man, for she will see
that her very existence as a nation
depends on victory, and if she comes off
the victor in what an exhausted state
she will probably be left. Then the
zlr_t_ﬁnary financial situation, rendered
still more oppressive by the increased
expenditures of the supreme struggle,
will weigh down the bleeding nation and
bankruptey will then be inevitable.”

Francis lumberman, says the cut of
the present winter on the St. John river
and its tributaries will not exceed 150-

THE MAYOR ELECT.

At five o'clock yesterday afternoon the
(GAZETTE was on the streets with the full
returng of the election for mayor show-
ing that Mr. T.W. Peters had a plurality
of 1,356 votes over Mr. Lockhart and” a
majority of 1,3200f the votes cast. This

»the people of St. John desire Mr. Peters
for mayor this year and that they
do not desire Mr. Lockhart or
. Mr. Davis. Various reasons have been
given for the defeat of Mr. Lockhart but
the chief one (apparently) was the fact
that he was running for a third term
which has not been granted to any
mayor since Mayor Jones retired from
the civic chair. The Sun thinks that
Mayor Lockhart was defeated because of
his advocacy of the Leary scheme of har-
bor improvement, but this can hardly be
correct, because Mr. Davis, the only can-
_ didate who in his card came out squarely
sgainst the Leary scheme, got only 27
votes. When Mr. Davis ran for alderman
for Brooks ward, a week ago as an ad-
yocate of the Leary scheme he got 95
votes, but yesterday running as as op-
ponent of the Leary scheme he got only
10 votes in Brooks ward and 27 in the
entire city.

After all it is hardly worth while to go
hunting for reasons for the defeat of a
candidate for the office of mayor. There
have been plenty of instances in St. John
of good men who ran for that office being
literally snowed under. Hon. Thos. R.
Jones was snowed under, so was Mr. C.
W. Weldon and so was Mr. C. A. Everett,
yet we never heard that either of these
gentlemen by reason of defeat lost any
of the consideration they had preyiously
enjoyed in this community. We are of
the opinion that Mr. Lockhart, hotwith-
standing the heavy vote cast against him
was a good mayor, and that he pursued
which he regarded as the best course for
the interests of St. John. The Gazerre
is also of the opinion that Mr. Peters
will make a good mayor, his civic ex-
perience being large and his position an
independent one. The GazerTe was high-
ly favorable to Mr. Peters’ candidature
when he offered two years ago, and no
doubt he would have been elected then
had he remained in the. field. His re-
tirement at that time cooled the ardor
of many of his best friends, but they seem
to have returned to him and the hand-
some vote he polled yesterday is the re-
sult.

OUR HONORABLE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL-
LORS.

The Hon. Mr. McManus and the other
members of the Legislative Council who-
were recentiy appointed for the purpose
of abolishing that body, before their ap-
pointment signed a document of which
the following is a copy.---

To the attorney general and leader of the
government :

Sir—having been notified that the gov-
ernment has in contemplation to ask
my acceptance of a seat in the legisla~
tive council and to appoint me thereto
at an early day I beg to assure you that
in case my appointment shall take place
I will accept the same ufop the under-
standing that I will at all times vote for
any measure or measures,intreduced and
promoted .by the government for the
purpose of bringing about the abolition
of the council and 1 hereby pledge my-
self to so vote accordingly, etc.

This pledge although it may have no
value in point of law ought to beas
binding in a moral sense as an oath.
Mr. Blair was not bound to appoint any
of thege men to the council and the con-
sideration for their appointment was
their promise to assist him in carrying
out the policy of the government and
to vote for a measure for the abolition of
the Legislative Council in whatever
form 1t might come up. The bill which
the government sent up from the House
of Assembly to the Council was one
abolishing that body immediately
and all the members appointed by Mr.
Blair were bound in honor to vote for
it. Three of them refused to carry out
their pledge and voted for an amend-
ment which will extend the life of the
Council three years and which will cost
the province $30,000. In some countries
the men who would thus seek to thwart
the will of the people would have been
treated to a coat of tar and feathers,
but in New Brunswick they will
only win universal contempt. Mr.
McManus, who is not a product of
any godless school, but who received
his education in four religious colleges
songht to excuse his infamous breach
of faith toward the government, by the
following apologetic remarks in his

speech in the Council on Mouday. We
quote the official report :—

Honorable Mr, McManus said every
member should weigh the responsibility
of the vote he was giving, He was re-
sponsible even though he had to come
up here pledged to vote for abolition,
and must use his judgment as an in-
dependent legislator with reference to
the most equitable mood by which it
was to be accomplished. A member in
the lower house who supported abolition
need nat necessarily support aboli-
tion in this cliamber; he should still ex-

ercise his judgment. He considered
that in voting for abolition in the way
he pro d to do he was carrying out
bis pledge to the government and
the country. He again alluded to
the argument advanced by some that
though this legislature should pass this
bill it was not clear that the council was
thereby abolished, as there were doubts
as to the governor general’s assent be-
ing given, and as to whether imperial
legislation was not necessary. The
amendment was a reasonable com-
promise between those who favored
abolition and those who were totally op-
posed to it who comprised a large por-
tion of the council. The latter had gone
counter to their views and made a con-
cession to the majority. He was not
voting as he proposed to do_because it
was the government’s view but it was
his own view.

If Mr. McManus really thought he was
carrying out his pledge to the govern-
ment by amending their bill for immed-
iate abolition so as to extend the life of
the Council three years longer, he is
bardly fit to be trusted out alone ; but
Mr. McManus is not so dull as he pre-
tends to be. It is not dullness but a de-
sire to pocket §300 a year and mileage for
three years longer that has obscured his
moral sense.

TWO DECIDE&F PROGRESS.

As in our individual lives the changes
which are wrought by the passing away
of a few years in most instances are re-
garded with little attention, so in the life
of a nation the advancement which is

flected from ong decade to another, is
often so continuous and silent that it
excites brief remark, unless it is proved
by statistics which are brought promiri-
ently before our notice. How Cariada has
developed her resources and expanded
her trade since 1868 is one of the marvels
of the century, it being much larger
than that of the United States from 1777
to 1800, or of any other country under
similar circumstances of which we have
any record.

by the broad general ouflines of bound-
less prairies and inexhaustible wheat
fields, unlimited deposits of every kind
of mineral, immense potential wealth in
forest and fisheries, coupled with every
possible advantage for LlIJ,e development
of manufactures and industrial arts.”

In 1868 the deposits in our chartered
banks were $32,808,104; in 1888, § 112,-
860,700 ; in 1868 our deposits in savings
banks were $4,360,692; in 1888 $51,861;-
984. Our exports of animals and products
in 1868 amounted to $6,893,167;in 1888
the sum was $ 24,719,297. The develop-
ment of our export trade is exhibited to
advantage in the ensuing table of four
periods of five years each.

Itis persumed that the exports of the
succeeding five years will amount to at
least $460.000.000. When the capabilities
of the country which are as yet unde-
veloped, the mines, the forests, the great
areas of farming lands, where untold
wealth awaits the pick of the miner, the
axe of the woodsman and the plough of
the agriculturist, all of which may be
expiditiously set on its way to the best
markets of the world by our railways,
rivers and canals, it is impossible to
question but that Canada is destined
to occupy a foremost position among
the nations of the world.

Filled with a great population; occu-
pied by .constantly arising problems of
pressing import; brought face to face
with a declining immigration of suitable
classe$ and an increasing influx of - dan-
gerous elements; with a decreasing ex-
portof wheat and an increasing home
consumption; with a tendency towards
freer trade becoming visible and a de-
sire apparent to relax the restrictionary
laws, which were 8o beneficial in the ear-
lier days of the republic, but which have
perhaps been carried too far
of - late years with a principle
coming in vogue which looks to
the exclusion of foreign investments
and the restriction of alien land-owning
and corporate action on the part of
foreign companies, the United States,
says the Empire, has reached a stage of
growth and development where the
natural overflow of population and
capital will be in the direction of
Canada, thus helping, with the addition
of money and men from the Mother
Country, to build up on this half of the
American continent the great Norse
nation of which Lord Aberdeen lately
spoke #8 adding strength, solidity and
stability to the vast structure of the
British Empire.
