COST OF THE STRIKE.

The Total Loss to Labor up to Date is
About $180,000.

New Yovx,Aug. 16.—Already the strike
has cost the company and the men much
money. The company,s officers assert

as its passenger traffic was ¢

possible for them to estimate, even ap-
proximately, the amount of money lost
in the freight department. The nearest
official estimate that could be obtained
was that the company had lost many
thousands of dollars. According to
Master Workman E. J. Lee’s statement
there were about 10,000 men struck work.
Their averages were at least $1.50 a day.
Figuring on this basis the Knights lost
by not making $15,000 a day, and, as
they were paid out of the general strike
fund their regular wages while they have
been on strike, thisadds $150,000 more
loss a day, making according to Mr. Lee
a total loss a day of $30,000. They have
been on strike six days, and, as Mr. Lee
says there have been no desertions from
the ranks, the grand total loss up to date
is $180,000.

LORD SALISBURY’S DESPATCH.

His View of the Behring Sea Difficulty.

BY 1‘l'l'l.!(llhl’l'l TO THE GAZETTE.
Loxpox, Aug. 16.—Lord Salisbury’s last
despatch to secretary Blaine relative to
the Behring sea dispute, bears date Aug.
2. After quoting from historical docu-
ments, the despatch concludes: These
show that England refused to admit any

of the Russian claim, asserted in
kaze of 1821 to the marine jurisdiction
and exclusive rights of fishing, through-
out the whole extent of that claim, from
Behring Straits to 51st parallel. Also
that the convention of 1825 was regarded
by both sides as & renunciation on the
part of Russia of that claim in its entire-
ty and that though the Behring straits
was known and specially provided
for the Behring Sea was not known by
that name but regarded as part of the
Pacific ocean. Her Majesty’s govern-
ment always claimed the freedom of
navigation and fishing in the Behring
Sea outside of the limit of 4 marine lea-
gue from the coast. It is impossible to
admit that the right to fish and catch
seals in the high seas, can be held to be
{abandoned by the nation from the mere

fact that for a certain number of years it
has not suited the subjects of that na-
tion to exercise such right.
It must be remembered that the exist-
ence of British Columbia as a colony and
the developing of the colony’s shipping
interest are comparatively recent. If
the United States government continues
to differ with Great Britain as fo the
legality of the recent captures Her Majes-
ty’s government is ready to_refer the
question and the issues dependent there-
on to imperial arbitration.

ANOTHER FATAL ACCIDENT.
An Old Man of 85 Years is Instantly
Killed at the Portland Street

FOOLISH WORDS FROM THE TELEGRAPH.

Why does the Telegraph persist in its
parrot-like cry for reciprocity and con-
tinue to blame the present government
of Canada because the tariff barriers be-
tween Canada and the United States are
not removed? What can be more absurd
than the following which we clip from
a Telegraph editorial of this morning ?—

For 2,500 miles westward from the
isthmus of Chignecto there is no coal
being mined in Canada,while just across
the lakes, next neighbors to Ontario, are
the great coal producing states of Penn-
sylvania and Ohio. On_the other band
the natural market for British Columbia
coal is in coalless California,and for Nova
Scotia coal in coalless New England. The
advocates of reciprocity say, reriove the
tariff barriers, save the duties and the
enormous cost of carriage and let the re-
spective coal regions supply the markets
near them. This would be best and most
profitable for mine owners, miners and
consumers alike. This is a common
sense, practicable, natural plan. Opposed
to it is the plan of “protection” which we
are trying and have tried.

A stranger to Canadian political affai18
on reading the above might be led to be-
lieve that the absence of a reciprocity
treaty for the free admission of natural
products between the United States and
Canada was due to the action of the
Canadian government and people. e
would after reading the Telegraph and
other Grit papers, be surprised to learn
that the old reciprocity treaty of 1854 had
been abrogated by the government of
the United States, in spite of the best ef-
forts of the government of Canada to
have it renewed. He would be still
more surprised to learn that the govern-
ment and people of Canada had since
made every effort consistent with
their own dignity to obtain a
new  reciprocity treaty, and that
these efforts had  only been
abandoned in consequence of the evid-
ent determination of the government of
the United States to cripple and destroy
the commerce of Canada, if possible.
‘What would please the Telegraph per-
haps, would be for the government of
Canada to admit all American products
free of duty while a prohibitory tariff
was raised against our products to pre-
vent them from going into the United
States. That is about what the Grit idea
of reciprocity awounts to.

THE DECAY OF THE GLOBE-

The loyal people of St. Jobn, who are
true to the British flag and to the inter-
ests of this city will be glad to learn that,
owing to the opposition of THE GAZETTE,
the disloyal Globe, the enemy within our
gates, is in astate of decay.

The
Legislative Committee was compos-
ed of twenty iembers, mostly natives. A
number of Honolulu physicians accom-
panied the party. Two surgeons from
the “Charlestown” and one from the
British ship “Acorn” also weat. Saddle
horses, the property of the lepers, were
in waiting and were used- by the visitors
in their tour of inspection. = They visited
the boys’ school and the girls’ school at
opposite ends of the settlement, went
through the hospitals for those who can
no longer walk, and visited other
points. One  Legislator struggled
manfully to keep back the tears as hé
unexpectedly met and shook the hand
of an old friend, long since supposed to
be dead. =
Some lepers were physically examined
at their own request and found to be
lepers still. One, man, eighty years old,
has been a leper 50 years. e may yet
die of old age. As the party were leav-
ing the resident priest turned over to
them a couple of well-grown non-leprous
children, henceforth to be separated from
their poor mother, who remains behind.
1t is said that there are really thirty or
forty non-leprous children who still need
the care of their mothers in the settle-
ment. Opportunities were given to the
lepers to tell their grievances. Each has
regular rations of food and $10 annually
for clothes, but they are like a lot of
spoiled children. Some want more poi,
the native food made from taro root,some
more meat or clothes. The Legislature
has just appointed $234,000 for the sup-
port of the lepers for the next two years.

WasniNgroN, Aug. 15.—Thirty-nine
Republician senators held a very in-
harmonious caucus over the Federal
elections bill last night and adjourned
without reaching a conclusion.

May and Cameron strongly represent-
ed the political inexpediency of passing
the bill now. Senator Aldrich favored
the adjournment of the Senate and Plimb
opposed the bill out and out. Hoar and
Spooner favored the bill, the latter telling
his associates that it must be passed now
if ever.

There were sharp retorts to these
speeches and the caucus adjourned at
10.30 without taking a vote on the future
action.

“Qh, them was glorious days,” as Sir

Thoughts. “How lean and meager is the
salary we get today compared with the
joy that came with freedom and health
and fried mush and gentle sleep.” I
was speaking to Sir George about it the
other day, and as he charged upa color-
ed porter with the loss of a towel on his
last trip he heaved a sigh, and looked
out at window as who should say: “Ah,
what recompense have wealth and . posi-
tion for the unalloyed joys of childhood,
and how gladly today as I sitin the midst
of my Oriental splendor and costly mag-
nificence a titled foreigner with a glitter-
ing order on my breast, but chaos in my
soul, and thoughtfully run my fingers
through my choice but changing chin
whiskers, would I give it all, wealth, fame,
title and position, for one brief, balmy,
breezy day gathered from the mellow
haze of the long ago, when I stood full
knee deep in the lukewarm pool near
my suburban home in the quiet dell and
allowed the yielding, soothing mud to
squirt up between my dimpled toes.”

‘The West End is not overrun by wealth
and style or russet harnesses or clanging
carriage chains, but it has an atmos-
phere of light melody and freedom from
restraint which is real nice, I think. I
won a cane there during the week by
throwing rings at it. It was not ‘an in-
tellectual cane, but cheag, and with a
very small development about the head.
The more I go to Coney Island and watch
the ways of West Enders and cane ven-
ders the more I notice that the gold
headed canes are so wide across the top
that the rings will not bestride them.

An ill guided man
from Poughkeepsie who was deaf and
also absent minded gave them five
cents on the 18th of July, but he was ob-
served by another passenger and the
next day the body of the Poughkeepsie
man was found far out to sea with an
airtight stcve tied around his neck.

These colored gentlemen are depend-
ent soley on their voices and their wives
for support. If they were not permitted
to obtain their livelihoods by singing
they would have to work. I do not dis-
like these musicians, but their songs, de-
void of anaesthetics, will kill burdocks
by the roadside. I like good coon music
and will walk quite a long distance to
hear it, but when it is 8o rank that the
restless oysters turn over in their little
oyster beds and moan as the boat goes
ov?r them I think it is time to calla
halt.

Many able prophets said that this year
would see a great falling off in the at-
tendance at Coney Island, but I do not
notice it. It was said that other new re-
sorts would cut into Coney Island even
as the enraged and outraged surf had
cutinto Brighton Beach; but it is not ap-
parent.

WAKEMAN'S WANDERINGS:

THE NITh—THE GRAVE OF JENNIE
DEANS-

Burns knew by Name cvery Man, Wo-
man and Child in all Nithsdale—At
Ellisiand — Wakeman Spends an
Evening with Jean Armour Barns
Brown, a Great Grand-Daughter of
Burns.

ANNAN, Scotland, July 18, 1890.

Complete as is the identification of the
man Burns with place, scene and memo-
rial in old Dumfries town, there is a far
more pleasant association to be found be-
tween Burns the poet-farmer, Burns the
poet-farmer-exciseman, Burns the poet-
exciseman, and the lovely valley of the
Nith. Burns’ boyhood isa legacy to the
winding Doon, in Ayr. The activities of
his manhood are a heritage to the Nith,
and the dale or vale through which it
makes its songful wa¥ to the Solway and
the sea. The etymology of its name is
Gaelic, as is true of nine-tenths of the
natural features of the country, and
of the cmes, towns and villages
of to-day in Scotland as well as in
Ireland. Neithe was the Gaelic water-

god ; hence Neith, and Nith; and a more
lovely stream could not have been found
in Scotland for honoring, or being honor-
ed by, the name. Coming from its cry-
stal cradle among the mountains of east-
ern Ayrshire, it wimples along in a south-
westerly course, watering the Royal
Burgh of Sanquhar and the ducal village
of Thornhill, thence passing the stupend-
ous mass of Dmmlsnng Castle which
looks down upon the plain with its in-
numerable windows, “like a great pre-
siding idol, the embodied genius of feud-
alism.” Near this, the sister stream and
dale of the Clyde are reached by the lofty
pass of Enterkin. Farther to the south
the bordering mountain ranges press'the
Nith closely at Auldgirth bridge; and
then its vale broadens, = giving place
for myriads of equisite burns, braes and
lesser  dales. Soon the Nith,
after passing Ellisland, the lovely
farm-home of Burns, is JOmed by the
Cluden wnter—which at Irongray, but
four miles to the westwm'd, murmurs
ast the grave of Helen Walker, whom
gcott immortalized as “Jennie Deans”—
beneath the shadows of Lincluden Abbey
ruins, when now, broad and melodious
over glittering shallows, or slowly mov-
ing over quiet depths, the river sweeps
under the red bridge-arches of Dumfries,
and for eight miles to the Solway Firth
flows stately on through a shining and
spacious plain like that of Lombardy in
miniature.
There is not in all this fair domain a
castle, a gentleman’s seat, & manse, a
farm-house, a cabin or an old roadside
inn, that existed in Burns’ time, which
does not preserve some relic of the poet,
or some memory of his actual presence.
The rich and great regard these as
their most priceless heirlooms; but
the tenderness with which the lowly
preserve the most ttrifling tradition of
wkat Burns did, or said, or of some acci-
dental meeting or klndly visit, possesses
the deepest significance. He was essen-
tially of the lowly. He was ever ill at
ease among the gentry and nobility. His
t, generous heart was keenly alive to
the humble folk about him; and even as
gauger, the most dreaded and hated ca-
pacity in which law ever took form,in
the eyes of the Scotch of thatday, and of
the Irish of a no remote time, there was
a love for Burns through the valley coun-
tryside that knew no bounds. He rode
on his horses, “Pegagus and Peg Nichol-
son” 200 miles each week in connection
with his duties as exciseman; and, it is
told with pride, he knew by name every
man, woman and child in all Nithsdale.
Their hearts all went out to the man, for
had he not lived as theg lived; had he
not known the things they knaw, joyed
and suffered in all the humble things in
which they joyed and suffered; and were
not his songs the rhyme, rhyme and soul
of their own vague huniennxs ? Noone
who will come among this peasantry to-
day, lomerms here and there where he
lingered need go to the books for tender
things about Burns. These people all
have them in the very core of their
hearts, nnd with glowing faces, at their

Yes,
prayer with the living and at the conch
of the dead, among those so lowly Lhat
somehow those “spiritual excisemen”
who delighted to league the poet excise-
man with “Auld Hornie” and had no
time from their “higher” paro-
chial duties to minister there.
And it does one good to hear
those whose fathers before them treas-
ured his memory, tell scores of tales, like
these of Burns’ own tenderness: How
the poet-gauger, ever leaning to the side
of mercy, once came to “auld Kate Wat-
son, of Thornhill, in the publican’s trade
for a fair-day without a license, and
when it was his sworn official duty to
confiscate her goods and land her in gaol,
he only said to her with a mean-
ing wink, “Kate, are ye mad?
Don’t ye know that the Superwaor will
be in on ye, in the course of forty minutes ?
Good-bye t’ye at present.” How, at the
Kirkpatrick-Durham fair, where he came
egon another brewing, and, having ask-
fiercely of the inmates of the cabin if
such has been going on, a servant can-
nily replied, “We hae na license for
that;” whereupon the wee lassie inno-
cently confessed “that the mnckre
black kist (chest) is fu'o’ the bottles o’
yill (ale) that sat a’up nicht brewin
for the fair!”—wheh Burns instantly
eyed a bird hanging in a cage above the
child’s head and said: “If that bird
speaks, there’s no use of another speak-

to the fore;” and left the cabin with the re-
mark, “We’re in a hurry now but when
we return from the fair we’ll examine |8
the muckle black kist !” How when he
had caught “auld widow Jenny,” of
Dunscore, in possession of a large stock
of smuggled tobacco, and from public
knowl of the case, was compelled to
make a seizure, he did it in this extra-
ordinary fashion. “Jenny,” said Burns
gravely, “I knew this would be the up-
shot.” Then to Lewars, his assistant,
“Here, Lewars, take note of the number
of rolls, as I count them. Now, Jock,

did ye ever hear an auld wife numbering
her threads before check-reels were in-
vented ? ‘Thou's ane’ an’ thou’s no ane,
an’ thous ane out—listen!”

And this Brow well has been
singularly overlooked by lovers of
Burns visiting Nithsdale. It’is dis-
tant but an eighth ‘miles’ tramp south
from Dumfries,on the Ruthwell road. It
is locally called “The Broo” (Brow), and
lies at the brow of the Locher Moss, a few
hundred feet back from tbe Solway tide
edge. An t “clachan” or p! or-
ic stone circle once staod near, _and the
half dozen stone houses of the neighbor-
hood have taken the name of “the auld
clachan ¢’ the Broo.” These houses, as

in Burng’ time, are rude structures,
merely hinds’ houses. The rcad to Ruth-
well, which is but a mile or so distant,
winds past the place;and a little
delving into antiquities makes curious
and not altogether improbable the con-
jecture  that  Ruthwell—Ruth be-
ing English for the Gaelic Ruadth, red—
was the name for locality ongmally com-
prising that village, the Red-Well itself
and the clachan or stone circle for the
celebration of Pagan rites and ceremoni-
ale. For Brow Well, of whose waters
Burns for months vmnly partook is truly
ared well, being strongly impregnated
with iron. Tradition, too, places Brow
Well among those possessing miracul-
ous power. Stepping a few feet from thie
roadside’ towards the Solway. there is
found a deep pit.open to the irth at the
south. In the center of this is the well,
square, but a few inches deep, and per-
haps five feet across ; altogether more a
stone basin than a v«ell to which three
stone steps descend. The water filling it
trickles through a spout from the base
of the bank “brow” above; and it over-
flows a tiny burn which, whxmplmg and
broadening in its descent is reinforced
by other half-hidden rills from Locher
Moss, until it cuts a clear and distinct
way through the reddish gray sand of the
Solway. In this dreary place Burns re-
mained, taking the waters of “The Broo”
from the middle of April until the middle
of July, 1796. His only companions were
his thoughts and his “worn out pocket-
Bible. is eyes could rest upon but one
scene—the roaring or sobbing Solway and
the darkening range of the English hills
on the Cumberland side of the Firth.
Remembering it all, that is one line of
English shore whose mystic mists to my
eyes seem endlessly fraught with a tinge
of dolor and sadness.

Far pleasant associations and mem-
ories than those of Brow Well cluster
about the upper Nithsdale region. Here,
not two -miles from Dumfries is that
lovely ivy grown ruin, Lincluden Abbey
at the confluence of Cluden water and
the Nith. Just beyond, to the east, is
Dalswinton Hall, where lived the
generous and ingenious Patrick Miller,
notable not only for his connection with
the earliest experiments in steam
navigation but as the big hearted owner
of Ellisland, the farm Burns took when

fresh from his laurels at Edinburgh.
This little of a farm, now comprising 135
acres of land, lies to the west of the Nith
upon its very banks, about five miles
north, of Dumfries ; and it is here that
Burns. after bmldmg the cottage which
to this day stands embedded in roses
and ivy, brought his bonnie Jean to live
with her the only happy days he ever
knew. I never saw quite so songful and
idyllic a spot—songful in every field and
copse bird that border. Scotland knows,
and wonderfully songful in the waters of
the Nith which, between banks white
with daisies, bordered closer down with
yellow broom, spreads wide across gleam-
ing shallows as ifits mission here was
to sing endless and tender melodies in
honor of the spot where the inspired
ploughman sang in his clearest, purest,

grandest strains. For here in this farm-
house were produced among scores of
lesser poems, “Tam o’Shanter,” written in
a day and denominated by Alexander
Smith “since Bruce fonght Bannockburn,
the best single day’s work done
in Scotland,” his magnificent bat-
tle-piece, “The Song .of Death,”
his wonderful satire, “The Kirk’s
Alarm,” his matchless  embodiment of
connubial affection, “John Anderson, my
Jo,” “O blaw ye westlin winds,” his “Ad-
dress to the Nith,” “On seeing a Wounded
Hare,” that grand “Address to the Shade
of Thomson,” “Of &’ the airts the winds
can blaw,” and that divinest of all his
odes, “To my Mary in heaven.”

Gemng to this Ellisland farm brought
me, in a singular and fortuitous way,
within the radius of certain associations
few have had the good fortune to enjoy.
As they hink the living with thrilling
closeness and einphasis to the dead.

brief account of this unsual experience

will have interest to all lovers of Burns
in America. At a late hour of a recent
evening I was standing near the noble
statue of Barns, erected in 1877, in
Church Place, Dumfries. The only other

was a venerable Scotchman who, stand-
ing in the shadows of the Grey friars’
Church, seemed, though in merely an
idle cm'iosity on his part ,as intently
regarding me as I had been studying
the statue. [ finally made bold to ap-
proach him with a request for informa-
tion arding the road I should take
to Ellisland, at the same time express-
ing my intention of yisiting it on the
morrow. The chance meeting wasa
pleasant one, and on discovering that
the gentleman, Mr. Thomas Brown, of
Queensbury street, was quite at lelsnre
for the next day, I invited him to join
me on the excursion, to which
he heartily acceded, and the day
was a glorious one on account of his in-
telligent company ; for his perfect,
familiarity with deuu]s of the life and
experiences of the poet, at which I then
wondered, though attributing the same
the universal treasuring of Burns-lore by
the people of Nithsdale, wasa source of
the greatest delight. The companionship
resulted in a return invitation to visit
my new found friend’s family on the
same evening of the Ellisland Joumey
On presenting myself at his door, I

was admitted by a young- lady whose
face and presence startled me as com-
pletely as though Robert. Burns had
himself greeted me at the threshold of
that welcoming habitation. There stood
a fair young woman, in whose face was

Her hair was raven black ; her brows
were broad and high; the eyes
like flaming orbs; the nose perfectly
chiseled ; the mouth large, »ned,
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of the function of women— “to wed a
man she can love and esteem; and to
lead mnoiselessly under his rotecuon,
with all the wisdom, grace and heroism
that is in her, the life prescribed in con-
sequence, was illustrated supremely in
the life of Jean Armour, the wife of Ro-
bert Burns, and her unaffected tribute
to his kingship of affection in the pover-
ty-stricken home they both loved, in her
own words, ‘““‘He ne’er spoke misbehadden
word to me in a’ his life,” is as royal a
tribute to his manly, if erring nature, not-
withstanding all other evidences of men
and pen, as the world can ever bring to
brighten the memory of his immortal
poetic genius.

It was to the home of the grand-
daughter and great granddaughter of Ro-
bert Burns Ihad come. The cheery, hand-
some, whitehaired hostess of the even-
ing, Mrs. Thomas Brown, a lady sutv
years of age, who sang for us, “Of a’ the
arts wind the can blaw’ with extreme path-
os and feeling, is the surviving daughter of
Robert Burns, Jr., the poet’s oldest son,
who died here in Dumfries in 1857, at the
age of 70 years. His early education
was chiefly the charge of Burns himself,
and with him, hand in hand, he wander-
ed again and again in every loved haunt of
Nithsdale from Criffel on the Solway
to Friars Carse, above Ellisland. A
page of this paper could be delightfully
filled with the experiences of that even-
mg and of later hours, in this plain and
t hoi n itself a and
shrine of Burns’ memonals, relic and
sentiment. But aside from these and
the marvelous reproduction of figure,
face and radiant speech of eyes and look
of the poet in his great-grand-daughter,
Jean Armour Burns Brown, two things
came to me with conviction which can-
not be thaken, and which I would set
down to remain, with earnest and solemn
emphasis.

The first is, that Robert Burns, Jr.,was
a man of extraordinary intellect, attain-
ments and character. He was an attacke
of the British Stamp Office, in London,
for thirty years, during which period,
and to the day of his death,as I have
evidence, he was one of the profoundest
thinkers and scholars of his time. A no
more learned scholar lived ; and Carlyle
himself was not his snpenor in depth of
philosophical research. United with these
were qualities of heart and character
which were grandly pure and sweet; while
hidden and restrained by a loya]ty to
to his father’s name and fame, to dis-
cern which gives one a glimpse of what
true heroism means, was, as I also have
evidence, a gift of the loftiest poetic
power. With this new light upon father
and son I cannot complete the one ex-
treme attachment to the other without
feeling that a bond, perhaps unconscious
bué still mighty, aside from the sacred
filial tie, held the matured and budding,
intellect so tenderly together.

The other thing I would say from con-
viction is this: Jean Armour was a
woman of loftier soul than has ever yet
been depicted. Burns’ genius was ill-
imitably too great to require unworthy
contrast to render it more surpassingly

Wedderburn,
Lieut. Carpenter, Lieut. Wedderburn.
The wardens, John Sears and C. W. Wel-
don, M. P., with several vestrymen, were
there with the rector to receive them.
Lt-Col. Blaine then made the present-
ation and delivered an appropriate ad-
dress. The rector of Trinity received the
colors and replied as follows :—
To Lieutenant Colonel Blaine:
Dear Sir—The rector, churchwardens
and vestry of Trinity church have pleas-
ure in accepting at your hands for safe
custody the colors of the 2nd St. John
city militia, which you bave now present-
ed tous. Asembiems of patriotism and
loyalty to the throne of the empire, we
jugde them worthy of bein carefully
preserved, and shall therefore gladly
give them a place within the walls of
this church. i
Already many historical associations
gather round this sacred edifice, and the
colors which we have received from you
to day willmake to them a happy and
appropriate addition.
Signed on behalf of the corporation,

F. H. J. Bricstock, D. Rector,
St. Jobn, August 15, 1890.
An interesting service was then con-
ducted, after which the soldiers left the
church, and marched back to the drill
shed to disperse.

cultivation of potatoes. The growing of
wheat and other cereals has not, so far,
been attended with success. The shores
abound with lobsters and the fisheries
generally are good, but the absence of
sheltering harbors renders commerce
difficult, if not impossible. Large num-
bers of Americans during the summer
months seek the banks of the inland
lakes, where the trout fishing is pro-
nounced unexcelled.

With regard to minerals, petroleum
has been obtaned, and, from assays,
Mr. Robinson, the local agent of the
owners, is satisfied that it is there in
large quantities, while there are sure
indications of coal, but he is_equally
satisfied that there is no
gold. The  population comprises
chiefly French Canadians, and is esti-
mated at about 500, which is doubled
during the fishing season. The climate
is bleak in summer, and during six
months of the year the inhabitants are
shut in by surrounding ice, although the
winter is less severe than upon the other
mainland.
