‘“Any person desiring to start a peat-
plant can, upon application to the mines
branch, have his bog investigated; and it
is hoped that such failures as have been
due to the choosing of a bog unsuitable
for the purpose for which it was intend-

ed, will in the future be avoided.

“Another object of these investigations
is the protection of the general public, as

far as possible. The results obtained will
be published from time to time in bullet-
in. form by the department and interest-
ed parties will have an opportunity_ of
judging, to some extent, of the feasibility
of the project they have in view.

“With a view of starting the manufac-
ture of peat fuel as soon as the bog re-
quired for this purpose has been examin-
ed, levelled and drained, it is proposed to
employ a method which has already prov-
ed successful, namely, air-drying the peat
on the surface of the bog after it has pass-
ed through a pulping machine. This meth-
be accomplished in a year or two, but
vorable weather conditions, is the only
one which so far has given economical re-
sults.

HER SISTER HER
“BITTEREST ENEMY”

Left Half Miltion and Will Gives
Sister Only ¢100.

\

New York, Aug. 13—One hundred dol-
lars to her sister, Jane Du Bois, of Phila-
de_lphia, whom she characterizes in her
will as “my bitterest enemy,” is the sum
total of the amount left by Hester Me-
Garren to her immediate relatives. She
was the widow of Alexander H. McGar-
ren, a millionaire recluse of Harlem, who
died alone in his home at No. 104 West
Qne Hundred and Twenty-second street
in 1905. Her personal estate 1s now cs-
timated at $500,000.

The bulk of her estate is to be divided
between the Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Children and the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.
To a nephew, who now enjoys an annuity
of $2,000, she leaves in trust the income
from 100 shares of United States Steel
preferred stock.  Her jewelry, furniture
and sables go to Mrs. Lucretia H. Doug-
las, of No. 367 West' One Hundred and
Thirty-ninth street.

Mrs. McGarren figured in a sensational
contest in the courts for the $750,000 left
of her husband’s estate in 1906. His re-
latives fought her claim for dower rights,
maintaining that she had forfeited her in-
terest by reason of the annulment of her
marriage to McGarren in 1902. He sé-
cured the annulment, alleging that she
had not been preperly divorced from Hen-
ry Shulein, a Chicago horseman, whom she
wedded for her first husband in Kentucky
when she was nineteen years of age.

Mrs. McGarren succeeded in having this
annullment set aside, fighting the appeal
to the highest court. Before a final de-
cision the litigation was settled by a com-
promise, the widow getting about $200,-
000 of her husband’s estate. The poems
which he wrote to her were features of
the evidence in her litigation.

Mrs. McGarren died on June 28 at No.
2 East One Hundred and Twenty-sixth
street. Her will was filed for probate yes-
terday with the Surrogate.

She provides that should her nephew,
Hamlet Parsons, of Philadelphia, contest

the trust fund and it shall at once, in
that event, become part of her residuary
estate.

Miss Mary Egan, of No. 18 Sixty-eighth
street, Brooklyn, receives a legacy of $2.-
000. To Woodlawn Cemetery is left $2,-
500, the income from which is to be used
for the care of the grave of her husband.

PLAYING WITH
SAYS WINSTON CHURCHILL
OF BUDGET ENEMIES

FIRE,

British Cabinet Minister’s Warning to the Enemies of the
Budget—Goverment Will Adhere to Land Proposals—
Discusses Power of Lords to Interfere With Budget.

(Londoh Leader, Aug. 3)

“T am here to tell you this afternoon
that the government will adhere to their
land proposals, and that if any part of
the budget is going  through those land
proposals are going to be placed on the
statute book.” :

In these emphatic terms Mr. Winston
Churchill, speaking-at a Liberal fete and
budget league demonstration at Canford-
park, Wimborne, yesterday, reiterated the
determination of the governemnt to stand
by . their budget proposals with regard to
land taxation.

Proceeding, the right hon. gentleman
said 60 _years ago Mr. Cobden indicated in
no uncertain language that land reform
must be concomitant, and must follow re-
forms in commerce with which his name
was associated. ' John Stuart Mill looked
forward to a similar necessary, develop-
ment, and Lérd Rosebery, who was not by
any means a revolutionist—(laughter)—ex-
pressed himself 15 years ago strongly in
favor of the taxation of land values.

In the year 1884 a royal commission
signed a report the recommendations of
which went much further than any of the
land proposals now put forward and for
which the government was denounced as
revolutionists. That report was signed,
amongst others,: by Cardinal Manning,
Jesse Col]ings-(]aughter)——and the pres-
ent king when Prince of Wales. Pro-
posals which had this weight of authority
behind them had, however, become preda‘.
tory and revolutionary in the passage of
time.

There was another commission in 1901
which was in favor substantially of the
general principle of the taxation of Ianfi
values, and practically all the great muni-
cipalities in the country had declared in
favor of such taxation.

Francis C. Bradlee, of Marblehead,
Mass., is & collector of prints, engravings
and photographs of old steamers and has
much information regarding trans-Atlantic
steamship navigation. He has agents
abroad and in the United States hunting
up prints and pictures and from the ma-
terial in his possession an article was
written on the development of transatlan-
tie steam navigation and has just been
published.

According to this article the Savannah
was the first steam vessel to cross the At-
lantic and she was built at New York,
being a ship rigged paddle vessel of 380
tons and 130 feet in length. Her 90
horse power engine cost $3,500. She sailed
from New York on May 24th, 1819 for
Savannah and proceeded thence to Liver-
pool making the passage in 18 days; during
7 of which she was under steam.

First Steamers to Cross

According to John Kennedy’s “History
of Steam Navigation,” Liverpool, 1893, the
second steamship to cross the Atlantic
was the Conde de Patmella, o which, he
says, sailed from Liverpool, ®ct. 5, 1820,
for Brazil and thus made the first passage
under steam from Europe to America.

In the “Atlantic Ferry,” London, 1900,
by A. J. Maginnis, the author says the
third steamship to cross the Atlantic was
the Dutch steamship Curacoa, which left
Antwerp in 1829 for Curacoa, the largest
of the Dutch West Indies.

The facts about the passages by the
Condé de Patmella and the Curacoa are
much disputed and by some the ships
have been called myths.

That was how the
Uniorn came to precede the Britania. Dur-
ing the winter months the company ran
monthly trips and in the summer made
fortnightly voyages from Boston to Liv-
erpool, touching at Halifax.

“Lieut. Woodruff, R. N., commanded
the steamship Britannia, when she'came
to Boston on her first trip in 1840, and it
was on this steamship two years later,
that Charles Dickens made his voyage to
America, in the rough, weather custom-
ary on the Atlantic in January. The other
three steamships which the company put
on the service were the Acadia, Caledon-
ia and Columbia.

“The Arabia was the last side-wheel-
wooden steamship the Cunard line built,
and she was very fast for her day, running
from Boston to Liverpool via Halifax, N.
. in 1859 in 9 days and 17 hours. The
first Cunard screw steamships were the
Andes, and afterwards the Alps, both
freight boats, especially adapted for the
immigration service. They made the trip
out from England in 1853, and the first
regular mail iron scréw steamboat was the
China, which made the passage in 1862,
and she was followed by the Cuba in
1864 and the Java in 1865.

“The last of the old type of paddle
ships was the Napoleon III, built by the
French ‘line for the transatlantic service
in 1865, of 3950 tons, 363 feet long, en-
gines of 3500 horse power, In 1872 her
name was changed to that of Ville du
Havre and she was altered to be a screw
boat, while at the same time she was
lengthened to 425 feet, her tonnage being
increased to 5087. She was run into in
mid-Atlantie, Nov. 29, 1873, on the way
from New York to Havre and sank, with
terrible loss of life. Miss Madeline Mixter
was one of the heroines of the disaster,
saving herself and her sister by ‘nging
for a long time to fleating wreckage:”

© «A pumber of more or less  different
pulping machines and appliances for hand-
ling the pulped peat are employed in Eu-
rope. The best of these machines, how-
ever, as well as the best methods for
handling the peat, are those invented and
introduced in Sweden.

Cost of Plant

capacity of twenty to thirty tons of air-
dried peat a day, costs about $4,200. To.
this must be added the cost of 200 acres
of bog at about\$10 an acre; storehouse,
transportation equipment, working ex-
penses, etc., thus bringing the capital re-
quired during the. first year to about $10,-
000. A similar plant is also needed to fur-
nish a sufficient supply of peat fuel for
the peat gas power plant, which is being
erected at Ottawa for the department of
mines. Drying conditions in Canada are
at least as good—# not better—than in
most European countries: And notwith-
standing the higher rate of wages in Can-
ada, a properly managed peat plant should
give satisfactory economical results. . The
introduction of a fuel like peat is, however
an undertaking that cannot be expected to
be accomplished in a yea ror two, but
will require a long and aggressive educa-
tional campaign, in order to demonstrate
the value of the products, as well as their
manner of manufacture.”

GOOD ROADS.

To the Editor of The Times:
Sir,—Your persistence of following up
the good roads question s worthy the
thanks of the public. Until we add this
all-important subject as one of the most
ry for to our agricultural
educational equipment we may never hLope
to succeed in obtaining good roads. It is
the crass ignorance of those in power
that is mostly to blame for-the -deplorable
delipadated, irregular, rough, rocky and
sink-hole condition of present day roads.
At our very doors—the piece between the
English burying ground and Kane’s Cor-
ner—is a good specimen of the incapacity
and ignorance employed by our local au-
thorities. It is of good width with bog
foundation, but has ever been laid too
flat, and thousands of tons of rock and
stone have been depgsited thereon, with
no sense as to the proper form to finish
it. Had this road been laid in the first
place in very near a half circle form
there would have been a good road at the
very first attempt, the great width allow-
ing such a pitch of heighth in the centre:
thus would the rain never make channels
or ruts lengthwise with the road, but fall
to the side or ditch immediately. If this
simpie. idea were carried out-on all our
roads a great improvement would at once
follow, "but not the slightest attention
or thought is given to the strong rounding
form necessary to make a road last and
vetain its material as first made.” It is
principally the flat form so much used
throughout this province that gives it the
reputation of the bad roads country of
Canada. This simple lesson of propey
form to first lay our roads aright, what-
ever "the-material at hand would soon ef-
fect a transformation, and as good roads
are. the most necessary to farming and ag-
ricultural success the subject should be
the most vital in our agriculturdl educa-
tional institutions and meetings.

HOTEL ACCOMMODATION

The attention of business men and the
citizens generally was aroused this week
by the fact that one night all the visitors
who' sought accommodation at the hotels
coiild ‘mot be provided -for. Two of the
botels which were open last year are clos-
ed. The exceptionally. large rush of tour-
ists came at a time when there were also

two comventions in the city. The condi-
tions were ~therefore exceptional. . It is

overcrowded in other cities, as St. John
people'ha.ve sometimes discovered. Never-
theless it should be possible in St. John
to look after all who come.” Primarily it
would' seem to be the duty of the hotels
to inform themselves where rooms could
be obtained for lodgers. The same hotel
men who seemed to be helpless three or
fouridays ago were informed of available
rooms yesterday as soon as a hint was
published in the morning Telegraph. It
would be well, therefore, for the hotel
proprietors todengthen their list of houses
where a guest or two could find comfort-
able lodging, so that none need be turned
away at any time without being told
wheré a bed could :be obtained. There' is
occasionally a rush that taxes ordinary ac-
commodation 'beyond its limits, and the
men ‘who should provide against it are
the men who make the profits.

WAR PANICS

Judge Willis, an kngish jurist, has
written a pamphlet on “Invasion Scares,
in which he denounces the recent one as
“shameful,” and severely comments on the
fact that the English are so ready to take
fright, and a portion of the press to play
upon this weakness of the people. To
emphasise his remarks Judge Wills recalls
gome ‘gix or seven ‘“‘invasions” that have
occurred during his lifetime. One of these
was a French invasion:— :

“] was a child of six or seven then,”
he ‘says, “and Brighton was mentioned as
a place without defences which might eas-
ily be destroyed by the enemy’s fleet. But
Louise Philippe was not to be an invader;
God had marked him for exile, and witnin
a 'few years of the dreaded invasion he
arrived at Brighton in the humblest guise,
and . under the simple name of ‘Mr.
Smith.’ ” _

. The judge also recalls the invasion
“Mreats of 1859, when Louis Napoleon was
jd to be looking upon England as a

r‘esh field for conquest, and Tennyson’s
1nes:

Let your reforms for a moment go!

Look to your butts, and take good aims!
Better a rotten boro’ or so

Than a rotten fleet and a city in flames.
Form, form, riflemen, form;

Ready, be ready to meet the storm.

“Poor prognostication!” is  Judge
Willis’ comment. “There was no storm
Lord Palmerston gave way to
the public fear, and expended 20 millions

of money in building fortifications to
guard the entrance to Portsmouth Har-

bor—a shameful waste. I lived to see in
after years the flects of France and Eng-
land lying peacefully moored around those
useless fortifications.”

Despite the ridicule of this venerable
judge, however, the fact remains that the
foremost statesmen of the country, irre-
spective of party, have shared the un-
easiness of the recent panic, and that a
vigorous impulse has been given to mili-
tary and naval preparation for any con-
tingency that may arise. That, after all,
is the best guarantee of safety, in the
present. state of international affairs, and
the oversea states are ready to contribute
their share for imperial defence.

NOT VtRY DANGEROUS

A London paper supporting the govern-

She shot herself through the mouth, and
the act evidently had been planned as
she repaired to the upper part of the
house soon after Mr. and Mrs. Ewell left

THREE POLICEMEN
_ ARE DISMISSED

Patrolmen F. {McNamee, Frank A.
Bowes and Harry:Steeves were, last even-
ing, discharged from the police force by
Chief Clark on the charge of drunken-
ness while on duty. The charges on which
action was finally taken had been lodged
by Sergt. Caples but Chief Clark states
that there had been similar charges be-
fore against both McNamee and Steeves,
which had been condoned, while Bowes,
who had been longer on the force than
either of the other two men, had been
charged, the chief says, with sleeping on
duty on more than one occasion, but had
as often been excused.

Speaking of the matter last night Chief
Clark said that he was detérmined to have
a police force which all the citizens could
respect. In such a force men who could
be proved guilty of drunkenness while on
duty could have no place. Policeman
Bowes was on thé Brussels street beat on
Thursday evening. During that night,
said Chief Clark, hé had been seen appar-
ently under the influence of liquor by
various citizens. One of these was said
to be willing to produce ten witnesses of
the fact. At 10.40 Sergt. Caples state that
he could not find him anywhere. on his
beat, from which he was absent without
his authority and as & matter of fact, the
gergeant states, he was not on the beat
from then on till the day men went on
duty. .

IS QUIET AT
FORT WILLIAM

Fort William, Ont., Aug. 13.—The most
orderly part of the city this morning is
the coal docks section, where yesterday a
scene of disorder reigned unparalleled in the
history of Fort William. The arrival of
the troops secemed to have a moss benefi-
cial effect.

In the section now there are 150 men of
the local regiment, the 96th Lake Superior,
as well as fifty regulars from Winnipeg
who arrived early this morning. One hun-
dred and fifty more regulars with machine
guns are on the way down but it begins
‘to look as though their services may not
be needed. ¢

Last night one shot rang out and soldiers
made a long search for the offender with-
out result.

This morning every man and every house
in the district was thoroughly searched for
concealed weapons. The work was done
systematically. - There was no resistance,
whatever, and only a couple of arrests
‘have been made: The:search-of the men
has so far proved almost barren 'of re-
sults, as they were not carrying weapons
today and out of a couple of hundred men
searched only about.a dozen weapons have
been found. In the houses, however, hid
away in trunks and boxes and under beds
have been discovered a large number of
arms. Any liquor found in the houses is
confiscated.

The work. is being done under the per-
sonal direction of -Colonel Steele, district
officer commanding, and it is being done
thoroughly, Almost the entire local police
force is on the scerie. A' number of strike-
breakers have already arrived and more
are expected. There may be trouble when
these men are put to work but it is very
doubtful, for the armed force guarding the
sheds is so large that the strikers must
vealize that any attack would be futile.

All those wounded in yesterday’s riot
are doing well and will recover, although
Constable Carpenter of the C. P. R. force
will probably be maimed for life.

HALIFAX FERRY ASHORE

Halifax, N. 8., Aug. 18—During the
thick fog early this morning the Dart-
mouth ferry steamer Chebucto ‘came to
grief. In oconsequence of the accident,
only one boat was on the service today to
Dartmouth.

While the Chebucto was making the 7
o’clock trip from Halifax she went off her
course when nearing the Dartmouth dock.
"She straek on the shoal which runs paral-
lel to the shore to the north of the ferry
dock, and there she remained till one of
Beazley’s * ttigs rescued her. In half an
hour she had docked -at Dartmouth and
landed the team, and passengers. The
steamer then made a trip to Halifax, but
it was evident to those on board that
her propeller blades had  suffered when
she touched bottom. She was therefore
docked and an examination showed that
two blades were broken. The further
ldnma,ge, if any, will be ascertained later
Iby a diver. Repairs will be made at once
lto the propeller, spare blades being kept
in reserve.

BRITISH . GOVERNMENT
SPENDS $400,000 IN
| MASTERING THE AIR

Mr. Halda@ne Speaks of Matter From View Point of
the War Office—What Other Governments
are Doing—Comfort for the Alarmists

Yesterday afternoon the house of com-
mons discussed aeroplanes and dirigibles
and all the latest developments of aero-
nautical science. The minister of war, on
the army vote, made a highly interesting
speech, in the course of which he gave a
general account of what the government
are doing to keep abreast of the times in|
aeronautics.

The Admiraly are having a rigid dirig-
ible built :at Messrs. Vickers’ Barrow
works'to carry 20 men. The war office
are building a non-rigid dirigible, and
two more are to be placed at their dis-
posal—each carrying from eight to ten
men.

. The facbory, at Aldershot is being re-
organised. The war office are experi-
menting with two aeroplanes.

This year £78,000 will be spent— £35,-
000 by, the Admiralty, £36,000 by
the wra office, and £7,000 by the ad-
wisory committee.

What War Office is Doing

Mr. Haldane admitted that from the
very: natute’of the subject, progress had
not been'.rapid. . He did not personally
think that progress had been made to a
great extent in any part of the world, but,
of course, there were possibilities and prob-
abilities, and they must prepare for them.
His business was to look at the matter
from the war office point of view—in fact,
the whole tone of the debate centred on
the usefulness of the balloon or airship as
a machine for the destruction or preserva-
tion of life in war. < The scientific side of
it had to be entirely subordinated to that
consideration, and the war minister said

¢\ there were two conditions necessary; there

must be some certainty of conduct and
there must be some accurate result.
+At a later stage, too, he pointed out that
in the present condition of the aeroplane,
if it kept too low, and happened to pass
in the region of a battleship, the persons
on it might have a very disagreeable time
of it. On the other hand, if it went too
high it would get, into the mists, and there
would be very little opportunity for cor-
rect observation.,

Future of Aeroplane

The sub-committee of the imperial de-
fence committee have carefully gathered to-
gether all the scientific information avail-
able. They have come to two main con-
clusions—first, that the rigid dirigible is
the only type of dirigible balloon suitable
for the navy and'the non-rigid dirigible for
the army. As to the aeroplane, that may
become valuable for army purposes, but at
present it has certain defects which will
have to be remedied before it can be a
useful instrument. The remarkable flight
of M. Bleriot, and other things which have
happened in America and elsewhere, all
point- to- the fact,, Mr. Haldane thinks,
that heveafter the aeroplane will be an
instrumeﬁ capable of accomplishing great
results. The work of investigation is now
being followed up. To the navy is assign-
ed the duty of finding out all that is to be
known about the rigid dirigible of the
‘Zeppelin type, while the army will ex-
periment with the non-rigid and with vary-
ing types of aeroplanes.

Comfort for Alarmists

' To those who are inclined to think that
this country is behind, Mr. Haldane had
some words of comfort to offer. He re-
minded them that we were behind in sub-
marines at one time, and that we now pos-
sessed the most perfect submarine fleet in
the world. We were behind in motor cars
and we have caught up other countries
here. He also pointed out that no inven-
tion of an aeroplane could be kept a secret
for very long. It was really a very simple
machine, and whatever progress was made
was bound to be known everywhere. The
Scientific Committee appointed by the
Prime Minister, of which Lord Rayleigh

o -,

is ‘chairman, are receiving the advice and
assistance of all societies and bodies inter-
ested in aeronautics;meetings have been
held at the National Physical Laboratory,
at Aldershot and at the War Office, and a
report of a thoroughly scientific and, tech-
nical character, a summary of which Mr.
Haldane forshadowed will be out in two
days.

One important condition of future work
% private inventors was laid down by the

ar Minister. Before a new aeroplane is
brought to the war office or the admiralty
it must be covered by a patent. This is
in order to avoid the charge of utilizing
the ideas of inventors whose inventions
have not been accepted by the war' office.

ENGLISH LADS IN DRILL
OF TERRITORIAL AHMY

Scene on Salisbury

Plain-London Paper’s Dis-

- cription School-Boys in Military. Tactics—
Camps Spick and Span.

The London Leader of Aug. 3 gives an
interesting account of the drill of the Lon-
don “territorial army on Salisbury Plain,
ut- which 1500 school boys also took part.
A portion of the article is here quoted:—
LAt o’clock this morning 30.000 tired

men were routed out of their beds in re-
gponse to the call of the bugles. Although
their rough work ended at dinner-time,
there was plenty to do to cleanse their
iclothing from Sunday’s mud and burnish
itheir accoutrements. ‘Pleasant holiday!’
ithe crowds had shouted to the departing
"Territorials in London on Saturday and
Sunday; but so far as I could judge by a
tour of the camps today it is not intended
‘that there shall be much of a holiday
about it, except such' as it is always found
in outdoor life with plenty of exercise.
The camps were as spick-and-span as
ever 1 have seen. A peep through the
openings of the bell-tents revealed the
dbedding neatly folded and everything fit
for inspection. What applies to the men
applies to the horses. In the mounted bri-
gades’ camp the lines were well kept;
{and it is evident that the men are being
#taught that care of horses is as import-
ant as.horsemanship. The 1lst London
{Mounted Brigade is scheduled to take part
fn a sham fight on the east side of the
lain’ tomorrow; but there is some doubt
as to. their participation in the field to-
\day, as it is thought that the time may
be more usefully employed in squadron
exercise and in letting the men who have

new horses become more accustomed to
them.

“The troops to co-operate with the
regulars tomorrow are the Hants and
South-Western brigades of infantry, the
1st and 3rd Wessex Royal Field Artillery
and about 1,500. public schoolboys. The
latter have been drilling for a week, even
indulging in the novelty of night attacks
that have kept them from their tents un-
til the wee hours of the morning. Tomor-
row they are to take their place in the
line with the Territorials and Tregulars;
and judging from the marches theéy have
made on the plain they won’t be want-
ing in stamina if the hazard of the battle
should reserve to them the honor of de-
livering the final attack.

“Today the troops were out in the field
exercising in units—the cavalry ‘ teaching
some “grgen  horses that they had more
than a mhn in a saddle to carry, and some
men the rudiments of mounted infantry
tactics, the infantry practising scouting,
gkirmishing, and battalion drill. The
work of the camp was going on, and it
was impossible not to remark upon the
improvements in field-cookery that have
found their way into the Territorial Army
as compared with those in vogue in the
regular army on active service less' than
ten years ago. The comparison, however,
is perhaps hardly fair, as feeding the
army in a hostile country is a more hand-
to mouth business than when you have
contractors’ depots hanging on the fringe
of the camps, Still, the preparation of the
food must have struck visitors.”

J. Fraser Gregory Sets Standard' in Evidence, Before St. John
R:ver Commission—Next Meeting at Van B.uren

At vesterday afternoon’s session Charles
Miller, of Miller Bros., was the first wit-
ness. He said he visited the sorting works
at Crock Island and Van Buren in 1905.
At that time there was a big jam of logs
behind Grand Island and as far up as
Crock' Island. There wis some discussion
between counsel as to the estimate of the
loss sustained at that time. It was finally
estimated that 40,000,000 feet of logs were
in the jam in 1905. A representative of
his mill was there at the time. He could
speak generally of the conditions and of
the time the jam remained. From his own
knowledge he knew there was a jam every
year, and in 1905 there were approximately
from 7,000,000 to 8,000,000 feet of logs held
up from three to three and a half months.
1f they had not been held at Van Buren
at least half of them .would have run
through to Fredericton on the first water.
Under the circumstances some of them did
not run in until late in the fall. When
he was in Van Buren in "1906 the sorting
works were full.’ From 400,000 :to: 500,000
feet of logs were sorted each day and in
1907 the conditions” were practically the
same. Every day bank logs were left high
up out of the water. He would say it
was much in the interest of lumbermen
who had logs coming down the river to
have the river clear of the sorting works.
His visit to- Van Buren in 1906, he said,
was made at the solicitation of the Mada-
waska  Tiog Driving Company, who had
given up. driving on account of the hold-up
at the sorting booms. Witness said he had
4 conversation with Manager Brown with
the object of calling a meeting to gee what
could be done-to hasten on the sorting.

This was objected to by Mr. Fellows on
the ground that the  records of the com-
pany should be produced as evidence rather
than the testimony of one of the directors.

FMr. Fellows claimed that the witness could

not testify as to this unless it could be
shown that the constitution and by-laws of

the Madawaska Lumber Company did not,
show how the meetings should be called..

Commissioner Barnhill said the purpose
of the commission was to discover condi-
tions and effects on the river and.every
assistance should be given to get at the
facts.

Mr. Fellows agreed ‘to this, buf said the

‘truth could be obtained under the rules of

evidence,

Commissioner ' Barnhill ruled that - the
questlon could be answered.

Mr. Miller, continuing, said the meeting
wag not held, and was proceeding to tell
why, when Mr. Fellows again objected.

Mr. Fellows—‘“This witness is a very in-
telligent man, and from selfish motives is
trying. to bring in something outside—"

Commissioner Barnhill—“I don’t think

Mr. Fellows should say ‘that, as Mr. Miller
ie a very honorable witness.”
: Continuing, Mr. Miller- told of -the con-
ditions at Van Buren.as ‘told previously
by other witnesses. From his experience
of the river he would say that the deten-
tion of logs at Van Buren had tended to
increase the price of log driving om the
river.

To :Commissioner Barnhill witness said
there was in addition to fhe expense en-
tailed, the extra risk.

This year it had cost them half the value
of the logs to pick up the ones which had
gone past the Fredericton bpoms. Fred-
ericton, witness thought, was the cheapest
place on the river for booms. He.thought
that Fredericton was the uppermost point
where logs' could be safely rafted at all
seasons of the year. Some of Miller Bros.”
logs had been sawn by the St. John Lum-
ber Company in 1904, '05, ’06, 07 and ’08.
These logs had been taken without his per-
mission. In fact he had positively forbid-
den it, They had settled with him for the
logs taken in 1904 and 1905, but had re-
ceived no payments since. - He had had
communication on it but had been referred
to the Madawaska Lumber Company.

To Mr. Gregory he would not care to ex-
press a value on his plant. Miller Bros.’
plant with which he had been identified
until a few years ago, sawed 10,000,000 feet
a year. They engaged 50 men for about
seven months in the year.

Mr. Fellows asked witness what he had
received for the sale of his interest in his
property, to Miller Bros., but the witness
refused to answer. Neither would he place
a valuation on Miller Bros.” mill today as
ow his own mill.

Commissioner Keoghan thought Mr. Mil-
ler should - furnish the information. J.
Fraser Gregory had given such informa-
' tion.

Commissioner Keeffe thought Mr. Miller
could not be forced to answer.

Continuing' Mr. Miller said he had been
in the lumber business in‘ St. John for
thirty years, but in spite of this fact he
did not consider he could place a valua-
tion on the St. John river mill properties.
With all his experience he was not capable
of judging the values. Up to three or
four years ago he had manufactured Can-
adian and American lumber in long and
short lerigths. In -this-time he had cut
his own lumber on the.Ganadian side but
had bought lumber on the American side.

J. Fraser Gregory was recalled by Mr.
Gregory. He said: the statement handed
to Mr. Colwell had be iven to him by
Mr. Cushing on “Thursda - morning. He
had never discussed M’L-,Colwell’s testi-
mony with him ‘and had,only had one
meeting with him prior’ Yo “his appearance
in court. He did not on that occasion dis-
cuss with Mr.. Colwell the details of the
evidence he should give, and had not made
any additions to,the statement. It was a
statement made ‘by the 8t John Lumber

I

Ionging “to''§t.~John peqple;. The lumber
was prmc:pﬂ.lly spruce and.icedar. In the
statement he 3udged that the logs would
average 100 feet each, sand the 10,925
| pieces of logs Woiild easily Tun close to one
million feet of lumber valued at about
$12,000. This value would be computed at
Van Buren, awd he did not profess to be
accurate. Tn the statement he saw -logs
of his own but he had not: been paid for
them. He hadasked for a personal state-
ment of his logs ‘but had not received it.

This had been an exceptional season for
river driving. As president of the St. John

of Fredericton, excepting that about 1,500~
000 logs cut by W. H. Cunliffe & Son, en
the Allegash. were now held at Van Buren
with the Van Buren Lumber Company’s
logs where they are being sorted out and
will be put over the Grand Falls. There
was no methog of ‘sorting” logs other” than
that 'employed” by ‘the St. John Lumber
Co. at 'Van Buren, but he did not think
they were doing as ‘well as they should:
No sorting -shotuld ' be done by a private
company. At present the sorting is done,
by the St. John Lumber Co. without re:
ference to the rights of lumbermen fur-
thér down the river.” The sorting, witness
said; should be done by men who had al-
most autocratic power and a reputation
for honesty, and ‘as ‘soon as the river was
open, to stop the sluicing of logs into
the sorting works, ‘80 ag to clean up any[
surplas. An independent man would try
t6 get the logs out. The real difficulty was
in ‘seciiring men starting early and at the;
right place, With ‘good crews at the
present sorting works early. in' the spring
and-with a proper system there should not:
be much delay. Sorting, however, must
be done by a thorohghly independent man
clothed ‘with authohty of ‘both nations and
of sterling: honesty.

BIG INRUSH TO
CANADA FROM STATES

" Ottawa, Aug. 14—Immigration to Canada

is again on the incresse, and the growth
in arrivals from the United States, is es-
pecially heavy. It was 60,000 last year, and
promises to exceed 75,000 this year.

During June 20,868 persons entered Can-
ada, .or 5,233 more than during the pre-
vious June, an increase of thirty-three per
cent,

During the first three months of the
fiscal year, ended with June, 74,136 per-
sons entered Canada, as immigrants, an
increase of 5,163, or.seven per cent. From
Great Bntam and the continent, arrivals
numbered 41, 212 a decrease of 7543 or
fifteen percent, During the same time,
immigrants from the United States num-
bered 32,924, an increase of 12,517 or sixty-
one percent.

During June alone, 11,661 immigrants
came in at ocean ports, an increase of 909,
while during June immigrants from the
United States totalled "9,208 an increase
of 4,324 or 89 percent.
