The M. W. Grand Master delivored the following address
to the brothren assombled in Grand Communication.

e~ ADDRESS.

Brethren of Grand Lodge: .

T avail myself of tho earliest moment to announce 1o you
officially,that the long pending difficulties between ourselves
and the Masons of Quebes have now heon happily arranged.

Under anthority of the resolution adopted by this Grand
Lodgo in July, 1871, and after certain preliminary arrange-
ments had been made, by which all concerned wero bound to
accept, abido by, and carry out, all the conditions and terms
which might be agreed upon by a joint committee, taken
from both Bodies in the Province of Quebec, a Masonic
Conforence ' of tho members of committees appointed
respectively by the Grand Lodge of Quebec, and by myself
on your behalf, met at Montreal on tho 17th of February last,
and after much careful consideration,

agreed upon terms of:
union between our Lodges in Quebee and the Lodges already

affiliated with and composing the Grand Lodgo cf Quebec.

Copies of the official protocols of this Conference were, by
my djrections, promptly forwarded to all our Lodges, so that
Jou were at once placed in posseskion of the important
intelligence, that a eatisfactory sottle; ent of these unhappy
difficulties had at length boen arrived a )

In ordor, therefore, to give full effect to the arrangoments
thus entered-into, all that now romaing to be done on your
part, isto pass a resolution to formally withdraw from the
territory, and recognizo fraternally the Grand Lodge of
Quebec as the supreme Masonic Authority in that Provinco, -
extending to her the right hand of followship, with our best .
wishes for her future prosperity and usefulnoss.

In concluding my remarks upon ‘this very important

’

\
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matter, I avail myself of the present opportunity to express
my warmest acknowledgements to our R. W. Bro, the
Deputy Grand Master, for his valuable’ co-operation. His
advice and assistance largely contributed to bring about a
peaceful solution of these unhappy troubles, and I would be
pleased to see his valuable services upon this and other
occasions suitably acknowledged by Grand Lodge. The
truly Masonic spirit and feeling which existed and was
evinced on both sides, enabled our brethren to overcome all
obstacles, and eventually led to a union, which [ hope
will prove perpetual. We shall part from our brethren of
Quebec with unfei!ned regret; we will miss their ¢ familiar
faces” and pleasant voices at our annual meetings, but they
carry with them our best wishes and heartfelt prayers for
their happiness: and prosperity. The link that bound us in
the chain of brotherly love remains unbroRen, and we shall
still continue working together for the pAgmotion o 6
great cause which lies near all our hearts, ange
about to take place is, after all, only &' change of jurisdictions
and can make but a very slight change in our fmte‘;nal
relations.

The intelligence that the Quebec difficulties were on the
eve of arrangement was promptly followed by edicts from
the Grand Lodges of Vermont and Illinois, revoking their
former edicts of non-intercourse with this Grand Lodge.
These were met in a fraternal spirit by me as your repre-
sentative, and all bars to the resumption of fraternal
relations have thus been removed. I have again assunied
the office of Grand Representative. of the Grand Lodge of
Illinois, and had much pleasure in appointing R. W. Bro.

Wiley M. Egan, of Chicago, as our representative near that -

LOUISIANA.

An earncst appeal properly attested Ly fhe Grand Master
of Louisiana,praying for a contribution in aid of a fund theg
being raised for the relicf of many brethren who were

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suffering from an inundation in the State of Louisiana, was
forwarded to me by our Grand Secretary on the 27th of May
last, Feeling that ‘he gives twice whe gives quickly*” I
was desirous that a contribution should atonce be forwarded,
but it was considered prudent to await tho meeting of Grand
Lodge before taking any action in the matter. I am unable
to say whether the opportunity of assisting our distrossed
brethren is still OpeR to us or not; but, if, upon inquiry, we
find that we arestill in time to alleviato distress and suffering
by a contribution, I am quite sure that an appeal to your
Sympathy and benevolence will not be made in vain,

+In connection with the Grand Lodge of Louisiana, and the
interruption of our friendly relations with thut Grand Body,
arising, I believe, from a misapprehension on their part as
to our action in regard to the Orient of France, I may here
state that by my directions a letter was addressed to the
Grand Representative of the Grand Orient on tho 25th of

November last, requesting him to communicate to the Gfand

‘Orient our views on the point at issuo, and to express the

. hope that the Grand Orient would reconsider her action,

and withdraw the recognition which she had accorded to an
antagonistic body within the jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge
of Louisiana, - No reply to this communication has yot been
received, but I sincerely hope that the G- 0. will on mature
consideration, withdraw her recognition and recede from tho

unfriendly position sho has assumed towards the Grand
Lodge cf Louisiana.

He oarly reached the East, and soon afterwards became a
member of the Hiram Chapfer of Royal Arch Masens, in
which for many years he occupied the position of presiding:
officer as High Priest, now recognized as First Principal Z.

At the fermation of the Grand Lodge of Canada ‘in 1855,
he was appointed Grand Superintendent of Works. - In 1857,
on the institution of the Grand Chapter, R. E. Comp, Dug-
gan was elected Grand Third Principal J; the following
year Grand Second Principal H,; and during the.year 1860-
61 was chosen Grand Superintendent of Royal Arci Masonry
for the Hamilton District, In consideration of the valuable
and faithful services rendered to the Royal Arch Masons of
the Hiram Chapter by R. E. Comp. Duggan, in his capacity
of Most Excellent High Priest, they, in 1856, presented him
with avery handsome pieceof plate and a laudatory address.

Bro. Chisholm was an old resident of Oakville, and some-
twenty years ago he represented the County of Halton in
the Parliament of the Province of Canada, which has since
outgrown its Provincial character and developed into a
Dominion, embracing many provinces and notinaptly desig-
nated the “ Greater Britain.” He was about sixty years of
age. ‘

violation of) the constitation: I therefore, admonished the
lodge and its officers, for their improper action, and cautioned
them to-be more careful in tho future,

In this district there are now forty lodges, and I have
much pleasure in stating that nearly all are in & prosperous
condition, and oﬁraiently worked, : b

Inretiring from this honiorable position, I beg to assure
the brethren of the Toronto District of my continued regard
for the welfare of our beloved institution among them, and
also of my gratitude for their many acts' of kindness and

In the course of the year [ have held General Lodges ef
Instruction at Brighton, Colborne, Oshawa and Whitby, all
of which were well attended, nearly every Lodge in the
district béing represented; and I believe they resulted in
permanent benefit to the officers and brethren who were at

all anxious tg acquire the work. On these occasions I was

ably assisted in demonstrating the work by W. Bro. James.
Miller, of Peterboro’; W. Bro. R. J. Winch, of Cobourg; W.
Bros, Wellington and Thayer, of Brighton; W. Bro, Camp-
bell, of Colborne; W. Bro. Lockhart, of Orono; V. W. Bro.

Tho M. W. the Grand Mastor has been pleased to issue, on :
my recommendation, dispensations for two new Lodges in
this District, one, tho “Grafton Lodge,” in the village of
Gratton, County of Northumberland, presided over by Bro.
Francis ' Drake, a zealous Mason and a good worker; the
other, the “Clementi Lodge,” (ramed after our distinguished
R.W.P.G.C.) inthe village of Lakefield, County of Peter-
boro’, R. W. Bro. Dr. Kincaid, P. D. D. G. M., of Ontario
District, being appointed the first W. M. So distinguished
a brother requires no recommendation at my hands, as it is
universally admitted that ho is one of the best workers
connected with the Craft under the Jurisdiction of this Grand
Lodge. I was present at the opening of both the above
Lodges, and take pleasure in stating the spirit and zeal of
the officers and members inspired the hope that the lapse of
a very few months would only be necessary to develop
exaellent Lodges, as they have both good material and bright
masons connected with them.

District.  To give a lengthy report of matters regarding the
statistics of Masonry in this District would bo only a waste
of time of Grand Lodge, as theso are already in the hands
of the Grand Seoretary:.

I have visited a large number of Lodges in this District,
but having been laid up by sickness for a space of nearly
five months, I have becn unable to. visit them all. Those
Lodges which I have been unable to visit officially are known
to have as Masters, brothren well skilled in the noble art, T

have, therefore, every reason to suppose théy are in a
flourishing state,

. I have had the pleasure of installing the W. M. and officors
of the following Lodges during the past year, viz,, Pembroke,
No. 128; Renfrew, No, 122 ; Em-ekn,.(Pakenhnm), No. 248;
Mississippi, No. 147; .and on all those occasions the moeting
of the brethren together was very pleasing and proﬁtfnb]e.

I granted several dispensations to Lodges tp appear in
regalia on proper. oceasions, the reason, for o appearing
baving been set forth in the applications. The principal ono
of theso was granted to two of the Ottawa Lodges, viz., the
Eddy, No. 298, and Fidelity, No. 231, to entertain the
brethren from Ogdensburgh, who paid a visit to the Capital.
I am very sorry that I was unable to attend the entertain-
ment, but have been informed that a most Pleasant evening
was spent and tho brethren from the United States were -
delighted with their reception. I take this opportunity of
thanking R. W. Bro, Poatherston, P. D, D, G, M., for having

taken my place at the banquet and most creditably ﬁllin’g’
the same. !

\ The required number of brothren baying petitioned for &
Dispensation to hold a Lodge at Beachburg, in the County
of Renfrew, I had no hositation in recommending it, gs I had

. examined Bro. Forbes, the W, M, elect, and found him fully

informed in the work laid down by the Grand Lodge; and’

i
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Master was pleased to grant a dispensation to the Lodge,
under the name of “ Enterprise.” I trust a warrant will in
due time be granted to this Lodge. A petition was also
presented by a large number of brethren to open a new
Lodge at Ottawa City. This one I could not, recommend as
I thought the number of Lodges in Ottawa City and its
immediate vicinity are at present too great,and that, as a
rule, if there wero fewer Lodges we would have better ones,
for I believe the multiplying of Lodges hurts Masonry, as
improper material may then be taken in for the purpose of
keeping the Lodge up ; howaver, it remains for the Grand
Master and Grand Lodgo to grant the petition or not.

At the request of tho Most Worshipful the Grand Master

I proceeded to Ottawa to investigate a charge mado by Bro.
BSmith against Dalhousie Lodge of that city ; but the offence,

ifany, having taken place previous to the joining of that

Lodge with this Grand Lodge, I could not recommend the
Grand Master to take any action in the matter as I thought
the matter should be referred to the Grand Lodge of England
under which Dalhousio formerly hold its charter. The
Grand Socretary having all the papors in this case will, I
have no doubt, lay them before the Bodrd of General Pur-
* poses, by whom I hope the matter will be finally sottled, as
it has been the cause of a groat deal of scandal to Mnsonry
in Ottawa City. By ipstructions, I also held an enquiry in
8t, Francis Liodgo of §nmithsfalls, with regard to a charge
made aguinst tho \V. M. and the acting Wardens, of having
declared a ballot clegr when the samo contained two black
balls against the candidate, Previous to the time the can-
didate was initiated I wrote to the W. M. telling him of the
charge and advising him to cause another ballot to be taken
" but ho paid no attention to my letter and proceeded with the
mltmtlon, passing and raising of the candidate. At the
investigation the two brethren who placed the black balls
testified to their having done so, and alse gavo their reason
. forso domg, and were positive that thoy had made no. mis-
© take., Under these circumstances I saw no other way than

Quebec he could thon lay his ehargéys before his
I am happy to be able to report that the only Lodge in
Ontario hailing from a foreign Grand Lodgeis about to come
in to this Grand Lodge ; and that the long standing  differ-
ences. which have existed between the Lodge at 1'Orignal
under the Grand Lodge of 1reland,and Hawkesbury and Plan-
tagenet Lodges under this Grand Lodge, are about to be
settlod amicably forall the parties concerned. Having, at
the request of the G. M., visited these Lodges, I managed to:
obtain the folléwing mutual agreement: “The Lodges at
Hawkesbury and L’'Orignal to surrender thoir warrants
to. their respective Grand Lodges; then'this Grand Lodge
to grant & warrant to the United Lodge; the Pplace of hald-
ing the Lodge to be decided by & committeo of equal numbers
chosen from each Lodge or by Grand Lodge.””

There have been very few Masonic burials reported to me,
True Briton's Lodge, Perth, however, has lost two brethren
that it will be very hard to replace ; Bro.

BENEVOLENCE.

R. W, Bro. Klotz, the worthy and painstaking Chairman
of the Committee on Benevolence, prepared and submitted
to the Board the following interesting .report, accompanied
by tabulated statements, which have been entered upon the
books of the Board. The general report is herewith sub-
mitted for the information of Grand Lodge.

The number. of individual grants made to private parties
during the years 1872 and 1873 appears to be 138, v

The number of City Boards of Relief to which grants have
been made during the same period is 6.

And the grants made to Lodges during the same period 9
in number, 7 of which being for special grants of particular
cases of emergency, while two of the 9 grants were made to .
the Lodges at Winnipeg, in  similar way as the grants to
the several city Boards of Relief. i
. Among the above 138 individual grants to private parties
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there are 38 to needy - brethren; 91 to widows of déeceased
brethren, 2 to widows and orphans of deceased brothren, 4
to orphans of deceased brethren, 1 to'a son of a deceased
brother, and 2 to daughters of deceased brethren.

During the same period there have died out of above 138,
4 brethren, leaving 84 on our books, and of these 9 received
grants only in 1872, and none in 1873, while 25 received
grants in 1872, ag also in 1873, -

*
Of the 91 widows 14 received no grants in 1873, and 77
received grants in 1872, and in 1873 one of the 14 was
 refused an application for aid, not being found needy, and
one of the 14 got married and was reported as being well off.

The joint grants to 2 widows and orphans were made in
1873, Of the 4 grants to orphans 2 were in 1872 only, and
2 in 1872 and 1873. The 1 son to whom a grant wss made
is now off our list. Of the 2 daughters 1 received a graht
in 1872 only, and 1 in 1872 and 1873,

During the twelve months considerable information has
been procured through correspondente, in relation to the
particulars of parties who have received &id, and such
information has been duly recorded in: the Grang Lodge
Book on Benevolence; so that at present information is only

* wanting concerning one brother out of above 138.

It is found that strict justico is not always
moted out to the various applicants, and this is almost
entirely owing to the fact that, comparatively speaking,
scanty informatioh is furnished to the Board, It is recom-
mended that all applications should be made on the printed:
form as advised, and which, is carefully filled up, will be of
valuable assistance to the Board in fairly and impartially

- considering tho numerous applications for reliof that are
presented.

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appear to me that (as expressed in the report) the protracted
delay in carrying out a benevolent project, almost invites
- reflections injurious to the craft. When the scheme was first
submitted, it was received with universal approbation, and

a liberal support was promised; but it was subsequently o

argued by many of-our leading Masons, that the class of
persons in ihis country requiring this kind, of benevolence,

_ were very different from those for whom the great charities
of England were established, and:that but very few of them

#would be found willing 1o accept a.moME which would
separate them from their children.and relatives. From my
own personal knowledge I may say, that there are many
whose hearts are now gladdened by your bounty, that would
rather rolinquish it altogéther than accept it upon the terms
suggested. There are a fow, however, who do not thus
régard it, and as our country increases in population, so will
these cases increase also. From our ample resources a com-
mencement on a limited ‘scale might now be inaugurated,
the land required for this purpose may be obtained at a
comparatively. low price at present, and I am inclined to
beliove that the fund nowat the disposal of the trustees,
would be found amply sufficient to purchase the land and
to secure a WoME which, for some years to come at all
‘events, would be Iarge enough to meet the necessities of our
present position, I leave the whole matter in your hands,
firmly bolieving that you will take such action as will seem
to you to be most wise and prudent. Appeals from poverty
and distress haveynever been disregarded by this Grand
Lodgo. The open hand, prompted by tho generous heart,
has ever been cheerfully extended to relieve the wants of
our poor brethren, their widows or orphans; and the delay
_which has occurred in the matter of the Masonic Asylum,
has reslly arisen from.the anxious desire of the members of
this Grand Lodge to ascertain the Pest way of directing the
stream of their benevolence so as to secure the greatest good
to the greatest number. And I am proud to say that the
Grand Lodge of Canada not only appreciates but practices

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Several Lodges of Instruction have beon held during the
past year with great success, 'The D.D. G: M. of the Ontario -

District having held no less than four, at all of which there
was a large gttendance, and much care was taken in the
instruction of the brethren present, :

Attention has been called to the want of due caution in
the installation of Masters of Lodges, without a thorough
examination as to their qualification for so high and impor-
tant an office. It is impossible to over-estimate the impor-
tance of requiring from those called upon to jpreside over
our Lodges perfoct familiarity with the duties of the
Master as well g an accurato acquaintance with the ritual
prescribed by hd Lodge. This should invariably be
insisted upon before the Master is installed into office, for if
there be any indifference on’ this subject before the instal-
lation on the part of the Master elect, it is greatly to be
foared that less effort will be suado to acquire ‘‘the work ™
perfectly after the, gavel has heen placed in his hand
Neglect in this particular form for a'single year, hasin some
instances, wérk8d almost irreparable injury to many Lodges.

Otp D. D. G. M, exceeded his authority by granting a
dispensation permitting brethren fo appear in Masonic

regalia at a ball. This power isvested in the M. W. the
Grand Master alone.

The Board regret to find that in one Lodge thero has

been an enquiry as to the manner in which the ballot has '
. been used by members, The enquiry arose upon a charge,

that the W. M. and Wardens of a e had doclared the
ballot clear when two black balls had heen cast against a
candidate for initiation. The matter having been brought
before the M. W. the Grand Master, he has adjudicated upon
the question. It therefore only romains for the Board to
add that the sacred character of the ballot should .be borne
in mind by officers as well as members of all’ Lodges,
and any disclosure of the s oprecy of the ballot is not to be
countenanced under any cinfumstances. .

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The attempts of an impostor in our midst, who had with
considerablo succoss ingratiated bimself with many of our
order, and it is said, hus gained adiission into some lodges
in the United States, induce. tho Board to remind the
brothiren that they cannot be too cautfous in dxtending the
hand of fellowship to those who are not provided with the
credentials furnishod to.members, and to exhort the Masters

The proceedings not noticed are those of the Grand Lodges
of British Columbia,Connecticut, Georgia, Illinois, Kentucky,
Maine, Maryland, Mississippi, Pennsylvania and Tennessee.

It is with feelings of the.utmost gratification, that we are
enabled to announce, the settlemoent of the difficulties, here-
tofore existing, among our brethren in the Province of
Quebec, and the consequentrecogniation, by the Grand Lodge
of Canada, of the Grand Lodge of Quebec. The present
session will, doubtles§, see all formalities properly observed,
and though we may:part in sorrow, our Quebec brethren
will have no more sincere and hearty well-wishes for their
prosperity and success, than the brethren of the Grand Lodge
of Canada.

We now proceed to the consideration of the proceedings,
in the usual alphabetical order.

ALABAMA.

The fifty-third annual Communication was{eld at Montgo-
mery, December 1st, 1873 ; M. W. Bro. Joseph Hk Johnson,
Grand Master, and R.W. Bro. Daniel S8ayre, Grand Secretary.

From the Grand Masters address, we learn that

“Masonry, in Alabama, has not lost any of its interest,
though, for reasons known to all of you, out numbers have
not been augmented as in former years.

¢ Throughout the length and breadth of the jurisdiction, so
far a8 we are informed, the brethren are workingin harmony.’

He decided the following matters, with a large number of
others:—

“The Master of a Lodge has the right, and it is his
duty, to require ¢Blue Lodge clothing only ' to be worn. in all
public processions.

“A Lodge having.by a vote of the Lodge, determined to
celebrate publicly the festival of St. John the Baptist, the
Worshipful Master of said Lodge has the right to revoke the
action of the Lodge, by issuing his orders to the effect that
no public celebration be had, such course, in his o inion,
being for the good of the Order and the interest, of tho’ odge.

A petition for affiliation can be received, before the applicant
is examined~the applicant must have a voucher, or be
examined, before he can sit in the Lodge.

“Iknow of no authority for performin g faneral ceremonios

over the grave of a deceased mason several days after his_

burial.”

Bro, Joel White wasreceived as the representative of the

We deeply regret to learn of the death of Bro. Richard F.
Knott, for'some years the able chairman of correspondence,
His loss will be sincerely regretted.

The conclasion of the report of the committee on appeals

" is well worthy of perusal :—

“Inconclusion your committee beg tbdbserve that Masonry,
rightly considered, is not a uere toy to be assumed on com.
munication days, or upon oceasions when its apf)eamnce may
give eclat, um{ then to be o wofally put away, like a Stinday
hat, until the next stated gathering of tho brotherhood, but
a principle, a rule of lifo which is to permeate all our inter-
course with each other, and with the outside world. In
communities like ours men need' less to be.informed than to
bereminded, ‘The brethren will, we trust, pardon the remark
that there ‘may, perhaps, be laid occasionally at our’doors
the charge of em loying a time-serving-policy. When there

ARKANSAS,

Thirty-fifth annual Communication, held at Little Rock,
October 13th, 1873, “in pursuance of the ordinance of the
convention of the constituent lodges, held this day.” M.W.
Bro. E. R. DuVal, Grand Master, and R. W. Bro. L. E. Barber,
Grand Secretary.

The Grand Master refers to the past year as one of uncom-
mon trial and vexation. The reason was inauspicious, and
the agricultural population were gloomy and despondent.

CALIFORNIA.

Twenty-fourth annual Communication, held at San Fran-
ciseo, October 14th, 1878. M. W. Bro. L, E, Pratt, Grand
Master, and R. W. Bro. A. G, Abell, Grand Secretary.

From the very able addréssof the Grand Master we extrn'ct
the following:—

“While our own relations with foreign Grand Bodies have
remained unchanged since your last annual Communication,

I deem it prudent to call your attention to an apprehended
danger, and to commend to your consideration the propriety
of a prompt expression of the sentiment of this Grand Lodge
upon the question of exclusive jurisdiotion. The Grand
Lodge of Hamburg and the Grand Orient of France not only
persist in their unwarrantable invasion,or countenanco of
invasion of the jurisdiction of Grand Lodges on this continent,
but seem to be growing more aggressive; and there are now
indications that other foreign Grand Bodies are beginning to
sympathise with them. have no doubt that they are
encouraged in this by. the anomalous positi_?“‘ which a
majority of the American Grand ‘Lodges 4iave assumed
towards the Grand Liodgh of Quebec ; and itAvould be difficult
indeed, in my opinion, to draw any material distinction
between what I deem the aggressions of the latter body, and
those of the Grand Lodge of Hamburg and the Grand Orient
of France. The Grand Bodies which deny the doctrine of

©
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exclusive jurisdiction, and without just ground, as I think

denounce this American doctrine, are still further encournged
by the recent, and, in my Judn‘ment ill-advised and repre-
hensible course of the Grand Lodges of Vermont and Illinois.
These Bodies have now issued their edict prohibiting al

intercourse with Masons holding allegiance to the Grand
Lodge of Canada, until that Body shall have recognized the
Grand Lodge of Quebec. I have never been able 1o reconcile
my own judgment to tho action of this Body in recognizing
the Grand Lodge of Quebec, Much less can I reconcile
myself to the extraordinary conduct of the Grand Lodges of
Vermont and Illindis. If this Grand Lédge should to-day
issue its edict of mon-intercourse with Vermont and Illinois
until they, in turn, should withdraw their edicts of non-inter-
course with Canada, there would not be, upon principle, the
shadow of a distinction between the twocases. Where, /(hcn,
are these complications to end ? ]

So long as sundry of tho American Grand Lodges contented
themselves with the more recognition of Quebec, the case
presented only a question of differing judgments and opinions;
yet the sequel will show that, even in going thus far, they
have placed a formidable weapon in the hands of the enemies
of exclusive jurisdiction. But when the Grand Lodges of
Vermont and Illinois pass beyond that, and, by hostile
legislation, attempt to coerce and dragoon the venerable and
respactable Grand Lodge of Canada into the recognition of
what she honestly believes to be a case of absolute and un-
mitigated insubordination and rebellion, a case is presented
which, in my humble judgment, calls for something of
rogentment and indignation—something more decided and
emphatic than the simple expression of a different opinion,

"It ceases to be & question of opinion or judgment, and
becomes one of conscience, of independence, and of existence.
‘As an individual Mason, at least, I can, and will, extend to
the Grand Lodge of Canada the right hand of fellowship;
and while I regret and deplore her unhappy complications,

- I express tother the forvent hope that she will not yield her
independence nor compromise her dignity, though all the
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rand Lodges in the universe hurl against her thoir edicts
of non-intercourse. I do not see any possiblo justification
for Vermont and Illinois, and I trust that, bofore you close
your labors, you will express. your fratornal disapprobation
of the course they have pursued, in terms so round, ringing,
and unmistakable, that henceforth there shall be no chance
for a misconoeption of the attitude which we, of the Occident
hold on the question ef Grand Lodgo jurisdiction, sovereignty;
and independence.

“Several complaints have come to me s to the form of
Emyers used in some of the Lodges by the Chaplains, our
rethren of the Hebrow faith objecting to seeking Johovah
through the intercession of Jesus Christ as our Lord and
Redeemer. ‘T have an indistinet recollection that a committee
of the Grand Lodge of Massachusetts, somo time since, after
great labor and research, reached the conclusion that such
vrayers were proper, unexceptionable, and strictly Masonic.
While T respectfully dissent from the congclusion of that
committee, f do not think it necessary to dispose of the
complaints upon the ground of strict right to usesuch prayers.
Upon their relizous faith men are’ usually sensitive and
tender. Such feelings ough?\nlways to be respected; and
fraternal courtesy and regard would seem to diotate the
omission of non-essential form and expressions when known
to be really offensive or objectionable to any brother.

“In two instances adjacent Lodgos have expressed a desire
to consolidate their property and membersﬁi . From the
peculiar character of a portion of our Jurisdiction, and from.
the excessof Lodges there and theirproximity to one another,
such a-desire is likely to rocur ocessionally for many years,
L understand that the committee on Revision will Propose
anamendment to our Constitution suthorizing such consoﬁdn7
tion in certain cases, and I most; cordially recommend it to
your favor.

“I have been twice asked if sitting in a Chapter of Royal
Arch Masons with ‘a given individual in this Jjurisdiction
entitles the brother so sitting to vouch for such individual
to a Tiodge of Master Masons. ~ I confoss to have been at first
a little staggered by the inquizg, for the rule is laid down
with a great deal of ‘exactness: y the Masonic jurists whom

The very term implies somothing more. The pauper from
the almshouse and the felon from the scaffold are attended
more respectfully that this. Let us remember that it is the
lagt service which we shall ever be called upon or permitted
to render to the departed, and let no trifling considerations
of business or convenience interrupt the performance of this
duty. If brothren cannot bo awalkened toa proper discharge
of these rights by their own consciousness of right and
wrong and the admonitions which have been given them
already from this Body, it only remains for Masters to
enforce their attendance by imperative summons—for our
dead must be respectfully and decontly entombed.”

He issued eight dispensations for new Lodges, during the
year, and twenty from special dispensations—twenty to
to-ballot for rejected applicants within the time fixed by the
Constitution, and four to elect officers at other than stated
period. He does not believo in rotation in offlce, nor in
naming Lodges after living men, and he thinks that Grand
Lodges should always have a surplus of some thousands of
dollars on hand,

The Grand ‘Secrotary presented a r(‘aportv, which is also
very interesting. Wo quoto as follows:— *

“ The usual, or perhapsrather more than tho usual, number
of letters from persons in the United States and Europo,
inquiring for fathers, husbands, sons, or friends who have
been lost in the great vortex of California, havoi been
received ; and it is gratifying to be enabled to say that this
year, as heretofore, in most of the cases wheresuch informa-
tion was given as would afford an initial point for inquiry,
the parties sought for have becn traced and placed in
communieation with their relation or friends, either:by a
constant succession of lotters to the place or places where
they werb last heard from, or by notes of enquiry appended
to io bi-monthly lists of rejections &e., transmitted t¢ tho
Lodges. Sometimes, however, it becomes rather difficult to
obtain or give satisfactory information when, from Iroland,
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France, Germany, or even portions of the United Statos,
comes an inquiry regarding some person who was thought
to have come to ‘California’ some twenty years ago, and
who, being supposed to be a Mason, must probaby have
joined ‘the Lodge.’ In such cases, unhappily, the trail is
somewhat indistinct, inasmuch as the person’ may. never
have come to California—as California covers sundry
thousands of square miles—as the party may never have
boen a Mason'at all—as he may nover have joined ‘the
Lodge’ here if he was—and as, if. he did, there are nearly
two hundred of ‘the Lodges’ inour State. »;gndhomotimes,
too, comes a cnse where the solititous inql{i r has not been
articularly anxiousiabout tho roving propensities, during
ife, of & wife or husband,either geographically or connubially,
bat when the death is=heard of and a supposed amount of
property is thought to have been left, the ties of kindred and
the bonds of the fraternity are brought inte service-with an .,
amount of tension which is very refreshing to let stretch,
The following extract from a letter lately reccived, though
dono in rather worse English than some others, is a tolerably

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. On the question of “ Mixed Funerals,” the Grand Master
has the following, which, we think, puts the matter on the
proper ground :—

. “I desired that, if the subject wero to be re-opened, it
ghould be on a full knowledge of the particular case which
brought: it up, and of the goneral sontiment of the Fraternity

- throughout .the United Btates on the question. 1 havo,

therefore, taken caro to investigate both, having addressed 4
letter to every Grand Master in tho couptry, inquiring
whether any agreement or regulation existtijn his jurisdic-
tion as to the relativo positions or authority ofour Fraternity
and the Order of Odd-Fellows at funerals where the deceased
had been a member of both societies; and in case no agree-
ment or regulation existed, what was the custom on such
occasions. I have received replies from tweuty-seven grand
jurisdictions, and they ato,almost withoutexcéption, uniform
in declaring that there exists no regulation or agreement on
tho subject; that the Masonic fraternity always assumes
exclusive control where it takes any part in the burialof &
Brother, and performs its ceremony last where other associa-
tions participate at all in the funeral rites. The Masonic
fraternity never attends a funeral except when the deceased,
or his friends on his behalf, have expressed a desire for
Masonic burial; and that wish is taken as the oxpression of
a preforence that the rites should be under their control.
And that control cannot be divided with any other body,
becaunse no person not a Mason, can assist in the performance
of Masonic work ahd ‘it is only for tho perfofmance of
Masonic work that the craft is ever permitted to appear
in public. ' These are, in brief, the views of {the Grand
Masters who have responded to my inquiries,

« Anxious to show eyery courtesy to a great and mseful
society, I recommend that tho whole of tffe papers in relation
to this matter be referred to a special committee for examina-
tion and report. ' Leaving the matter wholly to the judgment -
of the Masters of*the Lodges, does not seom ‘to’ have: fully -
met the requirements of the case, and often places' a Master
in an embarrassing position, in which he is liable to:the ¥
accusgtion of discourtesy, if he carries out what he conscien-
tiously believes to be his Masonic duty. The adoption of a
strict and uniform rule appears to me to be the best method
of avoiding painful and inappropriate discussions on. these
mournful oceasions ; and I confess that I incline®to a more
rigid enforcoment of the exclusiveness of our Fraternity.
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*We shall do no ipjury and offer ne disconrtosy to other
societies by this course. They ure free to adopt a similar
principle for the government of their own arrangements, »
*and in 8o doing will never meet with opposition or Jealousy
from us. = Beeking no publicity, avoiding parade and show _
8¢ utterly opposed to the principles of our institutian, we
aro nevor desirous of forcing our attontions or honors npon
any.' They must bo sought before they will be bestowed,
and no :llranger hand should be permitted to assist.in their
bestowal”

and that the original charter now in the archives of this
“Grand Lodge be returned to her, wherel& her fealty may be
restored to the Bupreme Council of Colon, 0 whom her
Masonic obedience is properly and legitimately due,
¢ Regolved, That the M. W. Grand Master take prompt
and immediate steps to carry this resolution into effeot."”

The session lasted five days, and & very large amount of

Jocal business was transacted.

From the report of the Masonio Board of Relief, ‘§n the
Aferriblo calamity ‘at’ Shreveport, wo extract 8s follows.
Thirty-thrée brethren fell victims to the dread destroyer,

“On the 20th of Angust, 1673, aa epidemio of yellow
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fever broke out in this place more malignant in its features
and more fatal in its results, than ever-known before, within
the zone to which this malady seems indigenons. On the
25th of August it was pronounced epidemic and on the 3rd
September the Howard Association was organized by the-
election of L. R. Simmons, Presdent. This associstion at
once put itself in connection with the New Orleans Howards
and they—with the liberality eharacteristic of that well
known organization—requested us to make knmown onr
wants that they might supply them, Means were at once
farnished and subsequently physicians and nurses as re-
quired. :

%The most experienced physicians of New Orleans and the
best medical talent was sent to our aid. Choppin, Bruns.
and Davidson among others, and these .gentlemen on. their
roturn to New Orleans made a report of their lahors, and
the result of their investigation, as to the cause of the
malady—a fearless, brief and pointed address_-laying at
the proper door, the lamentable condition of the high-ways
and by-ways of the city under its years of maladministration
—a sad condition from which there appears to be no. relief
under the existing governmént. Out of § population of
about ten thousand souls, six thousand.fled from the scourge
during the latter days of August, and of the remaining four
thousand —in the latter days of September—fully one-half
were disabled by sickness, and before the epidemic ceased
in November the mo; reports from the Howards, show
a mortality of seven hundred and fifty-nine,

*There ‘'was & black line drawn around us, by rigid
quarantine—the mails stopred and the only means of com-
municating with the ountside world, was the electrio tele-

This was -generously placed at our service, and
messages of sympathy and relief came to us from all
uarters of this generou nation—true to the instincts of
the Angolo-Suon race. The Howards received most: muni-
ficent donations—not only direct, but through our friends
in New Orleans; contributions were sent to the Mayor of
the city, to the Odd-Fellows, and. the Hebrew Benevolent
Asao‘ciut’ion, in orders, by wires, on the banks hera to pay.
From no::-: were the dg:lms for ﬁlti:‘fm? rapi or:;dnre
enerous thap our own d, yenera anr:dpoomd ed order,
g—-t;he Fratornity of Ancient Free and m ! Hmn.:, up
to that time without an organized of Relief, to
represent the several branches of the great Masonio family
in this city.. With q,lgwof. tting—in seh an hour of
death and darkn sutfivient num| brethren to open
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a Master's Lodge, R. W. Brother John.G. McWilliams,
Master of Caddo Lodge, No. 179, appointed R, W. Brother
George A. Pike, o member of the board, which the necessities
of the time required to be organized—toreceive and disburse
the charities bestowed upon us.”

The committee on Masonic Hisfory reported progress,
aud were continued, :

A handsome jewel was presented" to R. W. Bro. James B.
Scot; the former ¢hairman of correspondence.

After considomblo discussion, the fo}lpwing was adopted :

% Resolved, That any member in arrears of dues over
twelve months, may by a majority vote of the Lodge at a
stated communication, 1st. Be declared ineligible to hold
office in the Lodge. 2nd. Be deprived of the right of
speaking, or, voting upon any subject before the Lodge, or
both, at’ the option of the Lodge, and furthor, 3rd. Be
directed in writing to pay the same within three months,
or show eatisfactory cause why he has not paid. After the
expiration of yhich time, should he fail to satisfactorily
respond, his membership may be declared forfoited, by a
majority vote at a stated communication only; and such
membership forfeited shall bo considered as equivalent to
suspension, provided, he may at'any time, by paying all
dues.to the time of final action in his case by the Lodge,
(in declaring his membership forfeited) be restored to
membership by a majority vote.” ;

The Grand Master was authorized to extend the hospi-
talities of the fraternity to the General Grand Encampment
of Knights Templar, at its meeting in New Orleans, on the
first of December next.

The following resolution was adopled on Hungary::

¢ Resolved, That in the absence of any definite and certain

information as to the principles governing the Grand Qrient

of Hungary on the subject of the sovereign rights of Grand

* Lodges within their own jurisdiction, the request made by

said Grand Orient for official reco%)nition, and the inter-

* change of Grand Representatives be not concurred in at
prosent.” \

The report on correspondence, by Bro. Henry 8. Jacobs,
is exceedingly well written, and brpathes a truly Masonic
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spirit, Our proceedings for 1873 are very kindly noticed,
and our hopes of a.speedy resumption of full fraternal
relations, are cordially rethed. We copy his remarks
on Brazil, B I

“The congratulations of the Masonic world that the
dissensions provailing amongst tho fraternity in this country
had entirely been healed by the amicable fusion of the two
Grand Orients, seem to have been premature. Again have
they broken out, and with undiminished virulence; and we
have the sad spectacle anew presented to us of strifo and
division, threatening the general good and welfare of our
institution and the progress of the noble- teachings and
purposes which we olaim for it. The union of the two
Grand Bodies, which took place a yedr ago, has been
ruptured; and we have the two opponents once more
seeking recognition, each as the legitimate Grand Orient of
SBrazil. ;

“We are disposed to keop aloof from both, and give
Masonio’ recognition to neither.. We have had enough
trouble with ‘Grand Orients;’ and as a matter of wise

recaution, added to the uncertainty which exists as tojthe
H)gitimate claims_of either,—despite the quasi endorsation
of the Lavradios, by R. W. Albert. Pike,—we most emphati-
cally recommend the Grand Lodge of Louisiana to refuse
recognizing either body, under the circumstances, No good
can possibly arise to us, from interfering in these intestine
quarrels, and’' we perceive much danger to ensue from being
embroiled in such unseemly partisanship. g

“ The cause of the disturbed condition of the Masonio
Order in Brazil, may be traced originally to political parties
attempting to control the election of the Supreme Grand
Master of Masonry in that country. The Viscount de Roi
Branco, present Prime Minister of Brazil, was elected ds
such in preference to 8aldanha Marinho, formerly Minister
of Btate, a celebrated lawyer, and the head of the liberal
party. <A split ensued, and another Grand ' Orient was
cstablished, known as the ¢ Benedictinos,” on account of. the
lodge being located on a streei of that name, while the
other Grang Orient is known as the ‘ Lavradio, likewise on
account of the name of the street on which it is located.
The different Lodges_ of the country .then divided  their ’
allegiance, ‘some 'adhering to the Lavradio, while' others
acknowledged the Benedictinos ; and ' this state of affairs
will continue, apparently, for somo time, as political feeling
in that country runs high,
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“ From all accounts, it appears that in the Brazils there
is & facility in admitting persons to the Masonic Order
without proper regard to tEeir worthiness; thus, in some
country localities, members of one Lodge are not admitted
into some other Lodge, on account of {heir being well
known as disreputable men. As a consequence, Masonry
is no longer respected there as it used to be.

“ As to recognizing one or the other of the two Grand
Orients, as the one most deserving of respect, it is of .course
a farce, a8 their publications will show that each one has
committed;and continues 10 commit, all manner of Masenic
irregularities, The Catholio clergy. of . Brazil are very
much opposed to:the Masonio Order—to’ such an extent, in
fact, a8 to actually require government interference to
obtain burial for Masonic dead. in consecrated ground.”

« The late date at which these proceedings are received,
being’just on the eve of going to press, forbids an extended
notice, and will also account for the absence of remarks,

¥ ! MASSACHUSETTS.

Quarterly Communication held at Boston, June 11th, 1873,
A large amount of local business was transacted.

A special Communication was held at Haverhill; June
24th, 1873, for the purpose of laying the corner stone of'a
néw Masonic Temple. ; :

An interesting fogture of the proceedings, wasthe presence
of seven Brethren, aged from 72 to 82, who had signed the
famous ¢ Declaration,” issued December 31st, 1831,

At the quarterly Communication held Sept, 10th, 1873;
the committee to whom was referred a Communication from
the Grand Lodge of Hungary, .reported that *the Grand
Master and the Grand Secretary be requested to exchange
acknowledgements of the recoguition as s Masonio authority,
and of our desire for fraternal relations, also to inform them,
that it is .contrary to our usages, to exchango perinanent
diplomativ representatives,” and the report was adopted.
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The 140th annual Communication was held at Boston,
December 10th, 1873. M. W. Bro. Sereno Dwyght Nickerson,
Grand Master, and R."W. Bro. C. H. Titus, Grand Secretary.

The Grand Master mentions the death of their Senior
Past Grand Master, Bro. G: M. Randall, Bishop of Colorado.

He reports most of the Lodges in a prosperous condition,
and a satisfactory increase of zeal and oarnestness in the
study of the ritual, and in the discharge of Lodge duties.

r
, We quote the following from the very excellent address
of Bro, Nickerson : i

“T have endeavored to clqneck as far as lay in my power
the too prevailing inclination for public Masonic ceremonies
and displays, and for publishing to the world reports of
Masonic elections and proceedings. I fear that in too many
instances such parades and publioa:&ons are prompted
principally by a desire on the part of the Brethren who are
made conspicuous, to glorify themselves before the publio,
and thus contribute to their own social, political or pecuniary
advancement. I believe it to be for the interest of the
Institution to avoid publicity as far as possible. Its rapid
growth and great popularity since the revival have led to
the formation of an innumerable host of secret societies,
many of which have copied our reﬁalia, our form of govern-
ment, our titles, and even mimicked our ritual- and cere-
monies. Thedatest of these organizations, formed ostensibly
for the protection of farmers against railroad imposition, has
gone 8o far a8 to adopt and use a burial-service, which is
deseribed as ‘impressive, though long, including selections
from Soripture, addresses, scattering of flowers on the ave,
and closing with the depositing of a handful of earth by the
Master, with the formula, ¢In the name of the Grange; I now
pronounce these words : Brother, farewell!’”

“It is certainly highly unbecoming and im%roper for any

Mason to encourage or promote the adoption {‘ any other
organization of the peculiarities of Masonry. They should
be considered wedpec :

“The effect of these imitations is tolead-the uninitiated to
regard these associations as on an equality with our Inatitu-
tion, perhaps, conceding, the latter to be a little older and
uBre respectable. Some of these organizations undoubtedly
have worthy: objects in view, but they follow Masonry ata
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iogg-intervnll’ / They are modern, local and ‘shortlived,
while Freemasonry is ancient, universal and immortal.
“TIn this-connection I cannot refrain from condemning in
the strongest terms the transmitting of Masonic notices upon
ostal cards and in unsealed envelopes ; the advertising of
odge\meetings in the public prints, and especially /of the
work o be done at such nleetings. -Such practices are
totallyf at variance with the time-honored usages and customs

of the Fraternity, and can only tend to that familiarity-

which breeds contempt.

“ Nothing will more surely maintain the dignity and high
importalice of Masonry than a return to the good old
practices of the fathers, to guard with jeglous care the work
of the Lodge and everything counected with it; to keepand
conceal it from the profane, absolutely; and to communicate
it only to thosa of the Craft entitled to know it, and to them
only under proper circumstances, and with the.most careful
restriotions; to avoid appearing in public as Masons except
upon strictly Masonic occasions, and those of the highest
importance, sanctioned by long usage; never to write or
print Masonic intelligence for the gratification of the
curiogity of the profane, or the vanity of the initiated, We
have wandered far from this' high standard, and the return
may be difficult; but I am convinced that the closer wd
confine Masonic affairs to Masonic breasts, the better it
will be for the Fraternity and its reputation,

“In June last, with the aBproval of the Board of Directors,
1 purchased the Masonic Library of Bro. Leen Hyneman,
which he had been collecting for the past twenty years, It
was particularly valuable to us, as it contained upwards of
twelve hundred numbers of the Proceedings of the Grand
Bodies whichwe lacked, many of which could not be obtained
from any other source at any price. It also comprised’full
sets of many Masonio periodicals, some of whiol? are now
very rare; and & large collection of miscellaneous Masonio
works. Included in this purchase was a very large number
of duplicate Proceedings of Grand Bodies whic can be
readily sold when not required for exchange, ~

" “The Library of thisGrand Lodge now comprises probabl
the fullest collection of the Proceedings in existence, dy
many States we have complete series of Proceedings of all
the Grand Bodies, and of many others the series is complete'
for-a/part of the ﬁodibs. Our' ligt of Masonio, periodicals is -
is yéry fhl‘ll,‘:_nd they are exceedingly valuable, During the:

past year

-use of the Library has considerably inereased,
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and is now coustantly consulted by Brethren of other
jurisdiction, as well as our own.”

He recommended that the rank of Honorary Past Grand
Master, should be conferred on R. W. Bro. Charles W. Moore,
who was then lying on his (death bed, and in doing o, he
mentions as a quasi precedent, that in 1845, Dr. Oliver and
Dr. Crucefix, both of England, wore elected Honorary
members of the Grand Lodge of Massachusetts, tho former
with the rank of Past Deputy Grand Master, and the latter
with that of Past Senior Grand Warden. L

The Grand Lodge unanimously adopted the following
preamble and resolution, thus rendering a graceful and well
merited tribute, to the life long services and zealous devotion,
of Bro Moore to the Fraternity at large : :

“ WrEREAS, R. W. Bro. Charles W. Moore, for more than
forty years, without interruption, has been a member of our
Grand Lodge; its staunchest friend during the days of
adversity and peril ; its advocateand councellorin Pprosperity ;
and whereas, our Brother has devoted his lifo to the interests
of Freemasonry in all its branches, and especially to those
of this Grant Lodge,—therefore, ¢

¢ Resolved, That the Grand Lodge of Massachusetis do now
promote our R. W, Brother, Charles Whitlock Moore, to the
rank of Honorany Past Grand Master, and that hereafter he
be recognized and respected accordingly.”

. Wealso copy the following, showing how this action was
. received by Bro. Moore. The scene must have beon deeply
affecting : :

hy “Ix Granp Lonas, December 10th, 1873,

“The committee appointed to communicate to R. W, Bro.
Charles W. Moore, the action of the Grand Libdge in unani-
mously electing him to the rhnk and privileges of Honorary
Past Grand Master, has attended to the duty: assigned him
and respectfully reports:—

 The announcement of the action of the Grand Lodgs, for
the moment, re-animated his‘dying features and lighted up .
his fading eyes. With gratefal emotion“he e l:lip
benedioﬁ%n to 'his Brethren, and added that this tril
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worth living for and worth dying for. He expressed his
full consciousness of this last bestowment of theappreciation
of his labors, and of the solace thus administered in the last
moments of life.

“Tt smoothed his pillow of death, and sweetened the bitter
cup of that libation of which we must all sooner or later
partako,

Winsnow LEwrs.”

Bro. Moore died a few days after the meeting of Grand
Lodge, and the whole Craft will mourn his loss. We make
no apology, for inserting the following address of the Grand
Master, after his death :—

4.In February, 1822, he applied for initiation in Massachu-
S(S“tﬂw'gﬂﬁﬁr%ﬁ;}é? now, standing third in the list of Boston
Lodges. He was accepted, and would have béen received
on the evening of his coming of age, but for business engage-
ments which called him to the State of Maine, Wit aﬁm
consent of Massachusetts Lodge he was admitted in
Kennebeo Lodge, of Hallowell, in May following, and was
raised to the sublime degree of Master Mason on tie evening
of the12th of June. He returned to Boston in July, and on
the 10th of Qctober was admitted to membership in St.
Andrew’s Lodge. .

«In 1826,” says Bro. Moore, ‘I established what was the
first Masonic newspaper, not only in Boston, but in the
world, the Masonic Mirror,'—in which, to thg best of my
ability, I fought the battle of Masonry against Anti-Mason
from that year up to 1834, and sustained it subsequently tli'ﬁ
1841, in the Masonic Department of another paper. In
November of the latter year I started the F}:-eemason’s
Magazine, a8 an exclusively Masonic publication, and ‘the
only one then in the world based on the principle.’ It was
continued without interruption until his'death.

“In. the year of his admission to St. Andrew’s Lodge,
1822, Brother, Dayid Parker was its Worshipful Master.
¢On the 12th of November of that year,' says Bro. Moore,

“at the election of officers, Brother Parker, in making up his
- appointments, did me the honor to invest me with the jewel
of'one of the subordinate officers of the Lodge, I.bavi:
then been a Mason butsixmonths, I look backwith grateful
pride ‘upon that appointment as the first stép of a long
career of official duties; for, from that time to the present,
'y long;.half century of Masonio life, I have no recollection of
ever having been free from official duties and responsibilities.

£
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in some one or more of'sthe various divisions or branches of
our Institution.” -

“He was_elected Master of St. Andrew'’s Lodge by a
unanimous ballot in November, 1832, and re-elected Nov,,
1833, but having, in December following, been elgcted
Recording Granf seretary of the Grand Lodge, he was
under the necessity bf resigning the office of Master—the
two offices being incompatible, He was, however, the samo"
evening, electeg Secretary of St. Andrew’s Lodge, which
place he held for sixteen years, when he resigned.

*In 1826, tliat remarkable and most groundless persecu-
tion, known as the ¢ Anti-Mason Excitement,’ broke out in
the western part of the State of New York, and speedily
spread itself over all the neighboring States. In 1830 and
1531 it raged with unmitigated violence and virulence in

Massachusetts. Here, as elsewhere, it was carried into all
the relations of soclal life; the ties of kinship and of friend-
ship were rudely severed; the springs of sympathy were
dried up; confidence between ma and man was destroyed ;
the dark demom of persecution ran riot throughout the
length and breadth of the land; members of the Masonic.
Institution were broken up in their business, denied the
lawful exercise of the civil franchise, driven with ignominy
fromgall public offices, from tho jury-box and from the
churches ; subjected to insult, injury and contumely, in their
daily walks, hunted down as felons, and only saved at times
from personal violence, through the cowardice of their
wicked persecutors. It was at this time, and when mer-
ciléssly beset and assailed by their infuriate foes, that the

Grand Lodge, through the expiration of its lease, wax

required to vacate the rooms it had oceupied for some years

eviously in one of the public buildings of the city. It
g:temined, therefore, to erect a Masonic edifice of its own,

For this Fnrpose it purchased tho lind.on which the old

Masonie Temple, on the corner of Temple Place, now stands,
¢ and immediately commenced the bui&ing. By its Act of

Incorporation, granted in 1816, the Grand Lodge was

authorized to hold real estate not exceeding the value of

twenty thousand dollars, and personal estate not exceeding
the value of sixty thousand dollars.

“ Anticipating no difficulty in obtaining a modification of
the charter -reversing the progortions‘ named, the Grand
Lodge Went on with the building, ‘and in' March 1831,
petitioned the Legislature accordingly. ‘The petition was
immediately attacked in vtoll'%nt and abusive language by
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the Anti-Masonic members of the House, but was finally
referred to the Committee on the Judiciary, The committee
. made their report, at the end of the session, in favor, as was
oxpected, of the petition of the Grand Lodge. After a
stormy debate, the report was rejected by a vote of one
hundred and twenty-eight in the-affirmative, to one hundred
and thirty-three in the negative. A motion to reconsider

was lost on the following day, and the Grand Lodge was left -

withoutits remedy. Ithad undeniably exceeded its corporate
powers, and had thereby endangered its property.

“ Remonstrances and petitions were prepared in great
numbers, to be qugented to the Liegislature'in case the Grand

+ Lodge renewed its petition at the session of 1832, as was
expected. But in this our enemies were disappointed; no
action was taken. .

“The year 1833 was one of greut gnxiety to the Grand

Lodge. It had gone on witli'and completgd its new Temple;
the Legislature was to re-assemble'in January ; the Grand
Lodge had ‘exceeded its corporate powers, and its property
was stillin danger. The inquisitorial comimittee, so pertina-
ciously asked for by its enemies, would then probably be
appointéd. Before that committes, the leading Masons of
the State would, undoubtedly, be summoned: an oath would
be proposed which they would not take; questions be putto
them which they could not and would not answer.®The
only alternative was imprisonment!
' “With few exceptions, the leading Masons in the city
were (})repnred for this; others were' not. All naturally
desired to avoid the issue, if it could be done without
dighonor. How was this to be accomplished ?

“Councils and extra meetings of the Grand Lodge were
held, various Er‘opoaitions were submitted, debated, and
rejected, - On the 20th of December (eleven dazs before the
assembling of the Legislature), nothing had been decided
upon, The committee, appointed at a previous meeting,
reported that they had not been able to agree -upon any
course which they conld recommend as free from objection,
and they wore discharged. _
+ “Thereupon Brother Moore moved ‘that a committee be
appointed to consider ‘the expediency of surrendering the
Act of Incorporation of the Grand Lodge, and reported the
next meeting.’ g

“The members of the Grand Lodge were not dis ‘to
surrender anything. Their temper had been sorely tried,
and was now decidedly above fever heat, ; i
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* #“The resolution was adopted, and the following named
Brethren were appointed as the committee: R.W. %rothers
Franeis J. Oliver, Augustus Peabody, Joseph Baker, John
Soley, and Charles W. Moore; all being among the ablest,
and the first four among the oldest members of the Grand
Lodge. :

“ On the 27th of December the committee reported recom-
mending the surrender of the Charter, and the presentation
to the Legislature of a Memorial which Brother Moore had
. prepared, Both the recommendation and the Memorial
were adopted by a unanimous vote of the ‘Grand Lodge,
without amendment. :

“The Memorial was presented to the Leégislature by the
Hon, Btephen White, of Boston, on the first day of the
session, ¢Tho surrender was acc:;})ted. The authority of
the Legislature over the Grand Lodge was at and end ; the
property of the latter was secure, and the Fraternity of the
whole Commonwealth could now sit down under ‘its own
vine and fig-tree,’ regardless alike of Legislative interference
and of Anti-Masonic malice and impertinence. ;

“In the meantime the Masonic Tqmi;le had been conveyed
to Brother Robert G. Shaw, an honorable and honored
merchant of Boston, who, after the storm had assed,
transferred it to Trustees for the benefit of the Grand Lodge.

It has been well said that ¢ the Declaration’ of 1831, the
‘ Memorial 'of 1833,—both written by the samehand,—and the
trinmphant acquittal on a charge of libel, in the same year,
of the author of these celebrated documents, were the threo
blows which killed Anti-Masonry in Massachusetts, and
redeemed” the Masonic Institution from seven years of
abloguy and unparalleled opposition.” T

“From the History of Columbian Lodge, by R. W, Brother
John T. Heard, we gather the principal facts of Bro. Moore's
Masonic life, as they were obtained from his own lips. In
1825, he was made a Royal Arch Mason in St. Andrew’s
Chapter, and having filled most of the offices in that Body,
heé was,in 1840,chosen its High Priest. He was subsequent]
elected Grand High Priest of the Grand Chapter, in whic
he had previously sustained nearly all of the subordinate
offices, includinig that of Grand Lecturer. He was made a
Knight Templar in Boston Encampment in 1830, and was
its Grand Commander in 1837, ' He was afterwards Grand
Commander of the DeMolay Encampment,of Boston, In 1841
he served as Grand Master of the Grand Encampment of
Massachusetts and Rhode Island, 'In 1832 he received the
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Royal and Select Masters’ degrees in Boston Council, oyer
. which he presided for ten or twelve years. The Thirty-third
Degree of the Scottish Rite was conferred upon him Nov. 13th,
1844, and he afterwardsserved as the Grand Secretary Géneral
of the Supreme Council for the Northern Jurisdiction of the
U.8. A. He held various offices in the General Grand
Encampment of the United States, and was, for a time, its
third officer. He was Secretary of the Board of Trustees of
the Grand Charity Fund for sixteen years, and afterwards
of the Board of Trustees of the Masonic Temple. ¢In short,’
says Bro, Heard, ¢ he has filled nearly every officein a Lodge,
Chapter and Encaimpment, holding ‘each several years, er
has rarely failed to occupy less than three or four, and
frequently five or six official stations af the same time,”

The Grand Master and Grand Secretary wera re-elected,

In the bulky volume we aro’reading we find a large
appendix, containing biographical sketches of the Chaplains
of the Grand Liodge of Massachusetts, appointed since 1796,
They are exceedingly interesting, and are embellished with
numerous portraits. : g

A quarterly Communication was held at Boston, March
11th, 1874.

-That rule and practice, so often laid down in
similar inIicatiom, is this: the dpetitioner must show  that
his irvegular receptions of tho egroes proceeded from a
purdonugle ignorance of our regulatxons, and, of course, wi
no infent, o violate, them ; that it was in good ﬂ\itfx,, an(
thab he is at least, prima facie, worthy of a lawful connection
with the Fraternity; or,in other words, that his error was

“ono of form alone.  If either of these elements be wanting,
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the petitioner rightfully fails in his application. for hesl_ins.
In Q.Ee resent case, from what has been already observed,
the good faith of the petitioner in receiving the degrees in
the Bcotch Lodge, does not, in the judgment of .your
committee, sufficiently appear to warrant the Grand Lodga
in the granting of his petition. There has, farthermore,
been filed in this case a document, upon the ingpeption.of
which, at least, very grave doubts arise as to the moral
fitness of the petitioner to become legitimately connected
with the Fraternity. The suggestions of this dooument, had
they been made to Ionic. Lodge, might have caused its mem-
bers to hebitate in the adoption of the vote before spoken of,
Your committee, considering how accessible the printed
Proceedings of the Grand Lodge often are to the eyes of the
profane, do not think it wise to place qun record many
statements affooting personal charapter, that are pregentod
in puch cases, It is enouih that all documents on file, are
open to the inspaction of the Brethren who desire to examine
them? ' Upon the whole case, your committee are constrained
to recommend thatthe prayer of the petitioner bo denied.”

The Grand Master, announced with great plessure, tho
settlement of the Quebec difficulty.

A special Communication was held October 2nd, 1873, for
the purpose of laying the corner stone of the new Btate
Capitol at Lansing. The ceremonies were peculiarly im-
posing and appropriate.

England. He also refers to the issuing of a warrant to
¢The Royal SolomonsMother Lodge, at Jerusalem. We
regret that at the organization of that Lodge only four
chartered members were present, hence the work they did
was illegal under the law of the Grand Lod%e of Canada.
We hope that this defect may be remedied by the Grand
Lodge of Canada, as we would like to see such Lodge
maintained.

« The Grand Lodge took no active part in the Quebec case,
having undoubtedly decided to rest the case where it was,
and to leave the consequences where they properly belong,
viz: with the arbitration of right and justice.”

«The committee were évidently in a quagmire, for they,
geem to have floundered through the case like a lot o
sturgeons in a net; they just fairly broke through the thing,
having found themselves caught among the inconsistent
precedents of former decidiops. To tell the whole leng and
short of this story, we simply say that all such regulations
or restrictions in the institution of Wmmnv, are nothing
less than double-barrelled nonsense. If a profane from
Constantinople wanted to be initiated, we should henestly
and truly present him the Koran, for tﬂe simple reason that
that was the book they accepted as tho ‘Great Light,
althongh we might not believe & word in its ‘divine inepi-
ration, If we were in Portugal we would present the
Douay Bible because they accept nothing less, and we would
not set up our prejudices against their knowledge. If we
were a Jew we would &r:ient the Old Bible, al we
might helieve in no but the New Testament.' In
other words, we would of lfg::o ‘ourselves in all truth, honor
and fidelity towards our brethren, npbn any pledge they
might designate, and feel as much bound to live andjdie by

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that obligation, as though we had selected the book ourselves.

In
all of which proceedings the Grand Master has onr hearty
commendation. 'We copy some of his valuable remarls :—

passed in 1870, denouncing as high treason against the most
vital tenets of Masonry, the crimes of gambling, drunkenness,
lioontiousnesa,-and.pmfanity, realizing that the time has now
«come in our history when we must assume our true position
and: place ourselves right before s_oeiettiy,' relative to these
sinners.  They are too flagrant a violation of our teachings
; _ nly. 1o bo longer 1
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Grand Lodge has placed her seal of
practices, and our sister Grand Lod
these wholesome regulations have remdined on our statutes
a dead letter, unpracticed and unenférced. Brethren, other-
wise good and true, have well-nigh ruined themselves ; our
Lodges have been mute; a mawkish charity has held them
back from enforcing our laws, and our beloved Order has
lost, in a great meagure, her prestige as the harbinger of
morality. Good Masons stand appalled at the foarful viola
tion of Masonic law, and society condemns the flagrant
violation of what all know to be Masonic duty. These
departures from’duty must cease, or we lose our heritage.
Brethren, we have good material ; men, as true as steel;
men, who would ornament any society on earth, if we will
only break off the rough corners, and fit them for tho
builder’s use. But we iave rested in the glory of our
beautiful ritual, admired its grandeur, and the drapery in
which it is clothed, and forgotten that without exemplification
in every-day life it i only arelic of the misty past. Masonry
is either something to be practiced, or its teac ings are value-
less. Jh teaches sublime truths; it arrays itself in gorgeous
drapery; it points grandly to the beautiful, the good, and
the pure; it elevates the evergreen of immortality; it tells
of high duties and glorious hopes; it lifts the veil of the
futuro and points to immortality and a glorious resurrection
and oternal life; yet how far below these grand visions and
duties do we practice. Brethren, can we hope longer to
maintain our heritage and enjoy our birthrights, unless we
live Magonry as well as teach it ?"

The Grand Lodge dedicated the Temple in which they

were convened, with appropriate ceremonies, The building
cost about $26,000.

It was decided, that an appeal can be made from the
decision of a Lodge to the Grand Lodge, butnot to the
Grand Mutqr.

‘Tho bréthren were |entertained, and their spare time
ocoupied, in a very meritorious way, by the reading of the
report on foreign corres; Jondence, which is well written by
the @rand Secretary, and in which Canada for 1872 receives
kindly mention. .

GRAND LODGE OF OANADA,
NEBRASKA.,

Sixteenth annual Communication held at Nebraska City,
June 17th, 1873. M. W. Bro. W. E. Hill, Grand Master,
and R. W. Bro. W. R. Bowen, Grand Secretary.

The Grand Master issued dispensations for cight new
Lodges. He discouraged the formation of soveral others,
where.suitable rooms could not be procured.  He reports that
the rule requiring a fee of ton dollars, for special dispensa-

tions, seems to have materially lessened the emergent cases,

“that is the most of cases are not emergent, when they cost
ten dollars,” He recommends the continuance of schools of

instruction, and issued an edict against a ¢grand gifl

concert.”

It was decided, that the principle standibg Committees
should meet two days in advance of Grand Lodgo.

It was proposed to compel not-affiliates to join some Lodée, z

byt the Grand Lodge adopted the following report in opposi-
tion thereto :— »

“That while we deprecate the growing tendency to non-
affiliation, yet your Committee are of the opinion that
¢ a compulsory method of keeping Masons within the Lodge,
after they have once been made, is repugnant to the

'voluntary character of the institution, :

“Your Committee are of the opinion that it is unwise on
the part of any. Lodge to refuse application for a dimit on
the part of a member in good standing, made in legal form
and in good faith. ;

«Your Committee believe that although dimission made
with the intention ot & total disseverance from the Fraternity,
is.a violation of a Masonic duty, yet there is no power in.a
Lodge to refuse to act upon an application for a dimit when
legally demanded.” .

' The following report was also adopted, The petitioners
claimed to be “A. F. Y. M.” working under a- Wartant
granted by the “M. W. King Solomon, Grand Lodge of
Kansag:— ¥ :
« Your Cotmittee on charters and dispensations, to whom
was . referred tho'application of ‘certain’‘persons claiming to
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be the officers of W. D. Mathews Lodge No. 8 of the jurisdic-
tion of the State: of- Kansas, (said Lodge being located at
Omaha, Nebraska,) (!n'ayinﬁ at 8 warrant be granted to
said Lodge by this. Grand Lodge;. and upon which the said
Lodge will sever its connection with the jurisdiction of the
State of Kansas,—have carefully considered the same, and
find no evidence of any kind whatever that any such Lodge
exists, or that any of the persons signing said application
are Master Masons: and we therefore recommend  that said
application be not granted.”

‘We also copy the following resalutions which wereadopted:

¢ Resolved, 1st, That the trafficing in lottery tickets, and
all schemes, enterprises, and games of chance, are corrupting
and demoralizing in their tendencies,—and  as such are
offences against the fundamental principles of Magonry;
and‘all persons guilty of such practices shall be subject to
the same penalties as the liquordealer, the habitual drunkard, .
the profane swearer, or professional gambler.
¢ Begolved, 2nd, That subordinate Lodges are heroby
. required to take cognizance of violations of the foregoing
resolutions; and to bring to trial, conviction and punish-
ment, all Masons within their respective jurisdictions who
- shall wilfully violate the same,
¢ Regolved, 3rd, That any subordinate Lodge which shall
fail to punish a flagrant violation of the forgoing resolutions
shall be lidble to forfeiture of its charter;‘and the Grand
Master is authorized, in the exercise of a wise discretion, to
suspend the charter of any subordinate Lodge which shall
fhilp:o enforce a due regard for these resolutions, or which
shall in any manner countenance any lottery, gift enterprise
or scheme of chance.” .

A report on correspondence is by Bros. R. R. Livingstone,
and J. M, Wise, from their notice of Canada for 1872, we
extract the following : — :

. “The report of the Committeo on foreign correspondence
is from Bro. E. Mitchell, and ‘reviews in a courteous and
fraternal spirit, the proceedings of thirty-three Grand Bodies.
Nebraska for 1871 reeeived a kindly notice. We obgerve

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" misappropriated funds, and hence, without being as munifi-
cent and GRAND as some of our older and wealthier sister
Grand Lodges in the salary business—we simply protect our

~Jfunds under the law from any back salary grabbing, by

\‘ﬁxing a definite remuneration, which enables us to collect,
you know, in case of accidents.”

Under the head of Mississippi we find our own views as
stated in former reports, ably upheld and concisely
expressed : — .

“That where a subordinate Lodge suspends or expels a
member, and the case is brought before the Grand Lodge on
appeal, and the latter reverses, or sets aside the judgment of
the former,thatact places the brother whohad beensuspended
or expelled, exactly in the relation to the subordinate Lodge,
which he held before charges were preforred against him.

“That when a suberdinate Lodge passes sentence of
suspension or expulsion, upon charges Ot})roperly brought,
and the case goes before the Grand Lodge on appeal, and
that body reviews the proceedings in the case, and orders
the subordinate Lodge to re-try the case, the brother stands
in his relation 1o the Lodge, as one ‘under charges.’

“That when a like cases goes before the Grand Lodge om
appeal, and that body affirms the decision of the subordinate
Lodge, the Grand Lodge possesses the power to, and may
restore the suspended or exg;lled person to the rights and
privil?ges of a non-affiliated Mason. Only this, and nothing
more,”

Eighty-seventh annual Communication held at Raléigh,
December 1st., 1873. M. W. Bro. John Nichols, Grand
Master; and R. W. B, Donald W, Bain, Grand Secretary.

From the ‘lengthy address of the Grand Master, we

“ The meeting here to-night carries me back in thought
to'the re-orgefiization of this Grand Lodge in the town of
Tarboro, sighty-six years ago, The State and nation had
just'emerged: from & terrible civil war with the mother
country..

“As the early history of Masonry in this State has
received considerable attention during the year now drawing
to a close, I deem it not inappropriate to recommend that a
committee be appointed at this session of tho Grand Lodge
to collect such materials bearing on this subject as may ﬁe
had, and submit them .at our next, or some suecceeding
annual communication, with a view to publication.”

He also recommends the preparation of a digest of the
decisions of the Grand Masters, and saysthat their present
plan of publishing the names of suspended and expelled
Masons, by sending notices thereof to all the Lodges, is
highly objéctionable, WHo refused several applications to
logalize the election of brothren, as Worshiptyl Master, who
had not served as Wardens.  °

‘We copy an important decision with the Grand Master’s
reasons therefor:— ‘

Have Lodges U, D. Territorial Jurisdiction? A case
involving this question was submitted for my decision during
the year. ‘I decided it in the negative, for the following
reasons: The Grand Lodge holds and exercises jurisdiction
oyer the entire State, and I gave it'as my opinion that it
alono could sub-divide that territory. Dispensations for new
Lodges ‘are obtained as follows: Seven or more Master
Masons wish to form'a new Lodge. They make the fact
known to the nearest chartered Lodge, and ask that Lodge
to recommend them to the Grand Master as persons suitable
and in every way qualified to rule and govern a new Lodge.
The chartered Lodge gives the recommendation, 4nd on that
the Grand Master issues to them a warrant, authorizing

them to INITIATE, PAsS and RAIsE, but such & Tiodge possesses ,

nopowers except those specially delegated by the Grand

Master. A Lodge U..D, cannot try or discipline'the Masons

composing 'it, nor those living nearer it than to another
Todge. "It cannot form By-laws, and cannot affiliate Masons
—these prerogatives bolonging only to chartered Lodges.
. '*It is required that each Lodge U. D, shall send up a
specimen of its akill to the Grand Lodge, and if ‘its work is
approved, s charter s grauted by that body, and it then takes

its'position as & Lodge with powers and sr;'ﬁlogqp»aquql to
ol . fesan

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“ The quostion recurs: If a Lodge U. DYdoes not possess
territorial jurisdiction, where is it to obtain material with
which to work? It is answered: The recommendation of
the nearest chartered Lodge on which the warrant is 1ssued,
is & permit authorizing the Lodge U.D. to enter its quarry,
and appropriate to its own use, and work up such material
a8 it there finds unappropriated. (In some jurisdictions no
dispensations to form new: Lodges can be issued without the
recommendation of a/f the Lodges whose jurisdiction shgll
be affected by such dispensation.” I am not sure but this is '
the correct view, yet it is not the law in this State,) The
Lodge U. D. cannot use an{‘ material already received or
rejected by the chartered Lodges, and being ina sense'a
tenant by courtesy, it cannot object if tho chartered Lodges
continue their work in the same quarry; for they haye
prior rights, and may still use any material not rejected or
received by the Lodge U. D.

% The Grand Master is the supreme head of the Masnos in
. the State; but, in my opinion, he has no power to add to or
reduce the territorial jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge, or of
any subordinate Lodge, #nd_cannot, therefore, by & dispen-
sation, divide the territory of a chartered Lodge by givin
o part of such territory to & Lodge U. D. The srsnﬁ
Lodge alone possesses and has the right to exercise exclusive
Jurisdiction within its territory, and it alone may sub-divide
that territory.”

Grand Lodge is asked: ¢« What is the status of a Mason who
was a member of two Lodges, and has been erased from the
roll of one Lodge for non-payment of dues? Is he s member
in good standing in the Craft? To this enquiry, the
current of Masonic decisions seems to reply, that erasuro
from the rolls of & Lodge for non-payment of dues deprives
the brother of membership in that particular Lodge, but
does not effect hiis general relation to the Cmcb. The question
has bden much discussed, and is not free from embarrass-
ment, but such is the general current of decisions, and the
provisions of the Constitution of the Grand Lodge, and. the
committée report in conformity thereto.

“The report of the R, W. D.D.GM. fifth District also pre-
sents two questions of Masonic law ruled by him. First.
That & Junior Warden, who, by request, prefers charges, is
to be viewed in the light of.an acouser, and-ought to retire,
as such, when the trial is concluded. At the Communication
of 187( this was decided, and the committee concur in the
ruling of the R. W. D. D. G. M. Second.

“To that assertion, we respectfully ask, what sort of a
Masonic body is the Supreme Council of 337° What Grand
Lodge of A. F. & A. M, recognized by us, vouches for that
SuXreme Council, a8 a legitmate head or Authdrity in A, F.
& A.Magonry ? We know of none such, and are not in Masonic
communication, as & Grand Lodge, with such a 'Council, any
more than with the Grand Orient of Mexico. Neither of
them are Masonic Grand Bodies recognized by our Order of
Masons, and’ it follows that the brethren of Rio Grande
Lodge are mistaken in supposing that the members of Taman-
lipas Lodge of Matamoras, are ‘their brothers,’ or entitled
to the excgange of those ‘civilities and courtesies due from
one Masonio body to another.’

“We beg firther to submit that this tendency, now so

apparent, for fraternization with other charitable or mystic
institutions, needs to be checked, rather than encouraged.
It may lead to awkward complications, if not to serious
injury to our time-honored Order and its princigles. There
is ample room for the good designed to mankind by each
and all, in their several spheres ; and friendly relations may
continue to exist among all, without too much intimacy, and
certainly without placing all on ‘our level. The path of
peace and safety is for each fold to feed in its own Sasture.'
All of which is perfectly consistent with the ‘individual
liberty of every Mason.”

He
congratulates Grand Lodge on the .prevalence of poace and
harmony ; and says:—

nity, and whipl;'in some particulars, is peculiar to Utah,
Masonry has ptusued the even tenor of her ways, participat-
ing not in strife, but always teaching those great moral
principles that lie at the very foundation of our Institation,
and wﬁioh tend, at all times and in all nations; to promote

brotherly love and fraternal fellowship; and which teaches

man to clothe and shelter the destitute and helplesg, feed
the hungry and provide for the needy, and.always promote
¢ peace upon earth and hushes the war-cry of hatred.’

“While .we look upon our history with pleasure rather
than regret, lot us learn wisdom from the past, and apply
it for the more faithful discharge of our duties in-the future,
and 8s we go forth- to perpetuate the work so nobly com-
ménced, never forget the lessons of morality and fraternity
so carefully inculoated-about our altar.”

He condemns “Gift Concerts,” thus :—

“I have before. me a circular entitled “Grand Gift
Concert! 10,000 prizes ! $250,000 in currency to be given
away |” for the benefit of the Masonic Relief -Association of
Norfolk, Virginia. It is said that the proceeds of this enter-
prise wilkbe used for the;ﬁmrﬁose of procuring fands necessary
for the completion of the Masonic Temple at that 8:::0
¢'Tig true, pity 'tis, 'tis true, In the language of the d
Todge of Nebraska, ¢ We view with abhorance any attempt
on the part of Lodges or mémbers of Lodges to give the aid
of Masonry, in an organized or unorganized form, to any
lottery or gift enterprise whatever.’ : ;
- “It is & ‘modorn innovatien’. upon. our Order, and sub--
versive of the great principles we seek to inonleate: Let

name. OQur Order is toorold to ¢ take chances.’ I regretthat

our brothers of Norfolk resorted to such a scheme. I foar -

He recommends that each Lodge should secure a suitable
piece of land on which to build, also that the Grand Lodge
should be incorporated4 and contludes as follows :* —

is peculiar and our surroundings anomalous. © must
grapple with the situation as we find it, and ¢let justice be

one, though the heavens fall |’ . et

“Some of our sister Grand Lodges seem at a loss to under-
stand us.  One smiles at our diminutife proportions, while
another wonders why the head of the church is not at the
head of the Magonie Fraternity in Utah. To such we say,
in our Lodge room we know no creed either jn politics or
religion. The universality of Masonry is such that we
cannot, even if we so desired. And yet we distinguish here,
as Masons do elsewher, between law-abiding and law-defying
oitizeps; and weshut our Lodge doors against those persons
who have~—and I believe would agg}ix——prostitute hFasenn’

. for the building up of priestly rule afid power. Neither do
we want, nor do we-intend, to have the history of Masonry
in Nauveo repeated in Utah. We must allow no discordant
element to enter our Todges. : It wonld disturb the peace
and harmony that prevails among the Craft.

“Brothers, let us, with zeal and fidelity, continue this gbod

-work, turning neither to the right nor the left; and I assure
“you that ¢ that Order of Brotherhood which teaches man to
do justly, love mercy, and walk humbly before his God,’ will
live and continue to incrense in power. Its quietand loving
influence will penetrate the remotest parts of our Teritory,
and be folt in every hamlet of our beautiful valleys: and. it
will do: much to. correct the wrongs now existing, and to
redeem our fair. Territory from the curse of polygamy.and
its concomitant evils,” :

VERMONT.

We think the vote exclided by the above decision, was a
legal vote, and the candidate who received fourtéen votes,
had not a majority of the legal votes cast. An'illegal vote
is one cast by a brother who isnog entitled to yote, and. the
vote excluded was just as much a;iimt the candidate as the
other thirteen, We should have ordered a new  ballot, until
one had a majority of the legal votes cast: :

After some speaking, Grand Master Davis “gaid that he
held that when a questidn of right or expediency came into
consideration we should do what is »ight. He advocated the
adoption of the resolutions in a strong and earnest argument,
on the ground that they were right in prineiple, but that a
large number of: States had taken the position he advocated
—some eighteen or more States—that it was the inalienable
right of a brother to lﬁceive & dimit—and the duty of a
Lodge to graut it withont requiring a reason for petitioning
therefor, if the brother was in good standing in Eis Lodge.

“ Bro, George F. Skiff briefly opposed the adoption of the
resolution, i :

“The Grand Master again addressed the Grand Lodge, and
moved an amendment to the first resolution by inserting the
words ¢ that a reason satisfactory to the Lodge be given.’

“Bro, William Hidden thought the matter better be loft
where it has been for years past, and moved to dismiss the
resolution ; which was disagreed to.

The report was adopted, and the Grand Secrolary instructed
to acknowledge the courtesy of the invitation, presenting the
thanks of the Grand Lodgey%refor and decline participation
in the services, because of the ancient usage ang customs.

In the report of the D, D, G. M. for the twelfth district,
we find this paragraph :— ;

* Washburn-Lodge—It always gives me pleasure to visit
this Lodge either officially or otherwise, The circumstance
of this Lodge being located at Danville, the very hot-bed of
Morgan anti-Masonry, may have had something to do with
creatipg this Lodge in perfect harmony, be that as it may,
thera/is no Lodge in this jurisdiction where the brothers love
each other and the Institution o well. The Lodge has done
but little work in making Masons the ‘past year, but what
has been done is well done. The first installed Master still
presides, a fact that I think all Lodges should imitate. Get
a good Master then keep him.” -

The appendix contains the “Settlement of the difficulties
between Canada and Quebec,” and the followi g is Ediot of

Hpon the address’ of the Grand Master, wo make the
following extracts:— /

“During 'the last year, on ap lication of the Masoni
Mmmﬁdn'df Kortolk, T o : i
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organization to address a circular toeach of the stbordinate
Lodges i this jurisdiction, asking assistance for the comple-
tion of & Masonic Temple, by the purchase of tickets to u
Gift Concert. My action in this matter-was not takoen with-
out great hesitation, and strong doubis of its propriety.
Believing (he tendency of such enterprises,at least,of doubtful
character, nothing but the entire confidence I felt in the
brethren who proposed to conduct it, and a conviction that
it afforded the only prospect of relieffrom a8 most embarass-
ing complication, threatening ruinous pecuniary loss to the
Fraternity of that city, induced mo to give it my sanction ;
and though procedent furnished by this Grand Lodge can be
cited to sustain my action, yet I feel constrained to indicato
my desire that this additional precedent may not hereafter
be pleaded to justify a resort, on ordinary oceasions, to this
method of raising funds.
“In August last, I'was the recipient of a communication
\ from Most Worshifv)ful Charles F. Stansbury, Grand Mastey
of Masons in the District of Columbia, enquiring as to the
¢ relative positions and authority of the Masonic Fraternity
and the Order of Odd Fellows, at funerals, where the deceased
had been a member of both organizations.’ In response, I
forwarded him a copy of the resolution adopted by this
Grand Lodge, ‘repealing the law prohibiting persens other
than Masons from acting as pall-bearers at Masonic funerals,
constituting the only regulation on the subject. In this
connection I will say, that having been called on by the
Worshipful Master of Lodge No. 120, to sustain his decision
prohibiting the passage of a procession. of other organiza-
tions through his Lodge, when convened to bury a Brother,
also a member of another Oxrder, I did not hesilate to confirm
his actior” I cannot avoid giving oxpression to my regret
that this Grand Body has opened the door to these embarrass-
ing questions of precedence, &c., by departing from what I
am constrained to regard as true Masonic law, in admitting
non-affiliates or profanes, within the precincts of a titled
Lodge, duly opened, whether as pall-bearers or otherwise.
The exclusiveness of our Order being thus invaded, it
becomes exceedingly difficult, if not impossible, to draw the
line which shall fix the relative rank,dignity and ceremonial,
of different organizations on a satisfactory basis. : b
- “Thave declined to issue dispensations in several cases
suthorizing Lodges to confer all the Degroes at one meeting,
or to consider petitions for initiation within less that ono
month after presentation. My conviction, after long observa-
tion, is that the interests/of the Order are rarely subserved -
22 ’
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by the initiation of parties who desire the Degrees only

when~about to travel, and who have previously neglected

overy dpportunity of uniting themselves with the Order.”
That “Gift Concert,” for Masonic purposes, has been

almost universally condemned. ' We would hardly have
believed that any Grand Master would have sanctioned so

questionable a method of raising funds. It is nothing more —/§f—
or less than gambling, and is totally at variance with all

our teachings of morality. We should practice what we
profess, and those Gift Concdts should not be tolerated in
connection with Masonry, nor in any ofher connection for
that matter. B

'The Virginians claim to have been the first to esthblish
Masonry in America. The Grand Secretary says:—-

« Another important addition presented itself, involving
a somewhat disputed point, to whom was the honor due of
first, establishing Masonry in America. This I have proved
from authentic records, was accomplished by Virginia, and
which required much labor, .and time, as it necessarily
involved a history of Masonry in Virginia from 1733 to
1777, a space of 44 years before this or any other Grand
Lodge was formed according to law."”

One D. D. G. M: says:—

“ After an experience cf over twenty yedrs, he feels
satisfied that inexgciency of the officers, the rapid rotation of
Worshipful Masters, is a most fertile. cause of the; loss of
Masenic interest among the metnbers, and of the consequent
downfall of the Lodge."” *

Canada for 1872 and 1878 receives notice, in the report on
correspondence, by Bro: B. R. Wolford, Jr.

M. W. Bro. W. H. Lambert, was elected Grand Master,
and R. W. Bro, John Dove, was re-elected Grand Secretary.

Wehave also.to acknowledge the recept of ‘‘a final appeal

Sixteenth annual Communication held at Olympia, Sept.
8rd, 1873. M. W. Bro. Granville O. Haller, Grand Master,
and R. W. Bro. Thomas Milburne Reed, Grand Secretary.

In his annual address, the Grand Master recommenda the
appointment of District Deputies, and the adoption of the
system of dropping for the non-payment of dues. Ho
reports that he had revoked the charter of Alaska Lodge,
and cohch?es as follows :— -

“ The good Mason is ever studying the hidden meanings
" of our symbols—perfecting himself in speculat{ve Masonry
—and practicing the precepts of our Order.'! He is the
brother ‘who. can best work and best agree’ He is no
sluggard, but is evor Iiassing from the W. to the E. in search
of Light; by carefu stm;y and industry- purifying his
intellect and rising highe and higher “ipghe “scale of
humanity. He, when reviled, reviles not, ¥or a soft word
turneth away wrath: He can iisten, without being offended,
to the criticisms of his enemies and of the envious, as they
are more likely to expose the weak points in his nature and
conduet than the oriticisms of friendship, and thereby enable
him to become a more perfect ashlar,  He will, by little acts
of kindnoss and of charity, make himself dear to his
brethren and perhaps to the people at large, so that when he
enters upon the Level of Time in that undiscovered country
from whose bourne no traveller returns, he will be missed
—tho void will be felt,—and we may be proud of our
departed brother.

«The higher teachings of Masonry, say truly,—‘Thosd
things that can survive us—our works—our words—our
immortal thoughts—our influences—and the effects of good
deeds—are more to the world that survives us, than we our-
selves are’—~ ' ; ) i

Twenty ninth annual Communication held at Milwaukee,
June 10th, 1873.

The Grand Master -issned five dispensations for new
Lodges. He does not, approve of shortening the time for
degrecs. Wo quote a part of his remarks on this subject :—

“In my judgment, the provisions of the Constitution of
the Grand Lodge which require that a petitioner for the
degrees in Masonry should be a resident within this State,
and within the jurisdiction of the Lodge to which he presents
his petition, for a period of time sufficient to enable the
members to learn something of his gharacter, qualifications
and fitness for initiation, as well as those other provisions of
the Constitution designed to provent the too hasty advance-
ment of initiates, are eminently wise, and ought not o be
lightly dispensed with. It is often an unpledsant duty for a
Grand Master to decline requests of this character, when by
complyipg with them he could oblige somo.of hig brethren,
But a due regard to the obligation resting upon him very
often compels: him to deny requests which those by whom
they are made hastily think he ought to grant,” o

- A committee was appointed to lecate schools of instrue-

tion, and their report, which aas adopted, named eighteen
places at which these schools were to be held,

. Lodges of the United States have departed in this respect

from Ancient Custom, and forno good réason, that we can see.

In his review.of Georgia, he again reverts to s.uspe_nsions
for non-payment of* dues. :
