I do not for a moment believe in the 

genuineness, extent, or patriotism of the 
so-called National feeling.

The Edison Com­
pany have been so bored by newspaper 
men that they have now set their faces re­
solutely against any more interviewing 
until everything is in perfect order.

LIGHT IN ITS CHEAPEST FORM.

That being so, it may be considered 
certain that the rates of payment will be 
regulated by “what the traffic will bear,” 
as western railway managers say. Not 
till all the patents 
icipalities1 supply electric light as they 
now supply water will the article be sup­
plied to the public at cost price.

There is, however, a certain amount ot 
competition in incandescent lighting. 
The Maxim lamp, which is to be seen in 
many windows, closely resembles the 
Edison, and there are .two or three others 
which have many things to recommend 
them. The Edison lamp has an unlimited 
number of dollars behind it, though, 
which will go far to put it ahead of conv 
petitors.

There are some hundreds of stores and 
houses already supplied from the Edison 
offiice. Among them is the New York 
Times, which has at present fifty-two 
electric lamps in its counting and editorial 
rooms, displacing about twice that ваш. 
ber of gas burners, and will aa soon as the 
lamps are ready place some 300 more in 
the composing room, and in fact in every 
corner of the building. I found some us­
ers, here and elsewhere, who said the light 
hurt their eyes, and waa to brilliant, etc. 
There is no doubt the same complaint was 
made against gas.

Яе and his partisans achieved three visible 
and striking successes, and the Egyptians 
saw this, and saw, moreover, the repre­
sentatives of great Powers practically in 
treaty with him. Arabi pointed trium­
phantly to these facts, and told the 
Egyptians he could and would restore 
Egypt to the Egyptians ; and it is not sur­
prising in the circumstances that the 
Egyptians clung to him as the stronger 
vessel. The movement he headed was 
from the first actively encouraged WdCon- 
stantinople, but it is very improbable that 
either the Sultan himself or any of his 
responsible Ministers were ever in direct 
communication either with him or his 
associates. Direct communication is not 
a feature of Turkish intrigue, as the de­
sired effect can be produced without it 
Arabi and his accomplices must be severe­
ly punished. An example should certain­
ly be made of the leaders of the revolt, 
and half-measures will only be a premium 
to future disturbances. They may give to 
Egypt a succession of Arabie. Arabi 
himself should be treated as a vulgar 
mutineer and rebellious soldier; to look on 
him as an Egyptian Garibaldi is a capital 
mistake, and one which augurs ill for the 
future.

The steamer “Cedar Grove” which ar­
rived at Halifax last Tuesday morning, is 
a new vessel and the pioneer of a SL John 
line which we hope will yet number 
many steamers. She was heavily freight­
ed with tea and general merchandise on 
her first trip and maintained an average 
speed of 10 knots an hour, in the face of 
heavy northwest and southwest gales on 
the trip across. She brought over 2,800 
tons of freight, of which 1,800 tons were 
landed at Halifax, and the remainder 
taken to St. John. It is believed the 
steamer will be able to average fnlly 12 
knots per hour as soon as her machinery 
has time to work smoothly. The “Cedar 
Grove” is intended chiefly for freight pur­
poses, yet possesses excellent accommoda­
tion for a limited number of passengers. 
She is a brig-rigged, iron screw steamer 
of 2,800 tons gross, 1,437 net, her length 
being 275 feet, beam 36 feet, and depth 23 
feet. When laden to her fullest capacity 
she draws twenty-four feet of water aft, 
and twenty-three feet forward. She was 
built at Hilton-on-Tyne, hr Osbum, Gra­
ham & Co., is owned chiefly in St. John, 
and was launched in the latter part of 
August. Her machinery was placed in 
position during the ensuing fortnight, and 
she received her freight at London. A 
large portion of her freight is intended for 
Amherst, Truro, Moncton and other towns 
and is of a nature justifying faith in a 
permanent business amply large enough 
to make the enterprise profitable. The 

j return freights will likely be mostly of 
lumber. The engines of* the ship are of 
250 horse-power, and were built by 
Hawkes, Crowshane & Co. She is equip­
ped with a patent steam steering appara­
tus and steam windlasses and winches, 
which are capable of unloading her in 
two days and loading her in three or four, 
according to circumstances.

The Beauties of Protection.
It appears the. sugar refiners are not 

yet satisfied. Our special despatches from 
Ottawa to-day mention a new demand 
they have made. The despatch is inter­
esting :

Ottawa, Out., 6ct 14.—Messrs. G. Gi 
Dunstan and J. L. Harris, of the Halifax 
and Moncton Sugar Refineries, have had 
an interview with the Premier and Sir 
Leonard Tilley. They ask for a drawback 
or bounty upon granulated sugar exported 
from Canadian refineries of two and one 
tenth cents per pound. This would enable 
Canadian refiners to sell refined sugar to 
Newfoundland and other countries for 
less than to consumers in Canada. Urging 
their claims they pointed out that Can­
adian refineries must obtain foreign mar­
kets or they would be ruined by over pro­
duction. Sir Leonard promised due 
sidération.

The declaration of the refiners regarding 
over-production bears a striking resem­
blance to the predictions made by the 
Liberals. The protectionists scouted the 
idea, but they find the fact now staring 
them in the face, and ask the country for 
additional support.—Globe.

than a halfpenny.

The precise surplus for the Canadian 
fiscal year ended 30th J une last is said to 
be $6,225,478.25. This indicates that the 
people have been taxed a number of mil­
lions of dollars more than was necessary, 
lt is also to be noted that this surplus is 
above the expenditure of the year, which 
was $27,153,902.95, or $1,647,670 greater 
than 1881 ! The increase in the expendi­
ture is one of the most dangerous features 
of the situation. With six millions of 
needless taxation, we have a most extrav­
agant government and a rapidly increasing 
expenditure. To our Tory lords a few 
millions more or less thrown away have 
ceased to be of consequence. What used 
to be the revenue of a Province is now to 
theih as “ the small dust of the balance.” 
They have apparently no thought for 
the hard-working, industrious farmers, 
mechanics and laborers who pay so large a 
share of the millions that are squandered 
so lavishly.

The World of last Saturday published 

the following singular paragraph,—
young men were “run in” last 

night for being drunk and “making the 
night hideous with their yells. ” ‘ ‘Guilty, ” 
they said, when brought before the 
Magistrate this morning. “Where did 
you get your liquor ?” His Worship ask­
ed. “I decline to tell,” each replied.— 
“Fined $8 each and costs.” The cash 
was paid. A correspondent propounds 
the following conundrum to us : “Has 
Mr. Blair any right to ask any person, 
who has pleaded guilty to being drunk, 
the question, Where have you got the 
liquor ? or any question which will 
to draw out an answer showing where the 
liquor was obtained ? If not, it is time 
he was so informed and acted according­
ly”

It seems by the above that the World 
objects to the Police Mogistrate asking 
persons brought before him for drunken­
ness where they obtained liquor. If the 
World or some of its “correspondents” 
would prepare formulae for cases within 
his jurisdiction and place them on the 
Magistrate’s desk at the Police Court, the 
poor man would escape the irresistible 
batteries of our neighbor’s criticism. If 
they cannot find time to prepare the docu­
ments suggested, it might do for each of 
the gentlemen composing the giant corpo­
ration to take his turn attending at the 
Court as mentor to Mr. Blair. The indig­
nation of the World over the P.M.’s in­
quisitiveness, shows that it is in favor of 
the fullest measure of human liberty— 
that is, liberty without law. Onr neighbor 
recognises the right of the citizen to vio­
late the Scott Act, of the regulation toper 
to buy as much rum as he pleases and get 
“as drunk as a pig” ; said r. t. has the 
right to wallow in the streets if he can’t 
walk and to he “run in” as the World el­
egantly puts it, but the feelings and “lib­
erties" of these characters must be respect­
ed by the magistrate. He must not even 
say “Good Mr. Drunkard, will you please 
to tell me where yon obtained your rum ?”

speed in all our efforts to reach the poor 
and despised in our laud. Acknowledge­
ment in detail will be made in our Annual 
Report. In a summary form the collec­
tions in P. E. Island are as follows :—

Charlottetown, $178.49 ; Summer aide, 
$43.09; Alberton and Montrose, $34.65 ; 
Bedeqne, $30; Montague Bridge, $20.50; 
Souris, $16.10; Mount Stewart, $12.02; 
Georgetown and West River, $13.71, mak­
ing in all $348.56 in addition to unpaid 
subscriptions $41.75. Places visited and 
donations received in New Brunswick as 
follows:—Shediac, $19.86; Moncton, $60.- 
30; Kingston, $26.80; Richibucto, $24.66; 
Chatham, $23.82; Douglastown, $24.21; 
Newcastle, $35.50; Bathurst, $58.70; Dal_ 
housie, $21.40 and Campbellton, $42.50^ 
making a total for New Brunswick,includ­
ing unpaid subscriptions of $369.75. This 
shows an increase of $340 over donations 
received from those places in 1881, for 
which we are grateful to Him who has 
moved his people to liberally sustain a 
work pre-eminently designed to contribute 
to His glory.

There are now 10 men employed in 
Nova Scotia ; 6 in New Brnswick ; 2 in 
P. E. Island ; 2 in Cape Breton and 2 in 
Newfoundland. Arrangements are being 
made for work among the lumbermen of 
New Brunswick during the winter. It is 
probable that more than 10,000 men 
spend the winter in the woods. The long 
week evenings and the Sabbaths may be 
made pleasant to them by the perusal of 
good books and the evangelistic work of 
onr Colporteurs. Who will give special 
donations in aid of this much needed 
work ?

Reports from our Colporteurs are on the 
whole most encouraging. Many places 
are being visited that have not hitherto 
been supplied with books. I give a brief 
extract from the last quarterly report of 
the Colporteur labouring in Lunenburg 
County :—“ I have been for the last fort­
night in some dark places, where there 
are no schools and in several sections no 
school houses. In one section they were 
obliged to select a man outside their 
bounds as secretary since no person in 
the district could fill the position. Not a 
single member of some families in these 
sections can read a word. Many are most 
indifferent to education and openly hostile 
to any tax for its support A few, prin­
cipally woman, deplore this state of 
things. A mother told me that her little 
girl 8 years of age had no one at home to
