JUST OPENING. MACKENZIE’S Yellow is a favorite color among the 
daintiest summer gowns, possibly from

Lace Is scattered broadcast over the 
summer gowns. All the filmy patterns 
that women have been hoarding for years 
have been brought out this spring to 
meet the demands of organdies and lin­
ens and lawns. No one can deny that 
the result is exceedingly pretty. Lace 
was used most effectively on one of the 
new summer taffetas In shaded greens. 
There were falls of deep lace from the 
collar and from beneath the shoulder 
epaulets, while the front panel of the 
skirt, which was exquisitely embroidered 
in apple blossoms, was outlined by jabots 
extending the entire length. The final 
touch was given this dainty costume by 
the sprays of apple blossoms which were 
embroidered here and there upon the 
bodice.

Muslin sleeves are puffed 
endlessly with very charming effect. A 
new style Is very long, with coarse shir­
ring on the outside, alternated with lace.

A Holy Oil,
The love of the marvelous In the 

thlrteeenth century was not less remark­
able In this age than in those which had 
preceded it. In the old French account 
we read of new wonders in Palestine not 
mentioned before, and of the Sinai con­
vent we learn that*“there lies St. Cather­
ine, virgin and martyr, In a very fair 
marble tomb, which tomb Is so holy that 
a sort of oil from it heals many ills, and 
the grace of God is shown, In that many 
wild beasts, which are on that mountain, 
live on nothing save by licking the tomb 
of my lady St. Catherine and by the 
manna which falls on the mountain. ’ ’

At Tortosa also was now shown St. 
Luke’s portrait of Our Lady, and at 
Sardenai a Syriac monastery on a rock 
north of Damascus was the miraculous 
image of the Virgin, which distilled oil 
from its breast. By special treaty the 
Templars were allowed to visit the shrine 
and collect the oil, which was in high re­
pute and sold for a great price In Europe. 
It is often mentioned in the inventories 
of churches in France as one of the 
treasures of the church.—Edinburgh 
Review.

THE PKR LEY-WILLISTON FISHERY DISPUTE 

AT RAY DU VIS ISLAND.
Mr. W. C. Winslow—Advertising solic­

itor for the Liberal Hersld, solicitor for 
the Bsnk of Montresl and insursuoe 
agent, etc.,—in the course of the wsr- 
fare in which he has been for some time 
engaged against the editor of the 
Advance, has caused » good deal to be 
published in his paper and other» about 
the Bay du Vin fishery dispute, recently 
investigated by Mr. Smith, who was 
commissioned for the purpose by Domin­
ion Order-in-Couno'l.

For obvious reasons the Advance has 
heretofore refrained from discussing the 
matter, but Mr. Winslow’a misstatements 
in connection with it, and the character­
istic virulence of his assaults upon the 
commissioner have been so gross as to 
induce Us to make the leading facts 
relating to the dispute referred to, public. 
We feel quite certain that the people of 
the locality, as well as many others know 
that the commissioner's decision was a 
just one, although Mr. Winslow’a presen­
tation of the case through the press under 
his control, conveys a very different 
impression, and we do not recall, in a 
long experience, an instance in which a 
lawyer had practically abandoned a claim 
on account of finding he had no ease, 
and afterwards resorted to trial by news­
paper in order to make black appear 
white, as Mr. Winslow hsa done in the 
present instance. Here, in Chatham, 
where the commissioner, Mr. Winslow 
and the Mete are fairly well known, the 
subject might well be left to the judg­
ment of those interested, but Mr. 
Winslow’s chief purpose is to manufacture 
sentiments and beliefs in qusrters where 
he is not known, and where the position 
into which he was placed here увага ago, 
under peculiar oiroumstances gives him a 
reputable standing.

As to the facts of the fishery dispute 
in question, as developed by the recent 
enquiry, they are as follows :—

Thirty or more years ago, the late Asa 
Perley and the late Alex. Williston occu­
pied certain salmon net stands on each 
side — north and south — of В ty du 
Vin Island. Mr. Williiton was there as a 
lessee of 1 inds from the Peroival estate, 
and Mr. Perley as owner of the land he 
ooenpied. They were assisted in their 
respective fishings by iheir sons, T. B. 
Williston and Dudley Perley, who were 
the parties to the recent dispute. The 
Perleys and Willi tons, in fishing the nets 
on the north side of the island, used to 
interfere with each other, Perley claiming 
that the then young T. B. Williston, in 
running oat his nets, 
with the watar belonging to him. 
The late “Squire” John Williston, who 
was Overseer, became an intermediaiy 
in the matter end through his counsel to 
both paities they agreed, in 1870, to end 
all disputes between them by an exchange 
of fishing rights. Uofler this bargain, or 
exchange, Perley acquired from Williston 
the exclusive right to the fishing on the 
south or inside of the Island, in so far as 
Williston could renounce or bestow it, 
and Williston similarly acquired the right 
to the fishery on the north aide.

The Williston lease terminated in 1878, 
at which lime T. B. Williston, (J. & T. 
Williston) purchased the property held 
under it and thus acquired all of the 
Island excepting the lot owned by 
РвНеу.

For ten years after his purchase of the 
land, T. B. Williston made no attempt 
to break the bargain which his father and 
he had always respected from the time 
if was made—* period of eighteen years, 
He continued during all that period to 
fish off the Perley lot on the north side 
of the Island, just as if he owned it, 
which the Perleys virtually believed he 
did for the purpose of enjoying the 
privilege which they had given as the 
consideration for the Wi liston privilege 
on the inside.

When Mr. Asa Perley had become too 
o’.d to eotively engage in the fishery, and 
the licensee were to be transferred to his 
son’s name, which was in 1888—eighteen 
years after the exchange between the 
seniors Perley and Williston—T. B. 
Williston,for the first time, endeavored to 
get the fishing from Perley by a misrep­
resentation of the facts made in the office 
of the late Inspector Venning in St.John, 
to which place he was accompanied by 
the present Overseer, Mr. J. G. Williston, 
under circumstances to which the evi­
dence given below refers. Subsequently 
Ioapeotor Venning required a written 
statement from the Overseer respecting 
the stands claimed by Mr. T. B. Willis­
ton, and he got it in June 1888, as de­
tailed below.

Inspector Venning’s decision was “Tom 
has not even a show of right to these 
stands.’’

In order to make some show of a esse, 
an alleged correspondent of the Herald 
says “From the time of purchasing the 
“Island in 1878 Mr. T. B. Williston wns 
“continually at the Depeitment to grant 
“him his license to fish on the south side 
“of the Island,” whereas the application 
in 1888 to Inspector Venning was the 
only application he made to that end in 
the whole twenty-two years during which 
the Perleys held continuous possession of 
the stands in dispute.

The testimony given before commis­
sioner Smith was very complete, and 
while we have not space for very much of 
it, ye will give* portions bearing on the 
points which have been chiefly misrepre­
sented. Respecting Mr. T. B. Williston’» 
first and only attempt, up to 1892, to get 
possession of the stands in dispute, ie the 
following which we take from the evi­
dence of Overseer J. G. Williston :—

Q. Yon had some correspondence with 
Mr. Venning, the late In.peotor, in refer­
ence to the stands in dispute, I understand. 
Will you please produce it! Letter pro­
duced, and read by Commissioner, as 
follows :—

Referring to its “other” candidate, 
the Liberal Herald says :—

The views of the Liberal Herald are 
explicit. It recommended the World, 
the Advance and the Advocate to pay 
attention to the demands made by Mr. 
Mommy and thus avoid a three corner­
ed contest for the Commons.

The Herald has, on several occasions, 
based items and editorials on alleged 
^demands made by Mr. Morrissy,” but 
aa we have not seen any demands of 
bis formulated in any way, it is diffi. 
cult to “pay attention” to them. The 
only thing Mr. Morrissy has done in 
the nature of a demand is to publish a 
card soliciting votes, and the only 
statement he makes of his position is 
that he is an independent candidate. 
If the Liberal Herald knows that he 
has made any “demands,” or statement 
to the public further than these, it will 
confer a favor on us all by letting us 
knew what they are. Then, we may 
possibly find they are of sufficient im­
portance for discussion. If the Herald 
doesn’t know anything of the demands 
it refera to, or if they are something 
got up in the Law Chambers mill and 
put forth in its columns as Mr. 
Mbrrissy’s, the obscurity of their 
origin, as well as the character of their 
author would hardly justify seiious 
discussion;

We think it would puzzle the Herald 
as well as Mr. Morrissy, himself, to 
give a satisfactory reason for his ap­
pearance as a candidate at the present 
juncture. Who does he expect to get 
votes from I Not the Liberal Conser­
vatives, for they have made a unani. 
mous nomination. If he depends upon 
the Grits, they will do as they have 
done with him from tile start—sell him 
out, and after they have made use of 
him, drop him. If he wants to size 
himself up—to really find out what 
people think of a man who can be used 
for the ulterior purposes of others—he 
will noç get out at the last minute, as 
some of his alleged friends declare he 
will, but stay In and “take his medi­
cine like a little man.” It would be 
worth while for him to stay, just to 
find out the value of Law Chambers 
advocacy of his political fortunes. 
The Conservatives of the County 
have placed Mr. Robinson in 
nomination and intend to stand by him, 
as he stood by them in parliament. 
They are not the least afraid of any 
combination that Mr. Morrissy’s and 
Mr. Mitchell’s friends may make, nor 
are thpy concerned to avoid “a three- 
cornered contest.”- They are not mak­
ing merchandize of politics jn the 
retail way, seemingly favored by the 
Herald, but propose to handsomely 
beat Mr. Mitchell and, still more 
handsomely, both him and Mr. 
Morrissy should they be nominated.

Mr. ICtoheÙ'u a ‘"Liberal ''
Our Montreal friend, Mr. Mitchell 

tries to make hie present political 
associates believe that the Liberals 
always had his confidence and that he 
always thought their administration 
best, not only for the country at large, 
but the County of Northumberland in 
particular, and b 
them think tn&t-L 
recognised him as a friend and ally. 
He was in parliament during the 
session of 1878 and although he knew 
that premier Mackenzie waa endeavor­
ing to conduct the affaire of the country 
honestly and well, he treated that 
statesman shamefully, resorting to 
■obstructive tactics to prevent him from 
passing necessary legislation, as well 
as traducing him out of parliament— 
for he had never dared to do that in 
the sturdy and honest old Scotchman’s 
presence. One of the reasons why Mr. 
Mitchell really hated Mr. Mackenzie 
and his government was because the 
old gentleman always treated him on 
his merits. It was one day late in 
March 1878 that Mr. Mitchell was 
obstructing the work of parliament 
and claiming that he wanted to discuss 
his “cow case,” whereupon premier 
Mackenzie dryly said :

“As next Monday is All Fools’ Day 
I will surrender it to the hon. gentle­
man for that purpose.”

It was during the same session that 
the Halifax Chronicle, which has 
always been a staunch Liberal paper, 
said :

“Mitchell, of Northumberland, N. B., is 
one of tbe natural curiosities of the Cham­
ber. There is no member who has the 
general illwill of the House to such an 
extent. It ie a great pity that Tupper 
could not “put” this “Peter" “right” in 
several ways. He is ao irritable, scolding 
like a fish-wife, always dragging his coat, 
or challenging or defying somebody or 
something. Coarse, violent, and profane 
npon occasions, he has become the Ishmael 
of the Chamber, by giving offence to both 
sides of the House. “I demand it, and 
I’ll have it, please God,” says Peter, with 
his fists doubled like a pugnacious school­
boy, and the House laughing at the 
exhibition.”

At that time Mr. Mitchell was 
serving under the present premier, jjlir 
Charles Topper whom the Chronicle 
still opposes, although we suppose that 
its party is so hard np for men to 
support that it would now like ua 
to fbrget that it once spoke of Mr. 
Mitchell on his merits,

When Mr. Mitchell was a minister, 
it is well known that he never cared 
what his colleagues did, so long as 
certain little affairs of his own were 
not disturbed. He might have known 
where percentages deducted from Light­
house and other contractors went to, 
and crooked transactions connected 
with the purchase of old (buildings, 
steamers and schooners might have 
been open books to him. He appears 
to have either forgotten this or thought 
Mr. Mackenzie would fail to remember 
it» so one night in parliament in 1878 
he got himself into the following 
dialogue, which could not have been 
any more pleasant to him than others 
whom he provoked. We quote from the 
report of parliamentary proceedings :— 

“Mr. Mitchell asked for information on 
the Grenville canal contract, stating that 
it was reported that Goodwin had been

In this state of the c«ise. there ie no 
reason whatever why Asa Parley should not give 
this Inside fishing to hie eon . and neither you nor I 
have any authority to prevent him doing so—nor 
have we any power to witbold the License from hie 
eon when he gets the stands from his father.

In order that no trouble may arlee, yon had 
better erase "Asa Perley” from the License and 
write over the line "Dudley Perley”—as by your owl 
statement of tbe facts there can be no doubt of the 
ownership of the stands;and the matter can be 
more easily settled now than after Asa Perleys 
death. According to your written statement of the 
case, which agrees exactly with that made by Asa 
Perley himself, Tom has not evfin a show of right 
to these stands.

The Liberal Herald is patting up the 
old “fake” that Mr. Mitchell ia to be 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries should 
Mr. Laurier become Premier of Canada.

There is a good deal of childishness in

Robinson. A favorite Grit picture is one 
of Messrs. Mo watt and Laurier side by 
side, a kind of combination show,— 
»h:ch has the effect of impressing those 
who see it with the idea that the Grits 
have no confidence iu Mr. Laurier, and 

obliged to convey to the people the 
belief that while ihit gentleman ie 
nominally the leader, he is really de­
pending on the aged and invalid premier 
of Ontario to give moral tone to the 
opposition side of the campaign. This 
is, of course, very much needed, when it 
is remembered that Mr. Laurier, in his 
o vu province, leans on such notorious 
t-easury-raiders as Messrs. Tarte, Pacaud 
and Langelier for support.

The foregoing disposes pretty effectually 
of the Herald’s assertion that Inspector 
Chapman “learned the facts in connection 
with the case.”

We do not think it neceesiry to go 
further at the present time into the merits 
of this case, and have only published a 
portion of the testimony to demonstrate 
the unreliable character of the Herald’s 
utterances on the subject. No just man 
could do otherwise than decide that Mr. 
Perley had been unjustly dealt with when 
he was arbitrarily deprived in 1892 of
