‘mportant Changes in the Constitution---Increasing Popular-
ity of the Union---Annual Picnic to be

A full and very enthusiastic meeting of
the Executive of the Charlotte County
Weirowners and Weirfishermen’s Union
was held at St. George on Thursday,
April 2nd.

Every section was represented except
Campobello and Deer Island---the mem-
befs from these places being prevented

- from attending by the bad storm which
raged all day.

Members\'eports were presented and
were of the most encouraging nature, all
showing the increasing popularity of the
Union, and everyone is looking forward

Several impor-
tant matters were discussed, and some
important changes made in the  Constit-
ntion. Section 21 of the constitution
was changed to read: ‘fAny boat, or
boatman, taking fish from a non-Union
weir, shall be debarred from taking fish
from apllsrion weir for the balance of the

“ad it shall be the duty of any
44+ of the Union, to report at once

Tis-nember of the Executive Com-
wmittee, or other officer of the Union, any
boat or boatman taking fish from a non-
Union weir.”’

Another important change is that ‘‘No
member of the Union shall sell fish toa
boatman unless he, the boatman, is pro-
vided with the cash, ora certificate show-
ing his authority to purchase and for

sea

whom."”’
Also, that any member of the Union

who resigns his membership, in any
year, shall be debarred from re-instal-
ment for the unexpired portion of the
fishing season of that year. The preter-
ence given to the Canadian factories, at
the annual meeting in December, was,
at their own request, cancelled, so that
during the coming season the Canadian
packers will buy their fish from the
weirs, on the same terms and conditions
as the American packers.

The minimum price for ﬁsh\ shall re-
main as fixed at the annual meeting---
namely $6.00

The Executive were empowered to ap-
point as many deputies as they deem
necessary for the proper supervision of
their several districts.

Pres. Belyea said that in a recent com-
munication from Mr. Calder, Fishery
Inspector, he was assured that iz a short
time he would have good news and
plenty of it for the fishermen. This is
taken to mean that, at the urgent re-
quest of the Union to the Dept. of Marine
and Fisheries, licenses shall be granted,
and that the clause in the fishery regu-
lations compelling the weirmen to keep
their weirs open from 6 o’clock on Sat-
urday night until 6 o’'clock Monday

‘mbrning is to be abolished.

The undersigned desire to present for
your consideration the claims of the
Beaver River Total Abstinence Society |
as the oldest association of the kind in
North America.

The above-named Society was founded
at Beaver River, Nova Scotia, on the
25th day of April, A. D. 1828.

Believing this fact to be a matter of
historical interest in connection with the
great temperance movement, and of
value in any study of the growth and
progress of temperance ideas and prin-
ciples on this continent, they very re-
spectfully request that the statements to
which they have here subscribed may
find a place ameng the records of your
congress.

About Bwenty years ago the question
was pointedly raised and warmly discuss-
ed in the press and elsewhere as to the
birthplace of total abstinence societies in
America. Although many claims to the
honor of ‘being earliest in the field in
this direction were put forward, to which
careful investigation was directed, so far
no proof has heen furnished of the exist-
ence of any total abstinence society pre-
vions tothe date of the formation of the
Beaver River Society. The following is

In
every case it was shown that the cost of
transportation on the trunk road was
from twenty to forty per cent, cheaper
than viathe I. C. R. and the smaller
railways.

The result has ‘heen a much
better state of affairs as evidenced in the
election’s of March 3rd when both sides
state that the elections were condueted
©on clean lines, and there has been no
aftermath of protests. ;
The tendency of events at the presen
time is clearly toward higher and better
public life. He must be dull who does
not see that the old excuse that ‘‘any-
thing is fair in politics’’ will no longer
meet the case.

Clean and honest governments and
public men is what the people are call-
ing. for. The ’‘church memnber and
respectable citizen can no longer be
identical with the vote buyer or the
booze distributer. Nor can the political
party which employes the latter rely

Mayor Lawrence is nearing the end of
“his term of office, and the record of his
service has highly justified all that was
expected of him when he reluctantly
took office. While he has not been so
enthusiastically supported as he might
have been, his interest and earnestness
have been felt, we are confident, by the
whole town.

The report of the Civil Service Com-
mission is a sweeping document. The
Federal Government was at least not
afraid to appoint a non-partisan body to
probe into the public departments, to ex-
pose abuses and defects, if they existed,
and to suggest reforms.

Three hundred thousand members of
the nnemployed will not lack real op-
portunity for work the next two months.
The railroads of the United States will
have to find between 250,000 and 300,000
men to mend their tracks and road beds,
All of the managements of Chicago roads
have decided to carry on repair and re-
newal work this spring and early sum-
mer. The wages offered are to be about
the same as last year, $1.25to $1.60a
day.

No matter how much improved
methods of forestry may do fér our tim-
berlands, all of us must admit that our
lumber industry cannot grow very much
beyond what it is today. The making of
pulp and paper is moving inlandy We
don’t ship wood to Rockland, we are
selling it to be manufactured into pulp
to be sent away. The question of dredg-
ingthe river and making it accessible to
vessels of deep draft is not all that is re-
quired, our people must develup new in-
dustries and load these vessels. when
they do arrive.

In the first year of our incorporation
the following appeared in one of our
papers: ‘‘In the matter of our school
building we have not shown due wisdom.
While a good school building is one of
the vital requirements of any community,
nevertheless we cannot afford to be un-
duly extravagant in our methods of ac-
quiring the same. The fact that we have
paid 90 per cent. of the first cost of our
school building in interest, and not one
of a sinking fund, towards the principal,
is a blight on the business ability of our
community, and. the argument ‘‘Let
future generations pay the bill,”’ will
not wipe it out.”’ This was written in
1905---are conditions any better today ?
