“What | have written I bave written.”
To-day, we enter matual relations,
pastor and people, which may affeat
remotest ages; 1o day, we touch chord:

1 pray God
that we may all fully realise the gran-
deur and solemnity of this occasion.

It is my purpose, then, 1 address you
at this time oo the subject of the minis.

And again,
“Paul an quu]e, not of men, neither by
man, but by Jesus Christ sud God the
Fatber”, Then the mantle of the prophet
is God's own property, and he lets it fall
on whom he will. The way in which
God calls men into his vineyard is in.
deed varied. Some have to pass through
long years of mental training, as in the
case of Saul of Tarsus, others he ocalls
directly from the field or the pluush. ("]
in the case of Elishs. But shall we
question the qualifizations of either, or
deny the divinity of the mjssion of
either? God forbid! “There diver-
sities of operation, but the same spirit,”
I preaume, that I myselt, differ so much
from any minister you have nad hereto-
fore, that some of fon may be in doubt
as to the wisdom of your choice, if not
the validity of my calling. But let not
too basty jodgment pass your lips, we
will know “each other beiter later on—
“‘for by their fruits ye shall know them."

Yes, the true minister of Jesus Christ
is & man “called” of God. This has
been God's plan from the beginning,
ever since he oanlled Abrabam from Ur
ol the Coalders.

FALL SOWING.

To sow and plant too thickly is n very
prevalent practice among farmers. rees,

rubs, corn, etc., are planted too closely
10 derive the greatest advantage. Have
the ground made mellow and level, the
soed then distributed evenly and proper
Iy covered. A much less quantity of
seed than usually sown will be sufficient
and the yleld greajer. That sown with
the drill, which distributes evenly and
oovers uniformly, is convincing proof of
this, However, some farmers say that
all grain' will eventually be drilled in,
and ss less seed is sown with it the
quantity of seed will be reduced one-
half, and that this will or ought to be
reduced, for 100 much is even sown with
the drill. Be this ps it may, we thiok,
where the ground is well prepared, as it
shogld be, the seed sound and good,
broadeasting will certainly admit of &
very geeat reduction, snd the yield be
proporiionately greater. There would
be stronger stalks, larger and fuller
heads and far loss loss by lodging.

More care should ‘be taken in prepar
ing the ground and in selecting seed
than is taken. The ground should be
well broken and pulverised, because
much depends on & good seed bed to
insure » rapid and vigorous germination
and growth of plant; also a careful
selection of seod should be wade
. The sowing should be done ss -near
the right time; with the ground in as
proper cotdition to receive it as pos-
sible; for this also bas much to do with
the fulure well doing of the orop. Some
farmers sow almost any time, and are
often indunced 10 sow earlier then they
should siniply beeause they are ready o
sob about it. [vstead of sowing becanse
