A few sentences in Mr. Borden's speech on the navy 
bill sets forth the situation as it ought to be. The bill is 
the government programme. Mr. Borden's declaration is the 
loyal and popular programme. Loyalty by order-in- 
council is not the loyalty of the people of Canada. They 
do not desire authority from a cabinet to be with the 
Empire in time of war. Who in Canada wants a 
cruiser, whose commander haa to wait for official per­
mission before he can assist a British ship attacked by 
an enemy in time of war? Even if we have only a 
"tin pot" navy, it should be British. There may be 
many fleets or squadrons, but there can be only one 
navy in an Empire that is to remain whole. The British 
Empire is not a loose group of allies, any of which may 
be neutral in time of war. which is to say it may give 
its moral support to the enemy. It is one state, one 
power, so joined that neither Sir Wilfrid Laurier nor 
any other departmental Influence shall be allowed to 
tear it apart, either in time of peace or time of war.

The gravamen of the offence is not the charge of 
absurdity, but the allegation of bellowing. It would 
evidently be considered quite in order for the Halifax 
senator to say that the Montreal senator talked absur­
dities. But even If Senator Power had said that Sena­
tor Cloran bellowed most ' appropriately and naturally
the criticism would still have been open to objection on not amount to much as a war machine, 
the point of order.
