The last and most impressive gath-
ering was at Lansdowne House, which
has been the scene of many important
political meetings, but none as h
toric as this, More than 200 pee
among them almost all the greatest
names of their order assembled and
listened to the reading of the Prime
Minister's letter and practically de
cided that they must accept the inevit-
able with the best grace they can,

Lord Lansdowne, Lord Halsbury,

Apparently this
was mere temporizing, The Lords are
not anxious to emphasize their sur-
render, but, speaking privately, few
falled to say that they no longer con.

Premier Asquith’'s letter gives
ground for the belief that the govern
ment will accept some minor modifica-
tions of its bill such as the concession
of a committee to assist the Speaker
in determining what are money bills,
although the government may insist
that this be a committee of the com-
mons only.

THE SPANIARDS MUST BE
LUDKING FOR THOUBLE

Another Case of French Offi-
cial Being Insulted And
lli-treated by Spanish Picket
in Alcazar.

———

Tangier, Morocco, July 21-—A de-
spatch from Alcazar says that the
French Lieutenant Thirlet, instructor
of the Moorish troops camped at
Rousenah while riding to Alcazar to
secure money for the payment of his
command was 8topped by a Spanish
picket. The soldiers tried to force
the French .officer to dismount, but
Thiriet refused. A patrol of cavalry
with drawn swords and a detachment
of infantry with fixed bayonets rush-
ed up and surrqunded the officers.

They beat him with the flats of their
sabres, according to the despatch, and
pointed their rifles at’ him, and thus
dragged him to the Spanish camp.
Thiriet was detained an hour, and
after being questioned by Col.
Sylvestre was released.

This report has not been confirmed
from official sources.

out of the surplus in improvements
and the total amounts paid to share-
holders was $560,000. It was claimed
that practically the same proportions
had been maintained for the past twen-
ty years, and that pow it was time
the shareholders had received some
greater conslderation.

Toronto railway stock has for some
time been rather unpopular because
of the comparatively short time the
franchise has to run, twenry years of
its thirty years franchise having now
elapsed. As against the franchise it
is pointed out that the Toronto Rail-
way Company controls the stock of
the Toronto Power Company, a sub-
sidiary concern, which, in its turn,
controls outright the controlling in-
terest of the stock of the Toronto
Electric Compa the York Radial
Co'm, Met. Ry, E trical development
and by its ownership will he in a
position to re-imburse the sharehold-
ers of the Toronto Railway Company
in the event of the company not mak-
ing isfactory arrangements with the
city of Toronto at the time their
franchise expires.

Rio, Mexican Power and Saopaulo.
The securities of these three com-
panies which are more generally re
garded as “pearson” enterprises, have
received considerable attention during
the past week. Karly in the year there
was a steady upward movement in the
stock of Rio de Janeiro Tramway,
Light, Heat and Power Co., on the ex-
peciation that dividend might likely
be increased in August. Later when
it developed that the figures would
not likely be forthcoming before the
month of October, the trading in the
stock fell off to a considerable extent
but during the past few days this has
been renewed very largely as the re-
sult of buying for London account,
Much of the buying on the Montreal
Stock Exchange was also thought to
be for Toronto interests, and at the
erpsent time it is believed that
very much larger proportion of the
floating supply of stock is held in
Toronto than in Montreal. After the
stock had advanced to around 116 a
good deal of it was encountered with
the result that the price fell baok
sharply to around 131%. Later it
rallied to between 1143 and 115,
The advance in the common stock
of the Mexican Light and Power Co.
followed cn the publication of the an-
nual statement of the company for
the year 1910, which showed that the
company had made very considerable
headway and that with the amount of
additional power it would be receiving
in the near future, its position would
