London, May 14—The American 
note to Germany and the new turn 
which thp Italian altuatlon has taken 
by reason of the resignation of Pre­
mier Salandra and hi» cabinet are the 
features of today's war news.

The firm attitude which the Ameri­
can government has taken with regard 
to Germany’s submarine action against 
her ships and citizens meets with gen­
eral approval here and the question 
now is “not what the United States 
will do/’ hub "what will Germany’s 
answer be?” It la believed in high 
official quarters here that Germany 
will not agree to reverse her subma­
rine blockade policy and the conclu­
sion Is drawn that the United States 
will be compelled to sever diplomatic 
relations with her. The hope is ev­
erywhere expressed that the United 
States will not be drawni into war as 
It is considered by observers of the 
situation that she is of greater assis­
tance to the Allies as a neutral than 
she would be as a belligerent.

The Italian situation Is badly con­
fused. The resignation of Premier 
Salandra’s cabinet, it Is believed, must 
delay Italy's action with regard to the 
war, and it is thought that nothing in 
this respect will be decided upon un­
til the‘ Chamber of Deputies meets 
next week, unless in the meantime 
King Victor Emmanuel Induces the 
government to retain office, which 
step the premier might take aa assu­
rance of the people’s confidence In his 
policy.

London^ May 15 (3.07 a m.)—From the 
report received from the submarine 
which sank the Cunard Lino steamer 
Lusitania last Friday, the following 
official versioü of the Incident Is pub ”

the signature of Admiral Behncke:

“The submarine sighted the steam 
cr, which showed no flag. May 7, at 
2.20 o'clock Central European time, 
afternoon, on the southeast coast ot 
Ireland, la fine,- clear weather.

"At 3.10 o’clock one torpedo was 
fired at the Lusitania which hit her 
starboard side below the captain*» 
bridge. The detonation of lue torpedo 
was followed immediately by a further 
explosion of extremely strong effect 
The ship quickly Mated to starboard 
and began to sink.

“The second explosion must be 
traced back to the igpition of quanti­
ties of ammunition inside the ship."

May 14, 1916—How 1,600 
Canadian workmen turn out 160 Ford 
cars & day will be shown in a 6,000 
ft moving picture film which Is being 
taken In the factory of the Ford Motor 
Company of Canada, Limited. The 
Ford plant is the largest automobile 
factory in the British Empire.

New Ford care are being turned out 
at the rate of one every three minutes 
at the Canadian- Ford factory. Every 
operation from pouring castings to the 
completed- machine will be shown In 
the film. Among the features of the 
pictures will be a panorama of the 
plant and Its water frontage taken 
from a steamer passing down the De­
troit river.

M. Dw, which occurred last night about 
ten o'clock at his home, 19 Coburg 
street, St John loses one of Its most 
respected citizens. Dr. Berryman had 
been In 111'health for the past eigh­
teen months. He was In the 69th year 
of Ms age and leaves a sister, Miss 
Annie Berryman, to mourn.

Although In poor health and grow­
ing weaker as the days rolled by Dr. 
Berryman was not always confined to 
the house but was often 
about the city. During the past few 
months he began to lose the use of 
hie limbs. Only yesterday 
driving when he took very w$afc and 
on bis arrival home Dr. Thomas Walk­
er was summoned. He gradually weak­
ened however, and finally passed away. 
Death was due to paralysis.

Daniel E. Berryman was born Au- 
4th,, 1848, and was the eon of 

John and* Marla Berryman. He com­
menced his education In St John and 
then for a number of years attended 
college In Edinburgh, Scotland, and 
graduated In 1871. Ever since his 
graduation he has practiced In this 
city and Was always regarded as one 
of the leading physicians. In 1883 he 
was appointed coroner for the City 
and County of St John, and conducted 
a great many Inquests, during his 
time of office. He held office and was 
able to look after those duties until 
last fall when hla Illness prevented 
him from continuing.

Dr. Berryman was a member of 
the Masonic fraternity, a Forester and 
a member of the Medical Society. He 
was always prominent In public af­
fairs, as a citizen was extremely popu­
lar with all who had the pleasure' of 
hla acquaintance. He will be greatly 
missed by a very wide circle of friends.

Thé funeral will take place on Mon­
day afternoon from 19 Coburg street;

For years the question of retiring 
allowances for civic employes has 
been before the different councils, but 
so far no adequate scheme has been 
adopted. It is felt that the govern­
ment might take hold of the matter 
and by handling the money and in­
vesting it the plan would be worked 
out satisfactorily. It would likely be 
decided for each man to contribute 
about ten per cent of his pay to the 
fund and after twenty years of service 
he would be entitled to hla allow­
ance.

While the provincial convention 
would give expression to Its ideas con­
cerning the provident fund, it was al­
so thought that taxation systems for 
tihp province could also be considered. 
A uniform taxation system for the 
province has been a live subject for 
many years, but so far there has been 
no arrangement made. With the 
different city, county and provincial 
officials together it was thought that 
seme good Ideas on the taxation sys­
tem could be brought out

The meeting on Wednesday night 
will probably be the first In the 
province to discuss this matter, and It 
la expected that within the next few 
weeks other counties will also have 
meetings.
