For hauling this enormous ton­
nage the railroads will receive a total 
of $1,173,000 in freight rates or $391,- 
999 more than they would receive un­
der the existing rates.

He thought 
some one from each province should 
be taken into the confidence of the 
government as to what is expected of 
each province in the way of getting 
recruits. A Resolution framed by Mr.
Schofield asking Hon. J. D. Hazen to 
attend the meeting if it were possible 
for him to come with the view of 
getting the views of the minister as to 
the precise course which the depart 
ment of militia would like the various 
recruiting organizations to take, was 
not brought to a vote.

Titus J. Carter. M. L. A., said that 
any such resolution should be care­
fully prepared, and that every member 
of the provincial committee should 
have an opportunity of studying Its for St. Andrews, 
significance before it was presented 
for adoption. He said he did not 
think the militia department would be 
willing to afford more information 
than was now available.

"We must make the recruiting busi­
ness an educational business,” he 
said. “In Madawaska a few weeks 
ago you could count them on your 
fingers; some had but little knowledge 
of the war let alone the need for re­
cruits, but as a result of a number 
of meetings there were good results.
There Is ample room yet, and me*i 
sent out for recruiting purposes 
should, I think, work hand in hand 
with the local committees.”

Major Hannington thought that lo­
cal recruiting committees should be 
urged to be more active, to do such 
good work, for instance, as has been 
done in Albert county.

J. J. McCaffrey said that in York 
county results had been fairly satis­
factory. He advised better organiza­
tion in all centres, and particularly 
the watching of opportunities to ad­
dress the people during picnics.

Registration.
There was much discussion on the 

subject of registration in which Capt.
Tilley and others took part. Captain 
Tilley suggested that the revisors 
should be invited to meet in St. John 
or elsewhere and meet the provincial 
committee with the object of inducing 
them, from a patriotic standpoint, to 
get the information which the recent 
legislation empowers them to obtain 
but does not compel them to furnish.

On motion of T. J. Carter, seconded 
by Major Hannington, it was resolved :

“That the local recoiling commit­
tees get in touch with the revisers 
and secretaries in the various school 
districts with the view of having made 
up proper recruiting lists, and that 
they be asked to report at once to the 
Provincial Recruiting Committee.”

For Returned Soldier».
The following resolution proposed 

by B. A. Schofield, seconded by G. W.
Ganong was passed unanimously:

"Whereas so little attention has 
seemingly been paid to this associa- 
tlon's request to the government,
