EMPIRE ORGANIZATION.

Among the problems which present
new aspects as the result of the war s
that of Imperial Federation, the prob-
lam of promoting in some form the
political unification of the BEmpire,
Pefore the war some steps had been
taken in the direction of political cun-
solidation through the occasional Im
perial Conferences, but the main prin-
ciple of any system of political un'ty
—ithe right of the Overseas Dominions
to @ definite voice in the determina-
tion of foreign relations had not
made much headway. If or when the
Mother Country consulted represent-
ailves of the Dominions on matters of
forelgn polley directly and specifically
affecting them, it was an act of court-
esy rather than the recognition of a
r'ght. As for the general questions
of foreign relations the Britlsh gov
ernment hardly took the ‘rouble to
consult the Dominions. Qu:ts natur
ally the Mother Country took the view
that the determination of foreiga poli-
cles was her sole concern; she main-
tained a great navy and a considerable
army, while she felt that the Domin-
fens did not, or would net, maie any
adequate contribution to Imperial De-

fence. The assumption underlying
this attitude was that if foreign policv
had to be submitted to the ultimaie
srbiter, war, the professional nav:
and army would decide the issua.
The great war has thrown a strong
light on this view, which certainly was
a serious stumbling block to the poli-
stion of the Empire. Much
@as the Empire and ci zation owes to
the professional navy and army. of
Britain—and it may very well be ar-
gued that they saved the situation at
the outset—it must be said that they
did not win the war alone. A ci

In this di-
rection, indeed, considerable progress
has been made already, progress that
will probably be accelerated now that
the United States is ceasing to be a
large exporter of foodstuffs. Side by
side with this there has deveioped an
increasing interdependence of inter.
ésis, due to the expanding trade rela-
tions within the Empire itself. But
until some form of political unity is
tablished to give adequate expres-
Ision and comprehensive guildance to
| these interdependent interests which

I do not wish to be regarded
as pessimistic, as there is bound to
be a wide development of business in
the mear future, but when we consider
the effort and energy in the various
lines of industrial activity during
the last four yearsit cannot surely
be made to the new coanditions without
a lull in operations,

Wary at Present.

“When compared to the United
States Canadian manufacturers are
not in a favorable position, and nat-
urally they are wary in a time like
this. Across the line they have about
100,000,000 people for their markets,
while here we have only 8,000,000 and
we are not on an equal competitive
basis, as they have a much greater
turnover and so can carry along with
much smaller profits. If the Canadian
firms went ahead and turned out their
goods at the present price of raw ma-
terial they would be teft with large
stocks on their hands and would lose
heavily because the buying is very
slow and purchasers are waiting a few
months for a drop in prices. T could
not advise anyone to purchase metbal
products at the present pnices as 1
would be doing an injustice.

“Our business is a pretty good

barometer of conditions throughout

turing the same line, except those
having contracts made during the war
and which are not yet filldd, are in
the same position as us.”

Mr, Perry was not so sure that
there would not be considerable un-
employment this Winter, but dia not
think it would reacn a serious situ-
ation. He was hopeful that the people
win earned big wages on muntions
curing the war would have enougi to
tide them over.g period of nnemploy-
ment until business opened up.

Canada he was certain wouid
come out of the war in a much bet-
ter position than it occupied before,
and would attract a great deal of
the wealth of foreign countries. In-
dustrially it had mace great progress
in the last four years, and haa dis-
closed enormous peossibilities. Actu-
ated by patniotic motives, the work-
ers had become more efficient and in-
dustirious, and the test to which Can-
ada had been put in war work would
prove of great value to the country
in the future,

Mr. Perry looks for a great influx
of seftlers from INurcpe, particular-
ly from England, Ireland and Scot-
land. It was desirable that the
newcomers should be of British otock,
he said, but the mavter of regulating
immigration would ve for the Federal
Government to hanawe. Before the
country could really come into its own
ft would require a period of immigra-
tion to open up the great wastes and
to develop its vast resources. “The
more people we have in Canada,” he
sajd, “the larger markets will we
have, and consequently there will be
more industries and greater sources of
employment.”

American Nxpeditionary Forces te the
United States by way of Genmany,
placing them on board ships at Bre-
men and Hamburg, has been submit-
ted to the American authorities. Ao
cirding to the present Americaw ar-
rangemeonts, however, the first of the
American units to be returned in Ger-
man steamships will, embark Irom
the Netherlands, but it is said that
American Army Hoadquarters is in-
clined to consider favorably the use
of the route through Germany for
some of the later’embarkations owing
to the convenient transportation facii
ities and the adequate dockage and
other arrangements of the North Ger-
man ports.

The proposal, which was submitted
by the directors of the North German
Lloyd line wifh the approval ot the
German government, provided that a
fleet of big liners with a mormal car-
tying capacity of 50,000 passengers
should be assigned o wgis service,
and the troops transponted from their
present stations over the direet trunk
lings to Bremen and Hamburg. Over
these lines, according to General Groe-
ner, now in charge of the German rail
ways, a speedy movement would be
practical. The ships would be capable
of making eight round trips in a year,
making it possible to return 4u),000
men by this rowte in that period. As

CHINESE MERCENARIES ARE
EMPLOYED BY BOLSHEVISTS

(The information turnished ‘in the
accompanying memorandum has deen
obtained partiy from official state-
ments and partly from sources believ-
ed to be reliable.) 3 =

In a leading article published on
16th January, 1919, the London Morm-
ing Post said:—

“It appeans that during the wase the
Russian Government was forced by
necessity to import great squaas of
Chinese coolies into Russia for work
behind the lines. When the Revolu-
tion broke out these coolies were ut-
terly meglected i were upon the
polnt of starvat when Tirotsky
with fiendish inge organized amd
armed them and set them to the dread-
ful ‘work of massacring wholg classes
of the population. The Chinese were
promised food and loot for every offi-
cer, every professional man, every
shop-keeper mur
paid as farmers |
kil sparrows by
work was dinect
spies of the Revolution.”

Included in the “Internal Garrisons
and forces” of Russia are 40,000 wmen
described by the Soviet Government
as “Troops of the Extraordinary Com-
mission.” 'l Extraordinary Com-
mission s a body constituted to com-
bat the “Counter Revolution.” It con-
ducted the outbreaks of terrorism in
the Autumn of 1918. They are the
instrument by which the Lenin-Trot-
sky Government upholds its author-
ity and conducts its murderous eater-
prises. They are composed to a large
extent of Chinese, Magyars, Germans,
Letts and Tartars and are distributed
in small detachments all over Soviet
Russia. They suppress risings against
Bolshevist authority with the greatest
ferocity.”

It is reported that the Moscow Red
Guard numbets about 40,000 of whom
about half are Letts. The pay of the
latter is 3,000 roubles per month in
addition to an issue of 1 Ib. of bread
per day.

The Secrctury of the Danish Red
Cross ts authority for the statement
that the majority of the population of
Petrograd, now reduced to 800,000 was
bitterly opposed to the Bolsheviks, but
that the latter were able to retain
their grasp of the situation by he
help of Chinese and Lettish Troops
and armoured cars,

Robert Crozier Long, a well known
English journalist (married to a Rus-
sian wife), who has epecialized on at-
fairs in Russia and Scandinavia, writ-
ing in the New York Evening Post
late in January or early in February,
1919, said t Russians dislike killing
people in cold blood, and 8o are loath
tc 'carry out exectitions, and so tho
Bolshevists where possible use Chin-
ese as executionems. The Chinese in
one case took the victims to a quar-
ry, shot them in the legs, so us to
injure their clothing as littly as pos-
sible, stripped them, and flung them
into the quarry to die.
