THE NEW COAL TOWN.

Feornie in tl;e Crow’s Nest Pass
Within One Year Becomes a
Hive of Industry.

(From the Minirg Record.)
Probably no Canadian enterprise has
excited more attention during the last
few years than the orne referred to in
this article, and in consequence of the
amount of criticism which has been di-

granted the legislation calling this con-
cern into existence, and at those who
were most intimately associated with it,
we thought it desirable to dispatch a
special commissioner, who would have
the advantage of being able to note
upon the spot what was the extent and
character of the property handed over to
this company, and what progress bad
been made during the year in placing it
in such a position as would enable the
promoters to fulfil the very large prom-
isee which were made on their behalf to
the owners, smelters and the general
public of British Columbis, and without

entering upon ary controversial matters
that have been raised, we msay say at
once that the amount of work accom-
plished almost passes belief, and if any
one goes down to Fernie, B. U, in the
expectation of catching this company
napping, they will be greatly mistaken.
It ia only = year since expluration was
commenced upon the’ coal seams, but
practically the operation may be dated
from the time the railway reached the
mines in July last, ard it is only neces-
eary to enumerate briefly the principal
work which has been accomplished since
that time to show that this Canadian
enterprise goes very near establishing a
record for quick and effective work.

Oa the 1st of July Fernie did not exist,
and the site of the town was a vast vir-
g:n forest, with no permanent settlement
nearer than Pincher Creek to the east,
distance 80 miles, and Fort Steele to the
west, distance 70 miles. The supplies
bad been hitherto brought in either by
pack-frain or wagon—the latter only
recently—a distance of 100 miles; and
in the spring, when the trail was broken
up by the thaw, much of this freighting
cost as high as five cents a pound. It
will be seen that under these conditions
little progress could be made; but the
advent of the railway changed every-
thing. The virgin forest has been re-
placed by a well-designed town e¢ontasin-
ing 1,000 settled inhabitants. Avenues
and streets have been laid; half of the
principal avenue. Victoria, three-quarters
of a mile in length, haa been built at
lesst two.thirds of the distance; here
are first-class hotels, churches, & public
hall, stores which would not disgrace an
eastern city, and & whole street of mod-
ern houses, preftily designed, painted,
and each standing in its own plot of
ground. In addition to this,a water ser-
vice has been brought from & mountain |
creek, some three miles distant, and is
laid throughout thes town. Electric
lighting and a telephonic service have
been established, the streets have been
graded anisidewalks are belniphnked.
Fifty coke ovens have been built, and
are now shipping their product to West
Kootenay. A branch line has been car-
ried up Coal creek to the mines, & dis-
tance of five miles, sidinge put in, s lofty
trestle, 1,000 feet in length, has been
built across the oreek to comneci the
mines on the north and south sides. A
screening-house has been built, and the
moet modern screening plant installed.
An electric plant for ventilating, haul-
ing co¢l and ‘mining has been ereoted,
and is already partially iv operation. A
second electric plant, driven by water
power, has been installed at the coke
ovens, and in addition to these and the
thousand and one details which are re.
quisite for mines, the subterranean
works have progressed at such a speed
that more than one mine of “heading”
has been driven, and sufficient working
places opened to yield a daily output of
tons. Too much cannot be said of
the energy and ability of the general
manager, Mr. W, Blakemore, for having
accomplished this quite wonderfal
amount of work in the short space of six
months. The value of the work can
only be appreciated by those who are
familiar with the conditions under which
it has been donme; but it is safe t» say
that neither in the East nor West has a
greater monument of industry been
erected in so short a time.

This is undoubtedly one of the largest
coal properties known, and without going
into detsils, we muy state roughly that
the coal measures are in the heart of the
Rockies, and exiend north and south a
distance of 40 miles, and terminating
between Morrisey creek and Eik in the
south, and stretching emst and west
about 10 miles from the banks of the Elk
riyer towards the boundary line between
Alberta and British Columbia. This
area ie, of course, reduced by the creeks
which abound on the mountain slopes,
and from which the coal measures have
been eroded, but sufficient remains to
constitute the coal field nunique in its ex-
tent as it is in richness. 1he geological
report sfates that there are npwards
of 50 workable seams of coal, varying in
thickcess from 4 to 30 feet, and of these
about one-third are cannel, and the re-
mainder bituminous, the formation in
which they occur is the lower cretac-
eous, the limestone being at the base of
the lower seam. The intervening strata
coneiots chiefly of sandstone and shale,
and as the measures lie at an sngle or
about 20 degrees, the upper workings

¥ | are drained natarally. Dr S8slwyn made

a computation some few years ago as to
the tonnage of coal contained in this
field, and after making all the neceesary
reduction, he computed it as $5,000,000,-
000 tons. i

Ot the cannel little need be said at
present, as none of the geams have been
worked, though we are informed that it
is the intention of the company to proe-
pect these as soon as possible, with a
view of supplying the gas coal market.

Stranded on Gannet Rock,
Near Yarmouth,

And Has Water in Two Compartments—Tugs Have
Gone to Her Assistance, and It is Thought She
May Be Floated—Her Passengers and Freight.

Yarmourn, March 12—News of- the
stranding of the handsome mnew Allan
Liner Castilian on Gannet Rock ledge,
off the cosst of Yarmouth, arrived in
town today by ftelegram from Tusket
Wedge.

Tage were atonce despatched to her
aspistance.

This afternoon Chief Officer McAfirey
and Purser SBtewart arrived here by train
having landed at Little River in s boat,
and driven from there to Tusket Wedge,
and thence to town.

The Castilian lef¢ Portland, Me, at 1
p m, yesterday, for Liverpool, with a
cargd consisting of 160,000 bushels of
wheat and some three or four thousand
tone of gemeral Oatario provisions,
sach a8 cheese, hams, efe. Shealso had
18 horges, 382 head of cattle and 400
sheep. There were 20 cabin passengere,
8 intermediate and 22 steerage.

Daring the night the weather was
hazy and they proceeded slowly and
cautiously, carefully looking ouf for
buoys or other signa of land. Suddenly
breakers were geen and at onee she
struck forward quite gently, the shock
not being sufficient to awaken the pas-
sengers,

It was 3.40 o’clock this (Sunday) morn-
ing when she struck.

There was no confusion and all orders
were obeyed with coolness and prompt-
ness. The engines were reversed, but

the steamer held fast, swinging around
till Gannet Rock itself loomed up astern.
It was just about low tide when she

| went on and when it was found the en-

gines would not take her off, it was de-
cided to wait for daylight and send
ashore for assistance.

The sea was comparatively smooth.
The carpenter reported water in the two
forward compartments, and the boats
were all got ready, but there seemed no
immediate danger. - About five o’clock
the ¢hief officer and purser were de-
spatched to convey the news to land.
They proceeded in a boat to Little
River and were thence driven to Tusket
Wedge, the nearest telephone office,
where they communicated with William
Law & Co, local agents of the Allan line,
and had tugs sent to the scene as quickly
a8 possible.

The weather though thick is not bad,
and it is thonght here the steamer may
be saved.

None of the tugs had got back up to 7
o’clock, but the passengers and crew
will probably be brought to Yarmouth
tonight.

Capt Barrelt, master, was promoted
from the Parisian and is commodore of
the Allan fleet. This was the first voy-
age of the Castilian, which was 8,800
tons register. B8he arrived on this
side of the Atlantic nine days ago, touch-
ing at Halifax and going thence to Port-
land, where her.cargo was loaded.

POOR DOCUMENT

ROAD BUILDING HINTS.

Compiled by Mr. A. W. Campbell, C.E,,
the Ontario Imstructor.

Roads that ‘“break up’’ are bad roads.
Make road improvements in such a
way that they will be permanent.
Undertake road work systematically.
Appoint a supervisor who will have
charge of all the road work.
Make road beats five miles in length;
choose the best men as pathmasters, and
keep them in office.
Classify roads according to the nature
and extent of the traffic over them.
Specify the width of grade, amount of
crown, plan of drainage, kind, width
and depth of material to be used, and see
that these specifications are carried out.
Use clean road material.
Do not scatter money in making trifl-
ing repairs on temporary structures.
Roads, culverts and bridges will al-
ways be required; their construction in
the most durable manner is most econom-

ical.

The pathmaster should inspect the
roads under his charge after every heavy
rainstorm. A few minutes’ work in
frocing drains from obstructions, filling
holes, diverting a current of water, may
save several days’ work if neglected.

It is impossible to do satisfactory work
on clay roads which are very wet, or
which have become baked and hardened
by heat and drought. The operator of the

_grading machine should have instructions

to commence work on clay roads as soon
as the groufid has become sufficiently set-
tled in spring—and not to leave this
work until the ground is hard and dry.
With the money which can be spent,
build permanent bridges, buy machinery,
buy gravel pits, prepare gravel for haul-
ing, construct drains, operate the machin-

Practical Poultry Points.

s

Proper and due proportion of care in
the management of poultry is worth &
whole pint of medicine.

Care means a naturally warm house
in winter and plenty of shade in sum-
mer.

It also includes proper exercise, clean
sni wholesome food, clear water, grit,
charcoal and a constant warfare waged
winter and summer against yermin,
principally lice.

Medicine should only be needed in iso-
lated cases. When a whole flock is sick
or out of condition, something is radi-
cally wrong.

Sick fowls shonld immediately be put
in s place out of pight and hearing of the
rest of the flock, and they alone be given
drugs.

There is no semse,and often much
harm, in drugging & whole flock to cure
a few pick individuale, Med'cines should
pever be given in water which is con-
tained in metallic vessels.

I the fowls have & cold five drope of
tincture of aconite in & quart of drinking
water will generally effect a cure.

There are no living creatures to which
“Variety i= the spice ot life” can be ap-
plied than to the hens. Do not coneider
it an abzolute necessity that they should
bave a werm mash every morning. [t
can be fed with equally good eftect be-
fore going to roost. Make a8 much va
riety in their food as poseible. Corn or
cornmesl is fattening if given too freely;

Manuring Asparagus Beds.

In the winter is the best time to top-
dress the asparagus bed with stable man-
ure. Much of it will be washed into the
soil before spring, and as soon as frost is
out of the ground what remains of the
manure should be cultivated under. This
will make the shoots come up strong.
The cultivation should not go into the
ground more than two or three inches,
and this will leave the surface finely
mulched, so that the air and light can
get down to the roots. Last of all some
salt, or, better still, salt mixed with
ashes, should be strewn over the bed.
This will check the growth of weeds
without injuring that of the asparagus.

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THE LORDS AND THE SENATEH,

The Bun,Thursday, had & iong winded
article, the object of which was to at-
tempt to show that the proposed amend-
ment fo the constitution of the senate
wans foreign to the Britieh constitution in
which the only remedy for & dead lock
between the two houses was an appeal
fo the electorate. A great deal of trou-
ble is taken to prove that the new Aus-
tralian federal constitution is quite dif-
ferent from Bir Wilfrid Laurier’s suggest-
od arrangement, because in the former

the senators are to be elected by the
colonies or states. We are not told by
the Bun why we should be influenced to

- any large extent by the example of

Australis which has been struggling
with the two chamber question for
many years snd with very little suc-
oess.

With regard to the other point this
business of invoking the British consti-
tution is an old Tory dodge which is
continuslly resorted to by men who
neither know nor care anything about
the constitution. Every student of his.
tory knows that the British constitution
is not the game now as it was even so
late as a century ago, 8o far as the pow-
ers of three estates are concerned. The
supreme authorily which was once in
the crown has been gradually trans-
ferred to the people, and it is only when
the House of Lords is used for partizap
purposes and for the object of blocking
the measures of a Liberal government
that we hear of the right of the
Howse of Lords to veto bhills
passed by the House of Commons,
Where did the editor of the Sun or
his editorial contributor iearn that the
British remedy for a dead lock was an
appeal to the people? There is no such
provision in the British constitution and
mnosuch appeal has ever been made. What
power is there anywhere in the consti-
tution to compel the houee of lords to
obey the voice of the people? What
ground is there for thinking that either
they or the senate would obey the voice
of the people. They claim to be superior
in wisdom to the representatives elected
by the people,and aleo wiser than the
people themselves. The only voice that
the majority of either the lords or the
senate will obey is that of the
leader of their party and his will is
Bills that wouid be
ignominiously rejected if brought for.

upper chambers hear the crack of the
party whip. To show how little
the House of Lords cares for the voice of

voters. Old Sarum had two members,
but not one solitary inhabitant. Gatfon
had two members and but seven elec-
tors, The revenue officers, who cast
their votes as the government directed
them, controlled seventy elections. It
was estimated that three hundred mem-
bers were returned by one hundred and
sixty pereons, while great cities, like
Leeds, Birmingham and Manchester,
were nof represented at all. The object
of the Reform Bill of 1831-32 was to re-
dresa these wrongs, yet the lords reject-
ed i, in spite of the clearest evidence
that the people wanted it; they rejected
it because it affected their own private
interests, and because the seats they had
bought would be valueless after the bill
passed. This instance shows the amount
of regard the lorde would be likely to
pay to the resulf of an appeal to the
people. It is only when the party whip
is vigorously applied that they can be
induced to yield to the people’s wishes.

Ag for the senate of Canada if has no
claim to be considered a partof a British
constitution. It is an outgrowth of the
old councils whose fanctions were at one
time executive a3 well as legislative,
and which seem to have been designed
for the express purpcse of thwarting the
wishes of the people. The house of
lords can claim to have been originally
an essential part of parliament and the
barons who formed the first parliamens
were the eons and grandeons of the
men who wrested Magna Charta from
King John. Oar senate is hardiy
more than thirty years old, but it has
already demonstrated ita mtter useless-
ness, to esy nothing of its miscbievous
character. It has been turned intoas

The
proof that Tax TELEGRAPH' is wrong is
farnished by-itself. For THx TELEGRAPH
has to go back sixty-eight years to find
an instance when the lords failed to sub-
mit to the verdict of the people after an
appeal had been taken on an issue be-
tween the lords aud commons.
Even in the case ‘cited the lords
submitted within a few months
after the election to the popular de-
mand for the reform bill of 1831, Bat
when it is said that the constitutional
recourss in the case of a dissgreement
between the two chambers is an appeal
to the people it is not claimed that this
was always the rule. The grandfathers
and great-grandfathers of the present
peers may not have acknowledged tothe
same extent as their successors the right
of the people to rule. Bat that right is
acknowledged now, and lords as well as
commone &ct apon it. It is Bir Wilfrid
Laurier and his friends who try to es-
cape from the popular tribunal by patch-
ing up a hybrid tribunal of last resort in
the place of the one the constitution pro-
vides.

The above extract from an editorial in

the Sun is so foll of misstatements that

it is difficult to know where to begin fo
correct them, If in nof true that Tax

their feef, and when the wighes of the
people and the private interests of the
lords come in conflict it is not the latter
who are likely to sufler.

TreuncEaPE had to go back for sixty-
eight years to find sn instance where
the lords failed to submit to the verdict
of the people. The case of the reform
bill was cited becsuse it was the most
notable, the one that best saowed the
utter disregard which the lords have for
the people’s wishes, But it was not a
golitary case, for there is one far more
recent and aimost equally strong. Every
person familiar with British politios
knows that the general election of 1892
was wholly run on the Irish Home Rale
question. It wason this question that
Mr Gladstone wes defeated in 1886; it
was this question that aplit the Liberal
party in two at that time, sending
such prominent Liberals a8 the Duke of
Devonghire, Mr. Goschen, Mr, Chamber-
lain and othera into the ranks of their
opponents. Therefore when the elec-
tion of 1892 was won by Mr. Gladstone
it wasa home rule victory, pure and
simple, and & declaration that the peo-
ple wished the Irish to have a separate
parliament. Under such circumstances
it might be gupposed that the house of
lords would have hastened to .carry out
the pecpie’s wishes,but they did nothing
of the kind. On the contrary, they to-
tally disregarded them and rejected the
Home Rule Bill which had been passed
with so much care and labor by the
house of commons, Thus it was not the
grandfathers and the great grandiathers
of the present peers, but the house of
lords practically as it exists today, that
refased to- accept the _verdict of the
people.

The Sun’s statement that in the case
we cited the “lords submitted within a
few months after the election to the
popular demand for the Reform Bill of
1831” is a most extraordinary one. The
lords did not submit to the popular de.
mand at all but to the pressure put upon
them by King William IV. After the
rejection of the bill by the lords Earl
Grey’s government re:igned and the
Duke of Wellington endeavored to form
a new government. The attempt failed
and Earl Grey had to be recalled. He
would not consent to assume :again the
responsibilities of office until the king
had given a written promise fo create
enough new peers to pass the bill.

His mejeaty gave this pledge very re-
luctantly, and he made it unnecessary to
carry it out by inducing the peers to
yield. To quote the words of Lord
Campbell in his Life of Lord Eldon;
“His msjesty caused a letter to be writ-
ten to them plainly stating the sitnation
in which he was placed—disclosing the
promiee he had given—and recommend.-
ing that to obviate the neceseity for
carrying it into execution they should
absent themselves from the House dur-
ing the subsequent stages of the biil.”
Thus it was that the “People’s Second
Great Charter of Liberty” was passed
and not as stated by the Sun. The lords
neither then mor now look upon the
people as anything but dirt beneath

TEE OUNARD LINE,

The other day the captain of the Ger-
man steamghip Bulgaria, which had
been in great danger from the breaking

down of her machinery, succeeded in
bringing her safely info port. No lives
were loat; there wss no wiljd panic, as
there was on bosrd the German steam.
ship Elbe, and humanity was not dis-
graced by the spectacle of men who had
the lives of the passengers in their
hands, abandoning them to their fate.
The German emperor was 80 much im-
pressed with the good conduct of this
captain that he sent him a decoration.
British sea captains do not get such re-
wards, for if they did the stock of decor-
ations would soon be exhausted. It is
the custom of British aailors tolook after
the lives of their passengers, and a Brit-
ish - shipmaster would look wpon
himself a3 diegraced if he was not the
last man to leave his ship. The floor of
the ocean is sfrewn with the bones of
thousande of nameless and forgotten
British herces who went down to the
depths in the discharge of their duty.

About the time when the Bulgaria was
toseing helpless on the ocean a British
steamship, the Cunarder Pavonia, was
in still greater danger. This vessel while
on her way from Liverpool to Boston was
struck by & hurricane and became dis-
abled. Her boilers shifted and were
likely to destroy the vessel, but the crew
undauntedly remained at their posts and
after several days of almost super-
human efforts the boilers were secured.
The vessgel was finglly towed into port at
the Azores without the loss of a single
life. This incident recalls the fact that
daring the period of more than halfa
century that the steamships ot the
Cunard line have béen crossing the
ocean not a single passenger’s life has
been lost. Thisis & record without a
parallel in the history of steam naviga-
tion, and it is &« most impressive testi-
mony to the care, skill, good manage-
ment, and, we may add, gocd fortune,
that has attended the Cunard Line.
Buch good fortune, however, only comes
to those who thoroughly degerve it and
have earned it by taking the utmost
precautions for the safety of their pas-
sengers and crews.

The Cunard Line will be sixty years
old on the 4th July next, its mail ger-
vice across the Atlantic having com-
menced on the 4th July, 1840, It has al-
ways been well in advance of all other
lines with the finest ships on the ocean,

At thesame time the
accident may be taken as one af the
many proofs that have - been given of
the faot that the southwest coast of
Nova Bootia is more dangerous to steam-
ships sailing from Portland to Halifax
than if sailing from . St Johm.
Ganneit Rock, which must not be
confounded with the ledge of the
same name off Grand Manan, is I2 miles
south of Yarmouth, and fally 256 miles
north of the Castilian’s proper course.
The distance from Portland, Me., to

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THE BRITISH NAVY.

It is evident that Mr. Goschen has
been reading Mr. Kipling’s version of
the Czar’s peace manifesto rather than
the original document, for on Thursday
evening he brought in a naval pro-
gramme unparalleled for its magnitude
in the history of the United Kingdom:
This week we publish the particulars
of this extraordinary addition io the
naval expenditure of the country, all of
which it appears is justified by the
threatening attitude of such powers as
France and Russia, which are building
navies altogether out of proportion to
their needs. With these two powers a
large navy is mainly a luxury to satisfy
national pride and to feed national am-
bition, France is eagily - the second

naval power in  the world,
and there meems to be mno good
reason why eshe should mot

be confent with that position. Great
Britain has no desire to go to war with
her, but would be content to remain at
peace for an indefinite period. We do
not believe that France has any real
desire to go to war with Great Britain,
but she is influenced by Russta, and has
become in fact an humble follower of
that semi-barbaric power. Russia is in-
creasing her navy enormously, and has
persuaded France to do the same, hold-

another they may be able to break up
the British empire and divide it between
them. This is the true reason of the
vast naval preparations of France and
Ruseia, and it is to meet this threaten-
ing attitnde of these two powers that
Mr. Goshen proposes to build so many
warships and increase the naval force
so greatly this year.

Under existing circumstances there is
no other course for the British govern-
ment to pursue. The existence of the
British empire abgolutely depends on
her naval supremacy; indeed, the United
Kingdom could not be supplied with
food if the seas were closed against hber.
It is useless for economists to rail
against increased naval expenditure
while this great fact exists. The ene-

How long is this mad rivalry on
the part of France and Russia to

last? That is & question which
no one oan answer because there
are many ways in which it
might be brought to an end.

Rassia will no doubt remain constant to
her ambitious schemes, but France may
at any time drop out of the combination
and refuse fo become the cat’s paw of
Rusgia any longer. Indeed there are
already signs that the French people are
pick of a state of affairs which ties them
to the policy of a nation which gives
them nothing in return. Probably the
financial strain will be the immediate
cause of the refusal of the French togo
any farther with Russia, The latter
country is practically bankrupt and
France is rapidly nearing that anfortu-
nate condition. The other day we gave
some figures to show the desperate con-
dition of France in a financial sense.
That country has about seven times the
population ofCanada and its expenditures
are nearly twenty times as great as those
of the dominion, The people of France
have almost reached the limit of taxa.
tion, for the population of the counfry is
not increasing, while the expenditures
are being constantly awgmented.

greater evil. We have no doubt that if
such an order were given and the conse.
quences of a refasal made plain, it would
have to be obeyed. The French would
then have to choose between the loss of
all their colonies and the humiliation of
obeying the commands of & more power-
ful nation. In the one case their "pride
would have to be sacrificed; in the other
their property; and wisdom would sug-
gest that the better course would be to
swallow their pride and retain
their possessions. Such a demand as that
we have suggested would resemble the
one that was made in Denmark by the
British government in 1807, Dsnmark
had fallen wholly under the influence
of Bonsparte and Great Britain feared
that the Danish fleet, which was a pow-
erful one, would be used to fight the
battles of France. The British govern-
ment asked Denmark to hand over her
fleat, which was to be kept in safety and
restored to Denmark a: the end of the
war. The Danes refused to accede fo
this demand and the British fleet and
army were sent to Copenhagen to en-
force it. After a bombardment of - three
daye the Danish capitalsurrendered and
the British returned to England with
the whole of the Danish fleet, number-
ing sixfy-four vessels, of which eighteen
were shipa of the line. It was by such
bold measures as this that the British
empire was preserved at the beginning
of the present century, and a resort to
such measures may be necessary to pre-
gerve it now.

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ROAD BUILDING.

MANY ATTEMPTS AT MAC-
ADAM ROAD MAKING
A FAILURE,

The following, though entitled “Build-
ing Macadam Roads,? ie in a large
measure applicabie to the work on many
of our city streets, and is from ecircul:r
No 31 of the office of road inquiry:—

U. 8. Department of Agricultare:

The ever increaging demand for better
highwaye has led fo numerous attempts,
which are being made all over the coun-
try, to build what are supposed to be
smacadam roads”’ They are mentioned
in the country budgets as well as in reso-
lutions for the improvement of city
streete, and the indmigent tsxpayer,
when his eye falls on the high sounding
name, takes satisfaction in the idea that
he is now to have highways of the most
modern type. But, alas, the attempta o
build stone roads are rarely successfal,
for, while much excellent material is
often employed, the methods- adopted
are generaily derlorable. In too many
cases the men havirg the work in charge
are content to simply deposit the stone
npon the highway, frequently throwing
it right into a muddy &pot, and doing
nothing farther after the materia: has
been put in place and spread. In many
of the towns and ciiies where a road
zoller can be sflorded the officials un-
dertake to finish their work by placing
a layer of dirt or gravel on top of the
astone snd then running the roller back
and forth over the surface until it seems
to be hardened. :

All these attempts at building Mac-
adam roads are failures, when regarded
from the standpoint of intelligent and
peientific road construction. To build a
Macadam road §he material should be
put down in layers, and each layer sep-
arately rolled and compacted. Tobegin
with, the sub-soil, which is to serve as
a foundation for the atone, must be pro-
perly crowned, slopirg down from the
middle to each side of the road, and
them it must be rolled until
it is absolutely hard. A soft earth
bottom cannot esupport & stone
roadway intended for ordinary heavy

travel,  When & road is buil{ upon low:

ground it shonld be draimed. Water
finding its way beneath a macadam
yoad, unless quickly removed by drain-
age, will soon ruin it. The stone used
in each layer should be of uniform sizs
a8 near as practicable. Unless the stone
to be used has besn properly broken the
road can hardly be a success. No stone
larger than 23 incheg should be used.
1f the bed of stone, when compacted, is
to be more than four inchee thick it
should be put down in two or more
layers, the material for the upper layer
than that used below, eay not larger
than 13
readily be asgorted by a rotary screen
furnished with the stone crueher.

A common mistake is to spread gravel
or dirt over a layer of stone before it is
rolled, in the belief that it will help to
compact it. The stone alone ehould be
rolled. Under the preseure of a suitable
roller of sufficient weight the angular
pieces of stone will readily shif¢
about antil they are firmly wedged in
plsce, while the round particles of grav-
el, or the smaller pieces—Iloose, scft dirt
or sand—when mixed with these angu-
lar pieces will prevent their being
thus ground together and compacted. A
layer of very smali stone, or screening,
or fine gravel, may be used in a sepa-
arate layer on the surface after the roll-
ing of the layers beneath is entirely
completed. This will also fill the few
remaining crevices at the top. The sur-
face of the finished road could then
sgain be rolled to make it hard and
smooth, so that the rain and surface
watar will readily run off. to the sides. 1f
this water should penetrate into the road
it is liable to soften the fomndations.
Water is the greatest enemy of gcod
roads.

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IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

BRITAIN WILL PREPARE FOR
ALL EMERGENCIES.

Loxpox, March 9~1In introducing the
navy estimates in the house of com-
mons teday the firat lord of the admir-
alty, the Right Hon Geo J Goschen, said
never had estimates been submitted
under more unique circamstances.

Ahead was the conference for interna-
tional disarmament, while bebind were
the incidents of last November, and
when a comparison cf the navies of the
various countries was in everybody’s
moutn the most striking confidence was
shown in Britieh preparedness to meet
all emergencies.

The continental powers, he farther
said, were disturbed by the allegation
that Great Bri.ain was preparing, with
a particular purpose, for aggressive ac-
tion, but, the minister asserted, the idea
never entered the mind of the gover.-
ment. He then proceeded to detail the
navsl programme. :

Mr Goscnen said her msjesty’s gov-
ernment proposed to make Wei Hai Wei
(the war vort on the northern cosst of
the Shan Tung penineula) & secondary
naval base, pointing out that it would
be a moat valuable anchorage and of the
greateat importance in any operations in
Chinese waters and adding that it was

ropoged to expend £1,200,000 on Wei

si Wei during the present year aund
£1 500,000 next year.

‘'he personal of the navy for the com-
ing year, he said, wounld be incre ised by
4250 men, totalling 110340 at a cost of
£7,474,000.

Comparing the pay of the personnel,
Mr Goschen gaid that while Great
Bratain paid £7,000000 and France
£3,000,000, Russia only paid £445,000.
He could not understand how that was,
but that was all the estimates revealed.

Rederring to ship buildine he said the
coming programme had been framed
after consideration of the programmes of
the other powers. A study of these pro-
grammes, he pointed out, was not reas-
saring. The United étnteu, Russia,
France, Japan, Italy and Germany had
under construction 685,000 tons of war-
ships, or 225,000 - tons more than was
contemplated in the present estimates.
Therefore, this had forced the govern-
ment to draw up & new programms, Ex-
cluding last year's supplemental pro-
gramme, it provided for two ironelads,
two armored cruisers and three smaller
cruisers, of a specially high speed. The
money required, therefore, for the com-
ing financial yesar, wag £550,000 and the
total, under the shipbuilding vote, in-
cluding the liabilities for last year’s ori-
ginal and uupnlemennr{ programmes,
would be £12,877,000, an increase of over
£2 000,000, The total estimates were
£26,6594,000,

For armament Mr. Goschen asked an
increase of £161,000 chiefly for the con-
struction of gmns, but also for more am-
munition for practice, which, he asserted,
was a matter of enormous importance,
as shown by the late war.

After speaking of tte necessity for an
increased shipbuilding vote, he said
these were the votes required by the
present eituation. “Bot,” he added,
“would that the action of other nat'ons,
resulting from the coming international
conference, could make it possible for us
to diminish or modify the programme,
while, of course, maintaining our stand-
ard and relative porition.”

Mr Goschen then announced on behalf
of her mejesty’s government that if the
other naval powers were prepared to
diminish their programmes, Great Brit-
ain was now prepared to modify hers.
Bat, if the czar’s hopes wers not realized,
the programme would have to stand,and
he, Mr Goschen, expressed the hope
that those who were proposing to attack
the country’s expenditure would not at-
tempt to dissuade the people from bear-
ing the taxation nece:sary to calry on
the duties of the empire.

In conclusion, the first iord of the ad-
miralty said the estimates were “eimply
the embodiment of the feelings of a
peace loving determined mation.”
(Cheers.)

Mr Goschen emphasized the purely
defensive object of the naval increase,
but said that,in view of the construc-
tion of her rivals of fast croisers with
the avowed purpose of preying upon
Britieh commerce ard Great Britain's
food supply in the evént of war, England
was forced to build five new cruisers
particularly swift,in order to circumvent
these schemes. He also said that the
four armored cruisers now being built
under the original programme would be
the most powerful ships in the world.

RliGED FRIDAY.

Mrs, Poirier and Sam Parslow Pay
the Death Penalty.

87 BcHOLASTIQUE, March 10—Jusiice ia
gatisfied for the murder of Isidors Poirier
at 8t Canut, in November of 1897, for at
8.04 this morning Cordelia Vian and
S8am Parslow were hanged here for his
marder. The admission to the gaol
yard was by ticket and fully 800 people
were admitted o the enclosure. Pars-
low’s brother and sister watched his
death from a window in the gaol,

The condemned prisoners spent a
fairly good night. They slept for a little
while and then engaged in devotional
exercices. At 5 o’clock low mass was
celebrated in Cordelia Viau’s cell.
Parslow, escorted by five policemen, was
geated in the corridor at her cell door
where he could see the altar but not
his accomplice.

At pix o’clock the service was conclud-
ed and Parslow was taken back fo his
cell. The condemned prisoners then par-
took of gome food and were each given a
glass of brandy. The relatives were
then admitted to take their last tarewell.
Parslow’s brother, George, was very
much affectea.

The procession started for the scaffold
at eight o’clock sharp. Radcliffe qnickly
pinioned the criminals, and at four
minutes after eight o’clock the trap fell,
The necks of both were broken. The
pulse of Parslow stopped in twelve min-
utes, bat Cordelia Viaa was pronounced
dead in six and & half minates. Im-
mediately after the drop fell a disgrace-
fal rash was made by the spectators for
the gallows.

They tore away the black cloth in
their efforts to view the bodies. Father
Meloche upbraided them from the scaf-
fold, bat to little eflect. An inquest was
held and the usual verdict retarned.

The body of Parslow was immediately
taken to St. Canut for intermnent. The
government has also granted permission
for the body of Cordelia Viau to be given
to her friendes.

The prisoners made no formal confes-
gion before death, but in the many talks
which Cordelia Vian had with her spiri-
tual advizer she substantially admitted
the crime. She has maintained in
these conversations that Parslow
actually did the deed while she held the
knob of the door. She said that while
Parslow went into the bedroom and
struck the sleeping man, who was lying
on the bed, stupefied with sleep and
liguor, she was looking on. The mur-
der was planned to be done by one good
blow upon the neck. To the horror of
both this blow was not effective, and
Poirier staggered to his feet. Parslow
thereupon threw down the knife and re-
fused to proceed with his deadly work.
The woman taunted him with coward-
ice,saying: “You began the job and you
must finish it.” Parslow thereupon com-
pleted his horrible task.

The condemned woman, Mrs Poirier,
was always spoken of as Cordelia Viau,
This was becanse under the Quebec law
a married woman under indictment is
tried under her maiden name.

NO PROHIBITION.

SIR WILFRID LAURIER MAKES
THAT ANNOUNCEMENT.

ToronTo, March 10—Ald Spence, sec-
retary of the Dominion Alliance, has re-
ceived from Sir Wilfrid Laurier the
answer of the government to the request
of the alliance that a prohibition mea-
sure be introduced into the dominion
parliament, following upon the plebis-
cite of last fall, .

The premier announces that the ex-
pression of public opinion recorded at
the polls in favor of prohibition did not
represent such 8 proportion of the elece
torate as wounld justify the introduction
by the governmentof a prohibitory mea-
gsure, The record, eays the premier,
shows that the electorate of Canada, to
which the question was submitted, com-
prised 1,233,349 voters, and of that num-
ber less than 23 per cent, or & trifle over
one-fifih, affirmed their conviction inthe
principle of prohibition, and he saubmits
that no good purpo:e would be served by
forcing upon the people a measure
which is shown by the vote to have the
support of such & amall proportion of
the electorate.

A meeting of the Alliance committee
will be held in this ¢ity on Taeedsy to
discuss the premier’s answer.

Secretary Spence regards the answer
a8 certainly & diesppointment, and not
likely tobe accepted by the prohibi-
tioniste. The matter, he says, will prob-
ably come up in parliament and be
pasged upon by the -representatives of
electors, who gave & subatantial majoz-
ity for prohibition.

Mox?REAL, March 10—The announce-
ment this morning that Sir Willrid
Laurier had informed the Dominion Al-
liance that the government would not
introduce a prohibitory measure caused
great excitement in temperance circles,
and the Quebec Alliancejiock immediate
steps to hold & convention at an early
date to take steps to organise a third
or prohibition party in dominion politics,

INCREASE OF TRADE.

Chambérlain Speaks of Canada’s
Trade with Britain.

Toronto, March 11—The Telegram’s
special cable from London says: In the
house of commons this afternoon the
Hon Joseph Chamberlain, secretary of
state for the colonies, replying to a ques-
tion put by Col Bir Howard Vincent,
member for Sheffiald, said for the six
months ending 3lst January exports
trom England 10 Canada showed an in-
crease of one per cent, but if the month
of July is included it would show an ine
crease of six per cent.

To Bir F H Evans, Liberal member
for Southampton, Mr Chamberlain said
it would be competent for any fature
parliament to pase an act annulling the
Reid contract with Newfoundland.

“The Reverend John M Davenport
announces with extreme regret that he
will not be ablo to carry on his church
school for boys after the end of this
(Easter) term., He has struggled hard,
and at heavy loss, for nearly eight years
to make the school self-supporting and
of permanent benefit to the diccese, but
without snccess. It is trme the prose-
pects last year were encouraging, when
the complement of both houwse and day
boys was (for the first time) nearly secur-
ed, but all hopes of permanent improve-
ment were crushed when the current
year cpened with less than balf the
number required.

In Memorium.
The Evangical Churchman of March

¢ | 9 has the following over the aignature of

The Church of England in Canada
suffered a very seriona loss in the sud-
den deceage, on Friday,the 3rd of March,
of the Ven Archdeacon Brigstocke,rector
of Trinity church, St. John, Dr. Brig-
stocke had suffered from an attack of
the prevailing epidemic, but was con-
sidered as entirely convalescent, when
the sudden call came. Owing to his
usual vigorons health the shock to the
community was especially severe, in the
gsudden logs of one who was highly es-
teemed as a citizen, as well asin his
clerical capacity. Archdeacon Brig-
gtocke was pre-eminently a etrong
man, In the management
of business he was without a
rival; method, perseverence, and
tact belonged to his mnature. -In
the synods of our church he
was always a power, His work in
creatin and maintaining the Church of
England Institate in our city, with all
its varied branches of activity, was by
itself enongh for an ordinary man’s en-
ergy. Bat this was only a pendant to
the direction of & large parish, an im-
portant share in diocesan affairs, and a
coneiderable amount of lsbor in com-
nexion with various charitable societies.
Although once curate to Dean
Payne Smith, the late archdeacon’s
theological tendency was to & mod-
erate Anglicanism, He loved =
dignified |church service, worthy

of the splendid building which
he had reared afier the disastrous fire

entirely simple, and its congregation
felt & deep attachment to the minister
who, for twenty-five years, had been
their friecd and counselior. To those in
need or trouble, the archdeacon was &
profoundly sympathetic friend. And his
memory will long be treasured by the
congregation, his fellow citizens and by
the large number of those in wider
regions who appreciated the consistent
devoticn of high administrative ability
