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Cenfterioaery Manufactory.
A reporter of The Tiubunb called at 

the confectionery manufactory of J. R. 
Woodburu & Co.,lately opened in Water­
loo street, and watched with Interest the 
various processes by which the sugar is 
turned into candles of all kinds. The 
building is situated near the comer of 
Peters and AVatcrloo streets, and was 
formerly used by L. H. Kidd as a carri 
age factory. There is plenty of room In 
it for a very extended business to be 
done. Entering the front-door the visit­
or is ushered into the wholesale ware- 
room. Here the manufactured goods 
are stored in boxes and bunkers built 
round the sides. This Is also the sales­
room, and, at one side, is the office of the 
firm. At the rear of this part is a wing 
that has been added £o the main building 
by Woodburn & Co., and in which they 
have placed a steam engine. The engine 
is one often horse power, and was built 
and fitted up by Messrs. Fleming & Sons 
of this city. This engine drives all the 
machinery and from it steam Is carried to 
all parts of the building, for heating, 
melting and drying purposes. The en­
gine room is also used to work the eleva­
tor, which is just off from the engine 
room, and goes to the top of the house.

At the head of one flight of stairs is 
the grinding room. Here is a mill run 
by steam, in which all the sugar used is 
ground to a very fine powder. The only 
sugar used In the manufactory Is crushed, 
which is imported direct by the firm. 
Another large room on this floor is used 
as the principal work room. Here the 
sugar is boiled and moulded into all sorts 
of candy, all the processes of which are 
very interesting. In this room are placed 
two immense iron cylinders, used to 
make those little round balls,in the centre 
of which there is often a seed. In this 
process the seeds are placed in the 
cylinders, the syrup is poured over them, 
and the cylinders are turned by steam, 
and also kept at a correct temperature by 
steam which circulates between the two 
copper sheets, of which the cylinder is 
made, and the seeds are gradually covered 
with the syrup. It may have been often 
noticed that some of these little round 
sweets are rough. This is done by al­
lowing the syrup to be poured upon them 
in a very small stream while the cylinder 
revolves.
or three maible top tables, on 
which are fixed the different moulds for 
turning out fancy candies While waiting 
we saw, animals, fish-heads, &c., turned 
out very quickly and of different colors. 
The coloring matter used is entirely vege­
table. The next room Is devoted entirely 
to the manufacture of lozenges, nearly all 
the work in which will be done by girls. 
The paste is rolled out to the proper 
thickness and then cut with moulds into 
the desired size and shape. The drying 
room is also on this flat, and into It 
nearly all the confectionery is taken to 
be put through the last or hardening 
process. It is placed on wooden trays 
with canvas bottoms and then on rackg 
round the wall. The room is heated with 
steam coming direct from the boiler be­
low. There are other rooms in the build­
ing which in time will be used in the 
manufacture of jellies and other fancy 
goods, but at present the firm do not in­
tend going into that branch of the busi­
ness. The work is under the superin­
tendence of two men from Scotland, who 
are thoroughly acquainted with the busi­
ness in all its branches. One of the men 
is from John Buchanan & Brother of 
Glasgow, and the other of John Miller & 
Son of Edinburgh, two very celebrated 
confectionery houses in Scotland. No 
expense has been spared in getting 
machinery of the most improved descrip­
tion, and in fitting up the buildidg, and 
it is hoped that it will be a 
profitable investment for the young mea 
who own it. They feel confident that 
they can supply the purest and best can­
dies, at as low a rate, as that of an infer­
ior description can be purchased. It is 
their intention to make only pure candy, 
such as the Scotch manufacturers are so 
lamed for, and the samples tasted cer­
tainly bear them out in what they say. 
Some of the hands now employed are 
girls, who appear to like the work and 
soon make themselves acquainted with it.

realizing over 883. This property was 
formerly leased to Mr. Lcwin at the an­
nual rental of 848. There were only 
threc persons present at the sale.

Aquatic.
Two-thirds of the money required for 

the Itennebeccasis regatta has been sub­
scribed. The Secretary reported to the 
meeting last night that he had invited the 
Wards, Bigltngs, and McKees, and Hali­
fax and Toronto oarsmen, to compete, 
and expected early answers. Ross, of 
the Paris Crew, said they would com­
pete. A citizens' meeting will be called 
next week.

Nova Scotia News.
The agents of the Inman Line present­

ed 8500 to Mr. Harding, one of the in­
habitants of Port LeBear, who so kindly 
and hospitably opened his house to the 
shipwrecked passengers and exerted 
himself along with his family In attend­
ing to their wants, and rendering their 
condition as comfortable as they did.

The Ministers of Marine and Fisheries 
and of Customs have permitted the 
agents of the Boston steamers to carry 
freight in their steamers to and fro be­
tween Port Hawkcsbury and Charlotte­
town, P. E. I As these steamers are 
American bottoms they have hitherto 
been forbidden to carry freight between 
British ports, but since the Island has 
joined the Dominion this restriction has 
been removed.

A few days ago an officer of H. M. Ser­
vice, while visiting some lady friends in 
Halifax, was much prepossessed by the 
appearance of a pretty waiting maid, who 
entered the room,

“Grace was in her »teps, heaven in her eye,
In every gesture dignity and love.
He became enamoured of the young 

woman, sought an interview, found that 
though poor she was lady-like, and of 
respectable family, proposed, was ac­
cepted, married her, and last week 
started on a wedding tour. Who will 
ever henceforth doubt the potency of love 
at first sight?—accorder.

Large quantities of fish have been de­
tained in bond at many American ports. 
They are now being shipped to Halifax 
in bond, cleared again, and taken back, 
thus evading the duties. The steamer 
Commerce arrived Monday in Halifax 
from Boston with a cargo of salt fish, 
which were entered, but not a barrel 
landed, and in the evening the steamer 
started back with the same cargo that she 
brought. Some other similar cargoes are 
on, or about to be on, their way to under­
go the same process.
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Murdering Lovers.
The murders for love—not for love of 

murder or of money, but love of tho 
victim—that have occurred recently are 
numerous enough te attract the atten­
tion of philosophers to the sanguinary 
side of “the tender passion." Half or 
more than half, of the murders that 
have been committed within the last 
few months have had the love of woman 
for their inciting cause or excuse.
Smith was hanged tho other day in 
Massachusetts, blessing the woman 
who j ilted him in favor of the man he shot 
down by her side. In another column 
is an account of a tragedy in which two 
eloping lovers were the actors. Jilted 
lovers, discarded mistresses, and divorc­
ed and jealous husbands are the most 
numerous of modern murderers, as 
our columns have shown. Wo need 
not recount the long list of tragedies 
that illustrates this. The Goodrich 
horror is one of the most striking illus­
trations, and shows how love and hate, 
the tenderness of a fond woman and 
the fierceness of a wild beast, may al­
ternate in tho gentle breasts of the 
angels of the hearth. Kate Stoddard 
seems to bo merely a representation 
woman. She was betrayed under pre­
tense of marriage. Discovering her 
lover's perfidy she still clung to him.
When separation was decreed, when 
she was cast aside that he might be 
lawfully wedded to another, she mur­
dered him “because she loved him too 
well to lose him.” Then she planed a 
lock of his blood-stained hair in a lock | 
et she wore, washed his face and kissed 
him tenderly, watched by his bloody 
corpse for a day and night, and then 
took away various articles of his, not, it 
would appear, for their intrinsic value, 
as she did not spend a cent of his money 
even when in need, but as mementoes 
of the dead. She killed him because 
she loved him so.

The latest Canadian illustration we 
have is a tragedy that occurred last 
week in Lindsay, Ontario, the story of 
which is thus told :

The deceased Sarah Alice Hopwood and 
a man named David Nesbit had been 
keeping company until lately, when her 
friends heard he was a married man, and 
warned her against encouraging him.
He persisted in his attentions, saying he 
was married to the deceased, and also 
that if he could not get her a life would 
be lost. This threat was made last week.
This morning he met her on the way to 
the station, and wanted her to walk with 
him. She refused and returned to the 
house of her brother, Mr. Hoopwood, 
book-keeper for Messrs Medler & Sadler.
He followed, and after some angry words, 
she saying, “ You had better go and take 
care of your poor wife and child,” he 
drew a revolver aud shot her in . 
the breast. She screamed and ran =' 
towards the door, when Nisbit shot again, 
and the ball went through the heart. She 
fell across the doorstep. The servant, 
hearing the shots, came in to see what 
was the matter, and found him with his 
arms around her crying. She ran out to 
give the alarm and brought three or four 
men into the house. Nesbit had fled.
The chief constable was apprised of the 
matter and was soon on the alert. On 
his search he entered the Lindsay Hotel, 
and found that the prisoner was in bed up 
in the third story. He quickly ascended 
and opened the door of the room. The 
prisoner made no resistance, and the 
haudepffs we:e quickly clasped. He was 
conveyed to a place of security. The 
greatest excitement prevails. The pris­
oner had a narrow escape from being P- m.

They found him “with his arms 
around her, crying.” Like GoodriclVs 
murderess he caressed the ble d ng vic­
tim. He murdered for love. Some will 
argue that love has nothing to do with 
these outbursts of fiendish passion, but 
they are mistaken. There is no doubt 
about its being the genuine article that 
keeps the matrimonial market active— 
one phase of it. Young men and maidens 
who are indulging in “love's young 
dream" don’t know how soon they may 
be actors in one of the tragedies that 
result when only oneof a pair of dream- 
era awakes.
