He took no pleasure in spending money,
and if he found pleasure in secing the
pile increase the joy was not a credit-
able one. His nephews and nisces,
knowing that the money would be in-
herited by them, stood round waiting
for their portions. They were young
and able to use and enjoy the money.
What was the good, therefore, of this
old man clinging to his-load of gold a
few years longer till death should in-
terfere? There was no good in it for
him, unless he took the miser’s sordid
joy in his horde, and & waste of oppor-
tunity for doing good: Mr. Sears has
shown, by his wise action, that,
although he is notoriously averse to
spending much money, he is not posses-
sed of the miserly spirit that wrestles
with death itself for the possession of
wealth. e had retired from business
and had no intention to agnin engage
1n mercantile pursuits ; he had -no build-
ing mania to gratify by the erection of
costly blocks; he had no curiosity abot
the North Pole; he had no desirc to send
an expedition tolook for Stanley in case
that explorer should get lost; and he had
fully made up his mind as to the dispos-
al of his wealth after his death. ~Was
he not wise, therefore, instead of mak-
ing a will disposing of his property after
death, ‘in disposing of it now? We
think every man of sense must answer
in the affirmative. If anybody.can give
a reason for holding on to wealth, in
such civcumstances, we should like to
hear it. Mr. Sears has secured to him-
self ten times as much income as his
simple habits require, has relieved him-
self of the trouble of looking after rents,
dividends, ete., has the satisfaction of
knowing that his heirs wili not be fight-
ing for his property over his
grave, and enjoys the proud conscious-
ness-of having done a dcel that only
one man in ten thousand has the world-
ly wisdom and moral courage to do—
the consciousness of having been his
own executor. Some, of course, think
that Mr. Sears should have given part
of his property to deseiving charities,
some that the provision for his widow
—in case he should leave one—is a beg-
garly allowance, some that he should
have left more to his children—in case
any should be born to him—than to his
nephews and nieces; but these were
considerations for Mr. Sears, and he de-
cided them for himself. We express
no opinion on any of these points. We
merely desire to show that, having de-
cided who should inherit his wealth,
Mr, Sears did a remarkably wise thing
in distributing it himself.

The number of those who might ad-
vantagoeusly follow Mr. Sears’s example
is larger than most people imagine.
There aré many in this city who are
holding on to wealth that is utterly use-
less to themselves. Those who are to
.nherit it ave anxiously waiting for death
to relax the grasp of the holders, as
they need it, or tell that they
could maka agooduse of it. The holders
have long since settled down to habits
of living that require only a certain
jncome to maintain, and would take no
pleasure in spending a eent more. The
surplus income is simply hoarded, and
the surplus grows larger every year
Many of these people have sons and
daughters, grandehildren, or other rela-
tives, to ' whom they intend to leave the
bulk of their wealth,—in whose favor,
perhaps, they have already made wills,
—and others have resolved to bequeath
their treasures to certain cducational,
charitable or religious corporations.
Some of these relatives are in absolute
poverty, some of them are working for
a pittance instead of being at school or
college getting an education, some are
wearing out their weary lives in a
struggle to keep up appearances corres-
ponding to their just expectations, and
the orphanages, the hospitals, and the
churches arc suffering for the want of
the money that has been sct apart for
them to receive at the death of its pres-
ent possessors. What sense is there in

whereastheywould have accepted it from
his executer as a mere matter of right.
May helive long to enjoy the conscious-
ness of having got rid of much money
that he did not want, and may his mone-
tary example be followed by many
more.
