Manning that the drink trafic is the
parent of intemperance ; that it is a nae
tional shame, a national folly and a nae
tional dauger. It is a shame to our
Caristianity that so brutalizing, so des
grading, so inhuman a vice should not
only flourish among us, but actuaily rule
us.

He allod- |
ed to the work done by missionaries in |
connection with the work of evangeliz-
ing the heathen and showed how it was |
that so little progress had been made in
this directicn. Civilization and educa-
tion was by some thought to be sufll-
cient, and the statcment was made that
it was impossible [for a Hindoo to be
thoroughly saved. He then referred to
the mode adopted by the Salvatien Army
in reaching the masses of the people in
his country by adoptiog the ciothing
apd habits of life of the lower classes,
living as they did and beggivng their
iood of curry and rice as was dune by
the native priests of that country. In
referiing to his own life he said he was
a pative of Ceylon and in common, as
he says, with the whole of his race, had
long been intensely apxious to get vear
God and to get rid of bis sin«. Like
the rest of his people he was not to be
easily caught, and it was hard to cheat
him in religious matters; arguments and
declarations of faith were useless to
convince him, and he was looking for
results in the lives of religious profes-
sors, and in this he had been much dis-
appointed, for he had seen so many that
were different from what they should be.
When he first met the Salvation Army
in the City of Colombo, he used to sit
in their meetings with a prejudiced
heart, and his object was merely criti-
ciswc, for he hsd heard many slories
about the Salvationists, as to the noise
they made, and their boldness in assert-
ing that théy were saved. His heart,
however, was louging and searching for

e, | the truth, and when he saw them going

about with bace feet in the native dress,
and eating the poor fool of the country
peopie, he was convinced that \hey were
genuine. For two weeks he watched
closely, the Spirit of God ftriviog with
him sll the time, and at last he esquired
the way of Salvation, and sought and
accepted the Savivur. He and others
had found that the precious blood of
Jesus Christ was amply sufficient to
convert even the heathen Hindgo. Bless
the Lord. He had chauged his heart
and he stood before them 10 bear his tes-
timony of what the Lord had done for
him. In India then were two hundred
millions ot heathen ignorant of chris-
tianity and he brought the heart-rend-
ing appeals ot millions for Christ, and if
those listening to him had the love of
Christ in their hearts then they would
hear the c¢ry and feel for the heathen
millions and ask O Lord what can I do.
It they were loyal soldiers of Jesus
Christ they would put the question to
their own hearts and then auswer the
question. It had been: said that the
christianity of the nineteenth century
wounld never convert the heathen of In-
dia but that it wopld be dore by Mahom-
medism, but he and his converted coun-
trymen fclt sure that the religion of Ma-
hommed had not greater power than the
.religion of Jesus Christ. Oh! how his
beart: burned when he thought of the
self-sacrificing work done by the Salva-
tion Army. They had revolutionized
old systems and now their work was
trusted to native commaaders, and he
‘was second in command and had under
him 110 white christian officers in this no-
ble work. Bauat Jesus Christ was no ros-
pegter of persons, Ile knew no distine
tioa of color or race, and the work was
being blessed. Strip the heathen wor-
ship of its worship of devil, its gods of
wood and stone and other eccentricities
aod there was quite a simple religion
left, they believe there is a heaven and a
hell, and a supreme head over all. The
cry of the Hindoo was who would show
the way from sin. Of the vast popula-
tion there were 50,000,000 Mohamme-
dans and but 1,000,000 chrietians, the
result of nearly one handred years of
labor in this direction, of whom 200,000
were Protestants and 800,000 Romsn
Catholics. It was four and & half years
ago when he had been converted and
brought to the knowledge of God, when
be had found the Lily of the Valley and
the fairest of ten thousand to his soul.
He was now an ofticer of the Salvation
Army aud a soldier of Jesus Christ, and
that was the sort of religion India want-
ed. Had the people here got this samé
Jesus Christ, if they had they would feel
for tke sin and degradavion of the Hin-
doo, and the promptings of the hear:
would be here I am Lord, send me. ,It
was not possible lor ail to devote them-
selves to this work, but he had come to
the Domivion of Csnada to ask for help
in this great work and those who could
not go could help fromn what the Lord
had given them aud by their prayers.
Thelr. work in India waoted oflicers, and
twenty volunteers had offered to go to
the barning sands of India to tell the
story of the Cross. Who will help to
defray the expenses of their voyage
wkich would cost $100 each. An ofil-
cer's yearly allowance was $25, who
would volunteer to pay one officer’s sal-
ary for one year at least. Would not
five persons gunarantee $5.00 each  for
this purpose. Several sums of $£5.00
each were handed in, a general collec-
tion was then taken up which in all
amounted to $42.00.

The Hindoo comrades of the Major
relaled their experience at and since
their conversion, that of Lieut. Hora-
tula being most remarkable. He could
only speak a word or two of Eoglish
and the Msjor Musa Bhai iaterpreted
for him. He was a Ceylonese, a Budd-
hist, learned in dev:l dancing and all the
mysteries of ‘hat religion, as well as
gambling and other wickedness in which
he was such an adept that he was a lead-
er of a band of 25 men ¢ngaged in gamb-
ling and robbery aud all sorts of wick-
edness. Under the teaching of the Sal-
vation Army he was converted and of
his band of followers 23 out of the 25
had been converted. Iis address in his
native language was delivered in a most
vehement manner, & very torrent of
words issulog from his moath, while his
gesticulations and jumping and leaping
while speaking were of a most extrava-
gaot nature. Addresses by the other
leading officers, army songs and earnest
words of exhortation by the leading of-
ficers present, in which Msjor Musa
Bhal took part and in words of burning
eloguence and pathetic appeal he urged
those to come forward who had not tak-
en & decided stand to come out from the
wotld and devote their lives to God’s
service.

Miramichi Salmon.

Editor Forest and Stream :

Allow me through your valaable paper
to give a brief account of a trip to the
Miramichi river. I left New York June
23, and at Newcastle, N. B., I met two
of my fishing friends. Two days were
spent there visiting and sight seeing.
I have done much travelling on this con-
tinent and in Europe, but never have re-
ceived such hospitality as I experienced
at Newcastle. Camp Adams was our
objective point, situated seventy-five
miles by water from the mouth of the
Miramichi, called the north western
branch, or thirty mmne miles by buck-
board through the woods, which route
we preferred. We started for our des-
tination on June 26, six o’clock a. m.
Twenty miles of our journey was over a
first-class macadamized road, the balance
was decidedly rough; but our long ride
was not without pleasure, as the wea-
ther was delightfully cool, coupled with
the grand forest scevery, which we all
enjoyed very much. We caught sight
of Camp Adams at four o’clock p. m., a
pretty Gothic cottage, painted white,
with red trimmings. The kitchen, 15
feet from the house, is a log cabm with
every appliance for cooking, the great
feature being the stove, one of the best
ever made for camp life, called the For-
est Beauty. After looking around, we
came to the conclusion that Mr. Adams
had made a most judicious selection in
placing his lodge in such a romaatic and
lovely spot. Within a radius of half a
mile there are five pools, perhaps she
filnest in Canada.

The total catch during 13 days for all
hands were 46 salmon, 4 grilse and 70
trout, the welight of last named 180
pounds. There are many flies used here
but the most popalar are the Jock-Scot,
Durham ranger and silver-doctor. The
scenery is grand in the extreme. A ver-
anda around the house enables one to
take in mavy views of the surroundiags,
which are really picturesqe. Natural
springs of excellent water are in abun-
dance. The air is exceedingly light and
bracing, and after a few days one’s ap-
petite becomes ravenous, and is met by
a well stocked larder.

Our party was a jolly one, Hon. M.
Adams, a large hearted and generous
man, superintending everything to its
most minute detail. Tom Adams of
New York, a highly cultured gentleman,
did much to interest us by his excellent
readings. Jack Ferguson, better known
in camp as the Réfugee, a remarkably
keen fiskerman, can be found on the
river at all hours of the day and night.
Bob Armstrong, called by his frieunds
the Irish Songster, did moch to eniiven
the time; he has a sweet tenor voice,
aud does full justice to his large selec-
tion of favorite ballads; and last, but
not least, our faithful guides, three in
number, also our cook, all patives of the
forest, men of splendid pbysique, honest
and obliging to a fanlt. July 8 we bid
the dear old campfjfarewell, arriving in
New York Friday the Gth, with twelve
smoked salmon and one on ice.

Since my return I have received s let-
ter from Mr. Adams, under date of July
17, in which he says: ** Mrs. Adams
apd myself returnzd from the camp cn
Saturday night, after spending eight
dsys, and succeeding in doing good
work.

The Canada Temperance Act.

We have heen recuested to publish sub-sec-
tion 4 of section 99 of the above act, an
amendment passed at the recent sessio: of the
It refers to the issu-
ing of certificates by medical men and also to
the ye:rly returns required to be made by
vendors in each county to the collector of in-
land revenue.
ment has the effect of putting a stop to thein-
discriminate issuing of certificates to any who
may apply therefor, and the knowledge that ii
is not at all improbable that the return made
by the vendorto the collector of inland revenue
may possibly be published so that it may be
seen who issues so many unnecessary certifi-
cates and also who are the thirsty sonls who
apply for the same may have rome effect in
curtailing such applications and hence good
will be done. It has been a most difficult
matter for the temperance committees to reach
these violators of the law, as being armed
with a doctor’s certificate they have been en-
abled to get sometimes it is stated as much as
two or three square faces on a single certifi-
cate, and thus the law is set at defiance by
the three parties interested—-the issuer of the
certificate, the vendor of the lignor, #nd the
purchaser thereof. There is one clause in the
amendment which states that the certificate
shall be that of a medical man kaving no inter-
est in the sale, hence it is certainly illegal for
them to charge for such certificate as we have
been informed they have been in the habit of
doing. The following is the amendnent : —

Dominion Parliament.

“ Provided also, that the sale of intoxicating
liquor for exclusively medicinal purposes or
for bona flde usé in some art, trade or manu-
facture, may be :ade by such licensed drug-
gists and vendors ; but such salé, when for me-
dicinsl purposes, shail be in quantities of not
less vhan one }»mt, to be removed from ihe pre-
mises, and shall be made only on the cerLifi-
cate of a medical man haviug no interest in
the sale, aflirming that such liguor has been
prescribed for the person named therein ; and
when such sale is for its use in some art, trade
or manufactere, the same shall be made only
on a certificate, signed by two justices of the
peace, of the good fuith of the application, ac-
companied by the affirmation of the apphc’mt
that the liquor is to be used only for the parti-
cular purposes set forth in the affirmation ; and
sach druggist or vendor shall file the certiﬁ-
cates and keep a register of all such sales, in-
dicatiug the name of the purchaser and the
quaptity sold, and shall raake an annual return
of all such sales, on the thirty-first day of De-
cember in every yesr, to the collector of inland
revenne within whose revenue division the
county or city is siluated.”

*Neguac pier is sufficiently advanced
Inconstruction toform a convenient land-
ing-place for passengérs and freight
from the steamer Miramichi aud other
craft engaged in the trapffic of that im-
portant section of the country. An
outer block, somewhat smaller than
originally contracted for, has péen fln-
ished, and connected wisth the shore by
a plank walk about seven feet wide, laid
on bents, which will be taken ashore
out of the way of the ice before winter
sets in. We undeistand that Mr-
Authony Adams has carried out the
work to the satisfaction of the Depart-
ment and the represenmtatives of the
County, each of whom has used his in-
fluence to induce the Government to thus
make a beginning in the construction of
the pablic landing places required on
the river.

New Presbyterian Church.

The dedication of the new Presbyte-
rian Church at Campbeliton took place
on Sunday morning last, Rev. Dr. Mc-
Rae preaching the dedicatoty sermon,
Rev..O. Brown is the minister in charge
of this coogregation. The following
description of the church was published
in the ADVOCATE some time ago and we
reproduce it. Size 68x62. The chur:h
is in the form of a cross, with four
gables, the main entrance being in the
base of the tower supporting the steeple
and spire, and which is placed iu the
angle of the gables in frong facing west
and north. There is also & porch and
entrance door st the opposite front
coraer. The ceiling is left open with
the trusses and beams open to view, be-
ing diagoually arched from each coraer.
The church is lighted by large gothic
windows, 10x18 feet, there being one in
each of the gable ends. A-gallery ex-
tends across the west end about twelve
feet in depth. The steeple and spiie
makes a very neat appearance in its weil
proportioned details and the whole
building presents a handsome appear-
ance. The foundation is of stone. Mr.
Jobn Andrew, of Campbellton was the
contractor for the erection and comple-
tion of the building and we should
judge from what we have seen of this
specimén of church architectare that
he has completed his contract in a mosi
creditable and workmaulike manner.

May all those who have listened
to his earnest appeals be as well prepar-
ed for the end.

The Moacton Times gives the follow-
ing information in reference to the Rev.
Mr. Rassell :—

A year ago Mr. Russell was attacked
by illness which conflaed him to tbe
house for several months, but his health
was then so far restored as to enable
him to resume his pastoral daties, and
the news of his death will be a shock to
very many friends ia Nova Scotia as
as Lo those in New Brauswick. Mr.
Rassell was a nafive of the town of
Elgin, Scotlaud, and came to this coun-
Lry more than 36 years ago. For some
time he was enzaged in very useful
work as a school teacaer ic Middle
Musquodoboit.

Ceroner’s Inquest.

At the coroner’s inquest held before
Dr. Smith, coron>r, on the death of Si-
mon Voteau, the jury brought ia the
following verdict :—

*“ We tind that Simon Voteau, the de-
ceased, came tu his death by falling
from a haud-car and striking ‘his head
dgainst a rail, the hand-car havlug been
thrnwn from ihe'track by a stone which
had been carelessly left on the rail by
one Peter Bouchey, a stone he had

been using to drive a wedge in his ham-
wer-handie.

And we exonerate officials, and the
other working men from all blame in
the matter.”

The deceased, who was from Rogers-
ville, was the father of sevea children.
le was killed by being thrown from a
hand-car about 1§ miles from Newcastie
Station on the I. C. R. towards the
bridges. Peter Bouchey bad been using
a stone about an .inch thick abd four
inches cquare to drive a wedge into the
handle of 8 hammer. Being in a hurry
he dropped the stone, which seems to
have fallen on the rail. Voteau's skuil
was fractured and he lived only about an
hour after the accident but did not re-
gain coneciousness. The jury made no
mention of Bouchey’s name in thelr first
verdict, but the coroner, Dr. Smith, in-
sisted on their bringing in such a ver-
dict as the evidence warranted so as to
make public the name of the party
through whose thoughtlessness a life
had been destroyed, and informed them
that he would accept no other. He
commented severely on Bouch' +y's care-
lessness. - The jurymen then recoumder-
ed the matter and brought in a verdict
as above.

Commenting oa a receni speech
made by the Minister of Agriculture,
the Boronuto Mail says:

Mr. Drory, the Provincial Minis-
ter of Agriculture, in his speech be-
fore the Farme:’s Institute at Kiogs-
ton, made some timely and vointed
remarks with reference to tie indis-
position of farmers’ sons to foillow
the profession of their fathers. No
calling is more honorable than that
of agriculture ; no occupatlion more
irdependent.  Yet there is none
tbai those who are born in it are
more 1eady to desert. To the
residents of cilies avd towaos ‘the
phenomeren is irexplicable. Bat
wben one stops to cousider the mis-
taken iwpressions that are afloat
with regard to the lives of profes-
sional men and artisaps, it is not so
very wonderful, The farmer’s son,
aud perhaps the farmer himself,
iabors under the belief that life in the
great ciiy is necesarily a life of ease.
The hoors of labor are comparative-
ly short, the opporiunities for plea-
surc are many, the comforts of
existepce dre within easy call.
Then, there arc the huge mansions.
These betoken the possession of
wealth which is altogeiber out of the
reach of the farmers.

The idea. however, is largely a
delusion, Were the artisan .or the
professional man asked if he would
excbange with the farmer, it is high-
ly probable that, viewing iife from a
city point of view, he would jump at
the opportanity. The morai to be
drawn from this is that urban life
bas its discouragements and its in-
conveniences. Inihe higher or pro-
fessional departments, to begin wi:h,
the prizes are exceedingly few. The
belief that tljey are numerous and
easily acquited arises from the cic-
cumstunce that the successes alone
are recorded. Were the fuilures an-
nounced tbe result would be startling
in the cxtreme. Their tabulation
would go aloog way towards die-
pelling the illusions surrounding
professional life, which are givivg us
more lawyers and more doctors than
there is work for, Nor are the suc-
cesses produced in any other way
tban by the hardest 6f mental labor.
It is very certain that the really suc-
cessful lawyers in Canada know lit-
tie of rest, From early morning un-
til well into the night they must be
at tbeir work. Medical men are not
less busily engaged, and iu is' a mat-

HORSE TILLAGE VS. HAND
TILLAGE.

Every faimer knows that he can
do better wotk in the way of killing
weeds and stirring the soil among so-
called hoed crops with a horse and
caltivator than he can possibly do
with a hoe. A" fieid can he gone
over twice with & horse ia.the time
it would take to go over it once wilh
a boe, acd at much less cost. Ire-
quent tillage is of great imporiacce
acd the best work should be done
nesr the plan's, This makes, it im-
portant that the planting be doue with
care atd accuracy in order that the
rows may be straight. Then the cul-
tivator can be run close to the rows,
and the fresh earth turned right up to
the plants as weil asif d ne by hand.
If rows are not of an even gauge
throughout the cultivaiion ¢an not be
pei fect

Tte man who can tend Lis crop
and do it well, by horse power, pos-
sesses a great advantsge over tbe
one who Las to go over his field with
tic boe. He gels a beuter crop at
ess cost. The mun who depends
upon the hoe is the one who com-
piains that farming doves not pay
I'he first thiug in order is to hawe
the giound -in the best possible con-
d:t'on for planting ; that is, prepaie
a good seed bed, many good planters
claim that by thorouguly stirring the
ground vefure the seed is put in halt
the cultivating is done before the
crop is planted. Then as soon as
the po!a‘oss appear above tie ground
barrow and cross harrow the surface
with a light drag. This wili k1l the
first crop of weuds before ttey have
fairly started. Nature here comes
to the aid of tha planter, for the
weed seeds: germinate s0 near tue
surface apd are withal so . tender
that a slight disturbance of the soil
is certain to kil them, while the
potato plants are already well root-
ed and can sarely withsiaadl the
movemenrs of the drag. Tais pro-
cess should be contiaved abghort
interval!s uatil the crop is four or
five inches high, when a good culti
vator shou'd be used. Geuting close
to the plants is very important in
the early tillage, but later, when the
roots bhave spiead betwecen the rows,
the tillsge chould be nariower as
well as shailower. This plan of
borse tillage, if well cacried out will
bring the bes: results from the crop
and save tim: atd money for the
farmer.

MAKING CREAM CHURN
EASILY.

A lady f.iend, an experienced and
successful busiter maker, thus ex-
plains how sle makes the batter
come quickly as cold wealher ap-
proaches: * She Kkeeps the cream
crock in the cellar as cool as possi-
bile, and as the natural resuit it is
too cool for good butter making. If
tbe cream is directly Leated over the
fire it is apt 1o make sofl buttier, as
every housewife knoows. What she
does is to take a quart ora little
more of sweet milk, beat it quickly
over the fire, and then mix 1t with
the cream already in the churs, add-
ing enough to bricg it up to the
right temperature. The butter
comes very quickly by this method,
and is not made soft late in the sea-
son. -1t is not a plan sa well adapt-
ed to butter making in hot weather,
i for then the cream, unless kept on
lice, usually peeds no warming.
i Some use hot water instead of miik,
{ but the advantages of the latter is
that the warm, sweet'milk rmparts a

better flavor to the butler and great-
{1y improves- the buttermilk, besides,
{ of ccurse, making more of it.

| There is probably only a very
i small increase of but er that comes
[directly from the heated sweet milk.
| Possioly this furnishes no butter;
| but'it does svparate the batter par-
[ ticles more perfectly from the cream
{than is possibie otherwise, The
|yield of cteam and butter from milk
ichould under most circumstances

| the milk as the smoant of tr e butter
{is lessened. A farrow cow five or|
{six months afier emlving -gives less
{ but richer milk than she does at first.
(Buat what avails this (o the butter |

'it is enclosed. Adding warm sweet
(milk seems to euntirely remove this

A well fenced barnvard is
a mnecessity on all stecek aod dsiry
farme, S‘'ray stock can bhe kept out
of mischief, and in time of severe
w-mistorms when pasture fences are
hlown down, caitle can be enclosed
<afe  within the barnysrd, until
fer.ces can be repaired.

The wire lesce with board on top,
is probubly tbe best stock fence,
but barb wire alooe makes very poor
pasture fence. - There are some
patent ruil and wire fepces, which
are vere easily constructed, strong
and eflective, but it is weil to inves-
ligate the genuineness of the patent
before buying the right to build
patent fences. The panel ferce ie
the best smovable-fence, and where
grain fields spd meadows are used
part of the time for pasture, it is far
ahead of any other fence. The old-
fashioned zigzag rail fence is very
expentive, and cecupies a great deal
of jand, yet more of that ience is
ruily thun any other.  Z gzay fences
are the brecding grouuds of roxious
wecds and briars, and are continual-
ly tumbling down.

REMEDY FOR CURRANT
WORMS,

The carrent worw is a good thivg !
Those who neglect their bushes get
no currapis worth picging, asd it
gives those who grow for markeln
chance 1o get fuwr prices. Tbou-
sand's of farmers either buy currants
or dispense with that heal hiest of
tusuries —currant jslly.  Properly
cultivated bushes grow so luxuriant-
ly acd produce such & mass of large
leaves that it i3 en easy ma'ter to
prevent the currant caterpiliars from
doing auy seridus .damage. The
true remedy is powdered white
belieboere, 'to be had from druggists.

Oa about 20,000 bushes iast year
we u-ed foriy pounds cf hellebore.
Tuis 18 at the rate of about an ounce
to every thirty-iwo bushes. Every
bush bLad a Little bellebore,<hut if
there was no sign of worms oaly the
slightest shake of the box was given
in passing. Some of the bushes
where the caterpillars kad com-
menced their work of destruciion
were carefully dusted-all over. This
takes mo:e'time and more hel'ehore,
bat the cost is nothing as“compared
with the beaefit. Ior dusting on
the heliebore we use an old baking
powder tin box, Punch holes in the
top large enough to let the powder
come through freely—say about the
size of a piu’s head, Oae, of cur
neighbors, who has one thousand
bushes, mixes two pounds of fluur
with a pound of hellebore, and he
kept his bushes last year free fiom
calerpiilars with less than-a pound
of hellebore. It is better to dust
the bushes oa a siill ‘merning while
thedew is on the leaves. But the
point of greatest importance is 1o
dust the busbes the - first moment
therz are any signs of the worms.
And the next thingis-to keep a close
watch, and if any worms have escap-
ed or new ones hatched ovt, go over
the bushes again, and stick to it till
they are absolutely free from the
pest.—AMERICAN AGRICULTURIST.
