IRISH NEWS.

Irisa News AGENOCY,

It was. hoped against hope that when |

Parliament met the Government would
announce their determination to take
some really effective measures against the
party. Day after day passed,
however, and fothing more was obtained
than common-place generalities and slight
snubs to the most outrageous offenders,
like Mr. Johnstone, of lykilbleg. It
was felt then that the policy of the Glad-
storte Cabinet was still to be that of giving
Lord Spencer free hand to oppress the
Nationalists and encourage the Orange-
men as he might think proper. It was
thought desirable, under such circum-
stances, as the Government ap de-
termined not to hear, that the most forci-
ble means should be t&ken to bring home
to their minds the fact that hatred of tbe
Spencer regime in Ireland is the o’er-
powering passion of the Irish people at
the present hour. There was at first an
idea that the number might be so even
between the two Parties as to make the
Division a close one, and one which would
reduce the majority of the Government
to a point that would make them weak
and, therefore, dependent on the Irish
Party. It speaks well for the harmony
of the active Irish” members that the
meeting of that Party at which the ques-
tion was finally discussed was brief, hearty
practical, and unanimous, so that when
the resolution to oppose the Government
ut, there was no necessity for a
Division. The manifestations of public
opinion in Ireland which have been made
he |up to the present, show, that in thua
striking at the Government the Irish
Party represented opinions and dominant
sentiments of their people.

One of the arguments which was put
forward at the meeting of the Party in
favour of voting against the Government,
was that it would afford an opportunity
of testing the real opinions of the iominal
Home Rultrs, and the result has been in
some most satisfactory. The fol-
lowing figures are very well worthy of
consideration :—

NorwaLk, Ohio, March 13.—Mrs.

But
there are many who, in their eagerness to
see their fortunes made by Government
interposition, are ready to follow uny wili
of the wisp. This is the last grdnd Gov-
ernment scheme in which even the most
gullible in this Province or Nova Scotia
can put faith as means of bringing us the
much coveted trade of tho west. It will
be well for the country to haye it tried
before the next general election.

It is understood that the C. P. R. peo-
ple are prompting the opposition to the
Grand Trunk bill. They either want to
get revenge for thé opposition made by
the Grand Trunk to the thirty million
steal, or they desire to force the Grand
Trunk to promise that it will not hereafter
do anything to prevent the success of
their efforts to sell stock or to negotiate
loans in the London market. There were
some things in the bill that seemed ob-
jectionable, and which Parliament should,
perhaps, change, but it is possible to
make the bill worthless under pretence of
amending it. The employment of Sir C.
Tupper and Mr. Mitchell to lead the op-
position would have been a mistake if
Parliament were not so completely under
the syndicate’s control that they think it
unnecessary to pay the slightest respect
to appearances,

The delay in paseing the bill to save
Sir C. Tapper from the infliction of the
penalties he has incurred by violating the
Independance of Parliament Act, and for
making him a member of Parliament
without being elected, indicates that even
in the Tory ranks there were some un-
willing to join in the perpetration of so
great an outrage on parliamentary law
and constitutional principle. Rumor says
that at ajcaucus of the Tory members it
was agreed to support Sir John in this
measure, and to vote against the bill to
repeal the Liquor License Act introduced
by Mr. Houde, who appears to be the
one really independent Blew in the House
of Commons. No one now pretends that
this Dominion Li Act is Vs
or that the attempt to enforce.it can have
any other réenlt than to throw the coun-
try into confusion. The Msyor of St.
John has the same right to issue tavern
and other licenses that ever he had, and
80 have the other persons or bodies au-
thorised by Provincial statutes to regulate
this traffic within the cities and counties.
Not one of all the Provinces is willing to
submit to Dominion interference in this
matter, and there is room at least to
doubt whether the Dominion has power
to say who shall or who shall not keep a
tavern. Concurrent power is all that is
now claimed for the Dominion

Bat Sir John believes he is a great con.
stitutlonal lawyer, and has long felt as
proud of being so reputed as he did of
being se clever a tactician and so success-
ful a party leader. At a famous meeting
held in Ontario he told his admirers that
he had given many opinions on constitn-
tional questions and every one of them
had proved sound ; and on his reputation
as a constitutional lawyer he assured
them that the Ontario license law, known
as the Crooks Act, was not worth the pa-
per on which it was printed. His reputa-
tion as a constitutional lawyer has been
badly shattered by the decision of the

home.  Swift as the arrows of light, that
prayer and that spirit have sped over the
face of the earth. By many a weary league
of shore and sea, in tropic climes and¥ice-
bound continents, by hill and dale, in hut
and palace,— ‘rom the rising of the sun
even to the going down thereof’—shall
Irish Catholics to-day clasp hands and ring
the world around with prayer and remem-
brance. We are here to make a link in
that chain, to join our voices in that prayer,
to live a while in those memories. With
the millions of onr people we tgrn ounr eyes
sowards Ezin. Back through the mists of
years—years of sunshine and of sorrow—we
look and see her as she was with the first
dawn of a new glory breaking upon her.
The fire of Christianity Las been kindled on
the H1l of Tara; our glorious Apostle has
preached « Chrif Crucified” to the Celt ; the
word has been received and Erin's heart
throbs to its centre responsiveto the « glad
tidings”’—Centuries before her sons were
great—great in the school-room and on the
battle-field. The voices of her rulers were
strong in Counsel, and their wisdom of such
as reaches “from generation unto genera-
tion”” The war-cry of her warriors had
more than once echoed through the passes
of the Alps and the Valleys of the Loire
reverberated with the victorious trawps of
her armed men. Great at home -and feared
abroad, Pagan Ireland has left us land
marks which undeniably place her in the
foremost rank of early progress and civiliza-
tion. And so when Patrick came he found
her sons not sunk in barbarism but capable
of knowing truth and acknowledging it.
One half century later saw the couuntry as
Christian as it before had been Pagan. More,
saw a religion flourish that in after times
wquld stand against and éxhaust every con-
ceivable method of human persecution.

And now is Erin truly glorious; her
golden age, her loveliest life! Long after
Patrick’s death Lis sons had planted the
Cross on the lonely Scottish Highlands;
amongst the savage Gauls; in the dark
forests of Germany. Far away by the
lordly Rhine; beyond the snow-capped
mountains of Helvetia, the Irish Ecclesias-
tic, lured by his love of souls, sought a home
and made him a glorious one. Luxien is
but one of the many that live in history,
and speaks trumpet-tongued of the zeal of
its Irish founder. From this great centre
the true spirit of; Christianity breathed a
new life into religion, reformed abuses, dis-
pelled the growing darkness of Paganism
and nerved the soldier'’s arm to strike home
for God and his country. The story of those
days tells us that faith was weak and infi-
delity stalked through the land. The bar-
barian, in the pride of his power was sweep-
ing all before him. The Mohammedan be-
lieved himself to be the future ruler of the
destinies of Europe. Heresy had raised up
its bruised head and destruction seemed to
threaten the very existence of the Christian
Church. The sequel, however, was different.
From out those fair provinces where Colum-
banus had taught; where his sons had kept
alive-the spirit and the zeal of Irish faith, a
brave band marched with Charles Martel at
its head, and history glows with tho recital
Fof the: -battle of Pours. - On that field was
fought the fight ot truth afid error, liberty
and oppression. On the result of that day
depended the life of Europe—the superiority
of the Cross over the Crescent. Victory
settled on the banners of the Christian host,
nurtured between the Meuse and the
Rhine—the spiritual children of St. Colum-
banus ! 8

Surely the fount from which so mugh
good came must have betn supereminently
good itself. This little Island, which
seemed so strangely connected with the
civilization of Europe, how did she herself
stand at this time? Was she altogether un-
known; or were there those who knew and ap-
preciated her? Ah, yes! and herein ig the
source of our great pride to-day; the justi-
fying cause of any seeming extravagance
our love for her might tempt us to put in-
to words. “The Land of Song and Story,’
the cIsland of Saints and Martyrs.”
Peace reigned supreme from shore to shore.
Her valleysand her hillsides were dotted
with Ciurches and monasteries. The high-
est ambition of her sons was the cassock or
the cowl, and her daughters sought in the
cloister “that which the world cannot give.”
Her soldiers were brave aund chivalrous;
her legislators wise and just. Wearing
gems, “rich and rare,” unprotected beauty
cowdd travel 'round the Isie, unhurt even by
a rude word gglook, for much as man might
love “wom and gold” those “Sons of
Erin” loved ‘“honor and virtue” far more.
In strange lands stories were told of a
bright spot of Earth that seemed & second
Eden. Its mountains high, its glens se-
cluded, its rivers noble, its lakes limpid. It
was always green with a greenness speak-
ing of perpetual spring. Profound scholars
taught in its schools, to which the children
of other pountries had alrgady gone in num-
bers, Greater .grew its fame, and wider
spread its influence until, with one accord,
nations united in giving it a name, that
was registered in Heaven,— “the Land of
Saints and Sages.”

The years
are easily counted since - hope first dawned
for Ireland, Great men arose whose voices
still echo down the grade of time, though
they themselves have long been laid to rest.
They found their country in chains, misre-
presented and despised. An iniquitous sys-
t:m ot legislation, vampire-like had almost
drawn her heart’s blood from her. Her
children were leaving her in thousands and
many of those who remained involved
themselvesin mad schemes for her liberation
whose end was the gallows. Happily all
was not lost. From the platform and
through the press the voices of devoted sons
rung out the story of her wrongs to the ears
of a wondering world, while in heart-mov-
ing music ¢ the sigh of her harp” was sent
across the seas awaking responsive chords
in every breast. Slowly but surely injustice
gave way before necessity or public opinion.
From Edmund Burke of another century to
glorious ¢ Father Tem” of our own days,
Ireland has had a string of orators whose
thunders have been heard in every corner
of the world.s They had much to do; to
remove error and wilful misconception ; to
oppose and evercome deep-rooted prejudices;
to struggle against all the odds that power
and prestige give ; to be ever in the gap—
“alwayg faithful.” They devoted their lives
to this, but how were they to undo the evil
centuries had heaped on their “unhappy
land? To later days, and not unworthy
bands we trust, they left the completion of

its wltimate success. They believed in a
Providence which watches over the destinies
of nations as well as of individuals; that the
greatest nation ¢casts not a shadow on
heaven ;” that it will be rewarded or punish-
ed here below according to its deserts;
and they trusted in the fulfilment of the
prayer which prayed for long-suffering Ire-
land a recognition of its undying hope and
deathless fidelity. Some of them, thank
God, lived to hymn a ¢ Benedictus” for have
ing seen their motherland come out of the
darkness and the misery of the past, no
longer cast down or hoping against bope,
but full of life and youth and strength, well
able to have her own again and to keep it.

We hear strange things said now-a-days,
it is tyme, but they give us no uneasiness.
Wisecacres wag their heads and tell us that
in spite of all our talk the old faith is fast
disappearidg from the land of St. Patrick.
They say it is in vain we dwell on past
glories : that it is wicked ot us to draw back
that veil which mercifully hides the traces
of a terrible grief; that it can do no good to
hold out kopes of a return of those days
which Ireland knew when peace and plenty
made her the loveliest la.ug under the sun.
The spirit of those times, they assure us, has
departed ; the Irish heart no longer clings
to the old faith. They know not whereof
they speak—Have we not seen the « mass-
bush,” sacredly guarded and reverently
saluted ? Have we not shared in the love
and reverence of the « soggarth” and watch-
ed the glowing faces of his poor people as
they hung on the unadorned word coming
from his lips? Have we seen the old and
the young trudge for miles through rain
and sleet apgross the barren moor and over
the bleak hill té the little chapel in the
valley many a Sunday morning ? Have we
not heard the husband whose young wife
filled an untimely grave, and whose chil-
dren maybap, were hungry, in the same
breath - which told of a breaking heart,
thank Almighty God as for a blessing!? And
yet they tell us the old faith is dying out !
Was Job more sublime in his patience and
trust? Itis the very spirit of his words :
“The Lord giveth and the Lord taketh
away. Blessed b&the name of the Lord”!
* No, no; the old faith is not dying out,
nor will it as long as there's left an Irish
heart for it to strike root in. To-day we
take our part in flinging back the foul
calumny. What have our fathers done for
the faith that we are not willing to do?
They lost everything else in its defence,
and will not we try to be worthy guardians
of such a treasure ? Like them, my brethren,
let us cherish & true love of it and of the
old land and teach those who come after us
the same lesson. Erin's heart rejoices to-
day because she hears from her far-away
children a promise of both.

Plank Bed Victims,

MR. HARRINGTON, M. P., EXPOSES THE
CRUELYIES PRACTISED IN IRISH PRISONS.

The following letter from Mr. T. Har-
rington, M. P., to the editor of the Dub-
lin Fyeeman’s Jcmmal shows that the
most horrible cruelties of Russian prison
life are more than paralleled by the treat-
ment shown to political prisoners in the
jails of Ireland :

Dusuix, Jan. 25.

To the Editor of the Freeman—Dear
Sir : In your issue of yesterday appears
a brief report of an iwue-t held in the
county jail at Cork on Wednesday. This
is the second inquest within, I believe, a
week, held in that jail om the bodies of
prisoners who have fallen victims to the
murderous system of prison discipline
which the *‘ resources of civilizaticn” have
supplied in Ireland. The first viciim was
a young man about 21 years of age, son
of a respectable farmer named Mahony,
residing near Tralee. At the winter
assizes of '82 this young man was convict-
ed of an attempt to post up a threatening
notice offering ‘‘ £1,000 to discover any-
owp who paid rent,” and he was sentenced
by Mr. Justice Bury to eighteen months’
It is now unnecessary to_touch upon the
character of the evidenca'or the p
tion of the ‘ special” jury that convicted
him. Just as one year of his imprison-
ment had expired his coffined remains
were last week transmitted by rail to his
parents at Tralee. An inquest was held
at the jail in Cork, and there the governor
and the doctor both deposed that the man
had been kept in his cell until a day or
two before his death, and was actually so
far gone in his fatal illness that he was
unconscious when removed to hospital—
even such a hospital as a prison affords.

The inquest on Wednesday was held on
ibe body of a man named John Horgan,
who on the 27¢h of December was con-
victed of an assault and sentenced to two
wonths’ imprisonment, He, too, was a

oung mah, 26 years of age, and accord-

ing to the evidence of Dr. Moriarty, the
medical officer of the prison, !‘he was a
hearty, active, pretty muscular little man
when he was committed to prison.” Yet
little more than three weeks of the plank
bed, and the wretched, insufficient food
which is supplied to a prisoner during his
first month’s mmprisonment, brought this
young, ‘‘ hearty, active, muscular’” man
w his grave. At the inquest Dr, Moriarty
admitted that the man complained of ili-

uess on the 9th inst., but e was not re

moved to hospital. Oa the contrary he
was kept on the plank bed until Sunday
evening, and then removed to hospital,

where death came to his restue on Mon

day at 3 o’clock. Dr. Moriarty appears
0 be a model prison doctor, Though
the unfortunats man Horgan complained
on the 9.h inst., all the doctor prescribed
for him was uimply the ‘“*plank bed.”
“On the 18th,” says Dr. Moriarty at the
inquest, ‘‘he was excused from the tread-

mill On the 20th (Sunday), while in the
chapel, he complained of weakness and
sickness in his stomach. He was weak
and cold, and had cramps when I saw
him lmmedmtoly afterwards in his ocell,

but there were no signs of any specific

disease. I took the proper remediea to
treat his complaint, which, I think, was
incipient peritonitis.,” The confidence
with which the dactor swears that he took
the *‘proper remedies” to treat a com-
plaint which he did not know leaves us
no room for doubt. It appears at all
cvents to have satisfied the jury, for they.
by their verdict atated that death did re-
sult from peritonitis. The coroner, how-
ever, asded & few questions which may
well set the public thinking upon our sys-
tem of prison dm&l}n- in .Sanon* and the
administration in Cork jail in particular.

Pope Leo XIIIL

GRAND CELEBRATION OF THE SIXTH- ANNI.
VERSARY OF HIS CORONATION.

Monday was the sixth anniversay of
the coronation of Pope Leo XIIL, and
the grand pontifical celebration in the
Sistite Chapel was unprecedentedly
magnificent and impressive. Among the
applications for tickets of admission not
the least notable were those of a number
of Protestant Episcopal clergymen and
English Ritualists, who are now staying
here for the season with their “families.
His Holiness, arrayed in his grand robes
and wearing ihe tiara, appeared resplen-
dent in white and gold. He was carried
in the coronation chair, supported-on the
shoulders of four servants, in light purple
medizeval livery, and four other servants
bore the ancient fans of ostrich feathers.
His appearance was feeble and aged. He
entered the chapel with all the papal
pomp and cermony of state identified
with the coronation of a sovereign pontiff.
"Bhe procession from-the papal apartments

the majestic corridors and salons

was headed by a group of the grand
nobles in their sumptuous costume. Then
came the papal procession proper, the
cardinals walking two by two in their
orimson robes, their trains being held by
gentlemen pages garbed in black velvet
tunics, with puffed sleeves terminating
with white lace cuffs, After the cardinals
came the patriarch, archbishops, bishops
and monsignori in regular order, two by
two, and wearing their robes of purple.
Afier these came the deacons, doctors,
priest, monks and friars of all degroes,
and then the Pope. Not an order or
brotherhood, type of the church’s organ-
izations, was without representation.
After these came the representatives of
the Knights of Malta, the grand master
and the three commanders of the order.
Following these came representatives of
the palatine and Swiss guard, the ponti
fical gendu'meo and such members of
foreign armies as received admission. In
the tribune on the right, and close to the
entrance of the chapel, were seated rela-
tives and friends of the Pope. In the
opposite tribune sat Prince Clesche and
General Caccia. -A screen of rare tapestry
fell in front of the lower part of chhsel
Angelo’s painting of the ‘‘ Last Judg-
ment.” Close by, and on the left, was
the papal throme. A group of the cardi-
nals sat in a semi-circle around it. The
celebration of the mass was by the dean
The choir, without accompani-

ment, rendered the mass music of Fazzini,
the ¢ Apparuit” of Baini and a benedxc
tion especially composed. At the ter-
mination of mass the Pope, in a clear
monotone, intoned the ** Blessing,” the
entire congregation kbeeling, and as His
Holiness passed out and along the cham-
bers he continually made the sign of the

cross, on blessing the assemblage.

schools and churches, and in a word claims
that small farms are the end-all and care-all
of our political and social evils.
