Nicholas a Peace-Loving Potentate.

LONDON, Nov. 4 —Persons who have 
been thrown into close contact with the 
Czar, Nicholas II., during his visits to 
England, say that ho speaks English 
perfectly. His Majesty acquired his edu­
cation from an English governess and 
tutors. When induced to talk freely he 
expressed liberal ideas, and seemed to care 
nothing for the rights of kings. He showed 
no disposition to militarism, and was 
almost nervously fond cf retirement. Czar 
Nicholas during his stay in London pre­
ferred to spend his entire time quietly 
reading than in attendance at ceremonies. 
Solitary rambles through the streets 
seemed too to afford him much more amuse­
ment and pleasure than theater and opera- 
going. He has openly professed a dislike 
for war, and his tendencies are in the direc­
tion of peace, and his tastes and pursuits 
simple.

Rosebery on the Right Track.
The New York Sun’s London cable says 

England has been discussing in a rather 
desultory fashion all the week Lord Rose­
bery’s declaration of policy against the 
Lords. As far as his own supporters are 
concerned, it is apparent that the Prime 
Minister has adopted on the whole the most 
acceptable course. Most cf them, includ­
ing even the Radical element, with the 
single exception of Mr. Labouchere, seem 
convinced that he has met a difficult prob­
lem in a most sagacious way, and that his 
method of approaching the question of the 
hour will bring together the maximum 
party strength, inasmuch as he lias chosen 
the line of the least resistance. The Minis­
ters are confident, because every day brings 
fresh assurances that the policy and tactics 
indicated at Bradford will command the 
assent of the party throughout the country. 
Communications from the leading Liberals 
in typical constituencies give hearty ap­
proval of the procedure as the strongest, 
most dignified and most constitutional in 
entering upon the struggle for revising the 
constitution of the country.

Preparing for the Storm.
LONDON, Nov. 4.—Lord Salisbury’s 

shirking cf the task of formulating a 
scheme for the reform of the House of 
Lords, while admitting that a reconstruc­
tion of that body is advisable, is a theme 
of general regret on the part of the Con­
servative press. The explanation of the 
ex-Premier’s reticence in Unionist circles is 
that his addresses, being made only 48 
hours after that of Lord Rosebery, he did 
not have time to consult with his col­
leagues as to an alternative programme. 
Rt. Hou. Arthur J. Balfour has promised 
to address the Conservatives of Newcastle 
on Nov. 13 if hie health will permit. The 
unanimity of the demand cf the party that 
they be given some idea of their leaders' 
policy with regard to the House of Lords is 
so complete and so well grounded that Mr. 
Balfour must be more explicit than was 
Lord Salisbury, or leave the country con­
vinced that the Conservatives are prepared 
to fight to the end for all the privileges of 
the Peers. Among the Unioniste several 
propositions are being debated, including 
one for the appointment of a select com­
mittee of the House of Lords to consider 
what changes can be made that would 
promote the efficiency of the Upper House. 
The appointment cf such a committee was 
proposed by Lord Rosebery in 1888, but it 
was at the time rejected. In the present 
critical situation such action might serve 
to stave off the threatened attack. The 
project of Lord Dunraven for the restric­
tion of the number of executive peers to 
180, chosen by their order in a similar man­
ner to the existing practice of the Scotch 
representative peers, with the bulk of the 
House composed of life peers has been 
revived and meets with considerable favor 
among the Unionists.

One thing is certain, and that is what­
ever plan the Conservative leaders decide 
on must be quickly put into operation. 
Unless the Liberal Unionists speedily pre­
vail on Lord Salisbury to agree to some re­
form of the Government the coming general 
elections will sweep the Unionists out cf 
Parliament. Since Lord Rosebery's speech 
in Bradford all the political parties recog­
nize the fact that the question of reform 
of the House of Lords dwarfs ail others 
now before the country.

The McCarthyites, though chagrined at 
the prospect of the prolonged struggle over 
the House of Lords question postponing all 
consideration of home rule, generally ac­
cept the Government plan as eventually 
the surest road by which to reach their 
goal. The clamor of the Redmondites that 
home rule must remain in front of all other 
issues is not supported by a single practical 
suggestion as to how this is to enable 
Ireland to attain the main object of the 
Nationalists. Mr. John Dillon, speaking 
at Mullinahone voiced the opinion of a ma­
jority of the Irish party when he said: 
“We would be madmen and traitors to the 
cause if we refused to give all the assist­
ance in our power to help the Radicals of 
England break the power of the House cf 
Lords, which throughout generations has 
been the bitterest enemy of the Irish 
people.” The coming conference cf the 
leaders cf the McCarthyite faction cf the 
Irish Parliamentary party will doubtless 
decide to support the Government, pro-/ 
vided a resolution he submitted to the 
House of Commons sufficiently drastic in its 
opposition to the Upper House.

The Japanese legation at Washington 
has received despatches which are sub­
stantially the same as those transmitted by 
the United Press from the Japanese lega­
tion in London yesterday, and which are as 
follows: The first army under Marshal 
Yamatga has taken possession cf Fong 
Fang Tchen. The Chinese fled toward 
Matie Nung. The second army under 
Marshal Oyama are now attacking Kin 
Chow, and both Ta Len Won and Port 
Arthur will soon be taken.

LONDON, Nov. 4. —The Central News has 
this dispatch, dated Kulienchao on Nov. 3: 
“After the capture of Kulienchao on the 
26th, the Japanese headquarters were 
moved from Wi Ju to this point. Two 
columns chased the Chinese to Sato and 
attacked Andong. The Chinese fled with­
out fighting, throwing away arms and 
drums in their flight. Gen. Tatsumi started 
for Fong Wong on the 27th and arrived 
there on the 31st. The garrison made no 
show of tight, but fled toward the main 
body as soon as the Japanese approached. 
The principal generals are proceeding with 
their troops toward Moukden.

“The inhabitants of Haicho and Tako- 
shan complain bitterly of the Chineses sol- 
diers, from whom they suffered constantly 
during the occupation. They are very 
friendly towards the Japanese. At present 
the Japanese are taking no prisoners. 
Three hundred Chinese bodies were found 
after the capture cf Kulienchao, many of 
them having died cf wounds received in 
previous battles.

“By the capture of Fong Wong, Andong 
and two more abandoned batteries the 
Japanese came in possession of 55 cannon, 
20,000 rounds of ammunition, 1,500 
muskets, and 2,000,000 cartridges, besides 
an enormous quantity of miscellaneous 
supplies. Marshal Yamagata has ordered 
that all labor and supplies be paid for 
as soon as obtained by the Japanese, con­
sequently the inhabitants of the country 
volunteer their services and gladly provide 
the commissariat with any needed provis­
ions.”

From Tokio the Central News hears 
under today's date that the Government is 
expecting soon to receive reports from 
Gen. Oyama, although as yet no news of 
decisive operations at Port Arthur has 
been received.

Fon Fang, now in the hands of the 
Japanese, is the most important stronghold 
next to Moukden.

Several newspapers have a Yokohama 
dispatch saying that Gen. Oyama has cap­
tured Talien Wan and Kinchow after a 
tew hours’ fighting.

A dispatch the London Times from Tein 
Tsin says Feng Huang Chang has been 
burned. The Chinese defense of the Mouk. 
den road has collapsed,

Cold weather has commenced and snow 
has fallen in Manchuria.

The Japanese cleverly landed at Pitzso 
while making a demonstration of the coast 
of Shan Tung and cut the wires, thus pre­
venting the news cf their position reaching 
the Chinese. The admiral of the Chinese 
fleet, with fourteen vessels besides torpedo 
boats, afterwards started to attack them, 
but was recalled.

Prince Kung, the Emperor’s uncle, has 
been appointed dictator, thus indicating 
the further centralization cf authority.

From Shanghai the London Times hears 
Li Hung Chang will go to command the 
first army. Huynug, the judge of Kuangsi, 
and Col. Von Hannecken have been 
ordered to raise a new army on Gorman 
lines as the nucleus of a new grand army 
of China. The Times prints also a dispatch 
from Tokio saying that Gen. Oyama reports 
an important naval battle on Nov. 3. No 
details of the battle have been received.

a Lapse of Thirty Years.

(From the Griffin Morning Call.)
Nelson Holden, of Troup county, Ga., 

joined the first regiment from the State 
when the war broke out. He left behind a 
young and very beautiful wife, having been 
married only a few months. Holden was a 
good soldier, and only once during the war 
did he obtain a furlough and visit his wife. 
He was at home for a short time during the 
summer of 1863, and soon after he returned 
to the war he was taken prisoner. Before 
Holden had an opportunity of writing to his 
wife after his capture he was taken ill with 
a slow malarial fever. When captured, 
Holden had become separated from his 
company and his comrades thought he had 
been killed.

At the recent biennial sessions of the 

Grand General Indian Council of the Indian 
tribes hailing from Quebec and Ontario, 
which was held on the reserve at Moravian- 
town, the Department of Indian Affairs at 
Ottawa got a sharp rebuke from Chief 
Tobias in his address at the assembled 
sachems—that the officials neglected togive 
personal attention to the wants and wishes 
of the red men, preferring (too often) the 
one-sided reports of the local agents with­
out looking into the merits of the various 
grievances, to which the Indian is sub­
jected. Within a few months past whan 
the appointment became necessary of a 
medical adviser at Moraviantown, the late 
incumbent of that office being a resident of 
Bothwell, the local agent at Highgate used 
his influence, and succeeded, too, in getting 
a resident doctor at Ridgetown appointed, 
with this result that the Indian is now com­
pelled to travel twelve miles to get relief, in 
place of getting it at Bothwell, one-third 
that distance from the reserve. Neither 
politics nor religion ought to hinder the ap­
pointment of the fittest man for the place, 
and we opine that if any of the well-paid 
officials of the department were taken ill, 
and his regular medical attendant was in- 
acessible, the messenger in search of medi­
cal aid would not go out of his way ten or 
twelve miles for a Tory doctor when a skill­
ful physician of the Grit persuasion was ob­
tainable several miles nearer home. N. S., 
which being interpreted means ’auff said.

One by one the old residents around Both­
well are dropping off, and now we have to 
record the decease of cur old friend David 
Allen, who died at his residence at the 
town line, Mosa, on Oct. 25, at the ripe 
age of 85. He was interred on the Sunday 
following at the Gibb burying ground, on 
the Longwood road, in the presence of a 
very large assemblage of old friends and 
acquaintances, by whom deceased was much 
respected.

On the Monday following the remains of 
Miss Fanny Brake, aged 22, were borne 
from her parents’ residence on O k street 
to St. Ignatius Church, where the impres­
sive funeral service was performed by Rev. 
Father Cummings, from whence a large 
funeral cortege proceeded to the Roman 
Catholic burying ground at Wardsville.

On Tuesday last Mr. Geo. Johns, made a 
large shipment of well trained horses to 
England via G. T. R. to Montreal, thence 
by steamship Baltimore, of the Dominion 
Line, to Liverpool. This is his second 
venture, with which he proceeds in propma 
persona to the old country to convert his 
valuable cargo into cash.

Rev. Dr. Carman, general superintendent 
of tne Methodist body in Canada, who was 
announced to lecture on Tuesday evening, 
was introduced to the audience by Rev. W. 
Fansher, but the meagre attendance, in con­
sequence of the steady rainfall, hindered 
that enthusiasm which the popularity of the 
lecturer must have aroused but for the 
wetness of the night. As pulpit oratory nor 
matters spiritual do not prove a drawing 
card in Bothwell; a very little rain some­
times makes an excuse for not turning out.

Apropos of the paucity of attendance at 
Dr. Carman’s lecture, so was the gathering 
of the Christian Endeavorers at the Presby- 
terian Church, but nevertheless Rev. Mr. 
Davidson and family, with a good attend­
ance considering the weather, enabled those 
present to join with commendable spirit in 
their Christian work.

On Wednesday evening the much adver­
tised show ycleped the “Cyclone of Fun” 
by Prof. Fontana’s Merrymakers, came off 
in the town hail. Most of the fun was 
created by some of the audience who formed 
committees to detect fraud. A neighboring 
reporter describes some of the feats as 
worthy of a dime museum—wearisome chest­
nuts. As a whole the exhibition was a 
miserable failure.

The entertainment on Thursday evening 
was an open air racket conducted by a fakir 
of the snide jeweler persuasion convenient 
to the town hall. He raked in the dimes 
pretty lively for awhile to the great delight 
of a gaping crowd who got great bargains.

Hallowe’en has passed and gone, but the 
small boys, utterly regardless of the curfew 
bell and disregarding the vigilance of our 
active chief of police, went in for all the 
innocent mischief that could be devised 
before midnight.

Chinese Thrashed and a City Captured 
by the Victors— Quick Work.

YOKOHAMA, Nov. 5.—A dispatch from 
the front show that there has been heavy 
fighting in the country just north of Port 
Arthur. It appears that Field Marshal 
Oyama divided his forces. While one 
division landed on the east coast of the 
peninsula north of Talien Wan, another 
division was detached with orders to effect 
a landing near Kinchow and to proceed 
thence and join the main body of the army.

This plan was a complete success. The 
Japanese encountered no Chinese war- 
ships, and the transports reached 
Kayenko and disembarked the troops, 
guns, horses and munitions in 
safety. Hinchow, which is a walled town 
and which was believed to be held by a 
large garrison, was immediately attacked. 
The outer defenses were carried by the 
Japanese after a few hour’s fighting. The 
Chinese made little further resistance and 
the Japanese were soon masters cf the 
situation. In the meantime the Japanese 
fleet, which had convoyed the transports, 
opened a heavy fire on Talien Wan and 
Kayenko. The firing scarcely ceased for 
many hours. Aided by the fleet, the 
troops attacked Talien W an and carried it 
in brilliant fashion.

TANGLED 
THREADS

A Frenchman Arrives from the Can­
adian North with a Good Story.|

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 3.—Count V. E. 
Desainville, who spent five years near the| 
month of the Mackenzie River has arrived I 
here on the steam whaler Jeannette. The 
Count is a Parisian, 46 years of age. He 
left France in 1888 and went first to Ed-I 
mouton, Canada. There he collected a 
two-Years’ supply of provisions and built a| 
boat. When spring came, with two Indians I 
he started to the Mackenzie territory.

“I did not intend io stay any length of 
time,” said the Count today, “but when 1 
got so far north and found that so little| 
was known of the country I decided to| 
turn explorer, I had the best maps with 1 
me, but I found many inaccuracies in them.I 
These I corrected as I descended the great I 
river of the north, and my notes will make I 
material changes in the geographies.

“I expectedto find the winters in thenorth 
long, dreary and wearisome, but I was 
mistaken. I liked them better than the 
summers. There is no more ideal place for| 
a hunter than along the nortli coast of 
North America. I found plenty to do. 
Deer were plentiful, and while not hunting 
I was studying language.|

“I discovered that Equimau Lake is 
merely a chain of small lakes, beginning] 
not far from the Mackenzie Hiver, about 
300 miles south of the mouth, extending in 
a northeasterly direction, and emptying 
into the Arctic Ocean near Cape Bathurst.

One summer I explored the delta at the 
mouth of the Mackenzie, and I found many 
inaccuracies in the maps and charts. The 
great river itself is some distance from the 
place assigned to it on the maps. New 
islands are being formed at the mouth. 
When Mackenzie discovered the river, 
about 100 years ago, he reported clear 
water north of Hoiket island. Now, he 
would have to pass many islands north of 
that island to find clear water.

“The river is a tremendous stream—one 
of the greatest in the world. The quantity 
or sediment it carries down is enormous.

“The thermometer at the mouth of the 
Mackenzie at times registers 90 degrees in 
the shade and the heat is oppressive. The 
mosquitoes are unbearable in summer. 
They swarm in millions. When the wind 
is from the south they blacken the air 
along the coast.

“One summer was spent exploring the 
country west oi the Mackenzie. I started 
out as soon as the snow left the ground 
with two natives and ascended the Peel 
River as far as its source in the Rocky

Scientists' Discoveries in Examining the 
Body of Gumbo.

BOSTON, Mass., Nov. 3.—An autopsy was 
held held yesterday upon the body of ) 
Gumbo, the gorilla, which died en Tues- 
day. Prof. Franklin Dexter, of the Har­
vard Medical School, and Prof. Council- 
man, formerly of Johns Hopkins Uni­
versity, of Baltimore, now professor of 
pathology at Harvard, coudueted the ex­
amination. Consumption was found to 
have been the cause of death. The doctors 
decided that Gumbo was about 40 years 
old, and that lie had had the germs of 
tubercular consumption of the slow variety 
which is a disease the Simiadae are particu­
larly subject to in this climate.

One discovery was that of a sort of pouch 
or bag in the chest, in front cf the lungs, 
and connected by means of an independent 
valve with the trachea, or windpipe. This 
is undoubtedly the organ employed by the 
gorillas in making their peculiar roar.

The brain weighed seventeen ounces. In 
its structure it bears a striking resemblance 
to the human brain, being somewhat broad­
er at the base and narrower at the top, and 
exhibiting a far less number of convolu­
tions. The brain will later be subjected to 
a variety of delicate tests and a minute 
microscopic scrutiny.

The doctors found a lot of minor points 
to interest them, and it will be a fortnight 
before they get through. Prof. Dexter and 
his assistants intend to make an exhaustive 
comparison between the gorilla and a 
human being. In life Gumbo measured 5 
feet 6 inches in height, and in health 
weighed 168 pounds. His arms were each 
four feet in length and his muscles of the 
texture of wire rope.

manager of the C. P. R., received the 
following dispatch yesterday: “British 
Columbia Government fruit inspector is 
condemning apples shipped from Ontario 
on account cf their being infected by 
a larvae of codling moth, and he is 
insisting that a carload of apples now 
there shall be destroyed by fire. Unless 
shippers are careful in filling orders 
for the British Columbia market to 
see that f uit is free from any
infection of this nature, serious loss 
will result." Inquiry among the Toronto 
fruit dealers failed to reveal any cause for 
such alarm as is suggested in the dispatch. 
There is no prevalence of the codling moth 
this year, and the shipment in ques­
tion they think must have been of fruit 
poorly handled if it was not made up 
of windfalls. Some cf those spoken to 
have shipped to British Columbia 
and have heard no complaint as to quality. ! 
Mr. C. C. James, the Deputy Minister of 
Agriculture, said he had heard nothing 
about any unusual prevalence of the pest. 
There is this year, he said, a good deal of 
rust among the apples, but that is all. He 
thinks the shipment spoken of in the dis­
patch must have been windfalls. Speaking 
of the English market, Mr. James said the 
latest reports were very favorable for the 
Canadian apples, and that better prices are 
being obtained.
