The Water Question.
"I took a particular interest in the 

water question, and there is absolutely 
no doubt that filtration in Europe is 
as dead as Queen Anne. That applies 
to England as well as the continent. 
They are abandoning filtration in favor 
of wells, largely, although in a number 
of places, they are bringing their water 
supply from a considerable distance 
from the mountains. Scarcely any one 
of note any longer advocates filtration.

Send Engineer to England.
"I think it would be a good idea to 

send our waterworks engineer to Eng­
land, say, every five years or so, for a 
few months, or a year, to study condi­
tions abroad. I mean the United 
States as well as Europe. He would 
then be better qualified to deal with 
the problem. When anything progress­
ive is attempted here at present we 
hire an expert, and as a rule his ad­
vice is not accepted. Our own engin­
eer should be an expert. He should be 
given an opportunity to properly qual­
ify himself in every possible manner 
for his position.

Tuberculosis.
"As for tuberculosis, which seems 

to be agitating the citizens of London 
at this time, I gleaned some valuable 
information from the Brompton Chest 
Hospital. In England no tuberculosis 
cases are admitted to the hospitals, 
with the exception of some incipient 
cases for demonstration to students. 
Dr. H. Batty Shaw, of the staff, stated 
that there have passed through his 
hands about eleven thousand patients, 
and he says that among that number 
there are just three cases where the 
tubercle bacilli have disappeared from 
the sputum, although he thinks that 
one case in a thousand recovers.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:
In a recent issue Anti-Parson takes 

strong exception to the parsons en­
deavoring to have civic affairs run in 
the way of their choice, "but he not 
only falls to give any reason why a 
man, becoming a parson, forfeits his 
civic rights, but he neglects to cen­
sure the parson who is the one of the 
most active promoters of the Sunday 
car scheme. Surely Anti-Parson will 
not say it is wrong for a parson to 
oppose his views, but quite right for 
a similar man to do any quantity of 
civic work if on the same side as him­
self. Does this appeal to your sense 
of justice, Anti-Parson? Come now, 
be fair; and if you have condemna­
tion for parsons who “interfere” in 
the civic game, first get those on 
your own side to sit down, before you 
condemn activity in the opposition. But 
does it seem fair to you to ask that 
any man should forfeit his civic rights 
because of his occupation. More than

For Sunday Street Cars.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

Prominent among the opponents of 
this boon of cars on Sundays, which 
would benefit all classes of society, is 
the ministry. These high and dry 
doctrinaires may be wise on some 
things, but their opposition to this 
humanizing agency—the street cars- 
being run on Sundays, does not con­
vince us that their truckling to pre­
judice helps them to clearness of 
vision. History repeats itself. St. Mat­
thew,xil., 1, “At that time Jesus went 
on the Sabbath Day through the corn; 
and his disciples were an hungered and 
began to pluck the ears.of corn and 
to eat." But when the Lord’s Day 
Alliance saw it, they said unto Jesus, 
Behold, thy disciples do that which 

is not lawful to do."
The present “Lord’s Day Alliance" 

makes use of the same phrase “that 
is not lawful to do." They believe in 
the unalterable laws of the “Medes 
and Persians." This being the case, 
you will notice when they touch do­
mestic, civil or political affairs, they 
become reactionary. To those who, 
through councils of timidity, are 
afraid that this advocacy for Sunday 
cars is the thin edge of the wedge 
towards getting further concessions of 
a questionable nature, let me cite the 
experience of my native town of 
Rochdale, England. Sunday cars have 
run there for over a quarter of a cen­
tury. During that time the only addi­
tion which the ultra puritanical might 
take exception to, is the opening of 
the reading room in the public library 
on Sunday evenings from 6 until 9 
o’clock.

Long ago “The Lord’s Day Alliance" 
made up their minds to oppose the in­
troduction of Sunday cars. They have 
announced this so often and so decid­
edly that they are convinced that these 
are their true sentiments. Nevertheless 
they are not their opinions, they are 
only their prejudices. While others 
are moving forward with new views of 
life and thought, they are turning 
over and over these same poor, worn- 
out, tiresome thoughts and prejudices. 
They do not look at a subject fairly 
and say to themselves, "I am inclined 
to think so and so. but I may be mis­
taken, and since others seem to differ 
from me. perhaps it would be better 
if I considered it from some other 
point of view." No, indeed, they are 
like the old lady who said, “I am 
afraid I don’t like turnips, because if 
I did, I would est them, and if there 
is anything I hate it is turnips."

Every sensible man will agree that 
the present system of no Sunday cars 
Is a disadvantage in many ways. To 
the well-to-do it is no inconvenience, 
they can phone to a livery for a 
vehicle. For those of small means 
who have not the proclivities of a 
“Longboat.” we urgently need a cheap 
means of conveyance to distant 
churches, homes of friends, hospitals, 
and occasionally a ride in the country 
to freshen oneself for the coming week 
of confinement in offices, workshops 
and factories. Is it wrong to run 
street cars on Sunday? You may as 
well say it is wrong to act the good 
Samaratin by helping to provide 
means to pick up by the wayside 
those who suffer from disabilities, 
perhaps due to unremitting toil for a 
mere existence. Voters on election day 
would do well to remember they are 
their brother’s keeper, and that among 
these brothers are the poor, the maim­
ed. the halt and the blind; just as 
there are in every community. There 
are days every winter when it is most 
treacherous for the above unfortunates 
or the aged to walk to church. What- 
ever inconveniences the public is an 
evil; then, to vote for Sunday cars 
Is a good. The election is at hand. Be 
kind. Perform a generous act by vot­
ing—if not for yourself—for the con­
venience and comfort of the less for­
tunate—the poor and lowly, and by 
so doing you will add your quota to 
the sum of human happiness.

Anonymous Letters.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

Many objections have been made by 
correspondents anent the anonymous 
character of letters which have ap­
peared in your columns from time to 
time, and as I am an offender in that 
respect allow me to say a word in sea­
son.

And so I can’t 
see any reasonable objection to the 
anonymous writer, for it encourages 
him to be public-spirited enough to 
express himself upon public questions, 
and his “nom de plume” is a shield 
from the personal humiliation of an 
abler pen.

HEALTH AND MORALS.
The close relation of body and mind 

in the matter of physical health, of 
which so much is said by various re­
ligious and semi-religious organiza­
tions and by a class of professional 
“healers," is considered from a fresh 
point of view by an English clergyman. 
His argument is that no person who is 
healthy can be wholly bad. The cler­
gyman further expressed the convic­
tion that there is a close connection 
between health and morals, and that 
the man who has reached middle age 
in a sound bodily condition thereby 
proves that he has led a decent life. In 
support of his position he advanced 
the assertion that a large proportion 
of the convicts in English prisons are 
physical degenerates. From this It 
would seem that he does not confine 
his designation of “badness" to the 
vices involved in intemperance and 
other forms of sensual dissipation, but, 
since convicts are guilty of many 
things apart from these, as theft, bur­
glary. forgery and the like, holds that 
they are led to the perpetration of even 
this class of crimes by a defective 
bodily state.—Indianapolis News.

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CHEAPER ATLANTIC CABLE 
RATES.

Summed up, the message which 

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux brings back 

from England—if he is correctly quot- 

ed—is that the cable companies must 
either greatly reduce the rates for 
trans-Atlantic “cablegrams," or inter­
ested governments will proceed with 
the laying of another cable. That is 
why the Canadian Postmaster-General 
so confidently asserts that “very much 
cheaper cable rates are near at hand." 

Mr. Lemieux has succeeded in mak­
ing this a live question, both in Can­
ada and Great Britain. His contention 
is that the twenty-five-cents-a-word 
rate for cabling between this country 
and the motherland is excessive, and 
that if a substantial reduction is not 
made the British and Canadian Gov­
ernments should join hands in Install­
ing and operating an Atlantic cable, 
and thus be in a position to fix rates 
that would be no more than sufficient 
to pay its way.

As might be expected, the cable 
companies, whose inordinate profits 
would diminish in the face of such 
competition, point to the Pacific cable 
as an enterprise that is not making 
money for the governments concern­
ed, and contend that the Imperial Gov­
ernment should hesitate before be­
coming party to another such under­
taking. It is true the British, Cana­
dian, Austrialian and New Zealand 
taxpayers have been under the neces­
sity of making good the deficiency of 
$275,000 in connection with that cable 
last year, but, as Mr. Lemieux pointed 
out at a meeting of Old London bus­
inessmen recently, there is compensa­
tion for the outlay. The receipts last 
year were $565,000 and the expendi­
tures, including $165,000 for renewals, 
amounted to $454,475, leaving $110,525 
to apply toward the interest and cap­
ital outlay of $10,000,000. The result 
was a deficiency of $275,000, which was 
met by the governments. The under­
taking is vast in extent, and imperial in 
character, but it is as yet not in a 
position to demonstrate its full earn­
ing capacity, owing to the influence 
extrted by the monopolistic lines. Mr. 
Lemieux points out that the mere an- 
nouncement of the project caused at 
once a drop in the rates of the eastern 
cable companies from $2 24 to $1 05 
per word, and when the cable was laid 
there was a further drop to 75 cents, 
practically saving to their patrons 
$1,000,000 per annum.

Dr. G. R. Parkin supplements this 
by saying:

“As to the much-abused Pacific 
cable. If by laying that cable we 
have saved 8s. a word, has it not 
paid this country to spend £100,000 
or even £ 200,000? But we did not 
build the Pacific cable to pay, but 
for national purposes. If we In­
crease the means of communication 
we increase the general welfare." 
Hon. A. J. Kynne estimates that the 

Pacific cable has relieved commerce in 
Great Britain and Australia to the ex­
tent of £ 200.000. Lower Atlantic cable 
rates would mean a very much greater 
interchange of news and public opin­
ion between the mother country and 
Canada, and thus serve an important 
imperial purpose. Whether the great 
desideratum is brought about by the 
voluntary action of the existing com­
panies or by the establishment of a 
new service by the governments of 
Great Britain and Canada, it will be 
warmly welcomed on both sides of the 
Atlantic.

THE LONDON WATERWORKSPUBLIC SCHOOLS GEORGE’S SCHOOL
Programmes Carried Out at the 

Christmas Entertainments.
Programmes Carried Out by the 

Different Grades Yesterday
TO THE CITIZENS OF LONDON: ,

In presenting the waterworks extension bylaw, the commissioners desire to call 
attention to the following information concerning same:

(1) The additional water will be entirely from springs. The advantages of a 
supply of spring water, which London has enjoyed for many years, will be contin­
ued. -

(2) The amount of water which will be obtained will be 30 per cent, of the present 
supply. This will meet the increased needs of the citizens for many years. It is con­
fident that the visible supply to be added under this bylaw will be materially 
increased by process of developing the springs to be purchased.

(3) An auxiliary pumping station will be provided. This will be located at the 
north end of the city, that will furnish a guarantee against possible disaster, such 
as would result in the event of an accident to the present main from Springbank.

(4) This north end pumping station will be equipped with machinery capable of 
giving immediately, at any time, a fire pressure of one hundred pounds. The pressure 
will be under direct control of the engineers of the department, and may be increased 
to a pressure for fighting fires or reduced for ordinary domestic and other uses.

(5) The springs and pumping station at the north end will be of sufficient capacity 
to supply the city, by means of storage reservoirs, for any considerable period, during 
which repairs to the Springbank system might be necessary. All the advantages of a 
duplicate system are obtained.

(6) The bylaw does much more than add to the supply of water. It provides for 
material strengthening of the system of distribution. However great the amount of 
water obtainable for fire or other purposes, it is impossible to give an adequate pres­
sure at all points, owing to the size of the present mains. To overcome this difficulty 
the bylaw proposes that a twenty-inch main shall run from the reservoirs on the north 
side, along Richmond and Clarence streets to Horton, with large, new mains feeding 
from this main into the present system, on Central from Richmond to Adelaide; on 
Queen’s from Park to Adelaide; on Horton from Ridout to Adelaide; on Nelson from 
William to Rectory; on King from William to Queen’s Park; on William from Cen­
tral to Nelson; on Ridout from Carling to Elmwood; on Queen’s and Carling from 
Ridout to Park; on Oxford from Talbot to Richmond; on Ann from Richmond to Carl­
ing Brewing and Malting Company's; on Pall Mall from Richmond to Waterloo.

(7) The new mains will be in direct connection with the north end pumping 
station, forming circulating belts, and connected at the street intersection with the 
present mains, thus insuring an adequate and uniform pressure at all points.

(8) Sine 1890 the Water Commissioners have handed to the city $400,000 sur­
plus revenue, over and above operating expenses, interest and sinking fund on all 
debentures issued for waterworks purposes. The net surplus revenue of the past year 
was over $27,000. The revenue that was formerly received from the Grand Trunk 
Railway Company, street watering and lawn services, amounting to over $12,000, will 
again be available. The natural increase o,f the revenue from domestic services should 
amount to over $3,000. Therefore, the additional cost of operating expenses, interest 
and sinking fund on the proposed additiona I debenture issue may be paid for with the 
surplus revenue received from water rates, without increasing the charges to present 
water takers.

FIXED BAYONETS IN LONDON.

SAYS DORANDO It is not often that fixed bayonets are 
seen in the city, which has always been 
so jealous of its liberties; but yesterday 
this infrequent spectacle was presented 
by a battalion of Grenadier Guards who 
were returning from Aldershot to the 
Tower, and saluted the lord mayor in full 
canonicals on the steps of the Mansion 
House. The privilege of marching through 
the city with fixed bayonets is enjoyed 
by but very few regiments, such as the 
Royal Fusiliers, who trace their origin 
to Cromwell’s train bands, which, in later 
years, produces so famous a captain as 
John Gilpin.

After the Royal Fusiliers, or perhaps, 
even before them in point of regimental 
seniority, come the East Kent “Buffs,” 
now the third of the line, who claim a 
similar city ancestry; while the Royal 
Marines, for some reason or other, also 
enjoy the same fixed bayonet rights in 
the city. A battalion of the Grenadier 
Guards was once impressed to serve as 
marines, and hence they share the priv­
ilege of the men who are “soldiers and 
sailors, too." This also explains why 
that Grenadier battalion has for its tattoo

Statement to the Public Made 
by Water Commissioners.

The Citizens' Committee Issue
Another Statement to the 

Voters of London.
% The water commissioners request 

publication of the following:
With the many questions to be set­

tled by the electors on Jan. 11 there 
is none more important than the water 
question.

Its seriousness has long been im­
pressed upon thinking citizens, and 
their anxiety to settle the guestion for 
some years at least is very keen.

At the present moment London is 
suffering from a water shortage. Not 
that the springs have given out. To the 
contrary, they never yielded more 
than they do today, but the Increased 
demand and waste of the citizens are 
taxing them to the limit.

The citizens’ committee today issue 
the result of their correspondence with 
Ottawa. Ottawa had a population of 
55,000 when it secured Sunday cars ten 
years ago, and an area slightly larger 
than that of London. The committee 
say that 46 letters were received from 
Ottawa, and all except three are em- 
phatically in favor of their Sunday car 
system. Of these three letters, one 
comes from an alderman and two from 
ministers. The letters are as follows;

Sunday Cars in Ottawa.
Ottawa is well pleased with Sunday 

cars, and I am sure our population 
would not put up with the abolition of 
the present system. They are the poor 
man’s vehicle for either church at­
tendance or going out of the city to 
breathe the fresh air. I am strongly 
in favor of any similar measure for 
any other city.

In conclusion I must say that our 
churches are better patronized, owing 
no doubt, to better means of transpor- 
tation. Again, people who from in­
firmity or laziness, who never went to 
service, are now regular contributors. 
You could not find a person in Ottawa 
who would go back to the old order of 
things. The railway company operate 
the system with as little noise as pos­
sible, and give to their employees free­
dom of action that does not intrude on 
their domestic happiness or impair 
their usefulness of society.

Three Were Killed in a Cobalt Mine
Cobalt, Dec. 24.—In an accident at 

the Columbus mine at 2 o'clock yes­
terday morning, William Hamilton, 
Ottawa; Fred Nelly, of Kest Temple, 
P. Q., and Edward Nation of St. 
Pierre, were killed. The accident 
seems to have been caused by the 
cable slipping from its wheel as the 
men were descending the shaft In the 
bucket.

The three men had been carrying 
out blasting operations, and at mid­
night came on deck for dinner, but 
forgot to turn on the air. Hamilton

bucket, and up till the time of an 
investigation the rest is a matter of 
surmise. It is supposed, however, 
that when they were about 75 feet 
down the cable slipped off the wheel. 
The engineer stopped immediately and 
steps were at once taken to see how 
matters stood.
