# King Albert’s Forces Are Within Two Miles 
of Courtrai—Haig Captures Prisoners in 
Raids Southwest of Lille—The American 
Troops North of Verdun Advance Beyond 
Cunei and Romagne.

HUNS MUST RETREAT
Teutons Have Been Forced to 

Evacuate Large Strips 
of Territory. REACH SAFETY

London, Oct. 15.—Belgian troops are on the outskirts of 
Menin and are within two miles of Courtrai.

The Allies also are in effective artillery range of the railroad 
from Lille to Thorout by way of Courtrai. This means that the 
Allies dominate the connecting link between the German troops 
around Lille and those in the Ostend sector.

Between 30 and 4-0 of Crew 
Reported Drowned.

Paris, Oct. 15.—Marshal Foch, in his 
new stroke in Flanders, is driving a 
formidable wedge between the German 
bases of Bruges and Ghent, in Belgium 
and Lille in France. The effective man­
ner by which King Albert carried out 
his attack Monday has further widened 
the wedge, which threatens to split 
the German force, f> two unless the en­
emy falls back speedily on a wide front.

The British army of Gen. Plumer on 
the right wing of the allied advance is 
now but three miles from the important 
railway junction of Courtrai. Once the 
Allies master the line, Wervicq-Menin- 
Courtrai, which probably will be only a 
matter of a few hours, the German situ­
ation at Lille will be most perilous, and 
that at Ghent not much better.

The French capture of Roulers, the 
important railroad junction east of 
Ypres, is a serious loss to the Germans. 
Although the Belgian railroad system 
is dense enough to provide alternative 
routes to a certain extent, the allied 
entrance into Roulers on the first day of 
the offensive is bound to effect the Ger­
man communication system most un­
favorably.

THE EPIDEMIC

CAUSE IS UNKNOWN
HAIG CAPTURES PRISONERS IN 

RAIDS SOUTHWEST OF LILLE
London, Oct. 15.—Raiding operations on several portions of 

the British front, notably near Sainghin-en-Weppes, southwest of 
Lille, are reported by Field Marshal Haig in his official statement 
today. Prisoners were taken by the Britisli parties.

The text of the statement reads:
“Yesterday afternoon an American patrol cruised the Selle 

River in the neighborhood of St. Souplet and took 30 prisoners.
"We carried out a successful raid last evening south of Saing- 

hin-en-Weppes, taking 20 prisoners. A few prisoners were taken 
during the night by our patrols on other portions of the front.”

OSTEND BEING ALLIES TAKEFREED FROM HUN SLAVERY NONE ARE MISSING.
Washington, Oct. 15.—An official re­

port to the navy department says a 
muster of the persons known to have 
been on the America shows none miss­
ing. There was no Indication of the 
cause of the sinking.

Steps are already under way for rais­
ing the ship.

Hoboken, Oct. 15.— The American 
transport America sank at her pier here 
this morning. She was reported to 
have troops on board, and all details 
were withheld by the authorities. It 
was reported that between 30 and 40 
of the crew were drowned in the boiler 
room. The troops were reported all to 
have been taken off safely. The cause 
of the sinking was unknown, but it 
was said that the ship was undergoing 
interior repairs that may in some way 
have had to do with the entrance of 
water into her hold.

Troops in Berths.
The sinking occurred at 5 o'clock this 

morning, while most of the troops were 
still in their berths. In their hurried 
escape from the ship to the pier most 
of them had not time to don their 
clothes. The Red Cross was called 
upon for assistance, and soon trucks 
filled with blankets, clothing and food 
arrived at the pier for distribution 
among the shivering soldiers.

The transport was formerly the 
Hamburg-American Line passenger 
ship Amerika. She registers 22,622 
tons gross. She was taken over when 
the United States entered the war. 
The vessel was 669 feet long and was 
built in 1905.

With a navy crew on board, the ship 
has been in the service of the army as 
a troop transport.

AMERICANS USE
TANKS TO BREAK

EVACUATED BY 10,000 HUNS 
IN BELGIUM

With the French Army in the Laon Area, Oct. 14.—Gen. Mangin, in 
driving the Germans out of Laon, freed the 6,000 inhabitants that re­
mained there from actual slavery. They were not only despoiled of 
their household goods, their money and other possessions, but they were 
robbed of their time. The different officers commanding in the town 
pretended that the right of “requisition" extended to labor, and accord­
ingly obliged men, women and children to labor, for the German army 
in various ways. The requisitioned labor was paid for as were requisi­
tioned products—in orders upon the mayor. The town, consequently, 
paid for the labor done by its citizens for the occupying forces.

Men and girls were forced to serve as beaters for German officers 
on hunting expeditions. The girls were also obliged to go to the fields 
and gather nettles from which the Germans made a fabric that served 
as a substitute for burlap in making sand sacks, for their trench forti­
fications. No discrimination was made between persons of different 
classes and conditions. All had to bend to the will of the invader.

FRENCH CAPTURE TOWNS AND 

PRISONERS IN THE ARGONNE
Paris, Oct. 15.—French troops have made an‘important ad­

vance toward the important town of Rethel and have captured 
the town of Nanteuil-sur-Aisne, two and one-half miles west of 
Rethel, says the war office statement today.

In the Argonne the Frencli have reached the Aisne west of 
Grand Pre and have captured the villages of Olizy and Termes. 
Nearly 800 prisoners were taken in this region.

Washington, Oct. 15.—American troops north of Verdun are 
operating against strong enemy positions and have passed the 
towns of Cunel and Romagne, Gen. Pershing reported today, un­
der date of yesterday. The dispatch follows:

“This morning American troops resumed the advance. North 
of Verdun they are now operating against positions of greatest 
strategic value and natural strength. ■

“Today we passed beyond the towns of Cunel and Romagne. 
We have patrols in the Bois de Batheville and our attacking line 
has penetrated the positions of St. Georges and Landres-et-St. 
Georges. About 750 prisoners have been reported.”

GERMANS APPLY THE TORCH TO

TOWNS THEY ARE EVACUATING
With the British Army in Belgium, Oct. 15.—Enemy resist­

ance in Flanders, which at first appeared to be exceedingly heavy, 
is reported to have been broken. After the British, French and 
Belgian advance today there were indications that the enemy was 
withdrawing the remainder of his material from the coast of Bel­
gium. As is customary during the hours following the launch­
ing of an attack in this difficult country, reports were slow 
coming in, but most significant of all the features of the battle was 
the fact that the German coast batteries were not firing. Among 
the prisoners were a complete regimental staff and a battalion 
commander.

Hospitals are overcrowded, and today 
arrangements were made to take over 
the Victoria Convalescent Home, which 
has been used for invalided soldiers, as 
a temporary influenza hospital.

The great trouble is to secure 
competent nurses, there being a great 
dearth of help and a general appeal has 
been issued for all capable of nursing to 
respond in this grave situation.

The difficulties confronting the health 
authorities were not lessened this morn­
ing, when Dr. Parson, M. O. H., present­
ed his resignation based on the fact that 
he could not attend to his private calls, 
let alone look after the general epidemic.

French and Italian forces are slowly sweeping the Germans hack out of 
the Laon salient. They are now well to the east of the Laon-La Fere railroad 
and have kept up a steady pressure against the enemy along the Oise valley 
to the northeast of La Fere.

AFTER EATINGThe businessman who imagines that he can live independently of the 
activities of his fellow citizens is engaging in a costly self-deception. 
Every civilized man is dependent upon others.

The retailer needs customers;ethe lawyer, clients; the manufacturer, 
laborers; the worker, employment. Even the thief needs victims; the 
snob, the gaping crowd; the tightwad, an opportunity to hoard money 
and pinch his spirit. Absolute "independence" may be the subject of 
foolish boasting, but it does not exist..

The whole fabric of civilization is so woven that no thread may be 
neglected without the imperfection showing.

It may appear like the vaporing of a dreamer to say that cities must 
set about the development of citizens with vision; must create fine 
community ideals; must raise the standard of citizenship, even though all 
other matters are neglected; but it is these intangible things that have 
made cities great all the way down through history.

For ages China had the most populous cities in the world. The 
black population of Africa far outnumbers the white, but because it 
wants few of the so-called necessaries of life there is little business in 
the black regions; because no value is set upon the arts and sciences, both 
are absent; because no high ideals hold sway, there is no progress.

The great cities of history—Athens, Rome, Venice and Florence—did 
not owe their fame to the numbers of their inhabitants. Athens' popula­
tion at the height of her power and glory was never more than 20,000 
freemen who held 180,000 serfs in bondage. Rome at the time of Nero 
had a population of about 750,000—a number approached by one Canadian 
city. Venice was the home of about 120,000 souls at the pinnacle of her 
glory when she controlled the east-west trade of the world. Florence 
had- a population of about 110,000 when her bankers were financing the 
wars of Europe.

The 20,000 freemen of Athens gave to the world poets, whose songs 
remain the models of modern times, philosophers whose teachings still 
live, sculptors that are immortal and statesmen whose policies and 
maxims are impressed into the national life of this Dominion. The mod­
ern world pays a money tribute to the Greece of today because .Plato and 
Sophocles and Pericles did their work there. It is said that the greatest 
source of revenue enjoyed by Greece prior to the great war, was the 
"tourist crop," attracted by the scenes amid which her great men of 
ancient times, moved.

There are dozen of Canadian cities with sufficient population to do 
the work of ancient Athens or Florence or Venice. But these cities lack 
the spirit—the intangible force to drive ahead on right lines. Perhaps it 
would be more nearly correct to say that the cities have not organized 
their citizenship to the end of bringing out all the genius, all the enter- 
prise, all the vision their people possess.

It is this organization of spiritual forces for human advance that the 
board of trade is called to promote. Surely it is worth while. Such work 
is immortal, and the man who engages in it will find that his thoughts 
and his actions will be guiding other men long after he has passed to 
the great beyond. The survival value of his public efforts will be pro- 
jected into the lives of generations yet unborn.

Compare this to the routine servitude of selfish endeavor, and choose 
between.

First, a stop to the atrocities on 
land and sea, and the systematic 
destruction and devastation in the 
wake of the retreating German 
armies.

Then, the disarmament of all the 
German forces, and the deposit of 
their arms and munitions at points 
to be chosen by the Allied military 
commanders.

Then, the occupation by Allied 
forces of certain German cities or 
strongholds of strategic importance. 
Probably also, the occupation of all 
the submarine bases, a turning 
over of the German fleet.

In short, it would entail a taking 
from Germany of everything with 
which she might break her word to

"Coating" Castor ÔII.
You can avoid "setting the teeth on 

edge" by the use of some baking soda. 
Before you give the dose dissolve a lit­
tle of this in a third of a glass of warm 
water. Use about a pinch of the soda 
and as soon as you have given the acid 
dose give your patient a mouthful of 
this water and let him rinse his mouth 
with it.

properly manipulated, is not harmful, 
yet I scarcely believe that it would go 
to the root of the trouble In this case. 
Wrinkles around the eyes and forehead, 
when they come normally, come slowly, 
as a result of the gradual experiences 
and concerns of adult life. When chil­
dren have these lines at an early age It 
is caused by one of two things: The 
child may have the common habit of 
wrinkling its forehead and eyes, for no 
other reason than nervousness.

The only cure is to teach the child to 
exert its will to refrain. Do not speak 
to her about It frequently, for after a 
while the repetition of the "Don’t wrin­
kle your forehead" becomes so monoto­
nous and irritating that no attention is 
paid to the warning. Quietly bring a 
hand mirror and place it before her, 
where she can see herself, and she will 
quickly smooth out the wrinkled fore­
head of her own accord. Teach her the 
counteracting habit of gently massag- 
ing her own forehead with her finger

Worse yet, these premature wrinkles 
are caused by improper glasses or lack 
of them when necessary. Oculists say 
that it is the most difficult part of their 
task to fit children with eyeglasses. 
Therefore, as soon as the child seems 
to have trouble with its eyes, complains 
of headache or is seen frequently wrin­
kling the eyes, it should be taken to a 
first-class oculist and glasses obtained. 
Moreover, it should be watched, for it 
may be necessary to have new glasses 
fitted from time to time, as the needs 
of the eyes change.

If this is not taken care of promptly, 
the eyes will not only be weakened, thus 
injuring the general health of the child, 
but they begin to squint, and wrinkles 
and furrows appear around the eyes and 
the upper part of the face.

Do not always rely on the superficial 
remedies to cure a malformation or de­
fect. Remember that there is usually 
an inner cause and this must be first 
investigated and attended to.

In those places where people congregate in 
numbers there is always danger when an epidemic 
of this nature is raging. Children may carry the 
disease from home to school, and it may be 
transmitted to other homes. This applies with 
equal force to every other gathering, and while 
it will be the part of wisdom to restore normal 
conditions as soon as possible, the loyal co- 
operation of all those affected will aid materially 
in preventing the spread of the disease and ren­
dering unnecessary far more stringent regulations.* 
Many of the cities of the United States are under 
complete quarantine, visitors being barred and 
citizens prevented from leaving without a permit. 
Along the railways piles of casket cases are seen 
and the obituary columns of the newspapers are 
filled with death notices. Thousands have died 
and the death rate is not abating in Canada, but 
appears to be increasing.

So far there has been no serious effort on the 
part of the Dominion or Provincial Governments 
to cope with the epidemic in such a manner as 
to indicate that general care is being exercised. 
The influenza situation is handled by Canada and 
Ontario in about the same manner as the coal 
question. The question is national in scope, but 
the whole responsibility is passed over to the 
municipalities. To say the least, the provincial 
authorities should be promulgating literature to 
the public in general. The general official atti­
tude is to “Let the newspapers do it.” The 
people of the province will strongly resent this in­
action.

There are too many funerals in Ontario to­
day. The death rate has gone to an appalling 
point, and when three military funerals are ob­
served in one afternoon, and when hundreds of 
homes in almost every community are peopled 
with the sick, there is need for broad policy and 
intensive attack.

I mouthing appeal of the whipped Huns while the 

super-hypocrites slay and destroy as fiendishly as 
ever.

Woodrow Wilson has not chosen to be cast as 
! Little Red Riding Hood of the great world war.

The German wolf may disguise himself in the 
clothes of respectability, and grovel in the ashes 
of repentance, but always the tusks appear in the 
blood-flecked and frothing jaws of the brute. As 
the animal comes near, the hunters hold their 
spears ready to send home the final stroke. All 
about the wolf are his victims, fresh victims, and 
in the homes he has occupied are the signs of his 
wicked destruction. When he comes forward to 
treat with the hunters, he must submit to the net 
and be bound in meshes that have been forged in 
the fires of war.

The President of the United States is the 
hunter to whom the beast has made his over­
tures.

THE EPIDEMIC REGULATIONS.
T ONDON has followed the example of a num- L ber of other cities and through its board of 

health decreed that schools and theatres 
shall be closed for an indefinite period because 
of the outbreak of Spanish influenza. When 
human life is at stake and the menace to health 
stalks everywhere, the effect upon the business or 
pleasure of the community cannot be considered, 
and the authorities were well advised to take 
every precaution. It would be better that one 
life be saved as a result of the restrictions 
than that any interest should be protected, 
even though the Government were forced to com­
pensate the losers.

To The Advertiser, however, the closing of 
public places is only an incident in the campaign 
that must be waged against this terrible plague. 
First of all the responsibility must come home to 
the individual. If he would save himself and 
his fellow-citizens he must adopt personal pre­
cautions so seriously as to make the contracting 
of the disease almost an impossibility. The 
ordinary dictates of common-sense must be ex­
ercised, and the man or woman who feels that he 
or she is becoming a victim should act at once as 
though in the most grave danger. The personal 
precautions are well known, and should be fol­
lowed to the letter.

Then it would be advisable that the board of 
health should be in constant touch with the- situa­
tion. Meetings should be held each day, and the 
members of the medical profession consulted as to 
the requirements of the situation. The epidemic 
is a challenge to the medical profession, and those

UNDERGONE OPERATION

FOR YOUR MORE SOME PHASES OF THE PROSPECTS FOB PEACE.
THE SWORD OF THE AVENGER. 

By William C. Cornwell.,
Do npt let us be misled by this pharisalcal agitation in Germany to establish 

a parliamentary government. The representatives of a people steeped up to the 
neck in the bloodthirsty crimes of an unjustified and bitterly selfish war. are no 
better to treat with than their present autocratic leaders. The German people 
are particeps crlminis with the kaiser and his horde of brutal Pan-Germans.

There has not been one minute when Germany and all of Germany. Including 
all the German people, have not been ready to share in the plunder whenever 
and wherever her war bandits were able to seize it; no time when they have not 
approved oppression and the frightfulness of their armies wading through the 
blood of women and children to reach the spoils.

The attitude of the whole German nation was defiant and unrelenting when 
her armies began the drive in arch. It was not until after the turn of the 
tide at Chateau-Thierry in July that she began to relent, and as she was swept 
on further and further, boldness turned to fear, and boastfulness changed to 
whining.

And now with Bulgaria out and the shell cracking, Germany turns, or pre­
tends to turn to parliaments and popular representation, as a hypocritical means 
of wresting an armistice from the avengers.

After Germany has surrendered, whether the swords are handed in by a Ger­
man parliament or by Hindenburg, there should be not an ounce of pity for the 
German people. They must pay the price—a bitter price—for all the horrors for 
which they, as much as the kalser, are to blame; for they supported him in his 
brutal policies to the very last, and will have adopted the subterfuge of a people's 
parliament only because the sword of the avenger hangs over them.

A PEACE THAT MUST BE DICTATED.
The London Statist takes occasion, in a recent issue, to emphasize the ne­

cessity that the great body of the people through all the Entente countries (and 
it says “especially in England," but it might also have added In America), study 
carefully the conditions from Germany which must be insisted upon for peace.

They should, it says, feel the obligation they are now under to their families 
and to their descendants, not to trust to governments; "on the contrary, they 
should take it for granted that governments will, as a matter of course, go 
wrong, and they themselves should feel the great obligation that rests upon them, 
to see that the coming peace will give security against the renewal of war at 
least for two generations."

The Statist then recites the conditions laid down by ex-President Roosevelt 
in his Lafayette speech, as a model for the people to study, that they may insist 
upon the conditions therein laid down. The things contended for in this speech 
are: That Germany had no provocation, that before the war she was free to 
pursue any peaceful course she liked, nobody had any wish to attack her or to 
deprive her of any advantage she possessed, and yet deliberately Germany spent 
half a century in preparing for war, and when she found, or believed she had 
found, that Russia was completely incapacitated for actively pushing- hostilities, 
she forced on an absolutely unprovoked war. Consequently, Germany should be 
compelled, when the fighting ends, to recompense to the fullest extent all the 
countries she has injured.

First, France should be compensated for all the injury done to the occupied 
provinces, and should also receive back Alsace-Lorraine. Secondly, full com­
pensation must be made to Belgium, Luxemburg, Serbia, Montenegro, Rumania, 
and so on; and likewise, provinces wrenched from Denmark in 1864 should be 
restored. Lastly, the portions of Germany which were robbed of home rule In 
1866 should get it back—for instance, Hanover; and that Prussian Poland should 
be added to the new kingdom of Poland—that is, that Poland should be restored 
to the full management of her own affairs and that she should comprise the 
Austrian and Russian portions of what once were Poland, as well as those of 
Prussia. The Statist adds: “We do not dispute that Germany will regard the 
taking away from her of all the provinces as a great wrong, but German opin­
ions of what is right and what is wrong between nation and nation, deserve no 
consideration. * * * Germany has forfeited all right to generous treatment. 
*The German people never had a right and never can have a right to 
domineer over nations which have proved to be not strong enough to maintain 
their independence."

THE WAR MUST NOT HAVE BEEN IN VAIN.
Our own people would do well to get these formulas well fixed in their 

minds. Our whole country is devotedly united to win the war. The New York 
Tribune says:

“When for America the balance sheet of the war shall some day bo 
struck, this new unity of the nation must stand high upon the credit side. 
We never conceived such a magnificent swinging step to be possible. We 
were too large, too composite, too individualistic. Yet it has come. No 
nation has shown a truer and stancher face, a more complete surrender 
of sectionalism and every petty, contending scruple to the one sacred 
cause. We are proud of America as never before."
This splendid spirit of unity must not have been developed in vain.
The one great danger is that, having crushed the Hun and won the war, the 

objective shall be frittered away by politicians. If the country is united on what 
it wants dictated into the peace, no power on earth can turn aside its demands.

THE FINANCIAL OUTLOOK.
While the end of the war is not apparently near, the certainty of final victory 

for the Allies is assured.
There must now be weighed the probable course of activity and of profit and 

loss, not only in securities but in all business, in order to make the wisest de­
cisions possible for future operation.

An attempt has been made this week in the speculative markets to do this. 
Peace stocks have been sorted out according to the ideas and arguments, of not 
only the traders themselves, but wherever they could be obtained, of experts and 
business leaders. The result lias been a more or less theoretical division of stocks 
into peace and war stocks, and into stocks (of which there appear to be a large 
number), which nobody has been able to decide as to which class they belong in.

Thus divided, relative prices have changed throughout the list, but there 
appears to remain, as before, a strong underlying tone pervading the whole 
market.

While possibilities seem to point to war termination in six months or so, 
there are also possibilities of a fierce continuation for a year. Under these cir­
cumstances there will be no let-up in war purchases and contracts. Such action 
would be fatal. The war must be fought as intensely now as ever, and war 
equipment must go on up to the last minute.

One class of security may be relied upon as being in the peace list, and that 
is the class which pays fixed rates and is sure to continue to do so after peace. 
The higher this rate is, if it can be relied upon, the better the purchase for 
investment. There are many safe stocks and bonds in this class.

In the class of fixed interest payments and surety of continuance—also assur­
ance of advancing prices after the war—come, in order of safety, first, ail issues 
of Liberty Bonds.

Then follow high class railroad and foreign government bonds; after that 
good railroad and industrial bonds.

WHAT AFTER THE WAR?
With every indication of an early cessation of hostilities in Europe comes 

the recurring thought, “What about business after the war?" Will a peace set­
tlement open the way to a big slump and depression? Answering these ques­
tions some days ago, J. J. Whitacre of Ohio, a large employer of labor, had the 
following to say:

WHY SHOULD WE HAVE A BUSINESS SLUMP?
"There will be a lot of work for this country to do when the war is 

over, and there will not be any too much labor to do it. We need have 
no fear of being swamped by immigrants from Europe. Before the war 
is over many of the young fellows of Europe will have made the supreme 
sacrifice and the old ones never move. We shall not have to restrict 
immigration; on the contrary, we could employ a lot of laborers if we 
could get them.

“This country will be the greatest nation the world has ever seen 
We are now enjoying the most wonderful prosperity we have ever known. 
It’s not hard to explain. We are supplying the world. When it is all 
over, we shall take the lead necessarily in the work of reconstruction 
We shall have to furnish the world, particularly Europe, that has been 
devastated by the war. with raw materials and manufactures Here at 
home there will be plenty of work to do. Why, the railroads alone al­
most can insure prosperity. In the past railroads have taken more than 
50 per cent of all the steel produced. Since 1913 they have been taking 
very little, because the war has demanded the bulk of the world's supply 
There have been no extensions built. Railroad work, except the abso­
lutely necessary repairs, has been almost abandoned. But following the 
war it will be resumed on a more extensive scale than ever before. With 
the Government controlling the roads, it will mean employment at good 
wages for many thousands. I don't imagine the Government is going to 
give up the roads after the war. For a long period after the war there 
will be a system of half socialism in this country. But It will all make 
for prosperity. I do not believe we have anything to fear for a long time 
and, in my judgment, wages will continue to be high, perhaps not 30 
high as now. but higher than they were before the war began
