"At Nelson street and the tracks 
the prisoner turned and fired two 
shots in kuick succession. Monahan 
fired three. One of them got the 
prisoner. The revolver then fell out 
of Martinchuk’s hand."

Parker stated that lie and the pris­
oner were in the yard at the rear of 
the Bathurst street house, pointing 
their revolvers at each other, when 
Martinchuk ducked behind a bush 
and opened fire. Parker shot back.

Gun For Self-Defence.
Through his interpreter, Martin- 

chuk stated he did not know it was 
necessary to have a permit to carry 
a gun. And he did not care for per­
mits anyway. lie carried his gun for 
self-defence.

“Ask him what he was going to do 
with the gun." Magistrate Graydon 
ordered Rosenthal.

"He says, ‘What are revolvers made 
for?"’ replied the interpreter.

"He also says: ‘I told the police- 
man not to touch me or I'd shoot 
him.’"

"Martinchuk doesn’t know what 
they wanted him for in the first 
place."

"And he says policemen are for 
rich people, and that he is a work­
ingman." continued Rosenthal.

"He claims the first shot he fired 
when he went over the fence was 
accidental, and that he didn't fire 
at Monahan at all."

"Why did lie leave Russia?" asked 
the court.

"He wanted to make a little money, 
he tells me," the interpreter ans- 
wered.

On charges of shooting with intent 
to do grievous bodily harm to Motor- 
tycle Officer Gavin Monahan; shoot­
ing with intent to do grievous bodily 
harm to Constable Parker, and hav­
ing a revolver in his possession with- 
but having the necessary permit. 
Powell Martinchuk, Russian, was 
found guilty In police court today. 
He was remanded a week for sen- 
tence.

His only defense was entered in the 
first case, in which he was charged 
with having a revolver. He claimed 
he only fired one shot, and that that 
was accidental, the bullet being dis­
charged when he climbed over a 
fence.

To all three charges he pleanded 
not guilty, and seemed more inter­
ested in discovering how many shots 
the officers fired than in any other 
phase of the cases. As the officers 
gave their evidence, he took down 
notes.

Martinchuk insisted on a change 
in intepreters, objecting to Oscar 
Rosenthal, declaring he was not giv­
ing him a true interpretation of the 
evidence, and claiming he could not 
understand him.

"He speaks sometimes in Russian, 
Jew and English. I don't know what 
he says." complained the prisoner in

New York. N. Y., Dec. 18.—An ex­
tremely confused movement on the 
Stock Exchange, heaviness in bonds, 
a reaction in the foreign exchanges, 
and a new high record for the sea­
son in wheat, were the chief episodes 
in the financial situation.

Apparently the fact that no defin­
ite assurances were forthcoming over 
Sunday regarding the German loan 
project, and the skepticism expressed 
in many quarters as to whether such 
a loan could possibly be put through, 
had the effect of making sentiment 
in the exchange market less en­
thusiastic than it was at the close of 
last week.

Sterling, francs and marks all came 
down rather sharply. In any under­
taking of such a vast nature, and 
with so many complications as an 
international offering of German 
bonds, it would be quite to be ex­
pected that there should be the ut­
most difference of opinion regarding 
the outcome and also rapid shifts be­
tween hope and pessimism.

The news of the morning was not 
discuoraging, on the contrary it con­
firmed the fact that the reparations 
question had been taken up at Wash- 
ingson, and that banking judgment 
had been consulted as to the feas­
ibility of a loan. But there was still 
a vagueness about the whole matter 
which was bound to affect a situa­
tion so highly charged with specula­
tive element as the foreign exchanges 
of last week.

At the outset, and for the first 
hour or so the stock market was 
strong and even buoyant. Trading 
was more active and prices moved 
forward more vigorously since the 
return for the better came at the 
beginning of the month. Then the 
failure of an important western 
house was announced, and this led 
to hasty unloading of oil shares, in 
which the firm in question was sup­
posed to be interested.

The weakness in railway shares 
and the downward drift in railway 
bonds became, as the session went on, 
quite as much a feature as the buy­
ing of the equipments of U. S. Steel 
common and of the coppers. For 
this there was no explanation. Rail­
way managements feel that they al­
ready have regulations enough, yet 
they face a still greater trial in the 
agitation for reduction of rates on 
farm products.

Martinchuk is still forced to use 
crutches, the bullet wound he re­
ceived 1 nthe knee in the battle with 
Monahan having left one leg par­
alyzed. He was only moved from 
the hospital to the jail a week ago.

prosperity of Londoners is revealed 
from interesting statistics presented 
to The Advertiser Monday by Build­
ing Inspector A. M. Piper.

Up until Saturday last, no less than 
856 permits for private garages of all 
sizes and types of construction had 
been issued since the first of the year, 
representing an expenditure of 
$66,880.

There is but little doubt but that 
the greater number of these struc­
tures were built as contemplated. The 
inspector explains that in nine cases 
out of ten, if a party decides not to 
proceed with the building after the 
permit has been issued, he will, re­
turn for a refund of the fee. Not one 
return has been made this year, he 
says, for a permit of any description, 
store, dwelling or garage. This is 
ample indication, he assures, that 
the most of the work proposed was 
undertaken.

Despite the arrival of real cold 
weather, it looks as though the build­
ing trades will remain busy for weeks 
to come. Although the end of the 
month is nearly two weeks distant, 
general building permits have been 
already issued in December calling 
for an expenditure of $101,305, as 
against $87.930 for the same month 
In 1921.

Permits to date, from the first of 
the year aggregate $2.572.635. com­
pared with $2,527,510 last year. The 
building inspector points out that this 
increase is particularly remarkable in 
view of the fact that the greater por­
tion of this sum involves the con- 
struction of dwellings.

“The biggest contract this year.” he 
explains, "was the Cowan Hardware

Dublin, Dec. 17.—The last eighteen 
posts occupied by British troops were 
transferred to the Irish national 
army.

St. Catharines, Dec. 18.—Night Con­

stable Joseph Trueman, of Thorold, 
was shot and killed on the main street 
of that town shortly before 4 o'clock 
this morning. Four men are said to 
have witnessed the murder and the 
Ontario police in the district have 
been scouring the neighborhood all 
day. There had been no arrests last 
evening. •

At 3:50 o’clock, Constable True­
man, who had been warming himself 
at the Niagara, St. Catharines and 
Toronto Railway station at the head 
of Front street, left to continue his 
beat. As he rounded the corner of 
the station, Nightwatchman Moray 
heard Trueman’s voice greeting some 
unseen person with the query, "What 
are you doing out at this time in the 
morning?"

The answer Moray heard was a 
quick succession of six or eight shots, 
three of which took effect in the con­
stable’s body. When Moray reached 
the spot where Trueman lay in the 
snow, the assailant had disappeared 
along Claremont street. Snow was 
falling heavily at the time and by 
the time the local police were sum­
moned the tracks had been badly ob­
literated.

Trueman was taken into Dr. Herod’s 
office nearby, where it was seen that 
the shots had been fired at close 
range. One had penetrated his wrist, 
one entered below the heart and the 
third just below the left armpit. 
Death was instantaneous.

Active Against Liquor Ring.
Provincial Officers Gurnett and 

Eller, of Welland, and others from 
Niagara Falls were summoned and 
spent the day on the case. Of the 
several murders that have occurred 
in the locality, none have aroused 
such resentment as this tragedy 
Although the victim had only re­
sided in Thorold three months he 
was held in high regard in the com­
munity.

Chief Collins, of Thorold, stated that 
he did not believe Trueman had an 
enemy in the town. It is known, how­
ever, that the deceased had been par­
ticularly active against the boot- 
legging element.

In Welland, where Trueman had 
spent a year on the police force after 
acting as messenger for the Imperial 
Bank for eight years, great gloom

"He was every inch a man," de- 

clared Chief Crabbe of Welland. Con­
stable Trueman was unmarried. His 
parents reside in Ulster. Ireland 
and a sister resides in Vancouver.

St. Catharines, Dec. 18.—Two men 
were arrested yesterday afternoon 
and are being held for examination. 
According to the story of Night- 
watchman Morley, it would appear 
that the unknown assailant en­
deavored first to cripple the con­
stable so that he could not handle 
his gun, for the wrist she ws that the 
bullet was discharged at close range.

Morley after hearing the shots 
looked through the station window 
and saw the constable chase the mur­
derer across the street. Trueman 
must have been shot at least twice 
up to that time, the wounds no doubt 
interfering with his aim.

Morley was unable to get a good 
view of the assailant. He can only 
describe him as the figure of a man 
who was seen disappearing behind a 
garage. Two men piling pulpwood 
at Foley & Reiger’s pulp mill and 
two others returning from work were 
also near the scene, but are able to 
throw but little light on the matter.

An inquest will be held tomorrow 
morning in order that the remains of 
the murdered constable may be re­
moved to Welland, where he will be 
burled with Masonic honors.

London, Dec. 18.—President Hard­

ing will soon propose two interna­
tional agreements, which will replace 
much of the Treaty of Versailles, the 
Daily Sketch stated today.

One of the agreements will be for 
all the allies. The other will include 
former enemies as well, the Sketch 
declared.

Elihu Root, the paper said, is at 
present working out a reparations 
agreement. The Washington corre­
spondent of the Sketch, upon whose 
dispatches the statements are based, 
cabled he had interviewed represe- 
tatives of every prominent American 
banking house, as well as other. "In 
high places, with precise authorita­
tive knowledge," and learned there 
is to be a drastic scaling down of 
reparations, with the United States 
taking over German export, import 
and internal taxes, under a first 
mortgage.

Three groups of American bank­
ers, Pierpont Morgan & Co., Kuhn. 
Loeb & Harriman, will underwrite 
the financial relief for Germany, 
under guarantee from the United 
States government, It was declared.

“It is definitely known that the 
bankers concerned have negotiated 
for a long period with Germany, and 
that assent has been definitely given 
for mortgages that will satisfy all 
guarantees," the Sketch said.

Under impending agreements, the 
United States attitude towards inter­
national debts may be susceptible to 
reconstruction, the paper believes. 
The credit to Germany, it is said, will 
not be less than a billion and a halt 
dollars.

Don’t Coo Sweet Nothings
—Write ’Em Down, Says She

This Business of Engagements Is No Longer a Pleasant 
Pastime, If American Women Have Their Way— 

Bunk, ’ Reply Londoners.

Mabel Mitchell Left Her Home in London Two Years 
Ago—Now Stirs Detroit With Divorce Petition 

From Her Trial Husband.

“We are trying to get a law which 
makes it compulsory for men and 
women to contract their engage­
ments in writing."

Alice Paul, leader of the National 
Woman’s Party in the United States, 
passing through the city last week, 
summarized the work of her organi­
zation in the above words. Mrs. 
Paul’s stay in London was a matter 
of only an hour. Yet she had time 
to answer the phone in response to 
a call from The Advertiser and talk 
for a few minutes.

The Woman's Party, of which Alice 
Paul is the guiding spirit, have pre­
pared a marriage contract bill which 
will be introduced in the legislature 
of the United States in January. 
Should this bill be adopted, marriage 
would be recognized as a business 
partnership. Husband and wife 
under this law would be legally ob­
ligated to stand by the agreement 
drawn up before marriage.

Alice Paul expadated on it for only a 
few minutes. But what she said was 
illuminating. Under this agreement 
engaged couples must put down in 
writing just what duties they expect 
from their mates and what can be 
demanded of them. For instance, 
one of the terms might limit the time 
under which the future mother-in- 
law may visit the family; it could 
determine just what nights hubby 
could go out with the boys. There 
might be a provision which penal­
izes any manifestation of the aver-

reminiscenses as "Just think how 
better off I would have been if I had 
never married you."

But Alice Paul did not participate 
in undue levity. She was mighty 
serious. She believes that such a bill 
will make for better and more last­
ing marriages, and would be a step 
upward, not only for women but for 
the. entire race.

Marriage should become an equal 
partnership," she said, "and when it 
is dissolved, as one out of every eight 
marriages in America eventually is. 
the court should show no favor be­
tween partners as they do now."

After this little talk. The Adver­
tiser got in touch with a number of 
local women to get their attitude on 
the question. Should a bill of the 
nature sponsored by Alice Paul and 
the Woman’s Party, be arranged in 
Canada? Are contracts drawn up by 
the unromantic legal mind as lasting 
as those forged by bonds of senti­
ment?

"If I were a young girl, and had to 
have a written engagement from my 
beau, I just wouldn’t marry him. 
that’s all." said one prominent mem­
ber of the W. C. T. U., in answer to 
The Advertiser's query.

"Oh, that's just some more Amer­
ican twaddle," declared another lead­
ing London lady candidly. “They're 
always getting up something new. I 
have really nothing to say about it. 
because it strikes me as ridiculous."

The disastrous trial marriage of a 
London girl is stirring Detroit these 
days with one of the most sensa­
tional divorce cases of American 
courts.

The girl, whose face you see above, 
was known to London as Mabel 
Mitchell. She lived here all her life 
with her parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
George Mitchell, until two years ago, 
when Mabel ran away from home 
and went to Pittsburg. The parents 
followed, and are now living in’ De­
troit, according to statements to The 
Advertiser from friends of the family.

Mabel Mitchell is now known as 
Mrs. Albert W. Ryerson. Ryerson is 
a Detroiter, formerly head of the Uni­
versal Book Stores. Inc., and prom­
inent as chief disciple of a mysterious 
oriental love-cult known as the “O. 
T. O." Ryerson is 51 years old and 
Mabel is 18.

The two were married last Sept. 
6th in Mt. Clemens, and took up resi­
dence at 351 River Front, Ford City, 
Ontario. The marriage was to be a 
trial affair of thirty days. It lasted 
only twenty-nine, because Mabel ran 
away, disillusioned and despairful.

Just now she is “Queen of the 
Chalet d’Arts," an artists’ establish­
ment in Detroit, and is acting as 
artists' model.

No relatives of the Mitchell family 
remain in London, and Mabel's ac­
quaintances here declined to discuss 
her adventures with The Advertiser. 
An uncle of the ill-fated bride is Al­
derman Frank J. Mitchell of Wind­
sor, Ontario. Speaking to The Ad­
vertiser by long distance telephone 
yesterday. Aiderman Mitchell said

"Her parents haven't had anything

to do with it," he said to The Adver­
tiser reporter, “and they’re not in 
touch with her now, though they are 
living in Detroit."

“What do you think of the case?”
asked The Advertiser.

“I won't say anything about it,” 
replied Mr. Mitchell.. “It's purely her 
own affair.”

“Her own affair," told in Mabel’s 
own words, is not a very happy one.

“He asked me io marry him on 
30 days’ trial," she said.

ENSE COLD WAVE 
SWEEPS AMERICA GOVERNORS FAVOR 

EXTREME CAUTIO N'
Lowest Temperature of Sea­

son Reported in Many 
Parts of Continent.

U. S. Officials Advised To Go 
Slow Before Intervening 

in European Affairs.
Chicago, Dec. 18.—Temperatures 

lower than any previously reported 
this winter in the northwest, upper 
lake region, great central valleys, 
middle and west gulf states and the 
southern Rocky Mountain region were 
recorded last night and today as an­
other cold wave spread over the 
greater portion of the United States, 
west of the Appalachian Mountains.

The mercury in Chicago went be­
low zero for the first time this season.

The weather bureau reported the 
cold wave has a general southeasterly 
trend across the middle states, and 
would be followed by a slowly rising 
temperature tomorrow for the great 
lakes region.

Havre, Montana, last night was 
gripped by 32 below weather. Other 
towns in the northwest registered 
readings from 4 to 28 below zero.

Dec. 18.—Extreme caution should be 
the keynote of America’s course in 
considering the advisability of inter­
vening, financially or otherwise, in 
Europe's tangled affairs.

This represents in cross section the 
view of a number of the governors 
in conference here concerning the 
Impending decision of the Harding 
administration, which is expected to 
result in putting the United States 
again into the role of the savior of 
Europe.

"America should be careful not to 
get into the position of Atlas, carry­
ing the whole world on its shoulders." 
said Governor Sproule, Pennsylvania.

“The problem is so intricate and so 
far-reaching that it is impossible to 
discuss it intelligently or wisely with­
out study. No one can say off-hand 
what should or should not be done 
by this government. But we should 
be careful."

"But snap judgment or feeling 
should not prevail in such a situa­
tion. It re.uires great wisdom and 
prudent statesmanship to handle it 
to the best interests of the American 
people," said Governor Morrison, 
North Carolina.

Governor Preuse. Minnesota said 
that he was not thoroughly enough 
informed on the essentials of the 
problems of Europe's affairs, finan­
cial and political, to deliver a com­
petent opinion as to what the United 
States should do. "If anything, some 
of the people of my state," said 
Preuse, "believe that if all the war 
debts were cancelled that would take 
care of the situation, enabling Europe 
to resume buying American pro­
ducts."

"I don’t know." Governor Richie 
Maryland, declined to discuss for 
quotation his views, but said he found 
the belief very strong among people 
with whom he had talked that the 
reparations question must be entirely 
revised before a lasting settlement 
of Europe’s difficulties would occur. 
Whether the United States should 
take the lead in bringing about the 
revision, Richie said he would not 
hazard an opinion.

“It is a gigantic problem, calling 
for the best genius of statesmanship 
to solve," said Governor Parker, 
Louisiana. “The government at 
Washington will no doubt act only on 
complete information, and President 
Harding and those associated with 
him have weighed carefully all as­
pects of the problem and assayed the 
consequences of American interven­
tion.

"The summons to Mr. Harvey to 
return to Washington for a confer­
ence is an evidence of that. The 
people of the country should have 
the determining voice in settling the 
policy, and doubtless the government 
will do its utmost to bend its policy 
to their will."

French Hospital Vessel. ASSERTS NECESSITY

United States destroyer Bainbridge 
yesterday rescued 400 persons from 
the burning French hospital ship 
Vinh-Long, in the Sea of Marmora. 
The vessel took fire opposite San 
Stefano, on the western outskirts of 
Constantinople. Fifteen of those on 
board the Vinh-Long are missing.

Five of the missing are believed to 
have been killed by explosions. The 
hospital ship was proceeding to Con­
stantinople from Bizerta when a con­
flagration was discovered in the 
magazine.

A purchaser taking 
over such a property would have to 
be financially able to stand a very 
heavy yearly expenditure for the 
upkeep of the place, and men of this 
type are not plentiful even in such 
a rich place as Toronto.

In the last analysis, houses are 
worth just what the owner can get 
for them. No matter which way the 
investment of Sir Henry Pellatt is 
looked at it represents a dead loss 
some time or other, that time being 
the day when he tries to dispose of 
the place.

Real estate men know that there is 
a fairly well established market in 
any community for houses, regulated 
largely by the city and the district 
in the city. In Loudon there is not 
much trouble tn disposing of a house 
up to the $8,000 mark, although the 
more active market might be slightly 
under that figure. When the higher- 
priced houses are put up for sale 
there are fewer prospective pur­
chasers, and fewer buyers tends to 
keep the price down. In this way, 
it is actually easier for one to turn 
over a moderate-priced house at a 
profit than it is to sell a high-priced 
place and break even.

Some of the towns of Western On­
tario—many of them, in fact—bear 
out this same truth. Years ago 
families who had means built large 
places, some • them using from a 
half to a whole block of ground for 
the grounds and gardens. Today 
many of these places have passed 
out of the hands of the former 
families, and they were bought up 
for only a fraction of what it would 
cost to build them today. Looking 
at them from an investment point, 
they represent a dead loss.

So it is that the poor-rich man in 
Toronto is only one of many who 
face the problem of too great a home. 
They have built largely, but none too 
well.

bowels of the earth for the use of 
the people, and that it would have 
been much better for the people of 
these districts to have attended to 
the distribution of it from the very 
start with a view to giving service 
to the people rather than having it 
handled with a view to making divi­
dends. Such a view is not a criti­
cism of the methods of the com­
panies working in this field; rather 
it is the statement of a common- 
sense principle that will stand up 
against a lot of argument.

In the matter of milk distribution 
we were inclined to view favorably 
the suggestion of a correspondent 
who runs a dairy farm, catering to 
London, that the best solution to the 
milk problem here will come when 
the people of the surrounding coun­
try and the people of the city, 
through their respective" representa­
tives, get together on the matter. In 
that way the people in the country 
would produce the milk, and the citi­
zens of London take care of its 
treatment and distribution.

In both these cases there was only 
one point at stake, viz., the best 
thing for the people. We are willing 
to stake our reputation on that be­
ing sound Liberal doctrine. We do 
not believe that any government is 
called upon to do anything for the 
people that the people can do better 
for themselves, but there are times 
when collective action by the people 
on behalf of themselves is a highly 
desirable matter. There are certain 
articles which, from their indispens- 
able character, are better handled by 
the people. We would be inclined 
to place in that category things that 
are essential to existence, such as 
light, heat and water, and the list 
might be extended beyond that. 
Human existence demands these 
things.

As a concrete example of the 
proper function of a government in 
dealing with the welfare of the 
people, take the case of serums used 
In fighting such diseases as diph­
theria. fevers, etc. Not many years 
ago the cost of having antitoxin 
used for diphtheria was almost pro­
hibitive to families of small means, 
and for that reason there were many 
cases where its use would have saved 
a life, but the monetary considera­
tion seemed to form a barrier that 
could not be overcome. Today, be­
cause of legislation passed some 
years ago by the provincial govern­
ment, doctors are enabled to secure 
n supply of this very necessary fluid 
at a trifling cost, and the result is 
that it is freely used. Diphtheria 
has ceased to be the dreaded disease 
it. once was, and collective action on 
the part of all the people, through 
the agency of the provincial govern­
ment, is the reason for the improved 
condition.

That, in a general way, sets forth 
what The Advertiser holds to be the 
proper function of a government— 
municipal, provincial or federal.

THERE Is hope 
* of recovery 

from every dis­
ease to which 
flesh is heir. No 
one need despair 
and fall into a 
state of helpless 
h o pelessness. 
Modern medicine 
has made great 
inroads into the 
realm of diseases 

formerly considered incurable.
It is not an easy task to determine 

the exact cause of every human ail­
ment. Many old-time mysteries, 
however, are now explained by the 
theory of focal infection.

It is believed when, at some cen­
tral point—or focus, as it is more 
commonly called—there is pus for­
mation, or germ growth, that from 
this focus radiate Unes of attack 
against every part of the body.

Perhaps the most common exam­
ple of focal infection is the trouble 
in distant organs due to an abscessed 
tooth. The trouble with the tooth 
may be so slight as not to be no­
ticed by the patient. Trifling as such 
a condition seems, it is believed that 
a focus of this sort may seriously 
and even fatally affect the victim.

Sometimes theories of this kind are 
“overworked." The history of medi­
cine is marred by the transient pop­
ularity of various fads. It may well 
be that the present enthusiasm over 
dental infection or other focal infec­
tion, as a cause for human ailments, 
will be laughed at in the future. But, 
in the light of present knowledge, it 
seems abundantly proved that any 
focus of disease may affect your en­
tire body.

Some of the diseases traced to 
focal infection are heart disease, high 
blood-pressure, hardening of the 
arteries, neuralgia, neuritis, head­
ache, rheumatism, certain eye dis­
eases. ulcer of the stomach, disease 
of the gall-bladder, appendicitis, dia­
betes and even disease of the brain.

This is a long list, but it must be 
understood that focal infection is one 
of many causes for these diseases. 
Furthermore, it must be understood 
there may be one of these diseases 
and at the same time a focal infec­
tion, without there being the slight­
est relation between the two condi­
tions.

Sometimes an apparently healthy 
man, with every organ in seemingly 
normal condition, will complain of 
wandering pains through his mus­
cles. The joints seem stiff, and it is 
hard for him to walk. He has head­
ache every day. All in all, he is mis­
erable and unhappy.

This man may be the victim of a 
focal infection. Even though his 
tonsils are of normal size, there may 
be a pus pocket in one of them. A 
crowned tooth may be diseases be­
neath the gold. The gums may be 
pus-infected. One of the cavities 
connected with the nose may be a 
reservoir of pus. Even a small In­
fected gland, or an abscessed pimple 
somewhere on the skin may be the 
source of poison affecting the whole 
body.

Patient scientists have especially 
examined and carefully studied every 
patient entering large hospitals for 
years at a stretch. The result, in one 
instance, disclosed that 12 per cent 
of all the patients admitted for 
every reason were suffering from 
conditions due to infection in the 
mouth.

The importance of focal infection 
cannot be overlooked. Every ob­
scure ailment and symptom must be 
thought of as a condition which 
might be due to such a cause. You 
will help your doctor a great deal if 
you give study to this possibility be­
fore consulting him about some un­
comfortable condition for which 
there is not a well-defined reason. 
Tell him everything—as briefly as 
you can—that may be a possible 
cause.

Let us be. cautious. There is no 
excuses for pulling every tooth and 
taking out every tonsil, or operat­
ing on every nose just because a 
focal infection is sometimes located 
in one of these organs. There are 
means of finding out after your sus­
picion has been aroused.

Never sacrifice a useful organ un­
less there is abundant reason for do­
ing so. But sometimes the relief of 
pain is little short of miraculous 
when the focus of infection has been 
removed. You may be made a new 
person by proper treatment.

In order, if possible, to carry 
conscription, which, however, failed 
on a referendum, Mr. Hughes formed 
a coalition government known as the 
Nationalists and made up of the Lib­
erals and that section of the Labor 
party which favored conscription. 
Rather precariously the coalition 
maintained itself in power until the 
recent dissolution. Success of the 
Labor party in the present election 
would mark, therefore, a return to the 
status of 1917, but with Premier 
Hughes eliminated as its leader. He 
has held office continuously for eight 
years and was a militant factor in 
bringing the full strength of Aus­
tralia to bear in the war.

Marie, second engineer; Victor 
Lindback, St. Joseph Island, deck- 
hand; Elmer Gordon, Thessalon, 
wheelsman; John Cudoite, Garden 
River, passenger; Fred Gardner, 
Gananoque, passenger; Eugene Long- 
pre, St. Jerome, Que., passenger, and 
Ernest Murphy, Thessalon, passenger.

Struck During Storm.
Currie tells that at the time of the 

running on the rocks there was a 
bad snowstorm, which cleared up ten 
minutes after they struck. One of the 
three lifeboats was immediately low- 
ered, and Currie was. put in charge, 
but the survivors are not clear as to 
whether another boat was let down 
or not.’ They thought they saw one, 
but just then the waves and a recur­
rence of the snow cut off their vision.

They attempted to reach Jackson’s 
Cove, but the wind forced them to 
land not far from the mouth of Sand 
River. At three that afternoon they 
caught their last sight of the tug. 
which was then still afloat, though 
listed to the port side.

After a 16-mile tramp over hills 
hundreds of feet high and crossing 
several streams, one of which they 
waded in water up to their waists, 
and spending two nights in the open, 
they reached Boissineau’s camp. Mrs. 
Harten, after a game struggle, had 
given out when only a short distance 
from the camp, but help was sent 
back from there to aid her.

Hours Without Food.
The members of the party were 36 

hours without food, but with the ex­
ception of Mrs. Harten appear to be 
little the worse for their journey, 
though some suffered severe frost­
bites.

The tug Gray, which has been try­
ing to reach Lizard Island since 
Thursday, made another attempt to 
leave Batchewana Bay this morning, 
but was forced back by a storm. She 
is being reinforced by the icebreaker 
Favorite from St. Ignace, which left 
the Soo shortly after noon today.

Cost of Living Takes Slight 
Jump in Month—Decreases 

During Year.

Ottawa, Dec. 18.—The average 
weekly family budget throughout 
Canada during November was slight­
ly higher than in October, due to 
seasonal increase in farm products.

The budget was decidedly lower 
than in November, 1921, however.

The average weekly family budget 
of 29 staple foods in sixty cities was 
$10.29 for November, as compared 
with $10.23 for October; $11.08 for 
November, 1921; $16.92 for June, 
1920 (the highest point reached), and 
$7.96 for November, 1914.

The increase of six cents for the 
month was due to a substantial in­
crease in eggs, with slight increases 
in milk, butter, cheese, sugar, which 
increases, however, were counter­
acted to some extent by slight de­
creases in meats, bread, flour, rolled 
oats, beans, evaporated apples, and 
potatoes.

Coal and wood averaged slightly 
lower.

Kent was also down slightly in th 
average.

The weekly budget, including fuel 
and rent, as well as foods, averaged 
$20.88 for November, as compared 
with $20.86 for Octboer; $21.60 for 
November, 1921; $26.92 for July, 
1920 (the highest point reached), and 
$14.36 for November, 1914.

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NAOnly Three U. S. Grain Ves­
sels Taking Last Cargoes 

to Ports. •e
a) 
RanFort William, Dec. 18.—With the 

clearing of the only two steamers 
for which orders to load have been 
placed, the season of navigation 
closed here. Severe weather, follow­
ing the storm of Monday last, hin­
dered loading of last fifteen steamers 
considerably, tugs being almost un­
able to keep the heavy ice broken 
sufficiently to allow of movement be­
tween elevators.

A large fleet cleared on the 12th 
before the insurance term expired, 
and they met with similar difficul- 
ties at the Soo. Unless the vessels 
loaded since then are able to get 
through the Soo without much delay 
some may have to winter at nearer 
ports than they are at present 
destined to.

As a result of the phenomenal vol­
ume of grain shipments since the 
middle of November some 160 vessels 
will winter at Georgian Bay and 
lower lake ports with storage cargoes 
in addition to the cargoes which are 
for immediate unloading. Over forty 
of these will be in Canadian ports, 
some 76 or so at Buffalo, and 40 
more at United States ports, if all 
reach the ports to which they are 
destined.

The caroges in round numbers com­
prise 36,000,000 bushels of wheat, 3,- 
340,000 bushels of oats, 1,644,000 
bushels of barley; 178,700 bushels of 
flaxseed, and 1,996,000 bushels of rye. 
No further advantage has been taken 
of the temporary suspension of 
coasting laws by vessels loaded last 
week, so only three U. S. vessels 
have taken last cargoes to Canadian 
ports. Six vessels will winter here, 
one of which has already been loaded 
with grain for winter storage.

The effects of the severe weather 
are seen in the movement of grain 
from farmers’ hands to terminal 
points. Not until Dec. 6, however, 
did the daily marketings by farmers 
at country points fall below a million 
bushels. So far it is reported over 
245,000,000 bushels have passed from 
their hands into channels of market­
ing and distribution. The record 
day's deliveries amounted to 5,649,483 
bushels on Sept. 26. The highest 
day’s deliveries last year totalled ap­
proximately one-half of that amount 
or about equal to the average daily 
deliveries for the first three months 
of the present crop year.

Advantage of Transfer x 

From Mint to Bank.

Denver, Colorada, Dec. 18.—Three 
bandits today shot and probably 
fatally wounded Charles Linton, a 
federal reserve bank guard, and 
escaped with about $200,000 in cur­
rency of $5 denominatino, which was 
being loaded onto a federal reserve 
truck in front of the Denver mint. 
The funds were being transferred 
from the mint to the local federal 
reserve bank.

The robbers seized the gold, and 
sprang into a large automobile. As 
their car sped away, armed govern­
ment guards inside the mint build­
ing fired from the windows of the 
mint at the robbers.

The entire Denver police force 
quickly was called into action in an 
effort to apprehend the robbers.

The robbery occurred at 10:40 
o’clock, a few minutes after the gov­
ernment employees had begun to 
load the gold onto the federal reserve 
truck.

While loading was in progress, an 
automobile drew up in front of the 
mint building. Three masked rob­
bers sprang from it. Before the 
government employees knew what 
had happened, the bandits opened 
fire from high-powered rifles. The 
government employees returned the 
fire, but the robbers acted quickly, 
sprang to the motor truck, grabbed 
the bags of gold and escaped. While 
the robbery was going on, according 
to witnesses, a second automobile 
touring car, loaded with masked men, 
armed with shot guns and rifles, 
stood twenty feet from the bandit 
car, apparently ready to give aid 
should the bandits need assistance.

Sheriffs in near-by counties were 
quickly notified by the police in an 
effort to apprehend the robbers. At 
11:30 a.m. R. J. Grant, director of 
the mint, announced officially that 
the bandits escaped with the entire 
consignment of $200,000 for the Den­
ver Federal Reserve Bank.

one old man had a grievance. “The 
thing that strikes me about today’s 
market," he said, "is the number of 
people, the quantity of poultry, and 
the fact that very little is being sold." 

There was no doubt about the num­
ber of people and the amount of dress­
ed poultry offered,turkeys from 40 to 
50 cents a pound; geese, 28 to 30 
cents; ducks, from $1 each up to $2; 
chickens, from 75 cents each up.

Too much turkey seems to be as 
great a disadvantage to the owner as 
too little turkey. The mammoth size 
of one turkey discovered was the 
reason why the woman, who had 
watched it grow from a tiny fledgling 
out of the shell, was just asking 40 
cents a pound, though surrounded by 
her neighbors getting 45 for their 
offerings. Her turkey gobbler tipped 
the scales at 26 pounds.

A kind "fixer" suggested that two 
neighbors might buy the bird together 
and divide it. Failing to get rid of 
it on the market at her own price, 
the woman most concerned was con­
fident restaurant keepers would be 
glad to buy it—and serve turkey wings 
all day Monday.

Has 600 Pounds of Turkey.
A woman out in the frosty square, 

standing guard over six turkeys, 
ranged on a shelf on the back of her 
car looked as if all was right with the 
world. Worried over still having half 
a dozen to sell at 12:30 o’clock? 
Bless you. she had seventeen, yet 
could keep on smiling.

She had sold 26 during the forenoon 
at 45 cents a pound. They averaged

that would mean $270 for the farmer's 
wife.

Further, there are only about 2% 
gallons of cider to a bushel of apples, 
now where there were 3% some 
months ago. There is less water in 
the apples now, he states, hence the 
juice is richer and heavier.

upon the entire industry. Probably 
any call boy in the motion picture 
studios could rattle off at least 
twenty of these names at the first 
asking, and among the very first 
would mention the name of a woman 
star, better known, perhaps, than 
Wally Reid—a fascinating little 
actress who has already had her in­
nings with undesirable publicity—as 
among the “hopheads" of the studio.

Only 116 names on the list, “hop- 
heads?’ “hooch hounds." persons of 
bad habits and worse associates, per­
sons lacking in moral responsibility 
and all liable at any time to bring 
disrepute to the motion picture in­
dustry—all listed and catalogued.

But are they money-makers for 
the producers? Aye, there's the rub. 
Most of them are, and, under present 
conditions will have to kill them­
selves off through scandal and loss 
of earning power before they dis­
appear from the screen.

Will there be a change in condi­
tions?

Will Hays, ruling head of the mo­
tion picture industry, happens to be 
in Los Angeles right now. He was 
on the ground when one of Holly­
wood's scandals broke right under 
his nose, and he is not at all happy 
over it. The Reid scandal caught 
him unaware. It was put up to him.

New York, Dec. 18.—Five thousand 

American Indians, who have lived 
near the Grand River in Ontario since, 
1784, who insist that they are a sov­
ereign people, not answerable to the 
Canadian Government, have appealed 
to the League of Nations, through 
the Dutch Government, for settle­
ment of their dispute with Canada, 
it was learned yesterday.

Chief Deskhaheh of the Six Nations 
tribe, who has stopped here on his 
way home from Washington, an­
nounced that he had given the argu­
ment of his people, set forth in a pe­
tition, to the charge •d’affairs in 
Washington of the Netherlands, with 
the request that it be sent to the 
Dutch Government and thence to the 
league. He said he left similar peti­
tions with other embassies with the 
request that they be submitted to the 
foreign governments.

Members of the chief’s party said 
they chose the Netherlands to bring 
their case before the league because 
Hollanders were the first white people 
to settle near their land. The Six 
Nations, they said, were descendants 
of Indians who supported Great Bri­
tain in her 18th century wars, and 
who were rewarded in 1784 by a grant 
of the land they now occupy in place 
of the domain they lost in support of 
the crown. During the world war, 
they said, they sent many young In­
dians abroad to fight on the side of 
the Allies.

Canadian troops last week invaded 
the Grand River lands, 100 by 12 
miles, occupied by the Six Nations, 
and. acting on the authority of British 
sovereignty, arrested and imprisoned 
several men after breaking into and 
searching homes of many Indians, 
the chief charged.

The Indians, it was stated, have 
their own language and customs. They 
maintain that they have the right

Sydney. N. S., Dec. 18.—"Some of 
you men may not be ready now for!

Blanche Garneau will never be found." 
Thus spoke Michael Baribeau. Che girl's 
foster-parent, to The Advertiser, and 
his aged wife nodded her corroboration.

A strange couple these two. The 
Advertiser met them in the home where 
Blanche Garneau had lived, in Stada- 
cona, a suburb of Quebec, on a narrow 
street lined with ramshackle houses. 
They owned the top floor of a two- 
storied structure more pretentous than 
the other dwellings, painted, and with 
storm windows.

The Baribeaus are old, and show it; 
Michael, heavy-set, clean shaven, pale 
cheeks freckled with red veins; his wife 
small, with face bronzed and wizened, 
one eye whitened, with sight destroyed, 
one eye black and piercing. And they 
are fatalists.

Blanche Garneau is dead. The police 
couldn't discover the murderer. Why 
all this reawakened sensation? Why 
the formation of a royal commission?

It is useless, say the 
Baribeaus—the criminals will never be 
caught.

In Ten-Foot Room.
When The Advertiser talked of the 

murder of the young girl, it was in the 
largest of the Baribeaus four small 
rooms, ten feet square. Baribeau paced 
between a stove and a cupboard, three 
steps, and back again. His wife sat 
huddled in a chair, the unseeing eye 
wide open, the other half closed in 
reverie.

“How do you know that the criminal 
will not be caught?" Baribeau was 
asked. “Are you one of those who say 
that the government did not do its duty 
and did not search as it should?” He 
stopped his pacing.

“What of the government?” said he. 
"It is the police. They have searched 
well and found nothing. How do I 
know that the murderer has escaped? 
I don’t. I just feel it."

“It was said,” we reminded, “that

They had met eight days before her 
death at a choir picnic.

“And it was the last,” interjected his 
wife. g

Feared Foul Play.
From the first they had feared foul 

play. They called the police. Then 
they found the body. Mrs. Baribeau 
began to weep when she spoke of this. 
The body was so decomposed they could 
hardly recognize their girl. They prayed 
that the men who had done this thing 
be caught. They prayed that they be 
punished.

“But it is two years and a half,” 
continued Mr. Baribeau. “And they 
have no one, and that is why I .say 
they never will find anyone. But Pre­
mier Taschereau has formed the royal 
commission. He is a powerful man," 
said Mr. Baribeau.

Guardian, Methodist organization in 
Canada, announces in its last Issue 
its refusal of all patent medicine ad­
vertising.

It believes that patent medicines 
hurt rather than help, and declares 
that it is willing to pay the heavy 
price of thousands of dollars worth of 
advertising lost in order to keep its 
conscience clear.

The Guardian says;
“Probably there are a good many 

people among our readers who do not 
quite know how serious a matter it 
is, looking after the advertising col­
umns of a paper such as this, to see 
that nothing of an objectionable or 
doubtful character is allowed to get 
in. During the past week we refused 
advertising that would net many 
hundreds of dollars during the year, 
just because it related to patent 
medicines that were judged to be of 
an unsatisfactory character.

“It is all the more difficult to take 
this stand when we note that most of 
the secular papers and some of the 
religious ones as well accept such 
advertising quite freely. And as a 
rule, advertising of this sort is quite 
freely handed out and the advertiser 
makes no objection whatever to pay­
ing the highest rates.

"If this paper was willing to ac­
cept all the patent medicine adver- 
tising that would come to it during 
the year, its income would be in­
creased by many thousands of dol- 
lars, and this is one of the prices that 
it has to pay to live up to its con­
science in a matter of this kind. It 
believes that patent medicines, as a 
rule, are really detrimental to health, 
and for that reason it refuses to ad 
mit them, even though the refusal 
involves very heavy financial sacrt- 
fice."

Today's meeting was pre­
liminary to the general conference of 
governors which is to be held in 
January, according to present plans.

By this means he will get the 
judgment of the prohibition prob­
lem, not only of new governors who 
will assume office next month, but 
men who are retiring January 1 will 
,be able to tell him what their ex- 
perience within the past two years 
has taught them.

It was considered unlikely that any 
effort will be made today to get down 
to formulation of any definite pro­
gram for co-ordination of state and 
national enforcement.

After expressing his views that the 
federal government and the states 
are jointly responsible for prohibition 
enforcement, the president, as a re- 
suit of the meeting today, hopes:

Brantford Police Claimed To

Threw Emergency Switch and 
Prevented Deaths On 

Third Rail.

Simcoe, Dec. 18.—One of the bold­

est burglaries ever perpetrated in the 
town of Simcoe occurred shortly af­
ter midnight Saturday when two 
youthful disciples of Jesse James 
forced a window in the cellar of 
Warks Northward grocery store, tore 
the cash register till, containing $50, 
from its socket, walked calmly from 
the front door to their waiting auto 
and sped away northward. The vic­
tim of the robbery, Clarence Wark, 
was aroused when the bandits en- 
deavored to smash in the front 
entrance, but he thought it was 
merely a customer calling for gaso­
line.

When the disturbance downstairs 
increased, the owner secured a gun 
just as the marauders emerged from 
the store. Unfortunately the fire- 
piece was not loaded, and though Mr. 
Wark ordered them to stop under 
penalty of being fired upon, they 
made a quick getaway.

Chief Muir and County Constable 
Alway, with Wark, took up the mid­
night chase. At Waterford an M.C.R. 
train halted the fugitives’ progress, 
hut they escaped their pursuers and 
doubling back struck eastwards. The 
local police, on being forced to give 
up the chase, telephoned Hamilton 
officials, from whom it was learned 
this morning that the car used, the 
number of which Mr. Wark had 
taken, was stolen in that city during 
the past week.

The owner of the Simcoe store 
motored to Hamilton in the early 
morning, apprising police officers of 
all towns along the route of the rob­
bery and subsequent chase. He re­
turned at 3 o'clock this afternoon 
with no further information regard­
ing the plunderers’ whereabouts.

It is stated that there are checks 
totaling over $1,400 still missing. Ac­
cording to Mrs. Kelly, who was inter­
viewed by The Advertiser on Satur­
day afternoon at her home at Cath­
cart, there were three men in the 
robbery.

Local police state that they have 
located $773. which is about two- 
thirds of the total haul.

Albert Topping, a farmer’s helper, 
lies in the general hospital in a criti­
cal condition as the result of being 
run over by a Ford car on the Hamil­
ton road, about three miles below 
Cainsville shortly after 11 o’clock 
yesterday morning.

New York, Dec. 18. — Twenty-nine 
persons were injured and hundreds 
were thrown into a panic last night 
when a swiftly moving train on an 
elevated “shuttle branch" of the In- 
terboraugh Transit Company's Lex­
ington avenue subway, crashed into 
the rear of a stalled train.

Seven women and children were 
among the victims. The motorman 
of the moving section, Patrick Keogh, 
is believed to have been fatally in­
jured.

At Fordham hospital, where he was 
taken after being removed from the 
wreckage, officials of the transit 
commission ordered him under guard 
on charges of criminal negligence. 
The collision involved two southbound 
electric trains crowded with passen­
gers. which were running only a few 
minutes apart on theatre rush sched­
ules. As they came together in the 
semi-darkness the concussion was 
heard for blocks, and the frantic 
screams of the injured and imprison­
ed passengers brough thousands of 
helpless spectators to the scene.

Train Vestibule Demolished.
The vestibule of the moving train, 

where Motorman Keogh was caught 
in his tiny cab was demolished, as 
was the rear end of the train it en­
countered. Keogh's car mounted and 
partly telescoped the one it struck. 
Fifteen of the injured were taken 
from the rear end of the stalled train.

Pandemonium followed the crash. 
With men, women and children strug­
gling to escape from the cars througli 
the tightly closed vestibule, and 
thence across the tracks and live 
third-rails to the street below the ele­
vated structure. Many are believed 
by the police to have been saved from 
electrocution by the station master at 
Hunt's Point, who saw the collision 
and immediately threw the emergency 
switches, cutting off power along the 
system.

Emergency ambulances from every 
hospital in the district were hurried 
to the scene, while all police reserves 
in the Bronx and several fire-fighting 
units were summoned to hold the 
crowds and prepare against an out- 
peak of fire.

Ritchie, medical officer of health, has 
compiled a special chart, which com­
pares the health conditions in the 
city since 1917.

The chart shows that 1922 health 
conditions in the city have been 
somewhat better than in previous 
years. So far this year there have 
been recorded 7 typhoid fever cases, 
in which 2 deaths are reported; 49 
cases of scarlet fever, 11 cases of 
measles, 42 cases of chickenpox, 2 
cases of smallpox, only 1 case of 
tuberculosis, 36 cases of diphtheria, 
including 5 deaths; 1 case of mumps 
and 7 cases of whooping-cough.

The largest number of deaths from 
infectious diseases took place in 
1918. when seven died from typhoid, 
and one from each of the following: 
Diphtheria, cerebro spinal menin­
gitis and erysipelas.

From Jan. 1, 1917. to Nov. 30 of 
this year there has been 36 deaths 
in all. of persons suffering from con­
tagious diseases, making an average 
of six deaths per year.

— At the last 
meeting of the council for the year 
held Saturday the request of the 
school board to raise $40,000 to build 
and equip the new continuation 
school was withdrawn by the board, 
and a request that the amount be 
$25,000 was substituted. After a most 
heated discussion a notice to grant 
the request carried by a vote of 5 
to 3.

The board was represented by 
Chairman R. L. Gosnell, Messrs. A. 
W. Ross, J. L. Rose and Secretary. 
Treasurer W. J. Baird. They stated 
that under the circumstances they 
were requesting a smaller amount 
than formerly, as there seemed to 
be a general feeling against spend­
ing the larger sum. They felt that 
by building the ratepayers would be 
money ahead each year, as well as 
have a four-roomed school paid for 
in 20 years’ time. The larger grants 
they will receive by having the 
equipped school will more than make 
up for the extra cost in building. 
The figures were gone into closely, 
and assurance given by members of 
the board that such was the situ­
ation.

Mayor Little censured the board 
for coming at the lost meeting and 
asking for the amount without hav­
ing anything definite to offer. He was 
met by Chairman Gosnell, who point­
ed out that it was the business of 
the board and not the council to 
select the site and decide on the 
building. Several members express­
ed themselves as much annoyed at 
the arbitrary attitude of the mayor 
towards the board.

Heated arguments resulted between 
several members and the mayor, and 
there were some accusations of false­
hood flung around the floor of the 
council chamber.

Councillors Ferguson and Labadie 
urged the application be left over to 
next year. Reeve Clunis called for

Francis Newton, formerly treasurer 
of the British South African Com­
pany, which at present administers 
Rhodesia, and who was knighted for 
his services in South Africa, is jour­
neying to England with the object of 
facilitating the arrangements for 
financing Rhodesia under self gov­
ernment. Sir Francis’ object is to 
get the constitution for responsible 
government, which the majority of

Rhodesians voted for in the recent 
referendum, in operation as quickly 
as possible.

Already strong suggestions have 
been made for amendments to the 
proposed constitution notably in the 
direction of preventing the possibility 
of Rhodesia entering the Union of 
South Africa at any time merely as a 
result of a majority vote in the legis­
lature in favor of taking such a step.

Fire menaced the Grand Theatre at 
3 o'clock Saturday afternoon while a 
crowded audience applauded a vaude­
ville act, blissfully unconscious of the 
danger.

1 A short circuit in the wiring of the 
motion picture operator’s booth was 
the cause of the near tragedy. Flames 
broke out within the fireproof booth, 
but the operator and theatre manage­
ment showed splendid judgment in the 
emergency. Without anyone in the 
audience becoming aware of danger, the 
program was quickly changed, and a 
vaudeville act substituted. The audi­
ence was quite satisfied, and while they 
laughed and clapped the fight against 
the fire went on.

An alarm was at once turned in and 
the firemen were brought quietly up 
the outside stairways to the operator’s 
booth. They speedily had the fire 
smothered, and a possible tragedy was 
averted.

Outside, however. It looked like dis­
aster. The flames apparently traveled 
along the wiring, and at a few minutes 
after 3 o’clock people on Richmond 
street were startled by a long tongue 
of flame licking from under the Grand 
Theatre sign. A big crowd collected in 
a few minutes, and were further 
alarmed by seeing firemen working on 
the theatre roof. A few minutes later 
it was announced that the fire was 
under control. No serious damage was 
done to the building.

Fire Chief Aitken estimated the dam­
age at $1,000.

Questioned by The Advertiser this, 
morning, the theatre management de­
clared that flames did not actually 
break out in the operator’s booth, and 
contradicted Fire Chief Aitken’s esti­
mate of damage. The theatre's figure 
is $200, rather than the fire chief’s 
$1,000.
