The movement does
the best of grace on Mr. Whitney's
part. He has refused all along to
listen to the counsel of his friends who
for years past have advised a repre-
sentative convention of the party. He
is still obstinate, but he finds his hand
forced by the enlightened course of the
Government, and has consented to a
conference which will be something of
a farce unless he gives it a more rep-
resentative and authoritative char-
acter.

Mr. Whitney merely invites the pub-
lic to a gathering in Toronto to talk
over the situation. Such an assembly
could be convoked in Toronto at a
dav’'s notice. There is no guarantee
that the outside ridings will be ade-
quately represented or represented at
all. The Liberal plan gives a fair and
equal representation to all the con-
stituencies, 20 delegates being ap-
portioned to each. Under Mr. Whit-
ney’'s scheme the conference may be
swamped, and probably will be, by
Toronto men, as there is no llmit to
the number that city may contribute
and no system of cheosing delegates.
Such a gathering will have no author-
ity to speak for the Conservative
party. Any resolution or opinion in-
dorsed by it will have no effect bind-
ing upon the leaders of the Opposition.
The cloud of discussion may only
darken counsel, and it will not be con-

The Lib-
eral convention, on the other hand,
will be in a position to construct a

Mr. Whitney's

highfalutin pro-

clamation is characteristic of the man |

and his methads—a string of abuse and
vituperation. It is stuffed with epithets
—~“driven te bay,” “fraud.,” “crime,”
“desperate,” *“iniquitous” and other
Whitneyesque expressions. Like most
of his utterances, its strength lies ex-

clusively in its language. It is not the
proclamation of a statesman, but of a
narrow-gauge politician, with a temper
turned sour. 2

Aside from its objurgations there is
not much in it that calls for comment.
The plea for “clean, honest, decent
government” is one to which the Lib-
eral party and all good citizens sub-
scribe; but decent government does
not depend upon the success of the
Conservative party.

“Legislation should be had to faci-
litate the acquirement by municipali-
ties, on proper and reasonable terms,
of all public utilities, and also to
provide machinery for the prompt

settlement of disputes between capi-
tal and labor.”

Well, both of these objects are pro-
vided for by legislation. The Conmee
act was not challenged by the Oppo-
sition, and its repeal would open the
door to the virtual confiscation of pri-
vate property. The labor bureau has
been a distinet success,

“At the last session of the Legis-
lature the Opposition proposed that
the Temiskaming Railway, con-
structed and owned by the Govern-
ment, should be operated by the
Provigee for a term of years. This
opportunity for a practical test of
Government operation of railways
was voted down by the Government. *
The Opposition did nothing for gov-

ernment ownership when the Temis-
kaming Railway was projected.
On the contrary it sought to
place petty obstructions in the way of
legislation. The Government will oper-
ate the road or lease it according to
the plan which promises the best re-
turns for the money laid out by the
Province. It will be time enough to
consider this question when the road
is built.

“The attitude of the Opposition on
the question of the proper assess-
ment of railway property was made
clear by their efforts to pass the
Pettypiece bill as a basis for action.’
The Opposition gave no sympathy or

support to the Pettypiece bill until it
saw an opportunity to ‘“put the Gov-
ernment a hole.” The Government
wisely appointed a commission to take
evidence on the question of railway
taxation before blindly taking a step
which might have had the effect of
raising railway rates throughout the
Province. The report of that com-
mission will enable the Legislature to
move more intelligently in the matter.
The same Mr. Whitney, who poses
a champion of railway taxation, went
up and down the county in 1902 de-
nouncing the new taxes on banks,
breweries and other corporations.

If the leader of the Opposition has
nothing more to offer the Province
than he outlines in his proclamation,
there is not much use in calling to-’
gether a conference which is not to
be allowed to furnish a policy for him.

TOKIO FEARS
A MASSACRE

Stoessel’s Intention to Fight to
the Last May Cause Butch-

ery at Port Arthur,

d

Che Foo, Nov. 12.—I1f negotiations
really were in progress between Gen-
erals Stoessel and Nogi for
render of Port Arthur they were futile,
and the Japanese have begun their
attack on the fortress with renewed
vigor.

The siege guns and mortars are
shelling the positions still held by the
Russians more vigorously 'than ever
and the Japanese sappers and miners
are driving their mines under the very
walls of the fort. Up to this time,
s0 far as can be learned, there has
been no renewal of the infantry at-
tack, but the news from Port Arthur
received here today indicates that gn
assault on the Epze-Shah positions is
expected tomorrow.

Nogi now has nearly - two full divi-
sions in position against Kpze-Shan,
and his troops. so threaten the Rus-
sian positions on the east that it is
not believed that Stoessel will be able
to spart more than 1,500 to 2,000 men
to resist the attack. The belief here
is that tomorrow’s assault will be
successful and will leave the Japanese
in a position where the whole inner

circle of forts will have to be aban-
doned.

Tokio, Nov. 12. — Instructions have
been sent to General Nogi, in front of
Port Arthur, to use all possible means
to restrain his men when his final as-
sault on the Russian fortress has been
successful. Grave fear is felt here
that, should the Russian commander
insist on fighting to the last, all that
¢an be done by the Japanese officers
will not prevent a slaughter of the
Russians. The Japanese troops are
wrought up to a high state of tension
by cruelties practiced by the Russiane
on their wounded, and by the useless
slaughter of their comrades, and the
feeling is intensely bitter among the
Japanese privates. The officers, also,
have this feeling of bitterness, but can
be depended upon to do all possible to
restrain their men. The Japanese
Government realizes the bad effect on
the public sentiment of the world which
will follow anything like a massacre,
and is still hopeful that General
Stoessel will reconsider his determina-
tion to force the taking of his posi-
tions by assault. There “is no doubt
felt here that Nogi will be successful
in a very short time.

SPIRITS CARRY A
MESSAGE OVER SEA

Remarkable New Telepathic Fea

New York, Nov. 11. — Scientific men
prominent in occult investigations were

“Everv investigation should |
be made sanely and every experiment
approached with a mind clear, impar-
tial and vrepared to weigh and balance
every fact as carefully as though
it were a precious gem.

“Omnr experiments in tetepathy I re-
gard as convineing, if not wholly satis-
factorv in number or in the ability to
repeat them at willl

“ln these experiments we used Mrs.
Pirer, who was sent to England in
care of the Rritish sccietv.

ELEVEN KILLED
IN A SMASH-UP

Freight and Express Collide on
Union Pacific— Man Re-
sponsible Suicides.

Salt Lake City, Utah, Nov. 12.—Eleven
persons were Kkilled and ten to fifteen
injured in a head-on collision today be-
tween the Union Panific westbound pas-
senger train No. 3 and an eastbound
extra freight train, one and a_half miles
west of Azusa, Wyo., on the Oregon
Short I.ine. A partial list of the dead
follows:

The injured have been taken to the hos-
pital at Rock Springs, and the coroner
is now holding an inquest over the dead
at the scene of the wreck.

Three passengers in the day coach were
injured, but not seriously.

The track between Granger and Green
River, Wya., is part of the Union Pacific,
but is operated by the Oregon Short Line.
The wreck, it is said, was the result of
an error in a train order by a telegraph
operator, The freight train was given 30
minutes to make Azusa, and meet the
westhound passenger, but the order de-
livered to the freight crew read “fifty
minutes,” and the trains came together
at great speed. Both engines were de-
molished, the mail and baggage cars
telescoped and the day coaches badly
damaged, going in the ditch. The Pull-
mans did not leave the track. The track
was blocked for several hours.

MURDERED THREE
OF HER RELATIVES

Female Prisoner Given 20 Years
for Series of Awful
Crimes.

Paris, Nov. 12.--After a trial extending
over three days, Mme. Galtie, the attrac-
tive young woman of 25, charged with
poisoning three persons, has just been
condemned to twenty years' hard labor
| at the assizes held at Auch, in the south
lvu[ France.

| The woman is the widow of a magis-
i trate, and the peculiarly atrocious and
cold-blooded nature of her crimes has
aroused an extraordinary amount of
linterest in the casce.

Her victims were her husband, her
grandmother and her brother, whom she
| muraered by administering to them large
‘(Iosvs of arsenic, after first insuring their
lives in her favor. Her sole motive ap-
pears Lo have been an overmastering de-
sire to obtain sufficient money to indulge
in the luxuries of dress and personal
adornmwent. which her husband's limited
means would not permit her to obtain.

M. Galtie, whose life she insured for
£800, was the first victim. One premium
was paid. Shortly afterwards he became
suddenly il!, and, though a singularly
robust man, was dead at the end of
thrce days.

The next vietim was Mme. Galtie’s
grandmother, who died after a short ill-
ness. in which she, too, was attended
by the accused.

Gaston Dupont, the woman’s brother,
a pharmaceutical student, was the third
| victim. Brother and sister had always
peen extremely attached to one another,
and the young man appears not to have
had the slightest suspicion of his sister’s
sinister intentions when she insured his
life for £2,000. He was surprised, and de-
clared he was too young to be insured,
but finally acquiesced in the scheme. One
premium was paid by {he sister, and
then he, too, had to pay with his life
for his complaisance.

The facts of the case admitted of no
denial. Mme. Galtie observed an attitude
of the most supreme indifference, an-,
swered all the questions put to her in a
nochalant manner, and, while the jury
was absent, calmly smoked a cigarette
pre:vnte*«i to her by one of the gendarmes
in charge of her.

T0 AUSTRIA

Daclares Student Riofs Must
Cease or War May
Ensue,

Rome, Nov. 12.—The Council of Minis-
ters today discussed the possible danger
in the situation should the anti-Austrian
demonstrations caused by the recent oc-
currences at Innsbruck assume large
proportions.

WIRELESS Al CAPE RACE

Cansdian Cruiser Keeps Up Communi=
cation While 150 Miles Away.

St. Johns, Nfid.,, Nov. 14.—The Marconi
wireless telegraph station at Cape Race
was completed last week. The steamer
Tunisian was the first ship to speak with
it. The vessel remained in communica-
tion with the station nine hours, and ob-
tained news of the result of the Presi-
dential election in the United States, and
other world happenings. The Canadian
cruiser Minto tested the efficiency of the
station from a point 150 miles to seaward.
This was one of a series of tests main-
tained by the Canadian Government in
the interests of St. Lawrence route.

NO MEDIATION,
SAYS DELCASSE

French Foreign Minister Believes
Nothing Can be Done at
Present.

Paris, Nov. 14.—The reports of con-
templated mediation in the war in
the far east have again made it plain
that France dces not consider the
time opportune to exert influence,
stngly or jointly, to induce Russia to
make or accept terms. At the same
moment that the rumors were circu-
lating in various capitals that France
intended to act, M. Delcasse, the for-
eign minister, was pointing out to
diplomatic callers that efforts at medi-
ation would be futile.

The following is the textual lan-
guage used when one of the ambassa-
dors sounded the minister on France's
intentions:

The ambassador said: “It is pro-
foundly regrettable that the partles did
not heed your advice toward averting
the present slaughter.”

*‘ves,” answered M. Delcasse,
all my efforts were in vain.,”

The ambassador then asked: ‘Can-
not anvthing be done to terminate the
war?”’

M. Delcasse replied with an expres-
sion of deep regret: ‘No, I am sorry
to say that it appears nothing can be
done at this time.”

Although brief this is accepted as
showing that Russia’s best friends
have not entertained any present pros-
pect of mediation.

Count Tornielli, the Italian ambassa-
dor, has been making inquiries among
his colleagues ccncerning the prospects
of terminating the war, but these have
indicated no definite steps in any
quarter. Count 'Tornielli specifically
denies a printed report that a courler
from the Italian cabinet has arrived
in Paris to induce France to take up
the work of mediation. The Russian
embassy and Japanese legalion have
also glven out statements, discouraging
mediation. The former said the atti-
tude of the Russlan Government re-
garding all propositions for mediation
remains unchanged. If any proposition
is made it will be courteously, but
resolutely declined. The Japanese min-
ister said that any peace overtures
must come from the.other side.

The Temps (semi-official), discussing
the United States proposition for the
reassembling of The Hague peace con-
ference, says it has reason to believe
that the Russian Government, while
disposed to participate in another
meeting, will respond that it is im-
possible to hold a conference during
the duration of the war. The paper
also asserts that Count Lamsdorff, the
Russian foreign minister, understood
that the United States proposition ex-
cluded the idea of a meeting pending
the war, and it is surprised to learn
that a meeting is contemplated during
the war.

On the other hand, the
Russe, claiming semi-official connec-
tions, says Russia has aecepted the

Mr. Southam’s Reply.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:

As Messrs, Stevenson Bros, & Baker
pbave thought fit to bring their griev-
ance before the public it will be more
interesting if they hear both sides.
Having leased the two top stories of
my building I had to put in a door
and beam tor hoist to enable my ten-
ants to get tobaeco into their rcoms,
Having completed this part of altera-
tions I asked Mr. John Stevenson to
call into my office on his way to his
own premises, He called. I informed
him I intended to apply to the city
council for permission to erect a plat-
form and stairway to give my tenants
entrance to their factory. He stated
that the right of way was very valu-
able to him, and asked what I thought
it was worth, I said it was worth
$100, which would be a very reasonable
figure, they would then have two
rights of way, one at the side and
cne which they have always had at
the back of their lot, He said he did
not think it was worth that amount;
that I had no right to erect any stair-
way, and he would do his best to stop
me. At this time I was under the im-
pression that I was joint owner with
the city of this right of way. To make
sure that I was correct I consulted
the c¢ity registrar, and found that
the city owned the property, but my
deed called for right of way. Mr. John
Stevenson states I asked him for
money four times, 1 -did once—when
the $100 was mentioned; the other
times I told him if he would pay the
difference of construction I would alter
my plans, In the meantime I had told
him that the city owned the property.
[ had also laid my proposition before
No. 2 committee, They advised me
seeing Messrs, S. B. & B. and make
an agreeaple settlement between us if
possible, Feeling confident that the
counecil would allow my request, as-the
city had never made any use of the
right of way since 1 purchased the
property in 1887, I started to erect the
platform and stairway. 1 received a
lettr from Messrs, S. B. & B.’s solici-
tor threatening damages if I did not
stop erecting stairway, and aiso a let-
ter from our city engineer requesting
me to stop work and remove material,
I stopped.

I again asked Mr. John Stevenson to
call and see me. He did so, but he
would not consider my proposal of him
paying the difference in construction.
He stated he did not intend having
any platform or stairway erected, that
the workers in silver and gold were a
different class than workers in tobacco.
This was the interview he rung in the
idea of burglars using - this stairway
and platform as a means of entering
their premises. 1 referred him to the
windows on the east side of their prem-
ises where the knight of the jimmy
and saw could sit or stand to do the
job at their leisure. This was the
third time I told him it would cost
about $25 to change my plans. In the
meantime his solicitor was interview-
ing No. 2 committee and members of
the council. I was not losing any
time in this line myself. I told Mr.
John S$Stevensan that I would like to
meet all the members of his firm.
He made an appointment at their fac-
tory. I attended. They suggested that
I apply to the council for an entrance
from Talbot street; that they would
canvass the council on the same lines,
I stated at the time that very likely
the council would throw out the ap-
plication altogether. This, of course,
would suit Messrs. S. B. & B. Later
on this was the city solicitor’s opinion.
I again. asked them if they were will-
ing to pay difference of construction,
that it would cost more than $25 to
erect from Talbot street, as it would
have to be a better class of work. They
again refused.

The meeting in the
office was the next. Chairman of No.
2 committee, city engineer, their
solicitor and myself were present. It
was at this meeting that their solici-
tor suggested another door. ‘I con-
sulted my tenants. They refused to
have any other door. Mr, John Steven-
son makes a misstatement when he
said the city solicitor said I would
get nothing if I did not accept Messrs,
S. B. & B.s plan. The city council
met that evening.

B. & B, I interviewed my
tenants, Thev were willing to have
another door put in, but I was to put |
glass in the panels of the present door.
I rung up their solicitor and told him
what could be done.

'To Be Counted for Candidates for
Whom They Were Marked.

Will Not Affect Result, Having
Beea Allowed Before.

Judges Agree in Their Decision and
Qive Authorities for. Their .. ..
Findings.

The recount of the ballots cast in the
Hyman-Gray election has been con-
cluded, and as a result Hon. Mr. Hy-
man’s majority has been increased, and
the slanderous statements of prominent
Conservatives, that the ballots had
been tampered with, are shown to be
utterly false. Though Judge Macbeth
has handed down his judgment on the
disputed ballots—a. judgment which. is
concurred in by Judge Elliott—no offi-
cial return of the vote has been made,
but from a statement furnished the
press it looks as though Hon. Mr, Hy-
man’s majority is now 26, a gain of
three. As the law provides that the
person making application for a recount
must deposit the sum of $100 when the
application is made, and that in case
the recount does not change the result
of the polls, as declared by the return-
ing officer in his official declaration—
that is, cause the candidate declared
elected to be counted out—the party

must pay the costs of the respondent,
and in this case the (onservative can-
didate is compelled to pay Hon. Mr.
Hyman’s costs, which amount to $69 95,
as well as his own costs. Years ago
recounts were much more costly,  but
under the new law, solicitors are only
alowed county court fees, and the cost
to tHe applicant is thereby greatly re-
duced.

The net result of the recount is as fol-
lows:

In the second subdivision of the first
ward, Flon. Mr. Hyman gained two
votes, the deputy returning officer hav-
ing rejected two Hyman ballots be-
cause the crosses were, to his way of
thinking, improperly made. But as the
intention of the electors to vote for
Hon. Mr. Hyman was plain, the ballots
were allowed.

In the fourth subdivision of the first
ward, the D. R. O. rejected one bal-
lot for each candidate, and afterward
counted in the rejected Wballots, his
statement showing 71 and 84 votes, in-
stead of 70 and 83. But as each candi-
date lost a vote by this error, the re-
sult of the election was not affected.

In the seventh subdivision of the
first ward, a ballot which had for some
unknown cause been thrown out, was
allowed for Mr, Gray, as it was proper-
ly marked.

In the first subdivision of the second
ward, the D. R. O. totalled up the Hy-
man vote as 109, whereas the recount
showed it to be but 108. Mr. Hyman
thus lost one.

In the seventh subdivision of the sec-
ond ward, Mr, Gray lost one. The D.
R. O. had counted the ballot for the
Conservative candidate, but as it had
but one stroke, instead of a cross on
it, it was disallowed on the recount.

In the eighth subdivision of the sec-
ond ward, Mr., Gray lost aanother vote.
The ballot had been counted by the D.
R. O, for Mr. Gray, but as the cross
was on the black line between the two
names, and was for
the ballot was thrown out.

In the fourth subdivision
fourth ward, Mr. Hyman
other vote, the ballot
thrown out because of
tive marking.

I was
present at the recount after the Do-
minion election in this city, in 1896,
and I remember that several ballots
with counterfoils attached were reject-
ed, but there was no argument against
their rejection, nor was the attention
of the presiding judge called to any
authorities on the point, I find that in
the South Grenville case, 14, U. C. L.
J., 322, Judge McDonald allowed a bal-
lot with counterfoil attached to be
counted for the candidate for whom it
was marked. In his opinion, the in-
tention of the law is that only those
ballot. papers are to be rejected upon
which there is a writing or mark by
which the voter could be identified,
made by such a voter or with his con-
sent. And his decision was followed in
re Brockville, 8§, U, .C. L. J., 322. In re
Muskoka and Parry Sound, 18, U. C.
1.. J., 304, Judge Gowan, whose opin-
iqn is entitled to great weight, deals
very fully with the duties of a judge.
upon recount of ballots. At page 307
he says: ‘The more I consider the ques-
tion, the more 1 am satisfied that no
act or omission of the deputy return-
ing officer in dealing with a ballot be-
fore or after it has been cast by a
voter, would warrant me in disallow-
ing it for the candidate indicated by
the voter.,” And in the Digby case, 23,
U. C. L. J.; 111, the Savary County
judge, declares that he concurs in every
word of the judgment of Judge Gow-
an. I follow these :mlhm'ities. The bal-
lois in question have already
counted for the candidates, for
they are respectively marked,
decline to disallow them. Much of the
above applies to the three ballots
which have not the official stamp of
the returning officer. But apart from
the authorities which I have quoted.
there is nothing in the election act
which would warrant me in rejecting
a ballot because it does not bear this
stamp. In England the law in this re-
spect appears to be different, requiring
that ballots without the official stamp
be rejected on a recount or scrutiny.

“1 was asked to disallow these three
ballots on the ground that the absence
of the official stamp shows that prima
facie they were not received from the
I*. R. O. In my opinion the only pos-
sible presurgoticn on the material be-
fore me must be that these bhallots
were received from the D. R. O. They
purport to be initialed by the D. R. O.
and were allowed and counted by him
at the close of the poll, and the num-
ber of ballots returned by him agrees
with the number of voters as shown by
the poll becok. These ballots must there-
fore be counted.

“I need hardly say, that it is not a
matter for surprise if the returning
officer, in his arduous task of stamping
some 10,000 ballots, should inadvertent-
ly leave a few unstamped.
