BRAVE AND TRUE.

Ae Incident ei Hie Indian tlnllny How a 
Native Horsemta Navel tin- Lire of tien.

Sir Hope tirent.

General Sir Hope Grant, in his narrative 
of the Indian Mutiny, relates an anecdote 
which does equal honor to himself end one 
of hit native soldiers. The British had 
beef . fighting all day, driving the re­
bel». oefore .hem. After nightfall, however, 
a party of she rebels made a new demon­
stration, and General Grant, seeing two of 
his guns in danger, collected a few men end 
charged. He says:

A stpoy within five yards of me fired at 
my horse, and put a bullet through hie 
body. It was singular he did not aim at 
me but probably he thought it beet to 
make sure of killing the horse, after which 
the rider would fall into his hands as a 
matter of course.

I felt that my poor charger had received 
his death-wound; yet he galloped on for 
fifty yards through the throng of rebels, 
and then dropped. .1 was m an awkward 
predicament,— unhorsed, surrounded by 
the enemy, end owing to the darkness, 
ignorant in 7»hich direction to proceed,— 
when my orderly,* native horseman, Hooper 
Khan by name, rode up to me and said, 
“Take my horse. It is your only chance 
of safety.”

I could not but admire his fine conduct. 
He was a Hindostanee Mussulman, belong­
ing to a regiment,the greater part of which 
had mutinied: and it would ha-e been easy 
for him to kill me and go over to 'he enemy.

I refused his offer; but taking a firm 
grasp of his horse’s tail, I told l ira to 
drag me outof the crowd. This he did 
successfully and with great courage.

The next morning I celled him to my 
tent, praised him for his gallant behavior, 
and ottered him some little money. He 
declined it with great dignity.

“No, sahib, I will take no money,” he 
said, drawing himself up; “but if you 
will get my commandiug officer to promote 
me, 1 shall be very grateful.”

He was duly promoted and receiv ed 
also the second-class order of merit.

CENTRAL PRISON GUARD KILLED

Few ml I jinx I’nronrlows Beside Ihe Hall­
way rraek Willi a Freemred skull
— V> Hope or Ills Recovery Knler
talurd.

A despatch from Toronto says :—James 
Hume, 126 Lisgar-street, was struck by a 
locomotive about 150 yards west of the 
Strsclian-avenue railway crossing about 6 
o’clock on Monday evening, and sustained 
injuries from which it is thought he cannot 
e cover.

Hume is a guard at the Central Prison, 
and was to have reported for night duty at 
6 o’clock but when he did not appear at the 
usual hour nothing was thought of it. 
About 6.30 he was found by some train 
hands, lying lieaide the railway in an un­
conscious condition. He had apparently 
been crossing the tracks by way of a foot 
path frequently used by the employes at 
the prison in going to and from their 
homes.

\V hen carried into the Central Prison, 
Drs. Aikins and Riordan were called, and 
they disooverd that he had, in addition 
to a severe scalp wound sustained a frac­
ture at the base of the skull. The ambulance 
was called ami the injured man removed 
to the General Hospital, where a second 
examination was made, but no hopes 
could be given for his recovery. Hume is 
a married man with a wife and three small 
children. He is in his 38th year, and was 
one ot the most powerful men on the prison 
force.

Frightened To Death.
There are several well authenticated 

cases where fright was the cause of death. 
An English surgeon tells ot a drummer in 
India across whose legs a harmless lizard 
crawled while he was half-asleep. He was 
sure that a cobra had bitten him, and is 
was too much for his nerves, and he died.

Frederick 1. of Prussia waskiBed by fear. 
His wife was insane, and one day she es­
caped from her keeper, and, dabbling her 
Ciothea with blood, rushed upon her hue- 
hand while he was dozing in his chair. 
King Frederick imagined her to be lie 
White Lady, whose ghost was believed to 
invariably appear whenever the death of a 
member o* the Royal family was to occur, 
and he was thrown into a fever, and died 
in six weeks.

But perhaps the most remarkable death 
from fear was that of the Dutch painter 
Pentm n, who lived in the 17th century. 
Une day he went into a room full of anatom­
ical subjects to sketch some skulls and bones 
for a picture he intended to paint. The 
weather was very sultry, end while sketch- 
ing he fell asleep. He was aroused by the 
houes dancing around him and the skeletons 
suspended from the ceiling clashing togeth 
er. In a fit of horror he threw himself 
out of the window. Though he sustained 
no serious injury, end we» informed that a 
slight earthquake had caused a commotion 
among the ghostly surroundings, he died 
of nervous tremor.

COULD SUPPLY THE WORLD.

Tl,e Canadian Mrkcl Mines—A Large and
Mead* Increase In Ihe Fee el WlcheL

According to a writer in the Engineering 
Magazine the Canadian nickle mines oould, 
single-handed, easily supply the world’s 
present nickle requirements were they call­
ed upon to do to. There is e large and 
steady increase in the production and use 
of nickel, mainly due to the introduction o* 
the metal into material designs for war 
purposes. There is diversity of opinion 
about the quantities produced in lecen* 
years, but what is considered a good author­
ity places the yearly production of the 
world for the years 1890, 1891 and 1892 at 
2,650, 5,164 and 6,077 metric tons respec­
tively. The two most important deposits 
of nickel ore at present known are found in 
the province of Ontario and the island of 
New Caledonia. Deposits of less imporlauoe 
ere to be louni in the provinces of Quebec, 
British Columbia and New Brunswick. The 
mines of New Caledonia supply nearly rjl 
the nickel used in commerce at the present 
time, though e trifle is being mined in 
different parts of northern Europe, and ore 
bodies more or less extensive are known to 
exist in several State* of the American 
Union, but not mined or developed now. 
While the value of nickel, eipeclally when 
combined with steel liable to be subjected 
to sudden end excessive strains, is demon­
strated beyond question the demand is still 
very limited, aud barley sufficient /l pres­
ent to absorb the present production. It 
is said that the Canadian ore is accompanied 
by e large percentage of copper, a useful 
metal of itself, but the metallurgical separ­
ation of the metals has always been attend­
ed with considerable difficulty, end to much 
expense that its present cost bars it from 
the free use to which its unique utility and 
material value entitles it. In process of 
time it ie reasonable to expect that im­
proved methods of mining and reduction 
will so reduce tbe cost of production as to 
admit of its general use in e measure com 
patible with iu intrinsic worth. Then,but 
not till then, may we reasonably look for­
ward to a realization of the natural wealtl 
we have in this embryonic industry alone.

ODIOUS COMPARISONS.

In Hallway» and in Shipping fnnndn Is
Abend;of ihe lulled States

A few Canadians have got into the habit 
of looking away from home for enterprise 
end development. They belittle their own 
country, end point to what they consider 
the greater enterprise of other countries. 
The United States is generally the country 
referred to as the embodiment of advance­
ment. If these people were acquainted 
with the actual facts they would have little 
reason for such comparisons to the disad­
vantage of their own country. The fact ie, 
that in an nonest comparison of the two 
countries, Canada is by nc means ats dis­
advantage, but rather the contrary is 
he case. The only true comparison 
is one of percentage. Canada has 
increased in population more rapid­
ly than the United States, not­
withstanding that our population is small as 
compared with the republic. In railways 
and in shipping we are clean out of sight in 
advance of our neighbors, and in education 
and actual prosperity of the masses, we are 
certainly ahead of tbe United States. Fol­
lowing is e comparative statement of the 
railway mileage of the countries, comp iled 
from recent official reporU .—

In the United States there were added 2,- 
630 miles of railway last year, an increase 
less than two per cent, during the year, as 
against 1,764 miles in Canada, equal to an 
increase of 13 per cent. The number of 
miles in operation at the close of 1893 was 
in the United States 145,869 and 17,332 in 
Canada. To have a mileage in proportion 
to population equal to the railway mileage 
in Canada, the United States should be able 
to show 35,000 miles more than that country 
possesses, according to the official returns 
quoted from, so that at the present rate of 
progress Canada is,comparatively speaking 
15 years ahead of her neighbor in railway 
development. This is only one comparison 
of many which can be made to the advant­
age of this country. It is all very well for 
our neighbors to the south to boast of their 
great achievements, but enterprise and 
advancement on this continent does not 
remain entirely with them, notwithstanding 
that some few Canadians seem to be willing 
to admit that it does. The republic haa 
certainly made great progress in some 
respecta, and we may add that this haa been 
largely possible through the investment of 
British capital in the country.

The lungs will liecome 
filled with air and thorougnly expanded, 
and he who stands it longest has the most 
staying powers.

If, among the name* on your Christmas 
list, are those of » few friends who hev* 
summer homes, the question of providing 
sn acceptable gift is greatly simplified even 
if the house holds “all the’ money can hay.

Covers for the current magazine» are 
made of brown or gray linen, made in one 
continuous piece, much as the pastelioard 
portfolio is cut. The sewing must be of 
the finest, the linen should be the smooth, 
fine linen, at about 60c a yard, in natural 
flax shades.

Th ,-ee small sketches seem to furnish x 
happy solution of the p.oblem of giving 
sketches av, ay. So often the amateur finds 
that to frame sketches to give away is a 
very heavy expense, while she very reason­
ably objects to giving “ half a gift ” in the 
shape of an unframed one. To an invalid 
this small portlolio would be very welcome, 
bringing to her the places she cannot go to 
see, and its almost imperceptible weight 
would be another advantage.

A very pretty and useful gift for a writ­
ing table is a letter pad in a decorated case 
—41x7 inches is a good size. “ Irish linen" 
paper (or what is called so) can be had in 
this form for about 35c. a pad. For the 1 
cover use Whatman’s imperial paper. Cut 
a shape like the illustration ; along the 
dotted lines score lightly with a knife, so 
that it can be easily folded over the paste­
board flaps of the pad. One sheet of imperial 
makes four of these covers. .Secure the two 
together by passing "baby ribbon” between 
the leaves of the pad, and tie at the top ; a 
few stitchea before tying will secure the 
ribbon, Use half a doses lengths of the 
tibbon, each about 1 yard 1. j. Never try 
to economize on ribbon ft. lecorative 
articlesof this sort—nothing loon* so shabby 
as a meager bow of ribbon. For the decora­
tions, Io be painted m water colors, there 
are endless charming designs. “ Dresden" 
clients are so mucii used p„. and these are 
specially charming for the blotter» ; with 
garlands of flowers run through with rib­
bon hows and ends the most delightful 
effects can be obta-ned ; or scatter over it 
at regular intervals a flower, slightly con­
ventionalized. Remember to keep the color 
very pure and delicate, avoiding all realistic 
effects and strong contrasts. The ribbons 
for the bow’s can combine ail the delicate 
tints of the painted decoration. When the 
pad has been made up, a new one is easily 
slipped in the cover, and it can be used in­
definitely, Smaller pad» may be decorated 
in the same way by omitting the folding 
flap* of the cover. Simply paste he pad on 
the lower half of the cover. The ribbon 
bow is also omitted. Make a suggestive 
little rketch outside and put on a motto, 
such as “ Odds and ends,” or when found 
make a note of.” An absent-minded friend 
will bless you many times for this small, 
ye', great, convenience The désigné may 
he in black and white, though, of course, 
colors will add far more effect, and the size 
of the block, of course, regulates that of 
the sketch.

The I.ate Sir John Thompson.

No event of Canadian liistory ha 
been received with more profound 
regret than the death of the estimable 
and distinguished gentleman, the 
Right Honorable Sir John Sparrow 
David Thompson, Q. C., I*. C., K. C. 
M. G., Premier of the Dominion of 
Canada whose sudden demise we 
recorded in our last, and 1.0 words we 
can utter can convey the regret felt 
by the Aptocati. therefor. Although 
Sir. JohnThompson-as he was popular­
ly known—was not in accord with the 
views of this journal on many of the 
questions of public policy, we ever 
held him in great respect as an able 
and representative Canadian whose 
entire career had been one of noble 
effort for personal and national ad­
vance, noble in the respect that he 
was far above the petty influences 
by which he had often been surround­
ed and won his way by sterling 
integrity and sheer strength of pur 
pose. When the late Premier Sir. 
John A. Macdonald died the only 
possible successor who could inspire 
the Canadian people with any degree 
of confidence was kuown to be Sir. 
John Thompson, and so sternly, was 
this felt that in spite of the uninviting 
fact that he was a Roman Catholic he 
was forced into the leadership and 
later the Premiership. His death is a 
great loss to the Dominion. We have 
too few such men in public life, a fact 
to be regretted and which renders 
more deplosahle the removal of one 
who was able to curb the rapacity of 
sycophantic followers hy the inflexible 
determination to do his duty impart­
ially . and well. Sir John’s entire 
career from its insignificant beginning 
as an obscure printer’s boy to its 
culmination as one of Hot Majesty’s 
Privy Councillors is one long object 
lesson to the thoughtful youth of our 
country of what it is possible to attain 
in Canada hy patience, perseverance 
and above all, honorable rectitude. 
Sir John's public life so far as it pertain 
ed to Dominion affairs, short as.it was 
has been an influence for good, the 
value of which has not as yet been

I noticed in one of the Toronto 
dailies a short time ago a remark l>y 
Police Magistrate Dennison to the 
effect that something should be done 
in the way of providing suitable entcr- 
tertainment for the youngsters of the 
city besides allowing them the latitude 
of their own amusement. Col. Denni­
son’s remarks are equally as applicable 
to places outside of Toronto, and 
should fall on ears other than those of 
indifference. It is true there are 
many useful institutions stretching 
out the hand to [assist, the home— 
which, however, should tie the 
foremost in the work—but reading 
rooms and church meetings do not 
appeal to boys of ten to fourteen years 
with any degree of pleasure. Their 
course of amusement is apt to npppear 
tame and uninviting to lads of this 
age who long for something of a more 
interesting character. This may lie 
Been from the latest addition to Bea­
verton’s places of assembly, the 
“Young Checkers” club room in the 
Iron Block, which, I understand, has 
been furnished by the boys as an 
evening rendezvous. What form 
of amusement is then* provided, of 
course the public must he left to infer, 
hut, the fact that such a place of resort 
should be set up by boys of that age 
is in it self sufficient to show there 
is something lacking in our social or­
ganization and which in some way 
should be supplied. Exculsiveueee is 
greatly to blame for this. The so­
cieties have their memtiers, the church 
societies have theirs, and the boys who 
are too young and without means to 
join the former and without inclina­
tion towards the latter, are left to 
drift at theii own free will, hut later, 
when the seed thus sown bears its in. 
evitable harvest there is nothing but 
regret and condemnation for that 
which is really preventable. Let the 
good people of Beaverton and Can- 
uington see if some means cannot he 
deviled to interest these youngsters. 
They at e at the critical age w hen good 
influences ought to prevail and I hope 
some interested citizens will stretch 
out a hand and belli them to better 
ideas than they ate likely to meet if 
left to themselves.

Brooklyn, Dec. Dr. Talmage to-day- 
delivered through the press the second of 
his round the world series of sermons, the 
subject being “The City of Blood,” and 
the text selected being l'salmscxli, 7: “Oui 
bones are scattered at the grave's mouth, 
as when one cutteth and cleaveth wood 
upon the earth But mine eyes are unto 
thee, O God, the Lord "

Though you may read this text from the 
Bible, I read it as cut by chisel into the 
pedestal of a cross beneath which lie many 
of the massacred at Cawupur, India. To 
•how you what Hindooi im and Moham­
medanism really are, where they have full 
•wing.and not as they represent themselves 
In a “parliament of religions,” and to 
demonstrate to what extent of cruelty and 
abomination human nature may go when 
fully let loose, and to Illustrate the hard­
ening process of sin. and to remind you 
how onr glorious Christianity may utter 
Its triumph over death and the grave, 1 
preach this my second sermon in the 
round the world aeries, and I shall speak 
of “The City of Blood, ” or Cawnpur, In­
dia.

Two hours and ten minutes after Its oc­
currence Joseph Lee of the Shropshire reg­
iment of foot rode In upon the Cawnpui 
massacre. He was the first man I met at 
Cawnphur. I wanted to hear the story 
from some one who had been here in 1857, 
Bad with Ins own eyes gazed upon the 
slaughtered hen])» of humanity. I could 
hardly wait nntil the horses were put tc 
the carriage, and Mr. Lee, seated with us, 
started for the scene, the story of which 
makes tame in contrast all Modoc and 
Choctaw butcheries.

It seems that all the worst, passions ol 
the century were to be impersonated by 
one mail, and he Nana Sahib, and our es 
cort at Cawnpur, Joseph Lee, knew the 
man personally. LTnfortunately there i* 
no correct picture of Nana Sahib in exist­
ence. The pictures of him published in 
the books of Europe and America and 
familiar to us all are an amusing mistake. 
This is the fact, in regard to them: A law­
yer of England was called to India for the 
purpose of defending the case for a native 
who had been charged with fraud. The 
attorney came and so skillfully managed 
the case of his client that the client paid 
him enormously for his services, ami he 
went hack to England, taking with him a 
picture of liis Indian client. After awhile 
the mutthy in India broke ont, and Nana 
Bahib was mentioned ns the champion 
villain of the whole affair, and the news­
papers of England wanted a picture of him 
and to interview some one on Indian af­
fairs who Lad reçently been in India . 
Among others the journalist called upon 
this lawyer lately returned. The only 
picture lie had brought from India was 
the picture of hi» client, the man charged . 
"with fraud. The attorney gave this pic 
ture to the journals as n specimen of th< 
way the Hindoos dress, and forthwith that 
piçtu» wjpi lyeii, githgr by jmjsiuke or in : 
tentiona'ily, for Nana sahib, The English 
lawyer said he lived in dread that hi> 
client would some day see the use made oi 
his picture, and it was not until the death 
of his Hindoo client that the lawyei 
divulged the facts. Perhaps it was nevei 
intended that the face of such a demur 
should be preserved among human records 
I said to our escort, “Mr. Lee, was there 
any peculiarity in Nana Sahib's appear 
ancef” The reoly wits: “Nothing very 
peculiar. He was a dull, lazy, cowardly, 
sensual man, brought up to do nothing 
and wanted to continue on the same scull 
to do dothing."

Prom what Mr. Lee told me and from al!
I could learn in India, Nana Sahib orlcr- 
ed the massacre in that city from sheer re 
venge. Hia father abdicated the throne, 
ami the English paid him annually a pen­
sion of $4.*),000. When the father died, 
the English government declined to pay 
the same pension to the son, Nana Sahib, 
but the poor fellow was not in any suffer 
ing from lack of funds. His father left 
him (Sso.ooo in gold ornaments, $600,000 in 
jewels, $800,000 in bonds and other re 
sources amouuting to at least $1,600,000 
Hut the poor young man was not satisfied, 
and the Cawnpur massacre was his re 
Vrtige General Wheeler, the Englishman 
who had command of this city, although 
often warned, could not see that the sepoy* 
were planning for his destruction and that 
of all bis regiments and all the European* 
in Cawnpur.

Mr. Lee explained all this to me by the 
fact that General Wheeler had married n 
native, and he naturally took her story 
and thought there was no peril. But the 
time for the proclamation from Nana Sa 
hib had come, and such a document went 
forth as never b. fore ha ’ -ieen the light 
of day. I give only an exti act;

“As by the kindness of God, and the good 
fortune of the emperor, all the Christians 
who were at Delhi, Poonali, Sattara and 
other places, and even those 5,000 Euro 
pean soldiers who went in disguise into the 
former city and were discovered, and de­
stroyed and sent to hell by the pious and 
sagacious troops who arc firm to their reli­
gion, and as they have all been conquered 
by the present government and as no trace 
of them is left in these places it istheduty 
of all the subjects and servants of the gov 
eminent to rejoice at. the delightful intel­
ligence and carry on their respective work 
with comfort and case. As by the bounty 
of the glorious Almighty and the enemy 
destroying fortune of the emperor the yel­
low facet* and narrow-minded people have 
been sent to hell, and Cawnpur has been 
conquered, it is necessary that all the sub­
jects and landowners and government ser­
vants should lie as obedient to the present 
government as they have been to the for­
mer one; that it i« the incubent duty of all 
the iieasants and lauded proprietors of 
•very district to rejoice at the thought that 
the Christians have been sent to hell, ami 
both the Hindoo an 1 Mohammedan reli­
gious have been confirmed, and that they 
should, as usual, he obedient to the autli- 
irities of the government and never suffei 
uiy complaint against themselves to reach 
m the tars of the higher authority.”

They could march out unmolested 
the men, women ami children; they could 
go down to-morrow to the Ganges, when 
they wçnld find boats to take them Ir 
peace to Allahabad.

There was some opposition to signing 
this treaty, but General Wheeler's wif* 
told him he could trust the uatives, anc 
so he signed the treaty. There was greal 
joy in the intrenchment. that night. With 
out molestation they went out and gol 
plenty of water to drink and water for * 
goodw.ish. The hunger and thirst anc 
exposure from the consuming sun, with 
the thermometer from 120 to 140, would 
cease. Mothers rejoiced at the prospect 
of saving their children. The young ladie* 
of the intrenchment would escape the wild 
beasts in human form. On the morrow, 
true to the promise, carts were ready t< 
transport those who were too much ex 
hausted to walk.

“Get in the carriage," said Mr. Lee, “anc 
we will ride to the banks of the Gauges 
for which the liberated combatants auc 
noncomhatants started from this place.’ 
On our way Mr. Lee pointed out a monu 
ment over the burial place which wai 
opi ned for General Wheeler’s intrench 
nient, the well Into which every night th< 
dead had been dropped. Around it is * 
curious memorial. There are five crosses 
one at each corner of the garden, and on* 
at the centre, from which inscription I to 
day read my text. Hiding on, we came tc 
the Memorial church, built to the memory 
of those fallen in Cawupur. Thewallsare 
covered with tablets and epitaphs. J 
copied two ir three of the inscrlptions- 
“Tliese ari they who come out of greal 
tribulation;" also, “The dead shall be rais 
ed incorruptible;’’ also, “In the world ye 
shall have tribulation, but be of good 
cheer; 1 have overcome the world;” also. 
“The Iiord gave, the Lord hath taken 
away;” also, “Come unto me, all ye thal 
labor and are heavy laden.”

“Get into the carriage,” said Mr. Lee. 
and we rode on to the Ganges and got out 
at a Hindoo temple standing on the hanks. 
“Now," said Mr. laie, “here is the place tc 
which General Wheeler and his people 
came under the escort of Nana Sahib." 1 
went down the steps to the margin of the 
river. Down there steps went General 
Wheeler and the men, women and children 
under his care They stood on one side ol 
the steps, and Nina Sahib an his stall 
stood on the other side. As the women 
were getting into the boats Nana Sahib ob­
jected that only the aged and infirm wo­
men and children should go on board the 
boats. The young and attractive women 
were kept out. Twenty eight boat* 
were filled with men, women and 
children and floated out into the 
river. Each boat contained ten armed na­
tives. Then three boats, fastened togeth­
er, were brought up, and General Wheeler 
and hisstatf got in. Although orders were 
given to start, the three boats were some­
how detained. At this juncture a hoy 12 
years of age hoisted on the top of the Hin­
doo temple on the banks two flags—at 
which signal the boatmen and armed na­
tives jumped from the boats and swam for 
the shore, and from innumerable gun« the 
natives on the bank fired on the boats, 
and masked batteries above and below 
roared with destruction, and the boats 
sank with their precious cargo, and all 
went down save three strong swimmers, 
who got to the opposite shore. Those who 
struggled out near by were dashed to death 
Nana Sahib and his staff, with their 
swords, slashed to pieces General Wheeler 
and his staff, who had not got well away 
from the shore.

I said that the young and attractive wo­
men were not allowed tit get into the boat. 
These were marched away under the guard 
of the sepoys.

“Which way?” I enquired. "I w 11 show 
you," said Mr. Lee. Again wc toot seats 
in the carriage and started for the climax 
of desperation and diabolism. Now we are 
on the way to a summer house called the 
assembly rooms, which had been built 
for recreation and pleasure. It had two 
rooms, each 2ti by 10, and some window- 
less closets, aud here were imprisoned 206 
helpless people. It was to liecome the 
prison of these women and children. 
Some of these sepoys got permission of 
Nana Sahib to take one or more of these 
ladies to their own place on the promise 
they should be brought back to the sum­
mer garden next morning. A daughter of 
General Wheeler was so taken and did not 
return.

HELPS TO CHINESE.

A Hal ®l Ltglil an So in, o* I he lnuir. In the 
Ku.l.ru War New*.

Newspaper readers who attentively fol­
low the courie of events in eastern Asia are 
doubtless oftentimes puzzled over the queer 
names of Chinese and Corean towns and 
cities, and wonder over their meaning. 
Although uot in complete mastery ot the 
language of the Celestials, we are able to 
give the meaning of some of the sounds and 
syllables which occur most frequently in 
Chinese names.

Thus hei means black ; hia, the lower ; 
huaug, yellow; nan, southern ; pai, white’, 
pei, northern ; po, white; «hang, the upper; 
si, western ;siad, small ; ta, large, great ; 
tung, eastern. The endings have a qualify­
ing meaning, and here is a list of them ; 
Ann, means mountain;ohof, city;ohen,city 
chuang, village; goi, stream; hada, moun­
tain; hai, lake; ho, river; hoto, city; hotum, 
city; hu, lake; khi, stream; khinno, bridge; 
khon, mouth of a river; giang, river ; kon, 
stream; kuenn, fort or camp; lmg.pass, men, 
gate; mureu, river; nor, lake or swamp ; 
omo, lake ; po, lake or swamp; phu, village; 
aha, sandiiank; shan, island ot mountain ; 
shui, stream ; so, fort or camp; ifu, village; 
Isa, island; tschang, village; tsohen, city; 
•shn,river; teduau, river; than,rapids; thuu, 
village ; tien, lake or swamp; tien, village; 
tee, lake in swamp; tai, village; ulua, river; 
ussu, stream; wei, fort; ying, fort or camp.

This small list, which contains no less 
than eleven ditlerent words all meaning 
stream or river, gives an idea of the wealth 
of words of the Chinese language. The 
difficulties of learning the language of 
these Orientals for foreigners are enormous, 
and it is equally difficult to learn to write 
as to speak iu The Chinese use about 
60,000 diflerent signs or characters in their 
writing, an 1 often a combination of thirty 
or forty of these is necessary to express the 
meaning of a single idea. The Japanese, 
however, progresdve in everything, are on 
the way to emancipating themselves from 
the bane of such a language; they are mak­
ing efforts to introduce the Latin characters 
in general use, substituting them for the 
60,000 characters which they have taken 
from the Chinese and kept in use with 
slight alterations. The Komsnic characters 
are taught in the better schou.-, and already 
one or more newspapers in thu Japanese 
language appear printed in Latin letters.

A peculiar squabble about words has 
arisen from China's declaration cf war 
against Japan, dated Aug. I. In it the 
Japanese are termed as “ NVo" or “ Wa,” 
which means “ servants” or “ vassals.” 
The wor.1 had been used for long centuries 
as the name of the Japanese, but latterly 
it has received a contemptuous meaning, 
and as the Japanese have for quite a while 
pas' claimed the name of “ Ji-Kw 1 or 
“ Jipcn,” the people of the " Land of the 
Rising Sun," they looked upon the appel­
lation given the n by the Chinese as an 
intentional and deadly insult. Japan is 
not the only country, however, which 
complains shout Chinese want of courtesy.

The following 
appeal has b.-< u issued by Mayor Remis, of 
Omaha ;—"Information has come le me 
within the past few days fr m the most re­
liable e-.urces—from gentlemen of integrity 
who speak from actual observation—that 
the suffering among the fartr ers in the 
druught-etneken districts of our State is 
exceedingly severe. Families are on the 
verge of itaivation ; mothers have nothing 
in winch to wrap their babes, and have no 
clothing for themselves, except dresses 
made from gunny sacking ; underwear and 
shoes are almost unknown, and fuel is a 
luxury only to be dreamed of.

INDIA BREWING BEER.

Krttish Beer au Longer Imported fer Ike 
trmy- It Is Obtained >roui Imilan 
Brewers.

A despatch frem London says :—Not 
long ago almost every ship which left the 
British Isles for India carried a quantity 
of bottled ale and porter as a part of iu 
cargo. This exportation has fallen off 
rapidly of late to the great disgust of 
Btitish brewers.

It simply me-n; th-t In 
dia, which is rapidly developing new in 
dustries, is brewing her own beer. Ti.e 
Government no longer imports it for 
the army. The beer supplied to the troops 
in northern dietriou is Indian be> r, bought 
of In,lien brewers under contract. Iu 
psru of the con try where no contract exists, 
regiments have supplied themselves since 
1891. The quantity brewed annually 
during the last five year has averaged 
5,094,791 ga’lons. Last year the brew was 
;>,.V«.7i> gV.loos. Of 'his more man
3,00%0U0 gallons were bought hy the 
army commissariat,the rest finding private 
purchasers.

H E farm-house must
be put into fit­
ting holiday attire. 
We may not be 
able to have the 
holly with IU 
deeply dobed green 
leaves and bright 
berries, nor the

have been cat from October’s trees, when 
the gorgeous tinting of the leaves was most 
perfect, the leaves themselves pressed with 
a warm iron, and these branches tacked 
upon the wall, they brighten and vivify 
any dark nook, and if by chance a ray of 
sunshine strikes them, they glorify the 
whole room.

What a pity it is where wood is so cheap 
ami plentiful, that open fires ere so seldom 
foundin country houses, for of all ornaments 
to a room none can he compared to a cheer­
ful, crackling, genial fire, and the light it 
gives bestowing a new phase of comfort and 
jollity to even the plainest apartment.

Old and young are alike attracted by it, 
a id fortunate indeed la the home that has 
an old-fashioned fireplace, or lacking this, 
a «mail grate.

Children Cry for Pitcher’s Castoria*

A PERMANENT WORK.

Th u Whlrh Tends to IMspel luneranee— 
Thai Malsoeons Host From Whlrh 
Springs 1'ntold Evils.

There is no work in the world more val­
uable or more permanent than that whioh 
ends to dispel ignorance—that poisonous 

root from which spring untold evils, both 
of body and mind. Ths various enterprises, 
both public and privât -, which have this 
for their object, are usually well received, 
and meet with more real encouragement 
and «access than most other forms of bene­
volence ; while the self dependent will, if 
neoossary, strain every nerve sooner than 
allow their children to grow up under so 
great a curse. Yet it is a curious anomaly 
that although every one theoretically holds 
ignorance to be an uumixed evil, there are 
certain forms of it which are courted, 
embraced and even gloried in by some who 
are loud in its condemnation.

There are special kinds of ignorance, 
for example, whioh are held to be fashion­
able, and therefore desirable. Within the 
memory of some of ua a learned lady was 
an object of ridicule and contempt. The 
society girl of that period prided herself 
upon her complete Ignorance of Greek or 
Latin, the higher mathematics or the 
sciences ; for she was actually taught to 
avoid such knowledge, or at least to hide 
it, as tending to make her unfemmine and 
unattractive to the other sex. On the other 
hand, she was,for the same reason, equally 
afraid of knowing anything very practical 
or useful, especially if such knowle Ige 
were supposed to be applied to any sort of 
remunerative activity. Happily all this is 
rapidly passing from our midst, and the 
little ot it that yet remains is last wither­
ing away under the scorn of all sensible 
people.

There are other kinds of ignorance, how 
ever, whici. are still cherished hy some per­
sons, from the fear oi the social frown of a 
special set or clique. One of these is the 
ignorance of methods of economy, by those 
who are supposed to havs no nee i of it 
themselves. A limited income is a mystery 
to them, which they have no desire to solve, 
or indeed to recognize. Of oourae, they 
admit that the very poor, whom they 
patronize, ought to lie thrifty and saving, 
but that any whom they meet in social life 
should have such occasion, they cannot, or 
profess they cannot, imagine. Mr. Hamcr- 
t-on alludes to an English lady of this type, 
who said : “ I cannot understand why peo­
ple complain about the difficulties of house­
keeping. Such difficulties may almost 
alwuy3 be included under one herd— 
insufficiency of servais ; people have only 
to take mi re «vivant», and the difficulties 
disappear. ’ “ Oi course,” adds Mr. Hum-
erton, “ the cost of maiu'ainiog a troop of 
demesnes is too tr.fling to be isken into 
considérai icn.” Ii is true that in this 
count ry we can hardly conceive of ignorance 
like this. If we heard such a statement we 
should rather attribute it to affectation 
than to a density so improbable. Real or 
affected, however, few mental conditions 
can be more injurious. To bring economy 
into contempt is to out at the root of true 
honesty, ana many a foolish devotee of 
fashion can trace his pecuniary ruin to just 
such influence.

There is also an ignorance of what would 
be disagreeable to know, which is much 
courted hy a certain class of people. There 
are men who will not thoroughly investi­
gate their own business affairs, because 
they fear that unpleasant disclosure* might 
be made and disagreeable duties stare them 
in the face. There are men of property, 
who prefer to be Ignorant of what their 
agents or stewards are doing, because they 
do not wish to be held responsible—land­
lords who do not desire to know how their 
tenants are being treated—trustees and 
directors who never Inquire into the 
management of funds which their dep­
uties are handling—dealers who shut 
their eyes to the trioks of adulter­
ation—housekeepers who are willingly 
oblivious to the waste and confusion 
reigning in their own kitchens, even moth­
ers who are content not to know what is 
ha> pening in their nurseries. Then there

are partisans who refuse to listen to any­
thing but good of their own party, or 
anyhting but evil of their opp > lents, lest 
their so-called convictions may be shaken. 
Opinions of all kinds are sometimes held in 
such a way as to proclu ie the knowledge 
of the most important and salutary truths. 
Others will not examine into the results of 
their past actions or face the probable 
issues of that which they propose to do. 
They prefer the darkness of ignorance to 
the light that might reveal something of 
which they might be ashamed, or unfold a 
course ot action as right, which they do not 
wish to follow.

All such desires for ignorance have their 
origin in fear. Shakespeare says truly, 
“Our fears do make us traitors,” traitors 
to the light when we refuse to admit it, to 
the truth when we put it far from us, to 
duty when we elude it, to our better selves 
always. To be ignorant is always a griev­
ance, yet it is one that may be remedied, 
but to be content with ignorance, to desire 
it, to welcome it, to pretend to it, ie one of 
the most hopeless of mental conditions, 
one in which no true manhood or true 
W'-oanhood can endure to dwell.

An inspiriting story of discipline and 
gallantry in moet trying circumstance 
comes from Lucknow. On the 25th of July 
the fit it case of cholera appeared among the 
men of the Firet East Lancashire Regiment 
stationed at that place, and on the 28th 
the regiment was ordered into cholera 
camp. The same night the heaviest and 
longest rainfall known in years began, and 
soon t o- camp was transformed into one 
vast lake, the water being nearly two feet 
deep. The tenia were wet through, and, of 
course, in many instances came down. 
Owing to the exposure the epidemic increas­
ed with fearful rapidity, and the afternoon 
of the 31 at found the reginientou its march 
to No. 5 Sanitary Camp. During the fol­
lowing four or five dayi the men were sub­
jected to a terrible trial. Wet through ami 
worn out by exhaustion,they fell easy vic­
tims to the disease. On August 3 as many 
as 50 men were admitted to hospital, ami 
for several deye the mortality reached 15 
a day. Out of 145 cases 98 proved fatal. 
Notwithstanding the terrors of the situs 
lion, the most perfect discipline was 
maintained among the rank and tile, and 
when volunteers were called for to serve as 
hospital nurses,the supply proved tea times 

,ua great as the demand. The chief sur 
geon, in his official report, saye :—“In 
returning the men to duty who have been 
ading as hospital orderlies in the Kckrail 
Cholera ho-piul, I have the honor to in­
form you that these men came forward and 
volunteered for this very arduous and 
dangerous duty at a t.me of great pressure, 
when nearly all the temporary native ser­
vants had deserted, ami the hospita. was 
full with sick and dying. These men came 
forwaid nobly, doing their work of mercy 
manfully and without flinching,even though 
or.» of their number, I regret to eay, died 
the first day, and by their efforts, 1 have 
no doubt, saved many valuable lives ; and 
1 and the medical effi ers and warrant 
officers associated with me, wish to express 
to these men our thanks for their assists nee.
