FEREAS Your Majeay was gracioufly pleafed, on the Twenty-

fourth Day of May One thoufand feven hundred and feventy,
to refer to a Committee of the Lords of your Majefty's mo(t

flonourable Privy Council, the humble Petition of Sir Yefery Amherß
(afterwards Yffery Lord Amherf/), fetting forth, That Your Majefty having
been gracioufly pleafed to fignify an Intention of beflowing a Mark of
Your Royal Favour in America on the Petitioner, and praying Your
Majefty to grant hirn the Effates belonging to the Jefuits in Canda
And whereas the Right Honourable the Lords of the faid Connittee
of Council, by their Report to Your Majefty of the Second Day of No.
ývember One thoufand feven hundred and feventy, humbly reported as
their Opinion to Your Majefty, that it maiglit be advifable for Your Ma
jefty to comply with the Petidoner's Requeft, and to direâ Your Majeffye
Attorney and Solicitor General to prepare and lay before Your Majefly in.
Council for your Royal Approbatioti, a Draught of a proper Inafrument,
in Order to be paffed- under the Great Seal of Great'Britain, for grantiátg
to the Petitioner the Eftates belonging to the jéruits in Canada, referving

to Your Majefty, Your Heirs and Succefors, for Public Ufes, the Col-
leges and Chapels, with their Apartmnents, which belonged ta the Society,
in .Qucbec, Montreal, and fïrois Riviere, thi Grantee engaging ta make
Satisfaaion to fuch of the Pofeffors as were in Poffeffilon at the Time of
the Conquefi: And whereas Your Majefty in Council was gracioufly
pleafed ta approve of the faid Report, aAd ta order that Vour Majefty's
Attorney and Solicitôr General fhould prepare a Draught of a proper
tinfrument, agreeable to what was propofed in the faid Report, and to
lay the fame befo-e Your Majefty in Countcil, for Your Royal Approba-
tion: And whereas the faid Yefery Lord Amherf, by his laft Will and
Teflament in Writing, bearing Date the Twenty-fourth Day of 7uly One
thoufand feven hundred and ninety-four, gave, amongil other Eftates,
the faid Effate of the Jefuits in Canada, which had been ordered to be
granted to him by Your Majefty in Council, to his Nephew Williarn
Pitt Amherft, now Lord Amherf, for his natural Life, and ta the Iffue
of bis Body lawfully begotten ; and in Failure of fuch Iffue, the faid
Teftator gave the Whole of his Effates ta Lieutenant Colonel Anherf of
His Majelty's Tenth Regiment of Foot, and Deputy Adjutant General,
and to the Heirs Male of his Body lawfully begotten ; and -in Failure of
fuch Heirs Male, he gave the Whole of his ERtates ta his Niece Elizabeth
Amberjl, and her Heirs for ever: And whereas the faid 7effery Lord
Amberf died without revoking ôr altering his faid Will: And whereas
Your Majefly, by Your moif gracious Meffage to Your moi faithful Corn-
mnos, has been pleafed ta acquaint theni that in Confideration of the
eninent Services of the faid 7efery Lord .4mberfl during his Command
in lncrica, and particularly in the Reduaion of the Province of
Canada, Your Majefly was inducel, rubfequent ta the War during
which thofe Services were rendered, ta direa that a Grant fhould be
inade to bis Lordfiip, his Heirs and Succelfors, of a certain Traa
of Land in that Province; but that in côfequence of Difliculties
arifing from local Circunflances, Your Majefly's Intentions have not
been carried into Effe&, and that Your Majefy relied with Confidence on
the Juftice and Liberality of Your faithful Commons, to make fuch Com.
penfation to the Reprefentatives of the late Lord Amr.fi as under the
Circurnfances of the Cafe fhould appear to be adequate and proper : We
Your Majefty's mon dutiful and loyal Subjeàs the Commons of Great
Britain and Ireland in Parliament affembled, duly confidering Vour Ma-
jefty's mion gracious Intention, do mot humbly befeedh Ybur Majefty
that it may be enaaed ; and be it enaâed by the King's mol Excellent
Majefty, by and with the Advice and Confent of the Lords Spiritual and

er sooo.pr the Authority of the fame, That One Annuity, or yearly Rent or Sum

payable out of, the faid Fund); and the faine fhall from Time to Time be
paid Quarterly to the Right -lonourable qahn Lord Boringdon and John
Campbell Efquire, and their Heirs and Afligns, for ever, but neverthelefs
upon Truft, to permit and fuffer the famne to be enjoyed by, and ta make
fuch Conveyances or Affignments thereof, for the Benefit of fuch Perfon

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or Perfons, and for fuch Ef'ate and Eaates, ànd with, under, and fub-
je& to fuch Limitations as the High Court of Chancety fiall, upon any
Bill filed for that Purpofe, diredt, fuch Court being hereby required to
have Regard in any Decree and Dire&ions to be made or given to what
fhall appear to the faid Court to have beeri the, eal Intent and Meaning
of the faid Tefiator, with refpea to the faid Eftates in Canfda, as in-
tended to be expreled concerning the fame in the faid recited Will,
whether fuch Will fhall or fhall not be deene'd in the Law to be an
effeaual Difpofition thereof.
