A SUN-SET SCENE.

The activities of the late Judge Wil- 
mot’s life were continued to the last ; but, 
for a considerable period, previous to his 
sudden departure, they were considerably 
chastened and restrained by painful and 
threatening symptoms. From neuralgia, 
in its severest form, he repeatedly and in­
tensely suffered; but, in keenest distress, 
found alleviation and potent comfort. 
"When almost quivering with nerve-pain, 
scalding tears forced from his eyes, with 
a sweet smile, he would often say : "‘There 
shall be no more pain ; and God shall 
wipe away all tears from tbeir eyes.”

“ For the last few months of his life,” 
writes an esteemed correspondent, “ Lis 
whole converse was of heaven. Talk as 
you would, on other subjects, he oame 
back to the same theme. IIj loved to 
quote the passage : * Eye hath not seen,
nor ear heard, neither have entered into 
the heart of man, the things which God 
hath prepared for them that love Him.’ 
The last conversation was upon the same 
subject : the glorious hope of heaven. The 
rapture with which he referred to the 
bright borne beyond, even then, brought 
a dread and fear, of which we spoke when 
he had left, that the time of departure 
was at band, and that we must lose him 
soon. Tnrough all that visit there was 
on his face a most heavenly expression ; 
and the last words, on leaving, were : 
There is nothing true but heaven.

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Wilmot, with more or less of frequency, 
was extended over a period of twenty 
years, and was counted a valued and hon­
ored privilege of life. The last communi­
cation, received a little while before his 
death, contains passages graphically and 
glowingly descriptive of the magnificence 
a fid brightness, the light and purity, the 
beatific vision, the splendour of jewelled 
masonry, jasper pavement, and crowns of 
amaranth and gold, of the everlasting city 
of God. It closes with the familiar lines :

“ We speak of the realms of the blest,
That country so bright and so fair ;

Aud olt are its glories confessed—
But what must it he to be there."

That last line, of the stanza quoted, in 
many a conversation like thread of gold, 
or sound of lute, in light and sweetness, 
was woven into, aud mingled with, an al­
most ethereal strain. “ Ifes,” he would ; 
say, when, on the grounds or at rehearsal, | 
admiration bad been expressed for floral j 
beauty, fragrance, or me'ody, in musing ! 
undertone, or lighting up with sudden | 
flash of thought, 11 flowers are beautiful, | 
music has raptures, earth has its joys ;

The latest Sabbath of Ins life, on earth, 
was spent m the usual routine of duty. | 
That sacred day,—its sanctuary services, 
hymn i of praise, litanies of supplication, - 
gla--tidings of salvation, communion of | 
saints, means of grace—always brought | 
renewed gladness and hallowed anticipa- | 
tion. “ Uue thing bave I desired, ’ he 
could say in fervent appropriation of iu- | 
spued utterance, “ that will I seek after, | 
that 1 may dwell iu the house of the Lord j 
all the days of my life, to behold the beau­
ty of the Loi d and to inquire in His tern- j 
pie.”

Into all the exercises of the Sunday , 
School, he entered on that day. with all his 
wonted interest. The address at the close 
had some traces aud touches of the old 
tile, lor he was still eloquent. The sub- 
jec was announced for the following Sab­
bath, and the hope expiessed that there 
Would be caret ul preparation.

In his accustomed place in the choir, I 
on that Sabbath, with unabated fervor, he 
led the congregational service of song ; j 
and m evening worship was heard, for tbe ! 
last time, that voice ot power aud melody 
which in public praise bad so olten exulted , 
up t > the expanding gates of heaven. An 
an angement was made for a musical rehear­
sal, uutattheGiove. for tbe following Tues­
day evening ; and with all wonted enthu- 
siaui, revealing the intensity of a life pas­
sion, he gave t e assurance that “ there 
would be a grand practice.”

On the tullowmg Monday afternoon, 
in his accustomed health, diiving in the 
carriage, with Mrs. Wilmot, he complain­
ed of sudden and severe paiu in the region 
of the heart—thought to have been occas­
ioned by a seemingly sligtit accident 
caused by an impetuous movement ot one 
of the horses. He was at once dnven 
home aud a physician summoned. But it 
was too late for medical aid. Tbe goiden 
bowl was broken and the silvei cord loos­
ened. With scarcely an articulation he 
passed away. His departure was transla-

For less of lustre, in life and life pur­
pose. and for public services less distin­
guished, there have been men honoured 
with tbe magnificence and solemn pomp 
of national sepulchre. But all that was 
mortal of this illustrious aud revered Col­
onist, as was most meet, was rendered to 
the mould bard by the city where bis act- 

: ive and beneficent life had been spent.
And grudge not, to others, the tropbied 

! tomb, or storied urn, for to him was paid,
; on that day,a rare, touching, and beautiful 

tribute. A procession of some hundreds 
of youig people, members of the Sunday 
School, moved silently past tbe grave, and, 
as a last token of affection, each one drop­
ped a flower, dewy with tears, upon tbe 
coffined dead. There was a deep patbos 
in that closing scene. Each heart palpi­
tated as with a sense of personal bereave­
ment; and there was a low murmuring in 
the air—“as tbe sob of an infant pierced 
with pain.” That expression of tearful, 
heartfelt homage, more costly than glit­
tering mausoleum, or the gold of a mil­
lionaire, was such as few magnates of 
earth, though honoured with greater par­
ade of funeial obsequies, could have com­
manded. Aud tbe conspicuous merits, to 
which that unique and beautiful recogni­
tion was accorded, will, for a long time to 
come, constitute a treasured and influen­
tial memory.

It was a rare honor to, and a noble 
memorial of, tbeir comrade, La Tour 
d’Auvergne, the first grenadier of France, 
as be was called, foiemost in a land of 
chivalrous deed, when, after his death, bis 
former companions in arms insisted that 
though dead bis name should not be re­
moved from their record : and regularly, 
at the regimental roll-call, it was answered 
tiy one of the survivors. There was still 
an inspiration in the greatness of Lis 
life and the thought of unsullied and 
heroic deed; and his name of renown 
they would not willingly let die. Judge 
Wilmot has finished his earthly course. 
He was ever foremost in the ranks. He 
died at his post. But his name cannot 
yet be eiased from the roll of the sacra­
mental host. His life brightened and en- 
obled by high and honorable service, will 
be perpetuated in potent and endui ing in­
fluence ; and by it he being dead yet speak­
eth. .

thankful for the help they get, without 
calling in question the expense incur­
red by the churches in raising it.

Dr Douglas : Our experience has 
been that the finest investment the 
Missionary Society can mike in Mon- 
tn al is to expend $100 or $200 in con­
nection with our anniversaries, other­
wise they are total failures. Now we 
import suèh as 1‘utler, Dr l iff any, 
Bishop Janes, and Dr Newman, and in 
the depth of Montreal’s financial agony 
the anniversary was a financial success.

Dr Rice : There has b >en a disposi­
tion in the West to belittle the Mis­
sionary Meetings, bv not getting the 
very best available talent to make them 
a success.

Mr Gray : There are mistakes made 
sometimes ; men are brought from a 
distance, at great expense, and they do 
nut pav.

Dr Rice; It depends upon how it is 
done. For instance, you get a first- 
class Missionary Meeting one year ; 
next year you go to less expense, rely­
ing upon the effort of the previous year, 
and it dues very well ; but try it the 
third year and then you come right 
down to “ hard pan.”

Rev Mr Huestis : On this point are 
wc not learning something for the Re- 

: lief and Extension Fund ? When we 
were starting this movement', it was re­
solved that wc would not have any ex 
pensive deputations ; that we would 
throw the burden on each district and 

| o*i each pastor. The result is, I find, 
that in the West, most of the meetings 
have been held on the Sabbath, and it 
has been so in the East. There has 
been very little expense in deputations, 
yet we are getting, in many places, 
three or four times the amount that 
has been collected in any one year,

Dr Douglas : This appeal comes once 
in a life-time ; may never have to be 
repeated.

I am confident ’.hat 
there must be a mistake in the account, 
as the whole amount was disbursed for 
rents and removals.

After considerable discussion,
Dr Rice said he thought it would be 

far better for the Nova Scotia Confer­
ence to keep their accounts in the same 
way as the other Conferences did, and 
make a distinct entry of each item for 
a particular service.

Dr Douglas : After this conversation 
we mav go on, with the hope that uni­
formity may prevail throughout the en­
tire church. What is the next item?

Rev Mr Duncan : I find under the 
head of New Brunswick and Prince 
Edward Island Conference a claim of 
$86.65 for travelling expenses of the 
deputation from Ontario. It seems to 
be a large amount. There was only 
one man, Rev Dr McDonald.

Dr Sutherland : It is the same for 
New Brunswick as Nova Scotia, and 1 
presume that they just divided tbe ex­
penses equally.

Rev Mr Huestis: I cannot understand 
how it comes out $86.65. I settled with 
Dr Williams ; and there was nota word 
about tbe expenses of Dr McDonald.

Tbe item $160 probably includes all 
tfiat was paid to the brethren down 
tbere_the total expenses of the depu­
tation.

Rev Mr Iluestis : I should like to 
ask why it is that expenses of mission­
ary meetings in *lie West are so large­
ly in excess of the expenses of similar 
meetings in the East ? Wrbat is the 
system of estimating tbe expenses ?
The question has been asked in our 
paper, and I should like to know bow 
to answer it.

Rev Dr Rice : As a rule, the more ! 
wc expend, the more we gain. We may ; 
not have the material cn Land to ! 
awaken interest in the missionary 
cause, and go a distance tor a deputa­
tion.. Tue cost of raising money in the 
West is vastly less, in proportion to 
the amount collected, than it is in the 
East. We go to a great expense to 
make a meeting interesting, and as a 
result we get a larger amount of money 
out of the jieoplu by arousing their in­
terest.

Dr Sutherland • The question was 
asked in the Wesleyan with special 
reference to Montreal. Now, this ex­
penditure is one that might legitimate­
ly come up in certain places ; but when 
a place like Montreal, that is giving ’ $120.

cause they take the plan suggested by 
Bro Huestis they fail very largely in the 
amount they collect. They obtain only 
a little more than four times as much 
as we from a million of members, 
while we have only one hundred thou­
sand. They cannot understand how we 
accomplish as much as we do.

RENTS AND REMOVALS.

Rev Dr Sutherland : I think it would 
be advisable for this Board to pass un­
der review, first of all, the claims for 
rent and removals: especially rent— 
both as to the individual claims, and 
with a view to ascertaining if we can­
not. in any legitimate way, reduce this 
heavy annual item of exjienditure.

Rev Mr Duncan : The sum of $23 
for chairmen’s exjicnses, Fredericton 
District, includes the amount incurred 
in going to the meeting of the local 
Missionary Committee, and that, I take 
it, is the same with regard to the other 
items.

Dr Rice : You must expend money in 
the East for purposes that we do not 
expend it for in the West; that is, you 
are acting under a different idea from 
what we are acting.

Rev Mr Duncan : Fredericton Dis­
trict is almost entirely made up of mis­
sions, and if the chairman is to make 
himself familiar with the work of his 
district be must travel a good deal.

Dr Sutherland: Can you explain why 
it is that Miramicai District, which has 
only two missions, has such a large 
amount for travelling expenses ?

Rev Mr Duncan : I cannot explain it.

Nova 
Scotia brethren are asking me every 
day, why is it that these chairmen in 
New Brunswick are receiving these 
large sums, They say, “We are not 
getting our rights, and we will put in a 
bill too.”

Dr Sutherland : I think in tbe first 
instance the appropriation was made 
with the idea of covering stationery, 
etc. When a chairman went to any 
mission within his district liis expenses 
were paid by that mission. The best 
thing would be to grant a uniform sum 

say five dollars for postage, etc.—on 
districts where there are missions, and 
all other expenses ought to be charged 
to the field where the chairman of the 
district goes.

Dr Rice : I have been chairman of a 
district for many years aud have visit­
ed missions, but Ï bare never in my 
life charged a cent for it.

THE POETRY OF ASTRONOMY.
THE F’RST OF PROF. RICHARD A. PROC 

TOR'S COURSE OF LECTURES.
THE OLDEST OP SCIENCES BRILLIANTLY II.LfSTRA- 

TKD AND EXPLAINED—THE GREAT DISCOVERIES 
THAT MEN MADE—COMETS AS SEEN" BY THE AN­
CIENT AND A3 SEEN IN MODERN TIMES.

Prof Richard A. Pioctor, tbe distingn 
isbed English astronomer, whose many 
books ou the science of the stirs and 
whose popular lectures in this city five 
yeats ago have made his name familiar 
in this countiy, began a new course of 
lectures ou astronomy in Chiokering Hall 
las' night. His stV j ct la.-t night was.
“ The Poetry of Astronomy.” He said 
theie are two objects that may lie made 
to the associati -n of p >etiy with jstrum ­
my. The fi'st is that the stud nt of as­
tronomy may oppose the connecting of 
the two because he fears that ths- i n tgill­
ation of the p c-t may interfere with the 
exact methods of science ; and t lie second 
is that the p et will he apt to feat lest the 

| processes of scientific investigation may 
I take away from the charms of nature.

The speaker thought, that both these oh- 
j-ctions might be dona away with. Set- 

; cnee owes much to poetry, and poetry is 
also indebted to science, which upiNjis up 

! new fields of beauty for it to delight^»-
Astronomy, especially among tbe sci- 

j ences, is nalui ally associated with poetry, 
for astronomy has tbe most poetical as- 

j pnations, while at the same time it re­
quires tbe closest scientific scrutiny.

I This association of poetry with astronomy 
| tuns through all tbe old systems of tbe 

science. How the spirit of poetry perme­
ates it everywhere is well shown in the 
romantic notions of the star gazers, who 
imagined the planet Mercury threading 
its course back and forth through the
heavens as the Mercury of tbe gods, the - - . ,
fleet-winged messenger, carrying messages other substance that are known to ui 
to and fro among the deities of heaven.

After geographically, though briefly, 
describing the ancient theory of the hea­
vens, with its masses of cyeks and epicy- 
les, tbe speaker pictured tbe coming of 
Copernicus, who swept away the old 
trumgery of the theorists, and caused 
new and mainly correct views of the uni­
verse to be taken. Tbe depths of space, 
boundless in their extjnt, were regarded 
in a new light, and the planets were seen 
to be swinging through orbits that have 
tbe sun, not the earth, for a centre.

solar spots there was a seeming perfectly 
black part lying at the greatest depth7 
which yet was not bla :k, except by con­
trast with the vivid light of the rest of 
the sun s su : ; ace.

Stran-vly 
enough, the speaker sat'd, tins ph U-graph 
showed the tme condition of the solar 
surface much more perfectly than the 
most powerful telescope ill existence 
could do, because the tremendous vibra­
tions of our atmosphere will n.>t permit 
of the use with good effect of high teles­
copic power in viewing the sun. The 
pbotogiaph looked very much like amass 
of irregular cobblestones. Th-se are
called the granules, and the smallest of 
tbî.-m are only 2U> 3d0 miles in diame­
ter.

A series of brilliant c Jured views 
thrown upon tbe screen were used to give 
a vivid idea of what is meant by the spec­
tra of valions sub-tances, and :o show 
how tbe presence, or absence of certain 
dark lines in the spectra of tbe sun and 
stars have led to conclusions that they 
contain oxygen, or hydrogen, or iron, and

After this great step had been taken men 
began to ask questions about the laws that 
controlled the heavenly notions, and New­
ton came with bis sublime discovery of 
gravitation, making the answer to those 
questions plain, and at once the world 
seemed filled with light. Gradually the 
mysteries that had puzzled men were un­
veiled, and one gave place to another, 
which, in its turn, was explained, until 
the mind of man had penetrated far into 
tbe depths of the universe.

Prof. Pioctor said he regretted that it 
was notin bis power to do more than indi­
cate the poettCftJ aspect of this great sci­
ence. We ’wftted that Tennyson or some 
of the other great EtlglSh poets, or our 
American poet, Oliver Wendell Holmes, 
who has done so in uctr toward tbe expres­
sion of astronomical truths with poetic 
fervor, would take the subject in their 
hands.

After this general introduction, the 
great hall was suddenly plunged in dark­
ness, aud upon tbe huge screen, placed 
across the stage a circle of light was 
thrown from a stereoptican in the gallery. 
Then across the screen there was made 
to pass a succession of colored pictures, 
representing some of the great wonders of l 
the heavens, snd, as the bright procession j 
ran along, Prof. Proctor, almost invisible 1 
to the audience, and armed with a long 
wand to point out the pictures, continued ! 
his talk, passing from subject to subject

upon tbe earth. Subsequently the lectur­
er said that tbe recent discovery by Prof. 
Young of Princeton of the fact that soum 
of tbe lines in the spectrum that have 
always been regarded as single, are really 
double, may do away with some of the 
conclusions reached by the spectrum an­
alysis, aud render a i «investigation of the 
whole subject necessary.

Other pictures represented the appear­
ance of the rose-colored prominences and 
and the wonderful corona that is seen 
around the snn in total eclipses. The 
prominces are among the most oeautifsl 
phenomena in nature, and they have been 
compared in appearance, as they jutted 
out around the edges of the black body 
of the moon covering the sun, to garnets 
set about a brooch of jet. The appear 
an ce of the corona, reaching out millions 
of miles from the edges of the eclipsed 
sun, was shown in several photographs of 
the eclipses of 1869, 1871 snd 1878 ; and 
then an imaginary picture by Vaswyth, 
showing tbe sun eclipsed by the earth, 
and viewed from the moon, with a great 
wing of light rushing out on each side, 
was exhibited to'show, by comparison with 
the actual views of the'corona, the great 
probability that the corona is only a part 
of the zodiacal light, which may be seen 
in a spring evening after sunset stretch­
ing like a ccne toward the zenith. This 
would probably, some astronomers have 
said, give to our sun, viewed from the dis­
tance of tbe stars, the appearance of a 
star surrounded with a nebula like some 
of those we see in the heavens.

A series of large views of Saturn, show­
ing his system of rings, and of Mars with 
his ocea. s and continents, were next ex­
hibited. Tbe lecturer said the poet 
Holmes, in describing the melting of the 
snows of Mars, and the coming of the 
crimson summer there, was mistaken. In

He said 
that although the American astronomers 
had only two or three months in which to 
observe these moons, after their discovery, 
yet they calculated their periods of rota­
tion so accurately, that when the Euro­
pean astronomers came to look for them 
this summer they found the outer moon 
exactly in the place predicted, and the 
inner one was only forty-four minutes be­
hind time.

APOSTLE SPOONS.
Among old English spoons none are so 

interesting as what are called Apostle 
spoons, which were of various forms, the 
handles terminating in sculptured figures 
of the twelve apostles, bets of thirteen 
were sometimes made, but only very few 
of these sets containing the “ Master” 
spoo. s are known to exist, one of them 
being in possession of Corpus Chrieti Col­
lege, Cambridge, England. Tbe figure of 
each spoon is recognized bv some em­
blem, and as tbe list < i these has never, as 
far as I know, been published in this coun­
try it may be of interest to persons w bo 
have a taste for these old treasures. The 
following are tbe cmqleme characteristic 
of each of the apostles :

1. St. James the Less, with a fuller’s hat.
2. St. Bartholomew, with a butcher's knife.
3. St. Peter with a key or sometimes with a fish.
4. St. Jude, with a cross, a club, or carpenter g

square.
5. St. James tbe Greater, with a pilgrim’s staff

ami a gourd, bottle or scrip, ami sometimes 
a hat and escallop shell. *

St. Philip, w ith a long staff, sometimes with 
a cross in the T, in other cases with a dou­
ble cross or a small cross in his hand, or 
a basket of fish.

The Saviour or Master, with an orb or cross. 
St. John, with a cup (the cup of sorrow.)
•St. Thomas, wii h a spear, sometimes he bears

St. Matthew, with a wallet, sometimes an ai

Within the last seventeen months 
Brother Taylor has sent out forty-six 
missionaries, under his own direction, 
including those in South America. In 
January next he expects to send out 
twenty- more. Ho is now visiting dif­
ferent localities ii. the Maritime Pro. 
vinces. He speaks to thc people on 
the general subject of missions. Ho 
takes up no collections. He asks for no 
contributions for himself. He has 
every station to which he sends a mis­
sionary-pledged in advance to sustain 
the missionary that may- be sent.

WHAT CONSTITUTES PLAGIARISM.
Plagiarism is the deliberate use of an 

other person’s language, in one’s public 
utterances, or written productions, know­
ing to be such, without indicating that 
the language so used is the composition 
of another. Here, however, arises the 
nice question, how far speakers or writ­
ers, may use the productions ot other per­
sons, without knowing that they are do­
ing 4o. It is probable that many speak­
ers m»y use sentences, and even pas­
sages of considerable length, that have 
been housed in the memory, without be­
ing conscious of just how far, in so doing, 
they are indebted to others.

Dr. Lorimer, of Chicage, on a recent 
occasion, gave utterance to a lengthy pas­
sage, involving several paragraphs, from 
a published sermon of an English preach­
er. Thc words, and arrangement, in 
paragraph alter paragraph, were identical 
with those of f.he printed sermon

culiarities, of the more popular speakers 
of the day.

The borrower is ever a servant, not a 
master. Preachers should not be borrow­
ers but master-workmen, knowing how 
rightly to divide the word of truth. Eve­
ry preacher should be himself, even if he 
must, therefore, begin low down, and 
fight his way slowly up. It he can not, 
without the fraudulent use ot other men’s 
labours, work his own way up, such bor­
rowing will never bring him into the high­
er places. No man should ever try to begin 
at the top of the ladder. Let him begin 
at the bottom, and then there is a chance 
to go up higher.

Plagiarism is a wrong against the per­
petrator, because it places him in a false 
position. And he who is in a false place 
can never lie a really strong man. The 
fundamental qualification for an orator 
that shall move men’s souls, and shall 
pluck brands from the burning, is to be a 
true man. While it is desirable, in a cer­
tain sense, that the preacher shall keep 
himself in the back ground, and that, in 
his preaching, Christ should be all and in

HOME AND FOREIGN ITEMS.
London, Nov 25 —A pitched battle has 

been fought before Iquique, resulting in a 
crashing and overwhelming defeat of the 
allied armies. Nearly one half of the 
Peruvian and Bolivian troops were des­
troyed. The generalship of the Chilian 
commanders proved to be far superior to 
that of their antagonism, and the bravery 
of the allies was not a sufficient match for 
the skill of their opponents.

Nearly 200 
horses were burned *nd many cars, be­
sides a large quantity of provinder.

London Nov.; 25.—It is stated that 
great excitement prevails throughout the 
West of Ireland, and shews no sign of 
abatement. Large meetings are being 
held in all the populous places in the 
counties of Mayo and Sligo.
Parnell, in addressing a large meeting last 
night in Sligo, asked the people to per- 
sever in the agitation ; to remember bis 
advice to keep a firm grip on the land.

The steamship “Champion,” which left 
New York for Charleston on the 6th inst., 
came into collision with the English snip 
“ Lady Ojtavio,” when off tbe Delaware 
Capes, on Friday morning at 3 o'clock. 
In five minutes the “ Champion” went 
down in fourteen fathoms of water, and 
thirty-two persons with her. There were 
fifty four on board. The “ Lody Octavia” 
was considerably injured, but was able 
to proceed to Philadelphia.

The elections last week in Massachu­
setts, Connecticut, New Jersey, Pennsyl­
vania, Minnesota, Wisconsin and Nebras­
ka, and the local elections in Illinois and 
Kansas, added to those previously held 
this year in Maine.

In tbe latter 
State the “ readjusters” seem to have a 
small rnajoi ity iu the legislature; and yet 
the Republicans have elected members 
enough to hol t tbe balance of power, who, 
as we hope, will allay themselves with the 
“ debt-payers,” and thus aid in defeating 
the infamou < schemes of the repudiating 
“ readjusters.”

The city of M- mphis lias at last gotten 
through with its yellow fever campaign 
for this year, having bad 1.521 cas. s, of 
which 812 occurred among the whites, 
and 679 among the colored people. The 
deaths among the former were 366, show­
ing a percentage of 43 deaths among the 
whites ; and the deaths among the latter \ 
were 107, or a percentage of about 15 
among coloied people, This shows a very 
large ratio of fatal cases among the whites 
as compared with that among the blocks.
