an earlier period of the year than ufual, not only from the defire Ifeel
to aflure you perfonally that my beft endeavours fhall be ufed to pro-
mote the welfare of this extenfive and valuable Colony, for the prof-
perity of which I feel the meft anxious folicitude ; butalfo tocall the
immediate attention of the Provincial Parliament to a moft grievous
calamity, which can only be properly remedied by legiflative interfe-
rence. Iallude to the failure of the Cropsin different parts of the
Province ; but more particularly in the Parifhes below Quebee,
where, it has been reprefented to me, that the inhabitanis have been
reduced to a state of ablolute want.

Having alcertained that this evil really did exift to an alarming
extent, I loft no time in making fuch temporary arrangements as
would fecure the lower orders from the dreadtul effefts of famine,
until the Legiflature could be convened.

vent their future influence.

I feel it my duty to call your attention to the early renewal of the
Militia A&, and of the feveral other Afts, which are of the utmoft
‘importance to the Province, and which have already. expired,. or.

You are too well acquainted with advanta.-
ges which must refult’ from every improvement to the internal com-
munications of the Province, and from the encouragement of its
Agriculture and Commerce, to make it neceflary for me to do_more
than recommend thefe moft important fubjets to your attention.

vice, we have teken fuch precautions as appeared expedient, in
order to preveni abufes in the diftribution of the intended fuccour.,

We have however, thought it moft conducive to the public weal,
as well as congenial to the wifhes of thofe unfortunate people who
have already felt the influence of your Excellency’s benevolence, to
leave to your Excellency the greateft latitude in the execution of
the Law in this refpei.

Dy no written Law of this Province, could the reimburfement of
the fums raifed in this Colony upon Merchandize and effeéts palfing
from hence to Upper Canada, be claimed by that Province. Tha
Articles of Agreement on that fubjed, ratified by the Legiflatures of
the two Provinces, whole intercfis’s re fo clofely conne@ed, had ceafed
to be in force fince the month of May laft, without however any ne-
glett on the part of the Parliament of this Province, which has feized
the earlicit moment to obviate an evil, with the caule of which it
cannot be reproached.
