But it would be most unfortunate if
the failure of the Wiarten company
were regarded as an evidence that the
beet sugar industry caunot succeed in
Ontario. It is true that eur campaign
of 1962 resulted in a loss of $63,288.79.
But it is also true that the sugar extrae-
ted was not quite half as mwuch as could
liave extracted and would have been
obtained under a competent loyal super-
inteudant, and the sugar cbtained oet-
ted, together with the Government
bounty $62,026.84, Putting the sugar
cost at the same price, it is evident
that if the company had reccived the
returns from their beets that a good
fictory and a good. superirtendant
would have procuced, the loss
would have been reduced to $1,252.45
au:l that the cornpany had been strong
eucugh financially to hold their sugar
until the opening of navigation enabled
them to dispose of it in the N. W., this
comparatively small Joss would have
been converted into an appreciable pro-
fit.

COMBINED SINK AND TABLE,

Some kitchens are too small to al-
low of a sink and table both, and
for these a combination of the two
will & welcome arrangement.

DESPATCHING AND RECEIVING
APPARATUS.

The New Posta.l-ServicG Is In Use
in European and American
Cities.

The announcement was made recent-
ly that the Dominion . Government
Were considering the establishment of
the pneumatic tube system between
the central and branch postoffices in
the principal cities in Canada. A vote
of $165,000 for the instalment of
this system in Toronto was included
in the estimates submitted to Parlia-
ment.

The Batcheller system of pneumatic
despatch, of the purpose of carrying
mail and”telegrams, has been for some
time installed in the large cities of
Europe, London, Liverpool, Paris,
Berlin and Vienna; also in New York,
Philadelphia and other cities of the
United States.

FIRST PNEUMATIC SYSTEM.

The system of Pneumatic despatch
dates back to the year 1858, when it
was ‘established in London, England,
by a man named Clark. The first
svstem was very crude. and was in-
sfalled between the central and stock
exchange stations of the Electric and
International Telegraph Company of
London. Carriers containing batches
of telegrams, fitting piston-wise in
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the tube, were sucked through it in
one direction only, by the production
of a partial vacuum at the end. The
length of this tube was 220 yards,
and it was 14 inches if diameter. The
System used in Paris is the circuit
system and that is the basis of the
system used in New York, Philadel-
phia and other American cities to-
day. The interior diameter of the
tubes installed in the Paris pneuma-
tic Despatch Syatem is 123 inches in
diameter and the tubing is composed
of iron or lead. The diameters of
the Fnglish tubes is 3 inches ‘and are
composed of lead. The American
tube is much larger and is made of
brass.
IN DEPARTMENTAL STORES.

The pneumatic despatch system is
now a marked feature of evely large
departmental store, where it is used
for handling the cash, thus saving a
great deal of time, and mcilitating
the checking of the difierent depart-
ments.

The introduction of this Pneumatic
system into the Postoffice Depart-
ment will be a long step in the right
Wway for in nothing is more rapidity
required than in the handling of let-
ters. This has become so apparent
that the difierent European govern-
ments have installed these Pneumatic
plants in all  their large cities for
the handling of mail matter,

The send-
ing apparatus consists of two tube
sections, imounted on a swinging
frame inserted in the main tube, so
that ecither of the swinging tubes can
be brought in line with the main
tube, somewhat after the manner of
the chambers of a revolver. This
swinging frame g timed, so that
there is an interval of eight or ten
seconds between carriers. The carri-
ers are always placed in the des-
patching end under pressure, but
at the receiving end there is no pres-
sure, as this would create g, continu-
ous draught. Just before coming to
the receiving end, the air is deflected
into another pipe, but the carrier,
propelled by its own momentum, s
carried through a valve and comes in
contact with an air cushion and is
then released into the receiving trays.

This carrier is seven inches in dia-

capable of carrying about 700
ters. There are two strips of leather
around  the cylinder, one-half inch
thick, thus causing the carrier to fit
tightly and yet he capable of going
through the bends in the tube. There
is a pressure of six pounds to the
Square inch, which drives the carrier
along at the rate of thirty miles an
hour. _ 1t weighs thirty pounds, and
it can be easily understood what a
force this cylinder has when travelling
of thirty miles an
hour.

VALUE AS A TIME-SAVER.

The value of this system to
Postoffice Department is obvious. As
a time-saver it has no equal. Be-
sides, the collection of mail from the
branch ‘offices would not be intermit-
tent ‘as it is when collected by horse
and wagon, and would prevent that
congestion which is always the result
of bringing in a wagon load of mail.

Inhumerable Fortunes Waiting for
You. a

Many people have heard of the

search made by Greek divers under

the Turkish Government, and the

treasure discovered in the Russian

admiral’s ship, sunk at Tcherman at

when the Turkish flect was complete-
1y destroyed.

The search has
striking = success. These fortunate
divers have hecome rich, but the
Turkish Government also has ob-
tained some large amounts, inas-
much as it has reserved for itself
the lion’s share.

It already has been annouced that
on the first shipment to Constanti-
nople the divers obtained for their
part the sum of 276,000 francs. The
daily work of the divers amounts to
from 5,000 to 10,000 pieces of gold.
A special boat of the Admiralty,
manned by officers af the Turkish
Navy and by a Government inspec-
tor, is stationed continually at this
point. KEach sack drawn from the
water is registered, the pieces count~
ed, and a receipt given to the div-
ers.

It would be difficult to give even
a summary of the innumerable for-
lunes engulfed in the sea. Among
others an English barque, which
foundered, in 1799, off the coast of
Holland, had on board ingots of
gold and silver valued at about 30
millions, of which a very small part
was recovered. The ‘‘Royal Char-
ter’”’ went down near the Moelfram
with a cargo worth two millions,
and of this, as in so many of the
other cases, little or none has been
recovered. b
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CONCERNING CABLES.
Control the Largest
Mileage.

There are in operation to-day 252,
436 miles of ocean cables, of which
only 38,797 miles, or about 15 per
cent., are owned by governments, the
remainder ‘being in the hands of pri-
vate owners. Ilnglishnien epened the
first cable line—across the Channel be-
{tween ‘Dover and Calais, on August
28th, 1850—and Englishmen still
control a larger mileage than the
capitalists of any other country and
more than half the total length of
the submarine lines.

The British cables that connect
London with all parts of the world
have a length of 154,099 miles, of
which 14,963 miles are owned by the
|Government, Of the 139,136 miles
owned by . private companies, the
longest mileage is in the “Australian
{and Oriental lines. - The Eastern Ex-
|tension, Australasia, and China Tele-
|graph Company controls 27,609
{miles, and‘ the Western Telegraph
"Compnny 19,880 miles.

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UNDERGROUND LONDON.

How Five Hundred Miles of Sew
ers Are Managed. :

The average Londoner is possibly

unaware that nearly 500 miles of
sewers are situated beneath his fest
and this includes only the large wew-
ers, several of them so large that a
number of boate could float down
them abreast, says Tit-Bits. And
some idea -of the cnormous cost aqf
dreining London may be gathered
from the fact that the drainage
works and machinery alone cost $40,-
000,000 sterling. }
The three main sewers in the Met-
ropolis run from Fleet Strect to
Hampstead, from Blackfriars to Ab-
bey Mills, and from Harrow to Old
Ford. Connected with these are a
multitude of smaller sewers measur-
ing about 12 feet. in diameter, which
make London one of the best-drained
cities in the world.

A thousand men are employed all
the year round, not even excepting
Sundays, in keeping London proper-
ly drained, and the stupendous total
.of 1,000,000,000 tons of sewage is
chemically treated every twelve
months and taken away in sludge
vessels to the North Sea. It might
be supposed that the occupation is
ap unhealthy onc for the men engag-
ed, but this is not so, as the sewage
is treated with protophosphate or
iron and lime water, which clarifies it
as it passes to the great reservoirs
ready to be taken away.

During a wet summer the pumping
machinery which draws away the rain
water might be expected to be *very
heavily taxed, and the sewers also;
but beside there being a number of
storm channels which are only utiliz-
ed when the volume of water in the
main sewers is abnormal, the pump-
ing machinery at Abbey Mills alone
is capable of lifting 185,000,000 gal-
lons of water to a height of 40 feet
every day, which in other words, im-
plies that London could never be de
stroyed by floods.

At Barking, where the sludge is
dealt with, there are fourteen sewers
measuring 30 feet across; that is 'to
say, any one of them would be wide
enough for a small tug-boat to pass
down. Here the sludge, after being
chemically treated, has to go through
enormous iron cages, resembling gi-
gantic colanders, which keep back so-
lid objects, such as pieces of wood,
old boots, and so forth, whilst not
infrequently valuable articles of jew:
ellery arc found wedged between th¢
bars of a cage.

The vessels used to convey th¢
sludge to the North- Sea arc not by
any means the hulks onec might ox
pect to find engaged in the work
They are luxuriously fitted with cosy
apartments for the men and lightet
throughout by electricity. Fachd

barge carries 1,000 tons of sludge,
and when fifty miles' from the coast
the cargo . is distributed over an area
of several miles.

Connected with the sewer under
Ludgate Hill is the old Roman sub-
terranean bath, which is the oldest
structure in London, and must have
been in existence long before a. single
brick of the present City was laid.
At onc time it was approached by
a subway, but this has long sinc
disappeared, though the bath, whick
meéasures some 14 feet to 16 fret,
across still remains.
