While any chance yet existed that the
Dominion government might be defeated
or that its great majority might be cut
veryclnn,thepmhonoft:hepuﬁesm
this comstituency was such that a fight
at the polls was unavoidable and good
party men under such conditions ‘could not
be expected to do anything else than give
their support to their respective candi-
dates.

But little atte 1%un was
paid by Mr. Vogel to this incideat at the
time.

On the 6th of Novems r Mr. Vog-i l<ft
his house for town at 130 pm, #nd
when he came to the «swe [lace whers
the shot was fired on the previous day he
heard a dog barking, and quickly after
that came the report of a rifle, ana vue
bullet passed Mr .Vioge's breast so clcee
that he could hear the bul'et hissing.
On looking west Mr. Vogel saw a brown
dog and no smoke, and is satisfied that
smokeless powder was used. He hurried
on to town, and at the same time he
waid to himeelf, “Old man, that is meant
for you.” Immediately after arriving in
town Mr. Vogel reported the matter to
Mr. John Kirkup and Mr. John Boultbee,
the police magistrate.

Since then Mr. Vogel has not been an-
noyed until Monday. Then he heard the
report of a gun -or some other explosion
close to the house. The explos'on shosk
the house. Mr. Vogel said to the man
who was with him: “Let them go ahead:
it Jooks to me as though some one wanted
to get me out in the dark to kil me in
order to get hold of my properties,” and
he did not, therefore, go out so as to
give them a chance. - Mr. Vogel says he
is not to be intimidated Em this way, and
he cannot be frightened away. ile furtner
said that the attempted intimuidati ms kave
been going on since April Iast, and he
thought it was part of an at‘empt to
defraud him of his mining and city prop-
erty. In conc'usion he said: . ‘

“T will not stand such work, The courts
before which the lawsuits are pending will
decide them on their merits, and there is
no need of intimidating or attempting to
kill me.

The suspveeted porties ar: ncw being
watched, he says, by the officers of the
law, and should there be any mo.e at
témpts at murder they will immehutely
be arrested.
