Hon. Alexander Mackenzie is dead. 

Early Sunday morning his pure spirit 
passed peacefully away. For days 
and weeks his death has been ex­
pected almost hourly, and when 

long suffering the • 
came, there was mingled with the 
deep grief that the people of Canada 
felt the comforting thought that he 
was ready when .the Master called. 
,His was in every respect a blameless 

He liyed to see the vindication 
of his fair name and fame from every 
aspersion cast upon it by his political 
enemies. From 1873 to 1878 he 
ruled our country wisely and well, 
but being a man of sterling principle 
he refused to grant to the manufac­
turers the tariff concessions they* .de­
manded, and so was defeated by the 
N.P. advocates in 1878. But whether 
as leader of the Government or sit­
ting in the cool shades of Opposition 
the lion, gentleman’s unfaltering ad­
vocacy pî what he thought wag tëst 
for tlie country gained at all times the 
admiration of his friends and the re­
spect of Ins’ opponents, "

He says he 
can afford to pay $100 a year more 
rent than heretofore, the increased 
value being caused by the great saving 
in cattle food, the increased milk pro­
duct obtained, and the better quality 
of butter produced.

Hew It Strikes a Stranger.

The disordered imagination and topey- 
dom of judgment which I suspect in 
uropean friends, finds a parallel in the 

strange contrariness and awkwardness of 
many of their manual practices. The Euro­
pean carpenter, for instance, or other 
artisan, with his voluminous tool-chest and 
paraphernalia of ingenious implements is 
frequently outdone in rapid, dexterous, and 
delicate hand-work, by our artisan with the 
half-dozen simple tools he has at command, 
tools which he has generally made almost 
entirely himself. The awkwardness of the 
foreign (European) carpenter is manifest in 
his slow and slovenly method of work. For 
instance, he will always plane and frequently 
saw away from instead of toward himself, the 
instrument thus held obstructing tho close 
superintendence by the eyer of the work to 
be done. With curious perversity Euro­
peans make use of the right-handed in the 
place of left-handed screws ; yet the right 
hand has a surer and steadier twisting 
power from right to left than from left 
right. Similarly, it is easier to shoot a bolt 
into its lock by turning the key from right 
to left than the opposite way. European 
locks, however, are almost invariably made 
on the contrary method. In the manual 
art of bookmaking it is, I believe, the com­
mon practice' to place the author’s 
or editor’s notes at the bottom of 
the page, instead of, as with us, 
at the top, whence tho eye can easily and 
naturally run down the text again to the 
point at which the break occurred, instead 
oi retracting its way backward. Evan in 
such trifling matters as the address of a let­
ter the wrong«baadcdaess of European 
methods ti' apparent. The information 
required by the post office em­
ployees is not given in the order 
wanted, but in the reverse order.

Respectfully, Deloi^ine, April 6, 1892,
Dear Reporter,—As we promised 

a good many we would write, I know 
of no way to reach So,man y enquiring 
friends os through the medium of the 
Reporter. About three hundred 
friends did us the honor of meeting us 
at the station to hid us farewell as we, 
steamed away from the Athens 
station about nix o'clock hto the 22nd 
of March, feeling rather sad from 
leaving so many good and tried 
friend», but thinking it was better for 
us to try anpther part of the country,

Wo ar­
rived at Brockville nt dark and found 
two of our horses down through the 
roughness of the track, but kind 
friends assisted us and we soon had 
things righted iignin. We took the 
C. P. R. for Carlton on a freight train 
as we were behind time, the passen­
ger train having gone. We left 
Carleton at 8 o'clock, just in tune to 
get the full benefit of the strike on the 
C P. R.
found ourselves pasting thrbugli a very 
poor portion of Ontario. Wo next Ar­
rived at North Bay where we found 
the strike on In full blast. The 
strikers would not let the train ’move 
out until the police that were there 
from Montreal to protect the road 
dispersed the'evowd with their clubs.
We staid there for two days. After 
things got settled, we started fir 
Winnipeg through as poor a country 
as there is in Ontario.

There are thousands'and 
thousands of acres yet to thresh, part 
in shock arid part in stack, 
where we are Seated *.vo can 'count 
over three hundred acres that are in 
shock. It is a prairie country, 
cannot see even a shruj) inside of 
fifteen miles. On the Turtle Moun­
tains there is some popular wood.
Wc found our friend Nod ICerr nicely 
located on a farm of 420 acres, three 
hundred under cultivation this year.
He came here ten years ago with out 
one cent. Now he van t ike his ease.
There is another family of two men, 
both from Ontario, who camo here ten 
years ngo and have now over 1000 
actes, 800 under cultivation, with 
good stock and everything snug 
around them. They have small 
houses, frame, but mostly sod 
stables. It would amuse our eastern 
boys to see so many oxen. Every 
farmer has from one to four pair of 
oxen. They drive them with harness.

Now, I do not wish to worry you 
this time, but will try and give you a 
better description of-the country after 
I become acquainted. I have got o 
find one man but what is well suited 
with the country and would not leave.
Delorma and James are breaking 
bread with m yet, but expect to soon 
at art thre.-hing with a county of 
Leeds boy, James Pierce, Fred's 
brother. He says ho does not want 
any better country than this for him.

through Kosoeileg, a village near Inow- 
r»zl»w, Province of Poeea, was waylaid 
to-day by four men who were apparenUy 
waiting for him, and before he could make 
a single attempt to either defend himself or 
esoepe all four of them fired at him with 
revolvers. The doctor*! body was riddled 
with ballets and he died almost instantly.

Farther details regarding the murder of 
Dr. Poninski, show that Dr. Poninski was 
sitting in a room when the- four assassins 
appeared at the house and requested to see 
him. They were ushered into the presence 
of the aged doctor, who asked them their 
business with him. In reply he was handed 
a red card on which was printed a command 
signed by the ** Committee of the Polish 
Anarchists,” calling upon him to surra 
all the money he had in his possession for 
the benefit of the Anarchists. The card 
stated that if hs refused to obey the com­
mand he would be killed. From his position 
in the Church Dr. Poninski had entrusted 
to him large sums, and this fact was appar­
ently well known and taken advantage of by 
the Anarchists. Dr. Poninski, who was very 
infirm from age, was terribly startled at the 
import of the message handed to 
ran to a window and jumped to the garden. 
The Anarchists followed him to the window, 
and before he could reach a place of safety 
they poured a volley of bullets into his body 
from their revolvers. He fell dead. The 
assassins then fled, but the alarm was 
given, and the owner of Kosoeileg castle, a 
brother of Dr. Poninski, and twenty others 
at once armed themselves, and mounting 
horses started in pursuit of the mur­
derers. They were soon overtaken. 
The pursuers fired a volley into 
the group, and one of the mur­
derers fell dead. The band then realized 
that their - pursuers were determined to 

death of Dr. Poninski, and 
them, seeing that all hope of 

escape was cut off, turned his weapon 
against himself and blew his brains ont. 
The remaining two fired upon their pursuers 
again, fortunately hitting none of them, and 
t hey were replied to with another volley that 
killed another of them.- Then the fourth 
man, rather than surrender, shot and killed 
himself. The authorities at Kosoeileg have 
learned that the four men were residents- of 
Berliii, and that they came to Kosoeileg pur­
posely to murder Dr. Poninski.

Martin Reinhardt, charged with the murder 
of Michael Hans, of New Germany, on Dec. 
19th, 1891, opened here this morning. 
Michael Hans, a farmer living 
Germany, was stabbed on the evening of 
Saturday, December 19th, in front of the 
shoemaker's shop of Michael Tomaeing. 
Martin Reinhardt, a retired farmer living in 
the same village, is on trial charged with 
the crime. Reinhardt had been drinking, 
and Was not on good terms with his wife, as 
they quarrelled frequently. On the even­
ing in question they were having a row when 
Michael Hans, the victim, and two boys by 
the name of Weiler came along. They 
thought the prisoner was going to ill-use his 
wife and they watched him,. They followed 
him to Tomasing's shoe shop, and while 
there Reinhardt was handling a large pocket 
knife. The deceased left the shop, followed 
by Reinhardt and one of the Wellers, when 
a groan was heard and Hsus staggered back 
ir to the shop mortally wounded.

Mr. Collin Macdougall, Q. G., 8b Thomas, 
had charge of the case for the Crown, and 
was assisted by Crown Attorney Bowlby.

The prisoner Reinhardt is a man of about 
67 years of age, but rather well preserved.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer Presents 
his Financial Statement-Pointless and 
Disappointing..

A London cable says : Right Hon. George 
J. Goachen, Chancellor of the Exçhequer, 
presented the budget in the House of Com­
mons to-day. Mr. Goechen said good for­
tune again permitted him to submit a 
budget showing â surplus of £1,067,000. 
This was largely due to the. expending dc- 

for*lt was not to any extent due 
to an expansion of the revenue. There had 
been times when he had suffered great anx­
iety. During January and February the 
irospect was not bright, but during March 
t was better, and this enabled 
mit a satisfactory result. In 
budget the estimate of ■ expen

res were £98,928,900, leaving a 
surplus ,of £336,000. This waa^a remark­
ably small difference between the estimates 
and actual expenditures. The total esti­
mates qf expenditures during the last three 
years was £264,000,000. The total differ­
ence in the expenditures was only £137,000.
