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A BOURBON WEDS 
LOUISE OF ORLEANS.

Great Gathering of Kings and Princes at Duke 
of Orleans’ Seat

Guests Got a Glimpse of the Manners and Cus­
toms of the Old French Court

London, Nov. 16.—There was a re­
markable gathering last night at Wood 
Norton, tlie seat of the Duke of Or­
leans, of Kings and Princes, who have 
assembled to witness the marriage cere­
mony to-day of Prince Charles of Bour: 
bon and Princess Louise of Orleans* It 
was a family banquet and there were "no 
speeches or- toasts, but all glasses wero 
lifted to the host, the Due of Orleans, 
and to the bride and bridegroom. It is 
seldom that so many great princes of 
Europe have gathered at the same board. 
Twenty of the 100 guests were men and 
women of Royal blood, including the 
King and Queen of Spain, the Queen of 
Portugal, the C-ountess of Paris, the 
Doke and Duchess of Orleans, the 
Count and Countess of Pork, the Duke 
and Duchess of Orleans, the Count ami 
Countess of Caserta, the Duchess de* 
Guis, the Duchess of Aosta, the in­
fantas Isabella and Eulai of Spain and 
Duke and Duchess of Chartres. the 
Duke de Moutonnier and the Princess 
Pia and ,Josephine of Boiu’bon.

There will be a brilliant gathering to 
witness the marriage ceremony, both 
principals to which trace ■ their descent 
to the famous Orleans family, which at 
one time gave three reigning ltouses to 
Europe and held at once the thrones of 
France, Spain and Naples.

The Wedding.
London, Nov. 10.—A glimpse of the

manners and customs of the old French 
court was presented to-day at Wood 
Norton, where Prince Charles of Bour­
bon was married to Prince*» Louise of 
France with ceremonies the picturesque­
ness and stately magnificence of which 
could hardly have been exceeded had the 
Duke of Orleans, the owner of Wood 
Norton, and the bride's brother been 
the persons concerned instead of a pre­
tender to the throne of France. About 
forty members of the royal families, 
near relatives of the bride or bride­
groom, were present each bearing a 
name closely associated with the. his­
tory of Europe in bygone centuries, 
while among the three hundred to four 
hundred other guests were diplomats re­
presenting most of the nations of the

The civil marriage was performed by 
the registrar in St. Mary's Roman Ca­
tholic Church at Evesham at 8.30 o’clock 
this morning. Half a dozen members of 
Royal families, including the King of 
Spain and other necessary witnesses 
were the only spectators at this early 
ceremony, although in spite of the at­
tempt to- keep it secret, quite a crowd 
of people gathered in the vicinity of the 
little church and heartily cheered the 
princess who is most popular among the 
country people.

The religious function was carried out 
at noon in an artistic temporary chapel 
specially erected for the occasion, the 
Roman "Catholic Bishop of Birmingham 
officiating.

WILL THE MAURETANIA
BEAT THE LUSITANIA?

Will the English or Scotch Built Ship Be the Fas­
test?—Will Have Many Passengers.

London, Nov. 10.—Advices front Eng­
land as to the departure of the huge 
new Cunard Liner Mauretania, from Liv­
erpool, being her maiden transatlantic 
passage, say that the event will be at­
tended with an interest fully as keen 
as that which marked the Lusitania's 
first departure for America. The Maure­
tania’s recent trials establish the con­
viction that she will surpass the Lusi­
tania’s achievements, notwithstanding 
the official announcement that she will 
not be pushed. The rival shipbuilding

interests on the Tyne and on the Clyde 
are intensely interested on this point 
of speed, for the English builders hope 
to see the product of the Scotch yards 
outpaced by the Tyneside vessel.

The Mauretania will carry about 2,000 
passengers—a record number for a west­
ward passage in mid-November—but 
even then all her berths will not be 
filled.

The amount of gold she will bring 
hero adds yet more interest to the voy­
age. The amount is yet uncertain, but 
it will probably be about $13,000.000, 
mainly in gold bars.

The Cunard Co. lias insured the Maure­
tania for nearly $5,000,000.

Menelik came to his own in 1889, after he defeated the 
Emperor John. He has had a varied experience with the Powers, extracting from the 

Italians the appalling capitulation of Ado wa. After a period of pro-French sympa­
thies he favorably received the British mission under Sir Rennell Rodd, in 1898, and 
since that time he has been very friendly with Great Britain. Menelik has no direct 
fcelr. so we shall see what we shall see when he dies. The diamond solitaire earring 
which adorns the lobe of his left car signifies that he has killed an elephant and that 
hr. is of royal birth. Political Institutions in his country are essentially of a feudal 
character, being analogous to those of medieval Europe.

COUNTY JUDGE WILL 
DECIDE THE APPEAL.

Court of Revision Confirms the Assessment in the 
Edward Martin Estate Case.

Lawyers Argued Case This Morning and Con­
cluded to Let the Judge Settle It.

THE FUTURE.
Many a man has missed his opportuni­

ties by living too much in the future. 
When he xvas a boy he said to himself, 
“Wait until I am a young man and then 
I will show you what I will do.” When 
he became a young man it xvas, "Wait 
until after I am married and then I will 
start in to do something” He got mar­
ried, but put off the day of great things 
until some more convenient season—one 
that never came. Now there are liun 
dreds of fellow» like that. I know lots 
of them ; so, no doubt, do you. I often 
talk to the young chaps I come across. I 
want to know, in a friendly xvay, how 
they spend their evenings, for instance. 
Do they study? Do they read books that 
will be of use to them? The ansxver oft­
en is that they do not study and read 
very little. They seem to be satisfied 
as they are. Go home from work for 
supper. Go out again, play ball, xvnlk 
the streets, sometimes play pdol, fill up 
the time in this xvay until bed time. 
Back again to xvork in the morning. 
That’s the usual routine of hundreds of 
them. Asked if they know all they 
want to know, they ansxver they don’t 
know. When I point out to them the 
advantage they xvould derive from tak­
ing up some course of study or reading 
that would help them in their trade or 
business, they sometimes take a mild in­
terest in the subject—some have even 
taken it to heart and made a move to­
wards self-improvement, but the major­
ity of them put it off or say, xvhat's the 
use? Yet, it is a peculiar thing, that 
the most indifferent, those more intent 
upon the latest sporting news, for in­
stance, have a feeling that some day, 
not just now, however, they xvill take 
the thing up in earnest. Although self- 
condemned by their present lack of in­
terest in the present, they still deceive 
themselves by building upon xx'hat they 
intend to <lo at some future day, the 
date of xvhich has not yet been set. I 
am satisfied, howexrer, that it does not 
take much persuasion to get a boy to 
think of these things, if you tackle him 
in the rigid; way. Parents xvho neglect to 
do this—and look at the thousands xvho 
do neglect to do it—miss more than they 
imagine, and are often their oxvn boy’s 
xvorst enemy.

The appeal of Martin Malone against 
the estate of the late Edward Martin, 
K. to have the assessment raised, will 
have to be fought out before the County 
Judge. After hearing the argument in 
the case this morning the Court of Revi­
sion decided to confirm the asst-oaments 
on the various properties as fixed by 
the department, which of course xvill not 
interfere with Mr. Malone’s appealing to 
the Judge.

There are several fine points of laxv 
Involved. When the case was taken up 
Mr. Malone explained that he appeared 
as an elector, as the statute entitled him 
to, and appealed against tlie assessment. 
He objected to the assessments on Bal- 
lanahinch and the lands of Mr. Kirwan 
Martin on Aberdeen avenue. He also 
appealed against the income assessments 
of Messrs. Kirwan and D’Arcy Martin, 
their sisters and Mrs. Martin.

“The court has no jurisdiction at all 
for this reason,” said Mr. Washington. 
“Your duties and powers ended at 12 
o'clock midnight on November 15.”

In support of this he quoted several 
sections from the statute, xvhich pro­
vide that the court shall be closed by 
November 15. This he argued was im­
perative.

Mr. Malone contended that the statute 
also provided that the court had power 
to extend the time for altering or cor­
recting errors on tlie assessment roll. He 
suggested that it would be best to leave 
the matter for the County Judge to set­
tle, the court in the meantime hearing 
the evidence and deciding xvhat the as­
sessments should be fixed at. It xvas no 
fault of his. he said, that proper notice 
had not been given, so that the case 
could have been heard within the time 
prescribed.

Mr. Washington said his clients xvere 
perfectly willing to leave the matter to 
the County Judge.

City Solicitor Waddell xvas asked for 
an opinion, and said the court undoubt­
edly had jurisdiction under an amend­
ment made last year, empowering it to 
extend, the time.

.Mr. Washington argued that there 
could be no appeal against the. real es­
tate of his clients or income because 
proper notices had not been served by 
the clerk of the municipality as the law 
provided. Mr. Malone had no right to 
step into the shoes of the municipality 
and serve the notices himself. A more 
serious objection xvas against the appeal 
to have the court fix the assessment on

the income of the estate of the late Ed­
ward Martin. The court had no poxver 
to do anything of the kind. All it could 
do xvas alter or correct errors on the 
rolls. It could not revise a thing that 
never existed. The onus xvas on Mr. 
Malone to show that the court had juris­
diction.

Mr. Malone held that he had a right 
to have the case disposed of by the Court 
of Revision. The court had the power to 
force a person to make a statutory de 
clàration as to taxable income. If these 
declarations xvere made as to the income 
of the Martin estate of Mr. Kirwan and 
Mr. Darcy Martin, their three «Haters 
and Mrs. ‘Martin, he xvould be satisfied.

Colonel Moore, chairman of the court, 
explained that in view of the arguments 
made before it and the question raised 
ns to jurisdiction he thought it xvas best 
the parties should appear lie fore the 
county judge and the assessments be 
confirmed In the1 meantime. This was 
done.

As the initial cost of the electrical 
pumps xvould be lower and entail less 
expense it is thought probable that one 
of these will be installed.

The Board of Works is rapidly fin­
ishing up the cement work around the 
city and utilizing the gangs for the 
work on the nexv annex sewer. On 
Monday there xvill be four gangs on 
this aiid the xvorjc will bo rushed to ac­
commodate the Berlin Machine Works. 
It is hoped to finish this part of the 
xvork before December 1st.

HIDDEN FOR YEARS.

COUNTERFEITERS' TOOLS FOUND IN 
HOUSE IN MONTREAL.

Over Two Hundred Dollars in Counter­
feit Silver AilO Diicovered—House
Formerly Occupied by the Fasioiia 
Black Horse Band.

Montreal, Nov. 15.—An interesting dis- 

covery was made by workmen tearing 
down"an old building at 640 Notre Dame 
street east this morning. Hidden away 
-for fourteen years and forgotten by even 
the men who worked with them in days 
gone by there lay between the flooring 
and riie ceiling in this old buikling a 
complete, set of simple but effective ! 
counterfeiters’ tools. i

The lioiuse where they were found was . 
for a time used by the Welshes, famous 
counterfeiters, who were about 1900 
sent to penitentiary for running a eoun- j 
terfeiting plant out at Longue Point. 
The real criminal history of the house : 
now being torn down is that of the fam­
ous “Bande du (lieval Noir” (Band of 
Black Horse), who operated as high 
waynien and smugglers until they were 
broken up -by the police in 1893. and 
most of them were aent to jail. It was 
not known at that time that they add­
ed counterfeiting to their other vil­
lainies, but to-day V discovery ' seems to 
place it beyondjdoubt.

Over $2*20 in naif dollars and quarters 
was found. The money wa* untrimmed 
but apart from that it is a very good 
counterfeit. The pieces have the ring 
of genuine coin when tossed upon the 
counter, and only a slight lead-like tone 
in the shine betrays their base origin.

It is a striking "proof of how care­
fully the secret waa guarded that, al­
though many minor members of the band 
were left at liberty when the U#ders 
were sent to jail, no one made any1 ef­
fort to get hold of these utensils. The

FIRE ON THE SUN.
FLAMES REACHED HEIGHT 

335,000 MILES.
OF

Shot Up at Rate of Twelve Thousand 
Miles a Minute. Remarkable Phe­
nomenon Observed at Oxford—Mag­
netic Disturbances on Earth Prç-

Oxford, Eng., Nov. 15.—A remarkable 
outburst on the sun was observed by 
Prof. Ambau, Director of the Radcliffe 
Observatory, at 11.45 this morning. An 
immense flame shot up at the rate of 
over 12,000 miles a minute, until it 
reached a height of 325,000 miles.

At 12.10 it broke into fragments and 
disappeared. .

Sun spots and solar disturbances have 
been observed for some days past. It 
has been predicted that they would 
reach their greatest magnitude about 
the middle of November, and that they 
would probably lead to violent magnetic 
disturbances on the earth; causing 
storms, floods, volcanic disturbances and 
earthquakes. Prof. Edward C. Picker­
ing, of the Harvard Obeervatpry, said 
two days ago that he expected the sun 
spots to be attended by an earthquake, 
but of not sufficient gravity to cause 
alarm.

BUTTER FROM EUROPE

Can Be Imported at Present Prices in 
Canada.

Ottawa, Nov. 15.—“The present high! 
price of butter in the cities and towns 
of Canada is just about the limit which 
can be charged by the producers in thy,, 
country,” said Dairy Commissioner J. A." 
Ruddick to-day. He explained that any 
further rise in prices would be met by 
importations of butter from Denmark or 
other European sources, which can pro- 
fitably be placed on the market here at,, 
about 30 cents per pound. Consequently 
the fears of city dwellers that the. ruling 
winter price might be os high as 50 
cents per pound are groundless. There 
is a plentiful supply of dairy products in 
Europe this year, and the effect of the 
high prices now prevailing in Canada has 
already resulted in considerable exporta­
tion to Canf-dA.

Mr. Ruddick believes that as the sea­
son advances imports of butter will in­
crease, and the result will be to effec­
tually prevent any exorbitant price in 
Canada during the winter. The ruling 
price of good butter in London is now 
about 24 cents per pound. It can be sent 
across the Atlantic and marketed here 
with a fair margin of profit at an addi­
tional cost of five or six^ cents per pound.

Automobiling in Hawaii.
Tlio splendid roads constructed by the 

teiritorial Government of Hawaii have 
contributed much toward the increased 
number of automobiles on the islands. 
In lfonolulu alone more than one hun­
dred and fifty American-made machines 
are in ti.se. Many of them are of the 
large touring-car variety, while about 
fifty are dainty runabouts. There is no 
speed law, but somehow the residents 
manage to avoid accidents by regulating 
thewe speed according to tin; density of 
th • population along the driveways.

Nowhere in the world does the auto- 
mobilist find more attractive, scenery 
than' on that little group of islands in 
the very heart of the Pacific. Honolulu, 
the metropolis; sits partly within an 
amphitheatre of mountains, with Punch-' 
Bowl Hill, five hundred feet in height, 
directly. at its back. All around are 
picturesque slopes and ravines covered 
with tropical verdure, while directly in 
front are the coral reefs where the blue 
Pacific dashes and glistem in the sun­
light. Everywhere the broad white roads 
stretch out .ns if to challenge the auto- 
mobilist to test the speed of his car 
along. their smooth surface. Innuiner*

able trips may be planned for, although 
the islands are not large, there 
is a network of roads leading to all 
points of interest. From Honolulu alone 
five mountains are readily accessible by 
macadamized roads to. their summits. 
Automobile trips are frequently made, 
circling the entire island of Oahu.—Mrs.

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THE PRICE OF BREAD.
Bread ia a very live question Obese 

days, not only because it is “the staff 
of life,” but because the publication of 
the report of a recent sermon in which 
the increase in price and diminution in 
tlie size of the loaf were discussed 
brought down on the Times the threat 
of an action for libel. Every family uses 
bread, and the question of its cost is 
ode very near to the people. Among 
the letters bearing on it is one asking 
the Times to say what profit there is in 
baking and selling a barrel of flour. 
That is not easily answered. It involves 
not only the facts as to prices at which 
the flour is sold to the bakers, and how 

, much bread the barrel of flour will ! 
make (which varies with the particular 
kind of flour), but also the economy or 
otherwise of the manufacture $nd sale 
of the product. And we have not this 
information at hand.

Appleton's Cyclopedia says: “Usually 
one pound of flour is found to produce 
one pound and a quarter of bread.” The 
Americana says: “On account of the 
additional water absorbed [from 40 to 
60 per cent., part of which is expelled in 
steam in the baking], a pound loaf of 
bread can be made from .65 to .75 pounds 
of flour. A barrel of flour weighing 196 
pounds will make from 275 to 300 pound 
loaves of bread. * * * The larger
the amount of gluten which a flour con­
tains the greater is the power to absorb 
water and to produce a large number of 

• loaves of bread.”
The gluten element is very high in the 

i hard Northwestern spring wheat, and 
lower in the Ontario fall wheat, so that 
the difference in price is partly compen­
sated for by the extra yield of bread 
that can be produced from the flour.

If a barrel of Manitoba flour costing 
( liighest wholesale figures quoted to­
day) $5.80 make 300 pounds of bread 
selling at 5c. for the 1M lb. loaf, or 4c. 
a pound, it will yield a return of $12. If 
it m'ake 280 pounds of bread, it will yield 
$11.20. If it make only 275 lbs., it will 
yield $11.00.

Lf a barrel of Ontario flour costing 
$3.90 (also wholesale quotations to-day) 
make 275 lbs. of flour—the Encyclopedia 
Americana’s lowest figures—it will yield 
$11.00.

A barrel of blended flour, half Mani­
toba and half Ontario, at the highest 
wholesale ' quotations of the day will 
cost $4.85. If it. make 280 pounds of 
bread at 4 cents a pound it will yield 
$11.20.

These are, of course, figures affecting 
only the material, and it would be a 
great..mistake tp think that the differ- 

• ence of $6.20 to $7.10 a barrel went into 
the baker’s pocket. He has a great deal, 
more to proVkle for. *Ih the first place 
lie must provide an up-to-date and costly 
plant, for no primitive methods will suf­
fice. He must engage skilled workmen. 
He must provide for accidental and in­
cidental waste, fuel, etc. He must pro­
vide yeast, milk, salt, etc., used in the 
process. Even water rates are an item. 
Hè must observe scrupulous sanitation. 
He must undertake the important work 
of marketing the product, and pay deal­
ers for selling it. No consideration of 
the question will be complete that does 
not make ample allowances for these 
items; and they wlil materially reduce 
the margin of profit. The baking indus­
try is not one about which there is 
much mystery; every housewife is a 
potential competitor, and when the 
housewife gets the idea well settled that 
she is overcharged, she sets to work and 
starts a bakery on her own account. 
And in. Comparing results with buying 
from the baker she usually takes advan­
tage of the fact that the baker must 
have a costly plant and hire his journey­
men, while she throws in free her time 
and the use. of the home plant cm-

INDUSTRY AND FRUGALITY.
I never saved a dollar which 1 was not 

prompted to save as a matter of common 
sense, lf a man assumes the duty of 
working he cannot shirk the responsibil­
ity of saving. He has not worked sanely 
if he has not saved a fair percentage of 
liis" earnings.—John J. Mitchell, Presi­
dent of the Illinois Trust and Savings 
Bank.

There is sound philosophy in that. If 
good, judgment and frugality—a proper 
care for the future- went with industry, 
the advocacy of schemes to pension the 
a god on the country would be left almost 
entirely to the idle and the spendthrift. 
What little of aged poverty we should 
mefct with as the result of misfortune 
could be easily cared for.

'There is too much of the grasshopper 
about many youths'. They mouth too 
glibly that the world-owes them a living, 
when the world owes them nothing, when 
they are deeply in the world’s debt. They 
have not made use of the talents and 
opportunity with which they were en­
dowed, or, having used them, have squan­
dered their product in riotous living. 
Their motto has been, “Let the future 
take care of itself ; enjoy the present.” 
And they seek to make the industrious, 
the frugal, the foreseeing bear the bur­
den of the support of idleness and prodi­
gality when its capacity to squander and 
riot is gone.

The world that feeds and clothes and 
educates the youth of to day owes him 
nothing. Thé debt is on the other side. 
He owes much to society; he owes much 
to his family. When he assumes the re­
sponsibility of the head of a household 
he assumes large obligations—and the 
average man should expect to do this, 
and should very early prepare toward it. 
The young man who earns fair wages 
ought to save a considerable part of his 
earmngs. The earlier ho begins and the

more regularly he makes hie deposits 
the better will be his chances in life. Not 
that we should countenance miserliness ! 
—that is the other extreme; but the sav­
ing habit should be cultivated. It is his 
insurance, the insurance of those depend­
ent upon him, or who may become de­
pendent upon him. A little savings fund 
is a great help to independence.

And the work habit is a good one to 
cultivate. The man who watches the 
clock and strives to kill time deserves 
to suffer an old age of poverty. It is to 
be feared that there’s too much of ”ca’ 
canny” in the industry of to-day—too 
much of a desire to do as little as pos­
sible for the wages paid; too much fear 
that we may work a few minutes too 
long, or produce a few cents’ worth too 
much, and that the employer will be the 
gainer. The man who strives to make the 
day as short as possible, and to produce 
as little as he can and hold his job, is 
little better than a thief. He is likely 
to become Inter on an advocate of old 
age pensions. He is not the kind fbat 
gets ahead in position and earnings. Em­
ployers sometime! have eyes ; they are 
sometimes appreciative. And the men 
to whom they give the better jobs are 
not the “soldierers” and time-servers. 
The men they select for advancement 
are those who identify themselves with 
the institution for which they work ; who 
take a pride in its product, and feel a 
personal interest in its reputation and 
success ; who do not need the watchful 
eye of a boss to secure honest work for 
their wages, and who do not regard the 
prosperity of the employer as a wrong 
to themselves.. The youths who set out 
to do their full duty to their employers 
will be the successful men of to-morrow; 
the shirkers, the grumblers, the idlers 
will be seeking to billet themselves on 
the community they have defrauded.

Do your work honestly and well, what­
ever be your vocation. Seek to do 
better. TJie world likes worthy ambi 
tion. Retain vour own self-respect. No 
shirker does that. Adapt your living 
to your earning. Don’t be mean, but 
don’t think honest frugality is meanness, 
Always save a little ; it will stand you 
in good stead. The fellow who “blows” 
his earnings has plenty of 'friends—of a 
sort—while his money lasts. The one 
that has a tidy sum in the bank, the 
result of the saving habit, has a very 
useful friend in time of need. And the 
strength of character gained by the 
practice is an asset in itself. Industry, 
jloncsty, Frugality make a strong trio.

Next to the drink evil, Britain suffers at 
present most corely from the gambling 
mania. When legislation closes one door 
another seems to be immediately opened. 
Our streets have been made much freer from 
the enchanting -wiles of the “bookie.'' Gam­
bling clubs for workmen have been largely 
suppreeted. Raffling, even at Churcn baz­
aars, has had to go. Gambling advertise - 
menti» and competitions by the lighter class 
of journals have been checked one after an­
other. But for the moment these journals 
have checkmated the law with their ‘ Limer­
ick’' competitions. Several of these jour­
nals maintain ttiçir circulation simply by 
their superiority of the attractiveness of their 
money offers to readers. The success of. the 
genius who first offered thé sweepstakes of 
a sixpenny try at the last line of a ••Limer­
ick" has passed hie wildest dream. His 
success forced the others, as they maintain, 
to make similar offers and spread the plague. 
The law, appealed to, replied that technical­
ly the compétition was a game of skill and 
outside of its reach. But no one maintains 
that the choice of the winner is anything but 
thu merest chaise.

The small engine on the test work pro­

It is designed for marine work, but, if 
applied to the railway, according to a 
well-known engineer, it should at least 
give double the power of the present lo­
comotive, as railway engineers are ham­
pered for space, ami the new engine 
could be fitted to any axle.

As no other gear is required, it could 
be fitted on each axle under the cab or 
under the boiler itself, and each axle 
Bdriven singly or coupled as desired.

ONE OUNCE FOR A CENT.

Postoffice Again Notifies Public of Re­
duced Rate in the Empire.

Ottawa, Nov. 15. —The Postoffice De­
partment in a statement to the press 
directs attention to the faet that the 
public should understand that, whereas 
since Christmas. 1898, they have been 
able to send letters to Great Britain 
and all parts of the British Empire for 
two cents per half ounce, they can now 
send a letter weighing up to one ounce 
for two cents. It is no longer neces- 
sary to employ very thin paper to send 
a letter of moderate length to Great Bri­
tain or one to the colonies for two 
cents, and it brings the standard of 
weight into conformity with that in use 
for domestic correspondence.

Cargo of 162,000 Bushels Shipped From 
Gulf Ports. - q,;.. ;

New York, Nov. 15.-—The shipment,of 
a cargo of 162.000 bushels of grain from 
gulf ports direct to Odessa was an­
nounced on the Produce Exchange to­
day. This ia believed to be the first in­
stance in a number of years in which 
the United States has shipped wheat to 
southern Russia, from which is usually 
shipped the surplus product of tfye great 
Russian wheat fields to tlie Huromipii 
cities.

THE™LAST VOLUNTEERS.

End of British Militia Force Formed in

London, Nov. 15.—With the close of 
the official year on October 31, the 
Volunteers, formed in 1859, practically 
came to an end/ In a few months the 
Territorial Force will have come into 
being as “The Imperial Army of the 
Second Line," with those members of the 
expiring force who elect to join the Ter- 
ritorial Force forming its nucleus. Dur­
ing the interregnum the moribund \ ol- 
unleers units will maintain a nominal 
existence in a,_ condition of suspended 
animation.

One of the conditions of the new Terri­
torial Force concerning which apprehen­
sion is felt by Volunteers is Quit which 
enjoins (that its battalions shall each be 
a thousand strong. There arc but few 
existing battalions that could hope to 
maintain such an establishment, and the 
majority of corps will have to suffer 
amalgamation with others, a process in 
which their identity will probably he 
lost. What are known as the “class" 
corps in the Volunteer Service \vill be 
very hard hit in this way.

to America.
Tokio, Nov. 15.—Hon. Rudolphe Le­

mieux visited Foreign Minister Havashi 
to-day, hut the programme for his visit 
is not yet settled. Meanwhile it is de­
clared in official circles that there is no 
further room for restrictions on emigra­
tion, inasmuch as the Government has 
hitherto been making the utmost efforts 
in that direction with regard to both 
Canada and the United States.

Two Men Hurt at a Crossing at Lachine 
—One Will Die.

Montreal, Nov. 15.—Two men were 
very seriously hurt at a level crossing 
accident to-night at Lachine. Thomas 
Harvey and D. Arderles, employees of 
the Toilet Laundry, were returning to 
the city with a double team, when they 
were hit by the Grand Trunk train at a 
dangerous level crossing. Both horses 
were killed, the wagon was demolished 
and the men very seriously hurt.

Harvey, who is a widower with five 
children, was thrown fifty feet, and will 
die as the result Of his injuries. Arderles 
was badly hurt, but will recover. The 
injured men were brought to Notre 
Dame Hospital.

CHARGED WITH FORGERY.

Charles Raymond, a Clerk, Arraigned 
at Montreal.

Montreal, Nov. 15.—Charles Raymond, 
described as a clerk, was arraigned this 
morning before Mr. Lafontaine, charged 
with forging six cheques, ranging from 
$25 to $75, issued in the name of J. A.

MORMONS THRIVE IN MEXICO.'

Seven Colonies Already Well Estab 
lished.

Galveston; Nov. 7.-Few people in the 
United States have any idea of how 
Mornumism transplanted 1S
flourishing, and it may la* said that few 
Mexicans even have any conception of 
the strength which the Mormons have 
developed in their country.

No advertising marked their adx*ent. 
The few dozen who moved there a. score 
of veors ago drove over plain and mesa 
from the United State* with all their 
worldly belonging* in their prairie 
schooners, before them a year or two 
had gone over the same ground some of 
their brethren, who, like the Israelites 
of old, had spied out the land of Canaan 
a little in advance of the main host.

And the promised land wae then re­
mote. No railroad led to it and no 
towns on the map grew in numbers by 
their coming. .

Out into the very wilderness the Mor­
mon settlers struck, and either m the 
vallev lands or in the mountain* planted 
settlements which have since grown with 
astonishing rapidity. And yet, rapid as 
was the growth, it has been a steady, 
permanent increase, due largely of 
course to the size of the Mormon fam­
ilies as well ns to new arrivals. In size 
the Mormon family holds the record, it 
being no unusual thing for a Mormon 
xvith several wives to have from twenty 
to thirty children.

Unless one has business which brings 
him in contact with the Mormons in 
Mexico their importance is not realized. 
They hax'e se\-en colonies and a number 
of minor settlements. These seven col­
onies are Colonia Juarez, Oaxaca, (k)Io­
nia Diaz, Dublan, Garcia, Chuichups and 
Pacheco.

Perhaps an idea of the prosperity of 
these colonies may be gleaned from the 
fact that there are single stores in them 

. carrying stocks of goods worth $30,000. 
Among other evidences of prosperity 
may he enumerated a flour mill, a tan­
nery, an iron foundry, two lumber mills, 
a furniture factory, where all kinds of 
furniture are made, and a shoe factory. 
In Conolia Juarex is an academy which 
cost $60,000.

’Coining into competition not nt all 
with the natives, the Mormons so far 
have raised no spirit e of antagonism 
xvorth mentioning, and there is perhaps 
no class of immigrants in all Mexico who 
get on better with the natix-es. And ns 
for their being interfered with in their 
practice of polygamy ,that seems to be 

j far from likely. -- prominent Mexican 
lawyer remarked not long ago that set­
tlers were needed too badly in his coun­
try for the authorities to quibble about 
industrious immigrants complying with 
the accepted idea of moral law.

“In fact, as a colonizing elemeitt the 
Mormons, with their : *

satisfactory,” said he, “and we do not 
want to notice the fact that in their 
houses are two or three women to one 
man. Some day perhaps public opinion 
will force attention to it, but not yet

And this may be said to be the general 
feeliug among Mexicans.

That they arc good settlers for the 
country even their severest critics must 
admit.* They are industrious and heal­
thy, They break ground and cultivate 
the soil xvhere no crops xverc raised be- 
for their coming, or they go into the 
mountains to \%-ork sawmills and haul 
out lumlier.

In the mountain valleys they raise 
cattle and fruit and garden truck for 
the mining camps. XX'cre it not for the 
Mormons many a camp xvould have no 
butter or fresh vegetables daily.

Take the cheese industry alone. Out­
side of the mining camp trade, a single 
colony despatches every day to the city 
of Chihuahua 250 pounds of cheese. At 
20 cents a pound, Mexican money, this 
means $50 a day, or about $18,000 a year 
in Mexican money.

Little is heard of polygamy. Yet it is 
uot uncommon to see a Mormon of 65 or 
60 xvith a xvife of similar age, the mother 
of a family, and xvith two other xvix’es. 
The second wife may be perhaps between 
30 and 40, and also the mother of a 
family, xvhile the third xvife will prob­
ably be the same age as the children of 
the first.

According to the Mormon standard the 
man must be very good to hax-e several 
wix*es. It is necessary for him t-o lie a 
man of some means, to contribute liber­
ally to the Church and to stand well 
with the authorities before he can marry 
again, a plural marriage requiring the 
permission of his Bishop.

Luxuries they may he in a way, many 
xvjves; but unlike most luxuries Mormon 
wives are extremely useful. The Mor­
mon women are great workers. Fre­
quently a Mormon will hax-e one xvife 
in one colony raising chickens and fruit 
for the mines; in another colony, a sec­
ond wife xvill be keeping a small store; 
While a third xvife in yet another colony 
xvill be making cheese, likewise for the 
mining camps. The xvonder is why the 
xvomen stand it.

In the colony of Pacheco the xx-riter 
saw an old. gray-haired AXIormon all 
spruced up to go “girling,” ns they call 
courting. His three xvix-cs xx*ere*busy 
making cheese, xvhile he, xvith a flower in 
his buttonhole and arrayed in his Sun­
day best, xx-ns paying attention to a 
buxom lass of 19. The Bishop had gix-en 
his sanction, so it was a sure thing that 
they would be sealed.

Rarely indeed docs a law suit come 
up before the Mexican authorities when 
it ie Mormon against .Mormon. If this 
dees happen and it is a question involv­
ing title the first wife and her children 
are the only ones having any standing in 
court. The Church has great, verv great, 
authority, and to th^ credit of "the an 
tjiorities Ik* h said, there is little legal 
strife among the Mormons. The Church 
authorities settle all disputes, and their 
word is law.

It will be interesting to watch their 
progress during the- iv*xt generation or 
txvo. Good saltiers as they are, sooner 
or later they will clash with the author- 
itjea qii tite Object of polygamy.

What the Fellow Man is Doing In 
the Way of Business.

The lpan of 40.000,000 taels which 
China recently obtained from Russia is

of Manchuria.

The nexv foundry of the Kawasaki 
dockyard, Japan, xxill produce steel by 
the Siemens-Martin system, and the ca­
pacity of each charge xvill be ten tens. 
The plant makes its oxvn gas by which 
the ore is heated. The cranes and other 
machinery are all run by electricity. The 
yard is now building twenty-seven ves­
sels.

On a single day, August 30th. last, the 
bay and harbor of Manila contained deep 
sea going vessels xvhose aggregate cargo 
capacity xx-as 144,602 tons, says the Man­
ila Daily Bulletin.

Forty Years With Lincoln
Yet Oldroyd Never Saw the President 

in Person.
Washington despatch: For a ready­

made romance, take the story of Osborn 
H. Oldroyd, of Washington. It begins 

- with a Saturday night in August, 1860, 
when Oldroyd was 10. and kept a news 
stand in Mount Vernon, Ohio.

•I used to get the Eastern papers from 
Pittsburg,-’ he said to a Sun reporter, 
“and if there was anything new in the 
paper line the dealer would put in a 
sample copy and 1 could return it or pay 

' for it when I settled up with him.
"All the boys in town used to gather 

in the store waiting for the New York 
Ledger and the Mercury, so that they 
could find out what happened next in 

* the continued stories. They’d .ait right 
.down on the floor sometimes and start 

' in to read, they were so eager to find 
how tilings came out.

“This night that I’m telling you about 
there was a little paper covered book in 
the bundle and one of the boys across 
the counter readied out and says: 
‘What’s that? Let's see it.’

“I picked it up and looked at it. ‘No,’ 
1 says. ‘I guess I'll keep this and read 
it myself.’ and 1 put it back on the shelf. 
I was—wait a minute.*’

He took out some keys, unlocked a 
cabinet and placed a brown covered 
pamphlet in his visitor's hands. It is a 

. rare little book now. but that is not its 
chief source of interest. It calls for the 
attention of every American, for it was 

• the nucleus of the collection now. install­
ed in the house where Lincoln died, 

fe/i It is the story of the forming of this 
i.. collection that constitutes the romance 

of Mr. Oldroyd’s life. In fact, it has 
been the whole end and aim of his life 
for year*.

The little pamphlet began it. The title 
was “The Life. Speeches and Public Ser­
vice of Abram Lincoln.’’ It was called 
the Wigwam edition, because the build­
ing where Lincoln was nominated was so 

.“ called. It sold them at 25 cents a copy.
but if you have one to sell now you are 

: likely to get a good many times 25 cents 
for it.

Young Oldroyd read the book and was 
. so stirred by the achievements of Lin- 

"coin that he began to get together other 
campaign pamphlets and badges. He 
joined a club of boys, all too young to 
wear campaign badges, and under the

“Lincoln was dead. Without a word, 
except of command, we reversed arms and 
warched back, the band playing a dirge. 
And every fellow’s head was down and 
every man looked as if he was going to 
his own father’s funeral.

“Well, as soon as we disbanded 1 went 
up to headquarters. Outside, tacked on 
a bulletin board, were three despatches. 
The first said: “Abraham Lincoln wds 
shot in Ford’s Theatre. Mortally wound­
ed.’ The second was: ‘Abraham Lincoln 
not expected to live.’ And the third: 
‘Abraham Lincoln died at 20 minutes 
past 7 this morning.’

“I went in and asked the man in 
charge if I could have the three bulletins 
when they were through with them. He 
said—why, yes, 1 could. I told him I 
hoped they wouldn’t get torn off or 
mutilated in any way, that I was afraid 
they might.

“ ‘Well,’ lie said, Til tell you what I’ll 
do. I’ll write some new ones and put 
them out right now and you can take

"He did it and here are the originals. 
From that time I saved everything I 
could get hold of that had anything to 
do with the life and acts of Lincoln.

“Right away I wrote to my father ask­
ing him to send me a photograph of Lin­
coln. Now I have more than 250 portraits 
of him alone, not counting pictures in 
which other persons appear.

"Here is one relic I got during the war 
itself which now belongs where it is, in 
my Lincoln collection, though at the time 
I got it 1 was interested only in war 
souvenirs. It, is a feather from the tail of 
Old Abe, the eagle that the Eighth Wis­
consin Regiment carried in war.

“At the battle of Inka the Eighth Wis­
consin was in front of us—both of us 
being flat on our faces with the bullets 
flying overhead. They had Old Abe on 
a. sort of standard and he was flapping 
his wings and screaming at a great rate. 
The louder the cannon roared and the 
shells screamed the more noise he made.

“Finally I saw this feather fall and I 
crawled along little by little till I got it. 
Then 1 put it inside my jacket and crawl­
ed back again.”

CHOOSING INDOOR PLANTS.

Varieties That Will Thrive in Spite 
of Steam Heat.

To buy a house plant is easy enough. 
There are palms, ferns, rubber plants 
and other varieties without end. There - 
foie to purchase a plant which will look 
well in the house is easy enough.

Rut to keep that plant in thriving con­
dition is harder. The wealthy evade the 
difficulty by having a florist look after 
the plants at least once a week. He 
ministers to the plant’s general well be­
ing, and despite the oxerheating of 
bouses palms and ferns and other things 
retain their freshness all winter long.

The rank and file <»f plant purchasers 
cait t afford to do this. So the plants 
are apt to spffcr.

According to an expert to keep a plant 
alive and in good condition during the 
winter is about all that any one can rea­
sonably expect who hasn't a conserva­
tory or a greenhouse, and to accomplish 
this the plant must not get too much or 
too little water. Once a week is often 
enough as a rule to water palms, rubber 
plants, draceuas and the like, but when 
they are watered it must be donC thor-

l'vrne require watering every two or 
thvc; days and a generous quantity of 
water each time, ami between times 
they or any other plant piust be let

The Phoenix rupe- 
coVi, very graceful and having a heavier, 
wider leaf than the other, is also a good 
grower. The Kentia palm lasts fairly 
well.A palm now enjoying a vogue with 
people who can’t afford many plants and 
want something more than ordinary 
tropical in appearance is the Living- 
stonia, or fan palm, which has a round 
or fan shaped leaf.

Buying ferns is easier -than keeping 
them in condition. As a general thing 
it is better to select a plant not too 
thickly packed: in other words, a plant 
in which the air can circulate among the 
leaves. In some very handsome exam- 
pi.*» the growth is so luxuriant that it is 
hard for the air to reach the heart of 
th.i mass of leaves, and such a plant is 
lKiund to fade fast when removed from 
tin* greenhouse.

The hardiest of all is perhaps the holly 
fern, which looks very little like a. fern 
although included in that family. The 
leaves are not unlike the holly leaf in 
si te and color. It is a splendid grower 
and has a strong constitution, two fea- 
tuie» a woman who can buy only one 
plant a season values highly.

of only fifteen ladies and six men in 
Unking contract with that of the King, 
which includes more than a hundred indi­
viduals.

Queen Victoria had eight maids of 
honor, of whom two were alwavs in 
waiting, but Queen Alexandra’s known 
j u e ^°r a *,>ss lately life has prompt­

ed her to reduce the number to four.
Queen Alexandra delights to surround 

herself with, quite young, bright and 
clever people, and al! four maids are still 
in their early youth.

Ihe tradition is that these young wo­
men invariably marry well.

Their position at court brings them 
into contait with highly eligible part­
ners. and an old custom,‘dating back for 
centurie* prompt their royal mistress to, 
provide « dowry of il 1.000 oh their wed­
ding day. • The marriage of one of the 
maids of honor is a great event in the 
London season.

\x hen the Queen holds a drawing room 
for the presentation of debutantes and 
thpsp who have entree at court her 
maids xx a Ik in the royal procession to 
the throne room and stand immediately 
around Her Majesty during the whole 
ceremony.

1 his applies also to the state concerts, 
which are most formal and elaborate 
functions, beginning at 10 o’clock !,t 
night ami lasting two hour*. They 
must also be in readiness at any time 
to play duet* with the Queen, a dread­
ful ordeal to even great artists, as she is 
a brilliant player.

Then there are charity visits, school's 
to be inspected, and a multitude of royal 
duties, in all of which the Queen is ac­
companied by .her ladies^ At all these 
functions the Queen’s maids are almost 
painfully alert to anticipate the slight­
est wish of her mistress. At the con­
certs they do not stand, but sit imme­
diately behind {he Queen and Royal 
Princesses.

At state balls they occupy the same 
position. They relieve Her Majesty of 
her bouquet or her fan. if necessary, and 
adjust her great ermine cloak or sable 
wraps when draughty corridors are tra­
versed or on the stnrcasos. They are in 
attendance at all state and public cere­
monies, and when driving, as to the 
opening of a, charity bazaar, to the rail­
way station and other places, one of the 
girls lias a seat in a carriage immedi­
ately preceding that of the Queen.

The duties of these four young ladies 
in waiting: begin immediately after Her 
Majesty's breakfast. Une or more of 
them assist Miss Khollys in answering 
the mass of correspondence, which re­
quires the ability of a linguist. Then 
they must be in readiness to sing or to 
play if required, or to take expeditions 
on horseback, an exercise of which her 
Majesty is fond, and they must neces­
sarily have a good sent and be adept

They must be skilled in some of Her 
Majesty's special fads, such ns wood 
carving, fine art needlework. spinning 
and poker work. They must be tactful 
at all times, amiable, and, in fact, al­
most absolute paragons.

Their meals are taken with the lords 
and ladies of the household, unless they 
are requested to join the royal family 
at luncheon or dinner. Nine o’clock is 
the hour for dinner, and one of the 
maids of honor just before it must 
place on the table at the right hand of 
ihc Queen a huge bouquet. After dinner 
the maids join the royal circle. They en­
ter into the amusements and may be 
asked to shoxv their accomplishments.
•e At other courts, it is said, the regime 
is still the reverse of pleasant. In Aus­
tria an imperial or royal visit to the 
opera, the theatre or some such func­
tion is regarded as a particular penance 
and a severe trial of the patience and 
endurance of the ladies in waiting. They 
are compelled to stand through the long 
performance and to bear all the discom­
fort with a smiling countenance, as do 
the acrobats and dqncers who appear on 
the stage.

DISTINGUISHED ART.
Work of John Allan Recognized by 

European Critics.

Recognition in the world of art abroad
hardly won, even under the moat fav­

orable conditions of study, in the great 
art centres of Europe, under the guiding 
hand of modern masters. Without these
it would seem impossible. Yet without 
any of these advantages, and even with­
out the pursuit of art as a vocation, re­
cognition from abroad comes to the

Instructive Address Given at the 
Canadian Club Luncheon.

In connection with the Canadian Club’s 
toncheon at the Hotel Royal last even­
ing, Mr. James L. Hughes, Inspector of 
the Public Schools, of Toronto, deliver­
ed a highly instructive and interesting 
address on “Technical Education,” which 
is a live question in this city jiist now.

In opening Mr. Hughes said some com­
plimentary tilings about Hamilton. He 
said he liked the spirit in which the 
people \>f this city went at things, whe­
ther in the sport of football or in the 
chase for new industries. Hamilton, he 
said, secured a smelter, which Toronto 
might have got, had the officials been 
active, and it may secure the Mackenzie 

-«fc Mann smelter, as some of the Toron­
to people arc complaining that it might 
spoil the appearance of the city. Mr. 
Hughes then launched into his subject. 
He spoke of the great change that had 
come over educationalists in the last 
twenty-five or thirty years. In those 
days book learning was looked upon ns 
education and the test consisted of see­
ing how much the scholar, at an ex­
amination, could pump out what he had 
been crammed with during the term. It 
is a matter of comment among teachers 
that most of those who stood the high­
est at these examinations, and in their 
classes, were lost sight of when they 
got into the world and teachers come 
to discover that book learning does not 
produce character, just as a knowledge 
of the Bible does not always make (iod- 
serving men. The real object of educa­
tion is to kindle a fire in. the centre of 
power of the student. Man was made to 
be productive and constructive and ed­
ucation should train him to be execu­
tive. Manual and technical training can 
kindle the fire in the centre of power 
in more students than literature, art 
and music combined. The one great ele­
ment of power is-the achieving of know* 
ledge to overcome conditions. Modern 
education is not restrictive but directive 
ami the same can be said of our laws. 
Our laws arc not intended to prevent 
people from doing things but to cause 
them to do things along certain lines. 
In his opinion boys should not be taught 
to read until eight or nine years of age 
so that their faculties will be given an 
opportunity to develope along natural 
lines. At the age of nine he could teach 
a boy of ordinary intelligence to read 
and write in a week, something that 

.years aie expended on in the case of 
children of tender age. Hé did not think 
it was right and just that the Govern­
ment should provide facilities for the 
higher education of persons who desire 
to become lawyers, doctors and make 
bo provision for the great majority .wild

are tq follow other walks of life. Boys 
ami girls who have constructive ability, 
and the majority have, have the right 
to get the fullest culture and most care­
ful training for their life work, just as 
those "do who intend to follow what is 
called the learned professions. Such 
training would tend to the dignit)’ of 
labor and give a moral fibre to the 
masses which they have not now.

In the matter of manual training, he 
said, the older countries in Europe were 
away ahead of Canada. Germany was 
away ahead of England, and England 
was just ns far ahead of Canada. He 
hoped that Hamilton would get from the 
Government the technical college for 
which it had asked, as Toronto should 
not got everything in the educational 
line. All Canada would benefit by the 
establishment of such a college' here. 
Other cities should help Hamilton to get 
the college. The Toronto School of Prac­
tical Science is doing good work, but 
it was not broad enough.

At the conclusion of the address( Mr. 
S. F. Lazier moved a vote of thanks 
and told of the steps that the Board 
of Education is taking to secure a tech­
nical college here, and also of establish­
ing manual training classes in the 
schools. He said (he had advocated man­
ual training for years, and he agreed 
with the speaker that young men going 
into mechanics should be equipped as 
well as those going in for law or medi­

al1- J. J. Scott seconded the resolu­
tion and told of his efforts to try to 
get Premier Whitney to establish a tech­
nical college. He would like to sec it 
established in Hamilton.

Mr. Allan .Studholme, M. P. P., ex­
pressed his appreciation of the address 
and the chairman expressed the thanks 
of the meeting to Mr. Hughes.

TORONTO POWER.
Will Vote on Sum Ranging From 

Fire to Two Million Dollars.

Toronto, Nov. 16.—Various plans and 
estimates for a municipal plant for the 
distribution of electric power in the city 
of Toronto were passed in review at a 
conference between the civic, authorities,- 
(representatives of the Hydro-Electric 
Power Commission, and engineering ex­
perts, held in the 'Mayor’s office at the 
City Hall yesterday afternoon. Three 
exhaustive reports w’ere submitted by 
Mr. W. G. Chase, of the firm of Smith, 
Kerry & Chase. Other estimates were 
received from the engineers of the Hy­
dro-Electric Power Commission, who in 
their first report calculated that a dis­
tributing equipment for the city would 
entail an investment of about $2,240,000. 
In all, seven sets of figures were before 
the meeting. If one of these estimates 
is selected, the citizens will be asked to 
vote on .Tan. 1 on a by-law to raise one 
of the following sums: $5,250,000, $4,250,- 
00, $3,250,000, $2,250,000, $2,000,000, $1,- 
800,000, or $1,750,000. No decision was 
reached at the conference of yesterday, 
although the various propositions were 
discussed. At the conclusion of a sitting 
of two hours it was announced by 
Mayor Coatsworth that another meeting 
would be hold on Tuesday or Wednes­

day next, and that in the meantime the

figures would be considered by a com­
mittee of three experts, namely, Mr. 
Chase, whose firm prepared the esti­
mates obtained by the city; Chief En­
gineer Kofchman, of the Hydro-Electric 
Power Commission’s staff ; and Mr. Ross, 
of the firm of Ross & Ilolgatv, of Mont­
real. Mr. Coatsworth said .that in his 
opinion the people would be asked to 
vote two or two and a half millions of 
dollars for a plant to distribute tlie'sup- 
ply of electric energy to be purchased 
from the Government Commission.

CONVENTIONS OVER.
FLOWER, VEGETABLE AND HONEY 

MEN CLOSE SESSIONS.

Toronto, Nov. 16.—The convention of 
the Ontario Vegetable Growers, the Bee­
keepers’ Association and the’ Ontario 
Horticultural Association came to ' an 
end yesterday afternoon. Addressing 
the Horticultural Association in the 
morning, Hon. Nelson Montieth, Minis­
ter of Agriculture, expressed the opinion 
that horticulture was soon to take a 
very decided step forward in this Pro­
vince. Referring to the new experimen­
tal station in the Niagara district, he 

■said that lie was not to osnnguine of 
immediate results there, but hoped for 
good things in the near future.

Mr. J. S. Pearce, Superintendent of 
Parks in London, in an address on "Cit­
ies and Town Beautiful" before the hor­
ticulturists, expressed the hope that the 
time would come when municipalities 
would pay greater attention to land­
scape architecture and would employ 
competent men for the work. He was 
not in favor of “keep off the grass” 
signs, and thought the public should 
stroll over the grass in the parks to its 
heart’s content, provided it did not make 
“paths.”

GAMING HOUSES ARE 
ALL OVER THE CITY.

So the Citizens’ League Declares, In Its Official 
Statement, at Public Meeting.

Police Unwilling or Incapable—Fine Address by 
Rev. Canon Cody of Toronto.

“There are betting and gaming houses 
all over the city, the existence of which 
is, beyond all doubt, known -to the police, 
and yet they are allowed to carry on 
their operations unmolested.

The police seem either unwilling or 
incapable to proceed Against them. Sure­
ly it, is that some new blood was
inf plied into the force. That the police 
are as they seem to be, either unwilling 

kt<$ do their duty or incapable of doing it-, 
cannot be laid to the charge of the Citi­
zens’ League. The League respectfully 
submits to the citizens of Hamilton that 
they, cannot afford in the interests of 
business and morality alike to tolerate 
the continuance of gambling resorte, and 
that they should impress upon the Po­
lice Commissioners and the Chief of Po­
lice the obligations they are under to 
prevent the existing. evil, suppress the 
evidently increasing opportunities and 
facilities for gambluig.’

This scathing denunciation of the po­
lice last night by Sir Thomas Taylor, 
President ot the Citizens’ League, form­
ed pa it of an official statement' made 
.by that organization, reviewing what it 
hud done to suppress gambling in Hamil­
ton during the society’s short histroÿ. 
•An audience that more than half filled 
the Conservatory of Music Hall to listen 
to.an address on "The Ethics of Gam­
bling,” by the Rev. Canon Cody, M. A., 
of St. Paul’s Church, Toronto, demon­
strated its approval. Those present in­
cluded several ministers and two members 
oX the City Council, Aid. Farrar and 
Nicholson.

Canon Cody’s Splendid Address.
Canon Cody is an eloquent speaker, 

and his address last nigjix presented in 
a clear, forceful manner) held the close 
attention of the audience throughout. 
It was more of an argument against the 
evil of the fickle goddess of fortune than 
an oration. Before taking up his sub­
ject he spokq of the reforms carried into 
effect by the organization, and admon­
ished it to adhere to the motto of eter­
nal vigilance.

Was gambling right or wrong! he osk- 
oil. that question required no answer. 
Whatever might have been the facts in 
the past, the present fact was that the 
gamuluig spirit was spread through all 
classes of society, the rich and poor 
alike. It was an evil, a widespread evil 
and an ancient one. With his own eyes 
he had seen the marvellous palace" of 
art and beaulÿ at Monte Carlo, where 
art and nature combined. Ai.d vet the 
slime Of the tient! and serpent was over 
it all. In the gambling dens of Seattle 
Canon body graphically described the 
sight he beheld, . KsseutiallV the same 
passtou raged ill both places, it was 
widespread to day the world over.

, here were .three reasons, he thought, 
Wily the public conscience might.be suf­
ficiently aroused to take action against 
gambling compared with the vigorous 
crusade against intemperance. The ex­
tent of the mischief wrought bv it was 
not realized and it was difficult to set 
forth practical steps to eradicate tile 
eV * ^ Was 0» old a» the race and as 
widespread, and sevnied to appeal to peo­
ple for that craving of excitement. Re- 
Ierenc-e was made to the remarks of 
Goldwin Smith, who said that gambling 
was almost eradieable, and that while 
betting might be controlled, by no means 
could gambling be stamped out complcte-

Why was it wrong in itself to gamble? 
Had the great text book of morals noth­
ing to say on it; had the Bible no pro­
hibition on it? Thé man who sought to 
po.-ncss himself of something at the 
cost of his neighbor was more or less 
of a heajthen, aiid was not possessed of 
the genius of a Christian. Betting was 
a particular cause of gambling, .the 
stake upon chance for gain without lab- 
qp. Gambling was the determination of 
ownership of property by an appeal to1 
chance. T he gambling spirit was in real­
ity a perversion of natural human in­
stincts. In almost everything there was 
an element of speculation ; a desire to 
make large drafts on the great bank of 
the unknown.

•The Stewardship of Wealth.
It was difficult to draw the line be­

tween the legitimate and the illegiti­
mate speculation. The element of spe­
culation entered to some respect in all 
business. Speculation had its proper place, 
it was the perversion of it that was 
wrong. Canon Cody explained that he did 
not intend to enter into the gambling 
on the stock exchange for that was a 
cumbersome question. He desired to deal 
with it in the main in connection with 
recreations and pastimes. Gambling was 
a violation of the stewardship of money. 
It was a violation of that great prin­
ciple that what people held in fee civil 
they held in trust for Almighty God. 
It was sheer and absolute waste and no 
mail in the sight of God had a right to 
use money in that way. It was not the 
proper conception of the stewardship of 
■wealth to waste it in gambling as in 
many other ways.
... ‘"What an awful waste it is,” he 
said, "in a world like this to throw 
away money, a world where oue-tkird of 
the people are hungry and where the de­
vil of lust and demoralization is fed full, 
a world where the ministers of healing 
and uplifting arc starved and hampered 
in good work.”

The man who bets on a racehorse or 
a pack of cards was doing a great deal 
more to weaken the sneredness of pub­
lic property than all the revolutionary 
literature put together. Gambling was a 
violation of the almost equally sacred 
law—the law of work. Gambling struck 
at the root of all worthy endeavor and 
substituted, feeble chance for honest ec­
onomical reasoning. Gambling was the 
chanpe of getting something for noth­
ing and should be regarded as a sign of 
premature decay.

• “How much betting do you think there 
would be on a horse race ?” he asked, "if 
the proceeds were all devoted to the 
city hospital or some other charity ? How 
long' would it go on if nobody got any­
thing out of it?”

People would argue that they did not 
bet for the sake of money. He instanced 
the gambling on the football games with 
the Tiger-Argo match as an illustration. 
“1 bet to back the team ; money talks 

‘ is the .wajr they argue. Do you simpose

your heroes would be really compliment­
ed to be placed on a level with a game 
cock or a racehorse?”

Violates True Conception of Sport.
There was nothing the speaker de­

clared that so unfitted a man for good 
honest work as being addicted to the 
get rich quick idea. Gambling was a vio­
lation through selfishness- of the great 
law of brotherly love. It involved gain 
at another’s loss. That evil was accen­
tuated a thousand fold when "the man 
was a guest in one’s own house. It was 
a violation of the true conception of 
sport. There were not many words, he 
thought, more abused than this one. 
“There is nothing 90 low and degrading, 
that tends to kill all forms of sport as 
that to which the betting element is 
attached,” he added. “There can be no 
Avhole-hearted, loving of sport where 
there is betting. There is no doubt that 
the introduction of this is proving and 
will always prove fatal to true sport. 
There is no doubt whatever that in con­
nection with ail races no matter how 
honest the officials may be" at the top 
among the rank and file there is talk of 
funny work.”

Canon Cody quoted some of the 
tipster’s advertisements from the 
newspapers during the race meets. 
This is a sample of them.

“This one is ready and the result 
is a foregone conclusion. She will 
tin can the bunch from the start. The 
biggest killing ever pulled off in Ham­
ilton will be made this afternoon. 
This one will lose the others before 
the quarter is reached and win by a& 
touch as she pleases. We want all 
our patrons to get a slice of this, 
the surest thing that ever went 
through.”

Sport was spoiled in proportion tcA 
the amount of money that was on 
it. If it was a question of being 
tied down to no games if there no 
betting it would be better by far to 
abolish the games. Gambling was a 
violation of the law of wisdom. Gam­
bling was foolishness and the fools 
were bound to lose .in the long run.

Gambling and Its Results.
“The bookmakers,” said the rev­

erend gentleman, “are not in it for 
their health. We have them when 
they are at the Woodbine at the 
King Edward hotel, drinking cham­
pagne even for breakfast, wearing 
diamonds where they ought to and 
where they ought not to, driving to 
the Woodbine in splendid style and 
going away with lots of money. Who 
put. that money up? I suppose the 
fools. Lastly, gambling was a vio­
lation of the laws of sound character 
building. It enamored a man of get­
ting something for nothing and would 
debilitate the strongest man in the 
shortest time. It seared sympathy 
and tended to make nature hard, 
cruel and reckless. Gambling begot 
crime. How many bank embezzle^ 
mentft, how many breaches of trust 
and how many suicides, heartbreaks 
and wrecked homes were traceable to 
this awful gambling? These are hard, 
cold, ugly facts. How was the evil 
to be overcome And what steps were 
to he taken? By personal practice, 
abolishing the small friendly bets for 
candies, cakes or gloves, the friendly 
bets that schooled people into for­
getting ; by public opinion which 
must go even in advance of law and 
administration, that would force those 
in authority to act; by crystallizing 
public opinion and insisting on the 
law being enforced up to the hilt 
and by all other methods of reform.” 
It was especially desirable, Canon 
Cody said, to have a law passed that 
would banish betting completely from 
the race tracks.

The reverend speaker was warmly 
applauded at the conclusion of his 
address and a hearty vote of thanks 
was passed on motion of Rev. J. K. 
Unsworth, seconded by Rev. Arch­
deacon Forneret. Mr. Unsworth said 
he heartily approved of the idea of 
abolishing the betting from race 
tracks, “so that the lambs and geese 
who went there could not be fleeced 
and plucked.”

Mr. Charles A. Powris, who presid­
ed added a word of appreciation. 
Songs were sung by Dr. Wickens and 
Miss Gladys Gates. Miss Anna 
Laidlaw was the accompanist.

What the League Has Done.
Before his attack on the police, as 

quoted, Sir Thomas Taylor read the 
following report on what the League 
had achieved in its gambling crusade :

“Au soon ns the Citizens’ League was 
formed in the month of May last year, 
a committee wgs appointed to deal with 
the question of gambling. The first 
thing the committee did was to examine 
carefully the criminal law of the Do­
minion on the subject. It cannot be said 
to be in a satisfactory state, because, 
beside other reasons, important statu­
tory enactments in force in England 
are not so here, or at all events, prose­
cutions cannot be brought under them.

“Tue committee next proceeded to en­
quire ne to the existence of gambling 
in this city, and soon had before it am­
ple evidence, that this vice is alarmingly 
prevalent m various forms among all 
classes and with both young and old. 
From information supplied by persons 
interested and through enquiries made 
on its own account, it became acquainted 
with the location of not a .few places 
alleged to be gaming and betting houses 
within the terms of the criminal code, 
and with the names of those said to be 
keepers of these places.

"Home information thus obtained was 
in.the month of October, last year, laid 
before tlie Chief of Police. As by the 
end of December there seemed to be no 
prospect of any action being taken with 
regard to these places, the department 
of tin Attorney-General at Toronto was 
communicated with. Following upon that 
detectives came to the city, and at the 
end of February of the preseht year 
three men were brought before the Po­
lie ï Magistrate, charged as keepers of 
gaming houses. They all pleaded guilty, 
and were each sentenced to three 
months’ imprisonment and to pay à fine 
of ihiuO. Through influence exerted on 
thdir behalf they were soon released 
from jail, but the fines had to be paid. 
With them were brought before the 
Magistrate 51 persons found playing in 
the various resorts, and who were charg­
ed a,*, frequenters. For some reason never

satisfactorily explained, they were never 
prix ceded against and were all allowed 
to go free.

"Not long after, the result of further 
work done by the same detectives, three 
other men were brought before the Mag­
istrate on the charge of keeping betting 
houses, and declining to be tried sum­
marily were sent up to the higher court. 
On June 0 last they came up for trial 
before his Honor Judge Snider, when 
thy all pleaded not guilty. The cases 
were gone on with, and evidence taken, 
when two of them were convicted and 
each fined $100 and costs. As to the 
third, his Honor thought there was a 
doulit as to his knowledge of the par­
ticular bets alleged to have been made 
on his premises, so he was discharged, 
the Judge having a doubt, the accused 
was of course entitled to the benefit 
of it.

"In the middle of July a gambling re­
sort oh Catharine street was visited and 
a number of men from there engaged in 
gambling were arrested. On 23 of these 
the. Magistrate imposed a fine of $40 
each. In this case the local police seem 
entitled to credit ior what .was dope.

Blamed the Police.
“The league is keeping up, and intends 

to keep up, a crusade against gambling 
in every place and in every form to car­
ry on this. It earnestly desires the 
sympathy and assistance of all who have 
a t heart* the cause of good morals, and 
the promoting of the best and highest 
interests of the city. letters are from 
tinv? to time received calling attention 
to the various betting and gambling 
houses, and every one of which is al­
ready well known.

"These letters all call upon the league 
to c^ose these placés without delay, and 
some of the writers seem to impute 
neglect in this matter. Now, closing 
these places is not within the powers of 
the league. It can only call the atten­
tion of the authorities to their exist­
ence And urge the enforcement of the 
law. This has been done. It is for the 
police to act. As the Attorney-General 
said when writing to the league.

"If the local police were to keep an 
eye on some of these places and note 
who go in and out, might not a great 
deal of evil be prevented ?

"The Provincial Government has al­
ready given valuable assistance towards 
abating this great evil, but it may ask 
why it should be called upon to police 
the city of Hamilton with a police, force 
of its own, kept up and paid by the citi­
zens for the purpose of enforcing law 
and order and punishing evil-doers. The 
local police " seem to have acted upon 
their own initiative in the case, on Cath­
arine street, and they have raided some 
Chinese dens, but all the other prosecu­

tions and convictions during the year 
Have been the work of outside detectives 
sent by the Provincial Government in 
consequence of communications from the 
league.

STUART NELSON COMMITTED.

Charged With Stealing Lumber—Emory 
Brague Sentenced.

St. Catharines, Nov. 15.—Stuart Nel­
son, a Mcrritton hotelkeeper, was this 
afternoon committed for trial on the 
charge of stealing a quantity of lumber 
from the new station of the Niagara, St. 
Catharines & Toronto Railway. Nel­
son is said to have been keeping the stol­
en goods in a barn for a young married 
man, but, refusing to give the nam» of 
the thief, was charged with the offence.

Etnory Brague to-day pleaded guilty 
to stealing a largue quantity of valuable 
raw material from the Maple Leaf Rub­
ber Company, Port Dalhousie, and was 
sentenced to one month in jail by 
County Judge Carmaii.

THE FORTY-SIXTH STATE.

Oklahoma Will Enter the Union This 
Morning.

Washington, Nov. 15.—With an 
eagle quill pen President Roosevelt 
will at 10 o’clock to-morrow sign the 
proclamation that will make Indian 
Territory and Oklahoma a State of 
thé Union, No ceremony will attend 
the signing, the effect of which will 
be to put in motion the machinery 
of the State Government at Guthrie, 
Okla., which, owing to the difference 
in time, will turn its first wheel at 
9 o'clock. The pen will be turned 
over to Governor Franz, who will de­
liver it to the Historical Society of 
the new State.

Wealthy Woman’s Sentence.
Chicago, Nov. 15.—Mrs. Evelyn Ro- 

madka, who is the wife of a wealthy 
merchant of Milwaukee, and who was 
recently indicted for burglary and lar­
ceny. was to-day sentenced to the peni­
tentiary for from one to twenty years.

Prof. -Dale Appointed.
Montreal, Nqv. 15.—Professor Dale, of 

Oxford University, was appointed to-day 
to the chair of education, his duties to 
commence next year. The chair was en­
dowed last year by Sir William Macdon­
ald, and is being filled temporarily by 
Professor Locke, of, Macdonald College.

Dr. C. K. Clarke, Superintendent of To­
ronto Asylum, has been appointed pro­
fessor of psychiatry in the University of 
Toronto.

SEVERAL MEN 
BlfitNED ALIVE.

Passengers on Ill-fated Train De­
scribe Their Experiences.

Fireman Cot in Two—Harrowing 
Scenes.

Engineer Disobeyed Orders—Look­
ing After the Lost Mail.

Ottawa, Nov. 15.—At 10 o’clock to­
night the transcontinental train of the 
C. P. R. arrived with the passengers of 
the Soo express, wrecked at Moor Lake. 
Many of the passengers who left the 
train bore visible marks of the experi­
ence they had gone through in tile shape 
of cuts, bruises and bandages. One of 
them was Edward Roberts, mail clerk, 
well known here as a hockey player. 
Roberts had the narrowest of escapes. 
Three men met death in front of him 
and four behind him, and he had to break 
his way out of a blazing car.

“I was sleeping on a mattress in the 
centre of the mail car at the time of 
the collision,” said Roberts. “My car 
was on the Soo train just behind the 
locomotive, and right in front of the 
baggage car, two first-class cars and 
two sleeping cars. The first intimation 
I had of the collision was a terrific 
crash. Simultaneously a letter rack fell 
on top ibf me. Then there was a flash, 
and a tank of gasoline* carried beneath, 
my car used for lighting purposes, ex­
ploded. In a few moment the whole 
car was on fire. I got from under the 
rack and found that the car was on its 
side, with the tender of the engine 
smashed through the front end and the 
baggage car jammed through the rear. 
The heat was'becoming intense, and I 
broke a window .in the side of the car 
above my head and scrambled through, 
falling from there to the ground, some 
eight feet, and damaging my shoulder. 
That was the only injury I got, except 
some cuts in breaking the glass and 
crawling through the window. My car 
was all on fire, and so was the baggage 
car behind, where the gasoline tank had 
also caught, five.

“One of the first sights that met my 
eyes' was the body of Nadeau, the fire­
man on the light engine, which had run 
into us. The man had been cut in two. 
There were cries of pain and calls for 
help from the burning baggage car, 
where were caught Irvine, the baggage 
man; Clarks, the express messenger, and 
Brakemail Prendergast, who. with two 
broken legs, was being taken to Ottawa 
to the hospital, and Prendergast's father. 
A crowd of men from the passenger ears 
had reached the spot, and every effort 
was made to get at the men. But the 
beet was intense, and the flames drove 
back every one. Walter Kent, the brake- 
man on our train, who waS a great 
friend of Baggageman Irvine, heard him 
calling for help. Kent crawled under the 
blazing car, but the heat was so -intense 
that ho fainted and had to be hauled out. 
The men were still calling for help, and 
Kent went under the car a second time, 
and again had to be dragged out. By 
this time the heat and the smoke lmd 
silenced the men, and they were beyond
^•The fire spread to the colonist ear 
and it was Consumed. The rest of the 
train was threatened. Conductor Wright 
called on all the passengers for help, 
and a hundred or more men put their 
shoulders to the five cars which were on 
the rails and pushed them out of the 
reach of the blaze.

“Four cars and the four men were en­
tirely consumed. There were three 
places in my car in which to sleep, and 
had I been on another bunk from the 
one in which I was when the collision 
occurred, I would have been killed, as 
one was at the front and the other at 
the rear of the ear. and both ends were 
ground off by the impact.

“T)r. Bennett, of North Bay, had a nar­
row escape. He was in charge of young 
Prendergast, and had left the baggage 
car only a few moments before the col­
lision.”

Mr. Therriault’s Experience.
J. A. Thcrriault, of Cobalt, wyis a 

passenger on the train. He said that he 
and. almost everyone else in the train 
was asleep when the collision occurred. 
“In my car we were all thrown to the 
floor, though the shock was not so 
great as I thought it should have bpen 
after I saw the way the two locomotives 
were telescoped and the forward ear 
crushed. The cars burned very fast, and 
soon put out of their misery the poor 
fellows ho were crying with pain in the 
wreck of the baggage car. It was a ter­
rible thing to hear them, and for a 
crowd of men to be standing around, 
unable to do anything to save them. 
But the gasoline made such a fierce 
blaze that it was impossible to go near 
the cars five minutes after the smash. 
Brakeman Kent made a most determined 
effort to get out a man who I thought 
was Irvine, and he almost lost his life 
in the attempt. Doctors arrived from 
North Bay on a special train about an 
hour after the accident and did what 
thev could. But seven men were dead, 
and" the injured were not badly hurt, be­
ing only bruised from the falls. Fireman 
Ball, of the Soo train, was the only per- 
gon seriously injured.”

Dr. Charpentier’s Story,
| a vivid story of the wreck was told 

bv Dr. A. A. Charpentier, of St. Paul, 
Minn., who passed through Ottawa 
en route to New York. He was in 
the rear sleeper when the crash oc­
curred, and was one of those to reach 
the forward end of the train. “It 
was but a few minutes after the colli­
sion,” he said, “but already the ex­
press and baggage cars were in 
flames- The acetylene tanks under the 
mail and express cars were belching 
out gas, so that the foremost cars 
were soon a mass of flames. It was a 
harrowing sight. Pinned under a
heavy, safe was Irvine, the baggage­
man. imploring" to be released, but it 
was impossible to save him, so quick­
ly did the fire rush through the car. 
He was burned alive. Both engineers 
were sitting lifeless at their posts, 
each with his hand on the lever of 
bis engine. Hie fireman of the ex­
press told me there were two tramps 
on the train, but wc could not verify 

1 the statement, which, if correct, would 
► raise the death list to nine. Dr. Ben 

; nett, the C.-P. K. surgeon, who was 
j ^ charge of young Prendergast,

and Conductor Wright, had narrow es-‘ 
capes. They were just entering the 
baggage ear to visit the patient when 
the collision occurred. The doctor 
had a hand on each side of the door, • 
and held himself there, but so heavy 
was the impact that his hat was 
thrown into the burning car, where 
trunks, boxes and packages were 
hurled with frightful force towards 
the forward end of the carriage. The 
first colonist car was totally destroy­
ed and the fire had just caught the 
Second car when the passengers un­
coupled it and started it and the re­
maining cars, five in all, back along 
the track. Fortunately, the disaster 
Occurred on an up-grade, so that the 
cars were easily moved to safety.”

Dr. Charpentier, as an illustration of 
the terrific force of the impact,, said 
that the doors of the rear sleeper were 
wrenched from their fastenings, while 
lamp globes were thrown the whole 
length of the car. He does not consider 
any of the injured passengers to be» very 
seriously hurt.

Three cars in all, the baggage, express 
and one colonist were 'destroyed by fire. 
•So fierce was the conflagration that even 
the telegraph poles on each side of the 
track were destroyed.

Montreal Man Speaks.
Mr. Geo. Carmichael, of Montreal, was 

in the second colonist car. When he was 
so rudely awakened he saw all the cars 
ahead of him in a mass of flames. He 
and Mr. Frank Burns, of Bathgate, 
quickly ran forward and came across 
Fireman Ball, who had jumped in the 
nick of time. Ball was not able to stand, 
and they carried him to one of the sleep­
ers. They then ran forward to the bag­
gage car. The moans of Clark and the 
two Prendergasts could be distinctly 
heard, but nothing could be done for 
them, so hot were the flames.

“Along with the other helpers," he 
proceeded, “we went ahead to the engine, 
where we found the fireman of the light 
engine, Nadeau, of North Bay, cut com­
pletely in two. The coal pile in the ten­
der vas blazing, and as we climbed up as 
close as we could get, another awful 
sight met our eyes. The engineer was 
lying with his head next to the firebox, 
and his body was being incinerated be­
fore our eyes. We threw a few pails of 
water on the fire, and with the aid of an 
iron bar pulled the body to one side, far 
enough to get it away from the flames. 
I have seen some hard eights in my 
life,” said Mr. Carmichael, “but never 
do I wish to undergo such a horrible ex­
perience as that of this morning.”

The Mail Matter.
Mr. ft P. Lesheur. Assistant. Postoffice 

Inspector, left Ottawa this afternoon for 
the scene of the wreck to investigate 
the loss called by the burning of the 
mail ear. which carried a large quantity 
of mail matter from the western States. 
The Postoffice Department will obtain 
a statement from every postmaster 
along the line to find out what money 
orders and postal notes were lost. The 
senders of these will lie compensated for 
their loss as soon as they can be noti­
fied.

Engineer Disobeyed Orders.
Montreal, Nov. .15.—The C. P. R have 

issued the following statement in regard 
to the train wreck which took place 
late last night at Bass Lake, near Pcm-

“The wreck was caused by Engineer 
Hcndrie disobeying orders. He wan run­
ning a light engine, and at Chalk River 
received orders to run onto siding at 
Bass Lake to allow Soo express to pass, 
lie thought that he had time to reach 
Moure Lake, and did not take siding at 
Bass Lake, and as a result there was a 
head-on collision, and seven people were 
killed."

SHOT WIFE DEAD.
CRIME COMMITTED BEFORE CAR 

FULL OF PASSENGERS.

Frederick Cook, Formerly of Prince 
Edward Island, Murders His Wife at 
Los Angeles, Overawes the Passen­
gers, and Makes' His Escape.

Charlottetown, P. E. I., Nov. 15.—A 
Los Angeles despatch says; “Asserting 
that he had shot his wife on a Los An­
geles street car on August 19, Frederick 
D. Cook gave himself up at the south­
western detective agency. Cook said he 
was separated from his wife and child­
ren after the San Francisco earthquake, 
and later learned that she was in Los 
Angeles. Going there he discovered -her, 
threatening her with instant death if 
she refused to give up her children. In 
order to gain time she consented to take 
him to the place where they were. His 
suspicions being aroused at the long trip 
on the car, he charged her with being 
false, and on her declaring that she 
would disclose the hiding place next day 
Cook pressed the muzzle of his revolver 
against the body of his wife and began 
shooting. She fell dead, and the passen- 
gens fled to the platform. Cook covered 
the train crew with his gun and escaped 
in the darkness.”

THIEF SHOT DEAD.
POLICE FROM KAMLOOPS ROUNDUP 

HARRY STOUT.

Desperado Drew His Revolver and Tried 
to Kill a Constable, But Bullet From 
Another’s Gun Laid Him Out—Mur­
dered Robert Williams.

Vancouver, Nov. 15. — Tracked A to 
his night’s camp in the bush and covered 
by rifles of the members of the police 
posse, which for a week bas been press­
ing him over the snow-covered hills 
north of Kamloops, Harry {Stout, mur­
derer, made a last desperate effort to 
escape. He fired point-blank at one of 
the policemen who had tracked him. 
The second officer pulled his trigger so 
quickly that the two reports came al­
most together. The desperado was in­
stantly killed and the policeman escaped 
unharmed.

The tragedy of last night marked the 
end of a man-hunt that stirred the 
country. A week ago Stout wantonly 
killed Robert Williams, owner of a 
series of trading posts in the Cariboo 
and Big Bend country. Stout had tried 
to escape from the district with stolen 
horses and Williams had sought to ar­
rest him as the thief was making ready 
to cross North River. Williams was 
shot in cold blood. The country was 
aroused, and Indians and white people 
alike joined the police posse sent from 
Kamloops in charge of Provincial Con­
stable Fernie.

Another Policeman Shot.
New York, Nov. 14.—Policeman Ed­

ward Kavanagh was shot and killed in 
the street in Brooklyn to-night by Wil­
liam Morse, colored, who was attempt­
ing to escape, it is alleged, after having 
snatched a pocketbook from Mrs. -Q. E. 
Johnson, wife of an electrical engineer 
of Waco, Texas.

TRIUMPH OF WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.

TWO CROOKS.
THEY TRIED TO PASS A FORGED 

CHEQUE.

Both Wanted in Toronto, One for Jump­
ing Board Bill and the Other for 
Attempted Fraud—Now in Welland 
Jail.

Welland, Nov. 15.—Detective John 
R. Down placed in the Welland jail 
last night a notorious pair of crooks, 
George B. Buck, alias Robert L. 
Oliver, of St. Louis, and Harry A. 
G roots, of Philadelphia. (.«roots is 
wanted in Toronto for having jumped 
a $38 baord hill at the King Edward and 
Buck for having attempted to pass a 
forged cheque for $100 at the Queen’s.

Their arrest at Bridgehurg followed 
an attempt to pass a forged cheque 
for $25 at Johnson's. Hotel, purporting 
to have been drawn by the S. 8. Nes­
bitt Company" and signed by Samuel 
Sproule Nesbitt. Buck had ill his 
possession many other forgeries and 
blank cheque forms from practically 
all the important Imnks ot Canada 
and the United States. His statement

that he is a graduate of Harvard Uni­
versity has been verified by a Buffalo 
lawyer. He is a handsome man of 31 
years, well built, a good talker, and well 
informed.

When in Toronto he applied to the 
Nesbitt company for a jiosition selling 
stocks, but was unsuccessful in secur­
ing a job. While he was in the Nes­
bitt office a. clerk spoke of the Sterling 
Bank in suefi a way that Buck presumed 
it was the bank used by the firm. He 
accordingly used a Sterling Bank cheque 
for the forgery and had a rubber stamp 
made to imitate the firm stamp. He 
has in his possession endless information 
concerning municipal finances.

INCREASE DEMAND.

Ordinary £i Shares of the Company 
Now Sell for Nearly £5—M Druce 
Wins Dukedom, Return on Each 
Be £ioo.

London, Nov. lS.-Receqt develop­
ments in the Druce case have given a 
fillip to the shares in the company which 
was formed to exploit the claims of 
George Hollambv Druce to the estate of 
the late Duke of Portland. The capital 
of tills strange company is £11,000, in 
10,000 £1 ordinary shares and 20,000 one 
shilling deferred shares. Its directors 
are a member of the Stock Exchange, a 
retired wine merchant, and George Hol- 
lamby Druce.

According to the constitution of the 
company, the ordinary shareholders are 
entitled, on a winding up, to a sum equal 
to 100 times the nominal amount of the 
ordinary capital. In other words, this 
means that if the case Is won each one 
pound share becomes worth £100, where­
as if the case is lost it has the value of 
waste paper.

As a result of the present proceedings 
against T. H. Druce for perjury the £1 
ordinary shares in G. H. Druce, Ltd., 
have risen from £2 10s. to nearly double 
that amount.

KILLED BY ARABS.
FATE OF RASH YOUNG FRENCHMAN 

AT CASA BLANCA.

Insisted on Going Outside the Town in 
Spite of Warnings—Met by Band of 
Brigands One Day, Robbed and Mur­
dered.

Paris, Nov. 15.—A tragic fate has be­
fallen M. Maurice Kuutzer, a young 
Frenchman, who for some weeks has been 
living at Casa Blanca. M. Kuntzer, Who 
was the son of a Paris banker, was in 
the habit, spite of warnings, of taking 
walks outside the town, often wandering 
beyond the outposts and venturing near 
the Arab lines.

At last the inevitable happened. He 
went out one day as usual, but this time 
mounted on a mule, and never returned. 
His fate was not long left in doubt. 
Arabs who came from the Moorish camp 
to the French lines told the sad tale. 
When well out into the country M. 
Kuntzer was attacked by ten brigands, 
who fired at him. M. Kuntzer tried to 
escape, but his mule was severely wound­
ed by the pursuing bandits, and fell.

Resolved to sell his life dearly, the 
young Frenchman emptied his revolver 
on his assailants, killing one and wound­
ing another. But they continued to fire 
at him, and at last he fell wounded. The 
brigands then approached and finished 
their murderous work. They stole 
everything that he had on him, and 
treated his body with great brutality.

Afterwards they cut off his head, 
which, together with that of an Algerian 
tirailleur who was killed during the last 
fight, is now exposed at the Moorish 
camp ae a trophy of victory.

KAISER AN iL D.
GERMAN EMPEROR RECEIVES DE­

GREE FROM OXFORD.

Praised Rhodes Scholarship System as a 
Bond of Friendship Between Britain 
and Germany—Another Gorgeous
State Banquet.

Windsor, Eng., Nov. 15.—Emperor Wil­
liam is continuing his work toward the 
creation of friendly feelings on the part 
of Englishmen toward Germany, and it 
is now seen that this purpose is the un­
concealed object of his visit to this 
country. His Majesty took advantage 
of another opportunity to-dav when ac­
cepting the degree of doctor of laws from 
Oxford University, which was conferred 
upon him by a delegation of university 
officials headed by Lord Curzon, chan­
cellor of the institution. The German 
Emperor in his address expressed his ad­
miration of the Rhodes scholarships sys­
tem, which, he said, had helped to create 
an atmosphere of mutual self-respect 
and friendship between the two coun­
tries. Lord Curzon in presenting the de­
gree in a gold box spoke as follows:

“We are seeking to connect with our 
ancient and historic university an en­
thusiastic lover of the sciences and pat­
ron of the arts, who in a reign now hap­
pily beginning to be long has apprecia­
bly raised the standard of duty and 
patriotism both among his own people 
and the nations of Europe.”

Another gorgeous State banquet was 
given to Emperor William at Windsor 
Castle to-night. Among the 128 guests 
were twenty members of the roval 
family

THE CALEDON 
WRECK TRIAL.

to Order a Lowered 
Speed.

Plea Put Forward in Behalf of 
* Conductor.

Lawyer Telle of Time it Took to 
Signal.

Brampton, Nov. 15.—When the Crown 
closed its case at 4.15 o’clock this after­
noon in the charge of criminal negligence 
against Engineer George Hodge and 
Conductor Matthew Grimes, Mr. T. U. 
Robinette, K. C., made an earnest plea 
to have Mr. Justice Magee take the 
case from the jury. In presenting hie 
arguments the counsel in a brief way. 
outlined the plan of his defence.

Mr. Robinette first took up the case 
of Conductor Grimes, and argued that if 
it were his duty to stop the speed of 
the train he had but one mile and a 
half in which to do it. One mile of this 
would have been taken up while he 
timed the train between two-mile posts 
with his watch. This would leave but 
half a mile in which he would have to 
signal the engineer, and according to 
expert testimony it would require thir­
teen seconds to do this. Accordingly 
the conductor had no time to draw the 
engineer’s attention to the fact that the 
train were going too fast, even if it jvere 
so. There was no suspicion that Grimes 
had failed to do his duty. The case had 
narrowed down to a scintilla so far as 
Grimes was concerned.

No evidence had been produced by the 
Crown that Grimes had any knowledge 
of a bulletin, issued by the C. P. R., re­
lating to the speed at which the train 
was to travel at the horseshoe curve. 
With reference to Engineer Hodge, the 
counsel argued that his case likewise 
had narrowed down tq a small compass, 
and that he had no knowledge of the 
rate of speed required by him when he 
was going down the 'hill, it hav­
ing been shown that the rule 
with respect to speed on the curve 
—namely, twenty-five miles an hour— 
did not appear in the rule book of the 
company. Mr. Robinette further point­
ed out that under the two sections of 
the criminal code upon which the de­
fendants were indicted they were not 
liable, as no evidence had been pro­
duced to show that they had been negli­
gent in performing their respective 
duties.

“Both charges will have to go to the 
jury,” replied his Lordship.

That the evidence of some of the 
Crown witnesses, passengers on the 
wrecked train, counted vitally in favor 
of the defendants was apparent by thé 
course pursued by Crown Prosecutor 
Davidson, who accused Edward J. Ellis, 
of Caledon, and Hugh Mercer, of Mark- 
dale, of giving evidence contradictory 
to their testimony at the inquests at 
Caledon and Toronto. Mr. Davidson 
cross-examined them as though they 
weer hostile witnesses, his impression 
being that they had modified their evi­
dence to a very great extent. Mr. Rob­
inette protested, and was upheld by his 
Lordship.

Andrew Hertzberg. engineer, employ­
ed by the C. P. R., gave it as his theory 
that tho train must have reached a 
speed of from 52 to 59 miles an hour. 
Cross-examined, ho told Mr. Robinette, 
K. C., the grade could be remedied by 
rebuilding the line, but could not sug­
gest how many miles would require to 
be rebuilt.

Charles Carey, an air-brake inspector, 
from Montreal, recalled, enlightened the 
court upon some details ns" to the work­
ing of the brakes.

PAPER AND PULP MEN.

Government Will Be Asked for an Export 
Duty on Spruce.

Well, when 1 came here to New 
York—when I first struck the towu 1 metta­
it was to visit a friend who, having married 
a Ney York man, was here and living In au 
apartment hotél. I visited her wolie her 
husband was on à trip and from the time I 
arrived to the day 1 left that woman was 
everlastingly complaining about her snoes.

"There was a bootblack in her apartment 
hotel, to be sure, but he was so expensive. 
That le, he was expensive when you con­
sider the tips. I learned also that there 
were several shops lu town where a woman 
can get her shoes polished for nothing, but 
she explained, no woman would ever have the 
bravery to leave the chairs without making 
It up In a tip to the boy. Then beside the 
expense was the trouble Of remembering to 
send your shoes down.

"Knowing that what one woman needs in 
a large cKy others are put to need also I 
made up my mind what I should try for. 
My method was to go to prosperous looking 
apartment hotels and after finding out the 
nameo of a few of the residents send up my 
card. Y’ou see my cards read, ‘Vialtlug 
bootblack and valet.’

"My clients all admit that it was the boot- 
black that attracted them. Once I got 
an audience with a woman my cause was 
wor. . She would turn over her own and her 
husband's wardrobe to me at a stipulated 
price to be paid weekly.

"When I valet for dogs ? Oh. that is a 
simple matter. I only press and keep In re­
pair their blankets or various articles of ad­
ornment. If a blanket Or coat doesn’t fit 
them then 1 do a little tailoring for the 
oeasts. It is not unpleasant work, as all 
the dogs on my lists a re bathed and exer­
cised by my friend. One of my best cus- 
toraerr. had an attack of rheumatism last 
winter and while she was laid up she asked 
me to come and exercise her dog. I didn’t 
have the time, but I recommended my 
friend, and from that beginning now she 
has quite a number of dogs that she takes 
out for a walk every day."

•Tt seemed very odd at first," said the 
friend, who is the blonde of the trio, “ to 
take out dogs. You see all the year before I 
had been working my way by taklnrj little 
gjrto to and from school. Last year several 
or my little charges were sent off to board­
ing school soon after Christmas, so I found 
myseif with more time than 1 needed for toy 
studies on my hands and less money than 
would cover my expenses. Though I knew 
nex* to nothing about dogs, I was fond of 

1 determined to try exercising that 
the end of my second walk 

with my first dog patron I nude up ray mind 
to tr> to get ethers. Through an Introduc­
tion from my friend 1 got all the dogs owned 
by her client*.

} J1<mjhave •!' girls whom I take to school 
i°ni ‘“'V,?*8 ,hat, i Do you know
bow I kill two birds with one stone ? Be­
fore gathering up the girls in the morning 
k gather up five cf the dogs, then we all go 
to school together. It is a lot of fun really 
for both the girls and the dogs. In the af­
ternoon 1 take foqr of the other dogs, and 
â*»ln thé girls tare ready to romp with them. 
The other dog '4#> vicious and I never risk 
taking him either with the girls or the other

dogs. He has to be taken alone, but his 
mistress pays double."

Across the hall in the same flat house live 
three more girls who are working their way. 
One Id from Pennsylvania, one from Texas 
and the third from the upper part of New 
Y'ork State. The New York girl was the first 
to talk about her way special of earning

"I clean parlors." she explained. "I sup­
pose you might call me a visiting parlor 
maid, for that is Just what I am. In the 
apartment hotels the chambermaids either 
have so much to do or are so ignorant that 
they, never give an apartment more than a 
skimming over. There are many ladles 
who live in apartment hotels who while 
they cannot afford to keep a personal maid 
are willing to pay some one to come once 
a week to give their rooms a thorough clean­
ing. There I come In.

"I prfefer to go once a week for the simple 
reason that a room is easier cleo icd that to 
cleaned once a week than If it Is allowed 
to go twice as long. I try when possible 
to select the day previous to the one ofli 
which my client receives her friends. Some­
times that i« impossible and I have to do 
the best I can. My work consists In sweep- : 
Ing. dusting, wiping pictures and bric-a- 
brac. washing off and fertilizing the house 
planta, and in many Instances attending to 
bird cages."

The girl from Pennsylvania found her f.eld 
In the apartment houses with kitchenettes 
ns a cook and general houseworker. She « 
has all the work she can do and declare» 
that ehe in well paid for It.

"There are a good many women ia New 
York living in small apartments that for 
onu cause or another do not keep a girl 
who are very glad to get some one to come 
in once or twice a week to clean up and do 
a little baking and fancy cooking,’ the 
Pennsylvania girl explained. "Of course 
there are many women and girl* who go out 
to do such work by the day and the hour 
and many of them charge leas than 1 do. but 
none of them, at least none of whom I have 
ever heard, can bake cakes and cook a really 
good dinner."

"My work is buying and selling second­
hand laces and jewelry," the girl from Texas 
admitted, "I didn’t originate the work. U 
might be called an inheritance, 1 suppose. 
This is my third year in college and my sec­
ond in the buslneee. The first year that I 
came to New Y'ork the girl who occupied the 
room that 1 now sleep In bought aim sold 
second hand laco to pay her way through 
college and as ehe finished that year and 
knew that I was looking for work she turn­
ed it over to me.

"My method is to send out cards telling 
Just what I aim to do, to sell and buy old 
lace and Jewelry. By old I don't mean lu 
years, but simply lace and jewelry that hal 
been used. I have plenty of offers of lace and 
Jewelry that I never think of even calling 
to see for the simple reason that Î haven’t 1 
the time. Most of my customers are lac# 
menders who after they mend and clean th# 
laces offer them to. customers of their own. 
UnletiE one has had experience she would 
be surprised at the size of the business that 
is done In New York buying and selling old 
lacet. I know at least a dozen lace mend­
ing establishments that keep several 
menders regularly employed.

"Most of my lace* are bought from th* 
maids of wealthy women, though 1 have 
several dealers In second hand clothe# wde 
give me the refusal of all laces that a re 
bought on their handsome gowns and 
coatB. I understand that at one time band- 
some. sometimes even teal lace was bought 

that way. Ndw people are too wise.
K hen the lace of a gown is really ooetly th# 
auto who sells the gown takes It- off and 
replaces it by a cheaper quality."

UPPOSE George Edvard Adams, cashier in the fed­

eral assay offlco in Seattle, at a salary of $1800 
a year, had adopted, the optimistic sentiment of 

the poet as his. instead of longing for immense 
wealth, he might today be the esteemed citizen, the 
society favorite end popular clnbman. instead of being 
a prisoner in the United States penitentiary on Mc­
Neil's Island.

True, he would not be malting $60,000 a year, per- 
fcape. as he is now doing behind the bars. That is an 
attractive income—$60.000 a year. It means some­
thing like $1150 a week; nearly $165 a day, or $7 an 
hour, while be sleeps or while he is awake.

Adams will emerge from prison one of the richest 
former convicts in the world—unless the United States 
Government Is able to blast his hopes. But then— 
what?

The cashier of the assay office was convicted of 
stealing something like $200,000 from the gold miners 
ef Alaska, who sent the products of their toll to Seattle 
for valuation.

With the Ill-gotten proceeds he made judicious in­
vestments In real estate, which is rapidly growing 
In value. This is why he is growing rich in Jail. 
While he remains behind the bars his property is 
steadily increasing in value.

PLANNING TO FLEE WHEN CAUGHT
At tho time of his arrlbt, Adams was hiding in 

his belt $12,000 In currency, preparing to flee from 
the city, leaving behind his wife of a year and her 
week-old babe. To this day "the mother of the child 
dings to Adams, and the convict believes she will be 
-.ratting for him with love and forgiveness when he

Tho man might be classed, perhaps, as one of the 
remarkable criminals of recent years. Ills method 
of operation was original, and the returns—the re­
garde for his criminal acts—promised to bo greater 
than those of any other convicted felon of late years 
In America. He is In the peculiar position of being 
able to retain the greater “part of the proceeds of his 
stealings, and they are making him rich almost be­
yond his dreams.

Alaska miners either sent or deposited In person 
gold dust in sacks—pokes—in the Seattle assay office, 
there to bo tested and weighed. The equivalent of the 
gold would be counted out to them in double eagles. 
The cashier at the assay office was George Edward 
Adams, on a calary of *1800 a year.

He received tho gold, weighed It and placed it In 
the vaults of the assay office, preparatory to Its re­
finement and reduction into bricks.

—-—

vember, 1905, Adams broke down and confessed. ‘Hfi 
coolly admitted stealing $35,000 in the previous six 
months. Later he repudiated the confession, and as* 
serted his innocence. tj

Twelve thousand dollars was found in various Seat* 
tie banks, in addition to $12,000 more found on Adarorf 
person. He was thought to be preparing to leave the 
city and desert his week-old babe in Its mother's arms.

Then, delving about in his coal bin and garage, , 
back Of Adams’«fine home in the fashionable residence 
district of Harvard avenue, the secret service detec­
tives found $10,000 more in gold duet, hidden, it was 
thought, no doubt, from searching eyes, but discovered

TAKES IMPRISONMENT COOLLY x

une in a
TTfOULD you be willing to become 
Isle a convict, sentenced to eight 

years behind the bars, for an in­
come greater than that of the President of 
the United States?

Specifically, would you be content to 
serve a long term in jail, if your income dur­
ing that time amounted to $60,000 a year?

No one, of course, would put a premium 
on crime. That honesty is the best policy is 
believed by the great majority of people, hap­
pily, just as they were taught the axiom by 
their copy books in youth.

In the United States Penitentiary, on Mc­
Neil’s Island, between Seattle and Tacoma, 
in the state of Washington, is a prisoner who 
is making $60,000 a year while he remains 
behind the bars. He will quit prison a 
wealthy man, unless the government can wrest 
his ill-gotten gains from him in the mean­
time. In freedom, his salary was $1800 a 
year.

While this man is getting rich in jail, he 
has lost the esteem of his fellow-men, and is 
haunted by the fear that he has also lost the 
love of his wife, and has forever barred him­
self from the future companionship of his 
child.

Will his half million or more of riches, 
when he leaves the prison, compensate him 
for the loss of what is dearest and best in life?

The government Immediately attached all the prop* 
erty it could find belonging to Adams. He had X , 
number of very find holdings, all of which are grow- I 
ing more valuable every day. Uncle Sam seized ten 
pieces of real estate, Adams' automobile, his household 
goods, magnificent pieces of mahogany and Persian , 
rugs, his office furniture, his holding of stock in two 
corporations, his insurance policies, amounting tr 
$15,500—everything upon which the hands of the lax* 
could be laid.

Arrested and in jail, Adams took his arrest phtlA. . 
sophically. He had one or two tearful interviewe 
with Ills young wife, whom he had wedded against 
the protests of her mother, and the whole state mar­
veled at his nerve.

It was as if he had expected from the beginning 
the events that were passing, and that they were to 
be endured coolly for the sake of the hundreds of 
thousands of dollars that would be waiting when free­
dom should come again. Evidently Adams thought It 
an ordinary business transaction, in which sentiment 
or feeling had no place.

The government made Its case against the gold 
thief, and.he was convicted and sentenced to ten years 
in the McNeil's Island prison. By good behavior, this 
term will be shortened to eight years.

The crime of the assay office cashier was the cause 
of a special act of congress to cover the unusual case. 
Congress ordered that a special master in chancery 
be appointed to take evidence from the Alaska miners 
and determine Just how much gold had been stolen. 
The special act also provided that the costs of the 
work ordered—the proving of the claims—be charged 
against the property of the defendant.

This special referee has reported that claims 
amounting to something more than $100,000 were filed 
with him, but he holds that only about half are suffi­
ciently proved to stand in court.

But many lawyers declare that It is doubtful if 
Adams oan be made to pay back a single dollar of 
his ill-gotten wealth. The civil case against the con­
vict will be heard in the federal court in Seattle by 
Judge C. S. Hanford next month. It has been post­
poned once because the government did not feel It 
had it» side ready.

The case presents some complex and most interest* 
ing legal phases. For instance. Walter Fulton, at­
torney for Adams, will make the claim that the govern­
ment must prove each separate allegation in the suit 
against his client. That means that the federal of­
ficials may-be forced to demonstrate that this.company 
lost exactly so much money, and that that company, 
lost such a sum, and all through the agency of Adams.• 
This Is particularly difficult, because gold brought 
down from the north varies greatly in its assays. And 
there is little direct evidence but the - mere - statements 
of the sufferers.

A LEGAL "POSER"
Again, it will be maintained that Adams le entitled 

to tile same rights that would be accorded any other 
American—that he cannot be bound by the report of 
this master in chancery, when he had no opportunity 
to be heard in his own defense, when he had no part 
in the proceedings, and when the acts of the referee 
are not part of the regular court doings.

Further, it will be claimed that the government 
had no right to tax something like $20,000 in costs 
against Adams, even though a special decree of Con­
gress was enacted. It is declared by the defense that 
the government should bear this burden Itself.

In the meantime speculation is continual as to the 
course his young wife will pursue. Some .persons close 
to her, who knew her as Miss Emily Cleary, assert 
that she will leave her recreant husband. It has been 
rumored that her attorneys have been instructed to 
go ahead with divorce proceedings as soon as the 
property rights of Adams with relation to the gdv* 
ernment and the Alaska miners are established.

Others declare she will be at the prison gate te 
greet the man she met at the altar, when he again 
will be free. In any event, Adams believes In hie wife’s 
devotion to him, and it is one of the things which 
enable him to endure so well the rigors of prison life.

tial in the case of 
Lieutenant Charles E. 
McCullough, which in­
cluded “dismissal with 
ignominy” from the 
army. It is one of the 
severest punishments 
that can be inflicted.

Under this sentence 
no officer in the 
United States Army— 
not even his father or 
brother, if they be offi­
cers—may speak to the 
convicted man during 
his lifetime. “Dismis­
sal with ignominy” is 
a lifetime punishment. 
It prohibits re-enlist­

ment in the army or navy, and blights a man 
forever. His crimes are published abroad, circu­
lated through the army and blazoned in the news­
papers.

This sentence is seldom pronounced, and 
then only for the gravest offenses. It is essentially 
an ethical punishment, and, with the loss of posi­
tion, honor and caste, an officer so punished is re­
garded by his former associates as a pariah is by 
the Brahmin caste of India.

“D‘k ISMISSAL with ignominy” la practically the 
same as the old “cashiered" . punishment 
which was accompanied by a removal of the 
Insignia of rank.

Formerly in the English army a man convicted of 
a serious crime, which Involved irretrievable disgrace, 
was sentenced to be "cashiered." He was marched be­
fore the troops and in public was deprived of hie 
stripes and epaulets. This custom has been abandoned, 
and "dismissal with ignominy" Implies a similar dls-

Should a fellow-officer speak to the disgraced man 
he is likely to be reprimanded and punished. Should 
a man so disgraced have relatives in the army they 
would bè compelled to ignbre him during his lifetime.

Should a father he thus dismissed, his son. were he 
In the service, would hare to close his lips and pass 
his sire without a sign of recognition. The sentence 
is blasting. The brand is lifelong, ineffaceable.

After conviction a copy of the sentence is sent to 
all the officers in the army throughout the United 
States. The sentence in McCullough’s case read that 
tho convicted officer "bo dismissed from the service of 
the United States and be confined at such places ae

the reviewing authority may direct -for two years, and 
that the crime, punishment, name and place of abode 
of the delinquent shall bo published In the newspapers 
in and about the camp and in the state from which the 
offender came and where he usually resides.”

CONVICTED OF MANY FRAUDS
Lieutenant McCullough was convicted in Cuba of 

giving worthless checks, duplicating his pay accounts, 
embezzling funds of the camp exchange and officers’ 
mess, desertion and presenting- false claims against 
the United States.

He served in the First Illinois Volunteer Cavalry 
as sergeant. May to August, 2898, and as second lieu­
tenant from August. 1398, until October, when mus­
tered out. Ho had served as a private and corporal in 
the Seventh United States Cavalry from 1893 to 1896. 
lie again enlisted in the Sixth United States Cavalry 
in September, 1899, and served in that regiment until 
he was appointed to be a second lieutenant in the 
Ninth Cavalry In November, 1899. McCullough was 
born In Wisconsin.

Not only in Wisconsin, but wherever the disgraced 
man has lived, has the notice of hie sentence been pub­
lished. In the olden days a man thus sentenced was 
deprived of his Insignia and his sword was broken. 
Nowadays, through the newspapers, he Is more openly 
disgraced, his dishonor becomes more widespread.

*The purpose of this sentence is to blason the man’s 
dishonor before the world, so that his crime may- stalk 
by him through life, so he may never escape.

It is a carefully designed punishment. It is the 
most cruel moral disgrace conceivable. Its sole object 
is to deter others from leaving the path of rectitude, 
which officers most dread.

Within recent years the only other person thus 
punished was Captain Oberlln M. Carter, of tho Army 
Engineer Corps. Carter wae convicted of embezzle­
ment while directing the work of improving the har­
bor of Savannah.

Next to "dismissal with Ignominy" ordinary dis­
missal from service is the most serious punishment In 
the army and navy. A dismissed officer or private le 
not allowed to re-enltet. Should he do so, he to sub- 
ject, if discovered, to court-msrttml md tmirleonrarot 
for “fraudulent enlistment’'

For less grievous offenses a man in service tnav be 
court-martialed and sentenced to confinement for a 
certain period within the limits of his station. With 
this sentence may be added a forfeiture of pay for a 
certain length of time.

Should an offense be deemed more serious, and yet 
not sufficient for dismissal, an officer may be sentenced 
to the loes of a certain number of files or a reduction 
m the lists.

This Is considered the most serious sentence PSXt

to dismissal. Supposing a major shall be the fiftieth In 
the list for promotion. He is court-martialed for an 
offense and sentenced to a loss of twenty-five files. He 
goes back on the- list to the seventy-fifth major. This 
may mean a loss of three or four years in the line of 
promotion.

However, unless an officer is actually dismissed 
from service with, no- sentence.tiie- does not-suffer any 
loss of caste. When he has been restored or regains 
his loss of files no dishonor is attached to him.

"This sentence of ‘dismissal with ignominy'," de­
clared a major general some time ago, "is the most 
unrelenting and cruel which can be imposed. When 
this is pronounced on a man the ghost of his crime 
will stalk by his side through, life. Wherever he may 
go hie name will bo recognized and his offense remem-

"Arrny officers will pass him. by; his dearest, near­
est friends in the army are prohibited from talking to 
him under pain if disciplinary action. It is a most 
tragic sentence.

“I remember an interesting case of a sergeant who 
deserted the army a number of years before the war 
with Spain. According to the regulations he would not 
have been permitted to enter the service again, and If 
caught would have been punished.

"During the Spanish-Amerlcan war he enlisted with 
a Texas volunteer regiment and served in Cuba. He 
fought valiantly, and was one of the best men in the

"A friend of mine one day saw him and recognized 
him. He passed on without giving any sign. No, he 
did not Inform on the man. He said that he saw the 
man was obeying his officers and doing his duty. He 
had found the attraction of soldier’s life too great to 
be resisted.

NO MERCY IS POSSIBLE
“Had he been detected he would have been court- 

martialed and imprisoned. As it was. he remained in 
service and did valiant fighting. But the army regula­
tions take po cognizance of such things. It a man is 
guilty of a crime he must be punished; this Is the rule. 
It is inflexible.

“The great machine of the army and navy is oper­
ated by a moving spirit-duty. It has its laws; it obeys 
them. When a man disobeys the laws he must be pun­
ished.

“From the nature of things, punishments in the 
army and navy are largely ethical; that le, they are 
meant to entail mental suffering. Hence, dismissal 1a 
a more eevere punishment for tho army* officer than a 
long' term of imprisonment would be for the ordinary 
offender in civil life.” ,

After a time a gct-rtch-quick scheme entered bis 
head. He wished a larger income, for he was en­
gaged to marry a charming society girl, whose mother 
objected to the match on account of his lack of sub­
stantial means.

As soon- as his..scheme got to working well. Adams 
announced that he" had fallen 'heir to a fortune In the 
F.ast. and this tended to remove objections to his mar-

tile "north In Just t£at form. Then he deposited the 
abstracted gold dust in the banks under various names.

After a while, the Alaska miners began to shun 
the Seattle assay office. They found that they could 
get far better returns from the gold when they sent 
it to the Sa^ Francisco Mint. Reports of something 
crooked reached the federal authorities, until an in­
vestigation was absolutely necessary, for tho honor 
of the government.

Secret service men weighed a little sack of gold 
dust and sent it through the Seattle assay office. It 
came back short, and then they knew for sure there 
was a leak.

Confronted with the evidence against him, In No-

Adams, it was charged at his trial, working in the 
early mornings and late at night, deftly removed a 
certain proportion of gold from each of the sacks of 
gold dust that came Into his possession. In place, he 
substituted black sand to tho equivalent of the weight 
of gold removed. He mixed the worthless black de­
posit with the precious yellow metal left In the sack, 
so that it would seem the gold had coma down from

A Detailed Account of the Processe- 
Used in Their Manufacture.

In recording the various steps in the 
manufacture of a high-grade piano the 
selection and seasoning of the various 
kinds of wood is the first and one of 
the most important. Only those grains 
and textures are used which have been 
found to possess the resonant quality 
necessary for the production of the de­
sired tones. The wood used Is almost 
entirely of American growth, the only 
notable exeeptions Wing the expensive 
veneers for the case and the ebony for 
the black keys. The seasoning of this 
lurnWr requires, several years, as the 
condition of the wood is a very import­
ant consideration in obtaining the best 
results-.

This seasoned wood is sawed . int-o 
widths, pad the parts are usually made 
of a number of these widths fitted ami 
glued together in order to withstand the 
influence of atmospheric changes, to ob­
tain the best tonal results and to add 
to the strength. Very few metal holts 
or screws are used in the manufacture 
of a piano. even the timbers of the frame 
work Wing glued together under heavy 
pressure. It is found that better results 
are thus obtained, as the glue properly 
applied makes, a permanent joint, where 
ns Wits or screws are liable to work 
loose.

The heavy wqnden framework of a 
grand piano and that of an upright are 
necessarily different in form and con­
struction, but the principles used are the 
same, for the solid, massive construction 
of the frame must assist the metal plate

The plate is a casting of metal, prin­

cipally iron, and is made to fit over the 
frame.

CO-OPERATIVE HOUSEKEEPING.

Plans to Dodge the Servant Problem in 
England.

Ixmdon. —There are two forces Which 
make co-operative housekeeping seem 
feasible in this country. One is the ever 
present servant problem, which is as­
suming abnormal proportions, ami the 
other is the increase in the number of so- 
called bachelor girls or lone women who 
have neither time nor money for the 
difficulties ami expenses of housekeeping.

The first of the co-operative house­
keeping schemes to lie put in practice 
had for its main condition that gentle­
women were to take cheap workmen’s 
cottages. Each cottager was to run her 
little home quite by herself except that 
a co-operative charwoman was to do tho 
heavy work for all. For the rest there 
was co-operation only in immaterial 
things such as ideas and discourse. How 
this plan worked out history does not 
tell, but it is defunct.

A successful advance upon that scheme 
is the Breeton Norton settlement, which 
is more distinctly co-operative. In this 
the fundamental idea is that the cot­
tagers, instead of serving themselves 
only, shall sene one another. One does 
the cooking, another the gardening, an­
other tends to the poultry, etc. Each 
woman still has time for oilier work or 
for hobbies and she has home life and 
exchange of ideas.

The newest of all these schemes is in­
tended for all who like to avail them­
selves of it. be they bachelors, spinsters, 
family groups or any other members of 
educated humanity. There are to be a 
■umber of small houses, two stories 
high, built so as to form three sides of 
a quadrangle.

The central block will be occupied by 
a common dining hall with kitchen over­
head and servants' quarters. The cheaper 
dwellings will be shared by two or four 
tenants, and other houses will be occu­
pied by small families.

The chief point is that the tenants 
need not keep servants, but can lie pro­
vided with attendants less or more ns 
they wish. The scale of rents brings 
this mode of life within the reach of 
people of small means.

The success of the Garden City has 
shown the idea of small, pretty, sanitary 
houses at remarkably low rents to be 
perfectly feasible. This Garden City was 
started by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle and 
a band of equally progressive men.

It is not in any sense philanthropic 
and is an idealization of buying a house 
on the instalment plan, since the rent 
paid in goes toward the possession of the 
house. So greatly in demand are the 
houses that another settlement was 
started at Hampstead the other day.

The lx>rd Mayor opened the first thir­
teen cottages, which have all been spoken 
for as soon as finished, and the founda­
tions of many more are being laid. Of 
course all tenants co-operate in keeping 
the place in good and attractive condi­
tion. and it is this outdoor co-operation 
that has resulted at a further attempt at 
indoor co-operation.

In regard to the servant question it 
ought to lie easier for a whole group of 
people to get several servants to work 
for all combined at excellent salaries and 
with a servant for each branch of work, 
than for single families to procure one 
or two maids. At any rate it couldn't be

TBT MAKING garments of thin 
"• material», if tho edges of the 

se^ms aro laid even and run through 
a narrow hemmer, a French seam is : 
eacily -made with ? fraction of the ’5 
ordinary trouble and time.

To give a fitted coat a rounded, 
well-shaped look over the buot, and 
also to prevent its losing its shape, ~ 
take a piece of well-shrunken hair­
cloth, cut to the shape of the front, 
but about two inches smaller at tha 
front, neck, shoulders and armholes. 
Finish in a point at three incheo 
above the waist .line. Cut a V- 
sbaped "piece out at this point and 
draw edges together, to make it fit, 
instead of a dart.

Over this seam and around the 
haircloth edges baste strips of ordi­
nary lining cambric. This serves to 
cover raw edges and gives some­
thing by which to sew it to the can­
vas lining.

Attach the haircloth piece to the 
canvas by padding stitches, and hem 
it all around at the bound edges.

Baste a piece of canvas about 
three inches wide, cut to shape and 
carefully fitted, around neck at back 
and armholes to meet canvas lining 
in front.

A well-fitting coat should keep to 
the figure at the bust even when not 
buttoned. If it is inclined to flare 
at this point and not to lie close to 
the form, take one or two tiny dart- 
lilce tucks in the canvas lining about 
one-fourth of an inch at front edge, 
running out to nothing, about two 
inches back.

Mark then and slash the canvas 
lapping over the same spaces made 
by the tucks. Draw these together 
and cover with a strip of lining 
cambric.

The cloth will now have a slight 
fulness where it has been taken out 
of the canvas by tucks. This must 
be gathered on a thread and shrunk 
by means of a wet cloth and hot 
iron, pressing until it corresponds 
with the canvas lining.

The padding stitch is designed to 
keep canvas and cloth together in 
lapels or collars. This is done by 
means of many small stitches about 
half an inch long, and in rows .cov­
ering the whole surface of the can­
vas lining.

The proper way to intake the pad­
ding stitch is to hold the canvas 
uppermost, and both cloth and can­
vas over the first finger of the left 
hand. The stitches must barely 
catch through the cloth, so as not to 
bo visible on the right side. Start 
at a line or fold of the lapel or col­
lar, and sew in successive rows to 
the edge.

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FAMOUS DRUCE CASE 
IN ENGLISH COURTS.

Detective William Huckle Worked on It For 
Some Years and May Go Back.

He Tells an Interesting Story to The Times About 
the Portland Dukedom.

The law courts of England have been 
the axis on which the dukedom of Port­
land has been placed by limited syndi­
cates and lawyers, who for the past 
forty-five years or more have been vainly 
endeavoring to upset the present Duke’s 
claim, and to hand the title aod all the 
property over to an Australian, who not 
many years ago was too poor to call his 
clothes bis own, but who has been trying 

-to get money to wrest the title from 
the present holder ever since he was old 
enough to think for himself. The trial 
was resumed in London yesterday, and 

. there are those who say that the vast 
«states and name left by the fourth duke 
to his son or his legitimate issue will be 
taken from W. J. Cavendish Bentinck, 
*Duke of Portland, Earl of Walden, and 
"'turned over to the other branch of the 
family, if George Hollamby Druce, the 
Australian, can prove that he is the miss­
ing grandson of Charles T, Druce, organ­
izer and owner of the Baker street 
bazaar, London, W., and that the mythi­
cal Druce was the eccentric fourth Duke 
of Portland.

In 1898 Detective William Huckle, at 
present practising in thi* city, was 
called in to work on the case, being a 
resident of London at that time and 
known as a detective of ability. He 
worked on it for some years, but in the 
case is one missing link, a man named 
Taylor, for some years employed in the 
Baker street bazaar and an intimate 
friend of the owner. He is the man 
Detective Huckle says would clear up the 
mystery. While in England Mr. Huckle 
became very well acquainted with the 
daughter of Taylor, and she told him, he 
says, that her father knew that Thomas 
Charles Druce, - grandfather of the pre­
sent claimant, was the rightful Duke of 
Portland, and that he lived a Jekyll and 
Hyde life for years, ending it a few days 
after Christmas in the year 1804, dis­
posing of the mythical Thomas Charles 
Druce aftd burying him in Highgate 
Cemetery, and going to live on his es*

The story is one of the strangest that 
has ever been placed before the public, 
and reads like a wild romance, but many 
arc willing to swear that it is perfectly 
true.

In the early fifties the fifth Duke of 
Portland started a bazaar, according to 
the claimant, Druce, on Baker street,

bazaar, and occupied it himself, taking 
the name of Thomas Charles Druce. He 
married shortly after under the name 
of Druce, a girl named Cricknor, and

It is alleged that Caldwell, who is a 
witness in the present perjury charge 
against Herbert Druce, and is an ac­
countant in New York, knows all about 
who undertook to get rid of “Druoc'' 
for the Duke, and who it was who took 
a coffin and put 200 pounds of lead in 
it, had it removed to a house in Hendon, 
which is on the road from London through 
th«v Highgate Cemetery, which lies be­
tween London and Hendon. Here it was 
given out that Charles Thomas Druce 
had died, and the coffin was placed in a 
grave at Highgate, where it is still lying 
to this day untouched, presumably. This 
was in 1864, and the Bazaar was given 
to Herbert Druce in a will made by the 
alleged dead If. C. Druce. Under this 
will Miss Robins came in for a lot of 
money. It is claimed that Miss Robins 
is living on this money and a lot of 
money that was left her in 78 when the 
Duke of Portland really died. She is 
alhged to* have been in the habit of 
meeting the Duke up to the time of his 
death in 78, and it is said that the 
Duke had a strong affection for her.

Detective Huckle states that Mrs. Mar­
garet Jane Louise Hamilton is willing 
to swear to a conversation which ,took 
plac • many years ago between her father 
and Druce, in which the latter disclosed 
the fact that he was the Duke of Port­
land, Earl of Walden. He, according 
to Mrs. Hamilton, also, expressed the in­
tention of ending the dual personality.

The estates as they stand all went to 
the Bentinck branch of the family on the 
death of the fifth Duke, ns there was no 
apparent claimant and he was supposed 
to have died without legitimate issue. 
If it is proved that Thomas Charles 
Druoc and the Duke of Portland were 
one and the same man then the plaintiff 
will be able to oust his cousin from the 
estates and to claim the title. Accord­
ing to the claims put forth the present 
George Hollamby Druce is the legitimate 
direct grandson of the old Duke whose 
eccentricity has caused this 40 y pars’ 
troi ble.

Bv personal investigation Detective 
Huckle claims that lie discovered that 
the late Duke of Portland ami Caldwell 
would, when at the Abbey, leave ,in the 
night for ixmdon in a closed coach. This 
coach was a plain one and would be 
hoisted upon railway trucks and hauled 
to London, where horses would pull it 
to the bazaar and the two would alight.

In 1898 Detective Huckle was asked to 
try his hand at unravelling the mystery, 
and he started out on a systematic hunt 
lor the missing man, Taylor, believing, ns 
lie docs yet, that this man is the one 
who could unravel the whole thing. He 
found a man who was said to know

The late Charles Dickens, the famous 
novelist, was an intimate friend of the 
original owner of the Baker street Ba­
zaar, and it is claimed that he knew 

• Druce to be the Duke of Portland in 
a dual role. He introduced to Druce a 
South American tobacco planter and hk 
14-yea-r-old daughter, named Robins, and 
a keen intimacy sprang up between 
Druce and the young girl. She returned 
to her home with her father, but some 
four years later again visited England, 
and getting in touch with Druce, was 
appointed by him to the position of his 
private secretary. This was in 1868 and 
those in the know, and the girl herself, 
who is still living, say that half her 
work was at the Bazaar and other half 
at W a I heck Abbey. Her home was in 
tlie small town of Worknop where she 
passed under the name of Madame Tas- 
snud. About this time a man named 
Caldwell, an undertaker, appears on the 
scene, and finding out that Druce was 
suffering from a painful disease, which 
he himself had lieen cured of by Sir 
Morrill MacKonzie. he introduced this 
famous medico and he attended Druce 
at the Bazaar and the Abbey both, and 
knew it was the same man. Becoming 
intimate with Caldwell he disclosed hi* 
identity to him.

Taylor, the Brixton man. who was em­
ployed in the bazaar from bis boyhood, 
disappeared about the time of the real 
death of the Duke in 78. and was never 
found since, but is thought to be still 
living, and if he is it is said he can clear 
up the whole mystery. Detective Huckle 
said that he had an intimate acquaint- 

- a nee with the daughter for some time, 
and sh<‘ told him that her father knew 
Druce to lie the Duke of Portland. Tay­
lor's family has not been followed up 
yet, and they might be able to disclose 
iiia whereabouts. His father was at ouo 
time the rate collector in Lambeth dis*

vious years, and on a Saturday in Feb­
ruary of 1898 he followed him with a 
friend to Dalston Theatre, in London. He 
saw him there,. and the two of them 
waited for him to come out. While they 
were waiting they were set upon by five 
men, who mauled them about brutally 
before they could get away or get help. 
Three weeks after the above occurrence 
lie came across a girl in Kingsmand Road 
who told him where lie could find Tay­
lor. He, with two men and a woman, 
started out to look for, and,found him. 
It is supposed he was keeping out of 
sight of the plaintiff ami was being paid 
for it. The lady ingratiated herself with 
him nicely, when the other side got wise 
him, and was soon getting along with 
and spirited him away. The lady they 
put in a cab. and, after driving her 
around till she was lost, they left her 
on Manifold Hill. In 1901 Huckle again 
took up the matter, and made a deter­
mined attempt to get at the coffin, 
which is supposed to be the receptacle of 
-00 pounds of lead. For three whole 
months they hung around the,cemetery 
on watch every night, but it was so 
closely guarded that they were unable 
to get at the coffin. Taylor is still miss­
ing, but is still thought to be alive.

Detective Huckle has been written to 
in regard to this celebrated case, and 
was asked to go to England, where he 
is. wanted as a witness, but is not sure 
whether or not to go, as his business tie» 
hint up pretty tight just now.

The latest move in this tremendously 
sensational case is a startling charge of 
perjury brought against Herbert Druce, 
son of Thomas Charles Druce by his

Druce, the claimant to the Dukedom of 
Portland, which is that ho “committed 
wilful and corrupt perjury when he swore 
at the proceedings instituted some time 
ago that he saw his father, Thomas 
Charles Druce, in his coffin, uml saw him 
buried, on Dev. 28, 1864.” The claimant 
is not revengeful in this charge, and does 
not want to send his step-uncle down, 
but if he succeeds it is a big point in 
his favor. The trial is now going on in 
the Mitrvlebone Police Court, in London.

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A Night and a Day
In the Toronto Police Cells.

(By W. F., in the Christian Guardian.)
On a certain night in August, in the 

year of our Lord nineteen hundred and 
seven, I was invited by two respectable 
men (evidently officers of the law), to 
accompany them to the City Hall, To­
ronto, to investigate a charge that had 
been laid against me from a neighboring 
town. On arriving there I was detained 
for an hour or more to see the thief of 
Police, and then told that from the na­
ture of the charge 1 should have to be 
detained, and after promising to send a 
verbal message to my wife to say 1 
should not be back that night (it was 
near eleven o'clock), 1 wn-s asked to de- j 
liver up all my valuables, as watch, 
purse, Knife, etc., which were put away 
in an envelope. 1 was then escorted by 
the police to a conveyance with open 
wire ends, and with a guard in charge 
was taken to one of the police offices 
in the city, and alter being searched, 
placed in a large basement cell having 
six board beds therein and a form. 1 
was there alone, and the place was quiet, 
excepting that 1 could hear two or three 
women above shouting and singing.

His Cell Mate.
] sat down on one of the boards, think­

ing over the situation, and reflecting 
that better men than myself had been 
placed in a similar position, and offered 
a short prayer to the God who cares for 
all. 1 had been in the cell about a quar­
ter of an hour when I heard a noise out­
side, and a man was brought down the 
steps, the door of the cell opened, and 
he was thrust in ,with an admonition 
from the officer not to begin shouting. 
As soon as the. officer h&d left the man 
•aid to me, “Who are you ?” and made a 
grab at my throat, 1 pualied down his 
hand quickly and spoke to him, telling 
him 1 was a man locked up like himself 
for the night, and we had better lie 
friends. Presently an attendant came 
and set down a bucket just outside the 
bars of the cell, uttering the one word, 
“Water.” The man then began cursing 
and swearing. Afterwards wo sat down 
on the form, and the man shook hands 
effusively-, after the manner of drunken 
men, but 1 soon found that .this mark of 
friendship was not to be trusted, as he 
wanted to maul his arms aroimd me, and 
then struck at me,, with an oath, 1 pull­
ed back quickly, and realized that 1 
should have to be constantly on the 
watch against him. He was very deter­
mined that 1 should sit down beside him, 
and if 1 was at all reluctant to do so 
would take hold of my coat and pull it 
with all'his might, 1 appealed to him 
not to tear my coat, ns it was the only 
one 1 had to wear on the following day, 
and he usually released his hold, on my 
complying with his demand to “Sjt 
down'’; but he was as restless as the 
spirits of another world are said to be, 
and soon wanted to get up and walk the 
cell, but as he could not walk just then 
more than a pass or two by himself, he 
was particularly anxious that 1 should 
assist him to the far end of the cell, 
Which 1 did, and afterwards he called 
aloud for, my assistance to help him 
back again. Then he said to me, “Oh, 
my, I ora feeling sick”; and lie was sick. 
But as his physical nature was relieved 
his mental faculties became more de­
ranged. He saw ray felt hat on one of 
the boards, and took a particular aver­
sion to it; he went to it and picked it up 
and said, “What is thisV* offering to 
throw it away. 1 told him to be careful, 
as it was my best hat. Then he took 
off his own hat, which was a straw one, 
and placed it on my head, putting mine 
on the form, and in manoeuvring about 
he sat ujxm it, which did not by any 
means improve its looks ; however, 1 
rubbed it up, and although it felt lumpy 
concluded that it might be wearable an­
other day, and endeavored to keep it out 
of his way in Lite future, but in this 1 
was not very successful, beyond prevent­
ing him from sitting upon it again.

Had to Fight Him Off.
As the night passed on he became more 

violent, and.I liad to remind him manv

air», and “The Old Armchair," and 
“There's no Place Like Home,” and a« 
hi joined heartily in the singing of these 
1 ventured to congratulate him upon 
having a good bass voice, which he did 
not take amiss.

I do not know the stated times for 
the keepers to come around, but guess 
it would be about four o’clock, and the 
man asked reasonably enough if he could 
be let out. The keeper asked him his 
name, and whether it was his first of­
fence. and being assured that it was, he 
told him he would see him again in the 
morning.

Overtaken by Remorse.

The drunkenness and violence were 
now about over, but remorse was follow­
ing hard upon its heels, and the man 
spoke of poisoning himself when he ob­
tained his liberty. I conversed with him 
of' the s.-tcredncùs of life, and said that 
as we did not give ourselves life, I con­
sidered we had no right to take it away. 
"Oh.” said he, “you cannot take life 
away ; you might kill your body, but 

, that' is not yo-ur life.” I told him that I 
acknowledged there was a difference be- 

1 tween the body and the soul, but that 
the two were so closely intermingled 
that we should consider one as sacred 
ns the ether. I also told him that I was 
a Christian and believed in the resurrec­
tion of the body.

I asked him what he had been drink­
ing the night before, and he told me 
it was “London gin,” and that kind of 
stuff. He also said that he ccmld drink 
down any one man, but when, it came 
to two, *and sometimes three, he got 
turned over himself._ He knew' drink 
was a snare and he often let it alone 
for months together, then a feeling 
would come over him, he would forget 
everything and go blindly for the drink. 
I strongly advised him to quit the drink 
altogether, and he' said afterwards that 
he. should think over what we had been 
talking about.

As the light of day began to find its 
way through the iron graitings wè 
should both of us have liked to get a 
little sleep, but when no sort of pillow 
(not even a wooden one) was provided, 
wc found this to be quite impossible. He 
lav down, but complained that he was 
cold, ami asked me to put my. coat over 
him, which I did, and then paced the 
cell whilst he endeavored to sleep; he 
then said that the coat was too small, 
and asked if \I had not an overcoat. I 
do not suppose he slept, but when he got 
up he seemed refreshed, but had for­
gotten that he had asked the loan of 
Tuy coat, and recommended me to out it 
on, but we both found that a ' closing 
night even of August could be chilly in 
a basement cell.

At last, however, the night was 
through, and at about six o’clock he 
was taken from the cell, and, 1 pre­
sume, set at liberty, us I did. not see 
any more of him, whilst I was retained 
to go through a few more formalities of 
the law.

They Separate.
•When my friend for the night was 

taken away 1 was escorted to a room 
upstairs, and there placed in one of the 
single cells. This was one of a se-t of a 
dozen or bo made of sheet iron and 
barred .and locked door. There was a 
wooden pillow to the wooden bench, and 
I took out my handkerchief and tried 
to make with same a large enough 
cushion to get a little sleep, but before 
1 could do so the attendant came around

also said that 1 would. He asked if I

This he repeated 
several times, until he seemed to believe 
that he himself wa# the ghost, and 
etn tched out his hand to me with a 
menac-ting grin. I thought it might ap­
pease him to let him know that 1 re­
cognized this as a quotation from Shake­
speare, but it dia not seem to make 
much difference to him.

Application for homestead entry must be 
made In person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or ,tiub-agency. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made at an 
Agency on certain conditions by the father, 
mother, eon. daughter, brother or sister of 
an intending homeeteader.

An application for entry or cancellation 
made personally at any Rub-agent's office 
may be wired to the Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, and It the * 
land applied for Is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application la to have prior­
ity and the land will be held until the ne­
cessary papers to complete the transaction 
arc received by mall.

In case of "person at Ion" or fraud the ap­
plicant will forfeit all priority of claim or 
If entry has been granted it will be summar­
ily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must be 
made In person. The applicant must be eli­
gible lor homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for cancellation will be received 
from an individual until that application has 
been disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subsequent to 
institution of cancellation proceedings, the 
applicant for cancellation will be entitled to 
prior right of entry.

Applicant for cancellation muet state in 
what particular the homesteader is in de­
fault.

A homesteader whose entry is not the 
subject of cancellation proceedings, may, 
subject to the approval of Department, re­
linquish it in favour of father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister if eligible, but 
to no one else, on filing declaration of aban­
donment.

DUTIES—A settler Is required to perform 
the duties under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months' residence upon 
and cultivation of the land In each year dur­
ing the 'term of three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so desires, 
perform the required residence duties by liv­
ing on farming land owned solely by him, 
not less than eighty (90) acres In extent, in 
the vicinity of his homestead. Joint owner­

dence duties by living with the father (or

(4 The term "vicinity" In the two pre­
ceding paragraphs Is defined as meaning not 
more than nine miles to a direct Une, ex­
clusive of road allowances crossed In the 
measurement.

6) A homesteader intending to perform 
hi* residence duties in accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
Agent for the district of such intention.

Before making application for patent the 
settler, mutt give six months’ notice In writ­
ing to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands 
at Ottawa, of his Intention to do eo.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 
MINING REGULATIONS.

COAL.—Coal mining rights may be leased 
for a period of twenty-one years at an an­
nual rental of *1 per acre. Not more than 
2.660 acres shall be kneed to one individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of , five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age, 
or over, having discovered mineral in place, 
may locate a claim. L56» x 1.500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim Is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on the 

claim each year or paid to the mining re­
corder to lieu thereof. When $600 has been 
expended or paid, the locator may, upon hav­
ing a survey made, and upon complying with 
other requirements, purchase the land at $1

The patent provides for the payment of a 
royalty of 214 per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 
feet square; entrance fee, $6; renewable

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of fire ml lee each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee Shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum tor each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2% per cent, collected on 
the output after It exceed» $10.000.,
