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MILITARY SERVICE ACT, 1917

PUBLIC NOTICE is hereby given that, by
the effect of the regulations of the Gover-
nor General of Canada in Council of the 20th
of April, 1918, and the Proclamation of 4th
May, 1918, recently published, every male
British subject resident in Canada, born on or
since the 13th of October, 1897, who has
attained or shall attain the age of 19 years and
who is unmarried or a widower without children
must, (unless he is within one of the classes of
persons mentioned in the schedule of Excep-
tions to the Military Service Act) report as
hereinafter directed on or before the 1st day of
June, 1918, or within ten days after his 19th
birthday, whichever date shall be the latter.

Such report must be in writing and must give his
name in full, the date of his birth and his place of resi-
dence and also his usual post office address.

The report must be addressed to the Registrar or
Deputy Registrar under the Military Service Act of the
Registration District in which he resides (see below) and
shall’ be sent by registered post, for which no Canada
postage is required.

Young men so reporting will not be placed on active
service till further notice. They must, however, notify
the appropriate Registrar or Deputy Registrar of any
change of residence or address.

On receipt of the report an identification card will be
forwarded by the Registrar which will protect the bearer
from arrest.

Punctual compliance with these requirements is of
great importance to those affected. Failure to report
within the time limited will expose the delinquent to severe
penaltiss and will in addition render him liable to
immediate apprehension for Military Service.

For Sole Support

Will be Given Young Recruits In
Specially Hard Cases

Ottawa, May 24—The Department
of Militla and Defense announces
the following:

“The attention of the Government
having been directed to cases  of
men of twenty-one, and twenty-two
called up for military duty, who were
the sole support of their parents or
of other helpless dependents, an Or-
der-in«Council hes been passed pro
viding for the consideration of ex-
traodiaary cases of extreme hard-
ship to the dependents of men call-
ed up for duty

“The urgeat need of men over-
seas is such as that leave of absence
can only be granted in those cases
of extreme hardship to dependents
or in cases in which the man con-
cerned is the only remaining son of
military age 19 to 46) other mem-
bers of whose family are in active
service or have been killed or dis-
abled L]

“All applications for leave of ab-
sence pursuant to these pravisions
must be made by the man himself,
at the depot battalion, after he re-
ports far duty Such applications
cannot and will not be comsidered
either at the headquarters of the
military district or at militia head-
quarters Correspondence sent to
these headquarters will only result
in delay and confusion

‘Every man applying for leave of
absence must make a statutory de-
!t-laration in a prescribed form,
which may be obtained at the " de-
pot battalion, where an officer will
be especially detained to deal with
such applications

“Men whose case#3 come within
the authority granted by th: iov-
ernor-in-Council may be giten up 1o
thirty days’ leava of ahsancr without
pay by the officer commandiry the
depot battalion; and such . longer
leave as the case may require will
be zranted if the roecommendation is
concurred in by the district officer
commanding and at militia head-
quarters or in any case of doubt, if
it is approved WLy the ceatral appeal
judge under the Military Service
Act 1917

The Old Bridge, at French Fort
Cove, which has not been used very
extenaively gince ile new one was
built, near the mouth of the

THE POWER QUESTION

One of the biggest questions be-
fore the Town Council this year will
be that of providing power to rTun
the Town water and Light systems,
and the only solution of the matter
is the installation of pew machinery
or the use of water power, if such
\s available

The price of fuel has advanced so
rapidly that the cost of fuel for oper-
ating the Town plant has increased
from $6,17849 in 1916, to $12783 40
in 1917, which will, without doubt
be further increased during the pre-
sent year The increase is not due to
any mismanagement. on the part of
either this or last year’s Water and
Light Committee, but tc the cond-
ition of the machinery at the Power
House, which is not large enough to
do the work it is called upon to do,
and the scarcity of suitable fuel

That water power is available at
a distance within reach of the Town
is not to be doubted, and the matter
should . be investigated at once, with
a view to having an up-to-date elect
rlc system installed at the earliest
possible moment

?The Town Council should secure a
competent engineer, and make a
svrvey ‘of the water powers of the
vieinity, and prepare an estimate ag
to the cost of utilizing them for
power purposes 5

_Not only would  the introduction
of such a system reduce the cost of
electric light and water, but it
would provide power for manufact-
uring purposes, and would be the
means of attracting to the AMiram-
ichi industries which are now kept
away by the high cost of power de-
veloped by use of coal or wood.

The necessity of increasing
price of electricty from 15c. to 20c.
per kilowatt, with a possibility of
further increase next year and also
an increase in water rates, brings
home the fact that immediate action
is mecessary, and it is trusteq that
the Town Council will not delay in
the matter,

INVESTING MONEY.

What One Bank Has to Say About Real
: Estate Mortgages. ?

The president of one of the numerous
savings banks of New York city re-
cently had occasion to resort to statis-
tics to prove his contention that real
estate mortgage investments made
with intelligence, knowledge of condi-
tions and conservatism were the safest
form of investment. His request of
clerks for figures brought forth the
fact that in the last thirty years his
bank had leut upon real estate secu-
rity the emormous sum of $90,000,000
and that a loss of but $35,000 in round
figures was incurred in this manipula-
tion during all these years.

Thus the bank has invested of depos-
ftory funds at the rate of $3,000,000
annually, receiving an average of b per
cent, or $150,000, in interest and pay-
ing its depositors an average of 4 per
cent, or $120,000, leaving a balance for
the bank of $30,000 annually. Against
this surplus there is the comparatively
insignificant charge of $1,500 a year
loss during a period of thirty yéars.

This . record, significant of the not
only safe but profitable business in
mortgages, is that of one of the small-
er banks in the mvmgs group of New
York city

An Astronomical Mirror.

by way of subsidy, to assist in the
completion of certain western sec-
tions of the system then in process
of construction under government
auspices, $25,000,600 in cash and 25,
000,000 acres of land suitable for
seitlement. Subsequently the cash
subsidy was increased by $10,030,600
and as an offset the land subsidy was
decreased by 6,700,000 acres.

In view of the present high credit
of the railway it is interesting to note
that the company's desire in the early
days to finance with capital stock
instead of bo deonstrated
to be an impo. and as a con-
sequence Parliament authorized the
issue of $35,000,000, 5 p.c. bonds and
$65,000,000 common steck

Unfriendly influeaces at hv.ic-and
abroad so prejudiced the internation-
al money markets that the original
$65,000,000 stock only yielded an

value. The unwillingness of inves-
tors to pay a higher figure for the
stock in those days need not be con-|
sidered extraordinary, however, when
it is known that as late as 1855, when
the railway had been in operation for |
over nine years, the stock was of-!
fered In the market as low as 33 p.c.
with but few takers. In 1885 Baring
Bros. of ondon were induced to find
purchasers for the $35090,000 first
mortgage bonds, and by this means
the y WwWas bled to repay
the loans from the Government, and
to meet its floating debt.

The review goes on to describe the
linking up of eastern Canada with
the company’s system which served
thousands of miles of territory that
was practically unimhababited. The
eastern odnnection was imperative if
the unremunerative territory was to
be successfully developed. 3

The history of capital expenditure
s an interesting chapter, not only in
the history of the C.P.R. but also in
that of she Dominfon itself. After
18” so rapid was the traffic de-

t, it was ry to pro-
vnde substantial additions to traffic
facilitles of every description. From
1902 to 1014 inclusive, the records
shew dxpenditures for second tracks,
reduction of gradients, terminals,
work-shops, cte., of $206,300,000; and
for cars, locomotives, and other eq-
ulpment $130,000,000. To meet this
expenditure of $336,300,000 the direc-
tors appealed, sucoessfully, to the or-
dinary shareholders of the company.
In the thirteen years mentioned, the
shareholders were offered apd ac-
cepted $195,000,000 par Vafié of com-
mon stock for which they paid the
company no less & sum:shan~3$3
100,000.

Canadian Government

ployees to Cultivate on Right of Way.

Employees of the Canadian Gov-
ernment Railways located conven-
tently, near sections of the “Right or
Way"” where the soil is suitable for
cultivation, are being urged to apply
for such land as they can cultivate,
and do their utmost to boost along
the “Greater Production Movement”

In places where it is not feasible
for employees to utilize arable land
along the “Right of Way,” the own-
ers of property adjoining are urged
to make proper use of it, now for
the purpose of raising such crops
as will materially add to the {ied
supply

The question of food is vital and
preeminent Next to munitions, the
Allied countries need faod Every
thing in the way of food that can be
grown is an important comtribution
to the Empire’s needs Whatever is
raised for home consumption releas-
es as much more for export If our
people generally raise their own
potataes and garden truck, the far-
mers will raise more oats and grain
ang buckwheat On comparatively
small patches of land enough can
be g own to feed several people, and
if many individuals make even what
might be considered a humble effort,
the total result will be of vast lm~
portance

In many sections there is excell-
ent land along the right of way It
has been the practice in some local-
ities for station agents and section
men to utilize strips convenient to
their neighborhn>1 for gzolen  pat-
ches, and for growing oats, hay and
buckwheat or potatoes Last year
there was considerable gardening,
but when the total average of land
available is considered, the agricul-
tural attempts were really insignifi-
cant It is felt that many miles of
this land could be brought under
cultivation, and the railway is show-
ing its earnestness in the matter’ by
offering the use of whatever land is
available along the right of way
