October 31st, 1925, Canada exported
to 53 countries and colonies 52,908 |!
cars valued at $25,168,869 and
trucks valued at $5,016,000 and also
auto parts worth $5,673,875. Auto-
mobile exports during the corres-
ponding period 1923-24 totalled 45,-
194 cars valued at $23,109,331.

A total of 18,261 acres was plant-
ed to tobacco in Ontario in 1925,
yielding 20,623,000 pounds accord-
ing to figures issued by the Federal
Government. In 1924, 12,372 acres
were planted, yielding 12,135,000
pounds. In 1925 the average yield
per acre was 1,130 pounds as com-
pared with 914 pounds per acre last
year.

Branch offices of Japanese flour
mills are to be established in Win-
nipeg soon, it is understood, so as to
be in a good position to buy wheat.
