Occasionally I get a glimpse of South­
ern humor which is delicious. Sitting 
alongside a prominent Southerner at the 
St. James Hotel the other day, he gave 
me a lucid description of an incident that- 
happened recently in Greenville, Miss. 
A balloonist advertised by handbills and 
negro agents over all the plantations 
adjacent that he would appear in Green­
ville on a date mentioned, would ascend 
in his balloon to a height of two thousand 
feet and then jump from his airship. 
Every negro and nearly all the whites 
within twenty-five or thirty miles of 
Greenville assembled there on the given 
day. The aeronaut and his balloon were 
there, and it was a gala day for the 
negroes. They came to town in waggons, 
by cars, on horseback and on foot. The 
streets were blocked with waggons, bug­
gies, carts, horses, mules and humanity. ...

At the appointed hour the inflation of 
the balloon was commenced, 
negroes w ere called in to aid m the in-1 
dation. One of these negroes was from 
the famous Swiftwater plantation. He 
was assigned to hold an unusually long 
rope, much of which was coiled in a large 
circle on the ground. The negro stood in the 
center of the coil, holding on to the rope 
as directed, but his eyes were directed 
any-where but on the rope. The balloon 
being inflated, the aeronaut, with his 
parachute, took his place in the basket 
and cried out : “ Cut her loose ! ” The 
negro, not being used to the balloon busi­
ness and having his eyes riveted on some­
thing else, was so absent minded to his 
business that he did not hear or under­
stand the order. The balloon, released by 
other hands, jumped from the ground like 
a huge bird. The coil of rope was jerked 
suddenly upward and under the old man’s 
arms, and he was carried into the àir 
dangling on the rope until he looked like 
a mere speck to the horrified spectators.

The aeronaut quickly discovered that 
lie had an unwilling passenger on his air­
ship. Leaning over the basket he caution­
ed the]negro to hold on with all his strength 
and on no account relax his grasp. The old 
fellow begged and prayed the aeronaut to 
come down the rope, release him and take 
him up into the basket, his teeth mean­
while chattering with fear and his black 
face showing signs of blanching peculiar 
to his race under such circumstances. 
When about twelve hundred feet high tiie 
aeronaut prepared to release the gas from 
the balloon and to jump out with his 
parachute. He told the - negro what he 
he was going to do and again cautioned 
him to hold on, as the balloon would soon 
land him all right. The negro’s conver­
sation at this period of their exciting 
ascent was at once piteous and ludicrous. 
“Fore de Lawd, boss you sa be me, I’se youse 
forebah, ” he declared, as the rope twisted 
and turned him about. “ lee’ll hold on, 
sure enuff, boss, like grim death to a dead 
nigger, ef I goes to deah Lawd in de 
clouds ; but, oh, massah, get me down ! ”

The aeronaut gave him a parting in­
junction, jumped from the basket and 
made a safe landing. The thousands of 
negroes who were watching the balloon 
had by this time become terribly excited. 
Many had become violently sick. Women 
had fainted, hundreds were crying. Many 
of the religiously inclined had fallen on 
their knees and were praying. A practi­
cal brother of the church proposed to 
get up a contribution for the poor man’s 
family — his death being considered cer­
tain. It had been raining for a week, no 
cotton picking, and the negroes had no 
money, but the hat went around until $31 
was collected in it, and passed over to the 
grief stricken wife, who had feinted away 
two or three times, and was surrounded 
by a sympathetic group of negresses, not 
one of whom held out the slightest hope 
that the old man would come down alive.

Meanwhile the negro at the end of the 
rope was adhering strictly to insturctions, 
and keeping so tight a grip that his cal­
loused hands began to bleed. There was 
not much wind, and the balloon, after 
ascending out of sight of the human eye, 
gradually came down and landed its un­
willing passenger safely about twelve or 
fifteen miles from its starting point. The 
old man, on reaching terra firms, never so 
much as gave a look at the balloon. He 
got into the road in a hurry, walked home­
ward as if for dear life, and ^before morn­
ing was snoring away alongside of his wife 
in their cabin.

“Now for the sequel, ” said the story 
teller. “ The old negro having come safely 
to earth, there is a terrible commotion 
among the contributors of that .$31, be­
cause it was paid over to his wife, and he 
wasn’t hurt. She cannot refund the 
money, because she spent it before she 
left town on the day of her husband’s 
accident. The elders of the church have 
taken the matter up, and the unfortunate, 
unwilling aerial passenger has been ar­
raigned in church meeting, where he was 
called all sorts of names and threatened 
with various dire punishments for not re­
funding money to which he was not en­
titled.

“ His reply was : ‘ Ef youse gin my 
wife any money I ain’t seen none of it. ’ 
Having failed with the religious lever to 
pry $31 out of him, which is like getting 
blood out of a stone, they now seriously 
contemplate bringing an action against 
him in the civil court. The negroes say :
‘ Ef he had a dropped and killed hisself 
'twould a be’n all right, but as he wasn’t 
hurt nobody but a grand rascal would 
keep money dat ah way. ’”

One Young Man’s Peculiar 

With One.

CAMERA.
Experience

Snoodles has been experimenting with 
aJubjub camera — of the sort that he 
was told is the best of many kinds ad­
vertised for the use of persons presump­
tively imbecile; who are capable of no 
further intellectual concentration than is 
required for the pressing of a button, 
while the photographic company does 
whatever else is necessary for the repro­
duction of the picture, says the Washing­
ton Star. The nickel-in-the-slot machines 
were expressly devised for the advantage 
of such individuals, who are unable to 
comprehend the technicalities of buying 
and selling. It is easily enough under­
stood that persons of the superior order in 
American society, not having dealt in any­
thing commercially for, perhaps, as much 
as three generations, may very well have 
become, through disuse of the faculty, in­
capable of calculating dollars and cents 
for purposes of trade and barter.

It must be confessed that Snoodles has 
focussed his camera somewhat recklessly 
upon objects which he ought to have held 
sacred if only because they concerned his 
family and his home. Happily, he will 
not suffer for his indiscretion ; for, if he 
chose to photograph his youngest bom in 
an ail-too-scanty shirt, the picture will 
never serve to excite the derision of the 
unsympathetic.

REMARKABLE DISCOVERY.

A remarkable discovery was recently 
made in the neighboring town of Oneonta,

FIGHTING MACHINES.
It is becoming more and more apparent 

that the battles of the future, whether on 
land or sea, will be largely contests of 
machines with machines. The develop­
ment of modern weapons has gone on at 
such a race that it seems not unreasonable 
to predict that before long, what will be 
required of men who fight battles will be, 
more than anything else,a thorough know­
ledge of mechanism ; in short, there will 
be to a great extent mechanics and en­
gineers. Already the modern naval vessel 
has become what may be called simply a 
fighting machine,all its space not required 
for the men and officers being taken up 
with intricate and complicated machinery 
for doing things which in the old days 
were done by the men, or left undone.

Indeed, the modern war ship has grown 
so complicated,and done it so rapidly,that 
it is said many of the older officers of the 
navy are meeting with considerable diffi­
culty in keeping abreast with the improve­
ments, and that the younger men, fresh 
from the study of science, and with more 
ambition to spur them on to further study, 
are coming rapidly to the front in conse­
quence. It seems that future naval victories 
are to be won not by the side that has the 
strongest and bravest men necessarily,but 
by the side which has its men best pro­
tected from the machines of the enemy, 
and is itself provided with superior ma­
chines. All this, of course, will inevitably 
bring more and more into prominence the 
machinist and engineer,and it is beginning 
to be recognized that some additional 
effort must be made to secure the best of 
both on war vessels.

SALT AND WATER.
Salt is an absolute essential to the diet 

of man. It promotes health in various 
ways. Many of the functions of the body 
go on better under its influence, and with­
out it the blood becomes impoverished. 
AVhile a complete deprivation of salt 
would produce disastrous results, an exces­
sive lise of it would scarcely be less harm­
ful. Iu large doses it acts as an emetic ; in 
quantities beyond the requirements of 
health it irritates the stomach and in. 
testines and sometimes purges. Those 
who use salt unusually freely almost al­
ways suffer more or less from constipation.

To drink large quantities of water daily 
should be the rule with those who suffer 
from constipation. Each day the system 
needs at least two quarts of water, as 
about that quantity is used up or thrown 
out of it every twenty-four hours. Fruits 
and vegetable foods contain mjjch water, 
and in tea, coffee, soups, etc., considerable 
quantity is habitually taken.

In all ways, as stated, about two quarts 
of water should enter the stomach daily. 
It is a good plan to drink one or two 
glasses of water from half an hour before 
eating breakfast. And it may be either 
hot or cold as preferred. AVhichever be 
used, the water should he slowly sipped. 
To deluge the stomach with cold water 
would be to invite dyspetic troubles. — 
Boston Herald.
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ILLEGAL PRACTICES AT ELECTIONS.

did not like being beaten ; but he made 
as good a face over his medicine as was to 
be expected.

Scarcely is an election ever held in 
Canada, but the defeated party charges 
its failure to the corrupt acts of its 
opponents, who retaliate with counter­
charges of the same character. The effect 
of this must l)c bad altogether. There 
can be no such thing as healthy public 
sentiment where the electors are led to 
believe that the result of a contest is de­
termined by the number of dollars each 
party is able to command. We do not be­
lieve that as much is accomplished by the 
use of money as many people think — in 
fact, we believe that a great deal of the 
money spent in an election is simply 
thrown away. If one may credit half that 
is told, the tunount of money spent in 
New Brunswick since confederation for 
illegal practices at elections is enormous. 
There are stories of $10,000, $20,000, and 
as h.gh as $30,000 being spent in one con­
stituency by one party. It is stated upon 
what seems to be good authority that the 
oppositien in the late contest in York ex­
pended $10 for every vote they got — not 
that they bought their votes at that aver­
age price ; because doubtless a large num­
ber of their supportera were men who do 
not take money for voting ; but that their 
campaign fund employed in one way or 
another, amounted to over $22,000, with 
some bills unpaid. This money was con­
tributed in part by the candidates and 
their friends in the county and was sup­
plemented by contributions from Carleton, 
Northumberland, Westmoreland, St. John 
and perhaps elsewhere. In the interests 
of purity the hat was passed around and 
a great corruption fund collected. We do 
not pretend to say how many votes were 
influenced by the use of this money. Let 
us for argument sake, admit that none 
were, and that the electors who received 
$10, $15 or $20, would have voted oppo­
sition anyway, and only took the money 
because it was going. Yet the reason for 
reform is none the less urgent. If any 
large portion of the electors get it into 
their minds that money is sure to be going 
at an election and that they may as well 
have a part of it, it requires a good deal 
of refining to distinguish between such a 
case and one of absolute bribery.

We think we voice the sentiment of 
politicians of every party when we say 
that if legislation can be devised, whereby 
the use of money at elections can be pre­
vented, such legislation should be had 
without delay. The law which provides 
for the unseating of members, on whose 
behalf corrupt means have been used, is 
the greatest farce in the statute book. It 
is absurd to punish the successful candi­
date, and allow the unsuccessful one and 
the electors, who by their readiness in be­
coming parties to corrupt methods really 
are responsible for them, to go scot free. 
Candidates do not of choice sanction the 
use of corrupt methods. They would 
much prefer, on the ground of expense 
alone, to advance no higher reason, that 
the only outlay necessary in an election 
contest was confined to what would pay 
travelling expenses, for the circulation pf 
campaign literature and the like. No 
candidate or party prefers to spend money 
and give liquor directly for the purpose of 
securing votes. If the electors would re­
fuse to countenance such things, there 
would be an end to them. The conclu­
sion to which this points is that the law 
should be so amended that the acceptance 
by an elector of money in consideration, 
in any sense, of his vote, ought to be made 
an offence punishable by fine and disfran­
chisement. Precisely the same measure 
of punishment should be meted out to the 
man who gives the money. And in order 
that such a law would be enforced, there 
ought to be in every county, one or more 
officers (removable for cause only and 
after investigation) whose duty it should 
be to prosecute offenders. Such a law 
would speedily remove what is becoming 
a very serious evil in this province.

ECHOES FROM THE FIGHT.

If one may believe the gossip of the 
street, the conservative managers in and 
about Fredericton, who have been working 
with the opposition, will not have any­
thing more to do with Mr. Gregory. The 
observations attributed to “ our army in 
Flanders ” are mild in comparison w'ith 
some of the expressionsmf opinion which 
these gentlemen have uttered since the 
election in regard to the effect of Mr. 
Gregory’s candidature upon a party. Dr. 
Atkinson has given him up — at least the 
Woodstock Press, which represents the 
doctor in local politics, informs him in so 
many words that it is plain that York 
does not want him. The Sun, which 
lauded him before the contest, has not 
yet expressed a regret that his services 
are lost to the country. There is, on the 
contrary, a sort of ghastly look of satisfac­
tion upon the faces of Mr. Gregory’s late 
allies, as if they would say : We did not 
kill Blair, but we are rid of Gregory. Two 
things are very evident. The conserva­
tives in York, who have opposed the 
local government, will either accept the 
situation with a good grace, or when the 
next contest comes on w ill decline to take 
hold of Mr. Gregory. The other proposi­
tion is that the opposition in other parts 
of the province will no longer identify 
their fortunes with those of a gentleman 
whom the electors of York never accepted 
and four times rejected.

It would be a mistake to characterize 
the opposition in York either as conserva­
tive or liberal. Perhaps the main sup­
port of the opposition ticket came from 
those who have been identified with the 
conservative party ; but on the other 
hand the government ticket received a 
handsome conservative support. As a 
matter of fact, dominion political lines 
are rather hazy in this constituency just 
now, and have been getting more and 
more so ever since Mr. Gregory forced 
himself upon the liberals as a candidate 
in 1874.

The declaration proceedings were har­
monious. The successful candidates were 
dignified and did not exult over their op­
ponents. Mr. McFarlane was the only 
one of the defeated quartette who really 
gained in public esteem by his speech. 
He was so manly and straightforward 
about the matter that we are in­
clined to wish there had been a fifth 
seat so that he could have it. Mr. 
Gregory’s references to Hon. A. F. 
Randolph were very much uncalled for. 
Of course they only hurt the man who,, 
made them. It is now well understood 
that in his opinion all men are base, who 
do not lend themselves to his schemes. 
Mr. Allen was cross because some people 
told some decidedly wrong stories about 
him, so he says, which is quite too bad 
for he is a decent fellow, only he is in 
bad company. George Colter evidently

Mr. Gregory said on declaration day 
that the county had endorsed the govern­
ment’s stumpage policy. This he pro­
fessed was his chief reason for regretting 
his defeat. That admission must not be 
lost sight of.

The following matters have been buried 
with the opposition by the late election : 
The stumpage question, the Leary charge, 
and the Gleaner’s scandals. This county 
can never be disturbed over these again.

THE POSITION OF CANADA.

While The Herald is a staunch advo­
cate of the freest possible trade relations 
between Canada and her great southern 
neighbor, it deprecates the adoption, by 
any of our public men and any section of 
the press, of a tone of supplication, when 
dealing with this great subject. The posi­
tion of Canada is altogether too strong 
for that. There is no necessity for the 
dominion to assume the role of a mendi­
cant and to beg for favors.

The fact is that our neighbors are living 
in a fool’s paradise just now. They have 
passed a high tariff law and fondly 
imagine that they can keep foreign pro­
ducts out of the country and at the same 
time receive from abroad in gold the 
price of the surplus products of the Union. 
This will probably prove to be the great­
est economic blunder of the century. The 
idea underlying this policy is that the 
capacity of the United States to supply 
the world with food and other prime 
necessaries of life is practically uplimited. 
The bumptious patriotism of the American 
press, which indeed permeates the whole 
body politic from the president down, 
prevents the recognition of facts which, 
if their due weight was given to them, 
would show the absolute folly of the 
policy of which the McKinley bill is the 
consummation. Our neighbors have been 
greatly disappointed by their last cen­
sus. It shows a population of from two 
to three millions less that the so-called 
best authorities anticipated. They will 
find this is only the first of several dis­
agreeable surprises in store for them 
surprises due to the fact that they have 
refused to listen to those who tell them 
that there is a limit to the natural wealth 
of their great country, which limit has in 
one important respect, that of arable pub­
lic domain, been already reached. The piti­
ful tales that have come from Dakota and 
other points in the west ought to have 
opened the ears of the people to the 
warnings, which a few economists have 
given, but they have not done so.

The United States will very shortly 
cease to be an exporter of wheat. The 
area in wheat acesed to expand in 1880, 
and although further expansion may be 
possible, it will only be through the utili 
zation of worn out lands, the cultivation 
of irrigable soils or the reduction of the 
areas in forest. Neither of these sources 
will afford a large margin and if they did, 
it would be impossible to utilize them pro­
fitably in competition with the prairies of 
Canada.

Canada’s great wheat growing area must 
therefore lie a source of strength, which 
at present can scarcely be overestimated. 
There is this year a shortage in the wheat 
crops the world over ; that is, there is not 
enough wheat to meet the requirements 
,of consumers until another harvest is 
gathered, if the usual rate of consumption 
is maintained. This is in part due to a 
poor season, but principally is the result 
of an increase of population, which 
more rapid than the expansion of wheat 
culture. We are on the threshold of an 
era in which consumption will be in ad­
vance of production. While immigration 
was pouring in and occupying the prairies 
of the United States, an enormous surplus 
of breadstuffs was raised. One effect of 
this was to reduce the consumption of the 
coarser grains, by cheapening the cost of 
wheat flour. The civilized world probably 
requires considerably more wheat flour 
per capita than it did fifty years ago.

When the world begins to understand 
that the only great wheat growing region 
in North America is in Canada, a large in­
flux of population may be expected ; but 
what is of greater importance, Canadian 
producers may reasonably hope to occupy 
that place in supplying European markets 
which the United States has to so great an 
extent filled. The Argentine republic 
will be the dominion’s greatest rival in 
the future but we ought to be more than 
able to hold our own against that country.

Therefore, though much is to be ex­
pected from free trade relations with our 
neighbors ; though the consummation of 
a broad reciprocity treaty is greatly to be 
desired, the future, of Canada is not bound 
up in it ; and if our people go to work in 
the right spirit, of which there is happily 
every indication, they will learn that 
there are other sources of prosperity, not 
so great perhaps, or so readily realized, 
but nevertheless not unworthy to be com­
pared with free admission to the markets 
of the republic.

THE DEIFICATION OF RECTORS.

UNITED STATES CROPS.

From the October bulletin of the de­
partment of agriculture we gather the fol­
lowing particular's regarding the season's 
crop in the United States ;

The condition of wheat during the sea­
son has been uniformly unfavorable. Large 
areas were ploughed up and sown in corn 
and other crops. The effect of this, while 
reducing the acreage, has increased the 
average yield per acre, which was 11.1 
bushels. In the Ohio valley the yield 
per acre ranged from one bushel to thirty, 
in the Dakotas from one to twenty-five or 
an average for the latter states of nine 
bushels.

The record of oats is the worst ever made 
by the department, the low condition 
being attributed to early frosts, rust 
drought and insects The average yield 
per acre was 19.8 bushels.

Rye was a poor crop, the average yield 
per acre being 11.8 bushels.

Barley was under average with a yield 
of twenty-one bushels per acre.

Corn is short in yield but fair in 
quality. The surplus will be compara­
tively small. „

Buckwheat has been a good crop.
Potatoes make a very poor showing, due 

largely to excess of moisture early in the 
season. In New England and the middle 
states the prospect for potatoes was fair 
up to September, but that month proved 
very unfavorable and the crop all over 
the country may be classed as a partial 
failure. The average yield per acre will 
probably be less than fifty-seven bushels, 
and the supply of potatoes for consump­
tion is the lowest for many years.

Cotton is not nearly up to average.
In short, it is many years since the 

farmers of the United States have had to 
contend with so hard a season as that of 
1890. ________ ________

The Herald takes a joke as well as 
any body ; but when fun takes the 
form of incendiarism it ceases to be fun. 
The civic authorities ought to take some 
action in regard to the fire of Friday night 
and the guilty persons, if they can be de­
tected, ought to be punished. Most people 
arc not averse to a little sport being in­
dulged in by the boys on Hallow E’en ; 
but when it comes to destroying property, 
it is time to call a halt.

Bishop Courtney is reported to have 
said in a recent sermon in Charlottetown :
“ It is not the people’s place to watch if 
their rector teaches ortaodox doctrines or 
to criticize his preaching, as if they were 
the shepherds and not the sheep ; they 
should be willing to learn from their 
minister ; they should receive him ns 
Jesus Christ Himself.” He went on to 
say that when they meet the rector on 
the street or invite him to their homes 
they should feel that Christ was meeting 
with them or supping with them.

To bishop Courtney’s high personal 
worth and distinguished abilities, all 
those who have come in contact with him 
bear unanimous testimony. It is there­
fore the more to be regretted that he has 
taken this extraordinary position. The 
ordinary mind stands amazed at the pre­
sumption manifested in his reported ut­
terance. When a bishop tells the people 
that they must regard their rector as 
though he were Christ, we are at a loss to 
determine what status he would claim for 
himself. Undoubtedly there is a great 
deal of senseless and useless criticism upon 
preaching ; but there is likewise a great 
deal of senseless and useless preaching. 
The people are expected to receive thank­
fully from the pulpit a logic and an exhi­
bition of ignorance, which they would not 
tolerate for a moment on the lecture plat­
form ; but on the other hand, the people 
are too mnch given to pointless fault-find­
ing. To present old truths, old rules of 
conduct, old speculations, ordinarily 
known as beliefs, old illustrations, old 
promise of reward, old threats of punish­
ment, which everybody has heard over 
add over again, in a new and attractive 
form, is no easy task. Preachers are usu­
ally shackled by their creeds. They are 
thrown out into the great ocean of thought, 
bound hand and foot with creeds fashioned 
in the days of darkest ignorance, and be­
cause they do not give twice on every 
Sunday, a brilliant exhibition, we shrug 
our shoulders, fidget in our seats and as 
we go home tell each other that the 
sermon was below mediocrity. If the 
critics would undertake to prepare, not 
one hundred and four sermons in a year, 
but the four without the hundred —just 
four sermons to occupy half an hour in 
delivery, which would be fresh, bright, 
convincing and yet keep within the letter 
of the creed of their respective churches, 
they would be able to form some idea of 
what they expect of their clergyman.

We do not wish to be understood as in­
timating that bishop Courtney claims this, 
exemption from criticism for any but 
rectors. Doubtless from his point of view, 
to criticize a Baptist, Methodist, Presby­
terian or Roman Catholic clergyman, or 
possibly an Anglican curate, would be 
eminently right and proper, or at least a 
matter of consummate indifference. Nor 
are we to understand that to meet and sup 
with these is the same as to enjoy 
the personal fellowship of the Divine 
Master. Rectors are the class for whom 
the claim is made. Now what will strike 
most people as extraordinary is that, if 
this claim is well founded, the world has 
not long ago discovered the fact. Perhaps if 
there is any class of clergymen under the 
sun who could most truly apply to them­
selves the apostle’s words, “We are men 
of like passions with you,” it is this class 
which bishop Courtney deifies. They 
are for the most part amiable men who 
try to do their duty, as they understand 
it, make no pretence of special sanctity, 
are first, last and always eminently re­
spectable ; but to claim for them the same 
reverence as is due to Him, who “thought 
it not robbery to be equal with God,” is 
an extravagancy of pretence of which one 
would scarcely think an intelligent Chris­
tian would be capable.

This is what the Sussex Record has to 
say about the use of money in elections :

In these times it is impossible to run an 
election without the use of money and 
the party which is the best organized and 
which handles its boodle to win and does 
so should be allowed the privilege of en­
joying their victory without having to 
answer to the charges of bribery. It is 
all ft game anyway and the defeated 
should not cry at being defeated with 
their own weapons.

If this is a correct representation of the 
condition of public opinion in any part of 
the province, it is high time there was a 
change. We regret to say that too many 
people talk just as the Record does.

CANADIAN NEWS.
The Week's Events In Brief-The Cream

The heroism of Frederick Young, whose 
heroic self-sacrifice is told in another 
column, is worthy of a place in the bright­
est annals of valor. Persons, who were 
present and saw the terrible sea into 
which the lad plunged to save the drown­
ing boy, say that no words can fitly de­
scribe the tremendous violence of the 
waves. Frederick Young’s life was very 
short, but it was long enougn to enable 
him to achieve the sublimest act of which 
man is capable. “ Greater love hath no 
man than that a man lay down his life 
for his friend.”

The secretary for agriculture says that 
fall bulletin will be the most unfavorable 
he has ever issued. In some localities 
there is a very considerable shortage in 
feed for stock, due to the poor quality of 
the oat crop and the almost total ruin of 
the straw. There are a great many pota­
toes in the province, but they are rotting 
badly. It would appear as if farm produce 
of all kinds would be high this winter.

The position of the Albert election 
petition is as follows : The notice of trial 
was served by the sheriff who was one of 
the’sureties for the petitioner. Judge Tuck 
held this was good service ; but the full 
court thought otherwise. The case stands 
precisely as if no notice had been given.

FOREIGN NEWS.
Summary of the Press Telegrams From 

all Parts of the World.

Kicking Horse, the Sioux “ prophet,” 
claims to have visited heaven and return­
ed to earth to tell the Indians what good 
things are in store for them.

Five boys, ranging from 5 to 9 years of 
age were arrested in St. John, for stealing 
cigars from Jardine & Co.’s store and three 
older ones for receiving the stolen goods.

It is calculated that about 150 Canadian 
exhibits will be shown at the Jamaica 
exhibition. There are 117 now entered, 
and many more are the subject of corres­
pondence.

An Ottawa despatch says : Sir. John 
Macdonald has consented to lay the corner 
stone of the McLeod street Methodist 
church Toronto, on the afternoon of 
Thanksgiving day.

The St. John exhibition association ac­
counts show that the receipts of the recent 
fair, including the grant of $6,000, was 
nearly twenty two thousand dollars,while 
the expenses were probably one thousand 
dollars in excess of that sum.

A fatal accident occurred near Paradise 
N.S., on Thursday,by which a man named 
Hines was instantly killed. While driving 
down a steep hill, the wagon containing 
Hines and another man upset, killing the 
former and severely injuring the other 
man.

Six horses on a train from Pt. du Chene 
to St. John jumped from the car, the door 
of which had jarred open, while the train 
was in motion. Their absence was not 
noticed until the train reached St. John 
They were found at Sussex, apparently all 
right.

A movement is on foot among the St 
Andrews school teachers to purchase a 
Canadian flag to hoist on days memorable 
in our history. The trustees will probab­
ly provide a staff for it. If they were as 
loyal as they ought to be they would pro­
vide both flag and staff.

Says the Amherst Press : Sunday even­
ing while a drove of cattle were crossing 
Great Village river bridge it suddenly went 
down with a crash, carrying with it about 
twenty head of cattle and some boys who 
were driving them. Fortunately all escap­
ed without serious injury.

His Excellency the governor general 
spent Monday in Truro, and afterwards 
went to Acadia Mines. At both places he 
was most enthusiastically received. He 
and his party passed through Moncton 
last evening, on their way toOttawa,hav­
ing spent the entire month in the pro­
vinces.

A “ commercial ” showed the St. 
Andrew’s Beacon an Indian arrow head of 
stone which he had picked up bn Wilson’s 
beach after a recent easterly gale. It is 
said it is quite a common occurence after 
a heavy easterly gale to pick up on this 
beach not only arrow heads but Spanish 
doubloons.

As the two sons of Paul Barker of Hol­
land, Man. were at work the rifle which 
was bemg'carried over the shoulder of one 
of the boys was from some unknown cause 
discharged,the charge striking a third son. 
The ball, after striking the rib,turned and 
could not be foued by Dr. Latimer, who 
was called. Young Barker died of internal 
hemorrhage.

The Amherst, Tantramar and Dor­
chester marshes have been flooded for 
some time past. At Memramcook, the 
marsh has almost disappeared and hun­
dreds of tons of hay are rotting. The 
like has not been known for a quarter of 
a century. On both sides of the railroad, 
alon gthese lands, hay may be seen in the 
fields as if it were July.

An Albert Co. man found a steer last 
fall, and kept him. The other day lie ex­
hibited him at the Elgin fair, where his 
excellence took the eye of a St. John 
butcher, who bought him for $25. The 
owner of the steer happened to recognize 
him, and the sale was stopped and the fin­
der is out the board of the steer for last 
winter and this summer.

Hon. Mr. Foster, Minister of Finance, 
was waited upon by Mr. J. H. Hewitt, 
who represents a Kidderminster, Eng., 
factory, which proposes, if certain conces­
sions are made, to establish in Canada a 
branch establishment for manufacturing 
Brussels carpets. The company though 
lately formed, has amalgamated with sev­
eral old firms employing 1500 hands, and 
possesses a capital of £350,000.

Saturday night at midnight eight men 
went to the house of one Thomas at Tid- 
nish and began pounding the door. When 
the door was opened by Thomas,one of the 
gang named McDonald discharged two 
shots from a revolver at him. Thomas 
thereupon opened fire with a gun into the 
crowd,the shot lodging in McDonald’s leg, 
bowels and hand,mortally wounding him. 
Warrants have been issued for the arrest 
of the other men.

Frank Me Farquhar of Guelph, Ont., 
Was on his way to work the other day 
when three boys gathered around him 
and started to quarrel with him. One 
seized him by the leg and threw him to 
the ground. The three then pounced on 
him and frightfully bruised his head. The 
boy did’t realize the nature of his injuries 
and proceeded to his work. That evening 
on reaching home he suffered from chills. 
Erysipelas and blood poisoning have now 
set in as a result of his beating about the 
head. There is very little hope entertain­
ed of saving the boy’s life.

The sheriff of Woodstock, Ont., is in 
receipt of an offer to hang Birchall. The 
person so tendering his services claims to 
be an officer of her majesty and proposes 
to do the job more cheaply and more 
efficiently than any one else, and will do 
it for nothing, including the burial if 
necessary. He proposes to do it by scaffold 
or by guillotine, but thinks the latter 
method most scriptural,for the Bible says, 
man’s blood shall be shed, not strangled. 
In any event he wants the body shipped 
to him that he may embalm it, for he 
thinks the bodies of all murderers should 
be embalmed to look upon.

A man named Blais, who claims to 
have escaped from a lunatic asylum in 
Michigan, has been residing for some time 
past with Joseph Grégoire, a cousin of his, 
in Lacolle. His actions being strange, 
Grégoire caused his arrest on Monday last, 
but quieting down again, he was released. 
On Monday night he stole a horse from 
Grégoire and rode to Perry Mills, near 
Champlain, N. Y., where he unbridled 
the horse and turned him loose. He then 
returned to Lacolle on foot, when he was 
re-arrested, charged with stealing the 
horse, and placed in charged of D. Larreau 
the constable. Mr. Joseph Lajusse was 
also appointed special constable to assist 
Larreau. Lajusse and the prisoner break­
fasted together next morning, after which 
they retired to the yard, where the pris­
oner, seeing a hatchet lying under the 
shed, seized it and struck his keeper sev­
eral severe blows on the head, inflicting 
serious wounds. Larreau then attempted 
to seize and disarm the prisoner, when he 
struck Larreau three or four times on the 
head, inflicting such serious wounds that 
it is feared he will not recover. The pris­
oner then started up the street, when sev­
eral persons started in pursuit of him 
He turned, defying his pursuers, 
Several shots from shotguns were fired to 
scare him. A few shots struck him in 
the head, and one charge in the arm, 
when he dropped the hatchet and was se­
cured.

NEW ADVERTISEMENTS.

A Chicago despatch says that a pick­
pocket robbed Speaker Reed of all his 
money last Thursday night at Waterloo, 
Iowa.

The steamboat Alexander Swift col­
lapsed near Glenwood, Pa., on the Monon- 
gahela River. All on board escaped. The 
steamer was heavily laden and broke in 
two.

A Paris correspondent says the Pope 
will issue a formal letter to the clergy and 
laity of Brazil to the effect that the Catho­
lic Church accepts every form of govern­
ment.

A considerable quantity of snow fell in 
the mountains in Tennessee Monday 
night. This is but two or three weeks 
earlier than usual. In some places snow 
has fallen on green leaves.

It is semi-officially stated that negotia­
tions between France and England re­
lative to the Newfoundland fisheries will 
not be resumed until M. Waddington am­
bassador to England, at present absent, re­
turns to London.

The financial report of the exhibition 
recently in Edinburgh shows a deficit of 
£30,000. This more than absorbs the 
guarantee fund, which amounted to £26, 
000. The affairs of the exhibition have 
been placed in liquidation.

For the first time since the death of 
Emperor Frederick the Imperial standard 
on his palace in Unter den Linden, Berlin, 
which is now the residence of Empress 
Frederick, was hoisted Sunday week with­
out any mourning crape on it.

Mr. Gladstone in an address to the work­
men of the Pumpherston Oil Works ex­
tolled free trade. He said that the results 
of the last 50 years’ legislation had been 
that trade had multiplied five-fold, that 
the population had doubled, and that the 
material, social, moral and political con 
dition of the country had enormously im­
proved.

Startling evidence has been discovered 
in the case of Daniel Gorrie, who was 
hanged a few weeks ago for the murder 
of a fellow-workman in a bakery at 
Heme Hill. Gorrie stoutly maintained 
his innocence to the last, and now facts 
have come to the knowledge of the 
authorities showing that he was guiltless 
of the crime.

One of the most prominent figures in 
English literary life disappears by the 
death of Mr. Mudie, the great librarian 
and bookseller. For Mudie to take up a 
new book meant that its success was estab­
lished, and the name of Mudie is closely 
identified with all the successful literary 
ventures in England during the latter 
half of the century.

A correspondent of the Cologne Gazette 
has had an interview’with T. P. O’Connor. 
O’Connor said .the O’Brien-Dillon mission 
to America had [nothing to do with the 
potato famine, which was the business of 
the British government. “ Our only con­
cern, ” he said, “ was to gut money for 
political purposes. The mission counts 
upon getting £100,000. He himself would 
probably go to Canada, Dillon and 
O’Brien not daring to risk arrest there. ” 

Diphtheria, which has been lurking 
about Paris ever since the influenza epi­
demic, has attacked the birds. The dis­
covery seems to have been made at the 
Jardin des Plantes. The men of science 
are said to be satisfied that these birds do 
not communicate the disease to mankind. 
It has prevailed amongst pigeons, and 
some pigeons in the markets were proved 
to have suffered from it, but in no case 
did the disease spread to persons who 
came in contact with the infected birds.

The Prince and Princess of Wales, are at 
Wynard Park, and will remain the guests 
of Lord and Lady Londonderry until the 
end of the week, when they go to Sand­
ringham, where they will entertain a suc­
cession of visitors during next month. As 
they are to be in constant residence at the 
hall until Dec. 8, the Prince of Wales has 
excused himself and the Princess, from at­
tending the royal wedding at Berlin, and 
they are to be represented at the cere­
mony by the Duke of Clarence.

In connection with the Eyraud murder 
trial in Paris, hypnotism will be very 
thoroughly gone into, Henri Robert, 
counsel for the woman Bompard, having 
decided too make a test question of the 
issue whether his client was or was not 
hypnotized, as she claims, by her accom­
plice. To decide the matter he will call 
Drs. Charcot and Voisin, the former stand­
ing at the head of specialists in nervous 
diseases here, and these gentlemen will 
make hypnotic experiments in open 
courts.

The Duke and Duchess of Marlborough 
occupied an upper proscenium box at a 
performance of “ The Maister of Wood- 
barrow,” at the Lyceum theatre the other 
night. They were the guests of Henry 
Clews. The Duke began to talk loudly 
directly after being seated, and the actors 
and actresses looked up in astonishment 
at him. In the second act it was apparent 
that the persons on the stage were becom­
ing disconcerted by the chatter of the 
banker’s party. Finally dozens of persons 
in the orchestra turned towaixls the box 
and hissed in decided disapproval, and it 
was said that Mr. Sothem would have 
stopped the performance on the stage had 
the talking in the box not stopped.

Representatives of all the big ale 
breweries in New York and vicinity met 
at 2 Irving place and raised the price 
of every grade of ale $1 a hogs-head. The 
new prices will go into effect on Novem­
ber 1st. All the brewers agreed to sell 
no ale for less than $11 a hogshead net, 
an advance of $1 on the cheapest ale made. 
The brewers say they are driven to make 
the advance by the Mackinley bill, which 
raises the duty on Canadian malt from 
twenty cents to forty-five cents a bushel, 
the duty on Canadian barley from ten 
cents to thirty cents, and the duty on 
foreign bops from eight cents to fifteen a 
pound. American barley and hops are 
used in making the cheaper grades of ale. 
The finer qualities of ale which are ex­
ported from New York breweries to for­
eign countries are made from Canadian bar­
ley and from hops imported from Bohemia 
and Bavaria. The retail dealers will not 
be able to advance the price of ale per 
glass, but they may get even by using 
smaller glasses.

Shortly after midnight an unknown 
stranger rushed into the despatchers’ 
office of the Reading Railway at Reading 
Pa., and demanded a free pass to Lebanon. 
When it was refused he threatened to 
fight the officials, and rushed out into the 
train gallery where two engines and an 
empty passenger train of four cars were 
standing. At the pistol’s point the man 
drove off the engineer of one of the en­
gines and mounted the cab himself. 
Keeping oft" an officer with his drawn re­
volver, the man with his other hand 
pulled the throttle, and the engine started 
with a rush. The locomotive, crashing 
into the passenger car train, pushed it and 
the engine ahead, and off they started for 
Lebanon at a high rate of speed. After 
going half a mile an officer, who had 
jumped on the train, shut down the brakes 
and stopped the train just as a posse of 
officers caught up to the rear engine. The 
desperate man then leaped from the cab 
ana escaped in the darkness. The offend­
er has not yet been apprehended.

1 visited the prize acre field of A. M. Dudley, 
Castle Hill, and picked out thirty potatoes 
that weighed sixty pounds quick, and sixty- 
nine that weighed 120 pounds. • I also filled 
a flour barrel more than even with just 
ninety potatoes. Weighed potatoes just 
from one hill, seven pounds. A. M. Dudley 
said he found one potato that weighed three 
and a quarter pounds. Mr. Dudley has 525 
barrels of potatoes in his cellar.

Coleman 
sent a handsome pair of gold rimmed 
spectacles to his mother, and a golden 
headed ebony cane to his father, the latter 
containing the inscription “ Coleman, 1840- 
1890.”

The week has been unique in presenting 
the reader with an unusual amount of social 
gatherings. On Monday evening last, Mr. 
and Mrs. R. B. Torrens, of St. John street, 
held a reception at their residence in honor 
of their fifteenth wedding day. The gifts 
were numerous and costly, and the large 
number of guests present testified to the 
popularity of their host and hostess.

Dewittt, and after treat­
ing the pair, the three went out together on 
the highway way road, where the doctor 
was assaulted and robbed of $70. He was 
found the next morning by Mrs. Kelley, 
who had been awakened by his moans. He 
was severely injured about the head and 
body and was lying in a pool of blood. Dr. 
Murray was sent for and pronounced his 
patent to be in a very serious condition.

Warrants were at once issued for the 
arrest of the two men.

Dr. McAlpine was sufficiently recovered 
to proceed homeward to Grand Falls on 
Tuesday night last, His two assailants have 
been seen in the vicinity of Harvey and 
Prince William.

The Potato Outlook.

The Amercian Cultivator of Oct. 18, speaks 
as follows concerning the potato crop :

“The glut of poor lots of potatoes men­
tioned in our'rcport of last week has been 
rapidly reduced, and the current demand 
has improved. The indications point to 
lessened receipts at once, which will insure 
a firmer market. The increase tariff will 
shorten the supply of potatoes, and it looks 
now like strong prices by midwinter, to be 
followed by a very firm market in the 
spring. Some dealers believe that, with 
the very short crop of potatoes in the west, 
and the New York State yield and the New 
England crop being so seriously reduced 
with rot, that we will again be obliged to 
draw a considerable supply from abroad 
notwithstanding the duties. While thé 
reports of late have not been very encourag­
ing for a large harvest of potatoes in Eng­
land and Ireland and the Continent, the 
Provinces and Prince Edward Island farmers 
are reported to have large crops but the in­
creased duty, now twenty-five cents per 
bushel of sixty pounds, will have a tendency 
to keep these potatoes out of our markets, 
unless our own supplies fail, causing an 
advance Jin prices.”

The tea soiree, held in honor of the new 
vicar, the Rev. Mr. Parkinson, at the church 
hall, St. Mary’s, last Tuesday evening, was 
a great success, the proceeds amounting to

Running broad jump : This event brought 
out nine competitors. Peppers took the 
medal with 16ft. 3in. ; Street was 2nd, prize 
Longfellow’s poems.

In the mile race, Peake, Ruel, Downey_ 
and Kilpatrick did the seven laps with the 
usual waiting tactics, but in the eight lap 
Peake shot ahead and won the medal ; Ruel 
was 2nd, prize silver skates. Time, 6 min. 
111-5 secs.

In the running high jump Campbell was 
1st, with 5ft. iin. McCullough 2nd. This 
was a fine contest, Campbell winning the 
medal in grand form ; McCullough captured 
2nd, a pearl pin ; Peppers 3rd, a napkin 
ring.

Hop, step and jump : Peppers 1st, 38ft. 
8in., silver medal ; McLeod 2nd, gold headed 
cane.

Half mile race : Peake was 1st in 2m. 35s. ; 
Ruel 2nd, clock ; Mitchell 3rd, pair kid 
gloves. A splendid event, Peake and Ruel 
running grandly.

Hurdle race : Peppers 1st in 50i sec., silver 
medal ; Lemont 2nd, cigar case.

Quarter mile race : Peake, Aitken, and 
Ruel ran in grand form amid a scene of great 
excitement. The race resulted in a broken 
record, Peake taking the medal in 1 m. 15 
sec. ; Ruel 2nd, a silver cup. This was the 
event of the day.

Pole vault : Tweedie 1st 8ft. 7in., silver 
medal ; Campbell 2nd, silver cup ; McLeod 
9rd ; Paradise lost.

Half mile walk : Burton 1st, a gold medal; 
McLellan 2nd.

After the sports were over Mrs. T. C. Allen, 
presented the prizes to the successful comp­
etitors, and Prof. Duff gave a brief address. 
Peppers again proved himself the best all 
round athlete, and B. Lemont, R. Watson, 
E. P. Peake, and H. T. McLeod were the 
winners of the silver badges for best general 
athletes in the freshman, sophomore, junior, 
and senior classes, in order named.

Three cheers for Mrs. Allen and for Prof. 
Duff concluded a very successful afternoon’s 
sport.

Recent Fires.

The two grange stores at Harvey Station 
caught fire on Saturday morning last, about 
4 o'clock. The building containing flour 
and heavy goods was completely gutted, and 
everything destroyed. The goods in the other 
building were saved, all working with a will 
to prevent the fire spreading, but in spite 
of all efforts, both buildings were destroyed. 
The origin of the fire is a mystery. The loss 
estimated at $3,000 is covered by insurance.

A week ago to-day as Joseph King, of 
Blaney Ridge, was at work in the afternoon 
digging potatoes, the roof of the house was 
observed to be on fire. Mr. King and the 
neighbors were quickly on the spot, but in 
consequence of water having to be hauled 
from some distance, very little could be 
done to stop the conflagration. The neigh­
bors worked with a will and all the furniture 
in the lower rooms was saved. The house, 
which was a fine double tenement was com­
pletely destroyed. The loss is covered by 
an insurance of $1,000 in the Central Fire 
Insurance company. It is supposed that a 
defective flue was the cause of the fire.

On Friday night shortly before 11 o’clock, 
the small single story building on Northum­
berland street between George and Charlotte 
street, owned by Miss Bean and recently 
unoccupied, was set on fire by some one, 
whose zeal in the matter of Hallow E’en 
pranks outran his discretion. A great 
crowd gathered and there was a general 
disposition on the part of all hands to get 
as much sport out of the thing as possible. 
The building had for some years been occu­
pied by colored people, and its reputation 
was none of the best. The firemen were on 
hand, but the efforts to save the structure 
were not excessively active. The reflection 
against the western sky was very brilliant 
and led many persons to think that a large 
fire was in progress.

An alarm of fire was sounded at a few 
minutes past one Friday morning. The 
firemen responded promptly and upon their 
arrival found the ell attached to the double 
tenement owned by Robert Aiken, at the 
corner of King and Northumberland streets, 
burning rapidly. The fire originated from 
a defective stovepipe in the ell. All efforts 
to check the progress of the flames at first 
seemed useless, the fire communicated to 
the front of the building, and by half past 
one a. m. the whole was in a perfect blaze. 
A great number of spectators were quickly 
on the scene and a knot of busy volunteers 
succeeded in removing the greater part of 
the furniture owned by Messrs. Colin Camp­
bell and David Colwell, the inmates. At 
two o'clock the steady streams of water 
directed on the building got the flames 
under control, and by working with a will 
the fire was at length put out, but not until 
the building had been completely gutted. 
The house was insured for $1,000 in the 
Imperial and Ætna Insurance Co.

STATISTICS OF CRIME. 
Summary by the Police Court For the 

Fiscal Year.

Fiscal year ending Oct. 31st 1890, the 
statistics of crime compare most favorable 
with last year’s records. In 1889 there were 
361 cases before the court this year, there are 
but 245.. The previous year 153 of these 
cases were drunks, this year 93 offences only 
are recorded.

A total of$1.427 in flues were collected, 
viz.

A HERO'S DEATH.
Drowned In » Brave Attempt to Save 

a Life.

One of the wildest scenes imaginable was 
that which met the view of a person who 
stood on the railway wharf on this side of 
Courtenay bay yesterday, says the Sun of 
Friday. The heavy gale which prevailed 
caused the waves to dash over the wharf with 
terrific force.

A large number of people were attracted 
to the place, among them some boys who 
amused themselves by throwing sticks into 
the bay. One lad, Fred. Mundee, picked 
up a board and was in the act of throwing 
it into the water when the wind caught it. 
Mundee went head first into the water. An 
alarm was raised at once.

It was about 12.45 at the time of the acci­
dent, and a number of J. & J. D. Howe’s 
employes were arriving at the factory after 
having eaten their dinner.

Frederick Young, hearing the cry, ran 
into the factory and snatching a life pre­
serve hurried down to the wharf. There 
was a piece of rope about 40 feet long attach­
ed to the life buoy. Some of Howe’s em­
ployes seized the end of the rope and Young, 
fitting the buoy on jumped into the water. 
The tide had just begun to ebb and Young 
drifted rapidly out towards Mundee. In a 
minute or two he had the little fellow in his 
arms and called out to the men on the wharf 
to pull them in. This could not be done as 
the rope had slipped over the wharf, though 
who was to blame cannot be said.

Two boats were got out but both were de­
molished by the heavy seas.

Fred Dodge, of Carleton, one of Howe’s 
employes, made a gallant effort to rescue 
the boys. Throwing off some of his clothes 
and making the end of a rope fast to his 
body, he jumped into the bay and struck 
out for the lads. Dodge was within eight or 
ten yards of them, but the wind prevented 
his getting any nearer. The men on the 
wharf pulled Dodge in.

When Young saw Dodge turn back he 
dropped the lad whom he had started out to 
rescue.

Some parties got a rope at the St. John 
cotton mill and it was hoped by stretching 
it from the cotton factory breakwarter to 
the railway wharf to give Young a chance 
to get hold of it. Unfortunately the rope 
parted and this had to be given up.

Several persons hurried up town, some 
with the intention of hiring a tug boat to go 
around to the scene, and others to get the 
life boat. It would have been impossible 
for a tug to have stood the storm. At last 
the life boat was launched and started from 
Reed’s point, manned by the following 
crew : Robt. Murray, Jas. Murray, Jas- 
Miller, Jas. Reed, Wm. Rourke. Martin 
Spears, Wm. Morrison and Sames sheraton. 
They rowed around the Barrack point and 
were proceeding up the bay when word was 
received that Young was drowned.

After holding on the boy from about a 
quarter to one until half-past one he seemed 
to have become exhausted, lost his hold and 
sank some 400 yards from the place where 
he jumped in. As soon as the water had 
calmed down and the tide had fallen suffi­
ciently scores of men started out to search for 
the bodies.

Young’s body was found about 5.30 o’clock 
on the edge of the creek just opposite the 
foot of King street east. His braces had 
fallen down over his arms and his trousers 
had slipped down. It is believed by some 
that his limbs were so encumbered that he 
could not propel the life buoy any longer 
Young was a good swimmer.

The body of Mundee was recovered later 
last night. The life buoy was found on the 
opposite side of Courtney bay, near the alms 
house.

Fred Mundee was 13 years of age. His 
father, Fred Mundee of King square, is in 
New York at present and was expected 
home on Saturday.

Fred Young, whose age was 17 years, was 
the son of Robert Young, formerly a dry 
goods merchant at Charlottetown. The 
deceased lived with his uncle, E. G. Nelson.
Phenomenal Performance by the King

The stallion Nelson, at Cambridge city, 
Ind., Tuesday, 21st, broke his great terre 
haute record by doing the mile in 2.101 in 
the presence of 10,000 spectators. The first 
quarter was done in 33} seconds, and when 
he reached the half there was a subdued 
murmur of wonder as the stop watches 
showed that 1.05} had elapsed. The third 
was done in 1.38.}, and then followed a fine 
finish, for as the running mate came 
thundering up behind, at the sound of his 
hoof, the noble stallion shot forward like an 
arrow from the bow. In another instance 
Nelson rushed under the wire in 2.10}.

Nelson is a very handsome bay horse, 
he stands nearly sixteen hands high, and 
weighs 1050 lbs. He has a fine head, full 
eye and intelligent countenance. Nelson 
has been taken to Chicago, where he will 
give an exhibition of speed to the numer­
ous lovers of the track in that city.

Says the Amherst Press : Mr. Lamy's 
brood mare Lyra, 2.28}, has turned out to 
be a producer of no mean order, being the 
dam of Blue Blood, which sired the phen­
omenal filly, Blue Queen, which trotted 
Chatham’s poor half mile track in 1.19. 
Blue Queen is fifteen months old,and weighs 
815 pounds. Blue Prince four-year-old, 
had a trial on the same track in 2.36}, and 
True Blue, two years old, can trot his mile 
better than 2.50. Col. Willowside, out of 
Lyra, should be with the same opportunities 
better of speed than Blue Blood, as his sire 
Nutbourne was a faster and a better bred 
horse than Kentucky Prince.

THE PIONEERS.

CONTINUED.

The edifice was composed of a basement 
of squared logs, perforated here and there 
witli small grated windows, through which 
a few wistful faces were gazing at the 
crowd without. Among the captives were 
the guilty, downcast countenances of the 
counterfeiters, and the simple but honest 
features of the Leather-Stocking. The 
dungeons were to be distinguished, ex­
ternally, from the debtor’s apartments 
only by the size of the apertures, the 
thickness of the grates, and by the heads 
of the spikes that were driven into the 
logs as a protection against the illegal use 
of edge-tools. The upper story was of 
framework, regularly covered with boards, 
and contained one room decently fitted up 
for the purpose of justice. A bench, 
raised on a narrow' platform to the height 
of a man above the floor, and protected in 
front by a light railing, ran along one of 
its sides. In the centre was a seat fur­
nished with rude arms, that was always 
filled by the presiding judge. In front, on 
a level w'ith the floor of the room, was a 
large table covered with green baize, and 
surrounded by benches ; and at either of 
its ends were rows of seats, rising one 
above the other, for jury-boxes. Ea£h of 
these divisions was surrounded by a rail­
ing. The remainder of the room was an 
open square, appropriated to the specta­
tors.

When the judges wrere seated, the 
lawyers had taken possession of the table, 
and the noise of moving feet had ceased 
in the area, the proclamations were made 
in the usual form, the jurors were sworn, 
the charge was given, and the court pro­
ceeded to hear the business before them.

We shall not detain the reader with a 
description of the captious discussions 
that occupied the court for the first two 
hours. Judge Temple had impressed on 
the jury, in his charge, the necessity for 
dispatch on their part, recommending to 
their notice, from motives of humanity, 
the prisoners in the jail as the first objects 
of their attention. Accordingly, after the 
period we have mentioned had elapsed, 
the cry of the officer to “ clear the way 
for the grand jury,” announced the en­
trance of that body. The usual forms 
were observed, when the foreman handed 
up to the bench two bills, on both of 
which the Judge observed, at the first 
glance of his eye, the name of Nathaniel 
Bumppo. It was a leisure moment with 
the court ; some low whispering passed 
between the bench, and the sheriff, who 
gave a signal to his officeis, and in a very 
few minutes the silence that prevailed 
was interrupted by a general movement 
in the outer crowd, when presently the 
Leather-Stocking made his appearance, 
ushered into the criminal’s bar under the 
custody of two constables. The hum 
ceased, the people closed into the open 
space again, and the silence soon became 
so deep that the hard breathing of the 
prisoner was audible.

Natty was dressed in his buckskin gar­
ments, without his coat, in place of which 
he wore only a shirt of coarse linen-check, 
fastened at his throat by the sinew of a 
deer, leaving his red neck and weather­
beaten face exposed and bare. It was the 
first time that he had ever crossed the 
threshold of a court of justice, and curios­
ity seemed to be strongly blended with 
his personal feelings. He raised his eyes 
to the bench, thence to the jury-boxes, 
the bar, and the crowd without, meeting 
everywhere looks fastened on himself. 
After surveying his own person, as search­
ing the cause of this unusual attraction, 
he once more turned his face around the 
assemblage, and opened his mouth in one 
of his silent and remarkable laughs.

“ Prisoner, remove your cap,” said Judge 
Temple.

The order was either unheard or un­
heeded.

“ Nathaniel Bumppo, be uncovered,” re­
peated the Judge.

Natty started at the sound of his own 
name, and, raising his face 'earnestly to­
ward the bench, he said :

“Anan!”
Mr. Lippet arose from his seat at the 

table, and whispered in the ear of the 
prisoner ; when Natty gave him a nod of 
assent, and took the deer-skin covering 
from his head.

“ Mr. District Attorney,” said the Judge, 
“ the prisoner is ready ; we wait for the 
indictment.”

The duties of public prosecutor were 
discharged by Dirck Van der School, who 
adjusted his spectacles, cast a cautious 
look around him at his brethren of the 
bar, which he ended by throwing his 
head aside so as to catch one glance over 
the glasses, when lie proceeded to read 
the bill aloud. It was the usual charge 
for an assault and battery on the person 
of Hiram Doolittle, and was couched in 
the ancient language of such instruments, 
especial care having been taken by the 
scribe not to omit the name of a single 
offensive weapon known to the law. 
When he had done, Mr. Van der School 
removed his spectacles, which he closed 
and placed in his pocket, seemingly for 
the pleasure of again opening and re­
placing them on his nose. After this evo­
lution was repeated once or twice, he 
handed the bill over to Mr. Lippet, with a 
cavalier air, that said as much as “ Pick a 
hole in that if you can."

Natty listened to the charge with great 
attention, leaning forward toward the 
the reader with an earnestness that de­
noted hie interest ; and when it was ended,

he raised his tall body to the utmost, and 
drew a long sigh. All eyes were turned 
to the prisoner, whose voice was vainly 
expected to break the stillness of the 
room.

“ You have heard the presentment that 
the grand jury have made, Nathaniel 
Bumppo," said the judge ; “what do you 
plead to the charge ?”

The old man dropped his head for a 
moment in a reflecting attitude, and then, 
raising it, he laughed before he answered :

“ That I handled the man a little rough 
or so is not to be denied ; but that there 
was occasion to make use of all the things 
that the gentleman has spoken of, is down­
right untrue. I am not much of a wrestler 
seeing that I’m getting old ; but I was out 
among the Scotch-Irishers — let me see — 
it must have been as long ago as the first
year of the old war-----"

Mr. Lippet, if you are retained for the 
prisoner,” interrupted Judge Temple, “in­
struct your client how to plead ; if not the 
court will assign him counsel.”

Aroused from studying the indictment 
by this appeal, the attorney got up, and 
after a short dialogue with the hunter in 
a low voice, he informed the court that 
they were ready to proceed.

“ Do you plead guilty or not guilty ? ” 
said the Judge.

“ I may say not guilty, with a clean 
conscience," returned Natty ; “ for there’s 
no guilt in doing what’s right ; and I’d 
rather died on the spot, than had him 
put foot in the hut at that moment.”

Richard started at this declaration, and 
bent his eyes significanty on Hiram, who 
returned the look with a slight move­
ment of his eyebrows.

“ Proceed to open the cause, Mr. District 
Attorney,” continued the Judge. “Mr. 
Clerk, enter the plea of not guilty.”

After a short opening address from Mr. 
Van der School, Hiram was summoned to 
the bar to give his testimony. It was de­
livered to the letter, perhaps, but with all 
that moral coloring which can be convey­
ed under such expressions as, “thinking 
no harm,” “feeling it my bounden duty 
as a magistrate,” and “seeing that the con­
stable was back’ard in the business.” 
When he had done, and the district at­
torney declined putting any ftirther in­
terrogatories, Mr. Lippet arose, with an 
air of keen investigation, and asked the 
following questions :

“ Are you a constable of this country, 
sir."

“ No, sir,” said Hiram, “I’m only a 
justice-peace.”

“ I ask you, Mr. Doolittle, in the face of 
this court, putting it to your conscience 
and your knowledge of the law, whether 
you had any right to enter that man’s 
dwelling?”

“ Hem !” said Hiram, undergoing a viol­
ent struggle between hie desire for venge­
ance and his love of legal fame ; “I do 
suppose — that in — that is — strict law— 
that supposing — maybe I hadn’t a real — 
lawful right; butas the case was—and 
Billy was so back’ard — I thought I might 
come for’ard in the business.”

“ I ask you again, sir,” continued the 
lawyer, following up his success, “whether 
this old, this friendless old man, did or 
did not repeatedly forbid your entrance?”

“ Why, I must say,” said Hiram, “that 
he was considerable cross-grained; not 
what I call clever, seeing that it was only 
one neighbor wanting to go into the house 
of another.”

“ Oh ! then you own it was only meant 
for a neighborly visit on your part, and 
without the sanction of law. Remember, 
gentlemen, the words of the witness, ‘one 
neighbor wanting to enter the house'of 
another.’ Now, sir, I ask you if Nathaniel 
Bumppo did not again and again order 
you not to enter ?”

“ There was some words passed between 
us,” said Hiram, “but I read the warrant 
to him aloud.”

“ I repeat my question ; did he tell you 
not to enter his habitation?”

“ There was a good deal passed betwixt 
us — but I’ve the warrant in my pocket; 
maybe the court would wish to see it ?”

“ Witness," said Judge Temple, “answer 
the question directly ; did or did not the 
prisoner forbid your entering his hut?"

“ Why, I some think-----”
“Answer without equivocation,” con­

tinued the Judge, sternly.
“He did.”
“ And did you attempt to enter after 

this order?”
“ I did ; but the warrant was in my 

hand.”
“ Proceed, Mr. Lippet, with your ex­

amination.”
But the attorney saw that the impress­

ion was in favor of his client, and waving 
his hand with a supercilious manner, as if 
unwilling to insult the understanding of 
the jury with any further defence, he re­
plied :

“ No, sir ; I leave it for] your honor to 
charge ; I rest my case here.”

“ Mr. District Attorney,” said the Judge, 
“have you anything to say ?”

Mr. Van der School removed his spec­
tacles, folded them and, replacing them 
once more on his nose, eyed the other 
bill which he held in his hand, and then 
said, looking at the bar over the top of 
his glasses :

“ I shall rest the prosecution here, if the 
court please.”

Judge Temple arose and began the 
charge.

“ Gentlemen of the jury,” he said, “you 
have heard the testimony, and I shall de­
tain you but a moment. If an officer 
meets with resistance in the execution of a 
process, he has an undoubted right to call 
any citizen to his assistance ; and the acts 
of such assistant come within the protec­
tion of the law. I shall leave you to 
judge, gentlemen, from the testimony, 
how far the witness in this prosecution 
can be so considered, feeling less reluct­
ance to submit the case thus informally 
to your decision, because there is yet 
another indictment to be tried, which in­
volves heavier charges against the un­
fortunate prisoner.”

The tone of Marmaduke was mild and 
insinuating, and, as his sentiments were 
given with such apparent impartiality, 
they did not fail of carrying due weight 
with the jury. The grave-looking yeomen 
who composed this tribunal, laid their 
heads together for a few minutes, with­
out leaving the box, when the foreman

#s I dreaded. I hope God will bless you 
for the kind things you’ve done to me 
this day."

But the staff of the constable was op­
posed to his egress, and Mr. Lippet whisp­
ered a few’ words in his ear, when the 
aged hunter sank back into his place, and,

removing his cap, stroked down the re­
mnants of his gray and sandy locks, with 
an air of mortification mingled with sub­
mission.

“ Mr. District Attorney,” said Judge 
Temple, affecting to busy himself with 
his minutes, “proceed with the second in­
dictment."

Mr. Van der School took great care 
that no part of the presentment, which 
he now read, should be lost on his audit­
ors. It accused the prisoner of resisting 
the execution of a search-warrant, by 
force of arms, and particularized in the 
vague language of the law, among a variety 
of other weapons, the use of the rifle. 
This was indeed a more serious charge 
than ordinary assault and battery, and a 
corresponding degree of interest was man­
ifested by the spectators in its result. The 
prisoner was duly arraigned, and his plea 
again demanded. Mr. Lippet had antici­
pated the answers of Natty, and in a 
whisper advised him how to plead. But 
the feelings of the old hunter were awak­
ened by some of the expressions in the 
indictment, and, forgetful of his caution, 
he exclaimed :

“ ’Tis a wicked untruth ; I crave no 
man’s blood. Them thieves, the Iroquois, 
won’t say it to my face that I ever thirst­
ed after man’s blood. I have fou’t as a 
soldier that feared his Maker and his 
officer, but I never pulled trigger on any 
but a warrior that was up and awake. No 
man can say that I ever struck even a 
Mingo in hiè blanket. I believe there’s 
some who thinks there’s no God in a 
wilderness !”

“ Attend to your plea, Bumppo," said 
the Judge ; “you hear that you are accused 
of using your rifle against an officer of 
justice? are you guilty or not guilty?”

By this time the irritated feelings of 
Natty had found vent; and he rested on the 
bar for a moment, in a musing posture, 
when he lifted his face, with his silent 
laugh, and, pointing to where the wood- 
chopper stood, he said :

“ Wouln Billy Kirby be standing there, 
d’ye think, if I had used the rifle?”

“ Then you deny it,” said Mr. Lippet : 
“you plead not guilty ?”

“Sartain,” said Natty; “Billy knows 
that I never fired at all. Billy, do you re­
member the turkey last winter ? an ! me ! 
that was better than common firing ; but 
I can’t shoot as I used to could.”

“Enter the plea of not guilty,” said 
Judge Temple, strongly affected by the 
simplicity of the prisoner.

Hiram was again sworn, and his testi­
mony given on the second charge. He 
had discovered his former error, and pro­
ceeded more cautiously than before. He 
related very distinctly, and, for the man, 
with amazing terseness, the suspicion 
against the hunter, the complaint, the 
issuing of the warrant, and the swearing 
in of Kirby ; all of which, he affirmed 
were done in due form of law. He then 
added the manner in which the constable 
had been received ; and stated, distinctly, 
that Natty had pointed the rifle at Kirby, 
and threatened his life if he attempted to 
execute his duty. All this was confirmed 
by Jotham, who was observed to adhere 
closely to the story of the magistrate. Mr. 
Lippet conducted an artful cross-examina­
tion of these two witnesses, but, after con­
suming much time, was compelled to re­
linquish the attempt to obtain any advant­
age, in despair.

At length the District Attorney called 
the wood-chopper to the bar. Billy gave 
an extremely confused account of the 
whole affairj although he evently aimed 
at the truth, until Mr. Van der School 
aided him, by asking some direct ques­
tions :

“ It appears from examining the papers, 
that you demanded admission into the 
hut legally ; so you were put in bodily fear 
by his rifle and threats?”

“ I didn’t mind them that, man," said 
Billy, snapping his fingers ; I should be a 
poor stick to mind old Leather-Stocking.”

“ But I understood you to say (referring 
to your previous words) as delivered here 
in the court) in the commencement of 
your testimony)that you thought he meant 
to shoot you ?”

“ To be sure I did ; and so would you, 
too, squire, if you had seen a chap dropping 
a muzzle that never misses, and cocking 
an eye that has a natural squint by long 
practice. I thought there would-be a 
dust on’t, and my back was up at once ; 
but Leather-Stocking gi’n up the skin, and 
so the matter ended.”

“Ah! Billy,” said Natty shaking his 
head, ‘‘twas a lucky thought in me to 
throw out the hide, or there might have 
been blood spilt ; and I’m sure, if it had 
your’n, I should have mourned it sorely 
the little while I have to stay.”

“ Well, Leather-Stocking,” returned 
Billy, facing the prisoner with a freedom 
and familiarity that utterly disregarded 
the presence of the court, “as you are on
the subject, it may be that you’ve ne-----”

“Go on with your exâmination, Mr. 
District Attorney.”

That gentleman eyed the familiarity be­
tween his witness and the prisoner with 
manifest disgust, and indicated to the 
court that he was doue.

“ Then you didn’t feel frightened, Mr. 
Kirby ? ” said the counsel for the prisoner.

“ Me ! no,” said Billy, casting his eyes 
over his own huge frame with evident 
self-satisfaction ; “ I’m not to be sheared 
so easy.”

“You look like a hardy man; where 
were you born, sir? ”

“ Varmount State ; ’tis a mountaynious 
place, but there’s a stiff soil, and it’s pretty 
much wooded with beach and maple.”

“ I have always heard so,” said Mr. 
Lippet soothingly.

“ You have been used to the rifle your­
self in that country.”

“ I pull the second best trigger in this 
county. I knock under to Natty Bumppo 
there, sin’ he shot the pigeon.”

Leather-Stocking raised his head, and 
laughed again, when he abruptly thrust 
out a wrinkled hand, and said :

“ You’re young yet, Billy, and haven’t 
seen the matches that I have ; but here’s 
my hand; I bear no malice to you, I 
don’t.”

Mr. Lippet allowed this conciliatory of­
fering to be accepted, arid," judiciously 
paused, while the spirit of peace was ex­
ercising its influence over the two ; hut 
the Judge interposed his authority.

After this exhi­
bition he closed as follows : “ And now 
gentlemen, having thus made plain to- 
your senses the crime of which this un 
fortunate man has been guilty (unfortu­
nate both on account of his ignorance and 
his guilt), I shall leave you to your own 
conscience ; not in the least doubting that 
you will see the importance (notwithstand­
ing the prisoner’s counsel, doubtless re­
lying on your former verdict, wishes to 
appear so confident of success) of punish­
ing the offender, and asserting the dignity 
of the laws.”

It was now the duty of the Judge to de­
liver his charge. It consisted of a short, 
comprehensive summary of the testimony, 
laying bare the artifice of the prisoner’s 
counsel, and placing the facts in so obvi­
ous a light that they could not well be 
misunderstood. “ Living as we do, gen­
tlemen," he concluded, “ on the skirts of 
society, it becomes doubly necessary to 
protect the ministers of the law. If you 
believe the witnesses, in their construc­
tion of the acts of the prisoner, it is your 
duty to convict him ; but if you believe 
that the old man, who this day appears 
before you, meant not to harm the consta­
ble, but was acting more under the. influ­
ence of habit than by the instigations of 
malice, it will be your duty to judge him, 
but to do it with lenity.”

AROUND THE WORLD IN THIRTY 
DAYS.

The writer of a “ Winter Journey to 
Japan,” in Harper’s Magazine for Novem­
ber, says : It is nearly eight thousand 
miles from here to Japan, by the shortest 
of all W'estern routes to the Orient ; and 
w'ith fair weather, I shall see Yokohama 
in about three weeks. Most of us can re­
member a time, — not so very long ago.— 
when such a journey would have been a 
journey of many weary months. Never­
theless what we now think rapid travel­
ing,will certainly within a few years seem 
very slow. . Faster steamers and swifter 
trains will make the circuit of the world 
in thirty days a possible feat in the present 
generation. Only the completion of the 
Russian trans-Asiatic road to Vladivostock 
is needed to create the possibility. Tak­
ing London, the world’s commercial capi­
tal, for a starting point,the following i^tes 
of time predicted will be found easily 
realizable.

A total of thirty-five days, six hours. 

But these calculations include slow stages 
of travel. Forty miles an hour on the two 
great trans-continental roads will reduce 
the time by more than five days ; and 
such time will certainly be made in an­
swer to commercial necessities. Already 
steamers swift as the great Atlantic ves­
sels are being constructed (for the great 
Pacific runs. Thus by mechanical sup-, 
pression of time, the planet is ever being 
made smaller for us. Perhaps, when it 
shall have begun to seem too small, man 
will turn more readily to the study of that 
vaster world within himself,—whose deeps 
are yet unsounded and untravelled, whose 
only horizon is the infinite. "

THE NEW AERIAL SHIP.
Cincinnati Commercial Gazette.

Aerial navigation has at last been solved 
by Mr. E. J. Pennington and R.H. Butler, 
whose inventive abilities have been very 
prominent and successful in the mechani­
cal line.

They have sold tlieir patents and other 
valuable inventions to the Mt. Carmel 
Aeronautic Navigation Co., whose author­
ized capital is $10,000,000, the majority of 
which stock is already taken, and the 
company will proceed to erect a mam­
moth establishment at Mt. Carmel, Ill., at 
an earlyday, covering many acres of 
ground, and will work a vast army of 
skilled and common labor in the construc­
tion of these air ships and other machinery. 
These plants will undoubtedly be the 
largest in the West. Messrs. Pennington 
and Buttler are taking out patents also on 
their aerial ship in all foreign countries.

The elements, aluminium and electricity 
which are destined to form a very im­
portant feature in aerial machine con­
struction, were not until recently per- 
fectedUo such a degree that their proper­
ties coula be considered for that purpose.

There have been several machines con­
structed that have been more or less suc­
cessful, but none has achieved the degree 
of perfection of the aerial ship recently 
invented and patented by Messrs. Pen­
nington and Butler. This machine has 
all the important features necessary to 
make aerial navigation popular and prac­
ticable. The inventors have taken in 
view the safety, speed and comfort to 
make this mode of travel attractive ; they 
have perfected their ship so that it is 
under absolute control of the operator, 
and can be raised and lowered at will, go 
to any given point and return, attain a 
speed of 200 miles an hour or come to a 
standstill in mid-air.

The design of this aerial ship is on the 
same principle as the hull of a ship, with 
about the same proportions. 1st appear­
ance, except being A shaped, is round 
and conical at both ends, having at­
tached at either side two large wings ex­
tending the full length. These wings are 
arranged with devices that will adjust 
themselves automatically into a parachute, 
allowing the machine to descend to the 
earth gradually in case of accident. On 
outward corners of these wings are placed 
propeller wheels, which run right or left, 
for raising or lowering the ship. At the 
bow is a very large propeller wheel, which 
propells the ship forward and backward, 
and directly on the top of the buoyancy 
chamber is a rudder extending its full 
length and half the width of the wings, 
that is used to steer the ship horizontally,

A little to the rear and just behind this 
top rudder is an adjustable rudder to steer 
the ship sideways, either to the right or 
to the left. Directly under this is a rud­
der running horizontally. This is used to 
raise or lower the ship when in motion.

The cabain is hung directly under the 
main part oi the frame, and directly un­
derneath the cabin is a space for storage 
batteries, and, being at the extreme lower 
side, acts as a ballast, and keeps the ship 
from turning to either side.

The front end of the cabin is occupied 
by the pilot, or steersman, who has in 
front of him a map and compass of his 
route to steer by. Both the rudders and 
five propeller wheels are controlled by 
electricity.

The speed of the machine depends on 
the will of the operator, who can attain 
the speed of 200 miles an hour or gradu­
ally slow up until it stops. The remark­
able speed that this machine is capable of 
will make it possible and convenient for a 
person to have his place of business 100 ot 
200 miles from his place of residence if he 
so desires, and he can go back and forth 
daily with more convenience than at 
present with the facilities afforded by the 
railroads if he lived but 15 miles away. 
Passengers desiring to go to San Francisco 
from New York can take a berth on the 
aerial navigator in the evening at the 
latter city and wake up the next morning 
at their destination. Any one desiring to 
go to London or any other European city 
can take passage on the air ship at night 
and be in the desired city the next day.

That aerial navigation is the coming 
mode of travel can not be doubted. It 
will advance man to a higher element of 
thought, disseminate enlightenment 
throughout the world, open the way to 
new ideas, bring mankind into closer re­
lationship, and be a long stride in the 
direction of the millenium.
