CHARGED WITH MURDER.

Annie Maud Brewer For-
merly of Fredericton

Under Arrest at Lynn, Mass,
For the Murder of Gideon
W. Lattimer.

Details of the Crime.

Many people in Fredericton will recall
the Brewer girls, two notorious persons,
who in the last years of their residence
here were popularly known as the “bull-
dogs.” They disappeared about twelve or
thirteen years ago, but are now located at
Lynn, Mass., where one of them, Annie
Maud Brewer, is under arrest charged
with the crime of murder. The Evening
Item of Lynn, Dec. 15th gives the follow-
ing particulars of the affair:

Gideon W. Lattimer, Jr., the man who
was shot in this city Thursday, died at
the hospital last night. Annie Maud
Brewer, the girl who did the shooting, is
locked up in Salem jail to appear in the
local court Wednesday. Her bail has
been fixed at $15,000.

She was arrested at between 4 and 5
o’clock this morning by the police, who
found her in the room of Chas. H. Spin-
ney, at 66 Central avenue. She had been
there since 5 o’clock Thursday evening,
at which time she bad left the room of
“Dr.” Daniel Wilkineon at Mrs. Breed’s.

Charles H. Spinney was arrested at the
same time that Annie was, for harboring
her and being an accessory after the fact,
and Wilkinson and Mrs. Breed were de-
tained at the station nearly all night, in
momentary expectation of an arrest on
the same charge, and which act may fol-
low.

As might be expected, the girl’s narra-
tion of the events which led to the shoot-
ing is very different from that of the man
who was shot. She claims that the first
shot, at least,

WAS FIRED IN SELF-DEFENCE,

and that she took the revolver from the
pocket of Lattimer, whose fingers were
clutching her throat at the time.

The story of her movements since the
shot was fired is a very plain one, as is
now known by the police, and it would
have been materially simpler still had it
not been for the ill-considered actions of
the people by whose aid she was enabled
to remain in hiding as long as she did.

The officers were searching high and
low for her all the afternoon, and as there
were a number of men on the force who
knew her well and the places where she
would be most likely to go, it was not
thought there would be much difficulty
in apprehending her. As a precautionary
measure, however, word was sent to the
police of all the neighboring towns and
cities, giving her description and warning
them to be on the lookout for her. Officers
were also sent to Lynn, Salem and Revere
to watch the trains. !

" A number of alleged clues came in dur-
ing the afternoon, but after being followed
up proved of no value. Several timesdur-
the search between noon and 5 o’clock
officers went into the lodging house where
the girl was secreted, but as was natural
under the circumstances, they did not go
into the private office of Wilkinson. Both
Wilkinson and the landlady, however,
were thoroughly aware of the fact that
the girl was wanted and the landlady
knew that the girl was in the house.

About five o’clock Wilkinson appeared
at the station and told the Marshal that
the girl had been in his room all the
afternoon and had come their immediately
after the shooting. He said that she had
left about 15 minutes before to go to the
station and give herself up. Wilkinson
was detained in the Marshal’s office and
questioned as to further particulars, and
Mrs. Breed was also sent for.

Wilkinson’s stories varied a good deal,
and he at one time and another while he
was detained contradicted himselfa num-
ber of times, but as far as the officers
could make out from what he said
the girl came to his office almost immed-
iately after doing the shooting. She told
him what she had done, but said that she
had shot in self defence, and that

when she fired.

Spinney was in room 6, and sc was An-
nie Brewer, and when the officers rapped
at the door demanding admission, she
came forward, saying: “You want me,
Captain Burtkes?” He did want her
and she was taken to the station, as was
also Mr. Spinney. Wilkinson and Mrs.
Breed were then allowed to go home, on
their promise to come back in the morn-
ing.

%liss Brewer’s statements as to the facts
of the assault as given to the police, is
this. Shesays that Lattimer came to the
house to see her and camne upstairs to her
room. He wished to break off his inti-
macy with her. He gave her back a ring
and handkerchief she had given him,
and she gave him his revolver, which he
had left there some time before. After
getting this, he told her he would not see
her any more this month, but would be
ready to skip with her the first of next
month,

She told him that if he did not see her
again before next month there were other
men that would, whereupon he said that
if he could not have her no one would,
and caught her by the throat, throwing
her back upon the bed. She put her
hand in his pocket and pulled out the re-
volver and

FIRED IT POINT BLANK AT HIM

at close range. He released her and start
ed out, and she fired two more shots, one
hitting him in the shoulder, and the other
fired as he was going down stairs, going
wide of the mark.

«She left the house almost immediately
after Lattimer did, and went directly to
the rooms of Wilkinson, whom she had
known for some time, and who is the pro-
prietor of some patent medicine which he
manufactures and sells. That her sister,
Emma Brewer, knew of her whereabouts
is certain, as twice during the afternoon
Maud sent Wilkinson to No. 13, Bond
street to tell her sister to come to the place
where she was.

After leaving Wilkinson’s room she
went to 66 Central avenue, and went to
Spinney’s room, but he was not there at
the time and did not come for some time.
At the time she wv.as found by the police
she was fully dressed and had on her hat
and cloak. She was locked up to await
morning and a hearing in court.

In the meantime, the man who has
died as the result of her act, was passing
a very bad night. Dr. Maurice Richard-
gon, the noted Boston surgeon, who had

been sent for, arrived late in the evening
and the bullets were located, one imbed-
ded in the right shoulder, not very far
under the skin, and the other in the back
between the tenth and eleventh ribs. The
course of the bullet had been such that
an operation was rendered necessary,
which was successfully performed and
one kidney removed, after which the bul-
lets were extracted about three o’clock.
Dr. Richardson performed the operation,
assisted by the hospital staff. Although
he rallied successfully after the extraction,
he soon commenced to sink again and
death occurred in a few hours. .

A BAD RECORD,

That Maud Brewer is not without previ-
ous record is certain. In 1889 she was
arrested with her sister, Emma, by Police
Officer Thomas L. McKenney, who was
one of the searching party of last night,
with State Officer George C. Neal, who
also remembers the occurrence, as it was
during his seryice as deputy marshall.

Officer McKenney found them after
midnight one night, fighting on the
grounds of St. Stephen’s church for the af-
fection of a young grocery clerk, who was
present in a very much muddled condit-
ion. The three had been out for the ev-
ening, and had failed to agree on which
one was most favored by the young man,
and so took to fighting to decide. The
party was arrested by McKenney, but
Maud slipped from her sacque and started
to run. J. W. Young appeared at that
time most opportunely and caught her.
They were both fined for drunkenness, as
also was the object of their violent affect-
ion. :

The police have since had frequent oc-
casion fo look up the two sisters, once on
suspicion of larceny, and again at times
on suspicion that they were keeping a
disorderly house. Since the two girls
came to Lynn, with their brother, they
have been classed as speedy about town,
and have managed to become very well
known indeed. ’

The police are inclined to look upon
the information granted by the sister
with some little doubt. She told them
that her sister wore a black hat. The
hat is white. She further said that she
did not know of her wherebouts. As a
matter of fact she knew where the girl
was, for “Dr.” Daniel Wilkinson took a
letter to her during the afternoon, while
Annie was in his room. Then, too, they
have reason to believe that she has the
revolver with which the shooting was
done. They will doubtless have

MORE TO SAY WITH MISS EMMA

before the case is ended. Charles H.
Spinney, in whose room the girl was
found, was released without complaint,
this morning, the police believing that he
didn’t know of the girl’s presence in his
apartment until his return, and that he
was then in no condition to realize that
she ought not to be there.

Mrs. Breed and Wilkinson were held
until after the girl was caught, they have
not been arraigned.

Gideon W. Lattimer’s mother came to
the police station several months since
and told Marshal Wells that her son was
intimate with Maud Brewer, and that she
wanted the intimacy stopped, as she did
not think that she was a fit associate for
her boy. On learning that her boy was
33 years old, the Marshal told the angry
woman that the police were powerless to
interfere in the matter as long as the
couple did nothing in transgression of the
law. They could be arrested for fornica-
tion if proof could be furnished, but it
was no concern of the police how much
they went together.

Mrs. Lattimer did not want them ar-
rested for such an offence, but came again
later and complained that Maud Brewer

HAD THREATENED TO SHOOT HER.

She told this also to an Item reporter,
Thursday evening, and said that the girl
had been overheard to make this threat
by a young man named A’Hearne, who
has been employed by the Lattimers as
an expressman. A’Hearne, when seen by
the reporter corroborated this statement.
He could not fix the exact date when he
heard the threat made, but thought it
was one Saturday evening, about six
weeks ago, and that“it took place on
Western avenue. He was ‘talking with
the girl about Lattimer and his mother’s
efforts to keep them apart, and she said
that if she could not get him no one else
would, for she would shoot him and ther
shoot herself before she would lose him.
A’Hearne declares that she said, too, that
before she would allow Lattimer’s mother
to separate them she would go to the
house and shoot her.

However, Mrs. Lattimer did not do all
the complaining at the police station, as
the Brewer girls themselves appeared
there some weeks ago and made a com-
plaint to the effect that Gideon’s mother
was carrying around a pistol, with which
she intended to do them violence. Mrs.
Lattimer acknowledges that the pistol
with which her son was shot bclonged to
herself and says that it was one she had
to scare off burglars when she was at a
cottage in Wenham. _

As might perhaps be expected, Mrs.
Lattimer is very bitter against both
Brewer girls, and says that they have
been instrumental in

She declares them both to be hard drink-
ers, but says that she does not know them
personally. 5

About a month ago when they lived on
Brownville avenue, the police raided their
house with a warrant to search for liquor.
It was suspected at the time that some
things stolen from the Loring farm would
be found there, but they were not. The
girls were not, however, suspected of
having stolen the stuff themselves.

Gideon Lattimer has been married and
has a daughter about 12 years old. Mrs.
Lattimer declares that her son first be-
came acquainted with the Brewer girls
through “ Hub ” Spinney, who had ord-
ered a case of lager brought from Boston
and, when Gideon delivered it, introduced
him to one of the girls, who was in the
room and telling him that he would
make a date for himself and Lattimer to
meet both girls and that they were nice
people. The date was made and since
then Lattimer has been constant in his
attentions to Annie Maud.

THE ALLEGED MURDERESS ARRAIGNED.

Lattimer was still living when the
Brewer girl appeared before Judge Berry
to answer to the charge of felonious as-
sault. She had no counsel with her, but
entered the dock alone, looking cool and
collected. She wore a low-crowned gray
felt hat, with a black band, and a long
cloak, of dark, woolen goods, with large,
flat metal buttons and a brown silk facing
to the collar. Her face showed no signs
of anxiety, other than that evinced by
her eyes, which wandered restlessly from

the judge to the marshall and then to the
crowd of spectators.

“Annie A. M. Brewer, you are charged
with felonious assault on Gideon W. Lat-

timer, jr., with iutent to do kill, what
say you to this complaint,” asked Clerk
Oliver.

“Not guilty,” was the response. She
spoke quickly, sharply, with a metallic
ring in her voice, but outwardly calm as

if she failed to realize the gravity of the *

charge.

Judge Berry thought a moment and
then announced that he would continue
the hearing to Wednesday, the 19th inst.,
holding the girl under $15,000 bonds.
This was made known to her and she was
taken back to her cell in the woman’s
wing, but as Lattimer has since died, she
is now held for murder.

Miss Brewer, says the Item, has no
claim to beauty or comeliness. Her
features are not in the least classic and
her face is dull and uninteresting, ber
nose emall and tilted a bit, and her eyes
small, crafty and slightly bleared. Her
face shows unmistakable marks of dissi-
pation.

An Item reporter had a short conversa-
tion with her, but she was disinclined to
talk and did not add anything to the
statement made to the police.

The death of Hon. David McLellan will
be very sincerely regretted throughout
this .province, and especially in St. John
and Fredericton, where the deceased was
so well and favorably known. During a
successful political career of fourteen years,
Mr. McLellan enjoyed the confidence and
esteem of everybody with whom he was
brought in contact, and socially he was a
great favorite. Whether as a private
member of the Assembly, as provincial
secretary, or leader of the government in
the upper chamber of the legislature, his
judgment was always respected, and
even his opponents gave him credit for
simcere and honest purpose. He brought
to his political duties, sound common
sense, excellent business training, and
while not aiming to be a brilliant politi-
cal speaker, his public utterances were
marked by judgment and tact. He wasa
gentleman of most kindly heart, a true
and sincere friend, a jovial companion, a
manly man; one who despised a mean
act, hospitable, generous to a fault, and
esteemed for his many admirable quali-
ties. To Mrs. McLellan and hiz sorrow-
family, Tae Herarp offers its heartfelt
sympathy.

A WEAK ADMINISTRATION.

An exchange very aptly summarizes
the result of Hon. MacKenzie Bowell’s
cabinet making,with the remark that it is
the same old government, without Sir
John Thompson, and with Messrs. Dickey,
Ferguson and Monta me added, but all
three new appointees combined, do not
aggregate the ability of the deceased
Premier. The position of Minister of
Justice held and filled by Sir John Thomp-
8>n, has fallen to Sir Chas. Hibbert Tup-
per, who before entering political life,
had enjoyed the very extended practice
of four .years at the bar. Mr. Tupper
may be quite a brilliant and dashing
young politician, but his knowledge of
law is rather restricted for so important a
position. There has been a shuffiing of
portfolios, but all the old corrupt gang
hang on. ThePremier and Ivesexchange
positions, the former becoming president
of the Council and the latter, minister of
trade and commerce. Costigan is the
new minister of marine and fisheries, and
Dickey, of Cumberland, N. S, one of the
new men , succeeds him as secretary of
state. He is the- only minister who will
have to seek re-election. Dr. Montague
and D. Ferguson, of P. E. Island, come
into the cabinet without office, and Car-
ling goes out.

These are the changes, and they do not
go to strengthen the Cabinet before the
people of Canada. We have referred in
another article to the new Premier’s
weakness. The only men of ability he has
around him, are Foster, Tupper and Hag-
gart, but none of these three are person-
ally popular. Mr. Foster is probably the
most intellectual man in the cabinet, but
he hasno following, and is not expected
to carry his own constituency in the next
election. Mr. Costigan is a singularly for-
tunate man; premiers and cabinets may
come and go, but he goes on forever. Tt
is understood that the cabinet shuffling is
not at all satisfactory to New Brunswick
Tories. Mr, Hazen is ambitious for posit-
ion, so is Mr. Wood of Westmorland, and
Dr. Weldon, of Albert, and they cannot
see why their claims are not allowed.
The administration as a whole, is weak in
ability, the corrupt gang are still predom-
inant, and the people will measure out
the public feeling, when they meet at the
polls and “ turn the rascals out.”

THE NEW MINISTERS.

Arthur R. Dickey, Q. C., member for
Cumberland County, Nova Scotia, and the
new Secretary of State in the Dominion
Cabinet, is a son of Senator Dickey, and
was born at Amherst in 1854. He was ed-
ucated at Windsor, N. 8., and graduated a
B. A.at the University of Toronto in 1874.
He was called to the bar of Nova Scotia in
1878, and was appointed a Q. C. by the
Dsminion Government in 1890. He was
first returned to parliament in July, 1888,
on the resignation of Sir Charles Tupper.

" The election was declared void, and a new

election was held in December, when he
was re-elected. He was re-elected for the
seat at the last general elections. Mr.
Dickey resides and practices law in Am-
herst. He is a temperance man.

Senator Ferguson, member of the cab-
inet without portfolio, was born at Epset
River, P. E. 1, of Scotch parents, in 1839.
He was married in 1873 to Miss Scott of
Charlottetown. He has served his prov-
ince in various capacities. He contested
Queen’s county, first division, for the Leg-
islative Council unsuccessfully in 1873 and
1874, and was defeated for the Fort Agus-
tas district for the Assembly in 1876. In
1878 he was returned by acclamation for
the third district of Kinge. On the resig-
nation of the Davies ministry in 1879 he
became a member of the Executive Counc-
il and Commissioner of PublicWorks ; was
elected by acclamation at the general
electionof 1879. After serving as Provin-
cial Secretary and Minister of Crown
Lands, he was elected in 1882 and re-
elected in 1886. In 1887 he was re-elected
and re-appointed a member of the Ex-
ecutive Committee and Provincial Secre-
tary, also Commissioner of Public Works.
He went oit of office when the McLeod
governmout resigned on April 11, 1891,
ran'for the House of Commons the same

CANADA’S NEW PREMIER.

Hon. Mr. Bowell had fair claims on the
premiership, but in qualification for the
responsible post he is sadly lacking.
While he has had remarkable success in
getting into parliament and staying in,
while the peculiar circumstances in which
he was placed forced him to the front and
into a position in the cabinet in 1878, it
has never been claimed for him that he
possesses the equipment necessary for
statesmanship.

Mr. Bowell no doubt owes his promi-
nence more to the Orange order, of which
he was for a long time the head, than to
any signal ability he has ever displayed
in his public carcer. He was a staunch
follower of the late Sir John Macdonald, a
party man in every sense, and on these
grounds he had claims upon the Conserv-
atives, but, no doubt, he is as much sur-
prised as anybody to find himself at the
head of the Dominion Government.

His selection at the present time can
only be regarded as in the nature of a
make-shift, a compromise such as that
which led to the election of Sir John Ab-
bot to the premiership. There are half a
dozen men in the cabinet who, no doubt,
think they have greater claims than Mr.
Bowell. Foster, Tupper, Jr., Haggart, and
even the boodling Caron, would be willing
to sacrifice themselves, but they have not
g0 large a following as Bowell,; and the
selection of any one of them would have
rent the Conservative party into a great
many factions.

It is an awful descent from Sir John
Thompson to Bowell, but the necessities
of the case demanded the drop. How-
ever, Mr. Bowell will not long enjoy his
honors. A general election is not far
away, and when that is over there will be
no further bickering among the Conserv-
atives over the premiership. The electors
of Canada will demand something more
than a fossilized figurehead to lead the
government, and Hon. Mr. Laurier will be
the man for the position.

The new premier started life as a news-
paper man, having owned and edited for
many years the Bclleville Intelligencer,
an obscure Ontario paper. He was first
elected to parliament 1867, and held a
geat in the House of Commons until 1892,
when he was called to the Senate. He
was Minister of Customs from 1878 until
the new portfolio of Trade and Com-
merce was established, and he now relin-
quished that for the premiership and the
presidency of the council.

Mr. Bowell was born in England, but
came with his father to Canada when ten
years old. He is now seventy-one,a wid-
ower and a Methodist.

TrHE warship Blenheim, bearing the
remains of the late Sir John Thomp-
son, sailed from Portsmouth at noon
to-day, and is expected to arriye at Hali-
fax December 381lst. The funeral, for
which elaborate preparations are being
made, will take place Wednesday, Jan-
uary 2nd, and will be the most striking
pageant of the kind ever seen in Canada.
Lord and Ladv Aberdeen and all the cab-
inet ministers from Ottawa, will be pres-
ent, and delegates are coming from all
over the country. Lady Thompson leaves
Ottawa for Halifax, on Friday next, ac-
companied by the Governor General and
hislady. Sir Charles Tupper was to have
accompanied the remains to Halifax, but
bas been taken ill and cannot come.

A Large Attendance of Teachers at the
Annual Meeting.

He
was adjutant of his regiment from 1881 to
1887, and: reached the rank of Major in
March, 1892.

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THE WOODSTOCK BRIDG

Formally Opened for
Traffic.

E

Hon. Mr. Emmerson’s Interesting Ad-
dress on the Occasion.

As noted in Tae HeraLp last week, the
Woodstock bridge was formally opened to
traffic on the 13th inst, and there were
some interesting features in connection
with the affair. After Hon. Mr. Emmer-
son had accepted the structure, on behalf
of the government, from the contractor,
addressing those present he said he had
great pleasure in congratulating the citizens
of Woodstock and of the County of Car-
leton upon the completion and opening for
of this important and imposing structure.
He was prepared to say, and challenged
criticism, that in this bridge the people had
secured a structure which was unsurpassed
by any of its class in Canada and, from his
observation and. the best information he
could obtain, there was not a bridge of its
kind in any of the Eastern or middle states
of the neighboring Republic, if its equal
upon the continent. Further he would
say, in face of the criticism and condem-
nation which, through portions of the press
and from the public platform, had been
hurled at the government, in this regard,
that, whether as to structure or super-
structure and taking the bridge as a whole,
it was not only one of the finest but the
cheapest
Ever Built in North America.

This, too, notwithstanding some rather
costly mistakes that had been made; and
facts would bear him out in the declaration.

As to mistakes made and errors discover-
ed, he could appeal to those who heard him
as well as to his own experience, in con-
nection with minor works, whether such
errors and mistakes could be wondered at ;
such would occur in construction by con-
tract or otherwise of the smallest as well as
the largest erections.

For himself, and on behalf of the gov-
ernment, he must say that the contractors
for the superstructure, represented here by
Mr. Came, had performed their work well,
and faithfully carried out the terms of their
contract. He also desired thus to make
public recognition of the ability, and faith-
ful attention to his bnsiness, displayed by
the government engineer, Mr. Wetmore, in
designing and superintending the bridge in
all its details. However, at some times in
view of circumstances that had occurred,

that he bad never had anything to do with
the bridge, he entertained no such wish
now — He felt honored that his name was
connected with the structure that did honor
alike to the County and Government— If
his friends in Woodstock had waited long
they had not waited in vain; they were
amply rewarded in the character of the
bridge. As to difference of opinion that
had existed on the question oflocation, the
people could all now well afford to forget
them and unitedly feel proud in the fact
that they have a bridge which stands in the
fore front superior to any other in the Prov-
ince.

Again complimenting Woodstock, the
County of Carleton, the Province and the
Government and everyone in any way con-
nected with the bridge he now declared it
formaly opened and dedicated to the use of
the people of the Province.

Three hearty cheers and a tiger were now
given for Mr. Emmerson, Mr. Came, Mr.
Wetmore and Mr. Dibblee.

In the evening a public meeting was held
in honor of the opening of the bridge, and
there were addresses by Mr. Dibblee, M. P.,
Hon. Mr. Emmerson, Hon. Mr.,White, Hon.
Mr. Dunn and Hon. Mr. Tweedie, all the
gentlemen getting a kindly reception. We
are sorry we have not space for the full re-

Hon. Chief Commissioner.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson, on being introduced
by chairman Watts, was received with great
applause. He congratulated the people of
Woodstock and Carleton County upon the
historic event which was the occasion of
this splendid gathering. Under the shadow
of the great grief which hangs over Can-
ada, because of the lamented death of the
Premier, to which event the chairman had
feelingly and ably referred, it would be un-
becoming in him (Emmerson) or any of his
colleagues to make what might be called a
political speech. While he had not seen
eye to eye with the deceased statesman
politically, he could truly say that there
was no one in Canada who more sincerely
regretted the death of Sir John Thompson
than he did. (Applause.) Mr. Emmerson
referred to some of the difficulties con-
nected with the earlier work on the bridge.
These were ditficulties that

Could Not Well be Avoided.

There had been differences of opinion as to
the location of the site, but after all that
was a matter upon which men might
honestly differ. The government had
located the bridge where the engineer, in
whom they had had reason to have con-
fidence, reported was the only proper site.
It was impossible to locate the bridge where
it would have pleased everybody (laugh-
ter.) He felt, now that the bridge was an
assured fact, people would no longer bother
themselves about the question of location.
They would address themselves to the
questions : was the bridge a public work of
which the county and province should be
proud? and had it or had it not cost too
much money? He had heard some one
say that the substructure had cost from $30,-
000 to $40,000 over and above what it should
have cost; he was prepared to dispute that
statement —

Prepared to Challenge Any Man

to discuss the question of the cost of the
bridge before any audience, particularly be-
fore such a fair minded audience as he had
before him at the present time. (Applause.)
When it was remembered that the tenders
for the substructure had ranged somewhere
in the vicinity of $60,000 to $107,000, and
that the tenders for that work averaged
about $90,000 the absurdity of the statement,
that the government had paid ovér $30,000
too much for the substructure would be-
come apparent. The government had ac-
cepted the lowest tender, and notwithstand-
ing all the difficulties that the government
had to encounter, the contract price and all
the extras added would not bring the cost
of the substructure up to anything like the
figures of some of the highest tenders for
the work in the first place. (Great ap-
plause.) He would not deny that the work
had cost more than the government had
expected it would have cost; but he would
ask what man had ever built for him a
house, or a barn, or a mill, without having

Some Extras to Pay.

(Hear, hear.) Besides, he was willing to
admit that there had been some mistakes in
a direction that the government had no
right to look for them. They had sent here
an engineer of good repute, to inspect the
bridge. That man stood high in his pro-
fession as an engineer of undoubted skill,
and there was noone for a moment doubted
his honesty. It was not for him (Emmer-
son) to cast any suspicions upon that gentle-
man, but it was a lamentable fact that owing
largely to the way that part of the work
had been built, under that engineer’s in-
spection, the province had to pay some
$7,000 extras for the taking down and re-
building of parts of some of the piers.
While this seemed to be a large sum, and
he was willing to admit that it was a large
sum, yet when the magnitude of the work
was considered it was not
Such a Very Large Figure

as at first appeared. No one would say that
a government themselves could make plans,
construct bridges and see to the inspection.
The government must depend upon others
in whom they have confidence to carry out
the details; and it would be unreasonable to
suppose that in some cases the government
would not.be disappointed in some of the
persons to whom they entrust the matter of
details, (Applause.) He thought that the

people of Woodstock and Carleton County
would be willing to give the government
credit for having given them a good bridge.
It was the finest in the Lower Provinces,
(Applause) and there was probably no bet-
ter bridge of the kind in America. (Great
applause.) He had not held the office of
Chief Commissioner of Public Works when
the bridge was commenced, but he was in
that office before and since the work on the
superstructure had been commenced. He
thought no reasonable person could com-
plain of unnecessary delay in that part of
the work. For the information of those
present, as well as that of the general pub="
lic, he

Would Give Some Facts
regarding the bridge as completed. The
total length of the planking is 2025 feet.
There are 12 spans, of which 8 average 183
feet, or a total of 1464; one span is 186 feet
long; one 225 feet long; one50 feet and one
100 teet — making the grand total, 2025 feet.
The height of the centre of the long span is
31 feet, and at the centre of nine spans is 27
fect. The clear head room of all spans is
17 ft. 6 in., allowing the largest load of hay
and a man standing on same to pass with
ample clearness. The weight of the esti+
mated material in the superstructure was
534 tons, while the actual weight was 537 as
shown by the certified weights of the in<
spector at the works before shipment from
Montreal. (Applause.) Thisshows that the
contractors furnished three tons more than
contracted for, and the inspection here

UNEXPECTED DEATH.

Of Hon. David McLellan, ex-Provincial
Secretary of New Brunswick.

Readers of the Herald everywhere, will
sincerely régret to hear of the death of Hon. |-
David McLellan, which occurred at his
in St. John at 3 o’clock, Wednesday morn-
ing, after a brief illness from erysipelas.

The deceased gentleman was born at the
North End, St. John, on the 20th of January,
1839. His father, David McLellan, who
was by trade a shipbuilder, came from
Dumfrieshire, Scotland, long before the
birth of the deceased. His mother, Mary
Knight, was a descendant of a Quaker fam-
ily of Pennsylvania loyalists. Mr. McLel-
lan was educated in St. John at the com-
mercial and mathematical school, taught by
the late Wm. Mills. Thirty-five years ago,
he began bpsiness as alumber surveyor,
and afterwards entered into business part-
nership with the Hon. James Holly, which
has lasted down to the present time. This
firm has done a very large lumber business.
handling at times 60,000,000 superficial feet
of logs annually.

Mr. McLellan entered political life in
1878, when he was elected one of the repre-
sentatives in the legislature for the county
of St.John

At the Head of the Poll,

his colleagues being the late Hon. Wm.
Elder, the late Mr. Edward Willis, and the
Hon. Robt. J. Ritchie. Mr. McLellan was
again returned at the general election of
1882, and in July, 1883, on the death of the
Hon. William Elder, he became provincial
secretary. This necessitated another appeal
to the people and the election of a colleague
to take the seat rendered vacant by the
death of Mr. Elder. Mr. A. A. Stockton
ran on the same ticket with Mr. McLellan,
and they were returned by a very large ma-
jority over Mr. James McNichol and Mr.
John A. Chesley, who opposed them. Mr.
McLellan was again elected at the general
of 1886, and continued to hold the office of
provincial secretary, but at the general elect-
ion held in 1890, he and his colleague were
defeated, owing_to the excitement which
had arisen over the
Appointment of Mr, Ritchie

{o the office of police magistrate of St. John,
Mr. McLellan then resigned the office of
provincial secretary, but continued a mem-
ber of the goverament, being appointed to
the legislative council. On ‘the death of
Mr. W. C. Drury, Mr. McLellan was ap-
pointed registrar of deeds, willsand probates
for the city and county of St. John, which
offices he held until his death. In
politics he Was a staunch Liberal and in re-
ligion an adherent of the Calvinistic Bap-
tist church. In December, 1864, he was
married to Fannie B. Richards, daughter of
Henry Richards, of St. John, and had a
family of three children, two sons and one
daughter, the latter the wife of Fred. Hard-
ing, of the marine department, St. John.

The funeral took place. yesterday after-
noon and was one of the largest ever seen
in 8t. John, the cortage reaching a mile in
length. The floral offerings were many and
beautiful. The. pall bearers were Hon. A.
G. Blair, Hon. James Mitchell, Hon. H. R.
Emmerson, Hon. L. J. Tweedie, Judge
Tuck and W. A. Quinton, ex-M. P. P.

The Hoegg Matter.

The special committee of the city council
appointed to meet and discuss with G. W.
Hoegg the proposition of his firm for exem-
tion from taxation and free water for a
term of ten years, held its first session last
night. The committee is composed of Ald.
Golding, Babbitt, Macnutt, Gilman and
Anderson, and all were present. Mr. Hoegg
and his solicitor Geo. A. Hughes, were also
in attendance,; and there were also present
by invitation Jas. 8. Neill, President of the
Board of Trade, J. C. Risteen, and John
Palmer, the two latter representing the
manufactures of Fredericton. Mr. Hughes
was heard, in behalf of Mr. Hoegg, making a
strong case in favor of the proposed exemp-
tions. Mr. Neill, Mr. Risteen and Mr. Pal-
mer also addressed the committee and all
favored the council meeting Mr. Hoegg's re-
quest. Mr. Neill said that the Board of
Trade is unanimous in its’ opinion that the
city should give all possible concessions to
any person seeking to establish new indus-
tries here. The committee after hearing
these gentlemen discussed the matter
briefly. Ald. Macnutt offered a resolution
recommending the council to grant Mr.
Hoegg's request, it being understood that
his firm would enter into an agreement to
carry out the propositions contained in the
memorial, but some members of the com-
mittee wanted further time to consider the
matter. Ald. Gilman, Babbitt, Golding and
Anderson all left the impression that they
would not favor so long an exemption as
ten years. This being the feeling of a ma-
jority of - the committee, Ald. Macnutt’s
resolution was not pressed, and the commit-
tee adjourned until Friday evening next,
when the members will come to some un-
derstanding in the matter, and make their
recommendation to the council.
