It is in no spirit of hostility that the 
foregoing remarks are penned, but from 
a desire for the good of all classes of the’ 
community, yourselves included. We 
can easily see by observing other coun 
tries that it is not for the good of any 
people, when tho laws regarding Sab­
bath observance are systematically 
broken or disregarded, and you would 
find, I "think, that if you would ruaolvs 
to keep holy the Sabbath Day by renting 
from all worldly labour, as oilier classes 
of the community do, and refuse to hire 
any of your horses on the Sabbath day, 
that, although your, receipts might bu 
sensibly diminished at first, y« t you 
would at least have the satisfaction of 
knowing that you were not breaking 
th* laws of either God or man.

In conclusion, 1 would say that al 
though these remarks may be denounced 
as Pharisaical and straitlaced, yot 1 am 
convinced that any unprejudiced person 
who carefully ex iuiines the law in ru
Îard to tho profanation of the Lord’s 

ay will agree with me,that the practice 
of hiring livery horses on that day is 
clearly illegal.
