Our next encounter was that of a
storm; and a storm at sea, in a small
ship, with a crowd of people, is
scmething never to be forgotten and
orly those who have endured it know
the suspense of such amn experience.
Oa such a ship our quarters were
small- and only lighted by the dim
flicker of a candle; -and while the
saiiors did not seem to mind the
storm, it could not be otherwise than
that the passengers who were lands-
men and greenhorns, and who knew
little or nothing of the sea, were
afraid and wondered: what was com-
ing next. The little brig laboured
heavily in the sea, and it would
sometimes scem that all hope was
lost. Perhaps it sounded worse to the
passengers than it really was, and
might not have been as terrific as we
imagined, but the ship seemed to be
pitched about like a feather and- it
seemed as if we were ever sinking in
the sea. 4

We could only wait and long for the
sterm to cease; and while we waited
into the long hours of the night many
a prayer was offered, and many a
bead was counted; and when the
morning light broke and some of us
got on the d:cck, and found there was
a chance of safety, we felt that ocw
prayers were answered, and many i
hearty “Thank God” was uttered. But
we all felt the forcé of the storm,
and we were all afraid. But amidst
the moaning of the wind and the roar-
ing of the sea, the sounds that seemed
most dismal to us, and most pitiful,
were these of the sailors voices  on
deck during the night. There was a
weirdness about it that
make us lonely as they
each other, and it was a sort of gurg-
ling sorrow, as if they weére singing
their own requiem. The sight that

met our gaze on looking around the |

The quack of quacks, the most per-
that .in these latter
ages has marked the world’s history,”
s what Thomas Carlyle - wrote of
count Cagliostro, a name assumed by
Jospeh Bansalmo, a famous imposter
liose accomplishments have actually
heen immortalized. His swindling
schemes extended over Italy, his na-
ve country, then into France, where
made Paris his hgadquarterg. and
subsequently throughoutf the contin-
nt. He was born in Palermo in 1742.
The most celebrated victim of Cag-
iostro’s art was Cardinal de Rohan
n the great diamond necklace case
that so scandalously involved Marie
Antoinette, Loius XV. Madame du
Parry, and other ladies and gentle-
men of that gladmorous and rotten
period of the French court that set the
morals of the people. ;

Early Traits.

As a boy this Joseph Balsalmo had
very few, if any gualities that would
have even indicated genius enough to
become either knave or scoundrel.
He was recorded as being “indolent
and unruly.” He was put into a mon-
astery when he was fifteen, and after
a few months, when expelled, began a
criminal career and a dissolute life.
He had, it is true, studied on branch
of learning that afterwards stood him
in good stead, but' occasionally got
others into trouble.

This was chemistry; it appealed to
his spectacular nature as well as to
his inventive genius in crime. It came
theatrically to his aid in his incanta-
tion 'scenes, and in his offices of sor-
cery. He posed as an alchemist, a do-
er of miracles and an inventor of an
extraordinary elixir of life—forging
testimony, and at the same time get-
ting enough money to advance himselt
by forging his uncle’s will.

Indeed, the list of his crimes, while
vet in his teens, is so long and vari-
ous that I might recite most anything
here from my own imagination” and
go unchallenged. 1 daresay that a lot
3f very interesting history is made up
in this way. But here I propose tio
stick to truths so long as I can find
them.

His Journeys.

In Messina, Cagliostro made the ac-
quaintance of a - professor—Althotas,
a man said to have had great learning
as a skilful occliltist—and at once he-
came his disciple. They went to Mal-
ta and induced the Grand Master of
Knights to give them a laborator,';%l
which they could manufacture go
and fabricate -valuable letters of in-
troduction. Then they went to Rome.
where Cagliostro forged a number of
engravings.

He now began to announce himself

a wonderworker, and made some
startling innovations. and improve:
nents on the old game. While he

so successfully hoodooed the people

almost began to believe in
himself—thought that he could trans-
mute metals and make himself invis-
He adopted the full name o9f
(Comte Alessandro Cagliostro, a no-
bility ereation of his own.

A Profitable Marriage.

Up to this time he had employed ?
number of aliases that were wel
knmown, but not for a long time discov-
«red as belonging to the same indi
vidual. Among his acquaintances in
Rome was a beautiful girl by the
name of Lorenza de Feliciani, the
daughter of a lace-maker, to whom
many young men were paying court.
She has figured in various romances——
one I think by Dumas, and in several
icgraphical sketches of Cagliostro
'as appeared in as many- different
lights. e

bad many seductive charms; she was
strikingly graceful, clever in her con-
versation, lovely in every way, and so
honestly ‘convincing in manner thad
she had no difficulty in finding plenty
of fish for her husband’s expansive
net.

€ral duplicity is represented as exist-
ing however in a faithful wife.

Looking up Fools!

After the' marriage a purposeful
wedding journey was made into sev-
eral countries where it was thought
their future schemes might be started
among a peculiarly susceptible peo-
pel. They went about it systematic-
ally to record al] their private obser-
vations and special information re
garding persons and things in publie
life.

Much of this same sort of thing is
done to-day by stage magicians and
mesmerists—and spiritualists. In the
case of the noted young ‘“mind-read-
er.” Washington Irving, Bishop of
some twenty-five years ago, which
has come into my particular know-
ledge, it was not uncommon for him
to have more than a hunndred con-
federates in each city that he visited!
Nearly ®very one of his “tricks” de:
pended on these people, and on his
positive. intelligence secured in ad
vance.

Managers, ushers and scene-shifters
in theatres were in league to supph
instruetion concerning many ' peopls
in the audience known to them, and
where there was any possible doub
of the desired class attending, compli
mentary tickets were cunningly an¢
cautiously distributed. Cagliostr¢
went into the business even more 1n
dustriously and with “more serious
purpose, for, in alliance with his pub
lic charlatanism, he was pursuing
every possible form of swindle in ol
taining other people’s money, “Occult
ism” was the fashionable study an¢
entertainment.

In this profession Cagliostro was :
past master in every trick. He had
gathered many valuable ideas in the
East—much of his imagery fron:
ancient Egyptian records. All this
time very little was known about
Egypt; it was not unil a dozen years
after that, before Dr. Young was abl
to translate hieroglyphic inscriptions
So in his lectures on the occult k.

The Best of Them AllL

There have been others engaged in
Cagliostro’s game, but never one with
such magnificent gall, nor ever ong
who dealt his cards with prince, po-
tentate, and savant as did he. The
episode of the Queen’s Necklate gave
him his particular place in history.
It associated his name with some of
the most prominent people of Europe,
and that has been dealt with in so
much detail, and fictionized 'to such
an extent that as time goes by the
glamour will be still further increas-
ad.
The Queen’s Necklace.

The Queen was a martyr in an
sbscure plot by swindlers, who as-
sailed not only her honor but her
hrone. It was claimed that the Car-
linal Rohan purchased it for her, but
he had been roped into the game by
a Madame de la DMotte. Cagliostro
was a friend of this woman’s hus-
band; and not only ferged the letter
that was supposed to have come from
the Queen commissioning the Cardin-
al to purchase the necklace, but was
in active conspirator.

The Cardinal’s position in the whole
affair was a matter of opinion then,
and is now. No one doubts the
Queen’s innocence. In the trial that
followed the unveiling of this scan-
dalous plot, the Comte de la -Motte
was banished for life; his wife was
condemned to the carcan—to  be

»ame surrounded, fled in 1787 to Swit-
zerland, first to Basle. Then he got
yack to Rome, like the proverbial
moth was shortly after arrested as a
Freemason, and sent to prison for life,
while Donna Lorenza, his wife, was
shut in the convent of St. Apollina.

Cagliostro, the revolutionary alche-
mist, died in the Castle Leone, October
1, 1795.
