Whether by
military means or by economic means
or by a combination of both, we must
win a complete and decisive victory.

NO FURTHER NEED FOR EXTREME
MEASURES.
LONDON, May 10.

Premier Asquith told the Commons
to-day that there was reason to be-
lieve there would be no further ne-
cessity to proceed to extreme meas-
ures with the Irish rebels, although
he could give no undertaking to that
effect.

The Methodist
 School Report.

We thank the Rev. Dr.

Curtis for a copy of his

report on Methodist

Schools for the year end-

ing December 31st, 1915.
The showing of the year is very favor-
alble, denoting progress all round. On
the basis of examination success, the
showing is noteworthy. Out of 1,974
passes at the C. H. E. Examinations
last year, 834 stand to the credit of
the Methodist Schools. This is 42.2
per cent. of the whole. The Superin-
tendent drawing on his long experi-
ence connected with schools, partly as
school-master, partly as chairman of
school board, but mainly from eighteen
years as Superintendent of Methodist
Schools, during which time he has
been travelling around the island, not-
ing conditions, circumstances. and
school work offers some timely obser-
vations on educasion. He points out
that education includes home life with
all its varied and ~ multitudinous in-
fluences; social life with its com-
panionships, its ideals, its environ-
ment, and church life with its inspira-
tion, its instruction, its quickening.
Give them the right kind of home life,
proper social environment, good moral
Lraining, and the teacher’s work is
more than half done before he begins.
Let these be lacking in their best ele-
ments, or let the influences be injuri-
ous or detrimental rather than help-
ful, and the school has to undertake
an impossible task. In the appraise-
ment of merit or demerit in a school
system, therefore, many factors must
be considered which are not and can-
not be contrplled by either the teach-
ers or the school. Theze considera-
tions complicate the problem of ap-
praisement enormously.

Presumably the proper aim of edu-
cation should be to prepare, so far as
possible, for the successful perform-
ance of the highest functions in / life.
This implies such development of the
body as to produce health and dex-
terity; the formation of right habits,
the sharpening of the intelligence, the
cultivation of good taste, the creation
of interest in and love for work, the in-
forming of the understanding and the
upbuilding of moral character. Now
wherever this process is being sucecess-
fully conducted the work of education
is being performed.

Dr. Curtis has a word of praise for
the Domestic Science School, which is
being conducted by Miss Ethel Dickin-
son, under the joint management of
the Superintendents of Education. H=
recognizes its promise of far-reaching
influence. He details part of the
work being done. Thé curriculum in-
cludes:—What constitutes a whole-
some breakfast, dinner ,and supper,
and how each should be prepared;
how to.clean and cock fish and vege-
tables; how to get the most out of
meats of various kinds; how to cook
bread, rolls, puddings and pies, and
like foods of every day use, form a
large part of the weekly tasks. It is
hoped that in this way a knowledge of
healthy foods and proper cooking will
in time become widely disseminated
throughout the country and produce
results beneficial and enduring:

REVIEWS “CREATION” PHOTO
DRAMA.

The deep interest aroused by the
presentagion of = “Creation” . Photo-
Drama during the past few days at
British Theatre found marked expres-
sion last evening in the wusual full
house and rapt attention of the audi-
ence.

The lecturer treated his subject un-
der four general divisions, a summary
of which follows in their successive
order. Opening the service by music
and prayer the speaker, before enter-
ing directly into his subject called at-
tention to the effectiveness of appeal-
ing to both the eye and ear, simul-
taneously, in the presentation of ideas
through pictures and lectures—as il-
lustrated in “Creation” photo-drama.
He then threw upon the screen -the
first half of the beautiful and touch-
ing film—the “Shunamite Son.” He
made the picture doubly effective by
first referring to the Bible narrative
as recorded in 2 Kings 4:8-37, (thei:
throwing on the picture.) He refer-
red to the scripture statement - con-
cerning the hospitable home of the
Shunamite and her husband, with its
“prophet’s chamber” set apart for the
use of the Prophet Elisha, when pass-
ing that way. The advent of a'son
into the childless home of the Shuna-
mite, as God’s acknowledgment of
their hospitality. Then the passing of
the years until the child had become
a youth—his death, and the sorrow in
the house.

Now, taking up his subject, the
speaker’s first proposition was, that
God’s Dbenevolent arrangement for
man’s - comfort and happiness was
clearly suggested in the provisien of
a “Garden of Eden” to be the home of
Adam—*“The earth hath he given to
the children of men.” This argument
he butressed with scripture and con-
vincing logic, showing that the long
delay in bringing about for all the
race this ideal condition, rightly un-
derstood, only manifests the far-seeing
purpose of the great Creator.

His second proposition was that
sickness, sorrow, dying and death, as
respects God's human creation, was
not a natural condition, but a calamity
which was simply the outworking of
God’s uncliangeable law, “Whatsoever
a man soweth, that shall he also
reap,” and that life everlasting:-is only
for the obedient. The death of the
Shunamite’s Son a fitting and forcefui
illustration of the calamity which had
settled down upon the whole race as
a result of Father Adam’s sin. One
individual sacrifice which the Heaven-
ly Father would approve could become
a substitute for Adam-—could be ac-
cepted as a Redeemer for him and the
race condemned in him. Then came
the Crucifixion film, illustrating how
the life of the sinless, spotiess “Son of
God,” voluntarily laid down in sacri-
fice—in ignominy and shame—met the
claim of the broken law, in the inter-
est of every member of the race. He
“tasted death for every man.” (There
is not space here for the forceful log-
ic of the speaker’s argument that
man’s only hope of everlasting life on
any plane of existence must come
through a resurrection from the dead,
“As in Adam all die, so in Christ shall
all be made alive.”)

His fourth and last proposition was
that such a sacrifice as that of our
Lord Jesus, implied far-reaching re-
sults: The purchased boon would be
proportionate to the great cost, the
prickless value of the sacrifice—it
implies a restoration of all tHat was
lost through father Adam’s sin. He
spoke with touching emphasis of the
heartache which a nation-wide sorrow
had brought to every home in this Is-
land, and which had brought grief,
without a parallel in history, to every
nation of earth. The bow of promise
had been given, through the infallible
word of thé Lord, that sorrow, sick-
ness, dying and death would ultimate-
ly be removed, through the power of
the Kingdom of Christ for which we
had been taught to pray, and which
was just at the door-—the world’s su-
preme sorrow into which we had en-
tered was the doorway through which
it must pass into the better arrange-

A Great War Worker.

LADY COWDRAY’S REMARKABLE
RECORD.

A short time ago Queen Mary ex-
pressed the wish that the historic Star
and Garter Hotel, at the top of Rich-
mond Hill, should be purchased for
the use-of the Red Cross. Lady Cow-
dray, one of society’s most famous
hostesses, at once set to. work to help
in the task of collecting the money re-
quired, although she was already
strenuously working in connection
with- five other big war-charity
schemes, the aggregate appeal of
which. was for close upon a million
pounds.

Thanks to the strenfious efforts of
enthusiastic war workers like Lady
Cowdray, hundreds of our brave sold-
iers and sailors, whose constitutions
have been badly wrecked by the war,
will be able to spend the remainder of
their lives in the Star and Garter
home.

A clever, epractical-minded woman,
Lady Cowdray is a fitting wife for the
man who is regarded as the greatest
contraétor in the world. Raised to the
peerage eight years ago, Lord Cow-
dray, formerly Sir Weetman Pearson,
is president of the firm of S. Pearson
and Son, the great firm of contractors,
which employs something like 30,000
hands. Engineer, dock, tunnel, rail-
way and bridge builder, his lordship
has carried out some gigantic con-
tracts. Indeed, it has been said that
he seldom undertakes anything less
than a million-pound job.

Before the war Lady Cowdray took
great interest in the Women’'s Suffrage
movement, speaking occasionally at
meetings. She is a delightful speaker,
and always very frank in expressing
her views. The writer remembers
some interesting remarks which she
made a short time ago on business men
as lovers.

“A man with a great business,” sha
said, “entailing large responsibilities,
may not havé much time for demon-
strating affection. An idle man, with
no ambitions, has. But the affection
of such a man would in time become
somewhat tedious, whereas the less
monotonous affection of the strong,
hard-working man of business would
remain oneé of the things to be tréds-
ured in a woman’s life. After all,”
she concluded, “love-making is not
the only. interest in life.”

A charming romance was that of
her youngest son, the Hon. Geoffrey
Pearson, who in 1909 married that
clever singer and actress, Miss Ethel
Lewis.. who made quite a mame for
herself with the D'Oyley Carte Com-
pany.

A Word to the Police.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—In the interest of Justice
and Fair Play I think it is time that
policemen like Constable Forsey
should be given to understand that
citizens have certain rights which
must be protected. The case that was
tried by His Honor Judge Morris on
Wednesday, in which a young man of
the West End was charged with drunk-
enness and disorderly conduct is one
that clearly proved that Constable
Forsey overstepped his duty and went
as far as to assault the prisoner and
knock him down. Three witnesses’
appeared for the prisoner and gave
evidence of this fact, and so convinc-
ing was their testimony that the Judge
dismissed the accused.

Now, Mr. Editor, the young man in
question is the son of respectable par-
ents, and though he may be unfortun-
ate in being more or less addicted to
drink, still he is entitled to British fair
play, and the treatment accorded him
in this instancé by Constable Forsey
merits the condemnation of all fair-
minded peoplé.

It is time in my opinion that some of
the policemen should be taught their
duty. Some of the younger men in the
force appear to be lacking in judge-
ment, and as Mr. Higgins said of For-
sey, seem to lose their head. One fact
stands out very prominently and that
is that there is plenty room for im-
provement in the force, and the sooner
this is effected the better it will be
for the dignity of the Police Force.

An English Estimate of
th> German Army
and its Generals.

In an article in the May Atlantic
Monthly, Mr. Alfred G. Gardiner, edi-
tor of the London Daily News, has
undertaken to analyze Geérman tactics
and generalship in the great war. As
the author of “The Great Lords,” an |
intimate study of the statesmen and |
soldiers who are playing leading
parts in the conflict, Mr. Gardiner
qualified for this task of estimating
and appraising the enemy’s military
capacity. In comparison that of the
Allies often suffers, for impartiality
and a love of truth are characteristic
of this writer.

Bismarck, we are told, had a small
opinion of German commanders, Molt-
ke and “good old Roon” excepted. |
However, the Chancellor thought less
of French generalship, which he held
as beneath contempt in the Franco-
Prussian war, a judgment that not
even the countrymen of MacMahoni
ahd Bazaine will dispute to-day. The |
German victory in 1870-71 was really
won in advance by Bismarck’s skill
in uniting the German states under |
‘the banner of Prussia. In entering:
upon the present war Germany was |
handicapped by her diplomacy, and
she had to rely for victory upon the |
preparedness of her General Staff, the
ability of her commanders in the field,
and the working of her. military ma-
chine. Mr. Gardiner cannot / say
enough in praise of German mastery
of the science ‘of war. He declared
that “if we judge Geramn generalship
by strictly military considerations as
distinct from the political and imagin-
ative factors, we are bound to admit

that its success has been complete.”
The Allies “had no common strat-

egy, no body of agreed doctrine.” In
fact, “they had little to offer but im-
provised methods.” If France was
better prepared for war than the
France of Napoleon IIL, there had
been dissensions in her military coun-

cils, and while she could put a large
army. in the field she had no war ma-

chine in the German sense of the term
The Russian military system was still
corrupt and at the best experimental.
Great Britain’s little wars . had not
taught her organization; her methods
were generally antiquated. Mr. Hal-
dane alone did anything to modernize
the army; he gave it a General Staff
“in a modest form,” and his War Book
helped Sir John French’s expedition-
ary force to obstruct the German

of the war and thus gain breathing
time for 'France. The German plan in
scope and detail was admirable, says

K The Ger-
mans were right about the futility of
the modern fortress; and they were
right again about the high explosive
shell and the massing of machine
guns. “When the Germans,” a Brit-
ish stalf officer said, “do something
in a differeni way’from ours the ‘chan-
ces are that it is a better way than
ours.”. The -Germans were also right
in posting regimental officers behind
the chargingaline, for the French and
British practice of leading has result-
ed in a disproportionate loss of offi-
cers. Only in the air have the allies
proved their superiority, but it has
counted for a good deal. The Zeppe-
lin is generally admitted to be a cost-
ly failure. :

mand. “Moltke” we are told, ‘“was
never more than the shadow of a
great name.” He is held responsible
for the futile and ‘costly attempts to

brcak through on the coast, at Arras,
at Armentieres and Ypres. The Crown

Prince of Bavaria and the Duke of
Wurttemburg are names and ‘“‘nothing
more.” Von Kluck eliminated himself
by his rash march to the southeast
in front of Paris. But Germany has

war.

To the new chief of Staff, General
Falkenhayn, is given the credit of “the
renascence of the German cause” after
the battle of the Marne. Young, am-
bitibus, thorough and infiexible, Fal-
kenhayn at the age of 54 is not only
the major strategist of the teutonic
armies, but he has ®stablished an as-
cendancy over the Kaiser himself.
Mackensen is rated as a greater com-
mander than Hindenburg, in spite of
the latter’s tremendous victory in the
Masurian Lakes district. More subtle,
more alert and more ruthless in at-
tack, Macknesen is the perfect type
of Prussian militavism. But both are
old men picked up from the discard.
For the military genius on the Ger-
man-side we are bidden to behold Fal-
kenhayn, who has become the most
powerful figure in the nation.

THE SHOOTING OF SKEFFINGTON.

The names of the Duke of Devon-
shire and Earl Derby are mentioned
in the morning papers as most probr
able to succeed Wimborne as Lord
Lieut. of Ireland. The Premier stated
that Skeffington, Editor of -the Irish
Citizen had been shot at Dublin on
April 26th gwithout the knowledge ‘of
the military authorities. This state-
ment was made in reply-to an inquiry
vesterday whether Skeffington had
been shot before the Proclamation of
marital law. This matter is under in-
vestigation. Asquith added the officer
concerned had been arrested and
would be court martialled. Asquith
gave an understanding to the House
that no further executions would take
place in Ireland before the time of the
debate on the Irish question to-mor-
row. Regarding two other executions,
reported to .-have taken place, at the
same time as Skeffington was shot,
Asquith stated an investigation would
be made. He had no particulars re-
garding these cases, he  said, but he
was able to state that the military au-
thorities not only had no responsibility
for them but had no knowledge of the
occurrences. The Premier informed

Townsend of Kut.

There is a curious feature of Gen-
eral Townshend’s position in Kut.
Millions of his fellow-countrymen to
familiar
name are thinking first of the peril
and suffering of the man fighting like
a badger in a barrel for his life. But
the few who know and love the man
for his happy disposition, his cheerful
friendliness, his gay humor and hearty
laugh, his handsome, thoroughbred
looks and style, are thinking and
speaking of him as a national asset,
as a born and-studied soldier whom
England cannot afford to lose: There
is something in this contradiction
which helps to explain his personal-
ity.

As a soldier he hds made no great
figure in the public eye. Throughout
his.service he has always done his job,
whatever it has happened to be, with
quiet capacity and marked success.
Jut he has worn his honors very
modestly, and after each achievement
has gone quietly on with his soldier-
ing, so that the hero of the Citadel

whom is is only a newly

has mever been a familiar figure in
the public eye. Most pwoplb had for-
gotten who was the gallant and re-
sourceful soldier who held the Chitral
fort with such cheerful resolution: un-
til it was learned that the general
who was plunged into the unfortunate
Mesopotamian adventure bore the
name of Townshend.

But Charles Townshend’s friends
know him -first as a soldier. It is re-
cognition of his soldierly qualities
that is the foundation -of their enthu-
siastie .admiration for him. He has
never had a wide circle of friends, for
his interests have not been wide and
diffused. He has no hobbie, outside
soldiering. Politics have never ap-
pealed to him except so far as politics
affect the Army. Society does not en-
tangle him. He is neither - a keen
hunting man nor an enthusiast for
any kind of sport. He just devotes
himself first and last and all the time
to his profession, and the friends in
whose companionship he seeks re-
laxation outside working hours love
to hear him talk abouyt soldiering be-
cause that is the subject upon which
he speaks with knowledge and insight
that they find enthralling.

Here are some of the things théy
tell of him. Four years ago, when
the possibility jof war with Germany
was derided as empty talk, he not

in his rooms in Paris and traced out
the course which the opening stages
of the war would take. This was to
his friend Mr. George Grossmith, who
was in Paris playing with Rejane at
the time, and My. Grossmith is an am-
azed witness to-day to the absolute ac-
curacy of his forecast. He told how
the Germans would pour ever the Bel-
gian and Luxemburg frontiers, how
their heavy artillery ~woéuld Dbatter
down the forts in their way, how with
incredible swiftness they would spread
a wide front across Belgium and
sweep' the fated country clear, mask-
ing Antwerp and Brussels and Ostend,
in their rapid southern descent, so as
to strike a great blow at the French
vefences while the French prepara-
tions were yet incomplete. He even
iaid his finger upon the map and
marked the region to which the Bri-
tish Expeditionary Force would be
sent, and told how inevitably it would
be outflanxed and forced to retreat to
escape annihilation.

He was exact also in his predictions
that the first real trial of strength be-
tween the attackers and the defenders
would occur in positions far behind

, those originally chosen, and that the
’l‘.ritish troops would fight their first

pitched battles in defence of the
French Channel ports.

Maybe there was nothing in these
predictions of his that any other qual-
ified and studied soldier might not and
did not forsee, but there was some-
thing more than .an expert’'s deduc-
tions from military and geggraphical
conditions in another prediction that
he made with confidence and convic-
tion, and which he consistently main-
tained unshaken by all contrary opin-
ions. For he declared time and again
that, in spite of all the German early
successes, France would. be saved, and
saved by the new and wonderful spirit
of the French people:

* This was more than expert amti‘ui~
pation. It was the insight of a pro;
phet. He knew and understood and
loved the French nation and people
He speaks French like a Parisian, his
devoted wife is a French lady; he had
studied French military history with
an enthusiast’s application, had fol-

. lowed French Army manoeuvres, had

reconstructed on the spot the battle-
grounds of the past, and had examin-
ed with ,German thoroughness . the
positions in which the future battles
that he foresaw would take place.-He
was aware—he served for a time as
military- attache in Paris — of the

His men know
that he is master of the)netier to
which he has consecrated his life.

If there is any personal end or am-
bitjon in Charles Townshend’s devo-
tion to hiseprofession it is to restore
its ancient military distinction to the
name he bears. He is the heir-pre-
sumptive to the Marquisate of Towns-
hend, and he is the great-great-grand-
son of the Townshend who fought
gloriously with Wolfe at Quebec. If
it is his fortune to succeed to the title
it is his ambition to ,bring to it the
qualification of achievement. It is a
worthy ambition and\the¢ pride of race
that animates it is the basis of a proud
patriotism.—London Daily ;:Iail.

Four French Infantrymen Held Back
for Several Minutes an Entire Regi-
ment. of Germans—Took Prisoners
and Got Away Safely.

A special Paris cable to the New
York World says:

“Even in stories of individual gal-
lantry at Verdun names are not per-
mitted, so the four heroes of the latest
anecdote being narrated in Paris can-
not be identified except as infantry-
men of the‘]ine., They were with
their battalion in 'a specially hot
corner of the Caillette woods a few
days ago, when, on a particularly
dark night, after the usual frightful
bombardment, they dimly perceived
compact masses of Germans riging to-
ward them from trenehes forty yards
away.

The command to fall back to the
second line was unheard by the four
soldiers, who, instead ensconsed thein-
selves in an observation post and
first with two rifles each, then with
a copious store of hand grenades, held
back successfully for several minutes
an entire regiment of Germans. Ap-
parently amazed at such unexpected
resistance“\the German commander
ordered his men to seek shelter while
he dispatched two patrols of six men
each-to reconnoitre on either wil‘g‘.

certain day, to fill up any vacancy or
vacancies in the Council.

Resolved,—That a detailed account
of the expenditure of the Council be
published in the public papers of the
town, half yearly.

Now follows the address of the in-
habitants of St. John’s to His Excel-
lency the Governor:

May it Please Your Excellency,

We,the Pnhabitants of the
town of St. John’s, beg to ex-
press our most: cordial thanks for the
liberal and enlightened policy which
as hitherto characterized Your Ex-
cellency’s government, .not only for
this town but for the country gener-
ally., We had such a demonstration
of Your Excellency’s sentiments in re-
gard to us as a happy omen, that
while you are anxious to improve our
econdition by the formation of useful
institutions you are at the same timc
pleaged to regard the wishes of the
people from a policy which hag not
been explained to us. The privileges
enjoyed by the neighboring. colonies
have not yet been extended to New-
foundland. Holding as we do in the
highest estimation theé present rapid
progress of society, our pride and
ambition will be gratified in the for-
mation of a body politic chosen by
the people;" and we assure Your Ex-
cellency that we shall always be anx-
jous to aid the views of the govern-
ment , for the improvement and
amehératmn of our condition.

An institution which will recognize
such inestimable rights will form. an
important epoch which our history
will record as highly honorable to the
wisdom and-liberality of Your Excel-
elncy, and is justly due to the merits
and loyalty of that portion ef His
Majesty’s. subjects over whom you
have been selected to govern.

With this memorial we beg leave to
present to Your Excelléncy a series of
resolutions which we pray you will
do us the favor to recommend to our
Most Gracious Sovereign as the basig
of a body: politic.
