Capt. Howard
‘Heard From.

A cablegram was received from
Capt. P. J. Howard last night, an-
nouncing his safe arrival at Piraeus,
Greece.

Previous
to joining the Pilot staff in .St. John’s
Capt. Howard made several voyages
between Patmos, Patras and Piraeus
and other ports of Greece to Marseil-
les in the south of France in the
eighties of the past century.

Incandescent
Gas Lighting,

Possibly, the feature of incandescent
gas lighting most frequently noted by
casual observers is the great ease
with wkich tasks, ordinarily arduous
under artificial light may be perform-
ed under the Welsbach gas mantle:
The light has a peculiarly “soft” qual-

1ty, difficult to describe, but which is

readily recognized by those who have
nad experience with the gas mantle
1amp.

In its general effect upon bodily
health and comfort, the use of incan-
descent gas lighting is decidedly fav-
orable. The currents of air set up by
the burning gas improves ventilation,
tending to expel the air vitiated by
respiration and draw in fresh air to
replace it. Harmful or dangerous dis-
ease germs are instantly destroyed in
the flame. The extent to which this
effect takes place may be verified by
placing a gas lamp close to a ceiling
without any provision for interfering
with the up-rushing air currents. The
charred particles which collect imme-
diately above the lamp are the re-
mains of dust particles which before
passing through the flames were lad-
en with germs and microbes. Actual
experiments have shown that the
burning of gas lamps in rooms previ-
ousl{y containing bacteria, resulted in
absolute sterilization of the air.
Contrary to the popular notion the
temperature of rooms lighted by in-
candescent gas lamps is seldom mark-
edly greater than under incandescent
electric light, even under unfavorable
conditions of ventilation, while in
rooms provided with the ventilating
facilities required by the demands of
hygiene, the temperature in gas-light-
ed rooms is frequently lower.

BELGIAN OFFICIALS PROTEST.

ASQUITS SPEAKS AT A CLUB
MEETING.
LONDON, Dec. 8.

Ex-Premier Asquith was the only
speaker at a meeting of the Liberal
Reform Club this afternoon. He said
his colleagues acted according to
their own dictates, and in_ no way
were they persuaded by the action he
had taken in resigning. The ex-

and importance of giving strenuous
adhesion to whatever government
was in power for the purpose of
bringing about what. all desired—the
winning of the war. Asquith declar-
ed that although he had reéigned the
Premiership, he had not given up the
leadership of the Liberal Party. The
former Premier, who looked remark-
ably well, said there had been a care-
fully engineered campaign against
him, but he acquitted Lloyd George
and his other associates in the re-
tiring government of complicity
therein. On Friday of last weekhe
said, he had received Lloyd George’s
proposal for a smaller war council.
The same day he replied that the
Prime Minister must preside over
such a body. Lloyd George did not
agree to this. On Sunday the Union-
st member§ intimated they had a
meeting, at which they decided they
could not remain in the Government
if he did that. If he did not resign,
they would. He saw Lloyd George
later, and being desirous of main-
taining the unity of the Government,

appealed to Bonar Law to remain in
office. They had a conversation and
attempted to accommodate their
views as to relationship between the
Premier and the war council, and as
to the personnel of the council. - On
these two points they differed. The
difference of opinion was strong and
sharp. An arrangement was then
suggested that the Premier should
control the war policy of the Govern-
ment, that the war ' council should
submit its decisions to him, and that
the agenda of the war council should
be Submitted to him. No agreement
was reached. He undertook to write
Lloyd George the next day, giving
him his decision in the matter. Next
morning he found the statement in
the papers that the Premier was Lo
be excluded from the war -council.
He believed that there had been a
breach of confidence, although he ac-
cepted Lloyd George’s disclaimer.
He then wrote Lloyd George he was
not prepared to remain in the cabin-
et as a spectator of the war, and that
it was not possible to have a war
council without the Premier as chair-
man. After consulting with his
friends he resigned. He since had
been asked, he continued, why he
did not accept a subordinate position.
His colleagues unanimously advised
against it. 1t was pointed out if he
joined the Government, which he
wished complete success, the attacks
would continue. Asquith said he was
of the opinion that he could serve the
Government to better advantage out-

side the Cabinet with the sole object
of lending such help as he could to
the new government in the great task
confronting them. He had to advise
his colleagues to exercise their own
judgment in the matter of joining
the cabinet and had brought no pres-
sure to bear on them. It was hu-
miliating to think anybody - should:
suggest he was trying to restrain his.
colleagues from serving the new gov-
ernment. “Above all,” ‘Asquith con-
tinued, “I shall do what I can to faci-
litate the task which has fallen into
other hands.” Viscount Grey made
the announcement then that Balfour
would be Foreign Secretary, and Lord
Robert Cecil would remain as Parlia-
mentary Under-Secretary for Foreign
Affairs. There was much applause
when Grey said that at the beginning
of the war he was much struck with
the resolute courage of three men,
Asquith, Lloyd George and Lord Kit-
chener. Lloyd George, he said, was
a man of great courage, who never
flinched, who had borne his burden,

POLITICAL WRITERS ON LLOYY

LONDON, Dec. 8.

Political writers in the morning
papers generally emphasizze the im-
portance of Lloyd George’s success
with the Laborites. His offers ‘to
them during the prolonged conferen-
ces are stated to have included, in
addition to five or six Ministerial
posts the establishment of a Labor
Ministry, the inclusion -of a Labor
Delegate at the eventual peace cou-
ference and a promise that Labor
should have a voice in all matters
relating to peace. It is said in cer-
tain quarters that some of these con-
cessions were demanded as part of
the price of adhesion and that the
Laborites required government cox-
trol of mines and shipping during
the war and that it should take pos-
session of all vacant land for produc-
tion. The statements of the political
correspondents further show that
Lloyd George was prepared to adopt
a sweeping measure of State con-
trol, embracing all industries and
means of transportation on land or
sea‘, so that the nation’s power could
be directed to the utmost production
of munitions, the maintenance of ne-
cesip’ary export trade, the fullest de-
velgpment of food cultivation by
Stafe organization and the control
of Qgricultural operations. The con-
ferénce, it is said, pressed the Pre-
mier with the questions of conscrip-
tion of labor and of the conscription
of ;'wealth and it is understood that he
assired the conference that his pol-
icy would be in the direction of regu-
lating the work of the whole man-
hood of the country so that no class
would be able to complain of its
treatment. It is further stated, that

Expressions of certain German news-
papers quoted show that the inform-
ed people of Germany realize that
their triumph in Roumania has very
definite limitations.

A ’\[AVNESWIANV KILLED.

Germany has lost one of her great’
commercial men in ‘Dr. Otto Mannes-
mann. ‘Killed in East Afr{ca, Dr.
Otto was the youngest of the six
Mannesmann brothers, now reduced
to four. Two of them, Max and
Reinhard, became famous in the iron
and steel world through their inven-
tion of the jointless tube process and
also for their 'armour-plating. Dr.
Otto’s best achievement was the
Mannesmann inverted, incandescent
light, and it was under the Mannes-
mann license that most of these
lamps were manufactured before the
war. The inventive genius and-busi-
ness energy of the Mannesmann bro-
thers made them one of the most
formidable of enemy firms. Besides
their enormous works at Dusseldorf
the Mannesmanns had interests in
all parts of the Kaiser’s lost colonies,
as well as in Morocco, in America,
and umtil recently 'in Wales. The
British Mannessmann Tube - Com-
pany’s works near Swansea were
purchased by Baldwins, Ltd., a few
months ago. The Mannessmann bro-
thers schemed to corner the ironfields
of Vlorocco,'and it was for the mining
concessions obtained by them that the
Kaiser was willing to face a war and
provoke the Agadir incident of 1911.

SPAIN AND GERMANY.

Spain, hitherto at least benevolent-
Iy disposed towards the Central Pow-
drs, is now provmg growingly rest-
ive. According to information which
has reached an aduthorative quarter
here from Madrid, correspondence at
present is proceeding between the
Spanish and German Governments\re-
garding the large and steadily larger
number of German subjects residing
in Spain, who, being nearly or alto-
gether destitute, ;have .to be main-
tained at the~expense of €ither the
authorities or charitable institutions.
It being impossible to repatriate any
of these people owing to Spain’s
geographical position—neither France
nor Italy on the one hand, nor Por-
tugal on the other being disposed to
provide facilities, while travel by sea
is out of the question—the Spanish
Government contend that® Germany
ought to make a monetary contribu-
tion towards the cost of maintenance.
Apparently Germany is not prepared
as yet to do this, except under con-
ditions specially favourable to the
Central Powers, which Spain is not
prepared to concede.

THE MAN-POWER REPORT.

There will be presented to the Gov-
ernment this week a second and, as
we are officially told, “very import-
ant” report by the mnewly appointed
Government Man-Power Board. The
chief part of the programme has
been well known, though not official-
ty announced, for some weeks. The
intention is undoubtedly to take
eyery man up to a certain age, what-
ever his occupation, unless he is one
of the small class of really skilled
and really necessary men who can-
not be spared if the factories are to
go on. No excuse will be taken for
an unskilled or half-skilled man in
any trade or profession unless he is
physically altogether unfif. The
question is as to the age limit of the
scheme. The men the army want,
and want now, are men up to 81 (that
is, men of 30 or under), bl;t probably
the Army and the Man-{?qwer Board
will take it up in two stages—first,
the men up to 26, and thqn the men
to 31. Men of these age groups will
probably be taken out of' the hands
of the tribunals. Generﬂly speak-
ing, there will be no exoinptions per-
mitted. As to the older men, the

BRITISH FILM PRODUCTION.

A good deal has recently been
heard about the American grip of the
film stock trade in this country. Hx-
act statistics are not available, but
probably the foreign interests repre-
sent something like 70 per cent of
the requirements of the United King-
dom. It is satisfactory to know that
home manufacturers g{e making a
bold and enterprising attempt to se-
cure a larger share in ag industry
which is growing daily, and has al-
ready assumed gigantic dimensions
in other countries. Some time ago,
the British Film Stock Company es-
tablished itself in competition with
foreign firms, and equipped a fac-
tory at Ashsteed, on the high grounds
of Surrey. Results have led the
company to build a great addition ‘to
the emsting premises, so tha.t the pos-
sible output will be about 3,000,000
feet, or 568 miles of film, per Week,
while further extensions are in con-
templation.

and criticism turn, in
the interval of suspense, to the facts
and figures that are certain in the
situation. Mr. Asquith Has given a
frank and clear explanation of his
conduct and shows that his hand was
forced, as everyone will admit. His
present attitude and determination
to remain upon the scene, assisting
by his support or criticism whatever
administration may be formed, is
highly creditable and honourable, for
he is under no moral obligation to do

The chief comment that reaches us
to-day is from the Nation, whose re-
marks may be taken as representing
a large body of - Liberal - opinion.
With its statement that the move-
ment that has overthrown the Gov-
ernment is a revolutionary one few
persons will quarrel, but it omits to
observe that the calmness and ap-
parent satisfaction of the country at
large denote an absence of the dis-
turbing incidents that mark most
revolutions. Perhaps we might say
that it is the country itself that has
revolted. The Northcliffe Press. is, of
course, scored severely. As to which
we need merely remark that this same
power was responsible for the ap-
pointment of Lord Kitchener and for
the exposure of the munitions scan-
dal, leading to Lloyd George’s in-
valuable work and the stupendous
achievement that alone has made
victory possible. If any other paper
or any other influence can point to
anything approaching these perform-
ances we will say nothing. It is no
answer to say that they would have
come in any case, for this is not so
self-evident and they would certainly
not have come so soon or so effect-
ively.

The Nation’s warning that the for-
ces that have - made Lloyd George
can unmake him again is entirely
falsified by the failure of the same
attempt in the case of Lord Kitchen-
er and may be discounted by what
we know of the new Premier's own
character. Undoubtedly Lloyd George
owes his elevation in large part to
the press, but the Nation fails to see
that the press in this case has' not
consisted merely of the Northcliffe
organs and has had the country be-
hind it.

The criticism, too, that Lloyd
Cebrge has the support of men who
talk of the war but take no active
part in it is idle. There is no evi-
dence so far that he will conflict with
the Naval and Military - chiefs, -and
indeed much of the dissatisfaction
with the late Government has lain in
the- knowledge -that such eonflict was
too much and too often in evidence.
it is likely, however, that notwith-
standing so much talk of War Coun-
cils, the Premier’s principal policy
and activities will be in setting :the
house at home in order. This is suf-

The advent
of Theobald into the Saturday edi-
tions of the Telegram about a year
ago was at once an acquisition of
which any paper might feel proud;
and from his first article to His last
he held the respect of the reading pub-
lic. Nor could it be otherwise, for all
*his topics were timely, and his entire
treatise of them was masterly. The
gentleman and the scholar shone out
in every line, while penetration and
impartiality scintillated from every
point. These most excellent quali-
ties at once enhanced his writings,
and created a desire in the mind of
his readers for more: hence, on Satur-
days his “Thoughts” were eagerly
sought, and greatly enjoyed.

There was always semething to
learn from “The Thoughts of Theo-
bald;” and whether the reader ap-
proved .or disapproved of his state-
ments there remained the conviction
that “truth” was uppermost and
“facts” were foremost. This implied
a high standard of reasoning, which
in moral tone, and literary strength,
established itself in the hearts of the
people. Personally, I am sorry that
the Telegram has lost the contribu-
tions of Pheobald; but such changes
must come; it is hdéwever, pleasing
to know that the public will not
lose his services, for it is generally
understood that with the New Year
he will write daily instead of weekly.

If Theobald’s future work will
prove as interesting and as timely as
his past efforts have dome, then the
city is to be congratulated upon his
elevation to the editorial chair. Our
daily papers have been a medium of
education to many of our people, and
they wield a great influence in mould-
ing public opinion, therefore it is
gratifying to know that men of ability
and learning and sound judgment are
coming to the front and fitting them-
selves for this important work. As a
reader of the Telegram since its in-
ception, and as a contributor to its
columns for twenty-five years, I wish
to thank Theobald for his thoughts,
and for all the good I found in them,
and to wish him much success in his
future literary career; and 1 feel
certain that all the readers of the
Telegram will wish him the same.

Conscription inEngland

A Reply to Correspondents.:

With reference to my recent arti-
cles, a number of people have written
to me asking if conscription has been
accepted in England. To those people
1 wish to say that conscription has
been in force for a number of months,
and to-day in France conscripts are
fighting side by side and shoulder.to
shoulder with volunteers, and not only
that, but they are doing good and hon-
ourable work ‘out there. A ‘“‘con-
seript” may not sound or read as well
as “Volunteer,” but he is much su-
perior to an eligible man who does
not wear the King’s uniform. In
these articles, I wish to be under-
stood that I am not writing to those
married men, who have a wife and a
number .of children to reaf, or to the
last son of a widowed mother. We
may need even them, but we want the
single men, and married men who
have no children. And we must have,
them before next March. Come, bO¥S,
many of you have the ‘Wanderlust’
but to few is given the chance to grati-
fy it, and to see strange countries ahd
stranger sights, and now you have
the opportunity of volunteering to
fight in defence of your own land.
You can do no greater deed of ‘val-
our’ than offer yourself. Now I have
a few words to say to a few of your
teamsters, shop assistants and men
not engaged in work of National im-
portance. Every man throughout
Newfoundland, and its dependecies,
must join the ‘Army.’ It is up to you
to join voluntarily. You -fellows in
the outports we want you to do a
little more, we want you down in St.
John’s, no matter where you live, you
are not too far away to join. You can
go to any magistrate, doctor, or
clergyman in your district and he will
give you a pass and sufficient rations
1to bring you here, and a welcome is
waiting. Clergymen ' and = preachers
throughout our Island home, no mat-
ter what denomination you are you
can do a lot for your King, by refer-
ring to this subject in your sermons,
and urging every young man to join
voluntarily. And to those men no
4 matter who they are who hinder re-
cruiting in any way whatsoever, I may
say we have a name for it, and that
is treason. So it is up to every young
man in this country to help save the
system of ‘Voluntary’ recruiting. . So
come along; we are ready for YOU,

LIBERAL NEWSPAPERS DISSAT-
= ISFIED.

LONDON, To-day.

The chief Liberal weekly, the Na-
tion, reprints a leading article on the
Cabinet situation entitled “A Leap in
the Dark.” The war, says the article,
which changed the world has brought
about: aninnovation of . Government
which seems to have been designed
from the practice of France under the
early Jacobins. When one of these
gentlemen desired the power of office,
with which the State had pmitted to
endow him, he occasionally nominated
himself for the position. To this
French precedent Lloyd-George has
added an English example. Last week
he proposed to divide the Cabinet into
two parts, the first and unimportant
part to consist of the Prime Minister
and his colleagues, the second and
“vital part to consist of himself and
three inconspicuous civil associates,
which was to be charged with the sole
direction of the war. The article then
adds: “Lloyd George’s bristly vigor
and adroitness have impressed them-
sélves on the popular mind in con-
trast with Lord Northcliffe’s hourly
and daily presentation of his col-
leagues as a mass of senility and in-
competence.” Declaring that the
new Ministry has no party behind it,
the Nation continues: “The sensation-
al Press, from which it draws its
breath, will foster its child or disown
it as interest indicates. Its chief pos-
sesses in a popular degree the confi-
dence of men of all classes who talk
about the war but do not figure in it.”

The article says the new Government
has not been brought in to make
peace. It credits Lloyd George with
a genius for improvisation, but says
that all the German’s greater strokes
of the war have been the fruit of long
calculation and warns him not to in-
terfere with the plans of the military
and naval chiefs. “The press which
has made him can unmake him,” says
the article. “There is not therefore
one irresponsible but too irresponsi-
bles, while over the light-minded
Union hovers an assemblage of such
prolems and difficulties as Napoleon
himself never met.” The New States-
man describes Lloyd George as devot-
ing most of his time to a skilful mani-
pulation of the press, while it asserts
that Asquith professel a rather exag-
gerated contempt for it and favoured

no paper except his chief detractor.l. ...
Two columns of ‘the New ' Statesmanifii™ i3

are blank, containing- the explanation
that the announcement of Lloyd
George’s appointment was made after
it had gone to press. “In face of that
accomplished fact,” says the news-
paper, “we consider it undesirable -in
the national interest that -the matter
dealt with in the latter part of this
article should be publicly discussed.”

WAR SUMMARY.

LONDON, To-day.

The pursuit of the retiring Russian
and Roumanian forces in eastern Wal-
lachia by Field Marshal Von Macken-
sen continues, but how far the Teu-
ton advance has progressed is not
clear from the latest official  state-
ments. Berlin chronicles the con-
tinuation of the advance along the
whole front, with the capture of 16,000
prisoners. Petrograd says the Rus-
sians and Roumanians have been re-
tiring since 'the evacuation of the
Roumanian capital.

foothold in the French trenches in the
Forest of Apremont but later were}
ejected by a counter-attack. Heavy
fighting around Stravina east of Mon-
astir on the Macedonian front is re-
corded by Paris, which says the Serbs
checked three atacks by the German-
Bulgar troops. A Serb attack near
Turnova west of Monastir was re-
pulsed. Berlin states that snow in the
Trentino region and rain on the Car-
so are hampering infantry actions on
the Austro-Italian front. The loss of
the battleship Suffern with her com-
plement of 718 is considered probable
by the French Minister of Marine. The
Suffern, which sailed from Lanont,
Brittany on November 24th, has not
been heard from since. The loss of
two Norwegian, one Greek and one
Belgian steamer is announced in Lon-
don.

All Allied troops having been with-
drawn, the Greek troops occupy-all
the points. of vantage near Athens and
Piragus.

by a Peace Move Now.

Beck Says Allies Would Turn Against
us as Tentons Have—Foresees Am-
erica.

James M. ¢Beck, .recently returned
from a study of conditions in Europe,
speaking on the 23rd ult.,, at the au-
nual dinner of the Fifth Avenue As-
sociation at the Waldorf, said that if
this country tried to force a prema-
ture peace it would stand, at the end
of the war, hated by the Allies with a
hatred no less than that now held for;
us by the Central Powers. . Moreover, |
he uttered a warning that the United
States was in danger of having later ;
to face, single-handed, groups of na--
tions in titanic struggles, of which the -
present war in Europe might be on’,yf
a beginning.

Mr. Beck pleaded for a united coun-
try aroused to the need for dealing
with other powers oif the world on the |
principle laid down by Washington:
“Observe good faith and justice with
all nations; cultivate peace and har-
mony with all.” He called justice “a
positive all 4ffirmative force” that “in-
volves active duties ds well as passive
rights,” adding that between justice |
and injustice this country could not
remain neutral. - He asked for a policy
that would be hereafter “independent’
in all things, neutral in nothing.” He'
called on President Wilson in his ncw;
administration to recognize this as
the tocsin of the American people.

Says We Have Lost Respect.

“Few if any aspects of this world |
crizis should give the thoughtful Am-
erican greater concern than the alter-
cd attitude of other nations in this
country,” said Mr. Beck. “To provin-
cial Americans the judgment of the
world may be a matter of indifference,
but ‘its more thoughtful citizens ig-
nore the portentious possibilities in-
volved in this changed attitude. No
one who has travelled in Europe dur-
nig this world crisis can question the
fact that the United States no longer
enjoys the respect and good-will of
the world in the same -measure as
heretofore.

“Those who affect indifference in
this matter may well be reminded
that in the very foundation of the
United States, its great founders who
were assuredly men of vision, recog-
nzied ip the very preamble of the De-
claration of Independence that a de-
cent respect to the opinions of man-
kind imposed upon this, as any na-
tion, moral responsibilities and prac-
tical obligations.

“It would serve no useful purpose at
this time to analyze the attitude of

the different groups of nations toward
this courtry at the present hour. It is

:enou:h to say that one group of na-

tions has for this country an intense
feeling of resentment and hatred.
Other groups of nations feel that with
humanity on the cross, America con-
tented itself, like the Roman soldiers,
with parting the raiment of the cruci-
fied.
Not Qualified to be Peacemaker,

“These nations accept the fact of
our neutrality but if this nation, hav-
ing in the words of its Chief Magis-
trate disclaimed any concern in the
objects and causes of the war, shall
attemipt to intervene to force a pre-
mature peace, it will gain and merit a

: feeling. of hatred from-this group of
{ powers not less in intensity than that

of the Central Powers.

“The third group of nations, the
lesser neutral powers, have a sense
of bitter disillusion and disappoint-
ment in the feeling that they looked
to this greatest of neutral powers for
leadership to protect the interests of
neutrals, and leoked in vain.

“I am not here to -charge any man
or any party, or any section or any
class with complete responsibility for
this portentious *“bouleversement” in
our relations with the rest of the
world. I have previous to the- elec-

, tion criticised that which I regarded

as unfortunate in our foreign policy,
but now that the American people

i have placed the stamp of their ap-
{ proval upon the administrative acts of

the last four years, the minority par-
ty, to which I belong, should, while
reserving to itself the fullest liberty
of criticism as to future acts, yet ac-
cept as the will of the American peo-
ple the acts already past, and in this
spirit of acceptance wish the Presi-
dent-elect God-speed in his new ad-
ministration.” Such at least is my at-
titude. But the American people cah-
not be too insistently warned that
when this war is over and‘the belli-
gerent nations are bleeding to exhaus-
tion and America is rich: and pros-
perous beyond the dream of avarice,
they are not likely to look upon the
country with any too friendly eyes.

“The world is not likely to forget
that we, of all nations, willingly or
unwillingly, have found enormous
prosperity in the infinite suffering of
other nations, and when this war is
over the nerve of the world will be
those of a neurosthenic and as danger-
ous to antagonize.

ency in the future for nations to act,
not as units, but in groups, and if this
nation - should, through any reason,
become involved in a war with any
leading power, that power is not like-
ly to fight ‘alone, while in the present
attitude of the rest of the world to-
wards neutral America, it would be
only natural if this nation in such
event were left to fight its own bat-
tles+as best it could. In this- connec-
tion our recent experience on the
Mexican border should give us some
food for reflection.

“To every thinking American the
possibilities of this situation ought to
fill him with apprehension, but our
country, through its traditions of iso-
laticn, Lhas been so influenced by the
spirit of provincialism that only a
minority in America pays any atten-
tion to the gatherjng clouds, which,
though they be at the present moment
no bigger than a man’s hand, may yet
some day overcast the heavens.

“The man who believes that this
will be the last war is an incurable
optimist. On the contrary, it is, in
my judgment, only the beginning of a
series of titanic conflicts. This war
is not one that can be adjusted for at
least a generation with mutual good-
will. Over ravaged fields, newly-
made graves, and desolated homes the
belligerent powers are likely, for at
least half a century, to gaze at each
other with irreconcilable hatred.

“We know in our own country how
many years were required to soften
and extinguish the intense resentment
of our civil war; and if it be difficult
for brethren of a common race, who
acknowledge loyalty to a common
flag. io make peace with each other,
it i3 iafinitely more difficult for belli-
'gercnt nations of different races, hav-
ing no common allegiance, and be-
tween whom there is and has been for
centuries inveterate hatreds, to forget
the terrible wounds of this titanic
war. S

Wisdom from Wilson.

“In my judgment, therefore, the
world is likely to be a seething caul-
dron of international hatred for some
decades to come, and it will be difficult
and perhaps impossible for the United
States to escape in the future from

is.

“In his many _effective speeches,
President Wilson made no more signi-
ficant or remarkable statement than
his prediction that this was the last
great war in which the United States
could remain neutral. Little atten-
tion was paid to this statement, al-
though it involved an obvious aban-
donment of the ‘persistent. American
traditions of isolation. While it seems
to me that. the statement was some-
what too sweeping, yet I believe that
thoughtful Americans will concur in
the substantial meaning of the re-
mark, which was that the world, whe-
ther the United States is willing or
not, will compel it to bear its share
of the burdens of a common civiliza-
tion.

“In this portentious period to come,
America will have need of the wisest
statesmanship and the greatest unity
of action, This is the time more than
any -other when the pest men of Am-
erica should go into politics. This is

ys

the entanglements of this world cris- |

1
a time when Americans should put
aside all minor difference§ and en-
deavor to-act in this world contest
with reasonable unity of action.’ And
yet, instead of such unity, our country
is drifting into a menacing spirit of
disunion in the strife between sections
and classes.

“That unity of action can be attain- ;
ed and only attained if those omcials.
to whom the interests and honor of
the nation have been committed for
another period of power shall repre-
sent the best traditions of American‘
citizenchip. The first and greatest of
our Presidents gave to his country-
men in his farewell testament the
golden rule of its foreign policy: ‘Ob-
cerve good faith and justice with all
nations; cultivate peace and harmony
with all’ The infinite beauty and val-
ue of that rule time cannot wither nor
custom stale. But it should be ob-
served that while Washington enjoin-
ed his countrymen to cultivate peace
and harmony with all nations, it was
only after he had figrst admonished
his countrymen to ‘obsedve faith and
justice.””

There are two German Submarines in
Neighborheod of West Indies—That

got away.
(N. Y. Times.)

Providence, R. 1., Dec. 4.—The Provi-
dence Journal will say . to-morrow
morning: The wireless warnings re-
cently issued to captains of merchant
vessels in the Western Atlantic were
put out by the order of the British Ad-

. miralty, with the full knowledge that

there are now in the neighborhood of
West Indian waters two large German
submarines which have been here
since the visit of the U-53, and also
because of the knowledge of the Brit-
ish Admiralty that two other German
type left Kiel for the coast of the
United States on November 5 and were
able to evade every effort _that was
made to capture of sink them before
they got out of the North Sea.

The journal is able to state author-
itatively that the plan of despatching
four of the new German submarines
from Kiel on November 5 was nnown
in advance to the British authorities
that all four submarines left Kiel on
that date and at different hours, and
that two of them were sunk during
the same day by British destroyers the
other two getting safely away.

The United States Government has
been: fully informed of this situation
and President Wilson has made stren-
uous representations to Ambassador
Von Bernstorff concerning it.

The day of the one-cent newspaper
is past.

There was a de-
creased volume of advertising at the
beginning of the war, while the ex-
penses of collecting war news were
unprecedented. The combination put
the quietus on hundreds of newspa-
pers in every part of the world. Many
others are destined to go out of busi-
ness ere the end of the present era
of high prices for -materials. The
weaker papers are bound to go to the
wall. The stronger cnes are protect-
ing themselves by asking their sub-

a nominal price for their reading mat-
ter. Almost everything that enters
into the making of a newspaper has
doubled in price. The exceptions have
trebled. Hardest blow of all is the
growing scarcity and cost of white
paper, the most important of our raw
materials. There have been days of
late when the Express was not sure
that it would get enough paper to
print its edition, at any price.

.Rather Rubbing it In.

A Winnipeg department store had
the following in its advertisement
last week:—“Creamery Butter, for-
merly 26c. per lb. Tuesday Special,
40c.” That’s rubbing the H. C. of L.
talk into the consumer with a ven-
geance.

. disaster, many critics, who at the first

flush of her success prophesied the
undoing of Austria, now condemn our
ally in unmeasured terms for her mis-
taken policy. There is much of this
talk, but it is all idle. The fact that
nearly all these observers forget is
that Germany was prepared for Rou-
mania’s intervention long before the
Allies themselves were. She had a
large army in Bulgaria, and all the
plans, we may be sure, were prepared
for any emergency that might arise.
The Roumanian army was overthrown
by Falkenhayn’s armies in southern
Transylvania, the way being prepared
by Mackensen’s brilliant diversion in
Dobrudja and his sudden swift turn-
ing at the right moment to cross the
Danube south of Bucharest. If, then,
Roumania had first flung her weight
against Bulgaria, this, though it would
have been far better than what she
did, would have been met by Macken-
sen, while Falkenhayn might well
have penetrated the Roumanian flank
and this far up in the north where
the consequences would be far worse.
To us it seems that though Roumania’s
tactics were faulty, none would have
sufficed to defend her successfully
against the tremendous attack that
had been prepared against her. Al-
ready we can see signs of a saner es-
timate of the situation in the London
papers. It is recognised that the Rou-
manian army is still ‘whole, that it is

and t\hat the invaders must inevitably
have suffered losses they can ill bear
at this time.

Cgrl N Kumedy. obthe Oregoxr
Agricultural College, presents this

interesting subject in the Breeder’s
Gazette, Chicago, as follows:

The railroad difficully now  con-
fronting the nation leads one tg
think of the effect that a strike woul
have .upon the wheels of commerce.
We- might make a similar compari-
son of the result if the horse could
use horse-sense and start a strike be-
cause of its wrongs and poor feed.

There are more than 24,000,000 hor-
ses in the United States, of which
3,000,000 are used in cities. Associa-
ted with these 3,000,000 city horses
are about 1,500,000 ‘ téamsters’ and.
freight movers who would be made
idle by the strike of the. Jhorses. Thé
business of the ~yards, the
transfer companies, railroads and the
steamboats, with all' manner of con-
struction work, ‘would - be thrown in-
to chaos. It is estimated by automo-
bile ‘men that from t to three per
cent. of the work is now being done
by trucks. Therefore at least 95 per
cent. of the hauling weould not be
taken care of and 1,000,000 men
would be put out of employment,
either directly or indirectly by the
absence of the horses.

On the farms the condition would
s be even worse. Of the 21,000,000 hor-
ses on farms probably 50 per cent.
are used for work and the other 50
per cent, are idle or growing horses.
What would be the result if the 10,-
000,000 or more- horses which are
working in the United States would
stop work in the middle of our har-
vest? The wheat market would be
affected to a greater extent than by
the European war. If the animals
which are at work with the hay or
other crops would quit, millions of
farmers would be thrown temporar-
ily out of work. The result would be
tremendous even as _compared to
what a probable railroad strike might
mean. The horse strike would stop
the productive end of the work and
also the larger part of the movement
of freight.

In addition to the horses, there are
4,000,000 mules in the United States.
It can be imagined that these would
strike in sympathy with the horses,
as they are half horse. Then again
our army in Mexico niight have some
trouble.

‘raigned before ‘the Supreme Court on
'a serious charge of assault committed
on one Catherine Ryan, of Port Saun-
ders on the night of August 30th,

(1916, In the forenoon the Jury listen-
ed to the evidence of Mrs. Catherine
Ryan. {In answer to questions asked
by the counsel for the Crown, the
complainant said that she had been

married for four years and had two

chﬂdren, 3 years and 13 months. The
nrisoner at the bar, in company with
k«Steplmn Hickey (a member of thé
crew of the Lizzie M. Stanley), called
at her home about dark on the ‘even-
ing the assault was committed. The
accused asked if she had any eggs-or
milk to sell; .her reply was, no. He
then asked if her husband was away
fishing and she replied in the affirm-
ative. A Mrs. Rumbolt was' at the
house at the time mentioned and after
about ten minutes both men left the
house, Between eight and nine
o’clock the plaintiff and her two
children retired for the night, when
shortly after she was awakened from
her sleep by the sound of a strange
voice at her door saying, “Hello, let
me in.” The woman became fright-
ened and begged of the accused not
to come in, but her pleadings were
of no avail for the door was forced
open, and like a wild beast the man
with all sense of human nature cast
aside violently and feloniously
assaulted the helpless woman in the
presence of her children. The sum of
ten dollars was offered as the price of
virtue, which the woman refused to
accept. Immediately after the ac-
cused left her- house, she took her two
children in her arms and in her night
attire fled to the home of her father-
in-law, James Ryan, about 100 yards
distant, and with tears streaming
down her face related her story to
her husband’s parents. Mr. Ryan rosé
early the next morning and acquaint-
ed the local Justice of the Peace, Mr.
Garland, of the happenings of the
previous night, and forthwith the lat-
ter ordered the captain of the Lizzie
M. .Stanley on shore. The ship was
then attempting to get out of the
ha;bor.

Rose. The four last mentioned were
members of the crew of the Lizzie M.
Stanley. The chief witnesses in the
case were Hickey and Stone. The
latter in giving his evidence stated
that he saw the captain, meaning
Bellman, go through the doorway of
Mrs. Ryan’s house. It was further
shown in the evidence that the cap-
tain and the four mentioned mem-
bers of the crew were drinking rum
at the house of a man named Rum-
bolt, the liquor being supplied by
Bellmaf. At 6 o’clock the witnesses,
including the prisoner, had given
their evidence, when the court took
recess for tea. At 7.40 Mr. L. E.
Emerson, B.L. addressed the jury on
behalf of his client and put up ,an
able defence considering the evidence
so strongly given against the accus-
ed: He was followed by Hon. M. P,

who reviewed the evidence given by
the various witnesses. At 9.06 Chief
Justice Horwood charged the jury.
The 'jury retired at 9.20 and after
fifteen minutes absence filed back in-
to court and through their foreman
Mr. Raymond Cram, announced to
the court that they had found the
prisoner guilty.

The prisoner was before court this
mornigg for sentence. His Lordship
spoke very appreciatively of Mr.

Newioundland Herring

With supplies of Newfoundland her-
ring of Scotch cure at the low ebb in
New York, there appears to be an in-
creased demand for this grade, but
prices have been influenced but little
up to this writing. The market, which
has gradually adjusted itself to meet
conditions wrought by the heavy sup-
plies of foreign herring, particularly
Holland herring, is stronger at the
prices quoted, but there is little like-
lihood of any advance unless the
quantity of the winter fish is of better
quality than those now offering. The
prices of Newfoundland herring re-
ceived on the last steamer from St.
John’s did not alter the tone of the
market or change a single quotation.
The supply of herring, which is en
route to this port on the steamer
Florizel, has been largely sold in ad-
advance at about the prices quoted.
Most of this is spring caught fish,
which has been offering at $11@12
here for perhaps a month. Large fulls
of 1915 winter pack continue to bring
up to $14, and for specially fancy
stock'$16@17, while large, selected and
mediums have been selling at a range
of prices betwéen $10.50 and $12.50.
In a few instances small lots have
been sold at higher prices, but the
trade, which is largely among the
Jewish element of the East Side, is
not willing to bid high for Newfound-
land herring when there is Scotch

herring obtainable.
for Scotch herring has advanced, it is
possible that there may be an advande
in Newfoundland herring, but such is
entirely contingent upon developments
based upon the future supply from
Scotland. The winter herring fishery
in Newfoundland is said to have beé-
gun with bright prospects for a goed
catch, and operations in New York are
taking a keen interest in develop-
ments. The competition is likely to
be keener this year than it was last
because of reports from St. Johi’s
to the effect that Scotch curing will
be undertaken on a much small_er
scale than in 1915 and the year preé-
ceding. It is known that factors ih
this city are sending representatives
to Newfoundlﬁnd to purchase suppligs
from the fishermen at the various
producing centres. Several are ak
ready on the ground and it istunder-
stood that at least a portion of the
early catch has been bought up at Bay
of Islands, Notre Dame and Bay Bulls,
where one of the largest factors in
the Newfoundland herring trade has
located a gigantic plant for curing
and storing herring.—Fishing Gazette,
Nov. 18.
