Late in
the evening there was a little thunder
and something after seven o’clock I
was’ looking through the window of
the house I was employed at _that day

count of it being Saturday evening I
said to myself it was some of the men
who were working at Bell Island,
- going home. As this was a sail boat
the thought struck me that the men
/from Bell Island usually came over

any wind at the time and the boat I
saw appeared to be a fishing boat with
sails. I do not know.how many sails
she. had. I am not able .to say what
color the boat was .as I.did not pay
much attention.

I
could not say whether the little boat
was the one I siglted near Bell Is-
land on the evening of August 19th
or not. I have done very little fishing
myself and do not know much about
the water.

Curious Clocks.

The first pendulum clock ever made
in-England was constructed by a
Dutchman named Frémgantel; in '1622.
It was not, however, lintll about. 1676
that repeating clocks a.pd watches
came into use generally, before this
date they were rare and valudble pos-
sessions, consequently being more ar-
tistically and élaboratély made.

There are many hlstoric and  valu-
able old clocks which are-Crown -pro-
perty, and an inventory of all. the
Royal clocks is kept at Windsor
Castle. It contains a list of 230 clocks
most of them of great interest.

Cove he passed through “Mock Bag-
gar” in Bonavista Harbor; where, he
says, a great peat bog is situated, and
from which human skeletons at vari-
ous period have been dug, and relics
of articles, known to have been used
by the Red Indians. If, he says, these
bodies -were those of Beothics, they
must have been there a period of 200
¥ears; ‘as it is well known that hu-
‘man skeletons have been dug out of
Jbogs -after remaining there several
hundred years. This is the same bog
through which the canal is now being
‘dag from the sea to the pond, and in
which the human skeletons, and ar-
ticles of clothing were found by Doc-
tor Forbes. last year.

He refers to a very singular and
most extraordinary sound that was
heard at Bird Island Cove about 1830,
and which for a while played havoc
with the nerves of the people there.
James Porter is mentioned as one who
gave him an intelligent description of
it.The real cause of the Sound has not
beeén discavered, - though it- probably
had its origin in the atmosphere. The
sound was referred to by the inhabit-
ants of Bonavista and Bird Island
Cove as ‘“‘the “thunder growl.” - He
makes the authoritative statement that,
at the time of the great earthquake at
Lisbon in 1755, the effects were ‘felt
at Bonavista. The sea retired and left
the bed of the harbor dry for ten min-
utes, when it again flowed in and rose
to an unusual height, overflowing sev-
eral meadows for about the same
gpace of time as it had retired; and
the waters on each side of Bonavista
Cape were greatly agitated.

Mr. Tocque spent some time at Trin-
ity in 1843. He .was attracted by the
‘umber of dogberry trees and the pro-
fision. of berries on them. He says
they are called by some people “pig
berries.” I don’t think they have ever
been known by that name in Trinity
Bight. During his stay at Trinity he
attended service'in old St.. Paul's dur-
ing the Christmas season, and was

It is: said;. the ‘early
adventurers who visited .Catalina sup-
posed the radiated pyrites to have béen
gold, and that Sir Humphrey  Gilbert
loaded his vessel with it. On his way
to Trinity,- Mr. Tocque obsgerved an
‘aspen tree, the leaves of which were
trembling- incessantly. A legend is
told, that of this tree, the wood was
taken that formed the cross of the
Saviour, and that since thepn its leaves
can ‘mever rest. “Trembling like an
aspen leaf” has always been a well
known expression, to indicate omne’s
physical condition when shivering
with the cold, or in times of great
emotion. -

Mr. Tocque was always deeply in-
terested in natural phenomena. In
the summer of 1841 he was spending
an evening with Mr. John Butler at
Port de Grave. Mr. Butler said, “we
shall soon have a gale of wind from
the  North East.” When asked how he
knew, he replied, “I saw the light.”
When asked, “what light?”’ he said,
“previous to a gale of wind from the
North FHast, a light is alwavs geen
moving about on the surface of the

water.” Mr. Tocque became so deeply
interested in those remarks that he!
went out of the house, and looking
sea-ward in the direction of Kelly’s
Island, about five miles away, he sawg
the light distinctly. It was a pale light, '
larger than that seen from a lantern,
and moving slowing westerward on

the surface of the water. A week later |
Mr. Tocque saw it again, and within'

a few hours the wind was blowing a

gale from the North East. The originl
of such lights is owing to the pre--

sence of an innumerable multitude of‘
small luminous insects, which, like
the larger animals, have a pre-sen-
sation of the change of weather, and
sport in companies over the water: I‘
should like to hear from some reliable
person at Port de Grave, as to whe- |
ther such a light is still seen as a
presage of a North Easter. Mr. Toc-
que gives a rat story that I had not
heard before. A friend of his told him‘
that he saw a rat place a straw in the|
mouth of another rat that was blind
from old age, and lead it to water
close by, where, after having drunk,
he conducted him back again to his
hole. This book by Mr. Tocque is illu-
strated with a view of Trinity; a por-
trait of Mary March; the steamer
“John McAdam” entering the Harbor
of Trinity August 18th, 1842; a south
view of St. John's; the Church of
England and Roman Catholic Cathe-
drals; and St. Andrew’s Kirk,  St.

England’s colonial empire, was born | e
at Hayes, near Budleigh in Devonshire | £

in 15562. He soon developed a love for
adventure and when a young man:

he appeared at Queen FElizabeth's
Court as a protege of the - Earl

ing and ability, soon made him prime
favourite with the Queen. This. of
course, excited the envy and jealousy
of the other courtiers, which was not
lessened by his proud and haughty
bearing. He assisted in raising an
army to Protect England from invas-
fon at the time of the Spanish Arma-
da. In 1592 he and others fitted out

plate fleet.
his own money, but the expedition was
a failure. -After his return the Queen
imprisoneéd him in the Tower for hav-
ing a love affair with one of her maids
of honor, Elizabeth: -‘Throgmorton. In
three months he was set at liberty,
married the lady and retired to thd
country. He next turned his attent-
ion to'the golden city of Manoa, said
to be somewhere on ‘the Orinoco in
South America. He raised an ex-
pedition of five ships, and sailed in
1595 to find it, but got more fighting
than gold, and. lost most of his mon-
ey. He then attempted to colonize the
land of Virginia and spared neither
pains nor money in endeavours to
make the new colony a success. One
result was the introduction of the po-
tato and tobacco in England. When
Elizabeth died, Raleigh’s enemies took
good care he should be no favourite
with James. They had him tried for
high treason, on manifestly false char-
ges, and he was imprisoned in the
Tower. Here he resided twelve years
and wrote his “Histary of ihe Worid.”
At last he induced James to let him
g0 on one more voyage a8 he was con-
€fident he could find a gold@ mine. James
who had promised the King of Spain
he would execpte Raleigh, let him go,
but treacherously warned the Span-
iards of his coming so that the exped-
ition was a failure. When he return-
ed he was beheaded in 'Old Palace
yard on: Oct. 29, 1618. Thus perished
one of the greatest’ of Englishmen,
whose real glory was his long, cost-
ly and persistent efforts to establish
the colony of Virginia, and so began
Britain’s Empire beyond the seas.

Fisherman Carpentier.

French idol of the ring, who was so
effectively deposed from the pugilis-
tic throne by Senegalese Siki, is go-
ing .into the fishing game..
