Christmas Fat Cattle Show.
The annual Fat Cattle Show, in con­

nection with the South Riding Agricul­
tural Society,was held yesterday (Thurs­
day). Although called by courtesy a 
show, it is in reality a show and fair 
combined, for in addition to the cattle 
usually brought in for competition (the 
most of which are sold previously) the 
larger proportion are brought in for sale. 
There were about 300 head of cattle on 
the fair ground yesterday, most of them 
well bred, well fed, and in excellent con­
dition. The demand for prime beef was 
active, for besides our local buyers and 
butchers, there were dealers from Galt, 
Hamilton, Toronto, Montreal, Detroit 
and other places, who seemed to be fully 
impressed with the idea that if they did 
not secure some of our Christmas beef 
for the people of these places they would 
fare badly at Christmas. Good prices— 
in some instances high prices—were re­
alized for prime beasts, but those who 
were unfortunate enough to bring in 
poor or ill conditioned cattle, had to take 
them home again. There was no de­
mand for second class stock. The prices 
as quoted in our list of sales, are, of 
course, no criterion to go by as far as 
the average kinds of cattle are concern­
ed, for farmers must remember that they 
were paid for extra beef for the Christ­
mas market. We may remark, hqwever, 
that there is no resident of the County 
but must feel a pride that we have so 
many farmers of acknowledged skill and 
enterprise who can show more and better 
cattle than could be collected in any 
other county in Canada, and if they got 
big prices for them they deserve it all 
for their pains.

Adventure of a Bulgarian Convert.
A few years since the managers of the 

American Bible Society undertook, on the 
memorial of the missionaries in Turkey, 
to stereotype and publish the New Testa­
ment in the language of the Hungarian 
people, who inhabit the northeastern 
shore of the Black Sea. Rev. Albert A. 
Long, a Methodist missionary, was sent 
home to superintend the work. With 
him came a young Bulgarian, named 
Andrea M. Sultanoff, a convert, who came 
here to complete his studies, in hope of 
becoming a useful preacher to his fellow- 
countrymen. The poor youth was sent 
to college at Lima, N. Y., where he de­
voted himself to study, but by the end of 
a year his health broke down, and he has 
returned home to die. By timely assist­
ance from some generous friends in this 
city he was provided with means for his 
journey, and started alone, with only the 
watchful care of a kind providence to 
guide and protect him. He reached Lon­
don in safety, and while waiting in the 
railway station for the train that was to 
take him to Folkestone, on his way home 
through France, he received from a city 
missionary some words of caution in re­
gard to the danger of becoming commu­
nicative with the strangers who might 
be shut up with him in one of those com­
partment traps to which .the English 
adhere so tenacioualj.

At the instant the doors were thrown 
open, the waiting passengers were hur­
ried forward and distributed among the 
tars. Our invalid was hurried into a 
compartment containing two other men 
the door was locked and the train started. 
It was night, and the two men, who evi­
dently were not strangers, began to con­
verse together in a mixture of French 
and Italian, while Andrea settled down 
into a corner, apparently asleep. As be 
was familiar with both French and Ital­
ian, he understood enough to make him 
distrust his companions. At length one 
of them tried to enter into conversation 
tion with him, but he answered in broken 
English ae if lie did not understand any 
of the languages they used, and they 
then continued their own conversation in 
pure French. He heard them consult 
together as to the expediency of robbing 
and then murdering him. He was so 
feeble and unable to resist that it would 
bean easy matter to strip him and throw 
him out of the car into the darknes.

“ He listened to their talk, unable to 
Q%l discover any method of giving an alarm, 

andjullyconasious that he was helpless 
their "power. He had no weapon 

bura small Bulgarian knife. As they 
passed through a large station without 
stopping, one of the men asked his com­
panion if it was not time to begin, and 
the other replied that they would soon 
cross a high bridge, which was the beet 
place for the work. A letter of Mr. Long, 
dated Constantinople, Sept. 20, gives the 
following particulars of liis escape :

“ Poor Andrea’s head throbbed, then 
he grew iqy cold ; he turned his back 
upon the murderous wretches into whose 
hands he had fallen, a faintness came 
over Tiim, the knife and the umbrella 
dropped from his feeble grasp, and he 
turned his thoughts to God in earnest 
prayer. Suddenly, ae if by inspiration, 
lie started up, opened his eyes, and fixed 
them upon a knob upon the opposite side 
of his carriage, and hardly knowing wliat 
he did, sprang forward and pulled the 
knob. In an instant almost the train 
stopped. All was confusion, and soon

London, Dec. 10.—The members of the 
new ministry had audience with the 
Queen yesterday and formally accepted 
their appointments. The following ap­
pointments in the new Government are 
officially announced Wm. E. Forster, 
Vice-President Board of Education" ; Jas. 
Stanfield, jr.. Acton 8. Ayrton, and Geo. 
Grenfell Glyn.jr., Lords of the Treasury ;

Edward H. Huggeson, Under Secretary 
for Foregn Department.

London, Dec. 10, evening.—The new 
Parliament of the United Kingdom wan 
opened this afternoon by royal commis­
sion. The usual speech from the throne 
was omitted. The House of Commons 
re-elected the Right Hon. John Evelyn 
Denison, Speaker.

London, Dec. 10.—A telegram has just 
reached here announcing the arrival off 
Donegal, Ireland, of one of the missing 
boats from the lost steamer Hibemit^ 
This boat contained the second officer of 
the Hibernia and two other persons— 
twenty-eight, all told, embarked, but 
twenty-five were drowned by the capsiz­
ing of the boat.

Madrid, De«. 10.—A armistice of two 
days has been agreed to with the insur­
gents in Cadiz, for the burial of the dead, 
and to allow women and children to leave 
the city. At its conclusion, a combined 
attack will be made by the troops and 
fleet upon that quarter of the city occu­
pied by the rebels. The latter have set 
free and armed 700 convicts from the 
prisons and the galleys. It is estimated 
that the rebels in Cadiz number 3,000 
fighting men.

Madrid, Dec. 10, ev’g.—The insur­
gents in Cadiz have demanded terms of 
capitulation which it is understood Gov­
ernment is disposed to grant. ,

London, Dec. 10 —A Constantinople 
dispatch, just received, says the Sultan 
has sent his ultimatum to the Grecian 
Government at Athens, requiring an ans­
wer in five days. The Governments of 
France and England sustain the demand.

Madrid, 10th.—The insurrection has 
assumed a more alarming character than 
was at first reported. The telegrams * 
from Cadiz announcing the surrender of 
the Insurgents proves. erroneous. On 
the first day of the revolt the insurrec­
tionists succeeded in taking some pieces 
of artillery, and have occupied an impor­
tant position. Gen. Cabellero de Roda 
is at the head of a considerable military 
force, and is preparing for a vigorous as­
sault an Cadiz. The National Guards 
are employed to keep order and protect 
property in Madrid. As yet Cadiz is the 
only town in revolt. A rising is expected 
momentarily in Catalonia. Arms and 
munitions of war have been landed in 
Cadiz, and it is said that the party in re­
volt are well euppplied with them. They 
have also plenty of money and determi­
ned to fight to the last. Many rich 
families are leaving Spain for the present. 
The government is much embarrassed 
owing to the unsettled state of the coun­
try and impoverished condition of money.

A special from Crete says that the 
Turks have captured a strong position in 
Sphokia, where the insurgents had re­
treated.

The Queen vs Joseph Allan.—This

2, for the purpose of 
doing so, were the defendant and John 
Coleman. Whiskey having been indulg 
ed in,a row originated between those two 
men. Allan struck Coleman two or three 
times, and missing him once he fell, when 
Coleman thought his chance had come, 
and, in vulgar phrase, he ‘mounted him.’ 
Allan got Coleman’s finger in his mouth 
and immediately began the process of 
mastication ; Coleman returned the fa­
vour by biting a piece out of hie antago­
nist’s eyebrow, and another piece out of 
his cheek. The scars aie still visible.— 
Coleman then mounted hie steed and 
rode home gallantly. We are not in­
formed which way the parties voted 
perhaps they thought they had done 
enough for glory for one day. How­
ever, while Coleman was taking bis sup­
per he was startled by the sound of a 
voice outside, which demanded that he 
should come out in order to get “ fixed.” 
Mr. Coleman not being in need of re­
pairs further than those the table afford, 
ed, went out and barred the front door, 
while Mrs. Coleman, who appears to be, 
not the better half, but the better seven- 
eights, secured the back door. Shortly 
after another voice (believed to be that of 
John Dukes) was heard giving warning" 
that a gun was likely to go off. Mrs. 
Coleman was standing at one of the win­
dows and saw the gun raised, but believ­
ing it to be a stick she stepped back, 
when a charge of shot smashed the glass 
(three grains striking her cheek), and be­
ing directed in an upward course, lodged 
in the beams. She counted the marks of 
185 grains. Allen was next heard to tell 
some one to go round to the rear of the 
house and prevent Coleman’s escape ; and 
he afterwards requested her to send her 
husband out, and again (which would 
amount to the samej,hing) to let him in. 
TheBedemandfTmeeting with a refusal, 
Allan fired another shot through the back 
window, and swore that he would stay 
till daylight in order to shoot Coleman. He 
thought better ot his resolution, however, 
and having smashed some more windows 
took his departure. Verdict not returned.
