details of the terms of acquisition of 
Kiaochon Bay by Germany momen­
tarily scared the British public, which, 
however, now regards Germany’s move 
with all the more equanamity as in the 
opinion of persons intimately acquaint­
ed with China, Kiaochon Bay is of tittle 
commercial value and will only be a 
source of huge expense for Germany. If 
tbe harbor has been commercially valu­
able, it is pointed out that it would long 
have been made a treaty port, bnt it is 
said to be completely overshadowed by 
the close proximity of flourishing Che- 
foo. The province of Changtung, it is 
added, is entirely agricultural and hardly 
able to support its population, while the 
str:' tegic vaine of Kiaochon Bay can be 
interred by the fact that Russia, in spite 
of the Cassini treaty, allowed Germany 
to occupy it. Altogether Kiaochon Bay 
is not likely to be a bed of roses.

The British government maintain a 
sphynx-Iike reserve regarding Chinese 
affairs and there are no further revela­
tions of her intentions beyond the state­
ment made by the Manchester Guardian 
on January 3] and cabled at the time, 
which was unquestionably the official 
view of the situation. As a leading dip­
lomat remarked recently, “ the etates- 

of Berlin and St. Petersburg 
ba strongly unobservant if they imagine 
that Great Britain, the United States or 
Japan will allow them a monopoly of 
thé plnms.”

It is amusing to notice Ruaeia and 
France courting Japan. Both of them)

' are in deadly fear of her forming an of­
fensive and defensive alliance with Great 
Britain. Asa matt- of f.t<*t there are 
things much more üü than the 
eventual alliance of Grei., Sr. 'Ain, China 
and Japan, and the coç .mgency would 
acquire still more prvhatility should 
Great Britain, as now seems certain 
guarantee a Chinese loan. At the pres­
ent moment, eo fàr as Greet Britain is 
concerned, the loan is the kerne 
whole question. It is not ilplieve£ 
Chinese loan, if cotopirtedv*v«î3b6t 
silver, as the money is reqniged to pay 
the Japanese war indemnity and would 
not be sent to China. Therefore silver 
could not be utilized in part payment.

The stock exchange here continues to 
be undisturbed. Indeed it is believed 
current events will eventually lead to 
the development of trade. The Spec­
tator is much pleased with the an- 
n mncement that the United States is 
i nclined to support the British demand 
t tat no exclusive privileges be granted 
t > any individual power in China, and 

” Nothing short of a direct 
m mace or aggression would tempt any 
combination of continental powers to 
face the whole Anglo-Saxon race, united 
and resolved.”

London, Jan. 7.—The Standard says 
that it is now rumored that' Great 
Britain will now loan China $16,000,000 
direct, without the issue of a private 
guaranteed loan. For the present it 
must suffice to say that China has 
made earnest overtures for Great 
Britain’s good offices, and that Lord 
Salisbury is giving the closest atten­
tion to the matter in in practical 
aspects. The probabilities point to 
a settlement which, without in­
volving undue risk to the British 
Exchequer, will secure for England Mi- 
vantages, the value of which cannot be 
appraised in mere monetary terms.” 
Tue editorial proceeds to state that the 
loan will be partly devoted to paying the 
Japanese indemnity, and “ will thus 
make the Emperor of China again mas­
ter in his own house, while enabling the 
Mikado so to increase his army and fleet 
aa to render Japan a power which tbe 
strongest Western state cannot afford 
to affront.
policy of England and Japan to bring 
the commercial development of China 
into harmony with its territorial integ­
rity, and, in pursuance of this policy, 
the cordial co-operation of the United 
States may be presumed.” With refer­
ence to difficulties in the way of a British 
guarantee loan, the Standard says:
“ Happily, there is no absolute dearth 
of expedients.”

Peking, Jan. 7.—China has rejected 
the proposals for a Russian guarantee 
loan. Kiaochon has been leased to Ger­
many for 60 years only, although Ger­
many demanded a 99-year term.

Paper Arrives for Australia—Work 
to Begin Monday on Northern 

River Boats.
“ A large number of prospective gold 

hunters from various parts of the United 
States will do their outfitting in Vic­
toria.”

The above opinion was emphatically 
expressed by Mr. G. C. Banker, of North 
Columbus, Maes., yesterday, he being 
one of a party of eix Americans who left 
for the Northern gold fields by the 
Corona yesterday morning.

Mr. Bunker’s party is composed of the 
following : R. Eltz, formerly of the geo­
logical survey of Georgia, and later of 
Boston, Mass. ; James Kingsley, late 
light-keeper at Mennot’s Light, Boston 
harbor r W. B. Hunt, an expert miner 
and ex-alderman of Augusta, Maine; 
and G. Zipperman, a marine engineer, 
of Boston.

The party did all their outfitting at R. 
P. Rithet & Co.’s here, claiming that 
they could purchase here more advan­
tageously than in Seattle or Tacoma.

“I was appointed by the party,” said 
Mr. Banker, “ to go on ahead and see 
where we could get the beat terms for an 
outfit. I first visited Victoria, looked 
into the prices here, and then went to 
Seattle. In fact I twice visited the lat­
ter place for the purpose of procuring an 
outfit.

“ A careful comparison of prices con­
vinced me that I could do beet in Vic­
toria and we are therefore getting every­
thing we require here. Prices generally 
are higber in Seattle, and in addition one 
has to consider the duties when baying 
there. We are taking in a year’s outfit 
for each man.”

Mr. Banker’s party will go in by the 
Stickeen river route. At Teslin lake 
they will hire Indians and when Hoota- 
linqna river is reached they will camp 
and thoroughly prospect the country 
which they believe will prove as rich aa 
the Klondyke. In case they are unsuc­
cessful they will go farther North. Many 
Americans from the Eastern states, Mr. 
Banker says, will take this route.

One part of the outfit is a device for 
prospecting on the principle of an auger, 
which it is claimed will bore a hole three 
inches in diameter three inches an hour 
in ground which a pick cannot make any 
impression upon.

Two miners from Johannesburg, South 
Africa, Mr. Vallentine Wilson and Mr. 
R. L. Crampton, who are going to the 
Klondyke by way of Dyea, also gave 
orders for a large outfit here yesterday.

It is of course the proper thing for 
great grown folks to look with disdain on 
such things as Christmas trees or a cir­
cus, but then there is al ways the excuse 
handy for going that it is to take the 
children.

OVER THREE MILLION CASES.
Total Salmon Pack of the Pacific Coast 

Last Year—Some Interesting 
Figures.

The total pack of salmon of the Pacific 
coast for 1897, according to a circular 
issued by Messrs. Taylor, Young & Co., 
salmon brokers of Portland, Oregon, was 
3,097,633 cases. On the Columbia river 
last fall 63.650 cases were packed, 
Messrs. J. W. & 0.

this picturesque little city bids fair to the venture, 
have its hands full later on. One com­
pany has already secured seventy car 
loads of outfitting goods, and several 
other leading business men of Victoria, 
accustomed to doing things on a large 
scale, have made equally liberal prepar­
ations for the coming trade. The trans­
portation companies have, by purchase 
or lease, secured ocean steamers suffi­
cient to make daily lines between this 
port and St. Michael’s, Dyea, Skagway,
Fort Wrangel, etc.

Even beyond the sealing question, the 
people of British Columbia are interested 
in this trade, and it was in response to 
their demands that Hon. Clifford Sifton, 
the Canadian Minister of the Interior, 
recently made a trip to the Northwest.
On his return, he addressed a meeting of 
the representative citizens of Victoria.

The desire is to get the Canadian gov­
ernment to open an all-Canadian route 
to the gold fields and to enact such tariff 
laws as will make it to the interest of 
miners to purchase their outfits in Can­
ada. Mr. Sifton, naturally desirous of 
pleasing his audience, declared that the 
boundary line between Alaska and Brit­
ish Columbia, when rightly , settled, 
would include some important posts now 
in possession of the United States, and 
gave an outline of the plans now in pro­
gress to get an all-Canadian route, via 
the Stickeen river, and the railway pro­
jects connected therewith, his remarks 
being received with loud applause by the 
audience. In the course of his remarks,
Mr. Sifton intimated that the 100-pounds 
exemption, pow allowed by the Canadian 
government to the miners, would be ab­
rogated by the 1st of January, and that, 
probably, everything not bought in Can­
ada would have to pay duty. But he 
declined to give any assurance that the 
tax on mining would be reduced, or the 
“alternate claim” exaction be alle­
viated.

Mr. Wm. Ogilvie, the Dominion sur­
veyor and police commissioner, who ac­
companied Mr. Sifton, also delivered a 
lecture on the subject of the gold fields, 
which was largely attended, notwith­
standing adverse weather. His views, 
however, have already been made public.

Having met several who have spent 
some time in the newly-discovered gold 
fields, perhaps it might be well to give a 
synopsis of the views given by two of 
the most prominent and intelligent men 
on Vancouver Island. A prominent 
citizen of Nanaimo, who spent some 
months on tbe ground, has given a most 
intelligent statement of the condition of 
the country. He says that the Klondyke 
mining country is covered with snow 
most of the year. During the months of 
July and August, however, it is quite 
hot, the thermometer showing 85° to 
90 °, and then men must wear protectors 
for the face and hands to keep off the 
mosquitoes. Last year, though so hot, 
the sun did not thaw the ground, which 
is protected by a thick moss under the 
snow, which neutralizes the sun’s rays.
This moss is now cut off with the shovel.
The miner then builds a fire, thaws out 
the ground for two or three inches, and 
digs, and so on, by relays. Every foot 
of ground has to be thawed out in this 
way. The ground is frozen 36 feet,down 
to bed rock, and it is impossible to dig 
or work a pick therein.

A well know citizen of Victoria, who 
Obtained $130,000, in addition to an in­
terest in some fifteen rich claims, as a 
result of two years’ labor in the North­
west region, says that, contrary to the 
general impression, the best time for 
mining is in the winter, as then the sur­
face water 
ence
paying mines are all worked in the win­
ter and the wash up is in the 
spring and summer. However, in the 
hot weather gold can be dug out of the 
bars and banks on the various rivers and 
creeks by a poor man, to enable him to 
purchase a good claim in the fall. In 
the Canadian gold region the land is ex­
tremely flat, and the best way to work 
it, except the river bar claims, is to dig 
a hole six feet long by four feet wide, or 
thereabouts, and build a hot fire to thaw 
the ground, so as to be able to shovel it 
out. In the summer the sun has suffi­
cient heat to thaw the sides of the hole, 
but there being no grade, the water runs 
down into the hole and extinguishes the 
fire, thus stopping the work. In the 
winter, of course, there is no such ob­
stacle, the ground being thawed only by 
the miner’s fire. The thawed dirt is re­
moved by pick and shovel, piled by the 
side of the hole, and the thawing process 
repeated, When the hole becomes deep 
enough, a windlass is rigged and the dirt

Mr. G. S. Williams, proofreader in the 
Province building, said he was employed by 
The Province Publishing Company Limited 
Liability. Witness was acquainted with 
the article in The Province of December 11, 
entitled “ There is Light at Last.” He had 
read the proof of the article, nut with whom 
he could not recollect, as he had no regular 
copy holder. He could not say in whose 
handwriting the copy was. He had never 
read copv with Mr. Nichol. He did not 
know who the editor of The Province is, 
that is not until Mr. Martin admitted it to­
day.

Mr. Martin [hotly]—"I object to my 
learned friend’s way of putting words in 
the witness’ mouth. It has been discredit­
able all morning, and I again protest.”

Mr. Cassidy—“ Nonsense, my young 
friend has not perhaps had the experience 
I have had in examinations ”

At the afternoon session, and before the 
case against Mr. Nichol was resumed, Mr. 
Cassidy and Mr. Martin mutually agreed 
not to take up the charge against Mr. Bos- 
tock until to-day. Mr. Cassidy claimed 
that before he could properly proceed with 
the case it would be necessary for him to 
serve notices on the defendant to produce 
certain documents relating to his position 
in The Province Publishing Company and 
the stock, etc., he carried in the company. 
If Mr. Martin, defendant’s counsel, would 
make certain admissions in this respect 
which would make actual proof unneces­
sary, the case could be proceeded with at 
once.

Mr. Martin—“You would not let me 
make any admissions this morning, and I 
don’t propose to make any now. You will 
have to find out for yourself Mr. Bostoek’s 
position in the company, and what stock 
he carries in it.”

Mr. Cassidy—“I must ask Your Worship 
then to adjourn the case until to-morrow, 
and in the meantime I will serve the notices 
to produce certain documents I require.”

The case was then laid over until 11 
o’clock this morning, Mr. Cassidy claiming 
the privilege of another adjournment pro­
viding he was unable to serve Mr. Bostock 
in time.

The case against Mr. Walter C. Nichol, 
editor of The Province, was then taken up 
again. The evidence all being in Mr. 
Martin asked for a dismissal on the grounds 
that the requisite charges in a libel suit, 
according to “ Odgers on Libel and 
Slander,” had not been proven. It first 
must be proven that the defendant had 
composed and written the libel; next, 
what has been written must be handed to, 
or caused to be "delivered to some third 
party ; then that third person must read 
and understand the contents of the 
article handed to him; or, finally, 
it may be that after composing 
and writing the alleged’ libel the defendant 
must read it aloud to some third person, 
who listens to the words and understands 
them. On the grounds that some of these 
requirements had not been fulfilled, Mr. 
Martin asked for a dismissal

An interesting question arose just prior 
to Mr. Martin’s conclusion. He attempted 
to read to the court the report of a libel 
suit published in a Winnipeg paper, which 
he claimed bore directly on the case in 
question. The magistrate objected. "Have 
you in your personal experience, Mr. Mar­
tin, heard newspaper reports read in the 
courts ?” asked the magistrate.

Mr. Martin—“ I don’t think I have; but 
I know for a fact that the reports in the 
Louden Times are frequently read in the 
courts."

His Worship — “ I don’t think a court 
such as this can establish such a precedent, 
however. You may, though, tell us the 
su stance of the report.”

The well-known case of Martin v. Lux- 
ton. tried at Winnipeg, was then referred 
to, in which the defendant was acquitted 
on the grounds that he was not responsible 
for the libel, as he did not know anything 
about it until after it was published.

Mr. Cassidy in his address referred par­
ticularly to the evidence of Mr. Ditchburn, 
the typesetter in the Province office. Great 
stress was laid on the fact that he was 
familiar with what he supposed to be de­
fendant’s hand-writing for a month prior to 
Christmas, or at the time the alleged libel 
was written. Mr. Cassidy, after reviewing 
the evidence at considerable length, stated 
that in his opinion there had been abun­
dant, evidence ottered to send the case to 
the jury.

His Worship—“ I should like to read the 
evidence over carefully and will not give 
my decision until to-morrow morning.”

It was decided to let Mr. Cassidy’s ques­
tion go. and witness then stated that Mr. 
Nich *1 is editor of the Province and has 
been for about three months past. He is 
responsible for everything that appears ia 
thepaper. With regard to the reacting mat­
ter he either writes-or revises it before it 
goes to the press. Witness did not know 
whether there was any other editorial 
writer on the staff during Mr. NichoTs in­
cumbency. Mr. Nichol occupied the edi­
torial room daring that period, and there 
is no other sanctum in the office 
other -‘visible” editor around there 

Cross-examined by Mr. Martin, witness 
stated* that he knew nothing as to the 
course pursued by the editor with respect 
to the alleged libel.

Ib answer to Mr. Cassidy, Mr. Coltart 
stated that the Province Limited Liability 
Company published The Province newspa­
per, and the paper is a tenant of the com­
pany, the staff of both concerns working in 
the building. Witness is a director of both 
companies and managing director of the 
pubiishingcompany.

Mr. W. B. Ditchburn, the next witness, 
deposed that he is a linotype operator and 
was an employee of* the Province Publish­
ing Co. which nublishesTbe Province news­
paper. He tid not know the difference be­
tween the two Companies, but he was told 
that there were two companies. Mr. Col­
tart signed the pay checks. Witness has 
operated the linotype for The Province for 
about nine months.

At this juncture Mr. Martin objected to 
plaintiff’s counsel asking questions about 
The Province, a copy ot which was pro­
duced, until the paper was proven a true 
copy.

Mr. Wheeler, an employee df The Prov­
ince, was then called to prove the cony of 
paper in question. Witness remembered 
selling a copy of The Province to Mr. Da- 
vey, student in Mr. Cassidy’s office, some 
time during the week following December 
11. when the alleged libel was published. 
It was not included in witness’ duties to 
sell papers, and he merely did so to oblige 
other members of the staff. A young lady 
generally sold the papers. Witness could 
not say who employed her.

To the Magistrate, witness stated that 
the paper sold to Mr. Davey was a copy of 
the issue of December 11, which contained 
the alleged libel,

Mr. Arthur Davey testified to haying 
purchased the copy of The Province 
brought into court from Mr. Arthur Whee­
ler at the Province building.

Mr. Ditchburn was again further exam­
ined. He would not swear that he had set 
up in the Province of December 11, 1897, an 
article headed “There is Light at last.” 
He supposed he had set it up, however, as 
he nearly always djd the machine typeset­
ting in the Province. Theie was another 
printer, but he did not do much on the 
machine. Witness did not remember doing 
any particular work in the December 11 
issue.
SAt this juncture Mr. Martin, in most em­
phatic terms, accused Mr. Cassidy of over­
looking part of the evidence given by wit­
ness, and some hot cross-tiring ensued. It 
had hardly ceased when another question 
bv Mr. Cassidy, as to whether witness had 
an opportunity of thoroughly understand­
ing all the articles he set up, aroused Mr. 
Martin’s indignation.

“ I protest, your Worship, against this 
method of cross-examination,” he said.
“ My learned friend is simply putting 
words in the witness’s mouth.”

His Worship—“ Don’t show feeling in 
this matter, Mr. Martin, and we will soon 
decide it.”

To the Editor :—In all the accounts I 
have seen of the looting of the wreck of 
the Cleveland the part taken by the In­
diana has been severely condemned. I 
do not mean to say the Indiana were 
justified in doing what they did, but it 
should be remembered that they alleged 
from the beginning they would deliver 
up everything npon being paid for salv­
ing the stuff, as had been done within 
their experience in the case of the 
wrecked Archer some two years ego. 
When they found they were not to be 
treated in the same way again they na­
turally desired to keep a portion to re­
pay themselves, which some of them 
endeavored to do, thus making them­
selves liable for secretion.

Apparently no one in the vicinity 
knew the law regarding salvage of ves­
sels and cargoes, and certainly the In­
dian cannot be expected to know laws 
with which even whites are not fami­
liar ; nor can they be unduly blamed for 
doing just what white men often do 
under similar circumstances. Nor do I 
mean to say that the Indians who were 
sentenced were not treated leniently, as 
considering the evidence before him the 
magistrate certainly was not unduly 
severe.

But I do wish to say that these Bar­
clay Sound Indians are not bands of 
savages and robbers, as might be in­
ferred from the reports, and when I 
state that upon my going on board and 
asking the Indians to cease taking stuff 
from the vessel they at once cheerfully 
complied with my request, it will be 
understood I have some basis for my 
assertion.

The statement that Indians set fire to 
the vessel after the captain retook pos­
session is wholly unwarranted. Fires 
there were, but from the evidence that 
can be offered the perpetrator was not a 
West Coast Indian.

The report that the Indians engaged 
to take the parser with a message to 
Cape Beale, purposely capsized their 
canoe with the apparent intention of de­
laying the message is ludicrous. Any­
one who knows anything about these 
Indians knows that a white man is as 
safe in their canoes as skill and caution 
can make him. Two of the most reli­
able and trustworthy Indians in the 
sound were sent on that trip. They 
claim they were not intoxicated at the 
time of the mishap and that the ac­
cident was not due to their carelessness, 
and the account they give is an exceed­
ingly likely one. One of them remained 
in the water for two hours, lightening 
and staying the canoe after it was right­
ed, while the other Indian and the par­
ser paddled for the shore. Owing largely 
to this Indian’s care and courage the 
white man’s life was saved. The In­
dian lost a valuable watch and is blamed 
for the accident. Had he been a white 
and the occurrence correctly reported he 
would have gained a medal.

A little more than a year ago a band 
of drunken sailors entered the Indian 
village of theOleialet tribe—in this same 
Barclay Sound—the inhabitants being at 
the time at a fishing station a few miles 
distant, broke into nearly every house, 
smashed doors, windows, looking- 
glasses, boxes and dishes, making a tar­
get for rifle practice of hanging lamps, 
and carrying away valuables. I have 
yet to learn that these offenders were 
brought to justice. Now that the In­
dians have received a lesson in British 
justice—as I learn by the newspaper re­
ports—possibly the world will hear more 
about the next outrage of the kind that 
happens in this vicinity.

The truth is, the Indian on this coast 
is largely what the whites have made 
him. The whiskey that I read they gave 
“undivided attention to” in the wreck 
is not their product—nor are they the 
only offenders in this particular case ! 
One of their chiefs said to me one day, 
in terms of withering scorn, when I was 
expostulating with him about drinking 
whiskey r 11 If you want us to stop drink­
ing Pend away yonr whiskey houses. 
Si washes don’t make whiskey—Siwashes 
make dry salmon.”

In the" harbor, before my house, as I 
write, there lies at anchor my little sail­
boat, provisioned and equipped for a 
voyage. It has been lying thus for sev­
eral days, detained by contrary winds. 
Indians are passing and repassing con­
stantly. Many things of value to them 
are there, with no lock and key to pre­
vent them from helping themselves; but 
nothing is missing, nor have I the slight­
est fear that anything will be taken.

Could there be such an experience in 
any civilized city or town in Canada?

There 
are some among the mine owners who 

not employ labor to properly devel­
op their properties until assured that 
the 20 per cent, royalty will be abolished 
—for with it, they"say, an average claim 
will not allow a profit over wages and 
working costs. As to the size of claims, 
the individual miners contend that the 
history of mining 
es everywhere else in the world has 
proved the insufficiency of a 100-foot 
claim—the size proposed for the fntnre 
—for profitable working. If all the 
creeks were as good as El Dorado, 100 
feet of ground might satisfy a man—but 
El Dorado stands out as probably the 
richest creek in the world to-day ; and 
the generaVlaw should not be based up­
on a noteworthy exception. On the mat­
ter of reservations owners and working 
miners join hands, so that in the 
sum total of their grievances 
the miners present a unanimous front. 
While there are of coprse some blanks 
in the Klondyke it has not surprised old 
timers that Hunker creek—emptying 
into the Klondyke river at a point fifteen 
miles from Dawson and itself fed by 
Gold Bottom, Last Chance and several 
other auriferous streams—is proving 
•quite as good as El Dorado, while its 
gold approaches the Bonanza creek 
standard of fineness. The Hanker is a 
long stream with room for upwards of 
its 100 or more claims ; there are quite 
as many on the newly prospected tribu­
taries including Last Chance and Gold 
Bottom. The pay dirt of the Hunker 
and these tributaries is said to average 
.$18 to the pan, while claim 6 below dis­
covery is reported to have turned out one 
record pan of $104, Sulphur creek has 
not yet shown any sensational ground, 
but $10 and $15 to the pan is not to be 
lqoked upon with disdain by the major­
ity of miners. The Stewart, the Pelly, 
Henderson, Dominion and.Quartz creeks 
are not proving up equal to expectations 
acording to the Seattle’s returning min­
ers, but these have not' yet been fairly 
tested by bedrock prospecting and should 
not be prematurely condemned.

Napoleon Leganlt, of Seattle, as men­
tioned yesterday, brings $20,000 in cash 
with him, besides retaining interests 
upon which $30,000 more could at any 
time be realized. Napoleon Dupres, 
after five years’ mining, retires with 
$30,000. Pete King and Jack Burke— 
also French Canadians—are satisfied, 
although they decline to sav just how 
much they have amassed. King on the 
way out picked up a draft for $10,000 at 
an old camping place on the upper river ; 
he found the owner at Skagway and haet- 
tened to restore the fortune. A. F. 
Naida, formerly of Portland, another 
old-timer in the country, at Skagway 
met his wife, whom he had not seen for 
years and who was journeying through 
the snows to meet him. “ I’ve got to go 
Bouth for supplies,” he told her. “ Just 
wait here till I come back and we’ll go 
up together.” She therefore waits at* 
Skagway, while he came down by the 
City of Seattle.

The tramway at the White Horse rap­
ids is said to be already in working order 
and promises to greatly lessen the dan­
ger and the labor of the trip to the mines 
of this year’s immigrants. The wagon 
road via Skagway and the tram­
ways from Dyea are also ready 
for business and the pride and glory 
of the respective rival towns ; whether 
eithér has been constructed in a suf­
ficiently substantial manner to bold its

The 
result of this is that the price of meat 
has been brought down to 45 cento a 
pound, and parties who took in beef 
from Victoria are holding for a rise, as 
present prices would not pay expenses. 
The caribon of the Yukon are migratory 
in their habits and, as Mr. William 
Ogilvie stated in his lecture here, 
are rarely found two successive 
seasons in the same place. As luck 
will have it, they have turned up where 
they come in very handy this year, and 
their presence in the neighborhood of 
Dawson ia another very strong reason to 
«how the utter absurdity of any chance

Diver McHardy has returned from Taco­

ma, whither he accompanied the wrecked 
steamer Cleveland. Throughout all the 
wrecking operations in progress while the 
Cleveland was ashore Mr. McHardie’s as­
sistance was of great value. It was he who 
patched up the holes in the ship’s bottom, 
and he states in regard to the damage that 
the vessel received, that six of her plates 
will have to be removed. Others are badly 
dented, but are not sufficiently injured to 
be of harm to the steamer.

That she is not as suitable a 
boat for the Pnget Sound-Victoria route as 
the Kingston, whose place she takes, is 
proved by the fact that her run is shorter 
by the distance between Seattle and 
Tacoma.

Sverdrup as Well as Peary to Move Toward 
the Pole Next Summer.

To the Editor:—The letter of Mr. 
John St. Clair, published in the Colonist 
of the 3rd inst., is a most interesting 
outburst of an over-heated brain. It 
being written just at *the close of the 
school vacation probably accounts for it. 
The remarks of “ Parent ” in Wednes­
day’s issue are quite pertinent. It was 
an exceedingly sad sight to me on 
Christmas afternoon to see seven boys 
on a convict’s form, the youngest only 
about 10 years old, tbe eldest not much 
more than 15 years of age. I ana not 
afraid of taking tbe position that those 
boys never should have gone inside that 
jail. A well-appointed industrial school 
is needed for such boys, and not the 
jail.

Now, I believe that this epidemic of 
badness on the part of the boys of our 
city is not all the outcome of youthful 
over-exuberance. I have noted lately 
the desire on the part of many boys to 
devour literature of the worst type, and 
some of our book exchanges give these 
boys the chance to gratify their desires 
with very little difficulty. There is 
a great deal of the most per­
nicious literature lying about for "the 
benefit of our boys. Then, again, the 
way in which boys of tender years are 
allowed to roam about at night is an un­
doubted menace to good morals. Com­
ing home one night,- not long since, 
about 11 o’clock at night, four or five 
boys (the eldest not more than 12 or 13 
years) were standing at the corner of 
Fisgard and Douglas streets in very 
earnest conversation about something. 
Those boys should have been home and 
in bed. That they had homes I judged 
from their being quite well dressed. A 
curfew law is needed. Let us have one. 
Here is a chance for one of the new can­
didates for aldermanic honors to im­
mortalize himself.

Louisville, Ky., Jan. 6.—No matter 
what controversy may arise, Captain 
Sverdrup, Dr. Nansen’s Norwegian navi­
gator, who directed the perilous coarse 
of the From during the explorer’s last 
expedition, will lead an exploring party 
to the north next summer. The author­
ity for this statement is Dr. Nansen 
himself, who lectured here last night. 
Dr. Nansen said that the Norwegian 
government had already consented to 
lend Captain Sverdrup the From, and 
the sturdy seaman would sail from 
Smith Sound for the unexplored region 
beyond early in the coming summer. 
He will, take with him about fifty men.

Dr. Nansen farther said that Captain 
Sverdrup will make no attempt to reach 
the North Pole, but would devote all hie 
time to scientific investigations along 
the coast of Greenland. As he did not 
know Lieutenant Peary’s intentions 
while forming his own plans, Dr. Nan­
sen does not believe it would be an act 
of discourtesy for Captain Sverdrup to 
persist in carrying out his scheme, and 
inasmuch as Dr. Nansen is convinced 
that Sverdrnp conceived the plan at 
least as early as Peary, he does not think 
Peary has a prior claim on the route and 
project, or that he is entitled to any ex­
clusive privileges on the northern coast 
of Greenland.

As the 
event is one of provincial importance it is 
hoped that every effort will be made to 
make it memorable.

8 (From the Stickeen River Journal.)
Further proof of the feasibility of the 

Stickeen river route to the Klondyke is 
furnished by the arrival in Fort Wrangel 
of Hon. George W. Otterson, a representa­
tive of the Hawaiian government, and his 
party, consisting of It. H. Fitzhugh, of 
Lexington, Ky. ; F. R. S. Barley, of Lake- 
field, Ont., and Indian Dick. Mr. Otterson 
was seen by a Journal representative and 
gave the following interesting description 
of his journey from the North :

We left Telegraph creek, which, by the 
way, is 150 miles up the Stickeen river, on 
the 5th day of December for Fort Wrangel, 
with an outfit consisting of six dogs, three 
sleds, blankets and provisions. We reached 
Glenora, a distance of twelve miles, that 
day, finding the route in good condition 
and the weather favorable. We tra­
veled entirely on the ice that covered 
the river, which was frozen to a safe 
depth. By the 10th we arrived at the 
Canyon and early in the forenoon of the 
next day we reached the Robinson and 
Croker cabin, where we exchanged saluta­
tions and continued on our journey to­
wards the city on Wrangel island. On the 
evening of the 10th we met three men on 
their way up the majestic Stickeen. They 
were “ long ” on dogs, as compared with 
the balance of their outfit, they having ten 
canines with them of a varied color, size 

We were exceedingly glad to 
meet this party of many dogs, for we had 
up to this time been making a trail over 
the snow which was very deep, and we 
were only too glad to exchange trails, 
which we did to the entire satisfaction of 
parties concerned.

The snow was between seven and eight 
feet deep andvve found our snowshoes of 
great benefit. On the 12th of December we 
passed the Hudson Bay fiats with a strong 
wind blowing and the weather very cola 
and a heavy trail. On the 16th we met the 
Brown party on their way up the river, and 

next meeting was with Jordan and his 
partner, from whom we got some tobacco, 

ffee, tea and bacon, and that night we 
camped with Hazen and Hansel, thus far 
making eight miles per day, which must be 
considered good time when it is known that 
there are only about five hours of daylight 
in the country we travelled over.

The night of the 17th we put up with the 
Avery party in their cabin. On the 18th 
we called at the camp of Cooley and Ball, 
who are comfortably located. On the 19th 
we reached the mouth of the Stickeen 
river, just fourteen days from Telegraph 
Creek.

“ In making such a journey as you have 
just described, what were the habits you 
adopted with reference to the hours of 
sleep, cooking your meals, selecting your 
camping places Mr. Otterson?” asked the 
scribe.

Well, in the morning we get up at half 
past six and cook our breakfast, and as the 
country is well timbered, there is no lack 
of good fuel. After breakfasf we load the 
sleds, harness the dogs and by half past 
nine we hav'' commenced our day’s 
journey, and we then travel on with per­
haps but a few moments stop^until three to 
half past three o’clock, at which time we 
stop for the day. After unharnessing the I 
dogs, wood is cut for a fire, brush for a bed, 
a canvas fly or curtain is put up to the 
windward of the fire, sleds are unpacked 
and supper is cooked, and by six o’clock 
the eating act has been completed and

There will be two, and probably 
three, cable lines over the summit, and 
one cable has been in operation for three 
weeks, carrying goods from Dyea to tne 
Summit for 10 cents per pound against 35 
and 50 cents in the fall of this year. It is 
only 28 miles from Dyea to Lindernian.

SHOOTING IN CHICAGO.
Three Noted Characters Lose Their Lives 

in a Saloon Row.

Chicago, Jan. 6.—Kid Murphy, a 
noted Chicago gambler of the shell- 
worker variety, was shot dead and 
Frank, alias Dickey Dean, and Martin 
Donahue were shot, probably fatally, 
during a quarrel last night in a saloon 
at 117 North Clark street. The affair 
is said to be the result of a 
feud of months’ standing.

Neither is expected to live 
twenty-four hours. According to one of 
the men arrested in the saloon at the 
time of the shooting, Donahue killed 
Murphy in self-defence, and Dean was 
shot while acting as a peacemaker.

Donahue is a saloon keeper and Dean 
a constable. Thirteen men were arrest­
ed in the saloon at the time of the shoot- 
ting, among them being “Major ” 
Sampson, who is suspected of compli­
city in the murder of Gus Collander dur­
ing an election riot three years ago, and 
for which Alderman Thomas O’Malley 
was tried and acquitted.

point made by Senator Macdonald about 
there being no discrimination against 
United States citizens in the collection 
of duties at the Yukon frontier. No 
questions are asked as to a man’s 
nationality. When he reaches the 
custom house at Lake Tagiah he must 
pay duty on goods not made in Canada, 
whether he owes allegiance to Queen 
Victoria or is an alien. This ought not’ 
to be lost eight of, for there has been a 
disposition to misrepresent the attitude 
of the people of British Columbia and 
the effect of the Canadian laws upon 
this subject. It has been persistently 
alleged, by those who ought to know 
better, that what was aimed at was the 
exclusion of aliens from the Yukon. 
We do not disguise the fact 
that many people in British Columbia 
favor such exclusion ; but there is no 
law to authorize it. Under the laws of 
Canada as they now stand, and as they 
are likely to stand for some time to 
come, it matters not in what country a 
man was born or to what government he 
owes allegiance, he is free to enter the 
Yukon and exploit its wealth. All that 
is asked of him is that he shall obey the 
laws of Canada, and one of those laws is 
that, if he proposes to bring foreign goods 
into the country, he shall pay the duty 
on them, which duty, in the case of 
Yukon outfits, amounts to about 30 per 
cent.

Consul Smith has fnade a very favor­
able impression upoti the people of this 
city, which will be atre 
frank and manly statement of the mat­
ter forming the subject of his December 
report. In this he represents the best 
type of American citizenship, which does 
not try to deceive itself and does not 
thank anyone for trying to deceive it 
about matters touching upon its busi­
ness interests.

portation for 30,000 people, not counting 
their own tickets would come to $18,000-, 
000, to which must be added the cost of 
transportation of individuals backwards 
and forwards, those who stay in the 
country and those who do not, which 
would swell the transportation outlay to 
at least (25,000,000. There are people 
who will say that if we multiply the 
number of people by ten we will be away 
within the mark. We do not care to 
figure upon such estimates. Twenty- 
five millions for transportation alone is 
quite a lot of money.

Now, let us suppose, that 100,000 peo­
ple come out here to the Coast and start 
North. They will probably spend in 
.living expenses and outfits an average of 
$500. Five hundred times one hundred 
thousand dollars are .$50,000,003. 
Add to this the transportation 
and we have $75,000,000, if 100,- 
000 come and the length of stay of 
those who go North is equal to a stay of 
30,000 people for a year. This is a 
pretty fair year’s business. The amount 
seems incredible; but when one reads 
what is being said all over the country 
as to the coming rush, it is easier to 
make the amount larger than to cut it 
down.

However, we did not begin this article 
with the idea of making calculations of 
this kind. Our point is that the mer­
chants of Canada must keep in view the 
fact that after this year the greater part 
of the Yukon trade will be done by busi­
ness houses having establishments in 
the gold-producing country. This will 
be the great outfitting year. It is there 
fore important that the most persistent 
efforts should be made to secure that 
trade now.

We know that our business men will 
pardon us when we say to them that 
very much will depend upon the manner 
in which the first parties are treated. 
If they are used well, they will send 
back favorable reports. If they have 
reason to think themselves ill-used, they 
will advise their friends not to come 
to this city. We have seen some 
letters in regard to the way is which 
miners were used in Seattle, that must 
have a very prejudicial effect upon the 
minds of every person who reads them. 
If by any mischance such letters should 
be written from Victoria abolit Victoria 
merchants, they will.be sent all over the 
United States. We caution our mer­
chants against people who may come 
here looking for trouble in order to give 
the business of the city a black eye. The 
men who have spread falsehoods abroad 
concerning our city are equal to'any dis­
honorable trick that will keep us from 
getting our rightful share of the trade 
of our own country. We also suggest to 
our merchants that they get letters from 
the persons whom they outfit, which can 
be used in the event of any trick of the 
sort mentioned being attempted.

The Toronto Globe resumes its active 
opposition to government aid, that is 
Dominion government aid to any addi­
tional railway projects. This time it 
speaks against such assistance being ex­
tended to a line to open Northern On­
tario. Our contemporary in this re- 
d sema itself from the chargé of specially 
directing its opposition againet Western 
projects. But we are not able to agree 
with it upon this special rhatter. This 
country must be developed and that too 
as quickly as possible. It is necessary 
for this purpose that federal aid should 
be given. This can be extended in such 
a way as to make the burden upon the 
taxpayers comparatively light. We 
think it is not beyond the ingenuity of 
the government to devise a proper sys­
tem of government aid.

THE REGULATIONS AT DTEA.

While some further particulars re­
main to be made public, sufficient is 
known of the agreement between the 
Canadian government and the United 
States government as to the regulations 
at Dyea, to show that they are wholly 
satisfactory, and that no further impedi­
ments will be placed in the way of the 
transportation of Canadian goods across 
the narrow strip of territory now in pos­
session of the United States, but which 
may ultimately be found to be a part of 
Canada.

We are glad to make public a recog­
nition of Hon. Mr. Sifton’s good work in 
this matter. He has taken the question 
up with a great deal of business sense, 
and appears to have arrived at as good 
results as could be expected. This 
shows the advantage of having the mini­
sters visit the Coast and learn from per­
sonal observation what the situation 
calls for. There are one or two esteemed 
members of the cabinet, whom we would 
like to see sent out here for a good long 
visit. Indeed there are quite a number 
of people, having influence with the pre­
sent administration, who would be 
greatly profited by a sojourn in this live 
country. They would get some new 
notions into their heads, which would 
be an excellent thing for them and the 
Dominion.

There will be much weeping and wail­
ing and gnashing of teeth in certain 
quarters south of us at the way things 
have worked out at Dyea. The great 
American hog has been very much in 
evidence lately on the Sound. The 
Washington government has put a ring 
in his nose. This will not, however, 
prevent him squealing pretty loudly. 
We are very glad that it was not neces­
sary for the Dominion government to 
go to the extreme of closing the passes. 
Every avenue of travel will be taxed to 
its utmost by the great rush now certain 
to come, and it would have been a pity 
if it had been necessary, owing to the 
greed of our neighbors, to have pre­
vented travel from seeking the route 
from the head of Lynn canal.

Now that the snow road project is a 

dead issue, the proposed wagon road to 
Cascade City can be discussed without 
any side lines being tacked to it. It is 
certain that the wagon road to the Vic­
tory-Triumph and Velvet groups, on So­
phie mountains, will receive assistance 
from the government. If the board of 
trade will point out the necessity of the 
continuation of that road five or six 
miles further west, there is little doubt 
that an appropriation wiil be made for a 
trunk road from Rossland as far ag Cas­
tle mountain. This would give actées to 
a vast number of mineral claims that 
cannot possibly have any other outlet.

the branch road 
leading to the Victory-Triumph group, 
the wagon road would enter a district 
that is thickly covered with mineral 
claims. There is the Umatilla group of 
three claims, the Wallaroo group of five 
claims, the Big Four group of three 
claims, the New Orleans group of two 
claims, the Prospector group of eight 
claims, and numerous others further 
sway from the proposed road that must 
ship ore that way, because there is no 
other feasible route.

■ Summit mountain and Big Sheep val­
ley are well covered with mineral claims 
that mnst find an outlet over the Dewd- 
ney trail route, and on Castle mountain 
there are some well-known groups to be 
served, such as the Algonquin group, the 
Sandhurst group, the Royal group, the 
Jubilee group, and over 100 separate 
claipas on this eastern slope, all of which 
will be tributary to the proposed wagon 
road. It is safe to say that the number 
of claims and mines that woùld be bene- 
ti ted by such a wagon road would aggre­
gate quite 1,000. Of these many wiil be 
shipping ore next summer, and a- wagon 
road can be constructed none too soon 
for the interests of the claim owners and 
the merchants of Rossland. Besides the 
bringing ont of ore from these claims 
the carrying in of supplies from Rose- 
land is an item that must not be over­
looked.—Rossland Times.

THE NEWS FROM DAWSON.

The latest news from Dawson City 
will serve to stimulate the desire of peo­
ple to get into the country. So far 
there has not been an unfavorable re­
report received. This is somewhat ex­
ceptional. In nearly every case, where 
a mining country has been Opened Up, 
the adverse accounts are almost as 
numerous as those that are favorable, 
but in the case of the Klondyke every­
one has the same story of abundant 
gold. Nor is this true of Klondyke 
alone, f6r from every part of the Yukon 
valley, where prospectors have gone, 
come the same kind of reports. It 
seems to be a case of “ gold, gold every­
where.” One may feel safe in saying 
that the only limit to the output this 
year will be the capacity of men to get 
out the gold, not the extent of the de­
posits.

Under these circumstances we feel 
very certain that a long period of pros­
perity is to be looked for on the basis of 
Yukon trade, and it behooves our busi­
ness men to examine into the situation 
from that standpoint. The present year 
will witness a tremendous rush into the 
country and necessarily a good deal of 
outfitting. Most of the parties who go 
in will take a year’s supply of provi­
sions ; but many will not, and their sup­
plies must be replenished from stocks 
taken into the country by merchants. 
A very large proportion of those who 
take in a year’s supply will not come 
out for more at the end of that period, 
but will buy new stocks in the country, 
if they can get them.

We have no means of measuring the 
number of people who can get into the 
Yukon valley this year, or who will win­
ter there, if they can. We do not 
like to make extravagant estimates, 
bat assuming that 50,000 people 
will get into the country and 
half of them remain there, and these 
are figures that many people will con­
sider absurdly small, the amount of 
money that will be required for food, 
clothing, household utensils, machinery 
and other things will be enormous. We- 
propose to put for the purpose of the cal­
culation the number of people who will 
go into the Yukon and remain there as 
equal to a resident [population of 30,000 
for one year. More^ than that many 
people will go into the country, very 
many more. Possibly less than that 
number of people will stay there for a 
full year ; bat sorely the total will reach 
the suggested average. These 30,000 
people will have to be provided with 
transportation for themselves, their 
food, their personal baggage, their ma­
chinery and tools. Everything they 
need, except lumber for their houses, 
will have to be taken into the country. 
This will average over two tore to the 
man, bat put it at two tons. It will 
come to 60,000 tons. The lowest rate at 
which goods were taken from points on 
the Coast to Dawsoq City last year was 
six cents a pound. An average of ten 
cents a pound to all the points on the 
Yukon will not be excessive. Ten cents 
a pound is $200 a ton, which for 60,000 
tone comes to $12,000,000 for trans­
portation alone for 30,000 people. 
Most people will think we are too 
conservative altogether to estimate on so 
small a number as 30,000. Those who 
think so can increase the amount in pro­
portion to what they think will be the 
number. Others will say that the cost 
of transportation will average to all 
points more than ten cents per pound. 
An experienced miner told the Colonist 
the other day that the cost would be at 
least fifteen cents a pound, and he was 
very sure that it could not be done for 
that.

As we view the matter, the sealers 
would appear to have good a claim upon 
their own government for compensation 
for the damages caused by their being 
driven from a legitimate occupation. It 
has been decided that they had a right 
to kill the seals, that the United States 
was bound to pay them for the actual 
loss they sustained bv reason of the 
seizures. Surely, then, some one ounbi 
to pay them what they have lost by be­
ing kept from prosecuting a pursuit 
which they had a perfect right to carry 
on. Tbe decision, as far as it goes, is 
between the two governments only. The 
claim of tbe sealers upon their own gov­
ernment has yet to be presented.

Berlin, Jan. 5.—The cession of Kiao­
chou Bay to Germany takes the form of 
a lease for an indefinite time. Germany 
is at liberty to erect on the ceded terri­
tory all the necessary buildings and 
establishments and to take the measures 
required for their protection.

The Reicheanzeiger saye the ceded ter­
ritory comprises the whole of the inner 
basin of Kiaochou Bay so far as the 
high water line, the larger headlands 
situate south and north ot the 
of the bay to the point where they are 
bounded by mountain ranges, and also 
the islands situated within and in front 
of the bay.

The ceded terri to rv comprises an area 
of several square miles bounded by a 
larger zone around the bay, within which 
n0 measures or arrangements may be 
made by China without the consent of 
Germany.

Finally it is provided that “ in order 
to avoid conflicts which might disturb 
the good understanding between the 
two powers,■’ China has transferred to 
Germany for a period a lease of all 
sovereign rights over the ceded territory.
The telegram does not state the length 
of the lease nor the amount payable by 
Germany.

If for any cause Kiaochou Bay should 
prove unsuitable for the objects Ger­
many has in view, China, after arriving 
at an understanding with Germany, will
cede the latter at another point of the PBEMIOM ON HEBBING THIEVING, 
coast, a piece of territory which Ger­
many may regard as more suitable for 
her purpose, in ’vhich case China will 
take over the buildings and establish- 
mente constructed by Germany at Eiao* 
chon Bay, and will refund their cost.

London, Jan. 5.—A special despatch 
from Shanghai to-day says that Mr. Mc- 
Cleavy Brown, the British Korean 
toms agent at Seoul, maintains a firm 
bold. on his position, and that M.
Alexieff, the Russian agent, who has 
been endeavoring to supplant the Eng­
lishman, has been unable to obtain con­
trol of the finances, owing to the fact 
that all the funds are vested in Mr.
Brown’s name in the Hongkong bank at 
Shanghai, which institution honors Mr.
Brown’s signature only.

The negotiations between Sir Claude 
M. McDonald, the British minister at 
Peking, and the Chinese foreign office, 
with reference to the questions arising 
from the Russian occupation of Port 
Arthur are proceeding. The idea of an 
alliance with Great Britain is reported 
to have excited intense enthusiasm in 
Japan. The Marquis Ito’s cabinet, it is 
added, will endeavor to promote an An­
glo-Japanese alliance.

The Berlin correspondent of the 
Standard says : - “ The rumor that Rus­
sia has ordered nearly all the material 
for the Manchurian railway in the 
United States is unfounded. She has 
only ordered thirteen locomotives. Most 
of the other material has been or will be 
ordered in Europe.”

While the discovery of gold will popu­
late the Northwest and British Colum­
bia as it populated South Africa, Austra­
lia and the Western States, yet at the 
same time it has created antagonism in 
various quarters.

“ I remember when Sir John Mac­
donald was roundly abased for negotiat­
ing the Washington treaty. To-day the 
route most talked about, the Stickeen 
river, is free to all imperial interests 
under that treaty. Still it would not 
surprise me at "all to find prominent 
men in the United States prepared to 
question whether the freedom of naviga­
tion carries with it the right to utilize the 
Stickeen when in a frozen condition, or 
yet to find them insist upon laying an 
embargo upon gold conveyed through 
their territory to points in Canada.

“ These issues may be raised as a bluff 
game in order to coerce Canada in con­
nection with the policy advocated by 
some of putting a duty upon gold carried 
out of Yukon into the United States.

“ Then again, the tax upon gold pro­
duced, as well as the reservation of al­
ternate claims by the government of the 
day, are likely to cause strong protests 
and to disturb the volcanic forces, for 
you know there are more politicians than 
statesmen in the neighboring repnblic.

Since Germany Profit by It Other Powers

London, Jan. 6.—A despatch to the 
Times from Pekin dated yesterday 
(Wednesday) says that Germany has 
taken a lease of Kiaochou for fifty years. 
It says also that reports are current- 
there that a French occupation of Hai­
nan island is imminent.

The Times says editorially this morn­
ing : “ It would be simple to assume 
that the German despatch tells the 
whole story of the Chinese situation, for 
it quite omits to say what China gets in 
return. To the world at large, however, 
the material fact is that Germany by 
physical force has obtained a naval 
station. This is the fact that most gu.de 
other powers in determining their own
P°“ The talk of a lease is a mere saving 
of appearances. There is no doubt that 
both Germany and China are aware that 
it is a practical cession in full sovereign­
ty. It provides a further argument in 
favor of an English guaranteed Chinese 
loan.” . .. . .

The morning paper editorials gener­
ally are in the same strain as that tf the 
Times. They point out that the 
tract is one in which Germany appar­
ently gets everything and China nothing, 
while the question of the safety of the 
missionaries is entirely dropped.

Toronto, Jan. 5.—Nothing is known 
here about the report that Premier 
Greenway has abandoned his Duluth 
railway scheme. It was reported from 
Winnipeg that the minieter had been in 
conference with the Ontario government 
about the construction of a line to par­
allel the Canadian Pacific to Lake Su­
perior, part of it running through the 
States. A leading member of the gov­
ernment here denies the truth of the re­
port. He says the Ontario government 
has not discussed snch a scheme.

INTER-PROVINCIAL BOUNDARY.

Commissioners Busy Determining the Line 
Between Manitoba and Ontario.

Toronto, Jan. 6.—The commissioners 
oa the deli mitation of the boundary be­
tween Manttoba and Ontario have just 
returned from a three months’ survey of 
the new boundary line.

For this purpose the history of 
our own Empire should be the basis, 
and it should be divided into periods of 
twenty-five years each for the first hun­
dred years, measuring backward, and 
into periods of fifty years each for the 
next two preceding centuries. The next 
three or four centuries might by consid­
ered a century at a time, and as the 
dates grow more remote a longer period 
could be embraced in each division. After 
the history of our own land had been 
covered in each period, for this should 
be treated first until the study has pass­
ed beyond historical British dates, the 
contemporary history of the world 
ought to be taken up, with the object 
not of merely filling the pupil’s mind 
with a lot of isolated facts and dates, but 
to give him some idea of what the world 
as a whole had done. It is surprising 
with how much greater interest history 
is studied when dealt with in this way, 
and what new ideas we get. Nothing 
tends to broaden the mind more than 
such a system.

Let us take, for example, the history 
of popular government. It is literally 
true that under the system of teaching 
in vogue in the schools of the United 
States pupils are taught that human 
liberty had its origin in the declaration 
of independence. The pupils in Can­
adian schools know better than this; 
but how many of them are taught any­
thing about the communities in which 
the torch of freedom was kept burning 
down through centuries? How many of 
us were taught at school to respect the 
Scandinavian people for their reso­
lute sense of personal freedom? 
How many were told at school 
of the democracy of old Poland? 
How many were taught of the proud 
boast of the Basques, the Vaudois, the 
men of Wales and of the Isles of Scot­
land that they never bowed their necks 
in slavery to any man. What idea do 
the pupils of our schools get of the 
wonderful career of Mohammed and his 
successors? And yet it is impossible to 
read the news of the day intelligently, 
much less to form correct opinions as to 
the mainsprings of action of a large sec­
tion of the human race without knowing 
something about this great subject.

Is it not perfectly correct that nine 
out of ten pupils leave school without so 
much as a glimmer of the history of 
India, China, Japan, Central or South 
America? Surely this ought not to be 
the case. Surely in these days when all 
the ends of the earth have been knit to­
gether by steam and electric cables, our 
school boys ought not to be sent out to 
engage in the active business of life 
without being taught something of these 
countries.

We suggest these things for the con­
sideration of our educationalists, not in 
any spirit of fault-finding, but because 
we realize how poorly equipped in these 
subjects the best schools turn out their 
pupils. Our own view of the case is 
that the best way to teach history is by 
means of lectures, of which the pupils 
should be required to take notes, to be 
written out and submitted to the

a commission from God; the case of 
Elijah, who converted the people from 
the worship of Baal by causing the 
saturated sacrifice to burst ont in 
flames; the case of Jesus, who began 
His public work by turning water into 
wine at the marriage feast, and who, 
throughout Hie whole short career, did 
“ many mighty works.” We think we 
may' safely say that if anyone should 
arise in this or any other country to­
day and claim, as a proof of his divine 
inspiration, that he could suspend the 
recognized laws of nature at will by 
bringing into effect some higher and 
little known law, he iwould be regarded 
as an impostor. Thé churches would be 
the first to cast him out. The news­
paper would exploit him as a new sen­
sation ; but the scientific world, the 
learned everywhere would simply ignore 
him. Before we condemn Pharaoh, the 
worshippers of Baal or the Jews, we 
ought to put ourselves in their places 
and see whether we would likely 
have acted at all differently. We refer 
now solely to their refusal to acknowl­
edge the divinity of the messages which 
the miracles were employed to attest. 
We would not join in the cry : “ Crucify 
Him ; crucify Him.” We do not crucify 
people nowadays. We are like Pontius 
Pilate, and would be content to chastise 
Him and let Him go. Do not let us de­
ceive ourselves into supposing that with 
us the test of the divinity of Christi­
anity is the miracles recorded in the 
New Testament. If there were not 
other proofs we would no more make 
them the basis of our whole social 
system than we would accept as readily 
for that purpose the myths of the Norse- 
land.

The test of divinity, the only test, in­
deed, is to be found in the results that 
follow from what is claimed to be divine. 
Christianity may be judged by its fruits, 
and we claim that so judged it will stand 
the closest and keenest criticism. If 
every story of miraculous works were 
buried in oblivion, there would be proof 
enough left to establish that Christian­
ity is divine.

In these days when a blatant infidel­
ity poses 'as wisdom and timid people 
fear that some day the chemist, the geo­
logist and the astronomer will push God 
out of the universe, it is worth while to 
stop a little and remember that there 
are evidences of the divinity of Chris­
tianity that can be no more doubted 
than we can doubt the effect of sunlight 
upon nature. That there is a power 
which steadily “ makes for righteous­
ness ” must be conceded. The common­
ly received explanation of the origin of 
this power and the manner in which it 
operates may be erroneous. It would 
be marvellous if it were not so. Man­
kind has been mistaken about every­
thing else ; every day or so it is neces­
sity to recast some favorite notion as to 
the physical creation. Those of us who 
studied geology thirty years ago will re­
member how difficult it was to get geo­
logists to accept Agassiz’s theories as to 
glaciers, and we will ..also recall, if we 
have kept up our reading, how we 
have had to alter the apparently irre­
futable conclusions at which that dis­
tinguished geologist arrived. Scarcely 
an explanation that science has offered 
for anything has remained unquestioned 
for any length of time, and the true in­
vestigator into material phenomena puts 
a query after neaily every proposition 
except those contained in the multipli­
cation table. Why then should anyone 
insist that the modus operandi of the 
most subtile of all influences, that is 
those which affect the mind and heart of 
man, can be settled by a resolution of 
an assembly of ecclesiastics? We need 
not be afraid to admit our inability to 
explain how Jesus of Nazareth became 
inspired with divine wisdom, nor that 
we have no explanation quite satisfac* 
tory for the phenomena of faith, con­
version, or whatever else may be classed 
among the outward or inward mani­
festations of religion. A knowledge 
of the process of digestion never 
helped a man to enjoy a good dinner. 
There is not in the whole realm 
of scientific lore an explanation of 
why a rose gives out perfume, 
yet we enjoy its fragrance just the same. 
We can be in touch with the Divine 
without even guessing how it^ acts or 
what its nature really it. “ By its fruit, 
and by its fruit only, can it be known.”

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V The expedition, which will be accompanied by eighty teams of horses, sleighs, and 
three trains of dogs, will be in charge of Hon. Edgar Dewdney ex-Minister of the Inter­
ior of Canada and ex-Lieutenant-Governor of British Columbia and will be accompanied 
by Mr. Caldwell Ashworth, of London, a Director of the Corporation.

The expedition will proceed to Fort Wrangel on its own X 100 A 1 screw ocean 
steamer “Amur,” or by some other suitable vessel, leaving Victoria about the 15th Feb­
ruary.

The Nanaimo Review says the Colon­
ist is wrong in alleging that no charges 
have been made against the govern­
ment, and that as a matter of fact 

-chargee and grave ones “have been 
Tinrled at the government party.” That 
is quite true. Grave charges have been 
hurled at the government and its friends. 
That is just what we complain of. The 
charges have been hurled around with 
an abandon that is marvellous. But 
what the Colonist says is that specific 
charges have not been made. We de-' 
cline to discuss charges that are simply 
hurled around. It would be the easiest 
thing imaginable to hnrl charges against 
the Dominion government. What, for 
example, would anyone say if the Colon­
ist should assert that the Dominion 
government is composed of a lot of in­
competent, dishonorable and blundering 
dunderheads and blockheads. The Min­
ister of Railways has proposed the leas­
ing of the Drnmmond County Railway 
and the purchase of the Canada Eastern. 
How would it sound if this paper should 
assert that Mr. Blair is a dishonest man, 
a blockhead, a dunderhead, a caterer to 
the rich men . of the localities 
through which the lines run, or 
who are interested in their ownership? 
The Finance Minister brought down 
a number of tariff changes. What would 
the people of this province have thought 
if this paper had hurled ont the charge 
that Mr. Fielding was standing in with 
the business men whom the tariff bene­
fits? He made something of a ipuddle 
of his preferential tariff. Would this 
paper be considered as decent if it called 
him a dnnderhiad and a blockhead? So 
we might go on through the whole cab­
inet. We find the names of certain min­
isters on the boards of incorporated com­
panies. Would this have warranted the 
Colonist in hurling out the charge that 
these ministers are trafficking upon their 
public positions? We think that every 
one will unhesitatingly answer the above

There is considerable opposition de­
veloping to the proposed purchase of the 
Canada Eastern railway as a branch of 
the Intercolonial. This road is a little 
over 100 miles long and connects Freder­
icton, N.B., with Chatham, N.B., cross­
ing the Intercolonial about 14 miles from 
the latter town. It is a fairly good piece 
of railway property, extending through 
a country where a good business can be 
built up in time. We understand that 
it more than pays its way. The object 
in purchasing it would be to give the 
Intercolonial connection with the capital 
of New Brunswick, the thriving manu­
facturing town of Marysville and the 
middle part of the St. John river valley. 
There are some things to be said in favor 
of the purchase, bnt the transaction is 
not of such a pressing nature that it 
ought to be given precedence over other 
railway projects that seek aid from the 
Dominion.
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There has lately been a revival of that 
rather unprofitable theme, “ If Christ

tors of this kind, for no valuable conclu­
sion can be reached. Bÿ^the irony of 
fate the'fforld rarely recognizes its lead­
ers whitethey are with it. ’The public 
eye is-filled by persons whose influence 
is transitory. The men whose lives have 
been epogh-making were for the most 
part only discovered after the epoch had 
been well advanced. It is beyond all 
question Rhat even those who were the 
most clb&ly associated with Jesus of 
Nazareth during His life on the earth did 
not imagine that His influence would be 
of the nature it has been. Therefore it 
is useless to discuss what would happen 
if Christ came to Chicago, New York, 
London or anywhere else.

Of one thing we may feel very sure, 
namely, that if Christ came- to this or 
any other country with no other testi­
monials than He is reported to have 
produced in Palestine, He would be re­
garded as an impostor. It is just as well 
to look at this proposition squarely for we 
only deceive ourselves and form erroneous 
conceptions of the nature and power of 
Christianity, if we entertain the idea 
that if He came to ns as He came to the 
Jews, we would promptly hail Him as 
Lord and Saviour.

Of these we select the case of Moses, who 
employed certain miraculous arts to 
persuade Pharaoh that he, Moses, held

In most schools history is taught from 
the wrong end. By this we do not mean, 
as Tom Hughes once said, that when the 
knowledge cannot be taught into the 
head it is whipped into the other ex­
tremity ; bnt that the majority of teach­
ers of history begin ao far back that 
there is not time in the ordinary school 
curriculum to bring the pupil down to 
modern times. The practice used to be 
to start the student of English history at 
the time of the Roman invasion, and 
bring him down to within a few years of 
the present, if he remained long enough 
at school. Then he was given a course 
in Roman history in the same way; 
then, perhaps, one ifi Grecian history, 
and here the process stopped. In recent 
years Canadian history has been added, 
and the pupil is also given some idea of 
the chief events in the national life of 
the United States.

We suggest that history should be 
taught from the present backward, for 
in that way, no matter when the pupil 
left school, he would have possession of 
the salient facts of the recent history of 
hia own country and of the world at
